The ancient religious beliefs of kazakh as the core of national spirituality

In this article, we consider the ancient religious beliefs of kazakh people as the core of national spiri-
tuality. The tradition at present in our nation is handed down from the ancient religious belief in past.
Ancient beliefs, such as the spirit of the earth, the spirit of sky, sun, moon and stars that emerged long
before the advent of Islam. Many ancient rituals, tradition and cultural religiousness based on mono-
theistic natural religion that the cult «Tanir» (worship of the sky) are wildly found in kazakh society. The
traditional religious that the cult «Tanir» based on monotheistic religion were overlaid by Islamic motifs
such as Allah and Kuday (god). The Imam Abu hanifa who impart the islam to kazakhs appreciated the
traditions. The religion didn’t force kazakhs to believe in the islam, moreover, it was accepted by ka-
zakhs because of its beneficial ideology and policy.

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Influence of yaltian protocols on soviet-turkish relations

Introduction

The modern system of international relations,
in general, was formed on the basis of the results
of diplomatic activity of states during the Second
World War. At the same time, it should be noted that
this system no longer corresponds to many realities,
therefore it becomes necessary to reform it. When
brought into action, the principle of continuity is of
crucial importance and can only be implemented
due to a profound study of the trends in the devel-
opment of mutual relations of the leading actors of
international politics.

Taking into account the fact that currently
one of the most conflict-risk zones of the world
geopolitics is the Middle East region, the problem
of studying bilateral Russian-Turkish relations is
analyzed, which is impossible without an analysis
of the their historical development. In view of this
circumstance, the focus of this study is on the state
of Soviet-Turkish relations at the final stage of the
Second World War, taking into account the impact
on them to the decisions taken at the international
conferences of the anti-Hitler coalition, primarily
Yalta.

The Geopolitical Status of the States in
Question

It is important to clarify the geopolitical status
that the states in question had in this period of time.

The USSR, as is known, was a key participant
in the anti-Hitler coalition, the leading force in
opposing Nazi aggression. The Turkish Republic
in the Second World War took a pragmatic position
of sovereignty. At the same time, the policy of the
Turkish government demonstrated its friendly nature
towards both sides of the conflict. This is evidenced
by the nature of the bilateral agreements signed by
the Turkish government. Thus, in May and June
1939, it signed agreements with Britain and France
on mutual assistance in case of aggression in the
Mediterranean region, and on June 18, 1941 — a
treaty of friendship and non-aggression with Hitler’s
Germany.

At the same time, it should be recognized that the
actions of the Turkish government in the first stages
of the Second World War were unfriendly towards
the USSR. In particular, as A.A. Sotnichenko points
out, during the military victories of the Wehrmacht
on the Eastern Front, Turkish political leaders and
journalists met repeatedly with German officials,
visited the occupied territories, and visited the front.
In Turkey, German intelligence services operated,
especially near the borders with the USSR. Military

and technical cooperation between the German and
Turkish armed forces increased. According to the
Turkish foreign minister Hasan Saka, in 1946 80% of
the equipment and equipment of the Turkish armed
forces was of German production, which indicates
a high level of military cooperation between Berlin
and Ankara (Sotnichenko, 2010: 219).

Naturally, such a policy of the Turkish
government stipulated an extremely low level of
intensity of diplomatic contacts between the two
countries.

It should be noted that in the initial period of
the Second World War, the Soviet government
did not pay a special attention to such a position
of Turkey. Given the extremely difficult situation,
the priority direction of Soviet diplomacy has been
the establishment of contacts with the countries
that were the main participants in the anti-Hitler
coalition: the United States and Great Britain.
Accordingly, bilateral relations with Turkey have
not received enough attention.

The situation began to change from 1943, which
was due to a radical change in the course of military
operations — Germany finally lost its initiative on
the eastern front, as a result of which the issue of
its military and political defeat was predetermined.
In the changed conditions, the activity of the anti-
Hitler coalition was significantly intensified: its
main participants moved to the coordination of
projects for the future post-war reconstruction of
the world. Naturally, the Soviet leadership headed
by JV Stalin hoped to make the most of the outlook
situation in geopolitics as much as possible, thus
paying attention to bilateral relations with Turkey.

Since that time, the policy of the sovereignty
of the Turkish government began to be perceived
by the Soviet government as a factor beneficial
exclusively to Hitler’s Germany. In October 1943,
Stalin straightforwardly declared: “At the present
time, Turkish neutrality, which was useful in its
time to the allies, is useful to Hitler, for he covers
his flank in the Balkans,” and added that if Turkey
claims to participate in the post-war conference
“it is necessary that it makes a contribution to the
cause of victory and deserve to participate in the
peace conference” (Soviet Union at international
conferences of the Great Patriotic War, 1941-
1945,1984: 123).

It is important to note that the desire to use
the “Turkish factor” as an additional aspect of
achieving a military and political victory over
Hitler’s Germany was not the only reason for the
actualization of bilateral Soviet-Turkish relations.
The significant influence on this process was
provided by the imperial aspirations of the USSR,
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the essence of which was very accurately expressed
by the USSR ambassador to Ankara S. Vinogradov,
who believed that even Turkey’s refusal to join the
war on the side of the anti-Hitler coalition “would
not be” useless “for us, since would increase the
accountability of our claims to Turkey, which we
will be able to present in due time” (Gasanly Dzh.,
2008:124).

The claims against the Turkish side, which
the Soviet ambassador spoke of in 1943, were,
in essence, based on two themes. Firstly, it was a
question of the return of the former territories of
the Russian Empire, handed over by Soviet Russia
to the government of Kamalist Turkey. Then,
seeking to get out of international isolation, the
Bolsheviks voluntarily surrendered to the Turks in
Transcaucasia the regions of Kars, Ardahan, and
Artvin and recognized the new northeastern border
of Turkey. Now, at the end of the Second World
War, the Soviet leadership considered that it was a
convenient time for them to return back. (Moshkin,
2009: 245-253)

Another direction of the diplomatic offence
against Ankara was the attempt of the Soviet
leadership to revise the Montreux Convention
international convention, adopted in 1936 and
consolidating Turkey’s sovereignty over the Black
Sea straits (Ucarol Rifat, 1995: 651). Obviously, the
purpose of such an audit was to gain opportunities
to exercise control over the entire Black Sea region.

The Soviet leadership reasonably believed that
it would resolve the first of these aspects in the con-
ditions of the preservation of the position of the
friendly government towards Hitler’s neutrality by
the Turkish government, this would not constitute
significant difficulties in the context of bringing
Turkey to international responsibility. The second
aspect could not be solved without the support of
other leading members of the anti-Hitler coali-
tion. At the same time, it was extremely difficult
to achieve a positive resolution of this issue in the
context of realizing the interests of the Soviet side,
given the initial distrust of Stalin’s plans on the part
of his closest allies, primarily F. Roosevelt and W.
Churchill, since, traditionally, Britain had its own
interests in Black Sea region.

In this connection, it is not surprising that Sta-
lin’s attempt to discuss Soviet proposals regarding
the Straits of W. Churchill in October 1944 during
his visit to Moscow was practically unsuccessful.

The British prime minister took a very restrained
position in this matter, in fact refusing to discuss So-
viet proposals, citing the untimely nature of the sta-
tement of this issue. (Soviet Union at international
conferences of the Great Patriotic War, 1941-1945,
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1984, T-1: 123) At the same time, certain results
were nevertheless achieved — Churchill informed
his closest ally Roosevelt of the USSR’s intention to
change the regime of the Black Sea straits, and the
Allies decided to make minor concessions to Mos-
cow on this issue. However, the main achievement
of the Soviet government was the inclusion of the
issue of the Straits in the agenda of the next inter-
national conference of the allies on the anti-Hitler
coalition, which was scheduled for February 1945
in Yalta.

It seems that the consideration of the problem
of the regime of the Straits of substance during the
work of the Yalta Conference was made possible by
a change in the position of W. Churchill. The im-
possibility of confronting the USSR was taken into
account, taking into account the position of Turkey
and the indifferent attitude to this issue of the Amer-
ican leadership, the British Prime Minister took the
position of moderate concessions to Stalin, counting
along with the USSR to retain control over the most
strategically important region. As a result, Churchill
provided the Soviet leadership with the opportunity
to formulate a set of concrete proposals on the ques-
tion of the regime of the Straits.

The result of the Yalta Conference was an
agreed protocol on the regime of the Black Sea
straits, in which the agreement was reached on a
forward-looking detailed discussion of the regime
of the Black Sea straits at the next meeting of the
foreign ministers of the allied powers scheduled to
be held in London. At the same time, at the urging
of the British side, this protocol included the thesis
of obligatory informing the Turkish side about the
progress of the education of this issue provided that
it does not question the sovereignty and integrity of
the Turkish Republic.

The Soviet leadership took the signing of the
above-mentioned protocol as the basis for the op-
portunity to intensify bilateral relations with Turkey
from a position of strength. On March 19, 1945, du-
ring the reception of the Turkish ambassador, the So-
viet Foreign Minister V. Molotov issued a statement
on the necessity of denouncing the Soviet-Turkish
non-aggression and neutrality treaty of 1925, since
its provisions no longer correspond to the internati-
onal situation. At the same time, Molotov stressed
the necessity and desirability of concluding a new
friendly treaty, linking this fact to the fulfillment by
the Turkish side of a number of conditions that were
examined by him in June 1945, namely, the return of
the regions of Kars and Ardahan, permission to use
Soviet military bases in the Black Sea straits during
wartime, consent to the revision of the international
convention on the Straits of Mothra, providing for
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the possibility of their joint military defense in time
of war. (Smol’njak I. V., 2016: 200)

It should be noted that the Western allies of
Turkey did not give any substantial guarantees of
support, recommending considering the Soviet pro-
posals as friendly. Moreover, Deputy Director of the
Office of Middle Eastern and African Affairs D. Al-
len in June 1945 in a memo addressed to President
G. Truman actually agreed with Soviet proposals,
saying that the straits should be withdrawn from the
monopoly control of the Turkish government and
transferred to control all the Black Sea powers. In
fact, this meant consent to monopoly control over
the strategically important region by the USSR
(Smol’njak I. V., 2016: 201).

It seems that the above position of Great Britain
and especially the United States indicated the inten-
tion to frankly sacrifice the interests of the Turkish
Republic for the sake of gaining the opportunity to
practically realize its key geopolitical interest at the
time — to ensure the continued participation of the
USSR in the war and create a system to counter So-
viet influence in Europe.

However, it should be noted that the Western gov-
ermnments succeeded not only in successfully solving
the above tasks but also in preventing the implemen-
tation of Soviet requirements for Turkey, voiced in
March 1945 by Molotov as an element of the new in-

ternational order. These issues were left at the mercy
of bilateral diplomacy, which seemed to be a key fac-
tor in the subsequent complication of Soviet-Turkish
relations. As is known, in the long term, the negative
rhetoric of Soviet-Turkish relations led to significant
harm to the interests of the USSR in the Black Sea
region, which was due to the inclusion of the Turkish
Republic in the western orbit of influence. The cul-
mination of this process was the entry of the Turkish
Republic into the North Atlantic alliance.

Conclusion

Thus, the decisions concerning the regime of the
Black Sea straits adopted during the Yalta confer-
ence had a negative impact on the nature of bilateral
Soviet-Turkish relations. Ultimately, the position
taken by the USSR in accordance with the results of
this international forum, as well as the rhetoric used
by Soviet diplomacy (the actual ultimatum of VM
Molotov in March 1945), led to a permanent alien-
ation in bilateral relations, which, it seems, caused
significant damage, primarily to the strategic inter-
ests of Moscow. Therefore, it seems possible to note
the essential miscalculations made by Soviet diplo-
macy in the development of a strategy of relations
with the Turkish Republic at the final stage of the
Second World War.
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RITE CHACHYLGA: MODERN FUNERAL AND
MEMORIAL RITES IN THE TRADITIONAL CULTURE OF ALTAI

Funeral and commemoration ritual is considered to be one of the most conservative and ethnically
indicative spheres of traditional culture. Field materials show that unlike the maternity and wedding, the
traditional burial rites of the Altai population of the Altai Republic have undergone the least changes,
therefore archaic traits are preserved in them: animistic and totemic ideas. Today, the task of describing
the complex of funeral-memorial ritual is not put. The article deals with the ritual of “chachylga” as a
rite of passage. The study shows that in the traditional picture of the world of the Altai population, the
visible and invisible life forms are one, but the events of the visible world (being) at every single moment
depend on the forces of the invisible world (other-being). Clear regulation and mandatory observance of
the ritual of “chachylga” in the modern funeral-memorial rites testifies to its sacredness. The notion that
if the funeral rites were not fulfilled on death, the deceased is doomed to a miserable existence — he can
not penetrate into the world of the dead and join the community that has formed there, nor remain in the
world of the living. And that the deceased was included in the world of ancestors, the rites of transition
are carried out — separation and inclusion, in order to preserve the continuity of generations.

Funeral rites are considered to be one of the most
conservative demonstrations and ethnic indicative
areas of traditional culture. The article deals with the
rite of chachylga as a rite of transition, the separa-
tion from the previous sphere and the inclusion in
the new environment or the otherness by perform-
ing an action. A definite regulation and indisputable
following of the ritual in the modern funeral rites
denote its sacredness.

Social and economic transformation of the so-
ciety to the least extent affects the ritual part of
spiritual culture. And the preservation of traditions,
customs, universally recognized sustainable values
form the norms of behavior. Family ritualism is es-
pecially highly conservative. Field materials show
that unlike the maternity and wedding rites, the tra-
ditional burial rites of the Altai population of the
Altai Republic have undergone the least changes;
therefore archaic traits such as animistic and totemic
ideas are still preserved in them.

The study of the transformation of family rites
is topical; the significance of these works is that we
trace simultaneously the trends of both preservation
and the changes. And family ritualism can act as a
system of customs and rites which maintain and ac-
tivate memory. The problem of the modern funeral
and memorial rites in modern historiography is frag-
mented or insignificant. Since the nineteenth century
researchers have been focusing on the descriptions
of certain elements of this kind of rites. During the

trip to Gorny Altai N.M. Yadrintsev recorded from
the Altaians several ways of burial and the idea that
seven days after the death of a man Altaians perform
shaman rituals to Tyus-Shaitan. The mother and fa-
ther whose child has died do not enter anyone’s yurt
for fourty days. (Yadrintsev, 1981: 246-247).

Missionary V.I. Verbitsky noted that “dead bod-
ies are buried in different ways. The deceased are
dressed in full clothes and hats, and always with a
stock in the bag for the long journey” (Verbitsky,
1893: 107).

V.V. Radlov noticed that Altaians are buried
without special ceremonies, secretly. “Local people
usually buried their dead in the ground, in sheltered
places in the mountains. The deceased is laid in a
coffin, in full attire, and, in addition, he is given a
bag of food for the journey. Rich people are sup-
posed to bury the dead next to a riding horse. Only
after the deceased is buried, the family and neigh-
bours must gather in his yurt and arrange the feast.
After this event the remaining relatives call the sha-
man to clean the yurt, and then transfer it to another
place. Barking yurts and yurts constructed of logs
after the death of one of the members of the family
remain empty, and the family builds a new yurt in
another place” (Radlov, 1989: 180).

G.N. Potanin gives interesting information, “Al-
taians dress the deceased in a fur coat, hat and other
clothes, give him a cup, a spoon and put him in a
small log frame. The rich kill a horse. Long ago they
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just put it on the ground and covered (with decks?).
In the old days, they arranged a platform on the trees
for the dead. Wake was not arranged. When Rus-
sians were asked about the wake they answered me:
“What wake?! They are afraid of wooden frames or
graves and go around them as far as possible” (Po-
tanin, 1883: 36).

Thus, analyzing the fragmented information, it
is possible to identify common features of the fu-
neral rites. The Altai people had two types of burial
— ground and underground. The taboo attitude to
death is observed: the cleansing of the ail, moving
of family members to another place. The deceased
was buried in clothes and in a headdress and accom-
panying inventory was necessarily placed together
with him. A memorial ceremony was arranged after
the funeral and was held with the participation of the
shaman. After seven days the ritual was repeated.
The sacred significance of the period of forty days
after the death is noted.

Ethnographers studied modern funeral and com-
memoration rites. Highlighting the traditional reli-
gious and mythological picture of the Altai world
V.A. Muytueva touched to some extent on the ideas
of the Altai population about life and death (Muy-
tyueva, 2004).

Kleshev V.A. notes that in the funeral rites of
the Southern Altaians, at the present time, despite
the influence of “Soviet norms”, some traditional
ideas and prohibitions have been preserved (Kle-
shev, 2011: 124).

Considering the changes in customary law in
contemporary culture Enchinov E.V. comes to the
conclusion that in the Altai culture the funeral and
inheritance are closely connected, it is believed that
the well-being of the family and heirs depends on the
proper conduct of farewell, burial and funeral cus-
toms. Legal customs associated with death, regulate
the cycle of emerging rights and responsibilities of
family members and families (Enchinov, 2013: 106).

Tadysheva N.O. considers the funeral and me-
morial rituals of the indigenous population of the
Altai Republic in the modern period in the mono-
graph and a number of articles. The changes of the
most conservative family rite under the influence
of Christianity are also considered. An attempt to
investigate in the comparative analysis the burial-
memorial ritual of the Turks of the Sayano-Altai is
made (Tadysheva, 2011; 2014; 2015).

Today we do not set the task of describing the
complex of funeral and memorial ritual but fix on
one ritual of the chachylga.

According to the traditional views of the Al-
taians death ends life only in this world, but life
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continues in the world of ancestors. Informants call
it “ada-6békonin jeri” — “the world of ancestors”,
“aylu- kiindii -ol Altai” — “moon and sunny that Al-
tai”, “ol jer” — “that land”.

Of course, ideas about the world of the ances-
tors are strongly influenced by the cult of ances-
tors. There is an opinion that when a man dies, one
should not to cry a lot or suffer greatly. It is believed
that the deceased will find it difficult to “go to the
next world.” The tears shed over him create unnec-
essary obstacles on his way. “At 6lboskko altyn ba,
ep 6lboskké momyn be» — «a horse does not die — is
it gold, people don’t die — is it silver,» says an Altai
proverb. Everyone has his own destiny, everyone
has his own way. Aged Altaians often get prepeared
in advance and they say: “janar kerek” (lit. « it is
necessary to go home”). It is believed that death is
an inevitable phenomenon for the elderly who have
lived their lives.

The deceased are prepared for life in the other
world: in the coffin Altaians put food (other than
dairy), Kézhogé (wedding drape for women), dish-
es, and if he was smoker — smoking accessories. All
of these items are either broken or torn. Intentional
damage of things is conditioned by the belief in the
invertedness of the other world. People believed that
life in the other world was arranged in a reversed
way: a broken thing would become whole. Objects
made from the skin of prey or clawed animals, the
pricking, cutting and golden items were not placed
in the coffin.

A taboo attitude to death is traced. Until now,
the Altaians are careful not to speak directly about
death. There is fear, fear of incurring trouble. In
the conversations, informants used metaphors that
reflected both spatial movements and qualitative
changes in the deceased.

The use of a particular specific language is alle-
gorical: instead of the word “dead”, they say: “kizhi
korody”, “ol jerge atana berdi” — “gone to another
world”, “ada-6bokkoni jerine jyre berdi” — “gone
to the world of ancestors” “Jada kaldy”, “bozhoy
berdi” — “passed away”. Special food is not salted
which is a natural way of distinction. The meaning
of the rite of separation of the deceased from the liv-
ing world is observed in preservation the language
of symbols and signs — “living or non-living”, “even
— odd-numbered”, “ complete — incomplete”.

The departure from life entails the regulated
performance of funeral and memorial ceremonies,
which represent a wide range of symbols represent-
ing a complex picture of the interrelation between
the being and otherness, a reflection of the norms
of people’s behavior with regard to the impact of
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the other world. Funeral rites are primarily aimed
at guarding (protecting the world of the living — be-
ing), separation of the deceased (otherness) as it is
evidenced in the oral folk art of the Altaians: in the
heroic tales, the ritual actions in the funeral ritual
are described in detail and clearly. In the rites of
resurrection and reincarnation rites of transition
take place. Indeed, if the soul was separated from
the living and attached to the world of the dead, it
can then move in the opposite direction and appear
among us, either by itself or under duress. In the
legend “Altyn-Koo” the hero’s horse tells the batyr
(Altaian folk hero) how to conduct ritual actions of
the funeral rite.

But light-yellow horse

With six tusks in the mouth,
Said to his hero:

Don’t go home, friend

Help out your brother.
Listen to me

Do everything as I say.
Catch a bright red horse
Find a red silk coat,

And also find red fox hat,
Boots redder than a poppy flower
Take with yourself.

Where your brother died
There tear your horse.

Red silk coat

Spread there.

Red fox hat

Boots redder than poppy
Put on a black stone

Arak from red tashaur

Pour onto a black stone
Then your beloved brother
Maybe will rise (Ulagushev, 1947: 67).

It is illustrated that if the funeral rites were not
performed when death occured, the deceased was
doomed to a miserable existence. He can neither
penetrate into the world of the dead and join the
community that has developed there, nor remain in
the world of the living.

In the Altai tradition, while the dead is in the
house, he never remains alone, there should always
be a lot of people. Every visitor is invited to the
table to taste the treats for the deceased should go
to the other world well-fed. No one should sleep at
night in the house where a dead man lies. People
sit, talk quietly, drink tea, men play cards. Ev-
erything is aimed at ensuring that relatives do not
remain alone, so that at night the “black forces”,

which these days gather very much, do no harm to
the deceased’s relatives.

As evidenced by field materials according to the
tradition during the memorial rite on the third, sev-
enth and fortieth day (a memorial rite is held during
day and night, starting on the sixth and thirty-ninth
night after the death; it is believed that in the other
world the day lasts longer than usual) the ritual of
kizhinji téyyzi is conducted. In most cases, the rite is
not pronounced aloud, so during the mourning they
say Chachu or Chachylga (Chachylta) (lit. “sprin-
kling”, here “feeding the souls of the dead”). The
Kosh-Agach Altai people call this rite “jer ayak”
(lit. “earth cup”). The memorial offering to the dead
togy (lit. “tdgotdoni” — pour out) is performed on the
day of the funeral and during the funeral in the eve-
ning. After the sunset, the lamb is killed. Blood is
not used for food (as is usually done) and is not left
on the surface of the earth. They dig a hole, drain the
blood into it, then bury it. It is believed that if the
blood is left on the ground, then “black forces” will
gather at this place.

Then they take the meat from the sacral parts
of the carcass of the sheep, string it on sharp wood-
en sticks and lower it into the cauldron with kocho
(meat broth with pearl barley) and cook the meat
“kanyn kainada” i.e. until the blood is completely
boiled down. The cooked meat is put in a separate
place. Unsalted kocho is also poured into a separate
dish. The idea of the world of the dead, as the re-
verse world, is reflected in the offering of unsalted
(tus jok) food as a ritual feeding of the dead. So, dur-
ing the preparation of a treat for participants of the
memorial rite, before salting food, some of unsalted
food is put aside for a ritual offering.

When visiting the deceased’s home, relatives,
close ones, friends, all who come for visitation,
bring food for the memorial feast — tea, bakery prod-
ucts, sweets, fruit, vodka or juice, but necessarily an
odd number. Also an odd number of pieces are taken
from all the items of the brought food and are placed
in a separate bowl from the back of the hand.

Then they brew tea from a new pack without
milk, prepare one bottle of vodka. All kinds of food
should be an odd number. Dairy products are not
used. The products are put from the back of the hand.

In the evening at the sunset, in summer it is 8-9
o’clock and 5-6 o’clock in winter, i.e. kyzyl epirde
(lit. red evening, here sacred time, it is believed that
during this period the door to the ancestors’ world
is opened) kith and kins of the deceased, the eldest
ones in the family go to perform the Chachylga rite,
for which they invite neme biler kizhi (literally,
people that know something), kosmokchi (literally

clairvoyant). An odd number of people go to the rite.
Women and children do not participate in this rite.
The participants undoubtedly go to the side of the
west — kiin badysh, where, according to the tradi-
tional worldview, there is the other world.

The person who conducts the ceremony, calling
the deceased by name, pours vodka into the dish and
makes the sprinkling three times. Then they repeat
the same with tea, kochd, meat and other products
brought with them. Those who smoke, leave a whole
pack of cigarettes in the same place, and they them-
selves lights out of another pack. Neme biler kizhi
“talks to the dead” on the day of the funeral, on the
seventh day “communication” occurs with deceased
relatives as in this period the deceased is not consid-
ered to be aware of hos death. On the fortieth day
there is communication with the deceased himself.

There are different questions — the cause of
death, whether the diseased was buried correctly,
whether everything was put, maybe something was
forgotten, parting words for the relatives.

All food and dishes are left in place of the
rite, they do not bring back anything home. Af-
ter returning, people wash their faces, hands, get
cleaned by fire. They sit down at the table and eat
talking quietly. At midnight and at 3 am, as well
as at 6 am all the present are given food, hot meal
is always served. All the bones from the meat are
collected and the neme biler kizhi or some of the
elders in the family take them without breaking to
the place where the Chachylga (Chachylta) rite has
been performed.

A year later the memorial ceremony is not held.
Elderly people explain this by the fact that in earlier
days annual memorial ceremonies were not held at
all, that this was borrowed from the Orthodox Rus-
sian population.

After the funeral and memorial rites all contacts
with the other world are limited, rituals protecting
the living people from its influence are followed.

The following material testifies that the Chachyl-
garite is a rite of inclusion. When a baptized daugh-
ter-in-law died in a non-Orthodox Altaian family,
burial ceremonies were performed only according
to the Orthodox canon, but the Chachylga rite was
held. This was insisted on by elderly unbaptized
family members. They explained this by saying that
if the deceased herself does not come, then other,
long-dead unbaptized relatives will show up (Tady-
sheva, 2011:176).

The Ulagan Altaians and the non-Orthodox also
hold a memorial ceremony on the third, ninth (Al-
taians traditionally hold it on the seventh day), on
the fortieth day and a year later. Undoubtedly, there
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was a strong influence of the Orthodox environment
both in the past and in the present. After all, this
area is the most Orthodox region in the Altai Repub-
lic. Here funeral rites are held without chachylga.
Although elderly people say that the souls of bap-
tized Altaians do not get into the world of the an-
cestors because during the funeral cachyulga is not
conducted, thus relatives do not help the soul to
leave. By the same fact elderely people from other
regions explain the large number of “turgaktu jer”
in the Ulagan district (the letters “difficult places”,
here — places with evil forces). They believe that the
souls of the baptized Altaians remained among the
living ones, since they were not properly laid to rest
(PMA-2).

In modern times, there are different represen-
tations or norms of behavior according to the rite.
Thus, at observations it was found out that in one
case the doors during the Chachylga rite were closed
(PMA-2, 3), and in the other case (PMA-4) were
opened. They explained that the door should be
closed so that the kormdsi could not enter the house
and cause any harm sitting here. And the open doors
help the deceased enter the house for farewell.

Some researchers disclose the chachylga rite as
a ceremony of serving food to kormdsi (Kleshev,
2011:110). Let us respectfully disagree with this
statement, since the chachylga rite is aimed at the
world of ancestors, the deceased, who continue to
live ol Altide — “in that Altai”. And kérmdsi (lit. in-
visible) is the evil spirit of the deceased, who af-
ter death could not escape into the world of ances-
tors, because they did not perform the rite and he
remained in the “moon and sunny Altai” and brings
misfortunes and troubles to the living here.

The Chachylga rite is not performed by all the
Altai population of the republic. Mostly the rite is
conducted in all Altai villages of the Ust-Kan dis-
trict, in some villages of the Shebalino and Ongudai
districts, and also in a small part of the Ust-Koksa
district. The area of the rite of transition is of inter-
est because this is where Burkhanism originated and
spread at the beginning of the 20th century (ak jay
— ‘white faith’). Perhaps the preservation of the rite
was influenced by Burkhanism. On the one hand,
adherents of Burkhanism at an early stage forbade
contacts with the world of the dead. On the other
hand, in Burkhanism there was a revival of archaic
beliefs, rituals, characters, even their accentuation.
Therefore, rejecting the world of Erlik kaana, on
the territory where there was a strong influence of
Burkhanism, the Altai population began to use ar-
chaic ideas about the world of ancestors for ritual
ceremonies.
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During the collection of the field material, there
was an opinion that the conduct of the chachylga
rite is a complex sacred ritual. Not everyone can
perform the rite. People who do not know all the
details can not and do not participate in the prepa-
ration of the rite, even in the preparation of kécho
and especially in the performance of the rite itself.
As informants say, who do not take part in the pre-
paratory part of the “kizhi bailanar, jastyrza”, this
implies a special sacred attitude towards the rite, the
fear of doing something wrong and thereby bring-
ing trouble and misfortune. There is also the opinion
that “the ritual is complex, but it is necessary to take
the last actions in relation to the deceased, so that he
should not worry and disturb the remaining relatives
here” (PMA-4).

The rite of “seeing off the soul / memorial offer-
ing / feeding the soul” as a rite of transition, sepa-
ration from the previous environment and inclusion
in a new environment through commitment of the
action is also found in other Turkic peoples of the
Sayan-Altai. In the Tuvinian family ritual, in the
house where there was the deceased, small dishes
with ritual treats were placed on a special table and
a candle, which was to burn for 49 days, was lit up.
The meaning of this rite is to feed the soul of the
deceased and illuminate his path to the kingdom of
Erlik Khan. The basis of feeding is the smells of
food, it is necessary to put a small spoonful of all
dishes next to the candle on a saucer. If they offered
any food from the store, one had to pinch it, break
into small pieces and put them on the table too. Over
time this ritual meal could become stiff, dry, but it
could not be thrown away, but was collected in a
small pouch. This bag, with other food prepared for
the memorial ceremony on the 49th day, was burned
in the fire. Tuvinians make a fire during the ritual of
feeding the deceased, which is held on the 7th and
49th day after the death (Ulturgasheva, 2013:390).

In the Khakass traditional culture a separate
table is set for the deceased. Every relative who
comes to the funeral places a treat for the deceased
in a bowl and khabakh (alcoholic drinks). Tea with
milk is always put on the table as well as confection-
ery products, boiled pieces of meat, bone marrow,
liver, kidneys, chicken meat (for women) or rooster
meat (for men), sometimes a sheep’s head. For the
funeral ceremony cattle were slaughtered. The ani-
mal that was slaughtered for the funeral ceremony
in honor of the deceased, called teyogi. As teyogi for
men there was a bull, and a cow for women. When
butchering bones were forbidden to hack, but were
divided into parts at the joints. The preservation of
the integrity of the skeleton had the semantics of the

rebirth and the continuous reproduction of livestock,
and in some cases feyogi had a meaning of an animal
riding to the afterlife (Burnakov, 2009: 133).

Modern family rites reflected social and cultural
changes of the society in connection with the intro-
duction into the traditional rites of the elements of
the ordinary way of burial, especially among the
urban population. The evolution of the funeral rites
is caused by the national regulations for medical ex-
amination, fixation of the fact of death in law en-
forcement agencies, etc., economic transformations,
urbanization — in the urban environment a memorial
lunch takes place in the canteens, cafes, restaurants.
But even in urban settings a sheep is killed, food
for the chachylga performance is cooked, after the
funeral lunch “overnight” is still held at home of the
deceased. We see how tradition interacts with this
new norm. Of course, the increase in the educational
level of the population, and the diminished role of
traditional methods of transmitting cultural experi-
ence also has a great influence.

The presented material shows that in the tradi-
tional picture of the world of the Altai population
the visible and invisible forms of life are unified, but
the events of the visible world (being) at each sepa-
rate moment depend on the forces of the invisible
world (otherness). Clear regulation and strict adher-
ence to the ritual chachylga in modern funeral and
memorial rites evidences of its sacredness. The idea
Does not lose its value that in case of death funeral
rites were not performed, the deceased is doomed
to a miserable existence — he can neither get to the
underworld and get engaged in the community that
has developed there nor remain in the world of the
living.

And for the deceased should be included in the
world of the ancestors the rites of transition — sepa-
ration and inclusion — are held with the aim to pre-
serve the continuity of generations. The non-includ-
ed becomes a black force that can bring anxiety and
misfortune; in order to protect the family it is neces-
sary to perform ritual actions without violating the
generally accepted norms and rules of behaviour.

Introduction

Kazakhs are a people who live in several
countries. Currently, in addition to Kazakhs residing
in Kazakhstan, there is still a significant number of
Kazakhs living in Uzbekistan, Tajikistan, Russia,
Turkmenistan, Mongolia, Kyrgyzstan, Iran,
Afghanistan, Pakistan, India and some western
countries. Of course, there are Kazakhs who live
in China, mainly in the northern part of Xinjiang.
Now the total population of the Kazakhs is at least
12 million people. About 70 percent of them are
living in Kazakhstan, about 10 percent are living
in China.

This article tells the demographic process in
Kazakhstan in the 19-20 century. The demographic
factor plays an increasingly important role in the
state development of the Republic of Kazakhstan
— one of the most sparsely populated countries in
the world. The state has a large territory and a small
population, which is shrinking at the same time.
The population density is 5.5 people per 1 sq.Km.
Thus, the question of the demographic process
deserves attention from all stratums of society. The
study of the demographic process contributes to our
understanding of the overall situation of society and
social origin of Kazakhstan, provides a good basis for
further cultural research. At the same time, the study
of the process of forming the Kazakh population
in China promotes understanding of the Kazakhs
who live in China and will lay the groundwork for
studying social culture.

This transnational living situation continues
to today, social-cultural development has changed
significantly. Thus, a comprehensive understanding
of the development process of Kazakhs has a
positive significance for mastering the process
of social changes of the Kazakhs, analysis of the
relationship between social-cultural development
and the influence of foreign cultures, and further
mastery of the cause of cultural changes and the
general rule of development of social culture.

Materials and Methods

Theresearch basis of this article was the materials
of the General Census of the Russian Empire of
1897, the Census of 1926, 1939, 1959, 1979, 1989
of the Kazakh SSR, the Censuses of 1999, 2009 of
the Republic of Kazakhstan, the Censuses of 1928,
1949, 1953, 1964, 1982, 1990, 2000, 2010 of The
People’s Republic of China.

The methodological basis of the study was the
principles of historicism, objectivity and scientific
character. As a case study of the formation of the
Kazakh population in the billion population in China
and also uses an anthropological approach to study
this problem.

Literature review

In the modern historical scientific research,
it is of great practical significance for us to study
number and resettlement of Kazakhs in China and
Kazakhstan. With the development of Central Asia,
the study of the Kazakh nation has also become more
attractive for both domestic and foreign scholars.
Kazakh as a transnational group, study this nation
has even more practical significance. On this issue,
studied domestic and foreign scientists. Including
Chinese scientists Wang Jinguo (Wang, 2000),
Zhang Dajun (Zhang, 1980),Wang Silong (Wang,
2004) and Kazakh scientists, Zhumasultanov T.
(Zhumasultanov, 2000), Kozina. V. (Kozina,
2000), Sdykov. M. (Sdykov, 2004), Asylbekov.
M. (Asylbekov, 2009), Kudaibergenova. A.
(Kudaibergenova, 2009), Demko, G (Demkov,
1969) etc. Of course, scholars from different
countries and different periods have their own
perspectives and starting points.

One of those work, which studied the comparison
of Kazakhs in China and Kazakhstan, was written
by Chinese scholar Wang Silong (Wang, 2004)
This book begins with the transnational situation of
the Kazakhs, the author analyzes and compares the
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language, religion and socio-economic development
of the Kazakhs in Kazakhstan and China. However,
this book does not pay much attention to the change
in the number of population in Kazakhstan.

Demographic Processes in Kazakhstan Since
end of XIX to XX century

During the First General Census of the Russian
Empire in 1897, the population of the national sub-
urbs, including the Kazakhstan region, was rewrit-
ten. According to this census, the population in the
Kazakhstan region was 4.3 million people, of which
7% lived in cities. The indigenous population was
3.4 million people, or 79%. (Static of the Russian
Empire. XXVII, 1905:12) The highest proportion
of Kazakhs in 1897 was recorded in Semipalatinsk
(90.6%) and Turgai (88.3%) oblasts. [6, c. 6] From
66.6% to 71.3% of the total population belonged
to the Kazakhs in the Urals and Akmola regions;
from 52.1% to 62.2% in the Semirechenskaya and
Syrdarya. (Kozina, 2000:79) The average figures
that characterize the ethnic composition of the re-
gion are as follows: Kazakhs — 74-78% of the total
population; Russians — 10-13%; Ukrainians — 1-2%,
other — 5-7%.

The events of the First World War, the military
intervention of the Civil War, brought severe disas-
ters and suffering to the masses, caused enormous
damage to the economy of the region, affected the
socio-demographic processes. The needs of the
front for the population were taken up by livestock,
bread and other products without any consideration
for real opportunities. The time of the 1916 uprising
punitive expeditions inflicted great damage.

As a result of the disaster in the Kazakhstan re-
gion, more than 2 million 300 thousand people were
starving. There was a large death rate and migration
from the disaster areas. The economy of the region
was completely destroyed. (Sdykov, 2004:167)

In scientific literature, it is often said about the
question of the loss of the population of Kazakhstan
in the early 1920s. For the period between the cen-
suses of 1897 and 1920, the population of Kazakh-
stan increased by only 633515 people, and amounted
to 4787263 people. (Statistical Yearbook of Russia.
1916 year, 1918:94) The increase in population oc-
curred in those regions where more than half of the
population was engaged in agriculture, natural and
cooperative conditions allowed even in bad years
also had a relatively good harvest, for example, in
Semipalatinsk and Akmola. The nomadic and semi-
nomadic regions already often visited hunger at that
time, which caused the high mortality of the popula-

tion and migration not only outside the region, but
also abroad. In such areas, the population did not re-
main as the past, even decreased significantly. This
situation can be seen in the example Karkaralinsky
district and the city of Karkaralinsk.

In the period 1917-1926, the situation of the
population was going through a very complex and
difficult time. The analysis proves that during these
years the demographic processes depend on the in-
fluence of political factors in very high degree. The
main reasons for the population decline were the
First World War, the revolution which triggered a
ruthless civil war , the famine of the first half of the
1920s, political confrontation and mass migration.
Such large-scale population losses were unprece-
dented. It can be said that the population has entered
an unfavorable demographic development. But the
most tragic events were still ahead.

The hardest period of the population of Soviet
Kazakhstan was the thirties. (1926-1939) The popu-
lation of the country was experiencing one of the
most tragic stages in its history. This tragedy was
not only that there were so many people lost, but
also because that it was forbidden to mention of
those years for a long time. The reality was covered,
official information was far from real figures. The
population of Kazakhstan in 1926 was 6,073,979
people, including 3,110,241 men, 2,963,738 wom-
en; in 1939 the total population was 6,151,102
people, including 3,203,239 men, 2947863 women.
(Asylbekov, Kudaibergenova, 2009:68) For these
13 years, the population growth in Kazakhstan is not
great at all, only increased by 77,123 people for 13
years. The thirties led to a terrible and strange result,
the Kazakhs, who consistently constituted the main
part of the population of Kakhakhastan, have lost
about half of the population, almost became national
minorities in their homeland.

Reducing the number of indigenous populations
was the result not only of low natural growth among
the Kazakhs, but the main terrible consequence of
the demographic catastrophe as a result of the mass
vote of 1931-1933, and political repression, the tran-
sition to a settled way of life, as well as migrated not
only beyond Kazakhstan, but also to foreign coun-
tries. All Kazakhstan was praised by popular unrest.
During the period from 1929 to 1931, there were 372
insurrections in the republic, involving about 80,000
people. Simultaneously with the uprising, they were
large-scale migrations outside and beyond Kazakh-
stan. Only from the begining of 1930 to the middle
1931year, 281230 peasant households migrated from
the territory of the republic, including a large part of
the territory of China, Iran and Afghanistan. In the
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years of famine, about 1 min.130 thousand people
migrated out of Kazakhstan, including 676 thousand
people irretrievably and 454 thousand people then
in returned to his homeland. Thus, the materials of
the population censuses of 1937 and 1939 show
that the Kazakh nation was suffered from merciless
genocide and received severe losses. On the other
hand, the political factor in the Stalin period forced
the Russians to move to Kazakhstan. So the number
of Russians outnumbered the Kazakhs since then.
The cross-census period is one of the most difficult
and catastrophic times in the demographic history
of Kazakhstan.

In 1941, the Great Patriotic War began, socio-
demographic composition of the population of Ka-
zakhstan had been much changed in the post-war
periods and the years of development of virgin lands
in the east of Kazakhstan. During the war, there was
a further increase in the migration expatriation of
Kazakhstan: in addition to 536,000 people evacu-
ated from the western regions of the USSR popu-

lation. (Zhumasultanov, Ibraev, 2000:73) Participa-
tion of Kazakhstanis in the war affected the number
of residents of Kakhakhstan. All the large changes
in the number and composition of the republic’s
population were also expressed in the materials of
the Third All-Union Population Census by 15 Janu-
ary 1959th year.

The results of the 1959 census reflected huge
changes in the number of personnel and the territo-
rial distribution of the population in Kazakhstan that
occurred over the past 20 years. The total population
for this period increased by almost 3 200 thousand
people (by 52.6%), including the number of indig-
enous people in Kazakhstan , that is, the Kazakhs
increased by only 473,000 people, by 20.4%. This
situation also indicates that a significant increase in
the total population of the country was due to migra-
tion processes.

The composition of the population has also
changed greatly, the following table shows this situ-
ation. Table.

According to the table, we see that after the
second general census, in 20 years the population
of the Russians is even greater than the number of
the indigenous population Kazakhs, occupying the
main place in the composition of population.

Then in the next 30 years, that is, 1960-1990ss,
in the Soviet Union, as well as in Kazakhstan, three
All-Union population censuses were conducted —
on January 15, 1970, January 17, 1979 and January
12, 1989. According to this material, the fastest
growth in the population of Kazakhstan falls on the
60s, then in the next 20 years period, the population
growth rate slowed down due to a decrease in its
natural growth and outflow of population abroad,
and gave a negative migration balance. With all of
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this, the population of Kazakhstan increased by 7
million 240 thousand people in 30 years, or 78%,
with an average increase of 37% in the USSR.

And the population of the Kazakhs has already
outnumbered the Russian population. According
to the 1989 census, almost 130 nationalities and
nationalities resided in Kazakhstan. Including
Kazakhs, Russians, Germans, Ukrainians, Uzbeks,
Tatars, Uighurs, Byelorussians and Koreans. At the
same time, the two main nationalities, Kazakhs and
Russians, accounted for almost 77.5%, and their
total number was more than 12 million 760 thousand
people. (Zhumasultanov, Ibraev, 2000:73) Thus, by
the 1990s, multinational demographic positions had
developed in Kazakhstan.
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After the independence of the Republic of
Kazakhstan, there was a two-time general population
prescription, the first was scheduled for January 14,
1999, the second was for 2009.

As a result of the 1999 general population
census, the total number of people permanently
residing in Kazakhstan was slightly more than
14,953 people, including 7,202,000 men, or 48.2%,
and 7751 thousand women, or 51 , 8%. Compared
with 10 years ago, that is in 1989, the population was
16199 thousand people, including 7847 thousand
men (48.4%) and 7751 thousand women (51.6%),
thus, the population for the intercensal ten-year
period decreased by 1246 thousand people (7.7%).
This was the second time appeared the situation
that downsizing population. The first time was in
the period between censuses on December 17, 1926
and January 17, 1939 (12 years), the total population
of the Republic of Kazakhstan decreased by 117
thousand people, or 1.9%.

The increase or decrease in the total population
of the country depends on two main factors, on the
one hand, on the level of natural population growth,
it means the difference between the born rate and
the deceased rate, and on the other hand, from the
positive or negative migration balance, it means the
difference between who arrived in the country for
permanent residence and who left the country for
permanent residence.

In the development strategy of Kazakhstan until
2030, the President, speaking of the internal strengths
of our state, among the main assets of ours, called
the quality of the population — the human resource.
And at the same time, noting the negative features,
the weaknesses of our current development, pays
attention to the processes of depopulation among
the population.

Formation of the Kazakh Population in
China from 18 to XXI century

After the unification of Xinjiang, some Kazakh
tribe gradually crossed the border, and engaged in
nomadic cattle breeding in the border strip. In 1757,
the Kazakh middle juz asked the Qing government
to allow the Kazakh tribes entering the Chinese
border and engaged in nomadic cattle breeding in
the Tarbagatay band, the Qing government refused
politely .

The request which Middle Juz represented
that entering China and engaged in nomadic cattle
breeding has complex reasons. First of all, Russia
gradually seized Kazakh pastures in Siberia. In
the mid-18th century, Russia installed a number

of military fortress lines in the Urals, the Irtysh
and elsewhere, deeply penetrated into the Kazakh
pasture from the north 50 to 200 km, so that three
Kazakh juzes lost a large pasture. Secondly, at that
time the former Dzhungar pasture, which, under the
control of the Qing government, was in an empty
state. After the unification of Xinjiang in the Qing
dynasty, the vast expanse of Dzhungar pasture that
found in the northern part of Tianshan was scarce,
especially in areas such as the northern part of Ili and
Tarbagatay where the pastoral land was huge and
fertile, had a great attraction for nearby Kazakhs. (Li
Gang, 2006:36)

Although the Qing dynasty refused the request of
the medium-juz request to enter the border region, but
did not help. Kazakh tribes gradually began to enter
the border of China and were engaged in nomadic
cattle breeding. The policy of the Qing government
stressed that to convince them to leave the territory
of China, the leader of the middle juz also asked to
link tribal people and not cross the border. But then
the leader was no longer able to restrict the public.
From 1762 to 1764, thousands of yards of Kazakh
cattlemen, despite the ban on Sudan, moved to the
land of Dzhungar. The Qing government gradually
changed the policy of expulsion, and in the spring
of 1766, the Qing government allowed the Kazakh
tribes to stay in the border areas. Until then, they
became the first Kazakh tribes to stay in China.

After the signing of the North-West Demarcation
Agreement between Russia and China in 1864,
in accordance with Article 5, after the division of
China and Russia, the Kazakh tribes were ruled
from the country in which they were located. At
that time, Russia was implementing the “rules
of the Kirghiz of Western Siberia” in order to
forcefully abolish the traditional political system in
the Kazakh juz, to change the traditional nomadic
way of life: the way of freedom movement, and to
strengthen domination. (Demko, 1969:52) Then the
Qing dynasty fell into decline, and has no energy to
consider the border areas, and management is also
looser. Thus, for the nomads, the border region of
China remains a calm environment for life. Kazakh
tribes resettled the border of the new unit to enter the
border area of China and engage in nomadic cattle
breeding.

According to the Russian Academy of Sciences,
academician, ethnologist M - I - Vinyukov, in 1871
conducted a research on the Kazakh tribe, there are
two most important points. On the one hand, the
Kazakhs, who were transnational, were still moving
between the borders of China and Russia. We can
see that although Russia controlled the Kazakh
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tribe, which was originally under the jurisdiction
of China, but many people do not recognize their
Russian citizenship, they moved between China and
Russia, or moved to China. On the other hand, Russia
in the process of controlling the tribe of the Kazakh,
determined the amount of taxation of livestock, each
tent of 1.5 sheep. The Qing government stipulates
that one hundred cattle take one, a thousand sheep
take one, but for a long time the Kazakh population
back inside and outside the nomadic territory, in
fact, do not pay much. Therefore, when the Russian
government consolidated the rule of law, formulated
the tax system and strictly implemented, the Kazakhs
began moving to the Chinese border, where the tax
system was not so strict, especially in China there
was anarchy, it was more attractive to them.

From 1864 to 1883 is the first tide, which Kazakh
tribes resettled in China. It can be said that modern
Kazakhs formed and developed in China, after the
signing of the “Northwest Demarcation Agreement
between Russia and China” in 1864.

In 1916, a large-scale national uprising broke
out in Central Asia, which resisted the colonial rule
of tsarist Russia. This uprising had a significant
impact on the history of the Central Asian country,
at the same time there was a huge influx of refugees
from different ethnic groups of Central Asia to
the surrounding countries, especially to China,
including Kazakhs.

Kazakh people’s main way of life was nomadic,
they love freedom, believe in Islam. The reason for
the uprising in Central Asia in 1916 was that the
Russian government was raising troops, the Kazakhs
did not obey, and the Russian government killed
many people, provoked outrage among the public.
(Wang Jingguo, 2000:6) In addition to the Kazakhs,
many other nationalities who believed Islam lived
there, they rioted Russian officials, burned villages.
The Russian government sent troops to surround
and destroy. One is not a soldier in the field, rebels
in Central Asia fled to the territory of Xinjiang. In
this uprising, the different peoples of Central Asia,
who fled to Xinjiang, reached more than 20 million
people, including the Kazakhs as the majority.

After the riots, now Kazakhs in China are mostly
spread in the vast desert of northern Xinjiang. The
place where concentrate the Kazakh population
is called the Kazakh Autonomous Region in Ili
,Xinjiang, the Mori-Kazakh Autonomous County,
and the Barkul-Kazakh autonomous county. In
addition to kazakhs live in XinJiang, still a few live
in Aksai-Kazakh autonomous county, Gansu (in
1990 there were 3148 people, it occupies 0.28% of
the total population of Kazakhs). The Kazakhs who
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lived in this provinces returned to Xinjiang in 1984.
(Zhang Dajun, 1980:88).

Before the founding of the new China, during
the Kuomintang (Chinese National People’s Party)
ruled Xinjiang, the Kazakhs were heavily squeezed,
often roaming not only in Xinjiang, but also migrated
to Qinghai, Gansu, Tibet and other provinces. In the
process of migration, the Kazakh population has
sharply decreased. By 1926, the Kazakh population
in Xinjiang was only more than 200 thousand. The
Altai Territory is the main place where Kazakhs live.
By 1943, the population in the Kazakhs of the region
was 53.352 people, after the liberation of China,
the society became more stability, the economy is
rapidly developed, until 1990 the total population of
the region increased to 262969 people.

According to available information, earlier the
statistics of the Kazakh population number came
from the National Economic Seminar in 1928, was
437 thousand people, which is 12.5% of the total
population of Xinjiang. In 1949 there were 443,655
people. After the formation of the new China, so
far, have conducted six times the general census
of the population, the result is as follows: in 1953
years 509375 people, in 1964 reduced to 491637
people, in 1982 increased to 907546 people, in
1990 increased to 1110758 people. According
to the 1990 census, there are 1106,689 Kazakhs
in Xinjiang, and 3,148 in Gansu Province, 521 in
Qinghai, 301 in Beijing, 102 in Shanxi Province and
67 in Sichuan, 61 in Shanghai, 40 in Jilin Province,
32 in Jiangsu Province, 30 in Liaoning Province,
even in other provinces also have a small number
of Kazakhs. According to the 2000 census, the total
number of Kazakhs in China reached 1,250,500
people. According to the 2010 census, the number
of Kazakhs in the population increased to 1462588
people, which is 0.1097% of the total population of
China.

Conclusion

The population as the main elements of the
organization of society, in fact its own change is a
reflection of society, politics and the economy. In
demography, every significant growth and decline
in the region is called a range. Observing several
ranges of growth and fall, and even growth in the
Kazakh society of the 19-20th century, we can see
that the difference between each range shows a brutal
history. After each stagnation of the population,
there will be a wave-like population growth, this
is the law of change of the Kazakh population.
At the same time, the trend of population change
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in Kazakhstan also tells us that the development
of the productive forces at various times supports
the growth of the population, the scale of material
reproduction determines the size of the population’s
reproduction. The process of formation of the
Kazakh population in China is also a process of
transition of the Kazakh people to the modern
nationality. In this process, the Kazakh people
experienced even a painful process. (Li Qi, 1997:15)
From the migration flow to gradually became calm,
this difficulty was experienced only by the Kazakhs
themselves. Until 1949, the Kazakhs were in a period
of social upheaval. After the founding of the PRC

in 1949, the Kazakhs achieved good development
and results in both politics, economy and culture.
They well retain their traditional culture, while also
absorbing a lot of Chinese culture from beneficial
factors, Formed Kazakh — Islamic — Chinese cultural
community. (Wang Silong, Wang Jinguo, 2004:191)
The development of Kazakhs who are living in
China will become better and better in all respects
in the future. Thus, the study of the change in the
Kazakh population and the formation of Kazakh
population in China will provide a sound basis for
our understanding and scientific demonstration of
Kazakh history and culture.

Introduction

For a long time, historical science has been
solving one of the main problems: how and why
“transcontinental nomadic super-empires” or
mega-empires like the Mongolian empire, the
Golden Horde has been formed. The investigation
of the problem of new political structures in the
“nomadic empires” of Eurasia is caused by the need
to identify new, alternative, promising theoretical
and methodological constructions with regard to
the problems of dialectical development of nomadic
political formations. The history of the nomadic
formations of Eurasia and their political structures
is still one of the most important objects of study.
New approaches and systematic analysis take into
account that processes of different orientation are
observed in research and discourse on the history
of the Golden Horde and its successors. The
methodological approaches have one or another
sense, which depends on the researcher, on the
specific conditions of his work, and also on many
other factors.

Historical Predecessors

The period of formation of the ‘“nomadic
empires” was marked by significant changes in the
socio-political structure, which are in the state of an
ongoing process, accompanied by the destruction
of traditional social institutions. Considering
the dynamism of political processes in nomadic
formations, the ratio of subsystems was unstable
and mobile. Outstanding scientist K. Inostransev
in his work called “Hunnu and Huns” noted: “...
three great nomadic empires: Hunnu, Tu-gyu and
Mongols were a motley mixture of different tribes
and clans, under the rule of one clan. ... When we
want to know the origin of some nomadic people, it
means that we need to determine to which group of
tribes or even the race belonged to the dynasty and
with it the core of the people. Therefore, we need to
determine as far as possible what the origin of that
tribe or clan that has long been known in China and
has grown in the course of time so that it has formed
a powerful nomadic empire” (Inostransev, 1926:

92). The researcher clearly points out the need for
an identification approach and the reconstruction of
the ethnic, social and political strata of the internal
structure of the nomadic society. G.V. Vernadsky,
analyzing the examples of world empires, observes:
“Russian civilization and culture was gradually
infused with the beginnings, on the one hand,
of Byzantine civilization and culture, and the
civilization and culture of the steppe nomads, taking
from them clothes and weapons, song and fairy tale,
way of thinking on the other hand” (Vernadsky,
2005: 236). Following the path of comparative
analysis, and drawing analogies, the author turns to
the history of the existing empires, so according to
his conclusions, he defines: “The role of Rome and
Byzantium is to unify of cultures of the West and
the East, the culture of the agricultural sea and the
nomadic steppe culture, this role in the beginning
of the XIII century, after the fall of the Byzantine
Empire, was passed to the empire of the Mongols.
The Roman and, later, Byzantine empire were
built on the system of the Mediterranean center of
civilization (agricultural-marine) and steppe culture
of nomads. The Mongolian empire has already
occupied two centers of civilization (agricultural-
maritime): China on the one hand, and lands that
were part of the Byzantine Empire (Asia Minor,
Caucasus, Crimea, the Balkans) on the one hand”
(Vernadsky, 2005: 237). Thus, he points to the
geopolitical space occupied by the transcontinental
empires, and models their political and socio-
cultural influence on the conquered territories.
Summarizing the reflections on the “nomadic
empires” G.V. Vernadsky, on the example of the
Mongol Empire, concludes: “The central position
of the Mongolian core of the empire and its control
over internal lines of communication, the stability
of the empire depended to a large extent on its own
integration of this zone. In fact, the Central Asian
region became the proving ground of the Mongolian
feudal policy, which had a devastating effect on the
imperial unity “ (Vernadsky, 1997: 137).

The well-known historian and researcher S.A.
Pletneva defined three main directions in the study
of nomadic associations: 1. analysis of political
history; 2. consideration of the economy, life
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and culture of nomads; 3. Household and cultural
features on the basis of linguistic and archaeological
material (Pletneva 1982:3-16). The author, through
his scientific research, contributed to a deeper
understanding of the general trends and methodology
of research practices. For a long time and several
generations of historians, these directions were the
basis of methodological approaches.

VL. Egorov is one of the first scientist who
identified the fourth direction — historical and
geographical in the system analysis of nomadic
structures (Egorov, 1985:3-23). Using this research
approach, the author presents the clear state territory
of the Golden Horde, its internal content, proves
that the movements of nomads have a strict pattern,
connected not only with the natural, but also with
the social features of society.

The modern methodology of political and
social anthropology has highlighted the research
of American and European scholars. According to
American researchers, the monotonous cycles of
elevation and decline of empires do not show signs
of evolutionary changes. In this regard, the whole
anthropological schools of Europe and America
consider nomadic societies as entirely stagnant,
devoid of proper historical development.

One of the brightest researchers of the American
anthropological school, T. Barfield, put forward a
proposal to study the mechanisms of the existence
of a nomadic society, as well as transformations
and changes that occurred during the period of
interactions with sedentary peoples. The author
suggests considering the history of nomadic societies
(the most complex as the “nomadic empire”) as a
result of not internal development, but direct contact
with agricultural and sedentary people. In the late
stages of the existence of Chinese centralized
empires, their rulers asked nomadic leaders for
help which prolonged the existence of a dynasty
for some period of time, but ultimately depleted
the state’s economic resources. T. Barfield regards
nomadic culture as a special system, the changes in
which are determined by the need for adaptation to
specific natural and social conditions. The logical
consequence of this concept was the conclusion
about the interconnection of socio-political processes
in China with various forms of social development
of nomads. Typology of processes that took place
on the territory of Central Asia, so-called cycles of
power became the basis of the theory of T. Barfield
(Barfield, 2009:44-55).

Modern historians concentrate their attention
on another problem of “nomad empires” as a power
structure. T. Barfield believes that the nomadic
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empires are tribal “imperial confederations”.
Analyzing the components of these nomadic
formations, he defines them as autocratic and state-
like in foreign and military policy, but they adhere
to the principles of deliberativeness and federalism
in internal affairs. Using methods of extrapolation
and retrospection, he defined an administrative
hierarchy of three levels: 1) the imperial leader
and his court; 2) the imperial governors appointed
to control the tribes included in the empire; 3) the
local tribal leaders. For such political associations,
the stability of existence was supported by the
extraction of financial resources outside the steppe.
T. Barfield puts forward a theory of power cycles,
i.e. synchronism in the dynamics of changes in
the state-bureaucratic organism in China and the
military-political structure of nomads in the steppe
(Barfield, 2009:44).

The result of a set of critical analysis techniques
was an understanding of the transformation
processes of the Mongol Empire into a mega-empire,
which included various political, economic, ethnic,
religious and other subsystems (uluses, “wings”,
segments of the decimal system, tribal structures,
oases, cities and agricultural territories, confessional
communities etc.). This historical precedent, modern
researchers, is shown as “a peculiar symbiosis of the
tributary and conquering types of nomadic imperial
organizations”

Investigating the cause-effect relations in the
political culture, the Mongol Empire was revealed
that the idea of citizenship was rooted in, and the
influence of the great khan was built not so much on
personal authority as on the power of the military-
state machine that he personified. The sacral role
of the khan, inherited from Genghis Khan, had
significance so far only among nomads. Despite
the contradictory nature of the inheritance system,
a tradition of power transfer has developed, the
legitimization of which was carried out by the
council of the nobility — the Kuriltai.

Historical knowledge on the basis of
comparative and retrospective analysis shows
numerous historical examples of the Middle Ages,
where the nomadic relatives of different ranks were
real elements of internal socio-economic, political
and mental ties. Therefore, based on the current
state of historical science and its evidence base,
their presence cannot be considered an unequivocal
argument in favor of the pre-state character of the
nomadic social system. The sequence of historical
thinking and exact historical analysis, modern
methodological approaches shows that related
structures and genealogies caused “dispersity” and
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centrifugal nomadic societies. However, in the
nomadic empires, the military hierarchical bodies of
political management were closely intertwined with
the tribal segments, at the same time they towered
over them, controlled them, and organized their
effective use in accordance with the goals of the
imperial leadership.

The presented historiographic review shows the
complex and ambiguous nature of the administrative
institutions of the “nomadic empires” and makes
promising in historical science the application of
system principles of analysis, an integrated approach
to the consideration of the power structures of
political formations of nomads. In the system
analysis, the potestary and political institutions
of nomads is a complex of elements (subsystems)
that are in constant interaction and movement.
Research practice shows that it is necessary to take
into account the problems of continuity, analogies
and special features of state traditions in nomadic
empires. The variability and controversy of the
conceptual situation “nomadic empire” showed the
insufficiently developed problems of the typology
of socio-political structures and the formation of
state institutions in nomadic societies. This puts
the researchers in need of a diversified approach to
the problems of studying nomadic political entities
of their systematization and reconstruction as a
complicate complex of different types and models
of power united in a single imperial structure. The
study of concrete historical events and processes
associated with nomadic power structures creates
the ground for the formulation and analysis of
conceptual  conclusions and methodological
approaches.

Historical Successors

Russian researcher E.S. Kulpin focuses attention
on the peculiarities of the construction of cities in
the Golden Horde: “The Golden Horde cities were
different from the European ones. If the European
cities were created at the expense of society and
to a small extent at the expense of the state, then
the state, economic and financial resource in the
creation of the Golden Horde cities was a significant
“ (Kulpin, 2008: 101-102). Under the Uzbek Khan
(1312/13-1341/42), whose name is associated with
the palmy days of the Golden Horde. The Golden
Horde becomes the center of urban development
and international trade, the center of education and
spiritual life. At the modern stage of development
of historical science, the problems of interaction
between nomadic and sedentary civilizations and

various cultural traditions are among the priority
areas. The modern researcher L.I. Semennikova
believes that “Russia is a conglomerate of different
civilizations. She recognizes the existence of
Russian civilization, the foundation of which was
formed during the period of the Moscow state
(XV-XVI centuries) on the basis of the synthesis
of a whole bouquet of traditions: Old Russian,
Byzantine, Islamic, and classic Oriental ...» [8].
Historiographic sources inform us: “In the system
of internal management of the Golden Horde, an
important role was played by the administrative and
bureaucratic apparatus represented by servicemen
and military nomadic nobility, among whom the
most prominent was the role of people from Turkic
peoples: Kipshaks, medieval Uighurs, and Volga
Bulgars”. The history of the Turkic, Slavic, Finno-
Ugric tribes and associations continued in the states
formed during the Mongol conquest. In this respect,
both the bureaucracy and the army of the Golden
Horde were composed of representatives of the local
population. “The main nationals of the Golden Horde
were the Turkic people, the Kypshaks, conquered by
the Mongols — the Polovets of Kazakhstan, the Volga
region and the Black Sea region, the inhabitants of
Khorezm and Volga Bulgaria and the inhabitants of
Russian principalities ... The Mongols, of whom the
elite troops were composed, quickly fell under the
influence of their more cultured nationals, having
already perceived by the end of the thirteenth
century their Turkic language, and then the religion
of Islam.”

Thus, the complex and ambiguous nature of the
development and synthesis of the two systems of
sedentary and nomadic in the Mongol Empire and
the Golden Horde makes promising the application
of system principles for the analysis of institutions
of power and domination, the social system and the
peculiarities of the process of transformation and
convergence of the nomadic society and the settled
population.

The traditional scheme for the formation of the
autocracy can also be found in the works of NM.
Karamzin. He also notes the fact that conditions
for the formation of autocracy arose in ancient
Kiev Rus. N.M. Karamzin was the first historian to
express an opinion on the influence of T.N. Tatar-
Mongol invasion of the formation of the Moscow
autocracy. As follows from his definitions: the
invasion of Batu, the conflagrations and mountains
of corpses, the preservation of yoke and slavery
for a long time, a period of great decline, but at
the same time there were “good consequences”.
NM. Karamzin sees these consequences during
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the formation of the Moscow state, the revival of
Moscow, the strengthening of the role of the church,
the diminution of the influence of the urban rich
people became possible “thanks to the khans,” the
historian emphasizes. In his opinion, the per capita
collection and other taxes under the guise of the
Tatars yoke cunning replenished the treasury of the
great princes. Objective assessment of the influence
of the Golden Horde on the transformation of
Moscow into the center of the Russian state and
the formation of Russian statehood, we read in the
theses of NM. Karamzin (Karamzin, 1819: 235,
233). At the heart of this point of view, perhaps, lies
the origin of the historian. In the biographical article
of the “History of the Russian State” which was
written and published in 1819 in St. Petersburg you
can find the following: “Karamzins originate from
the Tatar prince Karamurza, who was in the service
of the Tsar.” In the works of the next generation
of Russian historians, the influence of the Golden
Horde on the formation of Russian statehood is no
longer mentioned or even denied. The historian
of the XIX century S.M. Soloviev contrasts his
conceptual conclusions with the historical views of
NM. Karamzin. In his historical works the “Tatar-
Mongol invasion” was withdrawn from the periods
of Russian history. Solovyov summarizes his point
of view as follows: “When the Baskaks left, counters
and tax collectors of the princes were completely
freed from the influence of the Tatars and began to
act on their own. Even during the period of Baskaks,
their influence on internal management was not
noticeable, and there are no signs of this influence.”
In his opinion, internal, independent trends in the
development of Russian society, contributed to the
transformation of clan relations into state relations
and the formation of the Moscow state. Historical
paradigm of S.M. Solovyov proceeds from the
fact that geographic relations played a decisive
role in this process. As follows from the historical
reconstruction of the researcher in the XII-XIII
century on the shores of Moscow river Russian
statechood was formed. The growth of the number
of Moscow princes, the increase in the number of
inhabitants, the growth of funds raised from the
population, which were used to strengthen the
security of this region and the resettlement of people
— all together led to the unification of the whole
northeast Russia (Solovyov, 1960: 489, 650-651).
The next stage in the development of Russian
historical thought is connected with the names of
D.I. Tlovaysky, N.J. Danilevsky, K.N. Bestuzhev-
Ryumin, N.I. Vasilevsky and V.O. Klyuchevsky.
Thus, D.. Ilovaisky believes that “collectors
of Russia” Moscow princes are symbols of a
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monarchical state. The conceptual conclusion of the
historian is that “the political resourcefulness of the
Moscow princes in the Golden Horde relations put
them at the forefront. The influence of the Golden
Horde on the political structure of the Russian
state, the national identity of the Russian people is
significant” (Ilovaisky, 1876: 6). Here you can see
the coincidence of the conceptual provisions of D.I.
Ilovaysky and NM. Karamzin.

N.J. Danilevsky defends the thesis of the unique
historical path of each people. As the historian
believes, the “Tatar-Mongol invasion” saved Rus
from the final disintegration and actions of the
Moscow princes prevented the intentions of the
conquerors (Danilevsky, 1888: 281).

K.N. Bestuzhev-Ryumin has similar views with
the above-mentioned authors. He also emphasizes
the influence of the Golden Horde on Russian
history. Thus the historian notes that it is impossible
to deny the role of the Tatars, because in international
relations with other eastern states we resorted
to their help for a long time, in the management
system and especially the financial system relied on
the eastern system, and in the military sphere traces
of Tatar military practice are visible. At the same
time he denies the direct origin of the royal power
from the state traditions of the Golden Horde and
refers to the history and experience of the Roman
emperors (Bestuzhev-Ryumin, 1872: 531). Famous
Orientalist N.I. Veselovsky in his work “The Tatar
influence on the Russian ambassadorial ceremonial”
(Veselovsky, 1911: 1-2), he notes the following:
in the Moscow period of Russian history the
ambassadorial ceremonial was fully Tatar or rather
Asian in character. This was facilitated by the fact
that the Russian princes were in diplomatic relations
only with the Golden Horde and therefore were
forced to obey the requirements of these khans or
so perceived them as if they were invented by them.
All this ceremonial was described in the Nikonovsky
chronicle. According to the records of the annals,
each person at the meeting as a sign of respect must
get off the horse, only equal to each other people
could remain in the saddle. This ceremonial of the
nomadic people was adopted by the Russian princes.

The scientific heritage of V.O. Klyuchevsky left
a big mark and played a huge role in the formation
of Russian historical thought. He sees the role of
Moscow as a collector of Russian lands primarily in
its geographical position. As the historian believes,
Moscow was surrounded on all sides by Russian
lands, so in comparison with other lands, it suffered
less from the burdens of riots. Located at the inter-
section of trade routes, Moscow began to rapidly
enrich itself, which led to the concentration of large
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funds in the hands of the Moscow princes and the
strengthening of their power. Klyuchevsky did not
attach any decisive importance to the influence on
the political system of the tradition and heritage of
the Golden Horde. In his opinion, the Khans of the
Golden Horde did not impose their own rules and
were satisfied with the collection of taxes, tribute
and duties and did not attach importance to their
internal situation. The economic and geographical
advantage of the Moscow princes influenced the for-
mation of their genealogical certainty in their origin
and the emergence of a new formation — the “great
Russian civilization”. In his conclusions, V.O. Kly-
uchevsky emphasizes that the Moscow state origi-
nated under the influence of the external factor of
the “Tatar yoke”, which prevented internal strife,
external attacks and contributed to the strengthen-
ing and expansion of the territories (Klyuchevsky,
2010: 41).

As we can see from the analytical exploration
of nineteenth-century Russian historical thought,
the problem of the formation of Russian statehood
and its concentration in Moscow was the main is-
sue of historical works for a long time. The role of
the Golden Horde and its influence on the forma-
tion of Russian statehood is diminished or hushed
up. In most of the inferences of Russian historians,
the relationship between the Moscow princes and
the Golden Horde, the similarity of management
traditions and state institutions, is not paid enough
attention or weak attempts are being made to study
them. The limitations of methodological methods,
the denial of the decisive role of the Golden Horde
in the choice of Moscow as the center of Russian
statehood, and other problems constitute a common
Eurocentrist characteristic of Russian historical
thought of this period.

A well-known Kazakh historian, Professor T.O.
Omarbekov notes that the divided Russian minori-
ties that did not recognize each other were united
by the efforts of Batu Khan. The author quotes the
words of the Tatar researcher R. Fahredin: “In fact,
Batu’s activities brought the Russians much benefit,
because of them they ceased to feud between them-
selves. They realized that the reason for the feuds
was not in the redundancy of the princes, but in their
stupidity. Realizing this, they began to get together.
From the Mongols, they adopted the methods of
command and control, the art of warfare, and also
learned how to govern the state .... In fact, it was the
lessons of Chinggis Khan and Batu Khan, as well as
the enormous influence of the Golden Horde, that
turned Russia into the current Russia. Therefore, the
Russians should not curse the Mongols, but thank
them for their science “(Fakhretdin, 1996: 116).

Modern authors from Tatarstan, M.A.Usmanov,
D.M. Iskhakov, I. Izmailov, and others, from new
methodological positions, consider the place and
significance of the Golden Horde as the first Eurasian
empire of the late medieval period, which has risen
on the same level as the great European states. M. A.
Usmanov, draws attention to the commonality of
the social structure, political organization, mentality
and historical memory of the subjects of the Golden
Horde (Usmanov, 2001: 3-14).

Famous Russian historian V.V. Trepavlov does
not quite agree with the authors who claim about
the historical continuity of Russia in relation to
the Golden Horde. He does not deny the existence
of indisputable examples of such borrowings —
for example, in the Russian titulature and social
terminology (kagan, tarkhan, etc.), in the financial
system of medieval Russia, in the organization of
military affairs, Yamskoy service and others. These
facts he argues as follows: “Taking over from the
Horde of certain phenomena and institutions can
testify, on the one hand, about the attractiveness
and expediency of Russian oriental models at
the time. But in themselves they still are not an
argument in favor of the Golden Horde “heritage”
or some historical continuity of Russia in relation
to the Golden Horde. After all, the import of ideas
and institutions is a general cultural phenomenon.
“(Trepavlov, 2016: 183).

Conclusion

Considering the historiographical aspect of
the theme of the predecessors and successors of
the Golden Horde, well-known historians and
researchers have identified several basic directions
in the study of nomadic associations. Everyone
knows that historians of Soviet times supported the
thesis that the heirs of the Golden Horde were the
Crimean, Kazan and Astrakhan khanates. Thus, the
Kazakh Khanate was officially excluded from the
“heirs of the Golden Horde”. The repressions of 1937
forced historians to live in fear. However, with the
collapse of the Soviet Union, not only Kazakhstani
researchers but also researchers from other post-
Soviet countries support the point of view that there
is continuity between the Kazakh Khanate and the
Golden Horde. Under the Golden Horde heritage
we can mean ethnic continuity, dynastic continuity,
territorial continuity, folklore continuity, continuity
of spiritual and material culture. This means that,
like the Crimean, Polish-Lithuanian, Astrakhan,
Siberian and Kazan Tatars, Bashkirs, Nogais and
Karakalpaks, Kazakhs are also the successors of the
Golden Horde.

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The main thoughts in the work of Ahmed lugineki “The Gift of Truth”

The article represents scientific conclusions about historical thought and historical knowledge as
the main concepts in historiography, the concept of the moving role of historical thought in the pro-
cess of the constant development of historical science. The objectivity of the appearance and form of
the preservation of the work “The Gift of Truth” as a historical source in the process of development of
the national historical thought is considered. Brief information about the biography of Ahmed lugineki
is given. The author reveals the content of the essay, analyzes the main ideas. Ahmed’s thoughts are
determined on the usefulness of knowledge and the danger of ignorance, the role and importance of
language, as well as the ethical norms associated with it. Positive and negative qualities of the person
are stated on the example of statements of the thinker. Attention is drawn to the knowledge and views
of A. lugineki about the constant variability of the world as a phenomenon and process. The estima-
tion of the educational value of labor is given. The thoughts of A.lugineki with the historical views of
AbaiKunanbayevare compared.

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THE ENEOLITHIC OF KAZAKHSTAN:
THE HISTORY OF STUDY AND THE MAIN PROBLEMS

The article deals with the problems of the Eneolithic of Kazakhstan. The history of the study is sys-
tematized. The main problems are considered. Eneolithic monuments are well researched in the north-
ern regions of Kazakhstan.The Botay culture is especially prominent, which was named after the village
name.lt was singled out by archaeologist V.F. Zaibert. About 20 settlements along the steppe rivers are
opened. The reference monument is the Botay settlement. Archaeologists have calculated that more
than 250 houses were built here by ancient people.The area of semi-dwelling houses was 20-70 square
meters. As a result of many years of excavation, numerous tools of labor were discovered.A large number
of bone remains were found in the Botay settlement.In addition to the bones of wild animals, everywhere
there are a lot of bones belonging to the horse.This proves the signs of domestication.

The study of several local groups (Tersek group, Shidertin group) of monuments by other scientists
(V. Logvin, V. Mertz) allowed to expand the geography of the Botay Eneolithic culture, to give its versa-
tile description, to clarify the main problems of the Eneolithic of Kazakhstan.

Many regions of Kazakhstan, especially the Central, Eastern, Southern parts have not yet comprehen-
sively understood. According to some findings, only some areas known to have a few Eneolithic monu-
ments.In the future, researchers should work in this area to find out the historical and cultural processes
in the Eneolithic.

Introduction

On the territory of Kazakhstan, the Eneolithic
Age roughly covers the period of the IV-II millen-
nium BC., although in some territories of the Earth
it was longer, and in some territories it wasn't. In
Kazakhstan, many scholars unite the Eneolithic and
Bronze Age and refer them to the paleometal age.It
is considered that during the Eneolithic times copper
tools were distributed, but stone tools still prevailed.
The appearance of copper tools contributed to the
development of human consciousness, opened a
wide path for socio-economic development.The in-
troduction of copper tools into life of people led to
the emergence of new objects of material culture.
This made it possible to improve the instruments of
labor, the stone came to oblivion, and the level of
agriculture grew strongly, like industry, and military
affairs. The copper weapon was rather soft, but it
could be repaired if it was deformed.

As the archaeological finds say, it was in the era
of the Eneolithic that mankind produced the first
wheel. At first it was believed that this discovery
was made by the peoples of Mesopotamia, and then
they said that the wheel might have appeared on
the territory of Eastern Europe. In our opinion, the
wheel can also appear on the territory of modern Ka-
zakhstan, where the domestication of the horse took
place.Known remains of the wheels in the Bronze
Age.Nevertheless, the domestication of the horse
contributed to the development of the transport sys-
tem, agriculture, military affairs, cattle breeding has
moved to a completely new level.

From the History of the Kazakhstan’s Eneo-
lithic Study

Monuments of the eneolithic age have a special
role in the history and territory of the contemporary
Kazakhstan, which started to be studied at the end
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of the 19" century. Most of them were discovered in
the 20™ century. However, studying eneolithic mon-
uments in Kazakhstan has not been done systemati-
cally. The total number of such kind of monuments
is still not clear (Baigunakov, 2013: 94-96).

The history of eneolithic monuments study
comprises a special thematic group in the domes-
tic historiography. Because of the fact that most of
localities of this age were not identified, they were
referred to the neolithic age. However, some of ma-
terials were proven as monuments of the eneolithic
age by specialists. For the first time eneolithic ob-
jects were collected and systematized in “Archeo-
logical Map of Kazakhstan” in 1960. Since then,
some more monuments were discovered and new
facts were collected. For instance, the supervisor of
South Kazakhstan archeological expedition A.Kh.
Margulan could systematize several neolithic monu-
ments in Saryarka area. On the basis of the research
work completed by A.G. Medoev, M.N. Klapchuk
and others in the 50-60™ of the 20" century, he sys-
tematized neolithic localities and burial places found
in such historical-cultural areas like Northern-East-
ern Kazakhstan, Bayanauyl and Karkarali steppes,
northern area of the Balkash lake, sand area of Bet-
pakdala, area of Sarysu river, vicinity of Karagandy
city, vicinity of Zhezkazgan city. According to the
scientists’ opinion, some of the neolithic objects
of the above mentioned area refer to the eneolithic
age. A.Kh. Margulan expresses his confidence that
such localities as Akzhal-2, Boribas, Gigant, Aksu-
Ayuly, Karagandy-15, Zhezkazgan-13, locality Ne9
and some localities in the vicinity of Zhezkazgan re-
fer to the Eneolithic Age (Margulan, 1998: 14-48).
Most of these monuments consist of several cultural
layers. The scientist agrees that monuments of the
Eneolithic age were mixed with others in the ter-
ritory of the Central Kazakhstan. Perhaps, that is
why A.G. Medoyev named monuments referring to
both the neolithic and eneolithic ages as ‘microlith’.
He states that the Shyngystau mountain ranges, the
northern part of the Balkash lake were areas com-
prising microlithic culture at the end of the Stone
Age (Medoyev, 1962: 86-88).This demonstrates
that eneolithic monuments have been ignored by
specialists and have not been studied thoroughly.

Although, eneolithic cultures of some areas
were mentioned in the works of scientists alongside
with the materials of the earlier historical ages. For
instance, a scientist from Karagandy A.Y. Chindin
studied mesolithic and eneolithic monuments of the
Central Kazakhstan. This scientist made a scientific
research of such localities as Domalaktas, Akimbek,
Dohgal, Narbas, Kreshenovka, Grenada, Karagan-

dy-15, Zelenaya balka several times, demonstrated
age measures of a number of monuments, a techni-
cal-morphological description of a stone industry, a
functional definition of tools, the role of industrial
movements, and identified eneolithic complexes
among monuments (Chindin, 1992: 8-18). In the
result, A.Y. Chindin systematized a historical devel-
opment of eneolithic age in Saryarka area.

Between 1970-2000, V.N. Logvin from
Kostanay, who did archeological research work in
the northern part of Kazakhstan, was the first to in-
vestigate neolithic and eneolithic monuments found
along the Tobyl River and add them into a scientific
circulation. Primarily, he did a scientific analysis of
Bestamak, Alkau-2, Duzbay-2-3, Svetlyi Dzharkul’,
Amangeldi, Solenoe Ozero-1, Evgen’evka-2, Liva-
novka, Kishi Aksuat, Tersek-Karagai, Kara-Myr-
za-9, Kol and other localities refering to the eneo-
lithic age. Later on, he enlarged the area of his a
scientific field, consequently, he could find more
new monuments and joined all developing pecu-
liarities and scientific rules of neolithic and eneo-
lithic monuments (Logvin, 2002: 8-38). Materials
collected as a result of many-year work allowed
demonstrating the differences of Tersekculture from
others (Kalieva, Logvin, 1997: 88-128). Several
monuments of Torgai area like Kozhai-1 and oth-
ers were studied by S.S. Kalieva and the results of
this work was reflected in her monograph (Kalieva,
1998: 89-138).

From the mid of 1980’s an archeological expedi-
tion led by V.F. Zaibert has been investigating Botai
locality. The materials gained during this studies al-
lowed him making some scientific statements about
Botai culture. Nowadays, a number of localities of
Botai culture like Krasnyi Yar, Vasil’kovka-4, Ro-
shinskoe, Balandino, Sergeevka, Goluboi Zaliv,
Kenotkel-8, Selety-1 and others were investigated
and their roles in the world historiography were
identified. The research work done in this locality
during a quarter century was reflected in V.F. Zaib-
ert’s monograph named “Botai culture” (Zaibert,
2009: 238-288). The author could disclose a special
role of Botai culture located in Oral-Kazakhstan val-
ley. Recently, much attention has been paid to re-
vival of dwellings of ancient Botai inhabitants and
restiration of their cultural-economical and social
relations.

The uniqueness of some eneolithic cultures is
widely discussed in the domestic historiography.
For instance, V. Logvin, who included Tersek cul-
ture of Torgai region into a scientific circulation,
considers it as a separate culture. It is of great im-
portance to note that between 1946-1951 A.A. For-
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mozov was the first to state that it is necessary to
differenciate Tersek and Karagai cultures after gain-
ing a large fund of monument materials in this area.
later on, between 1970-1990 a group of scientists
like V. Logvin and S. Kalieva completed excavation
work in this area and identified the above mentioned
culture. Alongside this, several buried treasures like
Aksu were discovered.

V.F. Zaibert considers Tersek culture as a part
of Botai culture. V. Logvin and S. Kalieva oppose
him, while some other scientists suggest to join
and call them ‘Botai-Tersek’ archeological culture,
which seems very reasonable for us.

Several eneolithic monuments studied by a
joint Kazakhstan-Russian archeological led by A.P.
Derevianko between 1992-2002 in the territory of
Kazakhstan were given to the world later on by G.T.
Iskakov. He studied mesolithic-eneolithic objects
found in the northern part of Mugalzhar and Aral
sea and included Aral-4 monument into the age con-
sidered (Iskakov, 2005: 9-22). In his own turn, G.T.
Iskakov discussed the issues like the stone tools
evolution, the history of early and middleHolo-
cenemonuments investigating.

The history of studying eneolithic monuments
was discussed in S.V. Zakharov’s scientific work
“Studying eneolithic of Northern and Southern
Kazakshtan”. According to Zakharov’s words, in
contemporary Kazakhstan’s territory 6 localities
refering to the copper-stone age were discovered
along Esil river, 32 monuments in Torgai cave were
found, almost 50 eneolithic monuments were inves-
tigated in Southern Oral region (Zakharov, 2009:
10-26). After analysing information gained from the
localitied discovered, the history of studying was
discussed in detail. Which is why, we tried not to re-
peat these authors and gave a short survey of history
of eneolithic monuments. We hope that interested
reader would find coherent information in the work
named above.

One of the eneolithic monuments is Shidirti near
Ekibastuz town, which was studied by V. Mertz. It
consists of several cultural layers starting from me-
solithic age till Bronze Age.

However, the domestic historiography still has
a number of issues in, which demands deep consid-
eration. There is no information on the eneolithic
age of cultural-historical areas like Zhetisu and
South-Kazakhstan as well. It is of great importance
to study such kinds of eneolithic monuments in fu-
ture. Alongside this, eneolithic monuments in large
cultural-historical areas like Saryarka and East-Ka-
zakhstan are to be systematized (Baigunakov, 2013:
95-96).
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The problem of identifying localities of the en-
eolithic age in the domestic historiography is con-
sidered one of the most important ones, as only
some of them were investigated. An Archeologist
A.M. Orazbayev encountered a monument dem-
ostrating burial traditions of eneolithic age in East-
ern Kazakhstan. According to this scientist, a mound
Ne2 of Chernovaya locality refers to the eneolithic
age, judged by its burial structure and tradition like
coating a coarpse with a red ocher and others. It re-
sembles monuments found in mounds near Batenei,
Tesy villages in Southern Siberia and a tomb near
Kurta village in Mountainous Altai region refering
to Afanas’ev culture (Orazbayev, Omarov, 1998:
9-70).Since then lots of eneolithic localities were
discovered. Although they have not entered a scien-
tific circulation.

Finally, approximately, 200 eneolithic locali-
ties were studies in the terrotory of contemporary
Kazakhstan. The number of eneolithic objects were
sometimes added to the number of neolithic monu-
ments in some research work. For instance, the
authors of the 1% volume of “Kazakhstan history”
say that the total number of neolithic and eneolithic
monuments are 600. Frankly saying, according to
our data the total number of neolithic monuments
found in Kazakhstan is more than 800 (Baigunakov,
2003: 12-24). However, because of the fact that tools
made from copper are very rare, it is very possible
that most of eneolithic monuments are accepted as
neothilic ones. Alongside this, the chronological
borderline between these two ages is not still clear.
The evolution of stone tools found near monuments
is not shown clearly by scientists as well (Baiguna-
kov, 2013: 94-96).

The Main Problems of the Eneolithic of Ka-
zakhstan

As can be seen from the above, era of the En-
eolithic Kazakhstan is one of the most complex and
dynamic historical and cultural periods in Russian
history. Long-term archaeological research allows
us to trace the quantitative and qualitative transfor-
mation of relationship between nature and man in the
northern regions, which show significant changes
in economic and socio-ideological spheres.Against
the background of the incipient Steppe civilization,
changes occurred that affected not only the socio-
economic spheres of the above-mentioned region,
but also cultural and genetic processes throughout
Central Asia. Archaeological objects of the northern
regions of Kazakhstan reflect the process of histori-
cal development both in terms of general patterns
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and a concrete historical situation. The development
of Botaya culture is not only a general picture,
but also the specificity of the Eneolithic era of
Kazakhstan, which was closely related to previous
periods. Specific features of the nature of Northern
Kazakhstan primarily predetermined the process
of domestication. Probably, in the Neolithic period
that began in Northern Kazakhstan several thousand
years ago, there is a differentiation of the forms of
economic activity depending on natural and climatic
features of places of residence.

In the Eneolithic of Kazakhstan, a separate
serious problem is mutual relations and mutual
influence of cultures and adjacent territories, since it
is almost impossible to make a clear boundary neither
in geographical nor in cultural-historical terms in
different epochs. After all, many archaeological
cultures cover several regions. For example, a
certain culture can cover both North Kazakhstan and
Central Kazakhstan.

The southern direction is also problematic in
the definition of cultural and historical borders,
since the materials of Karatau and Moyinkum,
especially Zhetysu, have not been studied at all.
The Eneolithic of Northern Kazakhstan probably
has some similarities with the materials of East
Kazakhstan. In the context of growing interest in the
issues of regional history, the study of the processes
of cultural genesis in the region in antiquity is very
relevant. In these regions (Moiynkum, Tarbagatai,
Zhetysu, Betpakdala, Priirtyshye, Ustyurt, etc.),
complex archaeological work should be carried out.
The aim of this work should be: the development
of a scheme of culturogenesis in the Eneolithic.
The research tasks should be: generalization of the
history of archaeological studies of the monuments
of the Eneolithic of Kazakhstan; analysis and
synthesis of all available sources in the Eneolithic
of Kazakhstan; the discovery of new monuments;
the definition of the basis of the characteristics of
material culture in the Eneolithic era and others.

Conditionally, the Eneolithic stage in the
history of Kazakhstan ends at the turn of the III
and II millennium BC. (Zakharov, 2010: 38-78).
Later on this territory archaeological cultures
of the Early Bronze Age spread, some of them
begin to exist already at the end of Eneolithic,
some later. Nevertheless, the autochthonous line
of development of cultures in Kazakhstan, which
existed since the Neolithic period (Atbasar culture
and others) is not interrupted.All available data to
date indicate that the local Eneolithic population
participated in the formation of the Bronze Age
culture. While it is clear to trace the further destiny
of the Eneolithic population, it is rather difficult

in the absence of reliable facts. Between the finale
of the Eneolithic and the Early Bronze Age, there
are irrelevant lacunae, we think that these gaps fill
with time. Numerous tools, ceramics, remnants
of wheels, osteological materials of horses in the
Bronze Age, undoubtedly take their roots from
the era of Eneolithic. We would like to note that
the generalization and systematization of the
material, the development of versions of cultural
and genetic transformations and the chronology
of the eneolithic formations of Kazakhstan, the
reconstruction of economic and individual aspects
of socio-ideological structures, the determination
of the historical place of eneolithic cultures in the
system of monuments and cultures of the Central
Asian region should concern all researchers. They
first have to enter in the scientific revolution of new,
original monuments; create a database; to study
stone and bone tools; to clarify their typology and
classification; to analyze complex of findings by
methods of mathematical statistics. The tasks of the
work should include a description of the specific
features of the house-building skills and traditions
of the eneolithic population of the districts;
classification of inventory and products made of
wood, analysis of ceramics by typological and
technical-morphological methods. Then we would
have received a more complete characterization of
the Eneolithic of Kazakhstan, as today’s degree of
study does not satisfy many specialists.

To date, several hundred monuments of the
Eneolithic Age have been investigated in Kazakhstan.
Monuments are represented as single-layered sites, or
eneolithic layers on multilayer sites — (Shiderty, etc.),
and lifting charges (Mertz, 2005: 265-271).

Conclusion

The Eneolithic of Kazakhstan is represented
by several cultures. The system of some cultures,
genetically related to each other (Botai and Tersek)
and coexisting at a time, reflects the processes of
cultural genesis of the region. All Eneolithic cultures
arose on the basis of the late Neolithic (Atbasar
culture, etc.) of Kazakhstan. Microindustrial
complexes, plate technology and tooling are
greatly expanded, modernized and enriched by
the introduction of new types of retouching, the
emergence of bilateral machining and grinding
tools. Neolithic traditions are preserved in the early
and middle stages. At the end of the Eneolithic, the
role of stone implements and plate-like technique
is slightly weakened, although it persists until the
late Bronze Age. Probably, a certain role in this was
played by the emergence of the processing of native
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copper and the actual metallurgy of copper. Ceramic In our opinion, the state o study in Eneolithic
complexes of the Eneolithic show development in  Kazakhstan remains unsatisfactory, as many regions
the manufacture of dishes and its ornamentation remain intact. For example: Moiynkum, Zhetysu,
within the framework of a single technological and  Tarbagatai, South Kazakhstan, East Kazakhstan,
historical and cultural tradition. Irtysh regions.
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Introduction

In 18" and in the beginning of 19" centuries
heroes were one of the social groups who had
social and economic significance in Kazakh society.
The word batyr (hero) in Kazakh means brave,
courageous, skilful in military art and famous for
his heats. However this dignity was adhered to
much broader concepts along with above-mentioned
description. It is known that from the ancient times
in all societies existed military people who served to
defend their society. However due to different level
of development of diverse societies each society
had its own features of military service. The style of
life of nomadic people and its features of historical
cultural development required existence of people
who were professionally trained to military art. Their
function was to provide state’s safety, sovereignty,
and public order. As result it was established special
social group who had specific obligations in society.
These types of groups were known in other societies
as “samurai”’, “knight”, “Kshatriya”. In Kazakh
culture they were known as “batyrlar”.

Social and political role of institute of batirs

In spite the fact their main skills were related
with military art the main aim this profession was
in protection of motherland, to free state from
occupation, to enlarge state’s territories, to free
people who are in captivity of enemies, to take
revenge for the ancestors who were killed by
enemies. However because of Europe centrism
concepts the place of batyr was perceived as people
who destroyed sedentary civilizations. It is well-
known fact that there are two contradicting opinions
on development of social, political and public
institutions of nomadic societies. These concepts
about bi, batyr institutions left behind cultural,
social, and historical features of nomadic society.
For example the word “batyr” used in Kazakh
society was referred only to authority title.

In traditional Kazakh society batyrs were
established as individual social group and had own
ideology, life of style according to their public
service, military tradition, rules and ethics to follow
ininterrelation with other social groups and their own
“estate” features. One of the main features was that
they were specialized only in military art profession.
These facts were mentioned in Kazakh folk literature
such as epic tales, historical poems, zhirau’s poetry
and etc. Along with idea of protection motherland
from enemies in epic poems there are described
heroes world perception, self-assessment, moral-
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ethical concepts, ideals of heroism, consciousness,
understanding of life meaning, and other ethnical
features. Hence batyr institution in Kazakh society
should be regarded as part of national spiritual
values systems.

Survey of service of Kazakh heroes institution
shows that they were inseperable part of traditional
society’s political elite. This institution contributed
to military art, state government and -cultural
development of Kazakh society. Next we will
consider place heroes and measures of heroism in
Kazakh society. Followers of heroism tradition in
Kazakh society had own special image as definite
social group. It is clear that the real image of heroes
cannot be fully reflected in peaceful time. Their
heroism deeds are usually vividly expressed in war
times. In any times heroes are accepted as followers
of military traditions. Heroes’ institution, which
contributed to peaceful condition in state, organized
people to fight against enemies, made speeches for
the future of country, grouped people into mindik
(thousands) and tumenbasy (ten thousands) and
encouraged military with braveness, is considered
as “phenomenon of Kazakh society (Erofeeva,
1992: 4).

Heroes were those who led their tribes. Usually
they were titled as zholbastar (guide), kolbasy
(leader), rubasy (leader of ru), zhon silter (adviser).
They expressed tribe and rus interests in significant
meetings and defended them. Each of Kazakh
heroes highly evaluated the power and meaning of
words and had high intelligence. From history we
know that the same condition was with Japanese
samurais who used to master Hanko (education
of aristocrats) along with military art. They had
high intelligence, braveness and courage and had
courteous nature.

Abai described batyr: “Kazakh people title those
batyr who have big heart” (Kunanbayev, 2009:
68). Professor Garifolla Esim analyses features of
sacredness of Raymbek batyr from philosophical
approach. He analyzed the concepts of “heroism”
and “courage” and give following definitions for
them: “Courage is one of the special features of
human’s feature. Created gave the power of courage
to the nature of some special people. However the
way how he uses it depends on him. Brave person
is not afraid of death, because his honor gives
him power. Braveness is not only a momentous
condition of a hero, but it is his usual condition.”
When courage changes into ideological concept
there is always threat of changing kindness to
violence. Kalmyk heroes are heroes too. But can be
their actions considered as good deeds? Then what
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is the measure of courage? The measure of courage
is in being kind (Esym, 2005: 16).

Further he explains that the aim of heroes is to
defend motherland. He identifies Raymbek batyr’s
sanctity in being protector of people, leader and
adviser in difficult situations of life. He concludes
that: “Saint is an honored man; honored man is very
proud person. Hence heroism of our ancestor and his
service to be protector of people shows his sanctity
(Magauyin, 1991: 17).

For example the main profession of knights is
war. Hence their way of life organized according to
requirements and rules of war. In Kazakh society the
sign of heroism was identified with his heats in the
fights against the enemy. For instance in epic poems
one hero is shown as the owner of super power, who
can beat everyone. He does not know what defeat is.
In epic poem “Alpamys no one can resist to strength
of Alpamys, in “Kobylandy” he is the most powerful
hero amongst Nogais, in “Er Sain” Sain is described
even stronger than Kobilandy. The main plot of epic
poems is fight against enemies. This is the reason
why the poem is titled epic” (Akhmetzhanov, 1996:
186.; 192).

In Kazakh tradition heroism is not passed as
heritage, but each person must deserve the title being
hero. Heroes who sacrificed their lives in the sake
of his people where remembered in the memory of
people and became their motto in the battles against
enemies. Those who were known as heroes from
several generations and were known for their high
courage were titled as “kara Batyr” or “Kara beren
Batyr” (real hero). Those who fought alone with
enemies were titled as “zheke Batyr” (special hero).
Those who could destroy enemies’ fortress were
titled as “kamal buzgan kaz batyr” (the real hero
who destroyed enemies’ fortress) (Kliashtorniy,
1992: 3).

S.G. Kliashtorny and T.I. Sultanov wrote in the
work “Kazakhstan’s chronicle of three millennia:
“For individual braveness in war and for skilled
management of military actions there were titled
authoritative title “batyr”. According to the sources
from 15" century the most famous heroes and those
who showed heroism several times in the battlefield
were titled with title tolubatyr which means full hero
who is full of courage, persistence and strength.
The title batyr was added to the name of a hero”
(Kliashtorniy, 1992: 345]. Tradition of giving title
to heroes with the names of zheke batyr, khas batyr
and etc. comes from the ancient times.

For example Herodotus mentioned that
Scythians highly evaluated warriors who showed
feats in the war (Latyshev, 1893: 66). Rulers used to

give special jars with drink for warriors who killed
enemies. Those who were not awarded to try this
drink felt ashamed. It is known that there was similar
tradition amongst Hunns (Materialy, 1968: 41). In
the other words we may claim that that heroism was
highly evaluated and perceived as one of the main
ideologies of traditional society of nomads. This
concept is still preserved in our days.

Hence the rise of hero roles in society was
conditioned by the tradition of system of assigning
titles. System of assigning titles to courage heroes
organized assignment of military rank of leading
onbasy (tens), zhuzbasy (hundreds). Along with
it they had rights to receive part of triumph from
battle, to receive rank (tarkhan and etc.), lands,
cities, tribes, to get respect and honor financially and
in goods, to have the right to take parts in khan’s
meetings and etc. (Akhmetzhanov, 1996: 230).

Tradition of ceremony titling heroes is described
by academician Alkey Margulan’s work about
Olzhabay batyr folk tales. There it is described
that Olzhabay batyr could oust Dzhungars who
were ruling in Turkestan to Chinese territories. To
show gratitude to batyr’s feat khans Abylkhayir,
Sameke, Abilmambet gave him as present golden
crutch and saber which were preserved from the
ancient times in Yasawiy mosque. Initial owner
of saber was Tamerlan. People say that Tamerlan
gave them as present to mosque. This fact shows the
feeling of gratitude to heroism by people (Margulan,
1984: 170-175). Historian B. Berlybayev describes
heroes as adopters of heroic military traditions. He
concludes that: “Kazakh military art has developed
in the result of fights and defenses from enemies
(Berlybayev, 2005: 46-53). Scholar M. Kozybayev
wrote about batyrs evolvement process: “All
of them are individuals who faced difficulties,
overcome hardships, and became people with high
experience in life. In the times of difficulties, when
the present and future of state was under threat there
appeared heroes who could sacrifice their lives for
motherland. History gave birth to heroes and made
their names to be kept in the memory of people”
(Kozybayev, 1994: 60).

All scholars underline that they highly evaluate
military art of nomads’ amongst all other nomadic
value system. Place of battles made great influence
on ideology and psychology of nomads’ life. Even
foreign explorers mentioned about heroism and
braveness features of traditional Kazakh society.
For instance explorer N. Zeland who travelled and
explored Kazakh traditions wrote: “One can find all
features in Kazakh nature to be a hero. Life in steppe
teaches to be cautious to threats.” (Zeland, 1998: 67).
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Makhambet Otemysuly described Kazakh
heroes in his poem: “Can be one titled batyr if he does
not nock bow strings, if he does not oust enemies, if
he does not put balls into matchlock, if he does not
stretch arms into quiver, if his arrow is not lost, if his
steel sword with a gold hilt does not covered with
blood, if he does not make his enemy to taste the
blood, if he has not been called roughneck?!” (18-19
gasyrlardagy, 1962: 10).

K. Akmetzhanov listed and defined the main
features of heroes and underlined that: “the main
feature of heroes was that they were professionally
skilled in art military. As Japan’s samurais, French
knights, Indian Kshatriyas Kazakh military service
served as Kazakh batyrs’social monopoly. Doing
other professions was considered as shameful for
them. Kabanbay, Bogenbay, Zhanibek batyr’s lives
were related with only military art” (Akhmetzhanov,
1996: 15).

Reviewing the concept and meaning of word
“batyr” we can be convinced that the place of
batyrs in Kazakh society’s political social sytem
was significant. As you can see heroism was
inseparable part of Kazakh nature and became
the specific feature of Kazakh people. If we can
consider value as social phenomenon which can
arise from historical cultural features of nation,
then we should investigate institution of heroes
as inseparable part this issue. Currently it is often
stated that considering historical nature as cultural
values shows trustworthiness of scientific opinion
(Alymbayev, 1995: 47). Identification of specific
historical, cultural and socail features of nomadic
and semi-nomadic societies is possible only if we
know the historical features of this society. This will
help understand better the features of interrelation
of separate components in that society (Shemiakin,
1991: 94). Social phenomenon appears only when
there is necessity in it in society. The reason of
heroes to be raised into institution is closely related
with society’s spiritual cultural development
peculiarities.

Society’s peculiarities are based on both its
economic construction, and its cultural spiritual
style of life. In nomadic societies these two concepts
are tightly interrelated. Many scholars underline
that Kazakh’s consciousness, traditions, world
perception and the entire life is based on traditions
of nomadic style of life. S. Tolybekov states: “It is
impossible to imagine establishment of nomadic
style of life without batyrs” (Tolybekov, 1959: 257).

In order to perceive batyrs as social institution
in Kazakh society’s social political construction, we
should understand what the social construction is
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and its general regualtions features to become social
institution. The term construction means combination
of interrelation of components within the object and
interdependence of functions dependent form each
other. Construction of object is identified with the
number of components, their placement and features
of their interrelationship. Perception of construction
in this identification is approved in investigation of
social construction. According to B. Russell only
identification of object’s construction is not enough
to investigate the object. While investigating the
construction we can know about its components
and their interrelationship, but it does not give any
information about its components’ interactions with
other objects.

Majority of scholars pay attention to repetition
and stability of construction elements. They
underline the fact that there is necessity to identify
the interdependence of elements, functions of each
element, and the way how they are changed. Due to
dynamic feature of whole systems it is important to
know how repetition and stability processes occur
within the construction. System is interrelation
and change of constructive elements which lead to
exchange of dynamic changes. Integrity is a process.
Hence construction is organization of integrity
in time space. What are the specificity of social
constructions from general constructions? There
is an entire history of investigation of social life
from constructive approach. In the natural sciences
the term structure was introduced from the end of
16" century in order to explain the interrelationship
of components of integrity. The term “social
structure” was introduced after 1945. Malinowski
and Radcliffe-Brown were the first scholars who
concerned issues of social structure. Social structure
requires unity of members of commune. Function of
social integrity is performed by social institutions.
According to Radcliffe-Brown society is a social
structure with stability and durability. In biology
the process of stabilization by exchanging with
environment is entitled with word life. Life of society
is cooperation of its components in harmony. In
other words Radcliffe-Brown offered hypothesis of
social systems elements’ integrity. Proper function
of any element of structure is directed on proper
operation of whole system.

Leading scholars of the social anthropology
school paid high attention to functions of social
institutions in investigation of whole organism
(tribe, commune, specific historical society). This
school was accepted in 1920. Since it was believed
that social structure serves to keep stability there
was not taken into account reason of mechanisms.
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In fact there were not investigated questions such
as if a society is one organism, where border of
one society with the other is, how the difference
between pathological and properly functioning
societies can be identified. Social norms are tools
to regulate the rules of relation between groups
and individuals. Using social norms society and
social organizations can make requirements from
its members. These requirements must satisfy social
norms. Social norms are reflected in concepts which
are accepted or non-accepted, approved or non-
approved, useful or useless for people. All types of
man’s social behavior including his formation as
an individual depend on the level how he absorbed
and practiced social norms. On the basis of social
norms required by society it is established model or
etalon of social behavior of this group. Social norms
provide society’s stability, protection from inner
and outer destructing factors. Hence social norms
regulate and support society’s ability to live. The
decisive moment of public relations’ social nature is
in socialization of each generation and their skilling
of social norms. Institution of batyrs established
as peculiar social institution in Kazakh society.
This institution had own regulations and concepts.
Transference of regulation from one generation to
next depends on continuity. Stability of regulations
is defined with sanctions for breaking social and
established legislation. After considering social
structure we will analyze one of its components social
institutions. Institution is a concept used to define
formal and informal rules, principles and positions
which regulate man’s functioning in diverse spheres.
It identifies organizing social theories of man’s
role and status. When we consider concept “social
institution”, we understand that we are going to
analyze large groups of formal roles. An idea offered
by G. Spenser states that investigation of institution
is investigation of society’s evolvement and
structure, occurrence of changes and investigation
of'its growth. Institutionalism (including T. Veblen)
aims to investigate institutions as main factor in all
social sciences. Establishing the term institution this
school explained this term as a group of people with
one interests to operate definite functions. As many
other basic concepts in science the term institute is
also explained in broad way and vague. However
we will perceive institutionalism as defining part
of interactions. Main elements of institutionalism
are social norms and rules. Institutionalism can
be understood as exchange of elements of society
such as individuals, groups, organizations and
etc. True interests and attempts of people mainly
based on their structural positions and importance

of their positions. Resources they own are changed
according to their institutional positions and
institutional regions. There resources can be tools to
perform aims of individuals and can serve as objects
of individuals. Labor division and social economic
difference in Kazakh society is the continuation of
social institutions. Social stratification appeared in
the result of social labor division and construction
of ideal model of different individuals. In spite
of that Kazakhs social economic structure and
social stratification did not accord to each other
and sometimes even contradicted with each other.
Peoples’ social status is not identified by their
economic condition and it does not depend on their
place in society. Identification of batyrs as ruling
class by the Soviet scholars is related with military
potestarian structure of society at that moment.
At that moment the military potestarian system of
government played significant role and batyrs also
could use benefits of this system as part of it.

Social stratification in 18-19" centuries shows
that external economic relations were not so
important in Kazakh society. Different categories
of social structure such as judiciary, social, military
political services were not developed professionally.
As result there were established social institutions
and definite groups. The level of quality of social
political organizations in Kazakh society were
identified by use of territories, issues of migration,
regulation of relations between different tribes,
interrelations with foreign countries and etc.
They performed different social services of social
institutions including military and political functions.
Each type of social relations acted separately, as
result it led to change of whole system of society.
There were two main types of social political
institutions in Kazakh society: social structures
which regulate non-economic issues of public
relations and services which are responsible for
military political services, regulation of territories,
ways of migration and etc. In fact khans, sultans
and tribe leaders were responsible for migration
processes. The other function of association was
related with regulation of non-economic issues such
as controlling, revealing offenders, to solve problems
between different tribes, provision of protection,
abaction and etc. In summer and other seasons of the
year there were other structural organizations which
were responsible for regulation of different public
relations such as regulation of military political
relations within the tribe and between different tribes.
Since it was possible to perform internal and external
economy they were solved by one individual such as
khan, sultan or batyr. In peaceful time they usually
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were seceded. It is vivid that the reason why batyrs
could be distinguished as separate political military
power was due to social organization features in
political system of Kazakh society. Change of
political structure was the result of interrelations
between tribes. The main reason for that was that
people were governed by tribal systems. Regulation
of social political life of Kazakh society according
to genealogical principles is peculiar feature of
Kazakhs from the ancient times. Interrelations of
tribes based on definite rules led to establishment
of potestarian government. Existence of military
and potestarian governing system in 18" century
was the main factor for batyrs’ to become separate
social political institution in political structure.
P. Rychkov underlined that government in those
systems can be identified as democratic, since each
tribe shows respect to elderly people and wealth
people. However, in fact the art of governing the
population was skilled neither by tribe rulers,
nor by leaders of larger groups. People could be
gathered by bi or khans only when they were going
to hunting or attacking enemies” (Rychkov, 1896:
72). P.Pallas mentioned that each tribe or region
had its own ruler and people who are related by
kinship with him served the rulers on their own will
(Pallas, 1773: 578). 1. Georgi stated that in such
social groups the place of bi is lower than sultan’s
authority, but higher than Kozha’s (Kozha is a tribe
which are descendants of Muslim missionaries.
They are originated from Arabs. They are not
considered as the part of tribes of Kazakh ethnos.
However, they have high authority due to high
authority of Islam in Kazakh society) authority.
The reason for that was due to fact that batyrs were
dependent from bis. Rulers of regions were chosen
from well-known and wealthy group. Even if they
are assigned as rulers people will obey them only
in case if it is beneficial for people. If rulers do
not have any authority amongst people, no one
will obey them” (Georgy, 1799: 124). In these
statements we should consider thoroughly the fact
that the batyrs were dependent from bis. In fact
their authority was not lower that bis’ authority.
In most cases in Kazakh society difference of
positions of bi, batyr, zhirau or other were not
distinguished clearly. We may conclude that the
reason why batyrs’ become institutionalized was
due to their simultaneous performance of positions
of orator, zhirau and ruler of tribe. Shcolars, who
did researches in 18" century in Kazakhstan,
concluded that regions were ruled by sultans, tribes
were ruled by bi, small tribes were ruled by plain
folk (Proshloe Kazakhstana, 1935: 186). However
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these conclusions do not show absoluteness of bi
and batyrs power in Kazakh society. In spite the fact
that they had authority in some regions and tribes,
they could not act without assignment of khans. In
majority of Russian sources it is mentioned that
rulers of tribes were chosen by people. Even bi-
judges were chosen by people. However if they did
not have support by khan, they could not perform
any actions. Also, it should be mentioned that
khan’s authority also depended from batyr and
bis’ support. For example Abylai’s power and
authority shows the power and authority of argyn
tribe. Other khans also increased authority of their
tribes. For example Kaip khan was from shekti
and tortkara ru, Barak khan was from Naiman ru,
Kenesary Kasymuli from kipchaks and etc. The
number of people in military political organization
was in average of 10 thousand people. In the army
of Kenesary Kasymuli the number of people were
about 20-25 thousand soldiers. In cases when there
was threat from foreign countries the number
of men used to increase on account of men from
other neighbouring countries. Their role was high
in regulation of territory issues with sedentary
neighbor countries. For example there was created
military political centers of residence of Kazakh
khanates in Turkestan consisting from nomadic and
sedentary people. Regulation of nomadic economy
was realized by social institutions. Difference in
social political government in different spheres led
to instability of state structure and made barriers to
make the centralized government of whole Kazakh
society. N. Rychkov wrote that any representative
of ruling including khan could not punish offender
on his own will. Authority of each person depends
on his adherence to definite tribe. If there is
necessity in it any person could rely on support of
his tribe. In Kazakh societies in order to do an act
one need support of tribe’s leader. For members
of tribe even khan’s power can be less influential
than tribe’s leader’s power. Khans and sultans
were dependent from tribe’s leaders’ support. The
same was with batyrs, who were strictly criticized
by plain folk and traditional judges. Tribe leaders
could not make any decisions without agreement of
people. In the documents of Orenburg border guard
there were written following sentences: “famous
judges, sons of khans, people from ruling group had
high influence and authority only in case if their
actions were in accordance to peoples’ necessities.
Otherwise no one obeys them” (Materialy, 1940:
120). Georgi I. wrote that decisions made by
different officials in official meetings were realized
by people only if they were convenient for people.
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Impact of batyrs was related on their personal
qualities, impact of his tribe, and the quantity of
people in tribe. I[f number of people in tribe was large,
then it enlarges the power of batyr. L.Gaverdlovsky
wrote: “poor Kazakh families join to one of well-
known tribes. In order to provide their protection
they had to obey their rulers and sometimes to
tolerate their oppression. If the oppression is too
strong, then they can leave their tribe and to join
to other tribes. Later they could organize abaction
of their previous tribes” (Viatkin, 1947: 143).
Governor of Orenburg Volkonsky mentioned that
strong leaders of tribes or group of youth from plain
folk can organize cattle rustling, theft and etc. They
do not obey tribe leaders. On the contrary, they
can be dangerous for them (Materialy, 1940: 135).
Materials of Russian scholars prove that speech
made by bi and batyrs had high authority. Describing
social political condition of Kazakhs in 18" century
I. Georgy concluded that: “in recent times the
power of plain folk is strengthening. They started
to take titles of bi, batyrs and try to make kinship
relations with ruling group of nation and to become
equal with ruling group” (Georgy, 1799: 135). Zh.
Artykbayev mentioned that in spite the fact that
data from Russian sources about two main groups
of Kazakh people is described vividly, they were
not analyzed properly. He underlines that gaining
strength and power of plain folk is not the situation
occurred only in 18" century, but this tradition
came from the ancient times due to Kazakhs tribal
structure. Leaders of tribes have high authority,
because of tight kinship relationships. System of
self-ruling of plain folk can cause contradictions to
power of the state, since it can be against of policy
of khan (Artykbayev, 1997: 263-264). As we can
see there were numerous reasons for increase of role
and place of batyrs in political social structure of
Kazakh society. Situation in 18" century brought
difficulties to political ruling institutions. We can
assume that traditional nomadic society’s style
of life was tightly related with military economy.
Data given in 18" century about Kazakhs describe
them as brave and courage people. Russian scholars
wrote: “in the ancient times Kazakhs were accepted
as the strongest nation. After Zhungars have been
destroyed there was no other brave nation except
Kazakhs. They have never paid taxes to other
countries” (Kazakhsko, 1961: 577). However
political Potestarian ruling system of that times were
accepted as traditional Kazakh peculiar method of
ruling. In nomadic society potestarian ruling was
based on batyrs and old-aged people soviet.

In traditional Kazakh society the place of batyrs

were regulated and identified according to state law.
For example one of the founders of Kazakh khanate
Kasym khan (1511-1523) assigned law “zhargy”
based on political situation and people’s needs, and
on the ancient traditional customs. The third part
of this law which is known as “Kasym khannin
kaska zholy” (Peculiar way of Kasym khan) was
related to military issues. The fifth part of “Zheti
zhargy” (“Seven laws”) also covered military issues
such as keeping unity of the state, defense of state,
army construction and etc. One of the punishments
mentioned in this law was withdrawal of gun of a
soldier. This was accepted as one of the most strict
punishments and was equal to death (Elamanov,
2004: 244). The reason why heroes in Kazakh
society could achieve equal level with ruling groups
and gain high authority was due to tribal structure
of society, because in the time of war and battles
people were organized by tribe leaders or batyrs. In
these battles batyrs used to lead tribe raising thier
flag. There is great meaning of slogan words of
Kazakhs with names of batyrs such as “Kanzhigaly
Bogenbai”, “Shakshak Zhanibek”, “Karakerei
Kabanbai”, “Shapyrashti Nauryzbai”. People used
to attack recalling their names in battles. The name
of batyrs showed their adherence to definite tribe.
Each tribe showed their adherence to this or that
tribe by recalling the names of their ancestor batyrs.
Each tribe tried to show strength and power of their
own tribe by recalling their names. Khan was the
main commander-in-chief of Kazakh military.
He served as organizer, leader and coordinator.
Military organization mechanism during war was
directly related with khan’s braveness, leadership
talents and authority. Increase or decrease of their
authority was also related with high social groups
of Kazakh societies. Hence Kazakh khans attached
to their names titles such as “bahadur” or “batyr”.
Main warlord was assigned by khan. He had to have
skills of organization, be able to lead, to be known
with his feats in battles, skilled in attack and defense
strategies, and to be winner in several duels. Only a
hero who could satisfy these requirements could be
assigned as main warlord (Elamanov, 2004: 186).
Soviet scholars who based their researches on
class group domination did not explain properly
signficant role and place of batyrs in society. For
example M. Viatkin considered term batyr as
concept without social class meaning and suggested
that it is difficult define social feature of batyrs who
had important role in 18" century. This difficulty
was caused due to methodology which is based
in explanation of social relations only from class
group domination approach. We should not forget
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that heroes were originated either from aristocrates
and from plain folk. Identification of batyrs as
dominating class in traditional Kazakh society is
related with high importance of military governing
structure. In the age of military oppositions batyrs
had equal power with other leaders.

Conclusion

Concluding above mentioned we can suggest
following conclusions:

- The word “batyr” means brave, courage man
who has skilled military art and famous for his feats.
The title batyr can be titled to any man regardless his
social adherence to any group. The main considered
issue to be titled as batyr is a man’s personal quality.

- Batyrs make combination of social units which
are related with Kazakh society’s national values.
They have specific peculiarities as individual group
of adopters of military tradition.

- As main impacts on gaining importance
of batyrs in Kazakh societies’ political social
construction can be considered features of general

nomadic society, tribal construction and political
potestarian organization. Main consistent part
of foundation of batyrs institution, peculiar
to traditional Kazakh society, are related with
features of establishment of Kazakh society.
Issues on development of Kazakh society
are directly related with social construction
and statehood of general nomadic societies.
Peculiarity of traditional Kazakh society’s tribal
construction is in its close interrelation with
ancient states constructions and khanate unions
before establishment of Kazakh khanate. It was
related with their political, social and military
life, traditional style of life and human essence
development. Only in case if we take into account
the role of those tightly interrelated factors, we
would be able to understand ways of foundation
and main functions of batyrs’ institutions.

Current generation is happy generation, because
they live in independent state. Gaining independence
was aim of heroes. Our aim is to praise and to pass
to new generation our ancestors’ feats and their
place in society.

Introduction

Like many Turkic peoples who were in the
sphere of influence of the Muslim religion, and with
it in the sphere of influence of Islamic culture, Ka-
zakhs created the richest monuments of oral folk art.
Many of its monuments contain materials from the
history of customary law and the social organization
of Kazakhs, information about the social structure
of society, ethnic history, resettlement, etc. These
materials of historical folklore, in particular, the
shezhere we considered, though not systematically,
were used as additional sources (Vostrov, Mukanov,
1968; Mukanov, 1974). As the famous ethnographer
M.S. Mukanov noted, the uniqueness of the Kazakh
shezhere is that they are the product of oral folk art
and were transmitted by one generation to another,
until in the end of the XVIII century they did not
start recording. Along with the fixed historical infor-
mation in the works of Chinese, Arabian, Persian,
Western European authors, Kazakh shezheres rep-
resent the great historical value, if only because in
them the Kazakhs tell about themselves, they have
self-consciousness — the idea of themselves as one
people (Mukanov, 1998: 7). However, shezhere is
not yet a sufficient subject to a special study of Ka-
zakhstan ethnographers, historians and researchers
of ethnogenetic problems.

Actual Problems in Studying the Kazakh
Shezhere

As known, shezhere is one of the most
interesting and informative manuscript monuments

of the XVII-XIX centuries, whose beginnings date
back to an earlier period, when the tradition of oral
forms of Kazakh genealogies and genealogical
legends still existed. Shezhere, which is interpreted
as a “family tree” in the semantic aspect, in many
cases, along with genealogies, contain information
about the social system of the Kazakhs during the
period of feudal relations, economic development
and political history. They also brought to us ancient
stories and legends.

By structure and content, Kazakh shezheres
can be divided into the following groups: 1) the
genealogical tree in the form of a set of taxonomic
levels of generations of people; 2) the genealogical
scheme with textual explanatory expressions; 3)
shezhere-text, in form and content resembling a
chronicle, the annals, a legend In a separate group can
also be attributed poetic form, often found in Kazakh
oral poetry. The pedigree included the members of
the clan along the male lines. Each member of the
clan should have a good knowledge of his ancestry.
The knowledge in this field the Kazakhs passed on
to their children and grandchildren.

A birth of this custom was connected, apparently,
with the principle of generic exogamy among the
Kazakhs. The Kazakh clan was only one of the links
in the multistage tribal system. This link, like other
links of the entire tribal system, was submitted to
constant, but slow changes. The clan organization
among the Kazakhs could turn into a tribal one,
disintegrating into several clans, or, conversely,
turn into a clan unit, merging into another, more
powerful clan. Within this framework, of course, the
adherence to the principle of exogamy that existed
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among the Kazakhs required accurate knowledge of
the genealogy. Consequently, the compilation and
knowledge of the genealogy at first was a necessity,
dictated by the customs of patriarchal-clan relations.
The tribal elders knew the pedigree most accurately
and in detail, however, according to the customs,
ordinary Kazakhs had to remember the names of
their ancestors up to 10-15 tribes. These traditions
persisted for a long time.

However, already during the reign of patriarchal-
clan relations, the shezhere began to outgrow its
original purpose. Passing from father to children
and grandchildren, the pedigrees gradually began
to be accompanied by stories about the events that
occurred during the life of one or another clan
leader-chief. From generation to generation the
shezhere began to turn into a kind of story of a clan
or tribe. In this story reflections of the clan about
their origin, and events related to tribal relations,
and the genealogy of tribal nobility, etc. were found.

We warn, for all that, a shezhere retained its
traditional significance. It was a story, a genealogical
chronicle of a certain tribe. As such shezhere was an
attribute of patriarchal-tribal life. The presence of
the shezhere in the Kazakh genus was also necessary
as such clan attributes as tamga, watchword were
necessary. Therefore, the Kazakhs in general took
care of the survived oldest text of shezhere, trying
not to make significant changes in them.

Shezhere, basically, are focused on reproduction
of the real facts of the past. Setting the reliability
is a characteristic feature of this genre. Even
artistic fiction, elements of poetic convention, are
transmitted and perceived in them as plausibility.
This moment can’t be ignored when studying the
historical foundations of Kazakh shezhere.

It should be noted that with the right
methodological approach of the Shezhere can serve
as an extremely interesting source for covering
ethnic, socionormative, economic, political and
other processes in the life of the Kazakh society.

The historical situation in Kazakhstan developed
in such a way that it did not necessitate the
codification of pedigrees, which are very diverse in
origin of the Kazakh tribes. This was not contributed
either by the ethnic disunity of the Kazakh tribes, nor
by weak tendencies towards political centralization
of Kazakhstan. At the same time, there was a need to
create official editions of the most popular shezhere,
which were the pedigrees of large Kazakh tribes. In
such tribes, there were their drafters of shezhere,
who began to write them down and thereby create
written versions of the Shezhere, which later, when
removing numerous copies from them, were changed

less than usual. From what has been said above, it
follows that, firstly, the pedigrees at a certain stage
of social development were typical of many Turkic-
speaking and Mongolian peoples, and secondly, the
historical works of the Middle Ages, beginning with
the “Secret History” and ending with the writings of
Abu-1-Gazi, widely Used as a source of genealogical
data, from century to century, persistently preserved
in the memory of peoples (Petrushevsky, 1958: 20).

The creation of the shezhere fund, which belongs
today to the manuscript fund of Scientific Library of
the National Academy of Sciences of Kazakhstan,
the manuscript fund of the Institute of Literature
and Art named after M.O. Auezov of NAS RK, took
several decades. The study and use of the shezhere
in historical studies began much earlier. Among the
works that are important for highlighting the above-
mentioned problems, should be mentioned the “Jami-
at-tavarih” (Collection of annals) of Rashid-ad-din.
The first part of the work of the Persian scientist of
the XIV century Rashid-ad-din is the most valuable
source for the development of the ethnic history of
the Mongol and Turkic peoples and tribes. In this
work, along with earlier historical works, Rashid-
ad-din widely used oral traditions, pedigrees of the
Turkic and Mongolian tribes.

Important information for the solution of
problems of political, ethnopolitical, economic,
social and cultural life of the population of medieval
Kazakhstan, problems of historiography and source
study is provided by the information of «Genghis-
name”. Composition of Utemish-hodja covers the
time of the reign of Genghis Khan and Genghisides
— XII-XIV centuries and contains information about
the khans of the Golden Horde, beginning with
Batu Khan and ending with the coming to power of
Tokhtamysh Khan. It should be noted that “Genghis-
name “ (Utemish-Haji, 1992) is written mainly on
the material of legends and oral information. The
Turkic language composition of the late 16th-early
17th century in Zhami at-Tavarikh, written by the
Kazakh author Kadyrgali Jalairi, is very valuable
for historical scholarship especially when covering
the chronicles of Kazakh khanates of the 16th
century, describing historical events in Central Asia,
Kazakhstan, and with certain territories in the XIV-
XVI centuries. Completely his work was published
only two and a half centuries later by I. N. Berezin
in the second volume of “Libraries of Oriental
Historians.” (Berezin, 1854). The main significance
of Kadirgali Zhalairi’s work is primarily in covering
many events of the period of completion of the
formation of the Kazakh nationality. In accordance
with the level of historical science of the time, the
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author focused on the genealogy of Kazakh khans
and sultans of the fourteenth and sixteenth centuries
and the description of their campaigns.

When studying shezhere, we can’t fail to
mention the works of Khiva Khan of the 17th
century Abu-1-Ghazi “Shajara-i-tarahima”
(Pedigree of Turkmens) and “Shajar-i-Turk”
(Pedigree of the Turks) (Kononov, 1985). Both of
these works were eventually based on genealogical
legends of pedigrees, accompanied by stories of
events, synchronous this or that person. In a certain
sense, the writings of Abu-1-Gazi are the deified
transcription of the shezhere common among the
Turkic peoples. Thus, already the early summary
historical works and chronicles as an important
source used tribal genealogies, legends, pedigrees
of the tribal aristocracy, etc., which, verbally
transmitted from generation to generation, lived for
hundreds of years in the memory of the people.

The study and use of the shezhere in historical
studies is markedly enhanced in the works of pre-
revolutionary researchers. Despite the fact that in
the XVII-XIX centuries ethnographic science in
Russia was still in a fairly infancy, a large research
work on the study of the use of shezhere in historical
works was done by such researchers as P.I.
Rychkov, A. Levshin, V.V. Velyaminov-Zernov, A.
Kharuzin, V.V. Radlov, G.N. Potanin, N.A. Aristov,
N. Pantusov, A. Divaev and others (Masanov,
1966). Then, in the “History of the Orenburg” and
“Topography of the Orenburg” of P.I. Rychkov
(Rychkov, 1896), which saw the light in the second
half of the XVIII century contains ethnographic
information about the tribal structure of Kazakh
zhuzes and their resettlement, the economy of
Kazakhs, legendary information about the origin of
Kazakhs.

The result of many years of researches of A.IL
Levshin on the history of the Kazakhs was a great
work “Description of Kirghiz-Cossack, or Kirghiz-
Kaisak hordes and steppes” (Levshin, 1832) in three
parts, which was published in 1832. In essence,
this is the first scientific study of the history of the
Kazakh people, where the Shezhere data are widely
used.

The work of V.V.Velyaminov-Zernov “Study of
Kasimov’s tsars and princes” (part 2) is a serious
and very valuable work, covering many confusing
issues of the history of the XV-XVII centuries just
at the time when the formation of the Kazakh people
was coming to an end. The main historical books
were, along with the eastern manuscripts, the data
of the Kazakh shezhere. Fragments or just factual
materials from the unpublished Kazakh shezhere

are contained in the works of N.A. Aristov. His
“Experience in ascertaining the ethnic composition
of the Kirghiz-Cossacks of the Great Horde and
Karakirgiz on the basis of pedigrees legends and
information about existing clan divisions and tribal
tamghas ...”, “Notes about the ethnic composition of
the Turkic tribes and nationalities and information
about their numbers” (Aristov, 1896) are valuable
and all the more It is significant that he widely used
folklore and ethnographic material.

A special merit in the study and use of these
shezhere in historical researches belongs to the
outstanding scientist of the Kazakh people Ch.Ch.
Valikhanov. Among the scientific works of Ch.Ch.
Valikhanov, in terms of our researches, such works
on the history and ethnography of Kazakhs as
“Ablai”, “Kyrgyz genealogy”, “Tales and legends
of the Great Kirghiz-Kaisak Horde” (Valikhanov,
1985: 148-167, 216-228, 273-277) and others have
scientific value. They differ in their realism and in the
large amount of data on the relationship between the
ancient tribes inhabiting the territory of Kazakhstan,
as well as the wide involvement of these shezhere in
their studies.

Atthe end of XIX and especially at the beginning
of the XX century. shezhere becomes the subject of
attention of representatives of the Kazakh national
intelligentsia. In the works of Sh. Kudaiberdyuly, M.-
Zh. Kopeyuly, N. Naushabayuly (Kudaiberdyuly,
1903) and others quite often used shezhere. This
was a period when the emerging Kazakh national
historiography aspired along with traditional
sources to use new, and especially shezhere, tribal
ethnonyms, historical legends, legends, etc.

In the same period, the shezhere became the
object of an in-depth researcher of such scientists and
public figures as A.Bokeykhan, M.Tynyshpayuly,
H.Dosmukhameduly (Bokeikhan, 1995: 89-120,
137-153), who along with other sources began
to widely use shezhere’s data to cover the ethnic
history of the Kazakh people. Ahmet Baitursynuly
gave his assessment and definition of shezhere as a
historical folklore monument (Baitursynuly, 1989:
213).

In the following years, local historians and
expeditions, organized by local and central scientific
institutions, engaged in the collection of Kazakh
shezhere. The collected shezhere was concentrated
in the manuscript collection of the Scientific Library
of the Academy of Sciences.

In afteryears, although not systematically,
shezhere was involved as a source in the works of
M.Akhinzhanov (Akhinzhanov, 1957) and others.
Perhaps, almost the only fundamental works where
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the data of genealogical legends were widely used
in the scientific plan are the works of M.S.Mukanov,
V. V.Vostrov, Y.A. Zuev (Zuev, 1981). In terms
of using the shezhere data, examples like using
of analysis of various tamgas of various clans for
studying the tribal composition of the Bashkirs,
conducted by R.G. Kuzeev, are quite fruitful
(Kuzeev, 1974).

One of the important scientific directions,
which have a general turkological importance, is
the study of the history of the language and written
monuments. In the framework of the topic present
the particular interest the works of S.A. Amanzholov
“Problems of Dialectology and the History of the
Kazakh Language” (Amanzholov, 1959), “Some
Information on the Ancient Tribal Dialects of
the Kazakh Language” (Izvestiya AN KazSSR,
Historical Series, philosophy and law, 1954, issue
1-2), and others.

The work of R.G. Syzdykova “The language of
“Zhami at-tauarih” Jalairi” is devoted to the problems
of the historical development of the vocabulary
of the Kazakh language according to the written
monuments of the end of the XVI — beginning of
the XVIII century. At the same time, there is none
single monographic study that would cover the state
of the lexicon of the Kazakh language on the basis
of studies of the Kazakh shezhere language of an
earlier period.

The main content of the text part of the shezhere
is a description of the life of the ancestral life in the
historical past, their struggle against various enemies,
etc. Compilers of the shezhere often included to
the text content of khan’s labels, traditions about
the noble origin of their ancestral grandfathers and
great-grandfathers.

The analysis of shezhere language of the X VIII-
XIX centuries shows that already at the beginning
of the studied period these varieties of written
monuments appear as fully developed, possessing
stable and concrete traditions that encompass both
the language and the form of the sources themselves.
A more correct approach will be taken in solving
this issue if one sees a single line of development
in the history of the Turkic script, if the Turks are
viewed as a common historical background, as a

common historical canvas in the development of
the language and culture of most Turkic peoples
(Khalikova, 1990: 139).

Modern scientific research, whether historical or
philological, depends not only on the application of
systematically organized methods, but also on the
sources on which it is built, and on the degree of
mastery. So, it is source research Shezhere would
give specialists a whole complex of reliable fact-
materials for objective and more comprehensive
coverage of the problems facing him.

The reliability of sources such as shezhere
expressed a lot of doubts. But it is known, for
example, that in the Chinese historical tradition the
problems of genealogy occupied a large place. This
was one of the means put at the service of centralized
political unity, based on the Chinese ethnos.
Hence the strong tendency of historicalization
of even mythological moments. Speaking about
the reliability of many messages of shezhere, one
must bear in mind that they are not the result of
individual creativity. Any shezhere is the result of
a long and collective activity of people. And by its
nature it can never be completely objective, it will
inevitably reflect a certain prejudice of the ethnic
and social position of its author, which can lead to
an exaggeration of the role of some components and
to understate the role of others. Therefore, its data
must necessarily be checked with the data of other
disciplines.

Conclusion

Consequently, in scientific researches not only
the methodology, but also the source base should
be systematically integrated. Only then will there
be an opportunity to determine the real essence of
the stages of the development of Kazakh culture
for several centuries. And in this respect, the high
level and high archeographic culture of these studies
requires that we take care of the further development
of all spheres and aspects of studying shezhere in
both archeographic and source-study, textological
terms. Under this condition, shezhere as sources on
the ethnic history of the Kazakhs acquire paramount
importance.

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Archeological research of the medieval settlement Sortobe

The article represents the results of a comprehensive archaeological study Sortbe squad of Jarkent
archaeological expedition to the medieval settlement Sortobe in 2017. According to the results of ar-
chaeological research of the hillfort Sortobe can be described as one of the Oghuz towns-fortresses ex-
isted in the VIII-IX centuries on the lower reaches of the Syrdarya. Head of the Khorezm archaeological
and ethnographic expedition, academician S.P. Tolstov identified them as separate archaeological cul-
ture “marsh settlement”. However, in light of recent archaeological surveys on the “marsh settlement”,
the hypothesis that the “marsh settlement” was founded by representatives djetyasar culture. Analysis of
the identified building structures in the course of archaeological excavations, the analogy which we find
in the early medieval settlements of Khorezm oasis, gives the opportunity to reconstruct the medieval
intrapartum, community relations of the tribes inhabiting the lower reaches of the Syrdarya.

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SACRED CONCEPT OF THE KAZAKH PEOPLE:
ON AN EXAMPLE OF FEMALE HEADDRESSES

The article discusses the sacred concept of the Kazakh people’s female headdresses. In past times
headdresses were truly special traditional item in Kazakh people’s costumes. As the Kazakh writer M.
Auezov mentioned in his works that Borik had many different types of uses and names, we can confirm
that headdresses had and still have a strong place in Kazakh traditions. Headgear — Saukele also, is valu-
able and still one of the most striking ethnic symbols of Kazakhs. In the cultural and historical aspect, his
closest analogy is- the high ceremonial helmet of the Saka Prince-leader, whose rich burial was discov-
ered in the Issyk mound in Southern Kazakhstan territory. So, the headdress became a visible symbol of
the connection of many generations in the history of Kazakhs. It’s an addition to the generally accepted
norms associated with the wearing of a headdress particularly a female one. As well as familiarizing the
readers with the cult and sacred values of Kazakhs.

Introduction

At the present time, there are very few well-
researched books and knowledge about the Kazakh
National Clothing. The basic information about
Kazakh National clothes is found only in the records
of travelers, collectors, museum funds, ethnographic
literature, as well as in the works of artists.
Moreover, there is even less Sacred perception
and specialty of the analysis carried out in the
field of the concept of the sacredness of the female
headdress of the Kazakh people. These are methods
of the researching: Comparative-historical method;
description and analysis of ethnographic terms; the
collection of ethnographic materials;

“Sacred” means revered due to sanctity and is
generally the state of being perceived by religious
individuals as associated with divinity and
considered worthy of spiritual respect or devotion,
or inspiring awe or reverence among believers
(Blackwood & sons, 1895: 883.) SACRAL (from
the Latin — “dedicated to the gods”, “sacred”,
“forbidden”, “damned”) is a sacred, valuable, most
important worldview category that distinguishes
the areas of being and the state of being, perceived
by consciousness as fundamentally different from
everyday reality and extremely valuable. In many
languages, this meaning embedded in the semantic
“old” word. In the accepted for the name Sacral from
the Latin — sacer, the Hebrew — gadosh is associated
with the meaning of “separation”, “concealment”
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and “inviolability”. For the Slavs svet -, which goes
back to the Indo-European k’'wen -, values are set
to “increase”, “swell”, in a more concrete cultural
context — “filled with a blessed inalienable force.”
In the picture of the world, Sacral is the role of the
structure — forming principle and in accordance with
the notions of Sacredness, other fragments of the
world picture lined up and their hierarchy formed.
In axiology, Sacrality defines the vertical of value
orientations (Zabiako, 1998: 186.) Moreover, things
concerned with the sacred phenomenon, thus gives
valuable meanings like protection someone who
wears the sacred amulet, totem, earrings, rings,
headdresses and other jewels, clothes. “Sacredness”
used in relation to objects, places, or happenings.
Objects often considered sacred if used for spiritual
purposes, such as the worship or service of gods.
The property is often ascribed to objects (a “sacred
artifact” that is venerated and blessed) (McCann,
Catherine, 2008: 42) Furthermore, sacred clothes are
intense, valuable and have plenty of traditions on its
wearing purposes. Sacred meaning goes to clothes
of many nations and of historical people, who wore
clothes by its regional purposes to show its nations’
differences. Each part of cloth of historical people
was essential and valued, cause it the purpose of
its wearing were rich and followed by customs’
use. Though, Headdresses have Sacred meaning by
regional futures and its implication.

The Headdress is a term that includes both the
methods of the hairstyle itself and the methods of
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decoration and covering the head. Both are highly
diverse, depending on race, place, age, religion,
the degree of culture and mental development.
Nevertheless, both the forms of the Dress and their
genesis can be reduced to a few forms and reasons.
The root motive of worries about the decoration of
the head is wutilitarian. First of all, the hair, falling
in disorder on the face, ears, neck, shoulders, not
only causes a general unpleasant sensation but
interferes with seeing, hearing, eating and indirectly
— the correctness of labor, for example, in hunting,
fishing, sewing, fighting, sometimes serious danger,
for example, when passing through dense thickets,
with flight (a classic example of Absalom, entangled
in long hair in the branches). That is why, where
religious reasons did not interfere with this (hair was
cut off or shaved) (Brokgayz and Efron, 1890-1907:
86 T.).

The head is covered not only for fastening
hair (frontal bandages, scarves, turbans, bags,
nets, purses) but mainly to protect from climatic
and atmospheric influences (from heat, cold, rain,
wind). Hence, depending on the purpose and places,
a variety of forms and materials used headdresses.
(Brokgayz and Efron, 1890-1907: 86 T.). Forms were
different also for religious purposes and beliefs. But
in parallel with the religious factor, the primordial
custom of decorating himself with trophies of beasts
and killed enemies was also in effect, one of the many
results of which were military wigs from the hair of
murdered enemies, decoration of the harvest with
relics of animals and enemies, teeth, fangs, scalps,
emblems from the animal world, etc. From the
realm of religious and military, the bizarre collection
moved into everyday life, gradually losing its former
purpose and becoming the object of decoration.
(Brokgayz and Efron, 1890-1907: 86 T.) Decorating
Headdresses were an important obligation,
especially in women headdresses. Ornamentation,
dressing and decorating headdresses with jewels,
meaningful symbols and rich materials had the
valuable symbolism of the Headdress. (Brokgayz
and Efron, 1890-1907: 86 T.) Example, Kazakh
people had plenty of ornaments onto the clothes.
Thus, Kazakh national ornaments symbolized
protection from dark forces brought good luck in
cattle breeding and economic activities. (Brokgayz
and Efron, 1890-1907: 86 t1.) According to the
abundance of headdress decorations, it is possible
to put our Kazakhs as an example of “Saukele”.
However, the headdress of civilized women is often
not inferior to the pretentiousness of their sizes
and forms of headdresses of the most primitive. In
addition to all these motives (utilitarianism, religious

views, military and social customs, instincts of
vanity, etc.) were optional. The motives aesthetic,
the desire to combine, imitate the beautiful in nature
(addiction to feathers, flowers, shiny stones, etc.),
motive, who created a piece of jewelry from the
headdress. The headdress was finally the subject
of special art, and thanks to early specialization, its
development of headwear forms even reached the
primitive people of the most fanciful sizes. Well,
we can see how headdresses determined as Sacred
and moreover how its meaning suits in it, also,
Headdresses became esteem from ancient times,
nowadays though still esteemed.

Not only for thus needing were used headdress-
es, here also have traditional features which had
deeper effected to headdresses and their disposal in
historical people. Though headdresses had the Sa-
cred understanding at those times, and today also
have Sacredness in keeping the traditions by it.

Historical people like Kazakh had own customs
in wearing Headdresses, keeping them and use for
some valuable purposes. (Popova, 2015: 3-4) The
traditional costume of any nation is a complex sign
system that carries information about the age of
its owner, his social and property status, and his
place of residence. Especially indicative in this
respect is the Headgear, each detail of which was
of symbolic significance. To their headdress, Ka-
zakhs treated with special respect, did not remove
it in public, protected and did not give. While it is
customary for Europeans to leave their headgear at
the entrance, the Kazakhs bring a hat to the room
and try to put it above, that is, above the head.
(ITorroBa, 2015: 3-4). From time immemorial, the
attitude towards the headdresses of the Kazakhs
was very special. To pull the hat off the head of a
man was considered an insult, and to throw casu-
ally wherever he was — is tantamount to renounc-
ing personal happiness and good luck. Always
and everywhere, the headgear was shot carefully,
trying to put or hang them on the dais. Especially
jealously watched that the cap did not appear on
the floor or on the seat, but otherwise, it was be-
lieved that the health and well-being of its owner
could suffer. (Kazaxckas TpaaullMOHHAs KyJIbTypa
B coOpanusx kyHctkamepsl, 2008). Particular care
was taken not to be on the seat or on the floor. It
was believed that the health and well-being of the
owner could otherwise suffer. Also, Kazakhs still
do not give their own headgear, and they do not
allow to wear strangers. This is equivalent to vol-
untarily renouncing one’s happiness and exposing
the head to troubles. As a gift, they present only a
new, undecided hat.

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And this, by the way, is a very valuable gift. In
this way, a person, his head is rewarded with honor.
In the view of the Kazakh, in the headdress, it seems
to be stored a certain code of well-being. Therefore,
the wearing cap is not given, but it is inherited, es-
pecially if the owner lived it dignified (an example
of the Kazakhs aksakal (senior of the clan) headed
a whole family, was considered honorable), enjoyed
honor and respect, did not live in poverty. If for ex-
ample, a misfortune has occurred to a person, he
suddenly died or was killed, then the headgear is
not given to anyone. For example, in Koreans, on
the contrary, the clothes of the deceased person are
distributed to his relatives. Today, perhaps not ev-
eryone remembers these customs and rarely wear
Kazakh national headgear, except on some special
occasion. And yet they are unusually beautiful, even
exquisite, original and capable of conveying a lot
of information about their owner. Headdress has al-
ways played the leading role in the ethnosculpt func-
tion of clothing, they can learn the history of culture,
see the traces of the influence of other cultures or
realize their own identity. In them, the most stable
are social, age, territorial differences, the variety of
types of Kazakh headdresses, and their role in social
hierarchical relations. Interest in the history, ethnog-
raphy, culture of the Kazakhs is great. This applies
to national clothes. And it is the objects of museum
collections that become the standard, the standard
of taste when creating stylized national clothes, the
demand for which is.

It is natural that the collectors of this important
sacred element of the Kazakh costume tried to buy
for the museum’s collection. At the present time
(according to 2015) in the Kazakh fund about 130
headdresses — children’s, girls’, wedding’s, men’s
and women’s.

In the traditional Kazakh culture, the child usu-
ally received the first headdress after the ritual forty
days of “Shilde”, which marked his introduction to
the world of people. As a rule, various capes were
sewed to the cap, which magically served to pre-
serve the life and health of the child, increase his
vital energy. A special force was given to the eye-
beads “kozmonchak”, as well as amulets “tumar”
of triangular shape, cloth or metal, often with ad-
ditional magical means inside: written prayers,
grasses, seeds, etc. Also, decorative elements such
as tassels and sultans from feathers, motley laces,
silk or woolen threads, which expressed the idea of
collecting vital energy, also took a prominent place
in children’s clothing (ITonosa, 2015: 3-4).

Thus, we see how the Kazakh people protected
children from early childhood by awarding the Sacred
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Concept in the toe of each element in the headdress.
Headgear is an important part of the cult concept, as
well as the regional belonging of the people. From
ancient times there is respect, awareness, acceptance
of sacred importance in wearing both decorative and
more material things in the image and veneration of
the headdress. As they say, everything that comes
from within and from childhood will be preserved
for centuries. The storage and collection of these
concepts are sacred here.

As the Kazakh collections of SEM shows, boys
already in 6-7 years started wearing headgear, similar
to the headgear of men. The girls, however, had a
specific headgear, which they began to wear when
they reached the age of 9-12 — the age considered
to be marriageable. The change of the headgear
and the attendant change of the hairdo were usually
accompanied by a family holiday, the main role
in which played an elderly woman, who, it was
thought, passed the girl to longevity and well-being.
The girl’s headdress “Borik” represented a felt hat
with a fur band, covered with expensive cloth (silk
or velvet) and decorated with a bundle of feathers of
an owl. The braids of the girl at the same time were
left open, that categorical was forbidden to married
women (Popova, 2015: 3-4).

Borik is from lamb’s skin sheepskin or from
other animal’s leather. Besides, it’s embroidered
with gold thread and its upper side with gold or
silver buttons. In many respects in the upper
part is made of four or six wedges. The tip of
girl’s borik decorated with feathers of an owl or
different brushes. Depending on the edge, borik
is named as beaver, marten, etc. (Alimbai, 2011:
537). And now the Caucasians wear a hat made
of wolves during ritual games. It is also similar to
the “Kokpar” of Kazakhs. (National sports game,
where the dexterity, strength, courage, and daring
of the participants of the “kokpar” are tested. In the
“kokpar” they compete during solemn events, on
holidays, like ayty, that, a popular equestrian game
among the Kazakhs, Kirghiz, Tajiks, Uzbeks and
other peoples of Central Asia). Borik is considered
as a special kind of headdress. A person who
experiences joyful feelings, or feels happy from
the news he has heard and who feels himself over
the moon, so, the people who observed this joy said
“Borki took off to the sky” (that is, the Borki here
means a person’s happy feelings). It also means a
joyful return home. Kazakhs believed that when
they take off their headgear, the prosperity leaves
them, so they put the headdress high, they did not
trample down their headdress with feet and never
give their headdress to anyone else. Moreover, to

throw the headdress was allowed only in special
cases. (Popova, 2015: 3-4).

In ancient times, each “Ru”(clan) had Borik by
its type, size and had its own typical ornaments.
The peculiarity of Borik’s forms was similar to
the Karakalpak, Kirghiz, Bashkurt, Tatar, Uighur
headgears but the name, meaning, and purpose
were different, well we can match ethnocultural
similarities here. In the works of M.Auezov, we can
notice such types of Boriks as: Akoyan Borik, barkyt
pushpak Borik, kamshat Borik, khasteki Borik,
zhumyra Borik, kundyzh Borik, lak teri Borik, nogai
Borik, nogaisha Borik, nogaisha kumyra Borik,
nogaisha kundyz Borik, pushpak Borik, susar Borik,
ukili Borik, ukili kamshat Bork, ukili kundyz Borik,
shoshan Borik, borikshi Borik.

There are summer and winter types of Borik. If
the summer Borik was from the animal’s skin and
was very thin and light, then under the winter was a
lining of wool, cotton, velvet or satin. Traditionally
young guys, singers, and poets attached to Borik
feathers of an owl. The main form of Borik among
the Kazakh people was triangular; they usually
sewed a triangular shape from the four ends. Then in
the beginning of the XIX century, the form became
conical, edgy. The top of Borik has four or six sides,
each side is attached triangular ends, and the hem
usually goes rectangular. Thus, the hem was of
heavy material, while between edges were sewed by
light material, and the main facial part was covered
with beautiful rich material (Alimbai, 2011: 538).

“Shoshak borik” — trimmed with a fur coat of
otter, fox or beaver, a warm hat was a complete
copy of the male. It was worn by akyns, poets, and
writers. However, the girlish “borik” differed in that
the fur band was always outside, and did not turn
away. Borik of akin (sal) from Tsigeyka, as well as
on girls’ Borik. The beauty of the eagle’s feathers
In Borik is still hanging. Masters tried not to spoil
them. Boriks’ wore more Huns. It was the turned
out hide of a wolf. Since then, any fur hat is called
Tirks, Kazakhs “Borik”. It is said that the word
“wig” — artificial hair — came from him in Europe.
The girlish Borik differed from the male one in that
the fur band was always outside, and did not turn
away. Varieties of this hat are a lamb-zhanatay from
lamb skin, kundyz borik, pushpak borik, cara borik,
eltiri borik. They differed in material, small details
in the cut. These were the usual hats, which were
worn even in the summer (Ka3zaxckas TpamuimoH-
Hasl KyJIbTypa B coOpaHusax KyHcTkamepsl, 2008).

It is
decorated with gold, silver coins, precious stones
and feathers of an owl. Nar Orkesh Borik — the up
like a one-horned camel, sewn very straight, the
type of Eltiri Borik. Altai Kyzyl Borik — a seasonal
headdress made from a fox, a red fox or from her fur.
Altai Borik was called that because he was made of
the red wool of the Altai fox. And the Kazakhs also
used red color to symbolize wealth and prosperity
(N., 2011: 539).

Noticeably from these data, we see how care-
fully the valuable part and the use of the headdresses
were treated and honored. Also, decoration took an
integral semantic and decorative role. As we can
note the scenery was not only as an ornament of this
product, decorations played an important role as a
kind of amulet and showed the regional belonging,
in addition, it was in female headdresses showed the
willingness of a young girl for marriage. The feath-
ers on the girl’s cap were one of the signs of her
coming into the marriage. In this regard, we should
pay attention to such subjects of the folklore of the
Turkic people, in which the stories of the awaken-
ing love of a young man and a girl are built through
the images of birds of prey metaphorical. A similar
motif appears in the allegorical formulas of Kazakh
matchmakers: “You have a falcon, we have a gyr-
falcon.” It is noteworthy that in this text we have in
mind /ashyn — the peregrine falcon and the sunkar
— the falcon, which, according to popular beliefs,
can enter into a marriage relationship. The Kazakh
tradition still retains the old term “yki tary» — feath-
ers of an owl in the name of the ritual of matchmak-
ing. A bundle of feathers received by the bride’s side
from the matchmakers and pinned to the girl’s head-
dress was evidence of the marital collusion (Popova,
2015: 3-4). The main headdress of the wedding cer-
emony of the Kazakhs is — Saukele.

Saukele — the high, cone-shaped, ritual bride’s
headdress, having special material value. Saukele
— resembles to cone-shaped headdresses of the Sa-
ka-tigrohauds. The basis of saukele is sewn of thin
white felt, covered by red cloth, edged by expen-
sive fur. The sharp end of the crown is decorated
with feathers of an eagle owl. A frontal part holds
the thin cape-veil. The basic parts of saukele — tazh
(“crown”), tobe (top), kulak bau (ear blades) and
artky bau (back blades). A separate internal hol-
low part of the saukele, dressed together with it, is
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named zere. In earlier times, the armor of the war-
rior which was worn above one layer of cloth is also
referred zere. Sarzhan the brother of Kenesary khan,
has estimated in 500 young mares the price of the
saukele of Baisakal’s daughter, a wealthy person
of the Junior Horde, Kenesary’s matchmaker, who
lived in first half of XIX century (M. Zh. Kopeev) (
Fergus and Jandosova, 2003: 216)

Headdress Saukele published attracts the atten-
tion of researchers with its unusual effective form,
as well as a complex system of expensive silver and
gilded ornaments, combined with details from cor-
als, carnelian, turquoise, pearls, and gold embroi-

dery.

Saukele is still one of the most striking ethnic
symbols of Kazakhs. In the cultural and historical
aspect, his closest analogy is the high ceremonial
helmet of the Saka Prince-leader, whose rich burial
was discovered in the Issyk mound in the territory of
Southern Kazakhstan. So the headdress became a vis-
ible symbol of the connection of many generations
in the history of the Kazakh people. The girl’s fam-
ily ordered a saukele from the master long before the
wedding, since the whole year was spent on making

this dress. Only after Saukele was ready to set the day
for the bride’s wires, and also the day before, the se-
nior daughter-in-law wore Saukele ready with all the
honors and ridden the horse across the whole aul to a
celebration. The bride wore this garment at the culmi-
nation moment of the wedding celebrations — during
the bride’s departure to the aul of her future husband.
The very name Saukele meant that the bride got un-
harmed to her future home and became the keeper of
the hearth. Subsequently, the young woman wore him
on solemn occasions before the birth of the first child,
after which she changed her headdress to female.
Saukele was kept in the family and always remained
the property of a woman. As a rule, she passed it on
to her eldest daughter. If a woman died childlessly,
then the headpiece returned to the parents. Among the
common wedding elements of the wedding headdress
and the attributes of the ruler was a head diadem —
a crown symbolizing the special status of its bearer.
Diadem Saukele had several tiers, recruited from gilt
plaques with stakes from stones. In the center of the
diadem, the figure of the multi-armed goddess-moth-
er, the patroness of marriage and childbearing, was
often highlighted.

Conclusion

Today, Kazakh people kept traditions and Sa-
credness of these clothes, and supplements the gen-
erally accepted norms associated with the wearing
of a headdress, particularly a female one. The pur-
pose is to acquaint readers with the cult and sacred
values of the Kazakh people.

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The housing policy of the Soviet state industrial
cities of Kazakhstan in 1955-1991
(based on the materials of Kentau)

The article vefleets, the main directions of the housing policy of the Soviet state in the industrial city
of Kentau in 1955-1991. The dynamics of housing construction in this period is analyzed, the level of
providing the population with living space, the quality and condition of the housing itself is considered.
The article is based on rich factual material extracted from archives that were not previously introduced
into scientific circulation.

At all stages of the historical development of human civilization, the housing problem was one of
the most important: to have a dwelling-the basic need of homo sapiens. But the solution of this problem
in different countries and among different peoples was carried out and is carried out on the basis of dif-
ferent approaches and with different levels of complexity. In the Soviet and post-Soviet periods, from
year to year, the volume of housing construction increased, and the lack of housing, however, became
chronic.
