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THE STRUGGLE OF THE SIBERIAN KYRGYZS AGAINST
THE RUSSIANS AND MONGOLS IN XVIII CENTURY

This study deals with the life and legacy of Erenak bek, who was a prominent Kyrgyz personality lead
of a Siberian Kyrgyz circa the 17th century. Erenak bek is the third son of eminent Kyrgyz ruler ishsey
Mergen, grandson of Nomchu bek who ruled the Altisar tribe which was a part of Kyrgyz state along the
Yenisey River. According to the old written records, he descended from noble Kyrgyz lineage. Obviously,
Erenak bek is united the Siberian Kyrgyz in the second period of the 17th century. Therefore, it could
be said that Erenak bek, gathered together the Kyrgyz and their Kyshtyms (depended tribes) under one
authority with the political support of Dzungar Khan Senge-Taysha and his successor Galdan Bogoktu
Khan. Together, they conducted some effective operations against Russians envasion into Siberia and
took some advantages from them.

Erenak be was the third son of the famous Kyrgyz
prince Ishaia, the grandson of Nomcha, the leader ofthe
genus Altysar (17th century), the state of the Yenisei
Kyrgyz. The leader of the Kyrgyz is known for the
fact that in Southern Siberia (Minusinsk Basin) in the
second half of the XVII century gathered the scattered
Kyrgyz tribes and their Kyshtym, thus establishing
the «state of the Kyrgyz» or as mentioned in Russian
written sources « the land of Kyrgyz». Erenak’s
father, the great prince Ishey-Mergen, was also known
for his struggle against the Russian conquerors who
were about to attack» the land of Kyrgyz». The birth
date and birthplace of Erenak bek are not known but
there is widespread data that he originated from a
noble family and received education in Dzungaria.
He wrote the letters to the Russians (Krasnoyarsk,
Kuznetsk, Tomsk) in the Oirot-Kalmyk language
and died in the battle with Khalkha Mongols (Altan
khans) in September 1687. It is believed that Erenak

bek has been educated within the Dzungarian Khan
household since the Kyrgyz princes had matrimonial
and kindred relationships with the founders of the
Dzungarian state from the khan’s clan «choros»
(«tsorosy).

According to the written sources, he was known
under the names of Irenek Isheev, Irenek, «Kirghiz
prince Erenak the son of Ishaiahy. It is also known
that his elder brother, Yuruktu, was held hostage
(amanat) under the king in Moscow (Romanov
dynasty, 1612-1917), then he was baptized there
and received a new name — Ivan. Yuruktu (Ivan)
participated in campaigns against Krasnoyarsk
against his brother Erenak (Butanaev., Butanaeva
2003:176). Erenak bek had five sons — Chakun,
Khargin (Kargyn), Sham, Korchun, Chogun.
One of Korchun’s sons, after the death of Erenak
bey’s father on the battlefield, took over the reins
of the Yenisei Kyrgyz in their own hands, and in
1692-1694, 1698-1700 attacked the Russian prison
(Krasnoyarsk — Kyzyl-Zhar, Tomsk, Kuznetsk,
Yeniseisk). In 1703 he led the forced relocation
of the Yenisei Kyrgyz to Dhungaria (see: Boronin
2009, Part 2.-p. 55).

The leader of the Siberian (Yenisei) Kyrgyz,
Erenak bek, consolidated the disconnected Kyrgyz
and their kyshtym into one state and based on the
new situation in Central Asia (including in southern
Siberia), Erenak bek gained military and political
support from the Dzungar Khan of the Senge-
taisha (about 1630-1671), and later his successor
Galdan-Boshoktu Khan (1644-1697) under his lead,
«Kyrgyz land» (Kyrgyz state) or Siberian Kyrgyz
became important military and political associates
of the Zhungar Khanate.

One of Erenak’s main goals was to prevent
Russian colonization in Southern Siberia. He
achieved this goal, with a martial hand. Erenak
bek joined the divided Kyrgyz uluses and Kishtym
tracts around the political center «Kyrgyz land»
or «Kyrgyz state». At that time, it was difficult to
differentiate real border between the Kyrgyz ulus
«state Kyrgyz» and the new northern neighbor the
Moscow state. Erenak bek zealously defended the
boundaries of his Kishtym tracts, which were the
source of the economic power of the Kyrgyz kings
(beks). He tried to gather all the Kyrgyz race into
a single khanate, he was fighting to save his own
power and for the independence of Kyrgyz princes
from the Russian state, while gravitating toward
an alliance with the Dzungar Khanate (Butanaev,
Butanaeva 2003:165). Prince Erenak bek was a cruel
and treacherous ruler. He did not spare the traitors
and tortured them without remorse: crucified in the
trees, boiled in hot water boilers etc.

In the summer of 1666, a year before the defeat
of the Altan Khan state by the Dzungars, he crossed
the Yenisei river with a detachment of 300 men
and began a war against the Kyshtyms who had ac-
cepted citizenship of the Moscow State, captured
the Udinsk burg from the Russians. On the way
back the Kyrgyzs were caught up with the soldier
Elisei Tyumentsev with 100 men on the ships. Sep-
tember 2, 1666, on the Ishta River Yule Erenak bek
defeated and, left the cannons,-horses and captives
and he saved his life by retreating battlefield. At
the same year, the Krasnoyarsk general G.P. Niki-
tin sent ‘ambassadors to Kyrgyz». Erenak’s brother
Aikan Isheev told the Russian ambassadors that the
Kyrgyz paid a contribution to the Kalmyk (Dzhun-
gar) khan of Senge-taisha. During those meetings,
Erenak, regularly jumped up and scolded the Cos-
sacks in rude words. In 1665, the Russian embassy,
led by Roman Starkov and Stepan Bobarykin (Ab-
dykalykov 1968:101), in their way from Tomsk
to Altan khan, was hostilely greeted in the Erenak
bek district, as according to earlier agreements, the
Russians had not provided Kyrgyz people with the

promised military assistance against the western
Mongols (Altan khans). During that meeting, the
ambassador of the Moscow State Roman Starkov
asked Altan Khan Lojan to extradite Erenak bek to
the Russians.

The fortress of Kuznetsk (XVIIth c.)

In May 1667, Erenak bek, along with the
dzungars, makes a march to Krasnoyarsk (Kyzyl-
Jar). Russian military governors knew about the
preparations for the campaign and prepared for the
defense. On May 13, the siege of the city began.
Krasnoyarsk lost 125 people from the garrison, 48
volunteers, 17 suburban Tatars and nine people

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from the auxiliary detachment sent from Yeniseysk.
The surrounding villages were completely burned,
horses and cattle were driven away, but the Kyrgyz
were not able to take the fortified fortress. The
Dzungars and Kyrgyz agreed to lift the siege on the
condition of exchange of hostages. At September
of the same year (i.e. 1667), Erenak bek repeated
the raid on the Krasnoyars, town (Kyrgyz Kyzyl-
Zhar). August 15, 1668, ambassador Matvey
Rzhitsky travelled from Tomsk to the Dzungarian
khan, who had unsuccessfully expressed a protest
about the actions of the Kyrgyz prince Erenak bek
(Boronin 2002:58). In the spring of 1669 Erenak bek
tried to settle relations with the Russian authorities.
The Kyrgyz caught the Krasnoyarsk collectors of
yasak, tribute)and brought them to Erenak (Kozmin
1925:49). He let them go and asked to convey to
the Krasnoyarsk governor a message that he did
not want a war and wanted to put up. Together with
them, Erenak bek sent his representative to conclude
peace. The Krasnoyarsk General-governers decided
to find out the intentions of Erenak bek and sent to
him Ambassador Yakov Zyryan. But the negotiations
did not take place, because, «Djungarian governor
Kilichin Koshioci came to the Kyrgyz» and Erenak
bek did not want to negotiate with the Russians
before Koshioci’s eyes. Such a policy was later
repeated under the reign of Tsevan Rabdane (1697-
1726) (see: Boronin, OV, Dvordanism in Siberia in
the 17th-60th, in the 19th century-Barnaul, 2002,
-220 pp.).

In 1670, Erenak bek began a preparation for a
new campaign. He wanted to take back his former
Kyshtyms from the Russians by force. His own
strength was not enough, so in the autumn he and the
Tubin prince Talai Ilikov, went to the Dzungarian
khan to ask for military support. However, because
of the change of power in the Dzungarian throne, the
campaign did not take a place. In 1671, Erenak bek
again demanded the Kachins’ and Arinians’ yasak
(tribute) from the Krasnoyarsk governor and now he
did it on behalf of Galdan Bosoktu khan. July 26,
1671, Krasnoyarians complainted or bowed a low
to the Moscow sovereign and asked: «to put down
the Kirghiz and Tubans by war and build a town on
their land». Erenak bek did not give up the idea of
winning back his kyshtym nation from the Russians.
At his request, the Dzungarian (Kalmyk) troops
arrive to help him (Butanaev, Butanaeva 2001: 87).

October 9, 1672, the general A. I. Sumarokov
suggested that the Kyrgyz should become citizens
of the Moscow state and give the oath of allegiance
to contractual relations. Erenak bek took an

irreconcilable position and refused to the oath, and
he continued demanding yasak from the Kachins
and Arinians for the Jungarian huntajah Galdan
Tseren and threatened by war if they refused. In
September 1673 the Kyrgyz-Dzungarian troops
marched in two directions. One unit led by Erenak
bek and the Dzhungar taiji Dolzhin on September
15 went to the Kuznetsk fortress. The second
detachment under the command of Prince Altysar
Prince Shanda Senchikenev appeared on September
20 near Tomsk, then in the Yenisei Uyezd. In 1675
on the island of Karagas (Pine), slightly below the
mouth of the Abakan River, the Russians built a
town. Erenak bek twice stormed the fortress, tried to
set it on fire, but without success. In the same year,
Erenak bek was besieged the newly-built Guard town
for three days, but the Cossacks, led by Pentecostal
Osip Mezenin, defended the town. In the autumn of
1675, Erenak bek and other Kyrgyz princes were
summoned to Dzungaria. They stayed there about
a year. In 1676 Erenak bek was also summoned to
Dzungaria, headquarter of the Dzungarian Khan.
In September 1677, the new Krasnoyarsk general
D.G. Zagryazhsky again invited the Kyrgyz to «bow
low to the Sovereign» and accept Russian citizenship.
All  proposals were rejected (Abdykalykov
1968:103). However, in October 1677, Erenak bek
sent representatives to Tomsk and Krasnoyarsk by
asking «to take them under the tsar’s hand to eternal
servility» and asked them to send ataman Rodion
Koltsov with servicemen to give the oath to the
sovereign. Negotiations went wrong and resumed.
In Krasnoyarsk, the text of the sworn record was
compiled, in which unilateral commitments were
imposed on the Kyrgyz. However, peace talks went
by not the scenario developed in Krasnoyarsk.
The initiative was taken by Erenak bek (Boronin
2002:58).

He achieved the advantage that both contract-
ing parties made certain commitments. One of the
clauses of the treaty was a mutual obligation to ex-
tradite fugitives. Both sides pledged not to go to
war on each other. The Kyrgyz swore allegiance to
the sovereign at the same Toochak River, where, in
1642, the father of Erenak, Prince Isha swore in, on
behalf of uluses, Altysar, Yezersk, Tubin, and Mo-
tor’s the best two princes from each race had been
swearing in (Kozmin 1925:49; Butanaev, Butanae-
va 2001:89).

With Rodion Koltsov, Erenak bek sent a letter in
the Mongolian language to the Russian Tsar’s name.
In the letter, Irenek blamed the Russians themselves
in the war. He then briefly outlined the contents of
the concluded treaty, where he only mentioned the
mutual obligations of the parties. Erenak bek com-
pletely ignored the payment of yasak (tribute) and
the construction of the town, which the Russians so
eagerly solicited. Thus, Erenak bek acted as a skill-
ful diplomat and achieved great success. A well-
known scientist S.V. Bakhrushin noted: «We must
recognize the treaty of 1678 as a major diplomatic
victory of the Kirghiz prince. He succeeded, thanks
to the military support of the Dzungars, to achieve
the conditions on which his father and uncle insisted
in 1627, the recognition of allied relations, instead
of the yasak «(Bakhrushin CB Essays on the his-
tory of the Krasnoyarsk district in the 17th century.
// Scientific Works. 1959. T. 1V)

In June 1678 Erenak-bek sent his envoy to
Tomsk and in the same year again went to Dzun-
garia. However, the peace established in 1678 was
fragile. The Moscow authorities were not satisfied
with the fact that they could not get Erenak-bek’s
consent for the construction of the town. In January
1679, the Russian Emperor again pointed out to lay
a town in the Tubin land, where it is convenient to
«take the military parish». The Siberian authorities
began to prepare for a large march by the joint forc-
es of Tomsk, Krasnoyarsk, Yeniseisk and Kuznetsk.
The march was headed by the Tomsk boyar son Ro-
man Starkov, and the order for their offensives came
from Moscow to Tomsk in early June 1679. Tomsk
general Lvov appointed a campaign for August 10
(Abdykalykov 1968:105). But, in this situation, Ere-
nak bek outstripped the Russians. Unexpectedly, on
July 15, 1679, «Kirghiz and Altyrka, Yezersk mili-
tary men, and Kizil Tatars appeared» unknown to the
exile. «The Kyrgyz burned two villages under the
city, struck servicemen and peasants in it, and their
wives and children were taken the prisoner, and the
cattle were driven away. In the «Kyrgyz» Kachin,
Arin, Yastyn and Bokhtin Yasak Tatars with their

wives and children were taken away (altogether 171
people). Erenak bek tried to take the town; the battle
lasted three days «without interruption» but did not
achieve successfully, the Kyrgyz left for their place.
Erenak bek did not accomplish the plans of the Sibe-
rian governor (Kozmin 1925:52-53). The campaign,
scheduled for August 1679, did not take place. S.
G. Zagryazhsky, without the help of Tomsk and
Yeniseisk, did not dare send servicemen in pursuit
of Erenak. At that moment, Erenak bek tried to
consolidate the success. He gathered a large army
of Kyrgyz, Altir, Tubans, Motor Tatars, Baikots,
Arins, Kachinians and other Kyshtym, and launched
a new campaign against Krasnoyarsk. This time the
city was not taken by surprise. In September 1679,
Erenak bek laid out Krasnoyarsk on both sides of the
Yenisei, the neighborhood was devastated, burned
16 villages, and in them 143 houses, and he tried to
take the town by assault. September 14, the whole
day the battle continued. To save the city, the garri-
son went to extreme measures. The servants brought
out the «amanats» and their cooks — only seven
people, and, in front of the attackers, they hanged
them (Abdykalykov 1968:105). The exiled colonel
Vasily Mnogogreshny (brother of the Ukrainian
hetman Demyan Mnogogreshny, exiled to Selen-
ginsk) was released from prison and was instructed
to command the garrison. Despite the encirclement
and difficult circumstances, the Cossacks made a
sortie and entered the battle in the open field. In the
battle, Erenak bek, who had been knocked out of the
saddle, nearly died. The Kyrgyz could not resist the
fire of artillery, which was directed by V. Mnogo-
sheshny, and retreated. Pursued by Krasnoyarsk ser-
vicemen, Erenak-bek escaped by driving away with
him almost all the yasak people from Krasnoyarsk
(Bakhrushin 1950:45).

Beginning of 1680, in fulfillment of the royal
decree and in response to the Kyrgyz raids, the Si-
berian governors organized a large expedition led by
Roman Starkov. Irenek for a long time maneuvered,
getting the enemy exhausted. February 9, Dzungar
Barchikai as an intermediary three times came to
make an arrangement with Russians. A truce was
announced. Barchikaya was seen off with honor,
and the Kyrgyz accompanying him, remained in the
Russian position during the truce and one of them,
unarmed Kyrgyz envoy, was killed. Learning that,
Erenak bek backed with his people off (Butanaev.,
Butanaeva 2002:178).

On February 10, 1680, the servicemen again
went to the Kyrgyz. Then Erenak bek asked for
peace again. During the difficult negotiations, Er-
enak agreed to swear allegiance to the Russian Tsar,
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agreed to a defensive-offensive alliance against all
the enemies, except Galdan Bososhtu-khan, that
is, The Dzungarian Khan. Then they agreed on the
return of the captured 10 Russian cannons and the
extradition of the amanats. After oath princes went
to their uluses. It soon became clear that Erenak-bek
is not going to unconditionally fulfill the terms of
the contract. He sent Amanat his distant relative;
Gunners, who had come after the cannons, sent
back with nothing. On February 12, S. Starkov and
P. Grechaninov sent their people to Erenak bek to
demand a better amanate, immediate payment of
yasak and the issuance of cannons. Erenak refused
to change the amanate, suggested to leave for yasak
several servicemen and, without waiting for the end
of the negotiations, stepped back and on top of this,
the Kyrgyzs hijacked Russian horses. On February
23, the Russian detachment moved back, and with
great difficulty, on March 14, military men reached
Tomsk. Now the border between the Russian and
Kyrgyz possessions was established. This border
was recognized by the river Iyus. Historian S.V.
Bakhrushin in this connection noted: «The princi-
ple of sovereign equality of the Kyrgyz prince and
the Moscow sovereign, against which so protested
in Moscow, was thus reaffirmed» (Bakhrushin
1950:45). So, the Starkov’s campaign ended in
complete failure. Erenak bek clearly understood the
consequences of the construction of Russian for-
tresses, and did not give a «stake in his land». He
declared to the Russian authorities: «If on the river
Abakan, Russian people will build burgs then they
deceived until the last small child, but for that place
will stand» (Butanaev 2006:10-11).

The well-known Siberian scientist N. Kozmin
wrote: «Prince Erenak died, probably in the middle
or the second half of the 80s, and after that, we no
longer meet with the Kyrgyz leaders equal in talent
and energy. The preponderance goes over explicitly
to the Russian side ... «(Kozmin 1925:49). The Rus-
sian authorities could not reconcile themselves with
the failure and in 1681 the terms of the agreement
were violated. Starkov again went on a campaign,
this time at the head of the army in 1600 people.
On the river Uibat the Kyrgyz gave battle. At this
fight, 30 servicemen were killed; the losses of Kyr-
gyz were unknown because all of their dead soldiers
were dragged from the battlefield by hooks. More
than 100 horses were stolen from the Russians. Af-
ter the battle, a truce was concluded. The princes
promised to not come to Russian possessions and do
not ruin people of the yasak, do not start wars. After
a long discussion between each other, they decided
to make the western frontier «Kyu». Therefore, ac-
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cording to the treaty, the Kyrgyz princes conceded
the Kyshtyms the Chulym and Melets tribes. Erenak
bek gave the swear (Kozmin 1925:54).

In 1682, on the instructions of the Moscow
State, a new campaign was organized, this time
by the forces of six Siberian cities: Tobolsk, Tara,
Tomsk, Kuznetsk, Krasnoyarsk, and Yenissei. He
had a task: «to humble the Kyrgyz for their crimes
and build the burgs on their land, on Abakany» In
violation of the instructions, Suvorov made the
campaign on summer. In June 1682, with a de-
tachment of 1800 people, he arrived at the mouth
of the Yerba River, where the Yeniseys and the
Krasnoyarsk people were joining him, but they
did not arrive at the agreed place. Erenak bek was
notified of the upcoming campaign and was ready
to repulse it. Having gathered about 4 thousand
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soldiers, he attacked a detachment of Suvorov.
Having superiority in numbers, the Kyrgyz hit the
enemy with their spears. Suvorov was convinced
that «it is impossible to fight the «Kirghiz» and be-
gan to retreat. For 10 days Erenak bek pursued the
army of Suvorov to Black Iyusa. Suvorov’s army
suffered great losses: 61 people were killed and 69
wounded, and the leader himself was wounded.
The campaign ended in great shame for Suvorov:
in battle, the Kyrgyz seized two banners (flags), in-
cluding one regimental banner with the image of
Michael the Archangel. Ivan Grechaninov, sent to
Erenak bek, was forced to agree to the established
boundaries between Russia and the Kyrgyz land,
in other words, to abandon claims to this territory
(Abdykalykov 1968:88). The river lyus was again
recognized as the border. Thus, all the campaigns
organized in 1680-1682 with the aim of seizing the
Kyrgyz land and building a burg there turned out to
be unsuccessful (Butanaev 2009:56). The reasons
for the defeat were not only the inconsistency of the
actions of the Siberian governors. They were con-
fronted by well-organized Kyrgyz warrior druzhin-
niki (according to Russian terminology — «fighting
people»), which military service was «for customy.
With the support of the militia, they represented
an impressive force, with which the Russian Tzar’s
government was forced to reckon. An important
role belonged to Prince Erenak, who managed to
unite the previously disunited princes’ uluses (Bu-
tanaev 2005:45). In the spring of 1683, the embas-
sy led by the boyar son Ivan Petrov brought and
submit to Erenak a decree of great princes, where
it was written that the Kyrgyz should serve to sov-
ereign by not going to towns and cities with war,
not offensive yasak people, not levying yasak from
them, and should collect yasak from mountainous
and neighboring villages without shortage and send
to Tomsk. Under these conditions, the Kyrgyz had
to make oath, drink wine and gold. I. Petrov and A.
Pospelov spoke to Erenak bek, so that he would re-
turn the cannons, the banner and the horses, guns,
and shells, and give the son to the amanates. Prince
Erenak answered that he will give a promise not to
fight with Russian cities and towns yasak from the
mountains and suburbs are given as before, not to
robb government officials who deal with yasaks,
give his son as amanat, but not to collect yasak
from Galdan Boshoktu-khan possessions. He re-
fused to return the trophies, «therefore is taken by
the war after the battle» (Kozmin 1925:50-51).
The Russian envoys wanted Erenak bek to col-
lect yasak only for the sovereign and insisted that
Irenek should be sworn in under the conditions

listed in the order. But Erenak-bek disagreed with
them and said: «I drink wine from the great princ-
es and gold on what I said the previous speech»
poured a cup of wine, and put it in gold, and drank
it. The ambassadors were forced to agree with his
condition regarding the collection of yasak on the
Dzungarian ruler. Princess and the best people
swore prince behind Erenak. Erenak bek asked to
let in Moscow his ambassadors Kubogay Kashka
and Bogdai. May 14, 1683, Russian envoys, along
with representatives of Irenek arrived in Tomsk.
The permission to pass the Kyrgyz ambassadors
to Moscow was received. As escorts, they were
accompanied by I. Petrov and A. Pospelov. No-
vember 26, 1683, they were taken in the Siberian
order boyar I. B. Repnin. The ambassadors handed
him the« Kalmyk letter» of Erenak and said that
the huntaji Galdan Boshogtu Khang» didn’t or-
der Irenek to come under the sovereign’s cities
and towns and beat the sovereign’s people’” 1. B.
Repnin accused the Kyrgyz of unleashing military
actions. Then he said that the great princes ordered
Prince Erenak bek and his people to be taken un-
der his sovereign’s hand. I. B. Repnin demanded
that the Kyrgyz should let to put a town for their
own security first of all. Kyrgyz envoys, in turn,
accused Siberian governors in the outbreak of war
(Abdykalykov 1968:87; Guzarov 2012:34).

They fought with Suvorov because he came to
Kyrgyz with the war Captured trophies, they prom-
ised to return. They refused to discuss the construc-
tion of the town because they did not have the au-
thority to negotiate on this issue. It was not possible
to resolve the issue of collecting yasak from «bor-
dered lands». Kubagay Kashka said that the Kyrgyz
collected yasak from these lands for the sovereign
for a long time just taking an alban. On November
28, the ambassadors were at a reception with the
great princes. At the beginning of 1684, the ambas-
sadors, accompanied by I. Petrov and A. Pospelov,
left Moscow with reliable protection. Tomsk gover-
nors were instructed to release. Taganay — the son of
the deceased Prince Shanda from the Tomsk prison.
After concluding the peace with Moscow, Erenak
bey continued to collect yasak for himself and the
Dzungarian Khan from the yasak people, who ac-
cepted. Russian citizenship. Erenak bek sent his
people to Krasnoyarsk to demand alban — from the
Kachinians and Arinians to Galdan Boshoktu Khan.
In the same year of 1684, the Tomsk boyar son Ivan
Petrov arrived in Erenak bek together with returning
Kyrgyz ambassadors, who concluded a new agree-
ment on the same terms (Kozmin 1925:56). The
Kyrgyz obliged the tsar to serve, not to come to the
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Russian cities, prisons, and countries by war, to pay
yasak from the border kyshtym in the amount of tra-
ditional 100 sables. Breach of borders was punish-
able on both sides.

In the summer of 1687 Erenak bek with a squad
of 600 soldiers, at the request of Galdan Bososhtu
Khan, went to his aid against the Mongols. In
September in the Altai, not far from the Teletsk
Lake, the Mongols blocked the way to the Dzungars
and Kyrgyz, who were heading for the Dzungar
Khan. The battle lasted four days. Dzungars and
Kyrgyz were defeated. Several thousands of
Dzungar were killed, and the losses of Kyrgyz were
300 people. Erenak bek with his son Shap and two
stepsons died in the battle. Only 30 soldiers returned
home, the rest were taken to prison. The death of
Erenak bek was a severe and irreparable loss for
the Kyrgyz (Chaptykova NN «Kyrgyz earthy in the
representations of Russian contemporaries of the
XVII century \\ Author’s note.dbs., -Spb, 2009:8).
For twenty years he fought against the Russians
and managed to stop their further advance to the
south. This historical figure received an ambiguous
evaluation in historical literature. N. N. Kozmin,
one of the most prominent historians of the 20th
century noted that after him we no longer meet with
the Kyrgyz leaders equal in talent and energy. He
wrote: «Erenek is a remarkable person, a person of
outstanding energy and broad initiative.»
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LANGUAGE POLICY AND MANAGEMENT CLASS FORMATION
IN THE KAZAKH AUTONOMOUS SOVIET SOCIALIST REPUBLIC.
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The issue of language was determined not only by the choice of optimal communication tool and
modernization of multi-ethnic population, but had a deep symbolic and political significance. Language
was an important tool for shaping peoples ethnoidentity of the USSR, served in the republics as marker
for the admission to the privileges of the titular ethnic group and consolidate its administrative-territorial
status. In the organization and provision of the all government system of governance in the KASSR in
1920-1936 years special role played in the dynamics of discursive practices in bilingual space. The
functioning of Russian and Kazakh languages has an ambivalent impact on the formation and activities
of the management class in the indigenization and the transformation of Kazakh alphabet from Arabic
script to Latin and Gyrillic.

Introduction

The Bolsheviks language policy was one of the
measures to assert the national equality and national
self-determination. The Kazakhs literacy rate based
on Arabic script at the beginning of the XX century
was not precisely determined. About 100 Kazakhs
had higher and incomplete higher education de-
grees, about 700 graduated from high school, pre-
schools, schools and teachers’ seminaries/courses
(Ismagambetov, 1997). They certainly knew Rus-
sian. According to the 1926 census, Kazakhs lit-
eracy was rated 6.9% (Asylbek, 2015). Thus, the
transition to the Latin alphabet for the majority of
the population was also a literacy education, besides
Latin was politically neutral. It was of fundamental
importance for managers, since clerical and written
communications were an essential part of their job.

There are 3 stages of Kazakh Literature trans-
formations:

1) 1920-1929 — The introduction of the Kazakh
language into the paperwork, using the Arabic al-
phabet,

2) the transition to the Latin alphabet 1927-
1940,

3) The introduction of the Cyrillic alphabet in
1940.

The language policy aligned the illiteracy elimi-
nation, expanding the scope of national languages
communications and by equality of nations.

In 1927 the secretary of the USSR Central Ex-
ecutive Committee (the USSR CEC) Avel Yenukid-
ze said: «... is it possible to raise Kazakhs level up
to the level of the Russian nationality without the
Kazakh national language? If so, we would call it
chauvinism then» (GARF, 2:16-36).

It was connected with the policy of koreniza-
tsiya. In 1924 it was decided to transfer the proceed-
ings in autonomous republics into local languages,
but the implementation was delayed and extended
until the end of 1928. The local documentation in
national languages often remained untranslated. But
local institutions were required to provide a trans-
lation of documents sent to the central authorities
of the Russian Soviet Federative Socialist Republic
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(RSFSR). In 1927 the Presidium of the All-Russian
Central Executive Committee recommended the re-
publics to identify the terms for the study of national
languages and to provide their employees with op-
portunities to do so (GA RF, 161:167, 172, 98, 41-
43,47, 37).

In 1927 the Kazakh ASSR officially declared
the transition to the Latin alphabet. By order of the
Kazakh CEC there were introduced new alphabet
committees (NAC) in the local executives. In 1928
there were about 80 communities-supporters (5,000
members) of the new alphabet company in the Ka-
zakh ASSR. In December 1928 the first All-Kazakh
conference to support a new alphabet was held in
Kyzyl-Orda. On March 7, 1929 the USSR CEC and
the USSR Council of People’s Commissars (the
USSR CPC) banned the Arabic script. But it was
literally preserved.

On July 25, 1929 the CEC and the Government
of the Republic approved the new Kazakh alphabet
based on the Latin alphabet (Togzhanov, 1934:64-
65). By that time, the literacy rate based on Arabic
alphabet in the country was about 8-10% — 10
newspapers, 2 magazines and about 100 of books
with a circulation of 3 000 copies each were
constantly published in Arabic at that time there
(Togzhanov, 1934:65). However, the narrowness
of the base of the Arabic alphabet, like all others,
was primarily due to the antediluvian material and
technical base of the region and the total mass
illiteracy. Moreover when the new alphabet was
formally introduced we could observe a significant
growth in funding both from the budget of the All-
Russian central committee for New Alphabet and
from the budget of the Republic. 15 publications in
Arabic and Latin base were edited in 1929. In 1932
the remained number of the above publications
was 2, nothing was published in Arabic, and 60
publications were in Latin (Togzhanov, 1934: 67,
66.).

The eradication of illiteracy of the majority
facilitated the language transformation, although
they used Arabic script before the reform. The
Bolsheviks saw the eradication of illiteracy in the
introduction of a new alphabet. There was no conflict
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between the government and ethnic community
during the reform. The pre-Soviet writings were
not taken as more «spiritual» or «nationaly,
because the majority of the population became
literate and cultural educated through the efforts
of the authorities. Speaking and communication
skills in Russian appeared long before the written
communication skill was possessed. At the meeting
on Minority Affairs in November 1927, the head
of the All-Russian CEC nationalities department,
Kazakh at birth, A.Asfendiarov said: «Any Kazakh
may say that he’d rather learn Russian than his own
language, any Kyrgyz would be happy if his child
learnt Russian language» (GARF, 2: 16-36.). At
the same time the Kazakh language remained an
integral part of everyday life. It was also the way to
establish linguistic and semantic barrier or general
field of communications, when an ordinary man and
the officials needed to trust each other. Meanwhile
the availability of information in conflict situations
with the «Europeans» was limited because of that.

Replacing a culture of writing with the other
one was more difficult and directly influenced both
managers and quality of their work. For a person or
group of persons some specific features of spelling,
writing, font and alphabet can be associated with
a certain fact or belonging to a certain thing or
group. For example, the Arabic stylized font can
symbolize Islam or Islamic culture and traditions.
The representatives of the old intellectuals had
a good command of the Russian language and
Arabic script. The vydvizhency («Recruits» from the
people) had other initial conditions and motivation
to master both the Russian language and its use, and
their mother tongue on the basis of a new alphabet.
For the old intellectuals the Arabic script associated
with the past and Islam. The Cyrillic alphabet could
be seen as an element of Russification by them.

As is known, in 1912 A. Baitursynov created
and perfected the Arabic script and orthography of
the Kazakh language (synharmonic alphabet and
spelling). As a result of the study and selection of the
Kazakh language sounds and Arabic script in 1924
there was created the original «baytursynovskaya
spelling.» In 1927, Professor E.D. Polivanov stated
that A. Baytursynov carried out a «ingenious reform
of the Arabic script» (Stenograficheskyi otchet,
1927:81). He was supported by H.Dosmuhamedov,
M.Dulatov and others.

As a part of ethno-bureaucracy there appeared
the so-called Arabists and Latinists headed by
N.Tyuryakulov. Arabists had leading posts both
in the Commissariat of Education headed by
Baitursynov and in press. Supporters of the Latin

alphabet often argued for a smooth transition to a
new script, suggesting to use Baitursynov’s ideas in
spelling and reasoning against the total unification
of the alphabet (Togzhanov, 1934:70). June 12-
17, 1924, a Congress for the representatives of
the Kazakh Education Committees took place in
Orenburg. Eldes Omarov presented his report on
spelling, his co-speaker was Mukhtar Murzin. 9
people voted for Nazir Tyuryakulov, 8 participants
voted for Ahmet Baitursynov (Mukanova, 2014).
Turiakulov vindicated the Latin alphabet as
follows: «We don’t bring issues without careful
examination, we are not going to forcibly enter the
Latin alphabet, we are not interested in fashion. ... It
is impossible to hold cultural progress on the ground
that people are not accustomed to it. At first people
didn’t support locomotives and steamboats either,
but nobody moves between Tashkent and Orenburg
riding a camel now. It is necessary to switch to the
Latin script. It is more convenient and cheaper in
terms of typography.» Dulatov emphasized that
instead of illiteracy elimination it could cause a
greater number of illiterate people, besides that
there was a lack of sufficient fundings. He suggested
maintaining and improving the Turkic writing. H.
Dosmukhamedov noted that the Kazakh language
wasn’t fully studied in terms of it’s internal reserves
and demanded that the new terms to be introduced
gradually and discussed publically. Baitursynov
aggressively defended his position: «The Nazir’s
only keynote is the benefits of the Latin typographic
font. We can’t see a dark side of the moon now.
People are very pervious and imitative. It is much
more difficult to invent something of your own and
new than to take over something ready from the
others. ... The Kazakh youngsters must demonstrate
resourcefulness, creativity and inventive mind. In
that case you will create a variety of options out the
Turkish writing. ... The Latin font is not easy. ... |
don’t recommend you to be fond of Latin: Latin is
old, dead, it is just a delusion to try to revive it»
(Ozganbai, 2003:146-154). In 1926 at the first
Turkological Union Congress in Baku, Baitursynov
again struggled for his ideas (Sbornik dokumentov
1 materialov, 1965:54). He also made an important
report on scientific terminology. He called for the
unity of the literary and national languages that
could help in the course of their latinization.
Spelling of any language as a complex symbolic
structure has a meaningful and figurative power and
at the same time reflects the political course. The
choice of spelling has some implicit and explicit
social meanings. This is reflected both by users
and creators. The social construct of a «standard
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language» has a certain ideology. It is primarily
identified by standard language users who support
it’s high status. At the same time, the use of non-
standard writing is perceived as a certain marker.
For example — political opposition, religious beliefs,
class stratification, as it is not supported by the
majority.

In 1943 a writer M. Gabdullin recalled: «My
father Yelemesov Gabdulla was an educated his
own way person. It means that he could read and
write, while other Kazakhs couldn’t. That was
his advantage. He taught children the old Arabic
alphabet. Earlier he was a teacher, now just an
ordinary farmer.

After the Soviet power came into existence in
1924, there appeared primary schools in all villages.
... I began to study in native language. The school
was located in a nearby village, situated 2 km. away
from our village. We were taught Kazakh language
and arithmetic. There were no textbooks. Nugmanov
graduated from a course for teachers and came up
with the knowledge that he got there. In the middle
of the school year we received our first textbooks
in the Arabic script. Now we have Russian fonts»
(Nauchnyi arkhiv IRI RAN: 1, 2).

Baitursynov perfecting his project in 1924 pro-
posed to write numbers from right to left so that the
usual Arabic writing skills would lessen students’
psychological discomfort. He continued to prove
the benefits and possibilities of advanced Arabic
graphics in typography, typewriting and teaching
practice comparing to Russian and other European
graphics (Baitursynuly, 2006:275-283; Baitursynu-
ly, 2006:288). The usage of an old writing and Bay-
tursynov’s support showed a desire to emphasize the
isolated cultures and were the means to represent
and to become a symbol of identity preservation.
A certain part of the old intellectuals considered a
new alphabet as an attempt upon the identity, gave
it a special value in the consciousness of the ethnic
groups. Its suspension could not provide spelling
and stylistic perfection reform of the Kazakh lan-
guage, primarily due to the lack of staff.

Baitursynov in his report on merits of the Ara-
bic alphabet, published in the book «Dlippe Aitys»
(A discussion about the alphabet) in 1927, went on
to prove the viability of the Arabic alphabet. He
wrote that the acceptability or unacceptability of the
Arabic or Latin script for the construction of the al-
phabet, spelling, designing principles for publishing
were least dependent on graphics. It depended on
the educational level of an expert. He noted that the
Latin script could not be applied to Turkic languag-
es; it must have been reformed by at least 25-30%.
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Baitursynov admitted a possibility of it’s grad-
ual replacement by the Arabic script, under paral-
lel existence of two graphics until it was completely
transferred into the Latin. As a condition for it to
be done he considered a methodology acceptance
for teaching to read and write, as well as an easier
visual perception. He referred to German experts
and claimed that the Arabic script is perceived more
quickly and more easily than the Latin alphabet, be-
cause reading is carried out not only by syllables, but
also by the nature of the word mark as a whole, i.e.
the graphic image character (Polemika, 1927:24).

A new Turkic alphabet was approved in 1927.
T. Zhurgenev, S. Asfendiyarov, O. Jandosov,
I. Kaboulov, T. Shonanov, standed for Latinization.
In fact, the development of spelling, terminology,
literary language development continued until the
Latin alphabet was abdicated and the Cyrillic al-
phabet was accepted. According to G. Togzhanov,
«Class enemies of the new alphabet shifted from
schools and press into the Party and Soviet appara-
tus». Now both managers and activists were urged to
use Latin alphabet not only at work but also at home
(Togzhanov, 1934:71). According to the republic’s
leadership of the party, the Arabists’ resistance was
broken by the end of 1928. In July 1929, the CEC
and the government of Kazakhstan approved the
state alphabet (Sbornik dokumentov i materialov,
1965:69).

In 1930 by the USSR CPC decision the entire
state apparatus had to use Latin alphabet in all pro-
ceedings, but in reality they did not succeed even
by 1934. The Arabic alphabet along with the Rus-
sian alphabet remained an important communicative
part among the locals in villages, areas, homes and
works. Managers barely mastered new alphabet and
preferred to write in Arabic even in provincial and
regional institutions. They shifted Latin translation
to typists. A very difficult task was the production of
Latin alphabet typewriters. Thus schools and eradi-
cation of illiteracy centers graduates were semi-
literate or even illiterate. A lot of them referred to
the lack of Latin-literate authorities and transferred
into Russian language at meetings and when draft-
ing documents (Nurmakov, 1934:7; Togzhanov,
1934:67, 69).

In general, the integrity of the communicative
field was reached by a set of measures, including
a new script. Spreading Latin among the officials
was an important issue for the authorities. The lev-
el they mastered written language influenced the
language, the office culture, the status and scope of
the language, the formation and the nature of the
functional styles and speech. The difficulties with
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administrative shifting to Latin influenced the bu-
reaucrats’ competence. Their attitude towards writ-
ings directly and indirectly influenced the public
opinion about the importance of writing and speak-
ing culture.

The Korenizatsiya policy increased the prestige
of the language literacy and reasoned to master a
writting culture. In connection with a new language
ideology and policy, the linguistic and cultural so-
cialization of the officials took place in a different
system of symbols and values. Moreover, in social
practice, there appeared a lot of new concepts and
neologisms. A member of The All-Union Central
Committee For New Alphabet E.D. Polivanov tried
to appeal to class arguments: «You can even put a
point of view which will determine the language of
the average man in 1913 and, on the other hand, the
language of a modern Komsomol member — is not
seeing as two different dialects, it is seeing as two
different languages» (Polivanov, 1928:167).

The ideological aspect was changing together
with the context of use, genre, verbal reasoning
in relation to the dynamics of representations and
semioticrelationships. Prof. A.M. Selishchev pointed
out: «The unity of a social life process and impact
of the center is inextricably linked with language
experiences, penetration of the center language
elements into the regional workers language, even
though they dealt with the issues of language purity,
and tried to banish the old Russianismsy (Selischev:
1927:220).

At the Communist University of the Toilers
of the East (CUTE) in 1920-th the study of native
languages along with the Russian language occupied
an equal place in training the national personnel
managers. Polivanov worked at the University and
noticed that the students did not show any interest in
the study of their native language, in contrast to the
Russian language. Moreover, «their native language
was not involved in the process of thinking while
studying.» The iteracy level in Russian was higher
than in their mother tongue. Students could not use
their native language to express non-conversational
ideas. An ordinary CUTE student «... was educated as
a Russian language speaker and remained a stranger
to his native language» (Polivanov, 1927:113,
114). At the General Meeting for Kazakh Students
in Moscow on April 24, 1927 a report on a new
Kazakh alphabet by Turiakulov was supported. The
students agreed that it’s implementation required a
systematic and hard work for a long time; they noted
that any forcing and compulsion could only put the
process back (Sbornik dokumentov i materialov,
1960:55).

However, the further development of the soci-
ety showed some inconveniences and disadvantages
of the Latin alphabet. M.Dulatov wrote how hard
it was to keep proceedings in Kazakh language, as
it became confusing when translating, clerical Ka-
zakh language lost its meaning after a low-quality
translation from Russian. For example a translation
of a person’s name Lev Tolstoy into Kazakh — the
Kazakh variation was Juan Arystan. That literally
meant Fat Lion (Amirkhazin, 2015).

In 1934, Mikhail Gavrilov, Terminology Com-
mittee Secretary at the People’s Commissariat of the
Republic, highlighted the difficulties and specific-
ity of a language development in Kazakhstan in his
report on «Kazakh language development» as fol-
lows: 1) features inherent to the Kazakh language:
the sound effects associated with the law of vowel
harmony; 2) the lack of a sufficient number of con-
sonants in the Kazakh alphabet needed to transfer
appropriate sounds of newly borrowed words; 3) the
lack of lexicology. It meant not only the absence of
new scientific categories and concepts, but also the
simplest concepts associated with general cultural,
urban and sedentary life. He stood for an efficient
and gradual language addition with foreign borrow-
ings and language development itself; he also noted
to avoid double spelling and additional signs (CGA
RK, 680:4).

They saw both native languages teaching pro-
cess completion in secondary schools, colleges,
pedagogical, medical schools and creating such a
condition only by the end of the second 5-years plan
(Maimin, 1932:38).

In addition, the simultaneous use of the Latin
and the Russian alphabets — was difficult, because
Kazakh students were taught in Russian. The re-
public government set up a committee to develop
a new alphabet. A wide discussion on language
policy spread in press. Zhurgenev paid attention to
a semantic contradiction by using new alphabet un-
der the conditions of socialist modernization. «The
word ‘belsendy», which is now is used as an adjec-
tive (active) and as a noun (asset) is actually a verb
in the third person singular. Instead of unnecessary
and harmful word creation it would be better to in-
clude the word «asset» with its unchanged meaning
into the Kazakh language dictionary as it is already
included in the Dictionary of International Termi-
nology» (Zhurgenev, 1935:44-51).

He cited some translation examples: «water car-
riage trust» — as a trust, that lets water through the
throat,» («Sotsialdy Kazakstany); «warship» — as «a
ship that is necessary to keep in front of bulletsy.
There was often a lack of colloquial and dialec-
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tal words to express the content on the Soviet and
European lexicon and semantics, each added the
dialects of their village into the contents of the se-
lected terms. It also referred to the representatives
of the People’s Commissariat of Education. Vari-
ous forms of new phrases and sentences unusual
and alien to the structure of the Kazakh language
together created a special jargon, that didn’t differ
from the old one. The textual translation of the Ka-
zakh figurative expressions and zoo-technical terms
led to a semantic incident. «For example, instead of
saying, that the majority of women gained joined
socialism-building process, they had «Oatndar
Sabpagnangatnast»(«Sotsialdy Kazakstany», Ne 55),
which in Kazakh is offensive and rude. Those ex-
amples were numerous. They, unfortunately, could
be found in almost every issue of a newspaper such
as «Sotsialdy Kazakstan». A translation of «Glavta-
bak» as «Bastemeki» (head of tobacco), or «OGIZ»
(State union of books and magazines publishers)
as «Ogiz», that means «bull» in Kazakh, not only
facilitates the understanding of words translated,
but also distorts and confuses its understanding»
(Amirkhazin, 2015).

Later Zhurgenev extensively wrote about the
typical terminology problems caused by semantic
features of the language and the emergence of ne-
ologisms.

On August 8, 1939 a «popular» discussion of a
new alphabet project began. On November 10, 1940
the fifth session of the Supreme Council of the Ka-
zakh SSR adopted the law «On the Kazakh alpha-
bet transference to a new Latinized alphabet based
on Russian scripts». On November 13, 1940 they
adopted the law «On the Kazakh alphabet transfer-
ence to a new Latinized alphabet based on Russian
scripts» (Sbornik dokumentov, 1997:180, 181).

When switching to the Cyrillic alphabet, differ-
ences between writing and pronunciation increased
because writing was carried out close to the Rus-
sian language. Preferring to speak and communi-
cate in their native language, the officials, in fact,
retarded the development of a writing culture. As a
result, Zhurgenev suggestion not to change interna-
tional terminology and to provide common concepts
in Russian and Kazakh languages was accepted. It
was easier to implement after the Cyrillic introduc-
tion. But even in the 2-nd half of the XX century
the Cabinet of Ministers or the Supreme Council
used 20-25% of Russian words in Kazakh office
language, that made understanding more difficult. A
lot of terms remained untranslated into the Kazakh
language.
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Some translations were not accustomed.

Some terms were restored, for example «class» —
«synypw. It is very difficult to find an equivalent for
some certain terms when translating from Russian
into Kazakh. For example, «part — belim», «depart-
ment — belim» «section — belim» or «department —
belimshe», «division — belimshe» or «rule — erezhe»
and «position — erezhey, «consolidation — bekitu»
and «statement — bekitu», «contract — Sharty, «con-
dition — Shart». How do we translate a phrase «con-
tract condition» then? How do we translate into Ka-
zakh a phrase «to state consolidation»?

Different types of writing reflected different
history stages and different characters in ethnic
consciousness. A language and cultural socializa-
tion of new generations of managers took place in
the absence of the personal memory of the previ-
ous writings. In 1960 M.Auezov identified some
changes in the Kazakh language as a result of illit-
eracy elimination, writings reforms and growth in
cross-cultural communication: «The types of com-
plex sentences that were hardly used in the recent
past become quite natural nowadays. An author’s
speech in direct speech also becomes widespread
now. The word order in the Kazakh language be-
comes more mobile. Literary styles are developing
and differentiating». He said that the vocabulary
development was due to the internationalization
of linguistic practices: «Such successfully words
traced from the Russian language as beszhyldyx,
eabekkyn, kolzhazba, halykaralyx and many oth-
ers organically entered the Kazakh language. Some
new phrases like zhenilendiris (light industry),
zhylzhymalykitaphana (bookmobile), kyrdelikarzhy
(investments), zhasandyserik (artificial satellite)
came into the Kazakh language» (Auezov, 2015).

The issue of language was determined not only
by the choice of optimal communication tool and
modernization of multi-ethnic population, but had
a deep symbolic and political significance. Lan-
guage was an important tool for shaping peoples
ethnoidentity of the USSR, served in the republics
as marker for the admission to the privileges of the
titular ethnic group and consolidate its administra-
tive-territorial status.

In the organization and provision of the all gov-
ernment system of governance in the KASSR in
1920-1936 years special role played in the dynam-
ics of discoursive practices in bilingual space. The
functionate of Russian and Kazakh languages has an
ambivalent impact on the formation and activities of
the management class in the indigenization and the
transformation of.
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Kazakh alphabet from Arabic script to Latin
and Cyrillic

The alphabet reform was a part of a social ac-
tions system that implied the expression of its po-
sition and belongings, symbolic value, and other
socially-mediated goals. The opposition «friend or
foe», «prestige-non-prestige», «profitable-unprofit-
able», etc. in a bureaucratic society lined up both
through the character, attitude of the transition to a
new alphabet and the speed of its mastering in ev-
eryday life.

The need for identity, understanding and office
unification were the main factors that influenced
the role and spread of Kazakh and Russian lan-
guages. In reality a weaker language was displaced
into less important and prestigious spheres of com-
munication. The need for mutual understanding
under the threat of war led to a greater role of the
Russian language, especially in managerial envi-
ronment. At the same time, Kazakh managers had
poor command of the Russian language and adapt-
ed the content of their official speeches and docu-
ments to the level of their communicative compe-
tence. Career interests stimulated the study of the
Russian language. Communication in closed meet-
ings was mostly in Russian. Kazakh and Russian
officials were in a privileged position in their own
ethnic environment.

This could strengthen the inter-ethnic division,
but a mass spread of the Russian language, espe-
cially in communication, prevented it. A more func-
tionally-powerful language occupies new positions
to meet the needs of people in mutual understand-
ing. A mandatory use of the Kazakh language was
a symbol of national equality in the governing bod-
ies work. But a real decrease in the scope of writ-
ing operation led to a gap between written and oral
language culture.

As a result, the national language literacy and its
social status declined. Neglecting of written culture

became a routing and the command of the written
Kazakh language among the officials was quite un-
satisfactory. It influenced the general bureaucracy
culture and language authority itself.

Interaction of institutions of governance and
power from the center to the subjects of the fed-
eration (the Soviet Union, the Russian Federation,
the KASSR), as well as places in the context of the
simultaneous operation of native and national lan-
guages was largely depended on the business and
political culture of the party and the Soviet nomen-
clature and its ethno-social parameters affected the
evolution the national lexical stylistics and seman-
tics as an indication of the quality and results of
management.

Notes

Zhurgenev gave an example regarding a fall pe-
riod when herbs dry up and so-called khazan-period
(khazan-cauldron) by kazaks. During this period if
you graze horses in a meadow of clover they will get
diarrhea. There is a version that such story happened
to the horse of Yana-Kurgan district police office in
the old days.

The district chief convened a consultation of
Kazakh cattle breeders, and they made the follow-
ing conclusions in one voice from the examina-
tion of the sick horse, confirmed by centuries of
pastoralism; «Cepti qazan soqqanda conbagansn
kerpesin cajplgan mal cergeldag bolade». The
present staff translator of the district chief trans-
lated these words as follows: «kirghizs say, if
cauldron hits the herbs and people allow the horse
to feed on the carpet of clover, then shyrkyldak
will be». Certainly, the district chief did not un-
derstand what are they talking about in this case
as and translator. However, one should pay trib-
ute to the translator, who did not translate the un-
translatable (the term «shyrkyldak» is missing in
the Russian language).
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GROTESQUE IN MEDIEVAL ART OF AZERBAIJAN

The present article deals with the review of medieval Azerbaijani fine art, where grotesque used as
an artistic method of exaggeration of the image. Canonical art of medieval printing miniature could not
prevent miniature artists to express their attitude to the image. The most obvious grotesque images are
seen in miniature of the 15th century, which were created in so-called «Turkomen style». Grotesque im-
ages flourish again in the 19th century in times of Gadjar dynasty.

In conversation, the word grotesque usually means «strange», «fantastic», «eccentric» or «ugly», and
thus is often used to describe strange or distorted forms, such as masks at a carnival or gargoyles at ca-
thedrals. In addition, the concept of grotesque can refer to a specific kind of ornament, which combines
visual and decorative motifs. Such combinations, as a rule, have a fancy or fantastic character.

Introduction

The grotesque vision of the world and its reflec-
tion in bizarre forms that transcend reality existed
at all times. Ever since man began to reflect events
and phenomena of the world, life through the cre-
ation of a graphic, a visual image appeared and the
grotesque, as an artistic embodiment of the internal
reaction to an event or personal assessment of the
person.

«Allegorical» self-expression in the visual arts
is observed in the middle ages when Islam became
the leading religion in Azerbaijan. Even the nega-
tive attitude of Islam towards the image of living
beings could not prevent the emergence of images in
which humor, sarcasm, and grotesque and whimsi-
cal are the main semantic factors in the perception
of the image.

As you know, in medieval Azerbaijan art was
mainly developed in the context of book illustration,
which is a miniature image illustrating certain epi-
sodes of the literary text.

Materials and methods

The grotesque form of expression of the
author’s attitude to the described or depicted object
(item) has always arisen from the desire to express
their subjective attitude. Along with the generally
accepted point of view, artistic canon and religious
tradition, medieval masters and artists of Azerbaijan
expressed in their works a subjective opinion or
position in relation to the depicted.

The most extensive opportunities for expressing
your subjective attitude to the character or event
were the medieval masters of book miniatures.
Classical Eastern literature contained numerous
images, which were absent from its psychological,
ethical and aesthetic, or philosophical interpretation.

The method of artistic grotesque allowed
medieval artists to fill these gaps literary texts by
creating images, the form that have not only literary
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content, but also a kind of «subtext» that allows you
to perceive the image as it «saw» the artist.

Medieval manuscripts, such as «Jamiat-Tavarihy
(1314) Rashid ad-Din, al-Biruni, drawings of the
medieval artist Siyah Kalem and others, indicate the
widespread use of grotesque artists of the middle
ages.

Book miniature and exaggeration of the
image

Mainly illustrated works of the classics of East-
ern literature, such as Nizami Ganjavi, Firdausi,
Hafiz, and others. However, illustrators-miniatur-
ists have created their illustrations, and historical
narratives, such as «Jamiat-Tavarikh» («General
history») of Rashid al-Din, «Al-Attar al-Bagiyyah»
(«Chronology of Ancient Nations»), al-Biruni,
«Kitabtabai al-Haywan vahavashshiwa Manafi a
daicha» (the book features animals and use their
organsy) Ibn Bukhtishu etc. The thumbnail image
was created and on separate sheets that were in
albums with sample pictures — Muraka. There are
also separate drawings of various fantastic images
of divas, jinns and people with frankly sarcastic,
grotesque interpretation of an image. A large group
of similar drawings created in the so-called «Turk-
men style» refers to the XV century and collected
in the so-called «Saray Album» («Fatiha Albumy),
stored in the Istanbul Museum «Topgapa» (Hasan-
zade, 1999:121-126).

A large number of grotesque drawings bordering
on satirical caricature are available in the so-called
«Dietz Albums» and are kept in the «Berlin Muse-
um of Islamic art». Most of the grotesque images of
these albums are date back to the XV century and
are made by Tabriz and Uighur masters (Hasanzade,
1999:53-62). Individual images were created and
objects of decorative art such as ceramics, toreutics,
and even jewelry, which in the era of Qajar (XIX
century) created a miniature image of the technique
of painted enamel.

Grotesque in medieval art of Azerbaijan

Browse a huge number of images of the middle
ages revealed a considerable number of images in
which the grotesque style and method of images
used deliberately to exaggeration of the visual im-
age. A characteristic feature of such an image is
the expression of individual details of the image,
exaggeration of certain portrait features, focusing
on individual details of the image, stylization of
visual forms, conscious distortion of proportions,
anatomy and exaggeration of individual parts of
the image in order to enhance their content and se-
mantic accents.

The earliest examples of miniature painting
that have the grotesque nature of the image, is a
manuscript of the 13th century («The book features
animals and use their organs») Ibn Bukhtishu (Li-
brary of Pierpont Morgan. New York.) (Hasanzade,
1999:105-107). The manuscript and its miniatures
clearly have a reference character, but at the same
time, the artist, who depicted animals, sometimes
could not resist expressing a personal attitude to the
image of an animal or a bird (figure 1). He some-
times gives those facial expressions and facial fea-
tures, figures — human features, easily recognizable
and perceived in a certain emotional way.

Grotesquely images,
gles», «Bears», etc., in which the artist, along with  the artist presented the image of eagles in the form
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of «fighters and bullies», the image of a bear and
monkey-like «contrast of the characters» the im-
age of the wild boar as «hot-tempered and ready
to pounce on all» of the petty tyrant. In miniature,
«Bearsy easily recognized the human nature of the
relationship, characterizing the relationship «mother
and childy.

In all these images, the artist shows animals, hu-
man traits, using the method of grotesque distortion
and expression of individual physiological details.

Groteskovosti, whimsical, sometimes — sarcasm
is different and some of the other miniatures of the
manuscript of the 14th century, made in Tabriz
«Jamiat-Tavarikh» Fazlollah Rashid al-Din (Edin-
burgh. University library.) (Rashid ad-Din, 1990).

Representing historical scenes and characters,
miniatures of this manuscript were created by sev-
eral artists. The grotesque character of the images is
available in miniature «Samson destroys the temple
of the Philistines» (pic. 2). In miniature is depicted
with deliberately exaggerated proportions and the
growth of Samson, who by his mighty power de-
stroys the castle «calico-like» of the Philistines.
Here the artist deliberately exaggerated the dimen-
sions and figures in order to emphasize the heroic
power of Samson.

XV century in the history of Azerbaijani min-
iatures is characterized by a wide spread of the so-
called «Turkic style» in book miniatures and indi-
vidual drawings. Towards the end of the century,

Miniatures made in the «Turkic style» are freer Istanbul
in the interpretation of the characters and scenes.
There is a version that the basis of this style was
laid by artists-Uighurs. Miniatures of this style con-
tain folk images, characterized by the careful study
of movements, plastics, facial expressions of the
characters depicted. Images are unlike grotesque,
sometimes-cartoon character, with which the artist
expressed his attitude to what is happening.

The greatest artist who worked in this style,
dubbed «siyah kalem» («black kalemy) is Muham-
mad Siyah Kalem, who created a gallery of bizarre
images, bordering on phantasmagoria (pic. — 3, 4, 5).
Various images of Jinn, demons, divas, amaze with
their hypertrophied imagery. In these images, the
viewer can easily recognize the inherent character
traits of a person, hidden intentions. The grotesque
form is adjacent to the incredible realism in the dis-
closure of the character of the image. Among these

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It is obvious that the creation of folk images,
various demons — an attempt by the artist «to com-
municate something more» than depicted. The im-
ages of the so-called «demonology» Siyah Kalem is
a weird combination of human, animal and fantastic
traits to create the grotesque nature of the image.

Miniatures created in the «Turkic style» are dis-
tinguished by greater freedom of artistic expression.
Artists who worked in this style, unlike Tabriz, Herat,
Shiraz artists, were less constrained by the rigid frame-
work of the visual canon. This freedom allowed them
to express irony, sarcasm, humor, display the sympa-
thy and antipathy of the artist to the depicted character.

One of these miniatures is the famous «wed-
ding procession» from Istanbul’s «Fateha Albumy,
stored in the Topgapi Museum (pic. 6). In miniature,
the artist depicted the bride moving into the house
of her future husband. The seemingly trivial scene
is filled with characters with cartoon faces and am-
biguous facial expressions. The presence of some of
the characters, accompanying the bride, the charac-
teristic of dervish axe tabarzin says about what is
depicted accompanied by the dervishes of the bride
to Sheikh. The image of the Sheikh dervish with the
same ax-tabarzin, waiting for his bride, placed in the
background, just around the corner.

The grotesque exaggeration of the satirical hell
of the dervishes said about the negative attitude of
the artist to the community of dervishes. The en-
tire procession resembles a masquerade with fake
bodyguards accompanying the bride and her maid
of honor to the groom.

Grotesque, as a method of exaggerating the im-
age, giving it a hidden meaning and strengthening
the figurative features of the characters by hyper-
bolization, found in the art of the XIX century. The
age of Qajar and the art of Qajar loved ambiguity
and allegory. Symbolic transformations of images,
deformations and free use of the «mounting meth-
od» allowed artists to create images with an inter-
nal subtext. However, most of all, the artists of this
period consciously chose those subjects and those
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characters that allowed to use the method of gro-
tesque and cartoon to enhance the figurative charac-
teristics of the character or event. Similar images, in
large numbers, are among illustrations to the newly
fashionable, the book «Kalila and Dimnay» (1809),
in which in the form of fables, various stories and
fantastic stories, ridiculed various characters and
their actions. Edifying nature of the book allowed
artists to operate freely figurative characteristics
of the depicted characters. The famous artist Najaf
Kuli provides the book published in Shamakhi with
illustrations from Shamakhi (Pic. 7).

Conclusion

A review of the works of medieval fine arts of
Azerbaijan allows expressing the idea of using the
grotesque method even in the canonical medieval
art. Artists of this period were using grotesque as a
method of creating an image, managed to give their
characters characteristic, recognizable features that
had a particular moral or social assessment of their
time.
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Main conceptual positions and methodological paradigms to problem power and authority in the
«nomadic empires» are considered in the article. The presented historiographical analysis shows that the
power in nomadic formations and the Mongolian empire itself was a complex and internally structured
political phenomenon. The effectiveness of theoretical and methodological constructions raises the task
for researchers to study administrative institutions of nomadic formations, a new quality of scientific
knowledge requires their reconstruction as a complex of different types and models of power, united
in a single imperial structure. At the present stage of the development of historical science, specialists
are interested in developing criteria, models and typologization of the structures of the nomadic soci-
ety, which would allow us to express definitively on the problems of the addition of the political and
administrative system of the nomadic empires. The complex and ambiguous nature of the development
of political institutions of nomads makes promising the application of system principles for the analysis
of power structures, the social system and the peculiarities of the process of transformation in nomadic
empires. The article deals with different conceptual positions and approaches to the problem power and
authority institutes of the nomadic society and presents historiographical review of the modern historical
science.

Introduction

The interest to the issue of new political
structures in the «nomadic empires» of Eurasia,
caused by necessity to identify a new, alternative
and prospective theoretical and methodological
approaches in framework of the problems of the
dialectical development of nomadic political
entities. For a long time historical science has been
solved one of the main matter — how and why «the
super-transcontinental nomadic empires» emerged.
The history of nomadic structures in Central Asia
and their political structures is still one of the
most important objects of study. New approaches
and systems analysis consider process of different
directions of study and discourse. The content and
meaning of methodological approaches depend on
particular researcher, the specific conditions of his
work, as well as many other factors.

The period of «nomadic empires» formation
was distinguished by sharp and permanent changes
in the socio-political structure, accompanied by the
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destruction of traditional social institutions. The
subsystems ratio has been unstable and mobile,
given the dynamics nature of political processes in
nomadic societies

Modern methodology of political and social
anthropology has brought into focus the studies
of American and European scholars. According to
American researchers, repetitive cycles of the rise
and fall of empires can’t show signs of evolutionary
change. In this regard, the whole anthropological
schools of Europe and America have considered the
nomadic society as a fully stagnated, deprived of
historical development.

Methods of research

At the present stage of development of historical
science and its theories as historical knowledge
there is an urgent need for the formulation and
analysis of the various conceptual problems.
Conceptual conclusion of such political entity
to problem power and authority in the «nomadic
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empires» is one of the difficult to understand and
has different level of generalization and coverage of
historical reality. Changing of paradigms identified
different methodological approaches and principles
in studying of the problem of the existence and
functioning of the «nomadic empire». The modern
history identifies the elements in early-state imperial
structures of nomads. Research paradigms in their
comparative analysis determine the similarities in the
description of the specific forms of power among the
nomads, but emphasize it differently. Some of them
are based on the assessment of governance structures
by nomads directly; others emphasize the essence of
the entire military-hierarchical organization empires
in cowing dependent peoples and the removal of
their surplus product. The sequence of historical
thinking and concrete historical analysis, modern
methodological approaches indicates that family
structure and genealogy conditioned a «dispersion»
and centrifugal nomadic societies. However, in
the nomadic empires military hierarchical bodies
of political management closely intertwined with
tribal segments, while being high above them,
control them, and organized their effective use in
accordance with the aims of the imperial leadership.

The main part

The representatives of evolutionary theory sug-
gest that Mongol Empire is the highest point of the
previous nomadic empires of the steppe and the
classic example of nomadic statehood. Theorists
of evolutionary nomadizm have drawn attention to
nomadic state as the result of gradual internal de-
velopment and have denied that the nomads created
the some semblance of Chinese political system. J.
Fletcher determines that all theories can be reduced
to the seven characteristics: 1. greedy and predatory
nature of the steppe; 2. climate change; 3. overpopu-
lation steppe; 4. reluctance of farmers to trade with
the nomads; 5. necessity for additional sources of
income; 6. a need to establish over tribes association
of nomads; 7. psychology of nomads — the duality
of nature — be equal to the farmers and the belief in
Tengri, who has given a divine mission to conquer
the world. Proceeding from these provisions, the au-
thor comes to the conclusion that if the bulk of the
Mongolian population was left «supporters of noma-
dization» and followed its traditional steppe models
to exploit the agricultural world, their empire would
have lasted longer (Fletcher, 2004: 221-222).

Analyzing the conceptual conclusions of Ameri-
can anthropologist O. Lattimore (Lattimore. 1940)
it appears that the specificity of nomadic society

cannot be properly understood only on the basis of
internal development logic. Nomad needs agricul-
tural food, handicrafts, weapons, etc. all that could
be obtained in peaceful trade with farmers or war.
That is another way involves pooling and creating
over tribal society. But not always and not every-
where nomads need to establish contacts with the
sedentary and urban societies in order to create of
«nomadic empires». A.M. Khazanov, who rep-
resents contemporary American anthropological
school, determines the system of interaction of set-
tled agricultural areas and nomadic environments as
a process of addition of large communities due to
the asymmetry of nomad’s relations between them
and their external settled surroundings (Khazanov,
2000: p.270).

T. Barfield via rejection «diffusionistic» inter-
pretation, that nomads borrowed state from farmers,
has showed the degree of centralization of the steppe
society which was directly linked to the level of po-
litical integration of the settled agricultural society.
At the same time the specificity of the political orga-
nization of the nomadic societies is largely mediated
by the peculiarities of the regional environment and
the size of the neighboring agricultural civilizations
(Barfild, 2006:425-426.).

Modern anthropologist, T. Hall understands on
the world-system approach, so if we consider no-
madizm in terms of this methodology, the pre-in-
dustrial era nomads ranked as «semi — peripheral»
(Hall, 2004:136-167). The various regional econo-
mies united in a single space (local civilization,
the «world- emperies»). He has shared the view of
T. Barfield that there are synchronous cycles of rises
and declines of agricultural civilization and the no-
madic empires.

The individual opinions and hypotheses of
modern historical science, is not fully reflect the
characteristics of the phenomenon under study.
In the course of historical debate even more con-
tradictory theories are not mutually exclusive,
and reflect important structural parameters of the
research object. J. Fletcher (Fletcher, 2004:221-
222) emphasizes that the state is not an institution
that is vital for the nomadic society, and, in turn,
P. Golden (Golden, 2004: 109) is skeptical about
the idea that the nomads can create their own state,
but does not deny that under the influence of Chi-
nese civilization steppe empires took shape of ear-
ly-societies. A somewhat different view is held by
L. Kwanten (Kwanten, 1979) in his work «Nomads
founders of empires,» he points out to the similar-
ity of traditions of creating nomadic empires, and
also requires a strategic plan for the Mongols in
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formation Empire in order to avoid the mistakes of
previous nomadic states.

The nomads could use two different models in
relation to the conquered sedentary urban society :
1. the destruction of cities, the agricultural popula-
tion, the transformation of the fields into pastures
for cattle; 2. the complexity of their own govern-
ment — sedentarization of the ruling elite in the cit-
ies, the establishment of the bureaucracy, the intro-
duction of writing and record keeping. As long as
the conquered territories could not be controlled by
traditional nomadic society institutions, it requires
a fundamental modernization of the administra-
tion. Russian researcher S.A. Vasjutin points out:
«The peculiarity of nomadic empires, including the
Mongolian, that ratio of chiefdom and early-state
components of power is not constant and mobility»
(Vasyutin, 2005: 109).

The modern historical science believes that
more appropriate to consider these relationships
in terms of the «elite theory» ,when «on the one
hand, within the new political association there is
a higher elite from among the conquerors, and on
the other, is formed or supported by the elite of the
autochthonous masses of people, representatives
which reached great heights in the social hierarchy.
« Contemporary researcher A.A. Tishkin (Tishkin,
2003:8) notes that as a result of the interaction of no-
madic elite often becomes a «double elite» in rela-
tion to the ruling class has openly appropriating the
surplus product and is widely participating in vari-
ous spheres of activity. V.V. Trepavlov (Trepavlov,
1993:14) has been reflecting on existing models of
nomadic society, has pointed out two major trends:
1. the establishment of a centralized autocratic mon-
archy; 2. the association is gradually decaying tribal
tribes adaptation of institutions to the functions of
over tribal power structure. The researcher analyses
the socio-political organization of nomadic empires
and suggests that they are a kind of single steps of
the development process of the social system of no-
mads.

The progressive development of historical
thought has led to the definition of the main stages
of the dialectical development of the political sys-
tem in nomadic society’s (Kljashtornyj, 2005:30):

1. Community nomadic tribes in VIII-V centu-
ries B.C. in Central Asia accordance of sufficient
certain characteristic in the written sources had no
political organization that goes beyond tribal, mili-
tary and democratic institutions.

2. The fundamental changes in their environ-
ment occurred in IV-III centuries BC, when there
was recorded in the sources existence of over
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tribal new political organization as early state gov-
erned by hierarchically structured military-tribal
aristocracy.

3. Imperial structure of supreme power deter-
mined the profound social changes not only within
the dominant tribal groups, but also in the commu-
nities dependent on them, which sharply intensified
the politogenesis processes. These processes are
reflected in the unified for the entire Central Asian
political terminology sources.

4. its new incarnation of the classic socio-politi-
cal structure reached in the VI-VIII centuries, when
the runic texts of Orkhon and Yenisei Kyrgyz Turks
were their own terms, is referred to as a state politi-
cal organization (el), continuing over tribal commu-
nity (budun).

At the present stage of development of historical
science and its theories as historical cognition there
is an urgent need for the formulation and analysis
of different conceptual problems. One of the most
difficult to comprehend, and distinguished by the
levels of generalization and the coverage of histori-
cal reality, are conceptual findings of such political
entity as a «nomadic empire». Change of method-
ological paradigms has been identified different ap-
proaches and principles of the study of the problem
of the existence and functioning of the «nomadic
empire». Modern historical science has been deter-
mined the presence of early-state elements in the
imperial structures of nomads. Progress in the study
of nomadic statehood problems is impossible with-
out taking into account philosophical knowledge
of past social reality and integrated approach to the
socio-historical knowledge.

The discussions of the last decade have identi-
fied two approaches for the assessment of the no-
madic empires. Predominant in modern historical
scholarship is a provision stating that the nomadic
empires were complicated chiefdoms (Kradin, Tre-
pavlov, Skrynnikova, Bondarenko, Korotaev). The
researchers Skrynnikova T., N. Kradin describe
these formations as «tribal confederation». Howev-
er, a number of researchers as T. Barfield, C. Vasju-
tin, A. Khazanov prefer to talk about the relationship
with the most formidable political entities of no-
mads (state Stinnu, Turk Empire, Mongol Empire)
as an early form of state (Vasyutin, 2005:56). Re-
search paradigms in comparative analysis determine
similarities in the description of the specific forms
of power among the nomads, but different empha-
ses. Some are based on an assessment of governance
structures directly nomads, while others emphasize
the essence of the entire military-hierarchical orga-
nization of empires aimed at the subordination of
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dependent peoples and seizure of their portion of the
surplus product.

One of the urgent sides of the conceptual provi-
sions of «nomadic empire» is the need to develop
criteria that would clearly define its nature and con-
tent. N.N. Kradin’s research paradigm considering
the nature of the object identifies two main sign of
«nomadic empire»: 1. large areas, 2. the presence
of dependent or colonial possessions. Describing the
nomadic empire as a nomadic society organized on
military-hierarchical principle, occupy a relatively
large space and the exploitation of the neighboring
territories by external forms of exploitation (looting,
war and indemnities, extortion of «gifts» are not
equivalent trade and tribute , etc.), researcher identi-
fies the following features of the nomadic empire:
multi-hierarchical nature of social organization,
trial or dual principle of the administrative divi-
sion of the empire, the military-hierarchical social
organization, coachman service as a specific way
of organizing administrative infrastructure, specific
system of inheritance of power, etc. N.N. Kradin’s
models of the power structure in the nomadic forma-
tions divided into three levels: 1. Ruler of nomadic
empire; 2. imperial governors, appointed to manage
the tribes, formed part of the empire; 3. Local tribal
leaders (Kradin, 2001:22).

The definition of the Mongolian and other no-
mad empires as «super complex chiefdoms» reveals
a number of contradictions in the logical construc-
tions of the supporters of this concept. The genesis
of hierarchical structures in nomads is associated
only with war, robbery, conquests of neighbors and
primarily farmers. A key role in nomadic empires
is given to exopolitarian forms of exploitation. The
classification of these empires is built on the basis
of various forms of relationships with sedentary ag-
ricultural peoples (typical, tributary, aggressive). At
the same time, when we characterize the type of the
administrative system of the «nomadic empire» all
the above-mentioned factors recede into the back-
ground, and the essence of power within the nomad-
ic community becomes the main criterion (Vasyu-
tin, 2004:273).

According to N.N. Kradin’s research experi-
ence, the mechanism that connected the rulers with
their nomadic subjects was «a prestigious econo-
my.» Thus, the emphasis is on the redistributive
functions of the nomadic leader with respect to the
nomadic population groups that played a decisive
role in the creation of the empire. All its organiza-
tional principles aimed at the outside world are rec-
ognized only as «state-like». This approach, on the
whole, will allow us to speak about the dual nature

of power in nomadic empires (the state and the early
state) (Kradin, 2006:491).

Historical cognition the basis of comparative
and retrospective analysis shows numerous histori-
cal examples of the middle Ages, where the nomad-
ic relatives of different ranks were real elements of
internal socio-economic, political and mental link-
ages. Therefore, based on the current state of his-
torical science and its evidence base, their presence
cannot be considered an unequivocal argument in
favor of the pre-state character of the nomadic so-
cial system. The sequence of historical thinking and
concrete historical analysis, modern methodological
approaches shows that related structures and gene-
alogies caused «dispersity» and centrifugal nomadic
societies. However, in the nomadic empires, the
military hierarchical bodies of political management
were closely intertwined with the tribal segments, at
the same time they towered over them, controlled
them, and organized their effective use in accor-
dance with the goals of the imperial leadership.

A renowned researcher of nomadizm, A.M. Kha-
zanov, realizing specific research tasks, mentioned
that the existence in the Mongol Empire of the con-
cept of a ruler whose authority was sanctioned by
Heaven evidently underwent some development. In
the preceding states of nomads, Heaven first sanc-
tioned the power of the Khagans over their own
people, in the Mongol Empire it gave them power
over the whole world. According to the author, the
Turkic Khagans and possibly their predecessors —
the Huns, propagandized the idea of the divine ori-
gin of their power, their sanctioned right to govern
the people and the kingdom, but their claims never
included the belief in the Heavenly Mandate to rule
the whole world (Khazanov, 2005:399). The author
has investigated the nature of power in Mongolian
society and he notes that the sole purpose was pro-
claimed how to subordinate the world of power to
the Golden Genghis Khan. «In the Mongol Empire,
and then in all the Chingizid states, the nomads al-
ways occupied a dominant position, many of them
migrated to the conquered countries, but there they
continued to lead a nomadic way of life.» The Mon-
golian ruling elite also didn’t want to settle ... all of
the Chingizid states, and even in many states of their
successors, for example the Timurids, the military
elite consisted of nomads and in ethnic and tribal
respect was always closely connected with the rulers
«- sums up A.M. Khazanov (Khazanov 2005:397).

E.I. Kychanov, drawing historical parallels and
modeling the management systems of nomadic so-
cieties, has determined that all the known great no-
madic states of Central Asia possessed such an at-
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tribute of statehood as sovereignty expressed in the
supremacy of the ruler (shanyu, kagan, khan) in the
country and its independence outside. According to
the view of the researcher, this sign is expressed in
the manifestation of sovereignty of the supreme au-
thority and its bodies to resolve criminal and civil
cases in the established order. Law as a collection of
norms sanctioned or established by the supreme au-
thority had as its source both the norms of customary
law recognized by the sovereign supreme authority,
the state, and new norms established by the supreme
authority, the state (Kychanov, 1997:301).

S.A.Vasyutin, continuing the research tradi-
tions of previous generations and using methods of
critical analysis, points out: «The peculiarity of all
the nomad empires, including the Mongolian one,
is that the ratio of the leading and early state com-
ponents of power is unstable and mobile, and there
have been occasional» rollbacks «to such archaic
institutions that could have ended with the disinte-
gration of the organizational structures of the early
state« (Vasyutin, 2005:57).

The researcher emphasizes the role of the su-
preme ruler in the Mongolian empire, which united
in his person the functions of the traditional clan
leader, the head of the tribal confederation of no-
mads (complex or super sophisticate chiefdom) and
the head of a poly-cultural (with nomadic and sed-
entary population) political formation. One thing
was common for all types of nomadic empires — cer-
tain entropy of the behavior of the supreme rulers
(the transition from charismatic to traditional domi-
nance). Defining the nature and nature of power in
nomadic empires, as well as those who personified
it (nomadic leaders), S.A. Vasyutin comes to the
conclusion that they were complex and internally
structured political phenomena (Vasyutin, 2005:68).

E.D. Skrynnikova poses the problem in two
ways: 1. Firstly, about the presence or absence of
statchood of Mongolians proper, and, secondly,
about the statehood of the Mongolian empire. The
second presupposes the presence of features of the
state (a certain territory, the tax system, the adminis-
trative apparatus for executing the functions of lead-
ership and management) that have exopolitan forms,
since they must be directed at exploiting the popula-
tion of more developed societies. The supreme ruler
objectively contributed to overcoming the resistance
of related clans in the process of social evolution.
The author notes the existence of two tendencies:
1) the destruction of leaders, who resisted the cen-
tralization under the rule of a new leader; 2) the use
by the new leader in the leadership of the confedera-
tion of the established clan system and mechanisms.
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Combination a) military journey, when the seizure
of power was carried out by military leaders with
the participation of military democracy / military hi-
erarchy and squads, b) aristocratic, in which power
was concentrated among tribal leaders. Both types
of power relations — traditional and charismatic —
were reflected in the division of the Mongol rulers
into two groups. The first group consisted of repre-
sentatives of the hereditary aristocracy — behi, ebu-
gen, echige; the second included leaders who came
to power thanks to personal merit — khan, bagatury,
mergen, seetsen, etc. but there is no a sharp border
between these two groups, primarily because all of
their representatives were leaders due to the posses-
sion of charisma. Thus, both types of “’domination
and submission’’ were used in substantiating the
right to power.

The variability and controversy of the concep-
tual situation «nomadic empire» showed the insuf-
ficiently developed problems of the typology of
socio-political structures and the formation of state
institutions in nomadic societies. This puts the re-
searchers in need of a diversified approach to the
problems of studying nomadic political entities of
their systematization and reconstruction as a com-
plex of different types and models of power united
in a single imperial structure. The study of concrete
historical events and processes associated with no-
madic structures provides the ground for the formu-
lation and analysis of conceptual, methodological
problems (Skrynnikova, 2013).

Reconstruction of the political-administrative
and system-structural model of the Mongolian em-
pire promotes a deepening of understanding of gen-
eral trends and directions in studying the modern
movement of historical knowledge in the issues of
interconnection and interaction of the political and
social system of nomadic societies. Modern histori-
cal science aims to conduct a systematic analysis of
the Mongolian society proper, its social structure
and social organization, the identification of the ba-
sic and significant prerequisites for the formation of
the empire, the nature of its socio-political and ad-
ministrative-managerial position. Mobility, the dy-
namism of political processes in nomadic societies
led to instability and mobility of the whole structure,
and cardinal changes led to the transformation of the
whole system as a whole.

Russian historical science on the basis of his-
torical and comparative analysis and systems ap-
proach determined the predominance of leadership
or early state components of power in nomadic em-
pires, which was determined by the type of impe-
rial organization. In typical and tributary empires,
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where the exopolitan forms of exploitation assumed
a leading role, the tasks of power were reduced to
the creation of a military and political organization
that could most effectively exert pressure on farmers
in order to obtain nomadic resources from part of
their resources. In the conquering nomad empires,
the tasks of power were substantially transformed.
The main ones were the organization of a system of
military and political control over the subordinate
sedentary population and the creation of a bureau-
cratic apparatus to ensure regular (tax) seizures of
a part of the surplus product of farmers. Character-
izing one of the first nomad empires, the Hun em-
pire, the modern researcher N.N. Kradin notes: «In
fact, the Hun Empire was, in effect, a» tribal empire,
«in which the new military hierarchical relations not
only changed the complex system of clan and tribal
genealogy of nomads, but co-existed and interwo-
ven with it» (Kradin, 2002:192). The current stage
of discussions on the problems of statehood and the
limits of the political development of nomadic soci-
eties shows the need to develop common criteria for
evaluating nomadic management systems and their
classification. In nomadic formations it is difficult to
define a clear line between supercomplex chiefdom
and the early state. Modern historical thought em-
phasizes that even with nomad empires, it is neces-
sary to talk about the dual nature of power — pre-state
(like complex and supercomplex chiefdoms, tribal
confederations, archaic empires, quasi-empires) and
early xenocratic statehood (Vasyutin, 2005:56)

The historical findings of the last decade re-
vealed that in the Mongol Empire, the number of
officials and the complexity of the administrative
apparatus directly depended on the territorial scope
of the gains (especially the inclusion of territories
with sedentary and semi-nomadic populations in the
empire) and the traditions of political power in con-
quered lands. Later, this factor undoubtedly had sig-
nificance for the political organization of other no-
mad empires. (Vasyutin, 2005:57). In the research
paradigms, the solution of these questions presents
great difficulties, because in all nomadic empires
the ratio of pre-state and early-state components of
power was unstable and agile.

In the context of diverse historical research on
the problems of power relations and manifestations
of various forms of supreme power in the nomads
V.V. Trepavlov, in turn, singles out some general
paradigms of organizing the management system:
1. Khan’s dignity was regarded as acquired as a
result of the favor of the divine forces, as well as
personal valor. 2. These circumstances served as the
basis for distinguishing the khan from among his fel-
low tribesmen, as well as concentrating in his hands

the functions of the owner of cattle, the leader, the
defender and the judge of the people. 3. The pow-
er was concentrated in the collective of the khan’s
direct and cousin relatives. 4. The Khan status and
prerogatives of the supreme administration were
usually inherited by the eldest sons. 5. Ulus shared
between the khan and his brother (or twin) and his
son according to the two-winged principle. Per-
haps, there was a subsequent fragmentation of these
wings, which resulted from the multistage hierarchy
of the ulus chiefs. 6. Management of the ulus took
several stages. Initially, the power was concentrated
in the hands of one leader, who later transferred part
of his prerogatives (in particular, military, econom-
ic, and priestly) to special ulus magistrates, form-
ing the ulus administration (Trepavlov, 2005:72-85).
The evolution of the political system of nomads is
shown on the basis of a modification of administra-
tive mechanisms and a combination of ideological,
social, and military methods. The methodological
value of these studies in the use of a coherent and
consistent model of the development of Mongolian
society.

As the development of historical thought shows,
the symbiosis of the administrative institutions of no-
mads and settled-agricultural state traditions makes
the application of system principles for the analysis
of power structures promising. Researchers consis-
tently raise the problems of folding the institutions
of early statehood in fairly complex forms, both at
the level of the empire, and in combination with the
strengthening of power centers in the uluses. In the
Mongol Empire and its individual uluses, there was
a combination of the roles of the supreme rulers and
at the same time the leaders of the nomadic forma-
tions, the supreme officials and functions — the su-
preme commander, the judge and administrator, the
resource manager, the bearer of sacred rights. All
this speaks of the complex and ambiguous nature
of power and domination in the Mongol Empire.
Historical thought in the course of its development
also determined the negative factors in the political
system of the empire, which, in particular, pointed
out the outstanding scientist G.V. Vernadsky: «The
internal contradictions that threatened the entire
structure of the Mongol Empire were numerous and
varied, first of all, there was a basic incompatibility
of a number of principles on which the empire was
built, primarily a discrepancy between the imperial
system and the feudal nature of Mongolian society.
Further, there was no absolute coherence of actions,
which led to numerous conflicts between the empire
and the local khanates ... Third, under the primitive
technological conditions of this time and the vast-
ness of the empire represented an eternal problem
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for its rulers» (Vernadskiy, 1997:136). Across the
territory of the empire in the political and admin-
istrative system, there were two opposite tenden-
cies — centrifugal nomadic and centralist. In the
works of V.V. Bartold, A.Yu. Yakubovsky, S.P.
Tolstova, I.P. Petrushevsky, N.C. Munkueva et al.
Carried out a comparative-historical and analytical
work with respect to these two trends. The basis for
this confrontation, as defined by I.P. Petrushevsky
was the question of the methods of exploitation of
the indigenous population «and at the same time
the question of merging the conquered countries
with the feudal elite, accepting their feudal state-
hood, ideology and cultural traditions» (Petrush-
evskiy, 1970:32).

Modern methodology defines new approaches
in the study of the functions of rulers, which became
wider, and the hierarchy of subordination and de-
pendence in Mongolian society is much more com-
plex and diverse. According to the scientific concept
of T.I. Sultanova the supreme power of the medi-
eval Mongols, based on the right of reign of any
representative of the «altan of the Urugu» Genghis
Khan and was affirmed on the croquet of princes and
the higher aristocracy. At the same time, in uluses-
states, the succession of power correlated with the
consideration of political traditions and specific
circumstances (Sultanov, 2008:228). The Russian
author S.A. Vasyutin rightly notes: «The concept
of the» dual nature «of nomad empires developed
by nomadic scholars in recent decades is undoubt-
edly positive, but even it can not give exhaustive an-
swers. Apparently, one must take into account that
the management systems of nomadic empires, as a
complex and multifaceted phenomenon, cannot be
with the help of unambiguous definitions ... A cer-
tain internal differentiation of administrative institu-
tions and political events in nomadic empires allows
us to talk about different strata in the pre-state and
early state political cultures of nomadsy» (Vasyutin,
2004: p. 270).

The paradigms of research in their compara-
tive analysis determine similar features in describ-
ing specific forms of power for nomads, but the ac-
cents differ in different ways. Some proceed from
the assessment of managerial structures directly by
the nomads, others attach special importance to the
essence of the whole military hierarchical organiza-
tion of empires, aimed at subjugation of dependent
peoples and the elimination of part of the excess
product from them. As the American author A.M.
Khazanov notes: «To some extent, social stratifi-
cation in nomadic societies can intensify when the
nomadic aristocracy managed to subordinate other
groups of nomads ... ... socially and politically, the
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problem was the lack of a sufficiently strong law en-
forcement apparatus» (Khazanov 2006:479).

The conceptual provisions and methodological
approaches of the last decades show that the dynam-
ics of the evolution of social relations in nomadic
empires was not one-liner and one-vector. Russian
historical science in the person of a well-known
researcher D.G. Savinov suggested the system of
ethno political stratification of nomadic societies.
Based on the author’s conceptual framework, the
structure of the nomadic society did not change
within the framework of the newly created state as-
sociations and was a kind of «core» of social orga-
nization from the Hun and the period of the Mongol
Empire. Developing the theoretical and method-
ological foundations of the problem, D.G. Savinov
notes: «The main forces of the ethnos-elite have al-
ways been aimed at creating a multi-ethnic state for-
mation with the aim of using the economic potential
of various areas in the cultural and economic respect
... Dependent tribes, especially those belonging to
the same (or similar) economic-cultural type as the
ethnos — elit, always strove to leave the existing sys-
tem of protectorate, to change political hegemony
and create their own statehood ...» (Savinov, 2005).

Conclusion

This historiographical review shows the complex
and ambiguous nature of the administrative institutions
of the «nomadic empires» and makes perspective of
application of principles of comprehensive analysis
in historical science, an integrated approach to the
consideration of the power structures of political
formations of nomads. According the comprehensive
analysis, the political and political institutions of
nomads are a complex of elements (subsystems)
that are in constant interaction and movement.
Research practice shows that it is necessary to take
into account the problems of continuity, analogies
and special features of state traditions in nomadic
empires. The variability and controversy of the
conceptual underlining «nomadic empire» showed
the insufficiently developed problems of the typology
of socio-political structures and the formation of
state institutions in nomadic societies. This puts the
researchers in need of a diversified approach to the
problems of studying nomadic political entities of
their systematization and reconstruction as a complex
of different types and models of power united in a
single imperial structure. The study of concrete
historical events and processes associated with
nomadic power structures creates the ground for the
formulation and analysis of conceptual conclusions
and methodological approaches.

It is well-known that games during all periods
performed a huge social and ritual significance.
Their origin refers to the ancient times and during
their development a number of forms have been
successively replaced that correspond not only to
the natural and climatic conditions, but also to social
relations and the economic and cultural activities
of a particular group of people. Indisputable is the
theory of the origin of games and entertainment
from work processes, i.e. from the practical
activities of individuals. Often they reflected such
peculiar phenomena as sports, physical perfection,
military skills, cult representations, magical actions,
recreating the reality. Participation in them was a
condition for ensuring and achieving a high level of
social status, not only in sports, but also in socially
significant activities.

Subsequently, part of the traditional games
that we studied are disappeared, lost their original
essence, during the development and regeneration,
preserved in separate games-competitions, as it
was during the years of the Soviet totalitarian
system. Some of them were banned, others went
into «nothingness». Compared with the recent past,
the number of equestrian sports has been much
reduced, and now it has largely closed up to the so-
called «established» species. Significant reduction
of equestrian sports in modern conditions is fully
justified by history. With the acquisition of state
sovereignty, a number of national games, including
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form and cultivated not only in sports competitions,
but also in various festivities.

Certain aspects of the national games we are
considering are mentioned in the publications of
the ancient written sources (Greek, Roman, Persian,
Chinese), as well as medieval oriental (Arab,
Persian, Chinese, Turkic) and Western authors. They
found sufficient coverage in travel notes, diaries or
in the writings of prerevolutionary authors, mainly
Russian and European. It is noteworthy that they
are written in the framework of certain studies or in
journal and newspaper articles. More detailed study
of the games is characteristic of the Soviet period,
which were investigated by Kazakhstani authors.
Among them are the research of M.M. Gunner,
M. Rakhimgulov, M.T. Tanikeeva, A. Burkitbaeva,
M. Bolgambaev, B.O. Totenaeva and others.
During the independent period of Kazakhstan’s
development, E.S. Sagyndykov, B.M. Plotarayev,
S. Taizhanov and others.

In the gaming competitions that are considering
in this work, the confrontation was carried out
according to established rules, using the only
competitive games and methods of play that
are specific to the game. At the same time, it is
mandatory to have an opponent and determine the
future winner. In the team game types, the goal of
each fragment of the match is to deliver the object
of the match to a specific place on the opponent’s
site and not to allow it against itself. The mutual
relations of the players of one team are determined
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by the specifics of specific types of equestrian
sports, the structure of competitive gaming
activities taking into account the actions of their
team and opponents’ players. Usually during the
team games, the team as a whole wins and loses,
and not individual members.

Typology of traditional horse sports is built
on specific types of competitions, represented by
the following conventional categories: a) jumps
(baiga: kunan baiga, donen baiga, alaman baiga,
actual baiga); b) martial arts (Sayis, Audaryspak); c)
competitions (kokpar tartu, zamby atu, dzhigitovka,
kyz kuu), etc.

Therefore, in the process of writing the article,
we took into account the existence of systemic com-
petitive structures, which include:

1) functional, taking into consideration the or-
ganization, place and order, composition of the par-
ticipants of the competitions, judging, determination
and awarding of the winners;

2) role-playing, based on relationship of «per-
form», «play», «perform dutiesy, etc .;

3) subordinate, built on the relationship of lead-
ership, organization, coordination, subordination
and other indicators between the players of the team,;

4) information, based on obtaining the necessary
information about the upcoming rivals in the pro-
cess of competition;

5) formal rules and regulations governing the
duties of participants in the competition, which orig-
inate from generally accepted regulations;

6) natural, supplemented by the real situation
and factors;

7) collective, practicing outside the competition,
mainly in the joint process of preparation for them,
etc.

8) procedural, expressed in a specific metric
of the adversarial process, i.e. in the calculation of
points and time measurement;

9) calendar, timed to one or another public, reli-
gious holidays, memorable dates (triad, wake), etc.

The methodological basis for the study of games
and competitions is the principles of historicism,
systemic nature, social conditioning of cognitive
and value phenomena. The same applies to modern
scientific ideas about the essence (Gadamer, 1988)
and psychology (Elkonin, 1989) games, on phenom-
enology (Heisinga, 1992) and hermeneutics (Petrov,
1993). ) games, on gnoseology (Kulikova, 2000)
and practical (Bern, 2001: 247) games, on sociol-
ogy (Orlov, 2002), ontology and ethics (Retunskih,
2002) games, on the classification of games based
on the theory of ethnic mobility (Pierre Parlebas,
2003), on culturology (Ryumin, 2010) and anthro-
pology (Fink, 2017) games, etc.

At the same time, we take into account a num-
ber of fundamentally valid directions of equestrian
sports, which, firstly, are one of the main elements
of military-applied importance in the preparation of
an efficient rider and his horse; secondly, an impor-
tant means of preparing and identifying individual
horse abilities in the interests of horse breeding;
thirdly, a means of physical and moral education
of the individual, including the identification of the
necessary indicators of the rider and the horse in cul-
tivated competitions.

Origin of traditional festivals and games

Games and public holidays at all times had a
great public importance. Their origin dates back to
the ancient times and during their development they
underwent a number of successive forms, corre-
sponded to the public relations and business activity
of the people. There is an indisputable theory that
the games and entertainments have originated from
labour processes, i.e.: from practical activity of the
people. Often in popular entertainments such special
phenomena are reflected as sports, military skills,
cultic performances, magic actions, recreating «real
life, sometimes existing, sometimes past, and pre-
served only in some kind of remnants (game-action
or game-song)»(Gordlevsky, 1968: 137). In this
way, they cover many aspects of labour, spiritual
and household activity. It was facilitated, to a large
extent, by the fact that many of these customs origi-
nated in the nomadic environment, and «by their
subject, accessories, time and place of action, by all
its systems they reflect the features of world-view
and material culture of nomads-farmers» (Simakov,
1980: 109). Over time, with the change of the soci-
ety material life, the direct form and content of the
games have changed.

Games and entertainment are always served the
public duties as well; these are educational, mili-
tary, sport, ritual, entertaining and aesthetic, com-
municational, etc. For example, through the games,
amusements and skills, a young man developed both
physical and mental capacity, i.e.: «in a game here,
as everywhere, he learned what a modern life would
require from him. The same demands were for girls»
(Karutts, 1910: 87).

Broader and more universal function was car-
ried out by military sport games related to both the
military way of life (war, raids and clashes) and
economic activity of the society. These games were
«saiysy», «audaryspak», «jamby atu», «altyn kabak»,
«kuresy, horseracing, etc.

Some of the games and amusements carried the
ritual and ceremonial function as a part of the sys-
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tem of both funeral and burial, as well as marriage
ceremonies. Many of them later lost their original
essence, being developed and reborn. Examples
are «alamany, «bayga», «kokpar». Important val-
ues (victory, prestige, empathy) reflected the social
function of games.

Traditional horseracing and power games

Because of the nomadic lifestyle of the Ka-
zakhs, equestrian contests and various related games
on horseback became the most popular, developing
strength, agility and courage in people. According
to A.U. Toktabay, a qualified specialist in traditional
domestic horse breeding, the Kazakhs in the pre-
revolutionary period have practiced up to 40 types
of such games; of which about ten have survived to
the day (Toktabay, 2010: 31). Some of these games
are described below.

Alaman bayga — racing on the long and extra
long distance (25, 50, 100 km), is one of the oldest
and most popular types of contests. It is known by
that name among the Uzbeks and Kirghiz. Its ori-
gin is associated with the nomadic way of life, i.e.
the need to train horses for long passages, especial-
ly in the time of war or to steal herds from enemy
(barymta), as well as to improve horse breed. The
term «alaman» M.T. Tanikeev (1977) interprets as a
raid, robbery, committed by horseback armed force,
the same term is applied to such a raider (Sevortyan,
1974). Alaman bayga was the first and main type of
program of major folk festivals, especially funerals
(as). Competitions were held in the steppe along a
straight line, abundant with natural barriers, without
limiting the number and breed of horses (Podvarkov,
1879: 58). To prevent fraud or manipulation with
racehorses, organizers arranged special posts, which
monitored and provided the fair course of contests.

The tactical skill and mastery of the rider was of
great importance here; it was necessary to correctly
evaluate the power of the horse, to be able to man-
age it by adjusting the speed along all the distance. It
also happens that during Alaman bayga «some hors-
es could not stand such a long distance, they were
dying at the goal, and some, in the middle of the race
ended up lying with broken legs, together with their
riders» (Nazarov, 1968: 25).

In the selection of racehorses, particular atten-
tion was paid to the following features: breed, con-
stitution (rangy developed legs, high and strong
chest). For example, for Alaman bayga horses with
the smooth and soft movements were picked, which
can sustain long passages without any fatigue, while
for ordinary bayga — tall and temperamental during
the run (Kaller, 1885: 61-62).
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On the other hand, the Kazakhs bewared of the
evil eye of racers, for this «they did not show race-
horses and kept them under the horse blanket, while
manes and tails they weaved, fastening owl feathers
and talismans against the evil eye at different parts
of'a horse body» (Ibragimov, 1876: 60). To ease the
burden for a horse, 8-14 years old boys were usually
chosen as riders. Their distinctive costumes were
white or another color shirt and bandanas as head-
dress. Sometimes, under the influence of the Russian
administration, after roll-call of horses, the names of
owners, riders were recorded and the serial numbers
were given. To identify the riders as they approach
the finish line, they were shouting tribal nicknames
(urany), according to which the viewers recognized
the winners of horse races, giving them names ac-
cording to ranking: bas baige, ort baiga, ayak baige
(first, middle, last) (AEFM, 2012). Depending on
the number of riders and material resources of the
organizers, prizes were different, from 5 to 15 rid-
ers were awarded sometimes. Expensive materials,
yurts, cattle, and sometimes money were presented.
The biggest prize came to the winner of the race,
which sometimes consisted of 100 horses, 30 cam-
els, 30 cows, 500 sheep and red product for 100
rubles (Podvarkov, 1879: 58). Other prizes were
smaller.

Bayga was also carried out on all holidays and
was available to all interested persons who wanted
to participate. According to a pre-revolution wit-
ness, «there is no competition among the Kazakhs
greater than bayga: it accompanies the birth of a
baby, the wake for a deceased, as well as meet-
ing the honorable guests» (Shmakov, 1872: 28). It
was common to all peoples of Central Asia. For
example, the Kirghiz called it «chabyshy», Uzbeks
— «poyga». Kazakhs’ bayga was arranged on a
flat terrain along a straight line with a turn or in
a closed circle. The competition was conducted
at the following distances: from 1.2 to 2 km for
horses at least three years old (kunan bayga); from
2.4 to 4.8 km for horses younger than four years
(donen bayga); from 5 to 8 km for horses at age of
five or older (actually bayga) (Gunner, 1957: 14).
This sequence of participation of horses in bayga
served as preparation for showing good results in
the future, in grueling race of alaman bayga. Race-
horses preparation, awarding of winners were the
same as for alaman bayga.

Zhorga zharys — horse ambling competition.
Distance was set in a straight line naturally from 2
to 10 km. Ambling was hereditary to the natives and
horses with natural soft and rhythmic gait were very
valuable and expensive. Sometimes a horse had tal-
ent of ambling from childhood, so such skill was

further developed. This was done by a special mas-
ter (zhorgashy). The last two types of ambling were
especially popular. For example, «su shaykalmas
zhorga» (racing without water spilling) was carried
out even with balancing with a food plate (tabak tar-
tu). For the mentioned reasons, not everybody was
allowed to participate in competitions. Other no-
madic people in the past were familiar with similar
types of horseracing (Omurzakov, 1973: 16-18).

Saiys — horsemen combat using pikes, was one
of the oldest paramilitary games, arranged only dur-
ing very large celebrations. It was also common for
the Kirghiz. The fighters of a combat were chosen
from different tribes or the neighboring nations,
such as the Kazakhs and Kirghiz from the south of
Kazakhstan. The participants were provided with
the necessary equipment, armed with long wooden
spears with blunt ends. The purpose of the fight was
to knock out an opponent from the saddle or inflict
him a heavy blow, so that he could not continue
the combat. Death cases were often, and intensity
of emotions has led to serious clashes between the
tribes (Grodekov, 1889: 255-256). Later, this game
was forbidden by tsar administration. In all likeli-
hood, it tried to eliminate this competition, not only
because of its applied relevance, but in practical
terms — the military, which could contribute to the
revival of past military skills of the Kazakh people.

Audaryspak — fight on horseback in order to
throw an opponent from the saddle. Only mature
men possessing great physical strength, agility,
stamina and skilled horse handling have partici-
pated. Note that most often the victory has come to
those participants, who had sufficiently trained and
tall horses. Usually, such masters were nominated
for the competition on behalf of a whole aul or a
tribe (Kalysh, 2002: 28-29).

Kokpar tartu, known in Russian as «kozlodra-
niex» or goat-tearing. The origin of this game seems to
have several sources: 1) the players imitate carnivo-
rous steppe wolves preying on flocks of sheep and
in this way destroying livestock; 2) it is possible that
earlier on, in this way the raiders fleeing with the loot,
and also, probably, have saved a wounded batyr from
captivity 3) connected to a struggle of phratrias for a
carcass of totem animal (Aitmatov, 1978: 243). This
game is also known to other nations of Central Asia
and the East (Gedin, 1899: 208).

There were two versions of the game. In the first
case, two riders entered the fight, in the other — two
teams representing different tribes or auls. The goal
is to bring first a goat carcass to a destination place.
On a judge’s signal, everyone tried to grab the car-
cass, the rest rushed in pursuit, to snatch the prey.
Therefore a rider, who grabbed the carcass, tried to

hold it tight in the saddle, clench it between a leg
and horse side or throw it over from one side to the
other, keeping it from the pursuing rivals, and break
away from his pursuers.

Zhamby atu (Altyn kabak) — target practice (ar-
chery or gun-work) at full gallop. Similar competi-
tions are common to many nations, «zhamby atuu»
in Kirghiz, «altyn kabak» in Uzbeks, «kabak» Tajiks,
«kabahi» Georgians, etc. Its origin is connected with
the military and applied art that has survived until the
18" — beginning of 19" centuries. For the competi-
tion a high pole was set, at the end of which zhamby
(silver ingot) was suspended, it served as a target. A
galloping equestrian using the weapon had to break
the strap and thereby take zhamby. There were other
ways of hitting the target: sitting on a horse or stand-
ing on the ground (Bekishev, 1905: 390).

Kymis alu or dzhigitovka (fancy/trick riding),
one of the original national sports, which is found
among the people of Central Asia, Kazakhstan, Cau-
casus, required from participants to have high dex-
terity, skilful and courageous horse management.
The meaning of the game is that a rider at full gallop
should pick up a coin lying on the ground, some-
times several coins set at equal distances (Kittary,
1849). Sometimes during the competition, some
performers showed their prowess, standing on their
saddles or taking off each other from saddles, and
the most daring quickly jumped off to the ground
and jumped back in the saddle, doing brave pirou-
ettes under the horse (Bronevsky, 1830: 229).

Youth games

Among the spectacular games, where commu-
nicative functions are well pronounced, a variety
of youth games and entertainment should be men-
tioned. Kyz kuu (catch the girl) — horse-riding game
originated from ancient times, when the girls were
warriors and rider. They were demanding a number
of conditions to their chosen ones, including compe-
tition in the races. In case of victory, a warrior had
the right to marry her, in case of defeat — the right
to ask her hand (Tanikeev, 1977: 143). Some varia-
tions of this game, conducted during wedding and
other feasts, in the changed forms still exist to this
day. For example, there is a game between bride and
groom, bridesmaids and dzhigits, accompanying the
groom etc., dressed in traditional costumes (in their
best turn-outs) (Divaev, 1907).

The game was conducted in an open field at a
certain distance. At the end of the field the control-
ling pivotal pole or a goal was installed. According
to the game rules, the girl must hit the dzhigit with a
whip and gallop in order to first reach the goal (piv-
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otal pole), while dzhigit had to catch up with her.
If the equestrian overtook the girl before the piv-
otal pole, then, as the winner, he had the right to
hug and kiss the girl. Usually, easier and more often
those were honoured, who she liked. If the dzhigit
did not catch up with the girl, then on the way back,
instigated by spectators, she was catching up with
an awkward equestrian and inflicted him numerous
whiplashes. Such failures laid shame to the rider, a
long time was needed to forget about this mishap
(Ermolov, 1845: 26-27).

Conclusion

Overall, we see that the traditional Kazakh folk
games and competitions have been an integral part
of social, family and other celebrations and were
very popular among the people. The festivities and
games described in concise form, had a long tradi-
tion, reflected reality, directly connected with the
nomadic or settled-agricultural economic lifestyle
and environment. For example, horse-riding per-
formances contributed to gain and reinforcement of
physical, labour and other skills, especially among

the younger generation, while a complex of other
games additionally brought in the practical knowl-
edge for the perception of the environment. Because
of their practical and ethno-functional significance,
most of them are common in Kazakhstan and nowa-
days many of them are parallel to other ethnic groups
of the Eurasian continent.

The types of considering equestrian sports were
popular not only because of their prestige, but also
because the maintenance of expensive and high-
breed horses, as well as the participation or holding
of such games, was beyond the power of ordinary
workers. The latter were only available to wealthy
people and tribal or tribal elite, which is nobility.
It was they who aspired to win only their own peo-
ple in the competition, thereby demonstrating to the
masses their power and greatness, and on the other
hand — to increase wealth at the expense of valuable
prizes, which sometimes amounted to whole herds.
Everyone knew that the prize won in such compe-
titions was never awarded to the winner, but was
awarded to the head of the family, since all costs
related to the selection, preparation of the horse,
training, equipment, etc. were provided by the latter.

Introduction

In the 60-ies of the twentieth century, for the
first time, the concept of the development of the
information society (IS) came up in a relation to a
society in which there was a continuous circulation,
storage, distribution and use of high-quality
information. Meanwhile, in the early 1990s, the world
entered the era of the global interconnectedness. The
development of information technology has led to
the emergence of computer networks, the largest of
which is the Internet with an ever growing number of
users. Today, it is information and communication
technologies (ICT) that determine the level of social
development, influencing all spheres of human life.

The formation of a global information society
occurs ubiquitously, but in different countries
of the world this process differs by the degree of
intensity, breadth and depth of coverage. Today
in Kazakhstan the telecommunications market has
changed radically, new information technologies,
liberalization policy in the field of QMS (Quality
Management Systems as a collection of business
processes to satisfy customer requirements) have
opened new opportunities for the development of the
Internet, the emergence of new network operators,
Internet providers, new media, which leads to an
increase in the audience of Internet users.

The 21st century was marked by a wide spread
of social networks, the history of which started
at the beginning of 1995, when the first portal of
Classmates.com was created in the USA, which
allowed finding and exchanging information with
classmates, colleagues, acquaintances. Today social
networks have covered the whole world, the number
of its users is estimated at hundreds of millions.
In Kazakhstan, social networks quickly became
popular and are represented by different age and
professional categories.

Methodology and sources
The most common methods for assessing the

development of ICT in different countries of the
world is the Network Readiness Index and the ICT

Development Index. The state of ICT in Kazakhstan
can be studied on the basis of analysis of media
content, special studies and public opinion surveys.
In order to study the effectiveness of the state
information policy in the Republic of Kazakhstan, a
number of governmental documents were used: The
Concept of the State Information Policy, The Concept
of Information Society Formation, The Information
Security Doctrine, The Target Program «Electronic
State», the Program «Information Kazakhstan 2020».
Moreover, the necessary information is available
on the official Internet resource of the Ministry of
Information and Communications of the Republic
of Kazakhstan (Informational Kazakhstan-2020).

Discussion

The level of ICT development today is one
of the most important indicators of the economic
and social well-being of the state. Access to
ICT, use of ICT, practical knowledge of these
technologies by the population of the country is
extremely important in modern conditions, when
the world has already entered the age of The New
Technological Revolution. According to the ICT
Development Index, which represents the combined
indicator characterizing the achievements of the
countries of the world in terms of the development
of information and communication technologies,
in 2017 Kazakhstan took 52nd place among 176
states. In the top five of the ranking are Iceland,
South Korea, Switzerland, Denmark and the United
Kingdom. Four of the top five leaders are countries
in Europe, but other countries in South-East Asia
region (Hong Kong, Japan) are now joining South
Korea.

From the post-Soviet states our country is behind
after Estonia (17th place), Belarus (32nd), Latvia
(35th), Lithuania (41st) and Russia (45th place)
(Ranking of countries over the world). However,
Kazakhstan is a regional leader in ICT development
in Central Asia.

Another important indicator that reflects the
leading role of ICT in the development of innovations
is the Network Readiness Index, published by the
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World Economic Forum and the international
business school INSEAD. The index measures the
level of ICT development by 53 parameters, pooled
into three groups that characterizes the existence of
conditions for their development; readiness of the
population, businesses and the state bodies for the
use of ICT and the level of their use in all sectors.

In the 2017 Rating, Kazakhstan took the 40th
place, ahead of Russia. Among leaders of network
readiness are Singapore, Finland, Sweden, the
Netherlands and Norway. Outsiders, located at the
end of the rating are countries in Africa- Burundi,
Guinea and Chad (141, 142, 143 places).

The highest results among the post-Soviet
countries are in Estonia — 22nd place, Lithuania— 31
and Latvia — 33rd place (Network readiness index).

The difference between the highest index
for Singapore of 6.0 points and for the RK of 4.5
points, is sufficiently noticeable, but not critical. It is
quite possible to overcome this distance, especially
since such tasks are set in the program «Digital
Kazakhstan-2020».

As of 2016, the mobile phone is the leader in
terms of density of use by population. The coverage
of this ICT type in Kazakhstan was 96.8%. At the
same time, the level of SIM-cards usage has reached
almost 200% — that is, for every citizen of the
Republic of Kazakhstan, including infants and the
elderly, there are 2 SIM-cards. 58% of the population
has a desktop PC, 44.7% — a mobile PC, and 32% —
a tablet PC. Meanwhile, Almaty is behind Astana
in terms of the density of mobile phones usage, but
it is significantly ahead of the capital in terms of
indicator «number of mobile PCs» — 71.4% against
29%.

The Internet is an actively growing media
channel in Kazakhstan, its number of users is almost
twice as large as the coverage of the press. In July
2015, the number of Internet users in Kazakhstan
reached 3.47 million, 71% of the population aged 12
to 54 years enter the network at least once a month.

The density of Internet usage on average in the
country is 84.4%. At the same time, this indicator
includes not only connections via xDSL protocol,
but also via the mobile phone -3G and 4G / LTE.
The population coverage by the Internet in Astana in
2016 reached 99%, while in Almaty — 88%.

On average in the RK, 10.5% of the population
still use the technologies of the last century — dial-up
or ISDN. Wherein, Almaty with the index of 23% is
the leader in this negative rating, while in Astana it
is only 1.6%.

The percentage of using fixed broadband
(xDSL) connection on average in Kazakhstan was
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42% in 2016. Meanwhile in Almaty it is only 20.7%,
while in Astana — 85%. Terrestrial fixed wireless
broadband is used by 5.5% of the population, satellite
broadband — 1.9%, mobile broadband (including
3G,4G/LTE) — 69.2%. The latter is used in Almaty
among 58.6% of population and in Astana — among
36%. The other types of mobile Internet connections
(via analog mobile phone, GSM, GPRS and other
obsolete technologies) ion average account for
8.3%, including in Almaty — 21.7%, in Astana —
only 2.2% (The level of ICT penetration).

In 2016 almost 79% of the population of
Kazakhstan used the Internet at least once a day,
16% — at least once a week, less than once a week
— 5%. The most internet-using audience lives in
Astana — in the capital of those who enter the world
wide web every day — 98.5%. In Almaty, it is lower
—87.4%.

The program «Digital Kazakhstan» put
forward a target indicator to bring the penetration
of the Internet in Kazakhstan to 81 % by 2021
(Informational Kazakhstan-2020). Given the speed
and level of Internet penetration, this figure can be
surpassed in the very near future.

The audience in KazNet is represented by the
following categories:

— Women — 52.2%, wherein women between
the ages of 25 and 34 make up 19.1%;

— Men — 47.8%. The largest segment of the
male audience, which is at the age of 18 to 24 years
—1is only 13.5%.

Urban residents represent the largest segment of
the Internet — 67.5% of users in Kazakhstan.

By its nature, the most numerous are groups of
workers and employees, which together account for
almost 50% of users, while the more «advanced»
categories of managers and specialists make up 25
% (Internet-audience of Kazakhstan).

Today, Kaznet is the leader in Central Asia in
terms of the number of domains. Since its launch in
1994 and until November 1, 2014, 117,917 domain
names have been registered in the .KZ zone and
1,446 in the .KA3 zone. As of September 1, 2015,
its domain capacity increased by approximately 3%
to 123,870 domains ((KA3 + .KZ). As of August
2016, its capacity grew by another 2% to 125,411
domains. Since the beginning of 2017, the growth
rates of domain capacity have accelerated and by
optimistic forecasts have reached 140,000 at the end
of December 2017 (Kaznet: Domain density).

Meanwhile, despite the fact that the RK is the
leader in the density of domains in Central Asia,
there are 0,74 domains per 100 people in Kazakh-
stan, while in Kyrgyzstan it is 0.14, and in Uzbeki-
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stan — only 0.1. But in comparison with the aver-
age world values of about 4.4-4.5 domains per 100
people, this is almost 6 times less.

So, there is a huge work to be done to maximize
the density of domains in Kazakhstan to the world
average.

According to research on the development
of the Internet market in Kazakhstan, social net-
works are the preference for Kazakhstan people.
The history of social networks is associated with
the advent of the Internet, which opened up new
opportunities for rapid communication. Initially,
the networks were intended for the military, then
scientists joined, followed by the wide masses of
ordinary citizens. Created in 1995, the first such
portal Classmates.com, by 2008 had already 50
million subscribers.

In 2002, appeared a social network for business
contacts — LinkedIn, designed to find colleagues, va-
cancies and to post information about their profes-
sional activities. In 2016, the network had 433 mil-
lion participants.

In 2003, the MySpace blog platform was
launched, specifically aimed at young people who
want to read, listen to music, share video content,
post their photos and blogging. In 2008, it had 114.6
million users. For a long time it was the most pop-
ular social network in the world, but the situation
changed with the advent of Facebook.

The Facebook was launched in February 4, 2004
and was first available only to students at Harvard
University. Then the audience was expanded to
Stanford, Columbia and Yale universities. In Sep-
tember 2006, the network became open to all users
over thirteen years old.

During twelve years, the social network lost
its article and reached 1.71 billion active visitors
a month. Mark Zuckerberg became the world’s
youngest billionaire at 23 years of age in virtue of
his invention.

Facebook allows users to create their own page
with photos and information, communicate with
friends, leave messages on the walls, upload video
clips and create groups, as well as pages for compa-
nies. Facebook as a tool to influence the audience
use many large corporations and local organizations.
Actively this social network is used by businessmen
and politicians for reputational purposes.

In April 2016, the social network launched
Facebook Live — its own Periscope.

The most popular social network in Russia, is
Vkontakte. It was created by Pavel Durov on Octo-
ber 10, 2006 and was intended as a network site for
students and graduates of universities.

As of October 2016, more than 80,000,000 us-
ers enter the social network daily. Of these, 65% are
from Russia.

The social network Odnoklassniki was launched
by Albert Popkov on March 26, 2005. In just eight
months, the number of registered users reached 1.5
million, in 2007 this figure rose to 4 million.

In 2008, by analogy with Classmates, a paid
subscription was introduced, but this time — not for
additional functions, but at the registration stage.
The popularity of the site declined, users switched
to Vkontacte, and in 2010 paid registration was can-
celed. In 2010, 56% of network users are people
aged 25-44.

In 2016, the function of money transfers and
streaming broadcasts appeared on the social net-
work, the company released the application «OK
video» for Smart TV and integrated with Instagram.

In 2006, Twitter was launched. It was an SMS-
service for communicating with a small group of
people. The question «What are you doing now?»
was the main from the very beginning. The first
tweet appeared on March 21, 2006, Jack Dorsey
left it: «I just set up my twttr». Messages on Twitter
a few years ago could be published from ordinary
phones — by sending to the required number text
for posting. Initially, the number of characters was
limited to 140. To fit the link, using abbreviations
became popular. In 2016, there were made indul-
gences — and the service ceased to take into account
the links in the constraint.

The whole point of Twitter is to put into these
140 characters the idea, thought, information for
your friends. Briefness is the sister of talent.

In 2010, a social network appeared on the stage,
the counter of which is square photos, similar to Po-
laroid photos, and filters. Five years after the launch,
Instagram finally gave the opportunity to add photos
and videos of any form.

In 2012, Facebook bought Instagram, the total
purchase amount was one billion dollars, but in fact
it cost 49 times more.

Why Instagram worked? Because photos are a
universal language. Users do not even need to read
caption, because the photos processed with filters
tell stories by themselves.

For the first day after the launch of Instagram
in 2010, it registered 25 thousand people. Consider-
ing the fact that the network initially worked only
on i0S. In 2012, Facebook CEO Mark Zuckerberg
announced the 200 million registered users. In De-
cember 2014 Instagram by the number of users by-
passed Twitter. In June 21, 2016, the number of us-
ers reached 500 million people.
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In social networks Vkontakte and Facebook,
people tell stories and share their thoughts. And the
authors, that is, the creators of the original content,
more in Facebook. In the Russian analogue, users
prefer reposts.

In Twitter people does not share stories, but
short notes. Microblogs teach laconism, they make
you put ideas into a limited number of characters.

Instagram involves communication on a visual
level. Sometimes it’s easier to make a photo or vid-
eo instead of describing something in detail. Such a
narrow focus of the content in Instagram guaranteed
it success.

Today, social networks in Kazakhstan are wide-
ly used, they are used by 70% of the population.
According to a study conducted on February 16 —
March 16, 2017, among the population of the Re-
public of Kazakhstan aged between 18 and 55 years
old, according to the sample representing the popu-
lation of towns and villages, the audience of users
of social networks is distributed unevenly by gen-
der and age categories. Thus, among users, women
make up 55%, men — 45%. Urban citizens are more
active in social networks, among them 76% of users,
whereas among rural residents — 61%.

Those who are married are less active in social
networks — among them 65% of users, while among
unmarried — 81% of users.

The largest share of users of social networks
was recorded in Astana — 88% of respondents, the
smallest — in Shymkent — 61% use social networks.

Currently, the most popular networks are:
VKontakte — 43%; Classmates — 34%; Instagram —
31%; My World — 21%; Facebook — 19%; Twitter —
5% and others — 3% (Social networks in Kazakhstan).

VKontakte is represented mainly by urban
citizens, among them the share of users is 63%, and
among rural residents — 37%. The share of women
is 52%, men — 48%. 60% of Vkontakte users are
young people aged 18-29. The group of users aged
30-40 years is 28% and aged 41-55 years — 12%.

Users Classmates are predominantly urban
population — 63%, rural residents — 37%. Among

users number women greater than men — 58% and
42% respectively. The largest share — group aged
30-40 years old — 37%, the youth of 18-29 years —
34% of users, the older group of 41-55 years old —
30%.

Instagram — users represent mainly the urban
population — 67%, rural residents — 33%. Among
users women outweight men — 58% and 42%
respectively. It is noticable that in this social network
the largest share is the youth aged 18-29 — 62%.
Much fewer representatives of the age group 30-40
years — 26% and the group 41-55 years — 12%.

Users of My World is mostly urban population
— 69%, rural residents — 31%. Among users women
outweight men — 53% and 47% respectively. If we
talk about age characteristics, the largest share of
users are the youth of 18-29 years — 44%. Users
from 30 to 40 years old — 35%, the senior group 41-
55 years — 21%.

Facebook users — 66% — urban population, rural
residents — 34%. Among the users women outweight
men — 55% and 45% respectively. If we talk about
age characteristics, the largest proportion of users
are youth 18-29 years — 54% of users. Users from
30 to 40 years old — 32%, senior group 41-55 years
— 14%.

In the regional context, the share of users of
social networks most popular among Kazakhstan
population is presented in Table 1.

In the regional context of urban users of
Vkontakte, the largest share is occupied by Almaty
residents — 18%, roughly the same shares — residents
of the cities of Karaganda and Shymkent (12% and
11% respectively). Astana and Ust-Kamenogorsk
have 8% of users, Aktobe and Taldykorgan — 6%,
Taraz and Kostanay — 5% and Pavlodar — 4%.
Among urban users of social network Classmates,
more than half of the users are residents of Almaty
(22%), Karaganda (16%) and Astana (14%). Among
the users of the Instagram network, the largest share
is occupied by Almaty residents — 18%. On second
place, the residents of Karaganda — 13% and on the
third place — Shymkent with 10%.

25% of the audience of the social network My
World are residents of Almaty, 17% — Karaganda
people and 15% — Shymkent people.

Among Facebook users, 34% are Almaty
residents. The residents of Shymkent, Karaganda
and Astana occupy 9% each.

In general, representation in all social networks
under consideration is dominated by residents of the
southern capital Almaty, Karaganda residents in the
second place and Shymkent residents on the third.
Residents of the capital Astana took only the fourth
place in this rating.

Conclusion

Today the spread of the Internet in Kazakhstan
is very high, in some regions of the country the level
of its penetration is approaching 100%. Especially,
it concerns the population of the capital — Astana.
Meanwhile, Internetization in rural areas is rather
weak, access to modern broadband Internet is
difficult and limited.

The use of the Internet in Kazakhstan is
constrained by the following factors:

— low readiness and lack of need for it among
the population of the country, especially among
rural and older age groups;

— sufficiently high cost of connection, which
does not suit many potential users;

— fears of the population for the safety
of personal data and safety for children and
adolescents.

To increase the availability of the Internet, the
program «Digital Kazakhstan» was lauched, which
aims to bring the level of its penetration to 81%.

Social networks are actively used by residents of
Kazakhstan, now the number of users has exceeded
70%. The most popular social networks in the
country are VKontakte, Odnoklassniki, Instagram,
My World, Facebook and Twitter. The most active
users of social networks live in Almaty, their
representation is lower in Karaganda, Shymkent and
Astana. Very low activity of users is observed in
Taraz, Kostanay and Pavlodar.
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CENTRAL ASIAN UPRISING OF 1916
IN MODERN FOREIGN HISTORIOGRAPHY

The article considers the uprising of 1916 in Central Asia and its study in modern foreign historiog-
raphy. The aim of the article is to determine the main directions and methods used by foreign scientists
in studying uprising of 1916 in Central Asia. The study is aimed identifying the approaches of foreign
scientists in explaining the causes of uprising of 1916, revealing the scale of the uprising and their con-
sequences. Authors A.Morrison, T.Kotyukova, T.Uyama, M.Olkott, X.Hallez, .Ohayon and others have
defined possibilities of further studying of an uprising of 1916 in a historical science. The results of this
article can be used in the content of elective courses in the subsequent educational process and in the
development of scientific articles.

Introduction

Historical events, which took part in the begin-
ning of the XX century, which is called Central
Asian uprising of 1916 have different points of
view and were in the center of discussions all the
time, even after 100 years. In this article, we want
to discuss problems of studying the Central Asian
uprising of 1916 in modern foreign historiography,
different foreign approaches of studying, opinions
about reasons and causes of uprising; nevertheless,
it is an outside view.

Today the Central Asian uprising of 1916 is one
of the most unexplored topics of Central Asian his-
tory. For a hundred years, native and foreign his-
torians have not been able to come up with com-
mon terms and concepts and could not determine
the characteristics of events. For example, there is
a broad terminological range — «rebellion,» «insur-
rection,» «events,» «disturbances,» «riots,» «protest
movement» (Mazhitov, 2006) and «uprising.» With
the establishment of Soviet power, the term «upris-
ingy» is increasingly used and finally approved and is
used up to the present time both in Russian, Central
Asian and foreign historiography.

Thus, a lot of obscure moments were noted by
native and foreign historians. It is clear that neither
in the scientific works of the last century, nor in the
studies of our time, there are precise information on
the number of deaths during the uprising, there is no
reliable statistics on the participants of the uprising
that fled to China, and there is no information on the
number of people, who returned back to their home-
lands and other unclear moments.

Methodology and sources

The main sources of this research paper was
based on a wide range of written sources, articles
of Alexander Morrison, Tomohiko Uyama, Xavier
Hallez and Tatyana Kotyukova, books written by
Jorn Happel and Martha Olcott, and other written
archival sources and collections of works.

As a conceptual base in the article taken views
and opinions developed in the works of foreign
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scientists T.Uyama, A.Morrison, T. Kotyukova. In
addition, the authors used comparative-historical
method, as well as general methods of scientific
knowledge: analysis and synthesis. Also, was con-
sidered collection of documents and materials: The
Uprising of 1916 in Turkestan: documentary evi-
dences of general tragedy, which was complied by
Tatyana Kotyukova in 2016.

In the Soviet historiography the reasons and
character of the uprising of 1916 were differently
considered depending on the authority and closely
reflected the policy of the authorities in Central
Asia, was directly connected and varied depending
on the political situation, and ultimately subordi-
nated to the specific needs of the Soviet leadership
of a particular period. If in the beginning historians
and scientists were afraid of repressions and punish-
ments, according political atmosphere of that time,
they could not do surveys from the participants and
eyewitnesses of the uprising, had not full access to
the materials connected uprising. Then different
approaches and thesis appeared, sometimes unbe-
lievable. In short, Soviet historiography which was
based on Marxist-Lenin approach could not answer
to all questions and could not give full picture of the
uprising, so in the first half of the XX century there
were no monographies connecting uprising of 1916.
Only in the second half of the XX century they ap-
peared. And today a big quantity of scientists pay
attention and study this topic, moreover, foreign sci-
entists do their inputs in studying this problem.

Motives and causes of uprising of 1916 in
foreign historiography

The overall economic situation in the steppe was
deteriorating rapidly in the years immediately prior
to World War I. Of course, some Kazakhs received
assistance, but most of the population felt the impact
of the continuing land seizures, which by that time
were concentrated in Syr Darya and Semirechye
regions. (Olcott, 1995: 118). According to Martha
Olcott life conditions of Kazakh people began to
deteriorate before 1916, the biggest problem was
land seizure for peasants from Russia and Ukraine.
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Economic situation was exacerbated by the war
conditions. The war devoured a huge amount of
raw materials, food, livestock and other materials.
Kazakhs were requested to provide with horses and
meat as a help for the Russian Empire.

The immediate cause for the uprising was
the Emperor’s Decree of June 25, 1916, on the
mobilization of «indigenous population» of
Kazakhstan, Central Asia and in part of Siberia,
aged from 19 to 43 years old to rear works during
the First World War was the direct reason for
mass protests. Precisely, it was a motive. Besides,
the decree used the word not «mobilization», but
«requisition», as it was about the requisition of
cattle. From Kazakhstan and Central Asia, 400,000
people should be requisitioned, including more than
100,000 from the steppe regions of Kazakhstan, and
87,000 rubles from Semirechye.

The main reasons for the revolt were socio-
economic and political factors: the intensification
of colonial oppression, the seizure of lands, the
growing taxes, the exploitation of workers, the
policy of russification carried out by tsarism against
the Kazakh and other nations, the sharp deterioration
of the position of the broad masses in connection
with the war.

Jorn Happel shows in his book about Uprising
«Nomadische Lebenswelten Und Zarische Politik:
Der Aufstand in Zentralasien 1916» which was
published in 2010, that this was a chaotic event of
enormous proportions resulting in 250,000 nomads
escaping to the China and Khiva and the death of
20,000 Russians and between 100,000-200,000
nomads. Locally, the Uprising is referred to as
«Urkun» , which means exodus. For Happel, the
Uprising 1916 symbolized the end of the Russian
colonial policies and the beginning of the end of the
empire (p. 56), just as the Uprising 1898 in Andijan
was a symptom of the collapse of the imperial center.

The Urkun, or exodus, is a trauma that runs deep
in Kyrgyz culture to this day. In the aftermath of
the revolt, Turkestan’s governor general, Aleksey
Kuropatkin, issued a notorious decree that land was
to be seized for settlement «wherever Russian blood
was shed.» He proposed creating an ethnically-
cleansed zone for Russian settlement on the best land
in the region around Issyk-Kul, with Kyrgyz forcibly
relocated to mountainous areas near Naryn. In effect,
Kuropatkin wanted to impose what would have been
a system of apartheid. (Morrison, 2017: 144-145).

Thus, Russian colonial regime wanted to punish
in this way and they succeeded in it. Because really
a big amount of people were moved from their
pasturable and arable lands and relocated to small or

absolutely unsuitable for housekeeping desert and
mountainous areas.

There is a question, were the events of 1916 a
genocide, as some Kazakh and Kyrgyz historians
and opposition politicians maintain? In Morrison’s
opinion, the answer is «no.» The term «genocide»
has a very clear legal definition. There is no clear
evidence that the Russian colonial regime would
have the «intention to destroy, in whole or in
part,» the Kirghiz and the Kazakhs as a «national,
ethnic, racial or religious group». In January of
1917. Kuropatkin even planned to take measures to
achieve the returning Kyrgyz and Kazakh, although
his actions are explained more likely by the fact
that the empire needs these people as a work force
(Morrison, 2017: 145).

The bitter consequences of colonialism cannot
and should not be ignored or denied, as is often the
case in Russia, but the policy of cultural purity is
a dead end. In this respect, Central Asia is not so
different from Western Europe or North America, as
Morrison concludes.

One more interesting article was written by
Tomohiko Uyama, where he asks a question « Why
did a major uprising take place only in Central
Asia?». Actually, as we know, order of mobilization
was also declared among the «indigenous» of
Siberia, the Caucasus and Kalmykia. He tried to
answer this question by analyzing and comparing
some of the institutional and practical features of
the administration in the Central Asia in the colonial
period.

It is clear that decree about mobilization was
just a motive, the real causes were precisely in those
deep economic and political contradictions that
were created as a result of the unrestrained colonial
exploitation of the Russian Empire of Central Asia
during 50 years of its dominance. It was formulation
in Soviet historiography, because it corresponds to
a Marxist approach that attached greater importance
to the socio-economic roots of historical events
than their probable causes. We must admit that it is
useful for understanding insurrection in Semirechye,
where the discontent of the Kyrgyz with land issue
in connection with the resettlement of Russian
peasants. Nevertheless, it retains its decisive
importance along with itself call for rear work as an
occasion for an uprising. (Uyama, 2017).

As he wrote earlier (Uyama, 2001: 80-83),
the decree about mobilization was one of the
significant causes of the uprising. It was prepared in
a hurry, without discussion in the State and without
consultation with the governors. Moreover, the
order on involving the population «for work on the

construction of defensive structures and military
communications in the army» without explaining
the specific content of these works provoked the
dissemination of false rumors about the deadly
danger of work, allegedly conducted under fire. The
absence of instructions in the order and mobilization
process created the possibility of its manipulation by
officials and local administrators, which gave rise to
the discontent of people.

If the advertisement about mobilization was one
of the main causes, there appears a question about
other regions of Empire. Why did a major uprising
take place only in Central Asia?

The most violent insurgency found itself in
a region with a large number of peasant settlers
and high competition for land and water resources
(Semirechye), suggests the existence of deeper
internal conflicts, generated by colonization and
released in 1916. Recent studies show that such
judgments, in spite of their retrospective character,
contain a considerable part of truth. Bloodshed and
enmity between immigrants and nomads was not
uncommon, but, rather, a common occurrence in the
years preceding 1916 (Happel, 2016). Report of K.
K. Palen on the official audit of the administration of
the Turkestan Krai for 1910 warns that uncontrolled
peasant colonization «lays the seeds of ethnic strife
in the foreign land» (Palen, 1910: 406. Morrison,
2017: 147).

Overall, attempts to escape the call to work
were widely spread, and locally there was also
local resistance, but nowhere except Central Asia
were mass and prolonged uprisings. Caucasus and
Yakutia differed from Central Asia that the order
about compulsory call to work was abolished
in these regions. It was voluntarily. The similar
measures could stop the escalation of the uprising in
the Central Asia: Ferghana region had caused unrest
in many cities and villages from 9 to 16 July, but did
not overgrow in major bloody confrontations. They
ceased immediately after the governor Alexander
Gippius had arbitrarily announced a recruitment of
volunteers to work (Uyama, 2017: 105).

The difference in the situation can be partially
explained by the peculiarities of other regions. Thus,
it can be assumed that Kalmyks and Buryats were
relatively well familiar with the work connected
with the Russian army, since part of their ancestors
served in the Don, Orenburg and Trans-Baikal
Cossacks troops. And the Russian authorities in the
North Caucasus, that had lots of uprisings and riots
since the nineteenth century, tried to be cautious
about innovations in order not to provoke the local
population. The same situation could influence the
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above behavior of the governor of the Ferganaregion,
which was considered the most troubled region in
Central Asia. Furthermore, Uyama draws attention
to the institutional difference in the administration
between Central Asia and other regions.

There were no metric books in Central Asia, and
family lists often were inaccurate or lost. When the
call for rear works was announced, local («native»)
administrators had to draw up a list of individuals,
subject to mobilization, without specific data. Rich
people and administrations often manipulated the
list (or suspected to be manipulated) and changed
the age so that the undesirable ones were mobilized,
and their sons were not. Although the forms of
resistance were different, the most common behavior
at the initial stage of the uprising in Central Asia
were attacks to the local administration and seizure
of family lists or lists of conscripts.

As for Turkestan, Russian authorities did not
set up a spiritual meeting. Orenburg Kazakhs and
Siberian departments (i.e. the territory of present
Kazakhstan except for its southern part) were quite
formally subordinated to the Orenburg Mohammedan
spiritual assembly, but were withdrawn from its
jurisdiction in 1868. Subsequently, the authorities
ignored Kazakhs numerous petitions about their
return to the Orenburg spiritual assembly or the
organization of a special spiritual management for
them (Uyama, 2008: 143-148).

The only region where metric books were
conducted was the Inner Kazakh (Bukeyev) horde,
which was a part of Astrakhan province and
remained under jurisdiction of the Orenburg spiritual
assembly (Turemuratov, 2012). Therefore, it is quite
natural that in 1916 there was no any uprisings.

The lack of metric documents and accurate
family lists was a consequence of priest expulsion
from administrative affairs and poor supervision of
local administration work, which was a manifestation
of the segregation character of Russian authorities in
Central Asia that was not deeply involved in local
community problems. Although Russian officials
had enormous power, they were little, they did not
know the local languages, and were not almost
familiar with the local life. Russian government
could enlist help of local elites by including them
in the category of Russian nobility, as it did before
with respect to Tatars, Bashkirs and people of the
Caucasus. That, with rare exceptions, had not been
done in Central Asia, due to contempt for nomadic
people and fears against Muslims, which intensified
by the time of Turkestan conquest.

Till the last 20 years Russian historians did
not pay enough attention to this revolt. One of the
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first who started research and started writing about
uprising was V. Buldakov. But, he wrote that in
the movement of the «local people» were present
not only religious features but also russophobic,
and the actions of the insurgents, without giving
any examples, equated to «the bloody ritual»
(Buldakov, 1995: 23). At the same time, he pointed
out that the massacre carried out by the government
troops took «the features of the genocide — the
largest one after the Armenian massacres in Turkey
in 1915» (Ibid, 23). In another article, the author
acknowledged that the responsibility for escalating
violence lies on Russian immigrants and the local
administration.

One of the directions of the Russian
historiography is an imperial approach. Referring
to Alexander Lokshin this direction includes the
publication of the young Moscow historian A. Ganin
(Ganin, 2008: 152-201). In an article in the history
faculty of the Moscow State University after MV
Lomonosov in 2006 (Ganin, 2006), Ganin refers the
uprising of 1916 as the «Turkestan insurrection».
He strongly criticizes both Soviet and Central Asian
authors, while not stopping at the racist assertion
and pointing out that they are all «almost exclusively
immigrants from the indigenous population of
Central Asia and Kazakhstan.» They are, who try
to «hide primarily the ethno-confessional basis
of events» and do not want to admit that «the real
massacre» occurred in the summer and autumn of
1916 in Turkestan and the Steppe region, and not
the national liberation uprising (Ganin, 2008, 153)
, «The speech was ethno-confessional and even
separatist ... character» (Lokshin, 2017).

The honor of modern Russian historiography
was saved by the monography of V.Buldakov
and T. Leontieva, published in 2015, «The war
that gave rise to the revolution: Russia, 1914-
1917.» It focuses on psychological factors, which,
according to the authors, played a significant role
in the collapse of the empire. In an extremely small
section, «Awakening the suburbs?» historians
note the aggravation of the interethnic situation in
the empire during the war years. Its indicator they
consider the widespread growth of anti-Semitism,
the spread of anti-German, anti-Polish, anti-Muslim
sentiments, widespread spies (Lokshin, 2017).

Turning to the mobilization policy, the authors
point out that «the most tragic result was the events in
Central Asia and Kazakhstan.» They write about the
cases of adored cruelties and atrocities, the terrible
consequences of the uprising: «At the Shamsa Pass, a
group of Cossacks shot 1.5 thousand Kyrgyz, mostly
women, old people, children. Fearing repression, up

to 300 thousand Kazakhs and Kyrgyz left to China.
« Buldakov and Leontyeva note that as a result of
the suppression of the uprising, over 100 thousand
Kazakhs and Kirghiz died» (Buldakov, Leontieva,
2015:343).

At the same time, as can be seen from the
monography, the authors refused to use such terms
as «bloody ritual» and «genocide», which Buldakov
in 1995, as noted above, characterized the actions of
government troops in suppressing the uprising.

The revolt proved to be very costly to the
Kazakhs. It is impossible to find precise figures on
the loss of life directly or indirectly attributable to the
revolt. There is relatively good date on population
decline only for Semirechye. The population of the
Dzharkent uezd declined by 73 percent in the period
between the onset of World War I and January 1,
1917, in Przhevalsk by 70 percent, in Lepsinsk by
47 persent, in Vernyi by 45 present, and in Pishpek
by 42 present (Olcott, 1995: 125).

Xavier Hallez tells about revolt in Turgai region,
by comparing uprising of 1916 with the revolt of
Kenesary Kasymov. He puts legitimacy of power in
the center of discussion. Abdigapar Dzhanbosynov
was descendant of K.Kasymov and Amangeldi
Imanov was son of Iman who was a batyr and one of
the lieutenants of K.Kasymov. Dzhanbosynov and
Imanov used the legitimacy of power inherited from
Kenesary. Comparison of two revolt shows that the
generic strategy had not changed, most people were
kypchaks.(Hallez, 2016)

There are still many aspects of the Central Asian
revolt of 1916 that remain very poorly researched.
Isabelle Ohayon connects Uprising of 1916 with
the Armed Protest during the Collectivization and
Sedentarization (1929-1930). She analyzes the
similarities and consequences, political language of
those times, numerous figures (Bajkadam Karaldin,
Mirzhakup Dulatov) who took part in both revolts
and so on. According to Ohayon, they both look like
to each other, especially in Turgai region, which
were characterized by a high degree of organization
and violence (Ohayon, 2016).

We have a lot of questions without answers,
because interpretations of some events and facts are
ambiguous. All forces are directed to find «enemies»
and «guilty», forgetting that the study of any case
that claimed thousands of human lives requires
deliberation and correctness in assessments, and
not the construction of a new historical myths after
one century (Kotyukova, 2017: 61). Really, people
need to think about future, about how to avoid such
kind of tragedy in the future, but not about whom to
blame in the uprising of Central Asia of 1916.
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Conclusion

To sum up, modern foreign historiography is
making a tangible contribution to the process of
studying the 1916 uprising in Central Asia. New
scientific concepts and theories were put forward on
the basis of a wide range of sources introduced into
historical circulation. So, what kind of outcomes we
can do according to our article? First, vast amount
of foreign scientists pay attention to the revolt
happened in Turkestan and Semirechye regions.
Second, identified different approaches that used
while explaining the reasons of uprising. Third, now
we know what is Urkun, or exodus, why did a major
uprising take place only in Central Asia?, and that
scientist like Hallez compares uprising of 1916 with

the uprising of K.Kasymov or Ohayon compares with
the Armed Protest during the Collectivization (1929-
1930). Nevertheless, many aspects of the uprising
remain controversial and need further development.
Simultaneously, it is necessary to avoid politicized
approaches, to abandon any confrontational arguments
for proving the truth of only their position when using
not entirely reliable facts. At the same time, historical
science is facing the task of bringing the study of
the national liberation movement of 1916 in Central
Asia with the level of theoretical comprehension
and determining the ways for its further study based
on an analysis of published historical studies and
the revealed range of new sources. Problems and
questions connecting to uprising are waiting for more
deeper research and answers.
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R.G. KUZEYEV’S CONTRIBUTION
TO THE STUDY OF THE BASHKIR SHEZHERE

The contribution of the well-known scientist-ethnologist R.G. Kuzeyev to the study of the bashkir
genealogical chronicles — shezhere — the peculiar written monuments of XVI-XIX and sometimes even
earlier centuries is considered in the article. Of special interest in the plan of our theme are the studies of
R.G. Kuzeyev, in whose works hundreds of bashkir stories, legends, and genealogies have been studied.
A special place is given to R.G. Kuzeyev’s scientific research on the identification of shezhere’s hand-
written texts, the publication of texts, the creation of shezhere’s corps, the concentration of handwritten
texts in the archives, the purposeful work to find, collect and study the ancient texts of the genealogical
chronicles shezhere. The author notes Kuzeyev’s invaluable contribution to the development of a com-
prehensive approach to ethnogenetic research.

Intoduction

Bashkir shezheres, being written monuments,
are at the same time the continuation of a long-
standing oral tradition. The study of many issues
of the ethnic history of bashkirs and the expansion
of the chronological framework of research became
possible due to the introduction of the Bashkir she-
zheres into the scientific circulation.

One of the researchers who dedicated his work
to a holistic understanding of the bashkir shezheres
or genealogical chronicles is an outstanding sci-
entist Rail Gumerovich Kuzeyev, corresponding
member of the Russian Academy of Sciences, ac-
ademician of the Academy of Sciences of the Re-
public of Bashkortostan, Doctor of Historical Sci-
ences, an outstanding ethnologist, founder of the
Museum of Archeology and Ethnography in Ufa ,
the first director of the Center for Ethnological Re-
search (now — the Institute of Ethnological Research
named after R.G. Kuzeyev) of the Ufa Science
Center of the Russian Academy of Sciences. His
student, colleague and ally, who worked with him
for many years, Professor N.V. Bikbulatov rightly
noted: «The problem of ethnogenesis of the bashkir
people occupies a central place in the works of R.G.
Kuzeyev» (Bikbulatov, 1994:6). R.G. Kuzeyev’s
focus of scientific interests was unusually large. He
contributed to the development of such areas like
historical and traditional ethnography, socioeco-
nomic and political history, the history of culture,
archeology, anthropology and population genetics,
shezherology, museology, ethnodemography, eth-
nolinguistics, ethnosociology and ethnopolis. This
article is dedicated to an analysis of his experience
in studying genealogical chronicles or shezhere.

The object of the study is R.G. Kuzeyev’s
contribution in the study of the Bashkir shezhere —
genealogical chronicles, which, in addition to pedi-
grees, contain valuable historical information like
synchronous in time recording of texts and for ear-
lier periods.

The subject of the research is the main content
of the scientific activity of R.G. Kuzeyev to attract
one of the vast circles of sources of data genealogi-
cal records of tribes, clans and villages — shezhere,
folk stories and legends, tribal names, tamgas.

The overall goal of the study is to reflect the
contribution of R.G. Kuzeyev in the study of the ori-
gin and formation of the Bashkir people in general,
and Bashkir genealogical chronicles — shezhere in
particular.

The goal of this article is to show the role and
significance of the multifaceted scientific activity of
R.G. Kuzeyev in the study of genealogical chroni-
cles-shezhere of the bashkir people, an analysis of
his experience of researches in this area.

Main part

At the present time, there are still a number of
poorly studied and debatable questions on the study
of genealogical traditions-shezhere, the compilation
of which was distributed among many Turkic peo-
ples. Along with the problems of deep and extensive
study of genealogical records in the researches of
scientists R.G. Kuzeyev occupies a special place,
in whose scientific researches on ethnic history of
bashkirs and the expansion of the chronological
framework of research became possible due to the
introduction of the bashkir genealogical chronicles
— shezhere into the scientific circulation (Kuzeyev,
1960).

As his student, professor R.I. Yakupov, rightly
points out, the formation of R.G. Kuzeyev as an eth-
nographer is associated with the names of research-
ers like S.P. Tolstov, N.N. Cheboksarov, S.A. Tok-
arev, .M. Potekhin, S.M. Abramzon and others, i.e.
with the classical school that developed in the In-
stitute of Ethnography named after N.N. Miklukho-
Maclay of Academy of Sciences of the USSR in the
first half of the last century. R.G. Kuzeyev gained
the experience of field ethnographic work in the
large-scale Central Asian expedition of the USSR
Academy of Sciences, the training unit of which un-
der the leadership of S.M. Abramzon worked in the
Tien Shan (Yakupov, 2010: 112).

The study of the origin and formation of the
bashkir people in the 1950-1970 years of the XX
century became the main content of R.G. Kuzeyev’s
scientific activity. He attracted a wide range of
sources to the development of the problem. For the
first time, genealogical records of tribes of clans
and villages, tribal names, tamgas were widely used
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and evidences of medieval written monuments were
carefully studied.

To do this R.G. Kuzeyev carried out a special
analysis of the bashkir genealogical chronicles —
shezhere together with his colleagues.

The work takes systematic character to identi-
fy, collect and study written monuments from the
middle of 1950-s. In a short period of time, it was
found during a field work of scientific expeditions
in the regions of Bashkortostan, in the hand-written
funds of the Institute of Histories, Language and Lit-
erature of the Bashkir Scientific Center of the Ural
Academy of Sciences of the USSR a considerable
number of sources.

An important result of scientific research was
the book by R.G. Kuzeyev «Bashkir shezhere»
(1960), where photocopies, transcriptions and
translations into Russian of 25 shezheres were giv-
en for the first time. Bashkir shezheres, based on
genealogical legends, was originally spoken orally.
However, as R.G. Kuzeyev writes, «in the 15th-
16th centuries, in connection with the development
of the productive forces and progress in the public
life of the bashkirs, the need was born to create
an official edition of the most popular shezheres
and thus create written versions of the shezheres
which subsequently, when removing from them
numerous copies, less than usual were subjected to
changesy». (Kuzeyev, 1960:13)

By structure and content, the bashkir shezheres
can be divided into three groups: 1) the genealogical
tree in the form of a scheme where the male names
of the members of the clan are numerically listed;
2) the genealogical scheme with textual explanatory
expressions; 3) shezhere-text, in form and content
resembling the chronicle, the annals, the legend
(Fattahutdinova, 1985: 30-37).

In the collection «Bashkir shezheres»
R.G. Kuzeyev published 25 shezheres. Manuscripts
for publication were selected in such a way that, per-
haps, the Bashkir tribes and clans were more widely
represented. The collection includes the shezheres
of the tribes like Yurmats, Ming, Burzyan, Kipchak,
Usergan, Tamyan, Tabyn and Ayle, i.e. the largest
tribal organizations of Eastern Bashkortostan. At the
same time, the collection includes those shezheres,
that are of considerable interest from the point of
view of history and ethnography of Bashkiria. The
reliability of the texts was of great importance in the
selection for the collection.

The collection contains photocopies of shezhere,
transcriptions and translations of texts into Russian.

Stylistic and linguistic features of the sources
are preserved when transcribing.

The collection is supplied with commentaries,
mainly of historical and ethnographic character
(Kuzeyev, 1960: 21-22).

In another monograph «The Origin of the
Bashkir people» R.G. Kuzeyev not only builds his
conclusions on narrative and documentary sourc-
es and synchronous field observations, but also
checks them on the materials of ethnonyms (pedi-
grees, folk legends, epic works). The author him-
self expresses this idea as follows: «The study of
many issues of the ethnic history of the bashkirs
and the expansion of the chronological framework
of research became possible due to the introduc-
tion of the bashkir shezheres into the scientific
revolution.» (Kuzeyev, 1974:33) In the opinion of
N.V. Bikbulatov, «The work «The Origin of the
bashkir beople» became the basis for the develop-
ment of studies on the histories of peoples, their
languages and cultures in the Ural-Volga region,
the North Caucasus, Central Asia, Kazakhstan,
Western Siberia. At present, not only in Bashkiria,
but also in the scientific centers of Central Asia and
Kazakhstan, Siberia, the Caucasus, the Volga re-
gion, Moscow and St. Petersburg there are hardly
any publications on the problems of ethnogenesis of
ethnic history, folklore, dialectology and the histo-
ry of languages peoples of Eurasia, in which would
not have been used the results of R.G. Kuzeyev’s
researches» (Bikbulatov, 1996: 3-11).

In the work of R.G. Kuzeyev and other research-
ers, the question of careful study of numerous vari-
ants of shezhere texts was repeatedly raised, because
absolutely identical texts do not exist; each copyist
brought his individuality to the text.

In the joint report of R.G. Kuzeyev and
R.Kh. Khalikova at the Second All-Union Turkic
Conference in Alma-Ata, which was held on Sep-
tember 27-29, 1976, was said about the genealogi-
cal records of the bashkirs, the history of their col-
lection, and also about the need to include them in
scientific use. The authors of the joint report paid
special attention to the use of the bashkir shezheres
as a historical source and a monument to the lan-
guage, the importance of establishing the nature of
«genealogical records» and the conditions for their
existence, addressing the issues of the accumula-
tion and publication of shezhere texts, their dating, a
common source assessment of this source (Kuzeyev,
Khalikova, 1980: 355-357).

The value ofthe research results of R.G. Kuzeyev
is also determined by his empirical basis. For de-
cades the researcher has accumulated materials and
sources. He always understood the importance of
this work, confirming that the search for sources is
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the «basical problem» of historiography (Kuzeyev,
1978: 7).

It is not by chance that R.G. Kuzeyev always
promoted the development of regional and all-rus-
sian archeography, he initiated the creation of the
South Ural branch of the archeographic commission
of the USSR Academy of Sciences. The commis-
sion, whose work he headed, discovered and pub-
lished thousands of historical documents, including
genealogical chronicles-shezheres, the middle ages
and the modern times. The activity of this depart-
ment in this direction was, in many ways, success-
ful and effective, primarily due to the consolidation
and coordination of the efforts of archivists, histori-
ans, philologists, local historians in the field of ar-
cheography and source study, and also through the
implementation of a number of activities (confer-
ences, meetings, seminars, publications etc.), aim-
ing to draw the attention of the scientific community
to the theoretical and practical issues of archeogra-
phy. New materials of genealogical records are in-
troduced into historical and historical-philological
research. Collecting, processing, recording, storing
in historical, philological research of these sources
acquires paramount importance.

At the initiative of R.G. Kuzeyev, the
implementation of archeographic research began:
the description of the shezhere manuscripts for the
purpose of dating them, the disclosure of the content
for research, the simplification of cataloging and
facsimile editions of individual written texts with
preliminary and carefully conducted textual training.
Various techniques and principles for the description
of manuscripts are being developed, which are
constantly being improved. «A careful description
of the monuments of the Eastern script is the most
important precondition for the investigation of the
source, its publication, the most important condition
and prerequisite for extracting from it all possible
source information. It is appropriate to emphasize
the interrelationship between archeographical
and textual problems: archaeographic preparation
of documents not only precedes the textual, but
also largely predetermines its level, and also the
completeness of the historical interpretation of the
text,»- noted R.G. Kuzeyev (Kuzeyev, 1985: 8).

R.G. Kuzeyev attached importance to
ethnogony. «Ethnogony is the people’s knowledge
about the origin of the folk, about its migrations,
about its ethnic and cultural ties with these or other

peoples» (Kuzeyev, 1984:147). The structure of
ethnogony includes genealogy. Rail Gumerovich
himself wrote that he created «the corps of the
Bashkir people’s ethnogony» with hard work on
the field in the regions of Bashkiria, in archives,
storages and libraries (Kuzeyev, 1989: 233). The
publication of the collection «Bashkir shezheres» by
R.G. Kuzeyev, as T.M. Garipov notes, marked «the
beginning of a new direction of scientific researches
— the shezherology» (Garipov, 1989: 8).

R.G. Kuzeyev proposed and developed a
complex approach to ethnogenetic researches,
implying the use of written sources, archeology,
ethnography, anthropology, linguistics, folklore. The
ethnographic material was the main thing for R.G.
Kuzeyev. The direction that studies ethnic history,
in his opinion, is historical ethnography. Of all types
of ethnographic sources, R.G. Kuzeyev attached
the greatest importance to people’s ethnogenetic
knowledge and made a great contribution to the
study of genealogical chronicles — shezhere.

Conclusion

Thus, the bashkir genealogical chronicles —
shezhere are valuable historical sources. Variety
and abundance of material does not allow for a
more detailed and thematic grouping the shezhere.
So, analyzing the work on the study of the bashkir
shezheres, R.G. Kuzeyev persistently draws the
attention of researchers to many questions related
to the dating the shezheres and the interpretation
of the chronologies given in them, to a thorough
study of the numerous variants of shezhere texts,
because absolutely identical texts do not exist; each
copyist brought his individuality to the text. The
noted features of the shezhere indicate the need
for a careful and critical analysis of the texts and
a rigorous source assessment of the information
contained in them. Only under this condition, R.G.
Kuzeyev noted, genealogical chronicles — shezhere
acquire a paramount importance as sources on the
history of the middle ages (Kuzeyev, 1974: 37).

The study, along with other sources to address
issues of ethnogenesis and ethnic history of the
bashkirs, genealogical chronicles — shezhere
became the main content of the multifaceted
scientific activity of R.G. Kuzeyev and marked the
beginning of a new direction of scientific research —
shezheorology.

VISUALIZING HISTORY:
THE ‘SOVIET KAZAKHSTAN’ NEWSREEL SERIES

This article investigates the emergence, development and role of the newsreel during the Soviet
period of Kazakh history. In particular, it focuses on the ‘Soviet Kazakhstan’ series, which was produced
over six decades. The article stresses the value of the newsreel as an historical source, one relatively
neglected in the past. It explores the reasons why the new Communist authorities were attracted to the
newsreel, a mass medium that could play a central role in the building of a socialist society. It goes on
to consider the relationship between the ‘message’ of newsreels and the ideological stance of the Com-
munist party — and particularly on those occasions when the two were literally ‘out of sync’. The article
also investigates the subject matter of newsreels produced in the 1930s and 40s and the extent and
nature of Party control. It discuss the changes of the 1960s, changes that allowed for a greater emphasis
on character in addition to the simple portrayal of events. It argues, however, that these changes were
modest and that, even in the 1980s, the predominant images were of factories and combine harvesters.
It concludes that the newsreel played a central role in promoting acceptance of the principles of Com-
munism and, perhaps more prosaically, in raising hopes of a better future. While accepting that ‘Soviet
Kazakhstan” was always ideologically conditioned, the article contends that it did create an invaluable
screen chronicle that reflected at least some aspects of reality.

Introduction

Modern historiography regards newsreels both
as distinctive products of the culture of the twentieth
century and as important historical sources in their
own right. Newsreels can significantly extend our
knowledge of reality and even contribute to changed
perceptions of the nature of history itself. Careful
investigation of the contents of newsreels certain-
ly confirms their value as an independent group of
historical sources. Such an investigation requires
researchers to employ new techniques of analysis,
yet it promises to throw considerable light on hith-
erto largely unexplored issues associated with the
introduction of the film as a means of public and
scientific instruction. It is important to stress that,
from the 1930s until the 1990s, the newsreel was the
mass medium for most of the people of Kazakhstan
and hence provides a unique window through which
we can explore the social and cultural changes of the
20th century. Only now is the true significance of
newsreels coming to be appreciated. Until recently
they were largely disregarded by historians preoc-
cupied with traditional (written) sources. In reality,
examination of newsreels can often reveal more
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about what was happening in the world of ideas and
society than can ever be extracted from printed or
written sources. Thus, newsreel examination can re-
veal the most important ideas of this period.

It is thus clear that the development of the cine-
ma was inseparably connected with politics through-
out the Communist period. In particular, in the case
of the difficult area of documentary films, the choice
of topics and their ideological expression and repre-
sentation was strictly controlled. This resulted in the
production of material that, by later standards, ap-
pears too regimented, pompous, overelaborate and
excessively emotive. Since the fall of Communism
and the break-up of the Soviet Union, these issues
have been extensively investigated by scholars both
in Russia and in the West. Many foreign scholars
have presented the Soviet cinema as an important
dimension to the phenomenon and concept of Stalin-
ism. Thus Professor Richard Taylor, of the Univer-
sity of Wales, has examined the political factors that
influenced the development of the Soviet art films —
notably in their propensity to indulge in ideological
cliché. Founder and editor of the series «KINO: The
Russian & Soviet Cinema Series», Taylor has made
a significant contribution to the study of the Sovi-
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et Cinema. His famous book (Richard Taylor, Ian
Christie, 1994)) facilitated a new understanding of
the history of Soviet cinema. For the first time, read-
ers could become acquainted with the most impor-
tant historical documents — which were also careful-
ly annotated and arranged — so that they could gain
a sound understanding of the documents themselves
and of the context in which they were produced. The
books contains a large number of official documents
(party and government) as well as the most impor-
tant manifestos, film reviews, articles and speeches.
This compilation allowed those not fluent in Russian
to understand the complex relationships between the
various factors influencing the development of the
Russian and Soviet cinema. For those interested in
the Soviet cinema, Richard Taylor is also known for
his profound analytical studies of major cult movies
of the Soviet cinema, including: (Sergei Eisenstein,
1925); (Michael Chiaureli, 1949); and (Ivan Pyr’ev,
1949). (Taylor, 2000, 1993, 1998, 1999:143-159).

Recently more books and articles have appeared
on the Soviet and post-Soviet cinema. An interest-
ing development has been that instead of the almost
exclusive emphasis on the role of films as vehicles
for Soviet propaganda in the context Soviet mass
culture, the newer work also reflects trends and is-
sues in film studies throughout the world. But, how-
ever, commendable, in all of this there is a signifi-
cant omission. Until now very little attention has
been given to material produced in and for non-Rus-
sian parts of the Soviet Union. This study attempts
to address this problem, particularly in the case of
Kazakhstan (Woll, 2000); (Birgit, 1999); (Graham,
1999); (Kenez, 2000).

Results and discussion. Creation of the Ka-
zakh newsreel

The Filmphoto/phonodocuments that consti-
tute such an important source for the study of na-
tional history are to be found mainly in specialized
and other institutions, often the same institutions
that created the material in the first instance. They
contain audiovisual information about the socio-
political, economic and cultural life of society. Most
are concentrated into a single archive and cover the
period from the 1920s onwards. At that time the
new Bolshevik authorities were highly appreciative
of the value of film in providing an exact record of
events and in offering an efficient vehicle for pub-
lic instruction that could be used alongside periodi-
cals and newspapers. Indeed, film seemed to have a
mass character appropriate for a socialist society. As
early as 4 March 1918 the Presidium of the Moscow

Council of workers’, soldiers’ and peasants’ depu-
ties had passed a resolution placing film enterprises
under official control.

In subsequent years, this resolution laid the
foundation for the passage of a number of laws, de-
fining the relationship between state and cinematog-
raphy. It certainly marked the first step towards the
establishment of state control and censorship over
all aspects of cinematic production and distribution.
Hence, on 1 April 1918, the Cinema department of
the People’s Commissariat of Education (Narkom-
pros) RSFSR was set up — the first specialized agen-
cy of Soviet power in the field of cinema. Produc-
tion and ideological issues were now increasingly
determined centrally [Boltyansky, 1959:89]. By the
end of 1918, the Bolshevik authorities had gained
control of the vital elements, including ownership of
materials needed for film making — films, stock and
equipment — while subjecting all foreign made films
to strict censorship. The production or hire of any
documentary or other films were forbidden within
the country without the permission of Narkompros’s
Film committee.

In the Party program accepted at the VIIIth Con-
gress of the Russian Communist Party (RCP) (b),
in March 1919, the cinema was identified as one of
the main means through which the ideological work
of the Party could be furthered. Special priority was
to be given to the making of newsreels, a genre that
was to become the party’s faithful servant in the
dissemination of its propaganda for many decades.
There can be no doubt that the nationalization of the
motion picture industry represented a key element in
the social, economic transformation upon which the
Bolsheviks now embarked. A decree issued by SNK
RSFSR on 27 August ‘‘Concerning the transition in
the roles of the photographic and cinema industries
in supporting the work of the National commissariat
on education’’ led to the production and distribution
of the first Soviet films.

Despite the highly centralizing intentions of
these measures, in the 1920s, the Communists were
still experiencing difficulty in collecting and pre-
serving photographic and film material relating to
the Revolution and the earlier history of the Party.
Thus on 4 February 1926 SNK RSFSR published
a decree «Concerning the transfer to the Central ar-
chive RSFSR of negatives of pictures and the mov-
ies having historic-revolutionary interest». This
measure proved crucial and ensured that material
was properly stored and hence survived to be avail-
able for study by later historians — who came to rec-
ognize its value as a source of remarkable signifi-
cance and value.
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Of course, the Bolsheviks saw the need to lo-
cate, collect and preserve audiovisual documents
through the prism of their strategy of spreading
their ideology through the tools of propaganda.
Thus the Bolshevik leader, V. I. Lenin, declared,
‘... of all the branches of the arts, the most im-
portant is cinematography: it is necessary to be en-
gaged in it first of all» [Lenin, 1973:163]. Indeed
the assertiony... of all the arts, for us the most im-
portant is the cinema» became axiomatic in Soviet
society. The social and cultural role of the cinema
was defined in very similar terms in subsequent
Party directives:

The political role of the Soviet cinema is to pro-
mote the display of new socialist elements in the
economy, in public relations, in life, in the identity
of the person and in the fight against the remnants
of the old system, in order to further the education
of the masses and their organization towards the
achievement of the cultural, economic and political
tasks of the proletariat and its party ..., to cover his-
torical events and public phenomena from a class
perspective; to the distribution of general knowl-
edge and the international education of the masses;
to overcoming nationalist prejudices and provincial
limitations, through the cinema, familiarizing the
masses with all the achievements of Soviet culture,
to provide leisure and entertainment but in such as
way that the material used in the cinema organizes
the thoughts and feelings of the viewer in the direc-
tion necessary for the proletariat ... (From the reso-
lution of All-Union party, 1928) (CSGA RK, Ibid F.
81,in. 1, c.1376:3).

It was also clear that the cinematic propaganda
was most likely to be successful in areas where the
people had not yet seen films. Above all that meant
«in the villages and in the East».

Of the various types of cinematic productions,
the authorities gave preference to the newsreel.
Without the cinema, the new regime would have
found it difficult to get its message over in areas
where literacy levels were low. The newsreel ap-
peared to be the answer — providing pictures and
later pictures and sound, accessible to all. In other
words, the newsreel was the universal medium of
propaganda. In May 1918, a group of workers in the
Film department of Narkompros RSFSR released
the first numbers of Fi/m week which covered events
of political importance that had occurred anywhere
in the country.

A newsreel was the ideal instrument to put for-
ward the party’s plans and to show how these plans
were being realized. The new and exciting medium
could be used to present the party in the most attrac-
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tive way possible and to convince the rest of society
of its vision, heroism and competence. It is hardly
surprising that the authorities gave newsreels such
priority.

In the years after the Revolution, there were no
film making facilities in Kazakhstan, but, in 1927, a
newsreel department was created in the «Sovkino’s»
film studio. In 1931 the department was reorganized
into an All-Union studio for newsreels and given the
name «Soyuzkinokhronika». Today, about 18 re-
leases of newsreel and sound recordings from 1925,
1927, 1929-1932 are stored in the Central state ar-
chive of film documentaries of the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan. Some newsreels, for 1935-1936, appear to
have been removed by employees of the film studio.
The incomplete run of newsreels suggest that the
national film fund was only interested in newsreels
that had a direct bearing on the republic’s history.
The facts of the loss of these film materials should
not be kept hidden. Here it is worth noting that films
made in the territory of Kazakhstan were produced
in two separate Sovkino studios: the Middle Volga
studio served the southern part of the republic and
Siberian studio served the northern region. Today,
as part of the ‘Cultural heritage program’ the staff
of the National audiovisual archive is conducting an
active search for film and other material relating to
the history of our fatherland in the 1920s and 30s.
Surviving newsreels contain material about the con-
struction of the capitals of Kazakhstan, Kzyl-Orda
(1925) and Alma-Ata (1930) and celebrations to
mark the tenth anniversary of the Bolshevik revo-
lution (1927). Some stories highlight the building
of the Turksib (Turkestan-Siberia) railway, cotton
cultivation in southern Kazakhstan and the breed-
ing of top quality horses at the Kegensky stud in the
Almaty area. Industrial subjects also figure promi-
nently, including the development of the Karaganda
coal basin and the Embaneft oil field.

Responsibility for the release and distribution of
regular newsreels was assigned to the All-Russian
trust — to the Vostokkino Joint-stock company which
besides production of films also engaged in mass ob-
servation projects. According to some researchers,
«Vostokkino’s» Kazakhstan studio was used to pro-
duce regular releases of the newsreel «Latest news».
However, the author managed to find only a limited
number of films in this studio including «Fifth an-
niversary of Kazakhstany (1925), « Turksib» (1929),
and «4 national regiment» (1930). Judging by the
conclusions of the commission of Kultprom of Re-
gional committee of All-Union Communist Party
(bolsheviks) set up to monitor the implementation
of directives on the cinematic industry in KASSR
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and which reported on 31 June 1931, Vostokkino’s
Kazakhstan studios had not been particularly ac-
tive in the previous half year. The studios had been
idle for much of the time and work was limited to a
chronicle sketch entitled «7Turksib is going», some
stories about the work of VII congress of Councils
of KASSR, May Day celebrations, a pioneer meet-
ing and a sowing campaign (CSGA RK, Ibid F. 30,
in. 2, 592:7-8). But it is also possible that much
more had been done and that this was now removed
or sent to Moscow for recycling, a practice common
at the time due to lack of material resources. It is
also possible that material was incorporated in the
all-union chronicle «Soyuzkinozhurnal» as similar
plots were needed there.

Perhaps most intriguingly, part of the problem
seems to have been that ‘message’ of some of the
newsreels did not coincide with the current ideo-
logical stance of the Party; offending material was
particularly likely to be removed or destroyed. The
problem is likely to have been particularly acute in
1928 when the policies associated with the NEP
were abandoned in favour of rapid collectivization
and industrialization. The maintenance of ideologi-
cally correct content was a constant preoccupation
with the authorities. Thus a meeting of the Secretar-
iat of Kazkraykom of All-Union Communist Party
(bolsheviks) held on 23 April 1928 expressed con-
cerns about the differences between the ideological
stance of the party and the contents of newsreels,
which did not accurately reflect the recent economic
progress of the country. Narkompros was instructed
to ensure that these issues should be addressed ap-
propriately, while it was stressed that care must be
taken to avoid including filmed extracts of sensitive
discussions and meetings (CSGA RK, Ibid, F. 30,
in. 6, 19:112).

The technical, material and personnel problems
which arose in the production and distribution of
newsreels were bound to affect their impact on au-
diences. Thus the authorities in Kazakhstan were
forced to admit that, at least for the time being, the
newsreel had not yet become «a loud-hailer and the
tool of ideological re-education of workers». Insuf-
ficient attention had been given to party and govern-
ment attempts to educate ‘backward cultural minori-
ties’ and give them greater involvement in ‘socialist
construction» by means of cinematic propaganda.
The Kazakhstan authorities were so concerned that
they asked for help from the central government to
set up their own film production. This idea had been
under discussion since 1927 but was only realized
in 1934, when the Almaty studio made a newsreel.
From this beginning a regular series of newsreels

were developed under the title of «Soviet Kazakh-
stan». The newsreels consisted of short clips cover-
ing important events in all spheres of activity in Ka-
zakhstan. The following facts reveal the high value
placed on newsreels in ideological education and
objectives. Having declared itself the agency of the
Regional committee of All-Union Communist Party
(bolsheviks) and SNK KASSR, the government of
Kazakhstan resolved to allot 75 thousand roubles to
pay for the production of six newsreels. Additional
finance came from other state institutions, includ-
ing the People’s Commissariats for Education, Sup-
plies and Agriculture (Ibid F. 30, in. 2, arch. Ne
1149:171); (Ibid F. 30. in. 3, c. 9:172); (Ibid F. 30,
¢.1068:120). In the following year — 1935 — the au-
thorities financed a sound newsreel on the fifteenth
anniversary of Kazakhstan (Ibid, F. 30, in. 4, arch.
Ne 450:22). The Almaty studio was now producing
twelve numbers of «Soviet Kazakhstan» per year.
The content of these newsreels focused on events
reflecting the political and ideological climate of the
time.

«Soviet Kazakhstan» as the ideal of Soviet
power on the screen

In the Issues of the ‘’Soviet Kazakhstan» the
most significant political events were highlighted.
These included the celebration of the 21 anniver-
sary of the October Revolution, the 20™ anniversary
of Kazakhstan, the Third congress of the Commu-
nist Party of Kazakhstan, the Third congress of the
Lenin Communistic Union of Youth and election
campaigns. The newreels also contained reports of
party and workers’ meetings, the sentencing of a
group of Trotskyists by the Military Board of the
Supreme Court of the USSR, granting independence
of Finland, the entry of the Baltic republics into the
USSR and celebrations marking the issue of labour
books and passports. There was great emphasis on
economic developments; coal and mining projects,
light industry and railway construction all featured.
The propaganda element was always strong with
great emphasis on the achievements of industry and
agriculture. Collective farms received special atten-
tion — how they were reaching their targets early or
producing more food than planned, how their work-
ers were participating enthusiastically in seasonal
campaigns and taking part in wonderfully success-
ful exhibitions. In short, the newsreels were seeking
to promote the key features of the new Soviet way
of life.

The same message was advanced in others ar-
eas of life. Pieces on the building of kindergartens,
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schools, hospitals and movie theaters, on improve-
ments in literacy and on the opening of institutions of
higher education and their activities, etc. were regu-
larly highlighted in magazines. Each newsreel had
a sports section — in the context of ‘the fight against
the external and internal class enemy». There were
also items on air defences, shooting competitions,
mountaineering and pilot training.

Each newsreel consisted of between five and
seven stories reflecting one overall theme. The sub-
jects and outline of the newsreel were always sub-
ject to close control and needed the approval first of
regional party committees and then of the Central
Committee of the Communist Party of Kazakhstan.
Items on industry, transport and agriculture were
subject to particularly close scrutiny and comments.
A typical response was ‘Use of colour in excess of
the plan’ on a piece about the work of the engineer
Oleg Sabitov. Furthermore the studio was instructed
to consult the Balkhash city party committee. Apart
from control of story lines, intervention in the tech-
nological aspects of film making was commonplace.
In other words the authorities controlled not just
the story lines but also how these would appear on
the screen. For example, when in 1946 N. Kanonov
planned an item entitled ‘Water wheels for the vil-
lage’ for newsreel no 14, he was told to revise the
project in a way that «would allow it to emphasize
the large scale production of the new five-year plan,
and also stress the drama and heroism of construc-
tion.” The existing plot was ‘unreal’ because it did
not adequately reflect national progress (CSGA RK,
F. 1708, in. 1, c. 293:4); (arch. Ne 521). When film-
ing, directors had to be careful about all aspects of
the subjects in front of their cameras. In particular,
films about economic progress could never include
shots of dilapidated farmyards or people wearing
worn out clothes (Ibid, F. 1708, in. 1, ¢. 293:11; c.
731:33).

Directors preparing the next release of a news-
reel had to adhere strictly to their instructions. In
archival deposit No. 1708 — Film studios «Kazakh-
film» of the Ministry of Culture of KAZSSR — there
are documents that illustrate the process. Thus M.
Sagimbayev, the director of newsreels 21-41 of
1951 was told that an item about the Karaganda re-
gion entitled «By winter we are ready» had to be
produced in coordination with the party Regional
Committee. The film dealing with cattle farming in
a remote region should begin with a general plan of
the area, followed by pictures of new and repaired
accommodation for cattle, fodder storage facilities,
workers’ housing, a red yurta and the veterinary
centre (Ibid F. 30, Ibid, ¢.777:174).
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Newsreels had to highlight actions by the au-
thorities in specially designated areas. Thus follow-
ing a letter from the Resettlement Department of
the Council of Ministers of the USSR, the Ministry
of Cinematography of KAZSSR undertook to pro-
duce regular newsreels featuring the development
of industry, agriculture, culture and construction in
the new settlements. Film studios were required to
provide monthly reports on their work to the Min-
istry of Cinematography of the USSR [CSGA RK,
Ibid, 665:60]. Themes of newsreels tended to fol-
low official resolutions. Thus on 1 April 1952, the
Central Committee of KP (b) of Kazakhstan issued
instructions ‘Concerning measures for the improve-
ment of training and education of Kazakh girls at
schools and special colleges and higher educational
institutions’. Soon after newsreels appeared with
titles such as: «Pathway to knowledge» — about pu-
pils at the Chimkent boarding school No. 7; «Future
Teachers» — about the training of teachers at the Ka-
zakh Female Teacher Training College of M. Ma-
metova; and «Young talents» — about examination
honours achieved by students at the State Conserva-
tory (arch. Ne 279:280, 292).

Inevitably, rigid regulation of the themes and
structures of newsreels compromised the profes-
sional skills and integrity of the film makers. In es-
sence they were compelled to produce a distorted
image of reality. They were given very precise or-
ders as to the kind of reality they should display. In
stories about harvesting they were told not to include
shots of the secretary of the district committee, the
agronomist or the chairman of the collective farm,
>’pouring wheat from palm to palm.» Instead, they
should concentrate on what really mattered; to por-
tray events and life in terms of the work, struggles
and achievements of the advanced Homo sovieticus
(Ibid, F. 1708, arch. Ne 665:169-170).

The close, even stifling control of film making
lifted somewhat in the 1960s. There was then some-
thing of what researchers have called a ‘Thaw’, a
time when a degree of criticism was possible and
national schools of cinematography were founded.
Modern film experts, when discussing the cinema
of the 1930s to the 1950s use such terms as «mytho-
logical productions of Stalin’s ideology», «grandi-
ose front doors» and «glossing over the truth». They
argue, however, that in the 1960s, Soviet cinema
came under the influence of «a new wave» of cin-
ematography developed in France and Italy. This
‘cinema verite’ involved the abandonment of deco-
rative effects, overblown rhetoric and magnificence
in favour of a search for reality. Now the call was
for democratization in art, as cinematographers shot
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their films in a free and natural documentary man-
ner, with real interiors, implicitly and sometimes ex-
plicitly rejecting the «decorative» cinema of the Sta-
lin era. They also paid greater attention to the deep
psychological analysis of the personality rather than
to the simple portrayal of events.

As in earlier times, the newsreel reflected the
current trends in Kazakh society. Some aspects,
notably lighting techniques and subjects — party,
industry, agriculture, cultural life and sport — re-
mained unchanged. But there were also significant
differences, story lines now included criticism of
the bureaucracy, and revelations of formalism and
mismanagement. Some went too far for the authori-
ties and the scripts of special newsreels, such as
«Protect the honour of the city» (1957-1961, 1965)
were considered «not typical» and «alien» phenom-
ena for a socialist society. Yet it was in the 1960s
that Kazakh documentary film makers realized their
plans through thematic newsreels including: «Our
Magnitogorsk» (1960, 1962-1965), «Virgin Edge»
(1962-1965) «Kazakhstan Sports» (1965-1970),
«Arty (1966-1970, 1972), «Pioneering» (1966-
1968). These newsreels circulated quite widely and
helped to acquaint audiences in neighboring areas
with news of developments in Kazakhstan.

These newsreels often featured interviews with
leaders of industry, scientists and artists and rep-
resentatives of various professions. This was in
marked contrast to the emphasis of earlier news-
reels where the main objective had been to create
images of collective work — that is in line with the
prevailing Soviet ideological stance which played
down the significance of the individual personality.
Previously, the individual personality was seen only
as an element of social production and a reflection
of the values of socialism. Now story lines began
to include more than discussion of the professional
qualities of individuals and their contribution to so-
cial production. Subjects were placed in a broader
context with references to family life, living con-
ditions and leisure activities. Some of these trends
were linked to technical innovations — such as lenses
with a focal length of 18 mm., narrow movie camera
for 16 mm. films, new sound recording systems —
which facilitated such things as slow motion or ac-
celerated, synchronous filming, etc.).

An important resolution was passed at an All-
Union meeting of film directors and writers held
in Moscow in April 1959. The meeting discussed
the problems of all-Union and local film making
and those of the periodical press in the light of
decisions taken at the 21% Congress of CPSU.
Having noted the prevailing thematic monotony

and standard coverage of events in film plots, the
meeting appealed to directors to do more than
make films about new buildings, factories and
cities or the plan to modernize agriculture — ‘the
tselina epopee’ that would bring about a massive
increase in grain output by 1965 by bringing the
virgin lands of Kazakhstan under the plough. It
was hoped that directors would find a place in
their newsreels for items on the lives of the hith-
erto invisible ‘little people’ — the post man, the
hairdresser, the newspaper seller, etc. (CSGA RK.
F. 2128, in. 1, c.14:12-16).

An appeal like this would have been inconceiv-
able in the days when story lines had to conform to
a very narrow range of themes and treatments. The
initiative was discussed step by step and in detail in
film studios, arts councils and in the department of
cinematography in the ministry responsible for the
promotion of science and culture reporting to the
Central Committee of the Communist Party of Ka-
zakhstan.

Yet how much had really changed? Using ad-
ministrative levers of thematic planning of plots, the
authorities presented proletarian and collective-farm
cycles as the main repertoire priority in newsreels.
The new orders were interpreted in a fairly conser-
vative way. The lasting impression of newsreels
made in the 1970s and 80s is still one of images of
‘ranks of smoking chimneys, forests, avalanches of
coal and ore, construction cranes and columns of
combine harvesters.” Some film makers protested
against continued interference in the film making
process. Later Resolutions of the Central Committee
of CPSU on measures for the further development
of Soviet cinematography spoke of:

... A rise in quality, in ideology and art levels
in documentaries, popular scientific and educational
movies and newsreels, displaying communist cre-
ativity, furthering the education of the new person
and implementing the ideas of the immortal Lenin
leading to historic success in the social transforma-
tion of the world.

But for all the partial liberalization of the 1960s,
the state still felt entitled to issue instructions to film
makers — perhaps a little less blunt than in the past,
but still requiring them to follow the official ideo-
logical line (The Resolution of the Central Commit-
tee of CPSU, 1972).

Conclusion
From the 1920s until the end of the Soviet

Union, documentary cinema remained a powerful
instrument of propaganda. The general model of
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official ideology defined its main objective, which
consisted of inculcating the minds of the masses
with an appreciation of the excellence of the prin-
ciples of Communism and the magnitude of the
achievements of the Soviet system — while holding
out the prospect of an even better future. The role
of the communist cinema was well summed up by
Paul Schaffer, film correspondent of Berliner Tage-
blat. Schaffer declared «The movie made by the
state serves to depict a not yet existing world and as
well as providing instruction in the everyday rules to
be observed in such a state of ideal perfection ...»,
(Troyanovsky, 2002: 212). It is certainly true that
the progress and achievement of Kazakhstan Soviet
society are encapsulated in newsreels that tell us
much about the enthusiasms, hopes and beliefs of
the millions of people who were ready to work so
hard to build a good and fair world.

For almost the whole of the Communist period,
from the 1930s to the beginning of the 1990s, the
main objective of «Soviet Kazakhstan» was to func-
tion as an agitation and propaganda tool to sustain
and strengthen the existing political, social and
economic system. Together with other branches of
the mass-media, it brought news of what was hap-
pening inside and outside the country to the people
of Kazakhstan. Given that newsreels provide short
versions of our history, it is entirely correct to place
them in the category of historical sources with con-
siderable potential to reveal more about Kazakhstan
in Soviet times.

Even if they are ‘authoritarian’ and ideologi-
cally conditioned, the newsreels record real facts,
involving real people and clearly delineated times

and locations, and hence those who see them
should not be too skeptical as to their authentic-
ity. In any case, through their ability to create a
visible, dynamic image of real life, the film was
the imprinted history of the time, the invaluable
screen chronicle. Today it is impossible to overes-
timate the importance of the events, the shape of
historical people, figures of culture and science,
the different traditions and callings, the landscape
and environment all captured on the screen. The
historical value of documentary filming increases
over time: the film stores in itself the movement
of lost times, the image of people in their origi-
nality. Thanks to the truth of film documents, the
past becomes the spiritual property of the present,
although often perceived and interpreted differ-
ently by successive generations. The live reality
and its screen image come into the closest time
contact. Thus the documentary cinema not merely
preserves the past — as it were mummifying lost
time — but actually includes it in the present and
serves as a transmission medium of historical and
cultural information.

Of course, like other historical sources, film doc-
uments require a reliability check. The well-known
critic and historian of cinema, George Sadoul, when
emphasizing the value of a newsreel, also reminds
us that «it is necessary to define the chronicle con-
trolled directly or not directly by the government as
reproducing the official point of view of an era in
which it appeared». The essential paradox that film
materials «criticized with all severity ... become in
the future the main source for historians» (Medush-
evskaya, 1983:117).

Introduction

In modern conditions, the world’s information
space has a tendency when the image (the opinion
expressed) and the reputation (the opinion deserved)
of the country and its political leadership may not in
fact coincide with each other. In fact, these related
concepts are not synonymous, since if the image is
largely created by PR management, then the reputa-
tion as a kind of element of socio-political «portrait»
is formed on an expert level, based on more reli-
able, plain characteristics, reinforcing or destroying
gradually the foreign policy status of the state.

In this context, the role of an expert is fulfilled
very often by the authoritative media (mass media),
which plays the role of not only the information
translator, but also its creator. Thus, CNN, BBC,
Euronews, The NewYork Times and other leading
publications «are not only instruments of influence
on the leading countries of the world, but also have
a significant impact on the world public opinion,
national and world politics.» (Fokina, 2013: 1). At
the same time such media is not limited by local or
national space, but acts as an activist of modern in-
ternational relations.

The mass media is one of the most important
communication channels of interacting between the
authorities and the society, an effective link for es-
tablishing international cooperation between states,
the main tool for creating / destroying the image and
reputation of a country whose opinion in the infor-
mation society environment is difficult to ignore.
As a result, foreign policy departments of countries

have to draw up their policies, adjusting the social
image presented in the global media.

In recent years, our state has stepped up foreign
policy efforts aimed at more complete integrating
the country into international political processes
and promoting national interests. In this regard, it
becomes important not only to respond promptly
to international information about Kazakhstan, but
also to interact with major world media, covering
the entire world community’s activities on-line.

The problem set in the article is relevant not
only from the scientific, but also from the practical
point of view. The application of interdisciplinary
approaches gives the researcher opportunities to
move towards less relativism, to establish greater
evidence, depth and accuracy of the findings ob-
tained by means of mathematics and computer sci-
ence, increasing the objectivity of research results
(Zhakisheva, 2011: 8). These provisions are directly
connected with the scientifically based and correct
choice of methods, techniques and technology re-
search.

Modern methods for assessing the influ-
ence and citations of electronic media in global
Internet

To assess the reputation of the Republic of Ka-
zakhstan in the international arena, it is necessary to
identify the most influential and cited English and
Russian-language electronic media in the global In-
ternet. We have used the most authoritative methods
of ranking electronic printed publications in Russian
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and English: Title Popularity Ranking (TPR) and
4imn.com (Terin, 2000: 18-46).

Title Popularity Ranking is a professional meth-
odology for ranking Russian print media that as-
sesses the popularity of printed media on the part
of readers, advertisers and journalists. The rating
is made on the basis of open calculated data and is
independent of the opinion of individual experts,
that makes it the most attractive for all professionals
working in the field of public relations

The rating takes into account such parameters
as audience coverage (popularity indicator among
readers), citing the publications in other media
(popularity and importance of the publication in the
professional community), citing the publications in
social media (an indicator of popularity and signifi-
cance among socially active sections of the public).
This technique can be used for the media, both vary-
ing in terms of thematic significance and by their
types.

Before starting the work on rating, the experts
of the Agency select and verify an expanded pool
of publications that claim to be included in to the
rating. To calculate auditoria coverage (for printed
media — the average audience of a single issue of the
publication), the data of TNS Gallup and Comcon
(or the publication itself) are used, which regularly
conduct studies on the size and structure of reader-
ship media throughout Russia.

The citation of publications in traditional media
is calculated on the basis of the ExLibris Agency
media publication database, which includes more
than 3,500 publications. Ranking of the citing
publications in social media is prepared on the ba-
sis of the Yandex system, Blogs with more than
15,000,000 sources. The calculation of quotations
does not take into account publications that contain
self-citation (citation by publication of themselves),
citing the publication in their own regional and the-
matic issues and applications, information on litiga-
tion caused by cited materials, citing or references
of materials published before 1991. This makes the
methodology of rating modeling the most reliable.

On the other hand, publications that cite themat-
ic applications and issues of publications are taken
into account, there are links to materials published
on the websites of editions, publications written by
a permanent journalist in editions under study or
in other publications, if it is indicated thereupon in
the publication, if there is information about the au-
thors’ professional awards and awards for materials
published in the edition under study, if there are ref-
erences to the use of photographs from the edition
under study. Proceeding from such an account, get-
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ting into the rating of publications with plagiarism is
reduced to zero.

Another rather authoritative method for ranking
newspaper publications is the 4imn.com method,
named after the eponymous website, which publish-
es a daily updated rating of cited newspaper publi-
cations. 4 International Media & Newspapers is an
international reference book and a search system
oriented to world newspapers. 4imn.com includes
7,000 newspapers, estimating popularity on the In-
ternet in 200 countries.

Newspapers are sorted according to the
exclusive web-rating 4imn.com. The current rating
is based on an algorithm that includes four unbiased
and independent web metrics extracted from three
different search systems. These include: Google’s
page rankings, a rating from Alexa Traffic Rank,
Majestic Seo counters and Majestic Seo Trust Flow.

These web metrics are collected every week
to minimize temporal fluctuations and maximize
comparability. The preliminary computer filter is
used to detect a coincidence in the original data.
Further research and review of data through the
Alexa Traffic Rank is carried out for newspapers
that accept subdomains as their official home page.

After filtering and viewing subdomains, Web
metrics data are normalized to a scale of 0 to 100,
taking into account the logarithmic nature, which
expresses both the Google page rank and the
Alexa traffic indicator. Four normalized values are
analyzed based on a weighted average algorithm that
generates the final result and a web rating (Nazarov,
1999: 83-97).

The main goal of this technique is to give
an approximate rating of popularity in the world
of newspapers, based on the popularity of their
websites.

Thus, when compiling media ratings, research
companies and agencies use different counting
techniques. It is worth paying attention to some of the
nuances of such calculations. Ideally, when viewing
a published rating, a person should understand the
basis for selecting specific evaluation criteria and
prioritizing the sources from which information was
obtained, etc., that is, the rating methodology should
be described in details and accessibly defined.
Based on these criteria, it can be stated that present
day ratings based on the methods of Title Popularity
Ranking and 4imn.com are the most reliable and
consistent with these criteria.

We will try to characterize and substantiate
the effectiveness of the use of electronic English
and Russian-language media as the basis for
investigating the reputation of the RK foreign
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policy in the global media community. According
to the rating compiled using the 4imn.com ranking
method, currently the most popular and quoted in the
world are English-language newspaper publications.
Their leadership is explained by the fact that English
is the language of international communication
and its linguogeography is extensive. It is native
to about 335 million people, it is the third largest
speaking language in the world after Chinese and
Spanish, entire English speakers, including English
as the second language — over 1.3 billion people.
Proceeding from this, the leadership in the rating
of the most quoted mass media is indisputable.
Favorites in the ranking are such publications as The
New York Times, Daily News, The Washington
Post, Wall Street Journal.

The New York Times ranks first in the rating,
as the average daily number of citations exceeds
million times a day. NYTimes.com is the most
popular electronic newspaper in the country, which
not only carries a significant amount of content from
news articles of a printed newspaper, but also has
many functions created only for the online version.
These include modern slide shows, diagrams and
a huge amount of video content. NYTimes.com
also has rubrics where readers can comment or
participate in surveys. Many of the best authors of
the printed version conduct their online blogs. Most
online publications print the material only after its
release in the printed version of the newspaper.
The site NYTimes.com publishes more than one
hundred news articles a day. The latest news is often
reported by newspaper employees and, unlike most
other Internet sites, uses unverified news sources, as
an add-on, but not as the main source of content.

The second place by the citation is occupied by
the newspaper The New York Daily News, whose
average number of citations exceeds seven hundred
thousand times a day. The main feature is the fact
that the size of its web audience is more than twice
as large as its print circulation. Of course, this is
less than in other major newspapers, since most of
the readers belong to the category of «blue-collar
workersy». Of course, this causes a decline in sales
revenue from the printed version in relation to
online sales, but this ratio gives serious reasons for
thinking about switching assets from print to online
version, as the multimedia and interactive features
of the site are very modest.

The third line on citing among the English-
language press belongs to the newspaper The
Washington Post with an average citation of about
673 thousand times a day. The data from 4imn.com
show that the income from the online version of the

newspaper is relatively small and represents only a
modest part of the total income. The Washingtonpost.
com homepage is extremely simple. However, a
peculiar feature of the online version is the forum.
It hosts web discussions, which are one of the best
interactive features: you can discuss and learn the
latest news 24 hours a day. Most of the websites are
devoted to political enlightenment, that we expect
issuing from the general direction of the publication.
Another distinctive feature is the use of widgets in
order to receive fresh articles from other sites and
blogs.

The Wall Street Journal ranks fourth in the
rating of citations with a half-million citation per a
day. WSJ.com is a part of the largest newspaper in
New York. This site is considered to be the highest
paid online news resource on the Web, spreading
messages to more than 980 thousand subscribers.
The site has an extensive news section. Selected
articles on the site are reviewed by the best journalists
from the newspaper. Unlike many news sites on the
Internet, The Wall Street Journal perfectly copes
with the presentation of significant news, rather than
presenting ordinary topics to readers.

Among the Russian-language newspapers, the
leading places in the rating are taken by Izvestiya,
Rossiyskaya Gazeta, Kommersant. Of course, the
linguogeography of the Russian language is not
as extensive as of English, however, despite this,
Russian-language publications are included into a
hundred citing ratings.

The first position in the rating is occupied by
Kommersant with an average number of citations
exceeding three hundred thousand times a day.
The online version of the newspaper Kommersant
is called kommersant.ru, which makes the website
address easily memorable. The next most-cited
Russian-language publication is the Rossiyskaya
Gazeta. Its average number of citations varies within
two hundred fifty times a day. On the site RG.ru
local news are on the top, and the navigation on the
site is easy to find and read. The third most cited
publication is the newspaper Izvestia, covering the
average daily number of citations within one hundred
and fifty thousand times a day. This site, known as
izvestia.ru, is one of the best online newspapers in
Russia. The online edition has carefully deliberated
content using interactive slides, videos, polls, special
reports and blogs. RSS-channels are categorized, so
readers do not need to get all the headlines or even
all the headlines from one section.

An important advantage of any online newspaper
is that all the issues of the newspaper can be collected
on one site at once or all available information are
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not divided into issues, but distributed according to
the topic (Zasursky and others, 2003). This fact gives
a big advantage over printed publications, because
in order to find the necessary information in a paper
newspaper, it is necessary to review carefully a
whole pile of publications, and sometimes even refer
to the archive, which is a rather time-consuming and
time-taking occupation, which cannot be said about
searching for information on the Internet-papers.

Content analysis and mathematical and
statistical analysis of the foreign policy of the
Republic of Kazakhstan in foreign electronic
media on the basis of problem-oriented database

Analysis of the foreign policy of the Republic
of Kazakhstan via foreign electronic media in
problem-oriented database (DOB) involves two
stages: precomputer and computer data processing
(Figure 1). Functional attributes of the structure
imply the necessity for frequency and classification
transformations of newspaper articles that contain
voluminous textual amount into a mass source (a
method known as content analysis) (Slavko, 1981).

1. The stage of pre-machine processing.

selection of the search systems of newspaper articles and
subsequent analytical and synthetic processing;

definition of the informational structure of newspaper
articles, the degree of their completeness and reliability;

definition of the volume of selective combination and
finding ways of observing selective units;

compilation of a unified questionnaire;

filling in questionnaires related to each newspaper article
in a sample set and signs coding.

input of unified questionnaire by data on the materials of
the sample set into the computer and its placement;

In modern times, the difficulty of translating
a text source into an electronic form is not such a
problem as it was a couple of decades ago. This is due
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to the fact that there are more and more sources that
do not require translation into an electronic format,
as they were created in this form initially. Besides,
quite a large number of non-electronic sources are
translated or translated into a machine-readable
form and with the development of laser reading of
information, the translation of a document into an
electronic form is not a problem.

This innovation has not passed by the sphere of
mass media. At present, there are many electronic
libraries, where digitized newspapers are kept;
magazines are freely available to visitors from all
over the world. Moreover, most major mass media
are not limited to publishing only printed editions of
their newspapers and magazines, but also produce
versions for various electronic media, but at the
same time duplicate produced information they
publish on their websites.

However, in order to conduct a frequency
content analysis of electronic media, a sufficiently
powerful search system is necessary, which would
have taken into account all the required inquiries of
the researcher.

According to Netmarketshare company statistics,
which is engaged by counting users’ inquiries,
searching Internet systems (Search Engines),
used in the world for searching information from
newspapers, have the rating for May 2017 presented
in Figure 2.

We have drawn our choice on the search engine
newspaper.com, as it covers about 80% of the world’s
requests for information in the newspapers. This is
newspaper database (DB) with a built-in unique
search engine in the branch of companies associated
with Ancestry.com. Their database includes more
than 200 million pages with more than 5 thousand
of the most authoritative newspapers in the US and
other English-speaking countries.

Newspaper.com  meets three  important
requirements for modern search engines: uniqueness
of data, design, and compliance of requests. The
content of the site is unique, as there is no any
analogue of the search system today containing
such a number of electronic versions of newspaper
publications. On Newspapers.com it’s easy and
convenient to search or look through articles. High-
quality digital images and a powerful navigating
tool for studying historical documents make it easy
to print, to save and to share discovered information.

The priority task of the site’s developers was
to extract accurate and representative data to create
an accurate electronic copy of the newspaper. This
electronic version includes not only the original text
of the article, but also an additional content in the
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form of images, tables, graphs. The main advantage
of this site over others is the provision of a file
not in the form of a static image, but in the form
of an electronic file with its own layout structure,
which allows to preserve the original design of the
article without losing its integrity. A distinctive
feature of the site is its unique search engine, which
is placed on a separate web service and performs
such functions as analysis of digitized articles
and recording the results of analysis on a separate
server page, searching for information on the
user’s request, providing a convenient interface for
searching information and the search results survey
by the user.

The scheme of searching the necessary
information using this search engine is simple. A
user types a key phrase and activates the search.
After that, he gets a selection of articles on his
formulated request. This list of articles is ranked
by the system so that at the top of the list are those
articles that most closely match the user’s request.
It’s worth noting that each link in the list of search
results contains a snippet — several lines from the
found article, among which there are keywords.
Before clicking a link, the user can evaluate the
compliance of the snippet with the query topic. For
the user it is of great importance which documents
will be in the first two or three dozen documents
based on the search results and how these documents
correspond to the user’s expectations. The website
newspaper.com offers two ways to search — simple

and advanced search using a special query form and
without using it.

A simple query gives an extensive amount
of articles, as the list of results includes articles
containing one of the words entered at the request,
or a simple phrase. A simple search does not limit
the user in the wording of the query, but the search
results provide a lot of unnecessary information,
because by default the search engine applies all
available search conditions.

Advanced search uses more stringent search
criteria. This type of search implies also the
inclusion of «search operators» in queries. The
application of query refinement operators and
advanced search techniques allows you to increase
the efficiency of your work and quickly find the
necessary information. Using the «and / or» symbols
operators, the user can associate the query words in
the required sequence to get the most appropriate
result for the query. The «and» operator allows you
to specify that all keywords should be included in the
content of the document. Nevertheless, the number
of documents can still be large, and viewing them
will take much time. Therefore, in some cases it is
much more convenient to use the context operator
«near», indicating that words should be located
in the document in sufficient proximity. Using
«near» significantly reduces the number of found
documents. The presence of the symbol «*» in the
query string means that the word will be searched by
its graphic (visual image).

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Special attention should be paid to the tools and
search categories provided on the site as a separate
menu. «Intelligent» newspaper.com tools have been
specifically designed to adapt to the requirements
of users for searching articles. The «publication
date» tool allows you to limit the search results by
the date of their publication in the newspaper. The
«exact match» function searches for exact words or
phrases. The «personal results» tool displays search
results articles related to the name inserted into the
search. There is also the possibility to issue only
those articles that are published in newspapers by
the country chosen by the user.

This state of affairs allows you to save time by
avoiding the transfer of large non-electronic text
arrays to the digital form and manually highlighting
the required features, as the ready-made information
is already maintained on the newspaper.com website.
This, in its turn, allows us to begin assessing the
number of electronic media with the information in
Kazakhstan.

The classification stage of content analysis
allows us to identify a certain system of peculiarities
that characterize the properties of the research
object. On the basis of this stage, a pattern was
developed for processing the source, which has the
form of a table. A serious problem of this stage of the
research was the distinguishing and measurement of
the main requests, since each newspaper article in
various print media does not have a well-organized
structure. Clarification of a set of queries consists of
two main steps.

We have identified seven most quoted English
and Russian-language news portals — The New York
Times, The Wall Street Journal, The Washington
Post, Daily News, Izvestia, Rossiyskaya gazeta,
Kommersant. It was done according to the
newspapers where the «filter by publication» tool
was used.

The next step is to analyze the selected resources:
topics, key phrases and groups of topics for search
are highlighted through the system of newspapers.
com. A topic denotes a certain sub-area of the subject
field under consideration, for example, «Kazakhstan
and the CIS». The topic is associated with a set of
key phrases that characterize its various aspects.
For example, the key word combinations for the
topic «Kazakhstan and the CIS» are: «Kazakhstan-
Russia», «Kazakhstan-Ukraine», «Kazakhstan-
Kyrgyzstany», etc. Note that the same keyword
combination can enter into several topics. It is
convenient to group together topics closely related
to the main meaning. For example, the themes
«Kazakhstan — UN», «Kazakhstan — OSCE» and
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«Kazakhstan — SCO» are expedient to unite into the
group «Kazakhstan and international organizations».
However, splitting topics into groups is not an ideal
solution of the classification problem in our case. It
turns out that many of the topics can be attributed to
several groups. For example, the topic «Kazakhstan
and the OSCE» should be included in the group
«Kazakhstan and international organizations», as
the OSCE is an international organization. But it
is also advisable to include this topic in the group
«Kazakhstan and international issues», since the
main task of the OSCE is to counteract such an
international problem as terrorism. In this and other
similar cases, we include the topic in all groups,
where it fits in the meaning. At the same time, the
group where the topic appears first, we describe it in
details, asking for all key phrases that occur in the
articles under consideration. And in the second and
subsequent occurrences, we include this topic as a
reference to the above given description. The group
can also include phrases directly, without any topical
distinctions. The selection and grouping of certain
word combinations into separate topics occur in
accordance with the focus of the study. Each group
is directly connected with the object of research —
the foreign policy of the Republic of Kazakhstan.
The use of grouping of requests is conditioned
by the need to receive articles directly related to
the Republic of Kazakhstan and the screening of
articles, where it is mentioned only in a general
context. Based on the analysis of these resources, a
query table was constructed, the fragment of which
is presented in Table 1.

After compiling the table, requests were inserted
into the newspaper.com search engine, applying the
filter for the selected publications and the filter for
the publication time. The results of the analysis of
Internet resources were grouped for a more conve-
nient presentation in a separate Table 2.

By the general request of «Kazakhstan» on the
site newspaper.com website, 28024 newspaper ar-
ticles were found among seven selected newspa-
pers. The largest number of articles with the men-
tion of Kazakhstan was found in the newspapers of
the publishing house Kommersant — 9370, the least
number of articles was published by Daily News
— 551 articles, which is understandable, since elec-
tronic versions of articles started only from 2000.
Applying the filter for publication time, the period
of the chronological framework of the research
was chosen — from 2000 to 2017. The total number
of articles in this period constituted 22,798 articles,
where most of the articles appeared under Kom-
mersant edition.

After searching all the queries divided into
groups, 7894 articles were found during 2000-2017,
in which the foreign policy activity of the Republic
of Kazakhstan was touched on. After screening out
duplicate articles on different groups of requests, the
number of unique articles constituted 2997 articles.

Proceeding from this, 2997 articles received dur-
ing the evaluation of the number of electronic mass
media are the basis for creating a problem-oriented
database «Kazakhstan’s Foreign Policy at the Pres-
ent Stage Based on the Materials of the English- and
Russian-Language media».

Formation of a problem-oriented database
(PODB)

Classification stage of pre-computer data pro-
cessing made it possible to single out a certain sys-
tem of signals characterizing the properties of the
object of investigation. On the basis of this stage,
a model for processing the source was developed,
having the form of a unified questionnaire (Table 3).

After the stage of selecting features, the values
of each of them were graduated and coded, i.e. ap-
propriation of the corresponding quantitative equiv-
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alent to the units of the attribute were formed into a
conditional numeric designation.

The next stage included the computer process-
ing of a set of questionnaires employing mathemati-
cal and statistical methods for a given program to
identify intra-systemic links and to conduct substan-
tial analysis of the research problem.

Preliminary logical analysis and classification

Determinative features were formed according
to the following scheme: linguistic, geographical,
stylistic, and political. Separately, a set of features
was identified, related specifically to analytical ar-
ticles. This differentiation of indicators makes it
possible to analyze two points of view on the for-
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eign policy pursued by the state: as an informational
point of view that represents directly official infor-
mation, and an analytical point of view that presents
information from analysts. For more reliable extrac-
tion of information from newspaper articles, it was
also necessary to take into account all the identified
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invariant components common to all or most of the
source varieties, and moreover the features in the
unified questionnaire were formulated in such a way
that, in subsequent substantial analysis, there was no
need to further separate them into smaller constitu-
ents (Slavko, 1981; Zhakisheva, 2011).

As an example, disclosing the procedure of con-
tent analysis, we cite an article by A. Vasiliev from
the Rossiyskaya Gazeta. Federal issue No. 5661 of
December 19, 2011) (Figure 3).

Proceeding from this newspaper article, ten fea-
tures were singled out, expressed in a direct form:
1) the language of writing; 2) country of writing;
3) date of issue; 4) genre; 5) style; 6) sphere of co-
operation; 7) geography of cooperation; 8) region of
the integration process; 9) the form of participation
in an international organization; 10) a kind of peace-
keeping activity

On the basis of articles in the analytical genre,
the number of features of the unified questionnaire
has increased. Such characteristics as «wise
international policy» and «reasonable costs» have
allowed inserting into the questionnaire such a
feature as «the nature of the newspaper article». At
the same time, personal signs «name and surname
of the author of the article», «article numbery», and
«newspaper title» were introduced for identification
of the search work in the database or as an
illustration. Thus, in the unified questionnaire, 12
different signs were recorded, characterizing both
the stylistic features and the estimated nature of the
article.

The next stage of work at newspaper articles
was the measurement of signs. It was necessary to
give an accurate graduation for each of the selected
features through a careful preliminary study of the
contents of the articles.

To measure the signs, generally accepted
methods of scaling the analysis of sociological
information were used: a) the scale of titles
(nominal) and b) the order (ranking). In this case, it
was necessary to take into account that each of these
scales corresponds to the operations: a) establishing
equality and b) establishing relations (more — less),
and using 3 methods of grading the signs: natural
(for example, the language of the article); in the
form of intervals (for example, the release date of
the article); frequency of occurrence of responses
to signs (for example, titles of international
organizations) (Slavko, 1981).

In the designation scale, first the values
were regulated by the content based on the
natural ratio on meaningsof the quantitative and
qualitative characteristics or, based on the degree

of significance of the units. Then distinguished
indicators were assigned a numerical equivalent in
the form of a sequential variant. For example, the
sign «the language of writing a newspaper article»
had two natural gradations — «Russian language»
and «English». The principle of measurement in the
ordinal scale, called the ranking, was implemented
in a much more complicated, was especially for
attributive characters. For example, the signs «sphere
of cooperation» and «region of the integration
process» revealed in the informational articles, while
grading, the principle of frequency occurrence was
applied. The sign «country of writing a newspaper
article» was naturally divided into countries where
publishers are based — the USA, Russia, and Great
Britain.

Most of the features contained in the questionnaire
and reflecting, for example, the form of participation
in an international organization, type of activity, etc.,
were qualitative, i.e. not having a quantitative measure
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or a numerical equivalent, and required a clear
definition of possible answers, based on the frequency
of their occurrence. For example, the sign «form
of participation in an international organization»
presupposed gradations: «membershipy,
«chairmanshipy, «observer», «intermediary», and the
sign «geography of cooperation» was divided into
gradations: «regional» and «internationaly.

The notice «the nature of the newspaper article»
remained open without acquiring rigid gradations,
which was due to the qualitative variety of source
information. In this case, the column «mixed» was
supplied. The introduction of this graduation is
explained by the fact that some analytical articles
often do not have a clear affiliation to a mono-
semantic positive or unambiguously negative
character. Therefore, articles not belonging to any
of the two grades were included into the gradation
«mixed».

Interval grading assumed the solution of the
problem of determining the optimal value of the
interval, i.e. its value, where the specificity of the
phenomenon was viewed. For example, the sign
«date of publication of a newspaper article» was
naturally divided into gradations corresponding to
the date of printing a newspaper article. As a result
of the analysis of a selected group of newspaper
articles, it was revealed that the most optimal was the
interval equal to one calendar year, with variations
in the values from a period of month to a quarter of
being printed. Thus, the interval of gradation was
equal to each year in the chronological framework
of our study.

Another sign that demanded an interval
graduation was the «period of foreign policy at the
time of publication of the newspaper article», but this
feature was divided into gradations proceeding from
chronological analysis of foreign policy at the pre-
computer stage. Three grades were singled out for
this feature: «2000-2008» — temporary frame for the
development, adoption and operation of the Foreign
Policy Concept of the Republic of Kazakhstan,
approved by the Security Council of the Republic
of Kazakhstan; «2008-2014» — temporary frame for
the development of a new Concept of Kazakhstan’s
foreign policy; «2014-2017» — the time frame for
the adoption and operation of the Foreign Policy
Concept of the Republic of Kazakhstan for 2014-
2020.

Thus, 12 main features were included into
the unified questionnaire, which had a very high
informational value for solving research problems.

The next stage of pre-computer processing
was data encoding, i.e. assigning each indicator a
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corresponding numerical value. The encoding and
recording in the PODB were performed according
to the principle of «free recordingy», i.e. while the
new gradations were introduced into the computer,
they were assigned the following digital code.
For example, the sign «the language of writing a
newspaper article» was assigned indexes 1 and
2, and the signs «country of writing a newspaper
article» — from 1 to 3 (respectively, Russia, the
United States and Great Britain).

After the unified questionnaire was prepared and
the characteristics were measured, it was necessary
to transfer the information from each newspaper
article to the transformed questionnaire according to
the selected gradation of the characteristics, and then
insert the information into the computer’s memory.
As a result, a set of documents homogeneous
in content and informativeness was developed,
representing a synthesized new (secondary) mass
source, the basis for the formation of database.

The most important attributes of pre-computer
processing of materials from the English and
Russian-speaking press were, according to the
logic of the sourcing study, the assessment of the
reliability and representativeness of these sources.
For this purpose, a comparative-contrastive
analysis of documents indexes was applied with
data from other sources and a selective method
of survey (representative method). As is known,
the problem-oriented database, in addition to the
«archiving» functions, has the capabilities for a
research analysis of the information stored in it.
This eliminates the necessity to analyze data on all
collected newspaper articles. Using the methods of
mathematical processing, the practice of a partial
survey of combinatory units, known in statistics as
a sampling method, was applied. The arrangement
of the sample survey was subordinated to the
idea of obtaining such a result of selecting units
of observation that would represent general
aggregation. In addition, the implementation of
the sampling method has resulted in saving time
and labor to process a great amount of information.
As a result of necessary calculations, the sample
set, organized according to the 10% random
mechanical selection method, constituted 300
units. This means that the results obtained in the
study of the sample of 300 units, in 99 cases out
of 100, will presuppose an error of 5 and only in
1 case the error will be greater than 5. Thanks to
such a high degree of reliability of data and results,
the conclusions drawn up from the sample can be
transferred to a total number of 3,000 units out of
the 7 most cited newspapers in the world.
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The most difficult stage of the proof
representativeness was the identification of the
quantity of errors in the results with respect to the
studied general aggregation. It should be noted
that the value of the sample error for a number of
characteristics did not exceed 5. Data exceeding
the permissible error limit was not allowed to the
study.

The data of the received unified questionnaire
were inserted in the PODB, formed on the basis of
standard relational database management system

Microsoft Access 2013 (the formation of the PODB
was done by T.E. Ramazanov).

This choice of software is due to the fact that the
Microsoft Access interface is intuitive by clear even
to a person who is far from programming. Mobility
simplicity is also in favor of Access. Databases
created in the program do not have a lot of weight,
and are collected into one file, which eliminates the
destruction of the integrity of the structure.

As aresult of working with the DBMS, the table
forms were developed shown in Figure 4.

When starting the PODB, the Main button form
opens (Figure 5), from which the user starts various
parts of the application using command buttons. The
advantage of command buttons is obvious — they
allow you to run macros easily and VBA procedures
(Visual Basic for Applications) opening other forms,
execute queries, print reports.

The menu button «Open Database» allows you
to open a full database of newspaper articles for
viewing or editing. The button «Add an article to the
database» provides an opportunity for the researcher
to add a new article to the database, and a simplified
interface with drop-down features (Figure 5)
allows even an unprepared person to insert relevant
newspaper material. First, you should choose the title
of the newspaper, and then a blank opens to fill in
the results of the questionnaire. This blank contains
forms with drop-down choices. Selection the answer
option is realized by clicking a mouse on the desired
row of the drop-down list. It should be noted that the
numeric code corresponding to the text version of the
answer is automatically registered into the database.

If necessary, you can edit and view the inserted
data, indicating the number of introduced article
(ID) in the editing window (Figure 7), appearing

when you click on the «Edit Database» out of the
main button form.

The form «Print Database» (Figure 8) allows
you to print a database of newspaper articles entirely
or selectively. To select a more flexible print range,
there are filters provided by features. With the help
of the filter, the researcher can sort and arrange the
articles, which will bring out printing in the specified
order. Before printing, the table can be formatted:
change the print, style, width of columns and line
height. Activating the «Analysis by Features» form
enables you to analyze the database of articles using
various Access DBMS queries. When creating
summary queries with calculated values for data
groups, Access provides various functions that
simplify the execution of group calculations.

Access supports a special type of summary
query, called a cross-type query. It allows you to
display the calculated values into a cross table. To
present the information received from the database,
the best suited component of Microsoft Access as
reports. Reports provide extensive opportunities for
composing and calculating common totals and they
can be used as a visual material for presentations
and reports.

Thus, the creation of the PODB «Foreign
policy of Kazakhstan at the present stage based on
the materials of the English and Russian-language
media» makes it possible to realize not only
search-information and archival functions, but also
conduct a serious analytical study. The application

of mathematical and statistical data processing and
analysis of information embedded in a computer
database provide wide opportunities for obtaining a
fairly objective and reliable assessment of the foreign
policy activity of the Republic of Kazakhstan for the
period from 2000 to 2017.

Introduction

The
national games reflect the ancient culture of the
Kazakh people — and art. Kazakh people are rich
in national games. National games continue to be
inherited from a father to a child, from grandparents
to younger ones. Our ancestors contributed to the
strong and energetic growth of the generation
through the national games and their unity and
solidarity. In fact, national games play a special role
in our lives.

Every Kazakh games, if we focus on the history
of the game, it is developed in close cooperation
with work, art, environment, that is, we cannot
distinguish the game from the life. Children do not
only play, but also think, try to learn and explore
many things. As a result, the child’s body will be
stronger, his hands will strengthens, he will be more
intelligent, resourceful, and enthusiastic. In the
game the organizational skills of the children are
developed. Therefore, the Kazakh national games
give the children a good opportunity to bring their
upbringing and physical appearance to life.

The national game of the Kazakh people,
though, is like a didactic purpose, a desire for its
immaculate art and traditions. Because of their
living conditions, it is not only the behavior of
the young organism, which combines the genesis
of the environment, the life, the vitality of the
environment, and the connection of the infant with
the daily life, its language and religion, the only
way to lead the world of treasures, which shapes the
world of cognition, morality, and fundamentalism,

is to call it national games. In other words, in the
Kazakh steppes, when there is no technical means of
communication, the main source of the literary work
of the Kazakh people is the purest derivative works
of the Kazakh people, as well as national games,
there were traditions, customs and traditions.

Methods

The research is characterized by historical,
systemic, comparative and experimental analyzes.
Also in the methodological arsenal are used
polygraph ethnographic research, the principle of
interdisciplinary researches for complex analysis of
history and transference. Similarly, the historical-
comparative analysis will be directed to the
problem of ethnographical excellence of Kazakhs in
Kyrgyzstan and the emergence of social and political
factor in the preservation and transformation of
traditional culture of the Kazakh Diaspora.

Issues of studying national games

into several groups depending on the chronological
limit: 1. Articles about Kazakh games in the
works of the first Russian military officials and
missionaries during the colonial policy of Russia; 2.
Scientific works on the national games of the people
of Central Asia and Kazakhstan during Soviet era;
3. Methods of integration of children with preschool
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age into physical education, in the context of the
program of pedagogical mean. 4. Research on this
subject during the period of independent sovereign
countries (from 1992 to present). In the first group
stage researcher A.Divaev, in his work «Games for
childreny, for the first time in history, he divided the
Kazakh national games into three groups (Divaev,
1905: 1-32). It includes the games of the first type
when it comes to the games of tribal-communal
construction, the second to the traditional games,
and the third to the types of sports. Ethnographer
A.Divaev draws attention to the fact that folk
games are important not only for the development
of children’s activities, but also for their health. No
matter what kind of people, its national games have
a specific purpose and socio-psychological features.
That is why, A.Divaev says in his article, which is
called «<How the Kyrgyz's entertain children» «The
boy raised his thumb and asked for permission from
the god of the blue sky to tell him what our Prophet
was saying,» the fifth finger game is derived from
it and it promotes the philosophical meaning of
cultivating the child on the basis of the finger and
movement (Divaev, 1908: 150). One of the Russian
scientist A. Alektarov, who stopped on the national
game of Kazakh children for example, in his book
«Birth and upbringing of Kyrgyz children, rules and
power of parents « (Orenburg, 1891: 24), in his book
it is mentioned about the role of the national game
and in the life of the nomadic Kazakh people from
birth to growth dynamics and discloses the essential
aspects of individual folk games in the development
of the health and physical development of children.

Zhumabayev argues that the games are the
starting point for the development of folk culture, the
need for thinking, language and physical education.
National games are a continuation of the traditional
nature of national upbringing. Actually, traditional
games include the way of life, livelihood, national
traditions, courage, loyalty, aspiration to strength,
patience, etc. value-added is a sign of folk wisdom,
«says (Zhumabayev, 1992: 160).

Living in the early XX century, separating the
Kazakh National Movement from sports games
and having for the first time in the 20th century,
M.Gunner suggested to use national games in the
learning process, classifying the Kazakh games.
The classification of Kazakh national games is
as follows: 1. General games; 2. Fighting games;
3. Open playground games; 4. Winter games; 5.
Vacation Games; 6. Horse games; 7. Attraction
games. The scientist, considering the importance
and necessity of the national games in the Soviet
Union B.Tutenayev in his work «Kazakh national
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games» (Tyurenbaev, 1994), divided the Kazakh
games into several groups, wrote the rules of the
game and studied the educational essence on the
youth.

If in the classroom and in kindergartens
and elementary schools use the national game
appropriately, then it will be possible for the
formation of students ‘self-employment skills
in physical education and physical training can
be enhanced by the students’ knowledge of the
education and the national consciousness of the
people.

The role and significance of national games in
the upbringing of the young generation

People recognized games as a means of
education. The use of national games in public,
everyday life is a key element in improving the
health, agility, self-esteem, mentality of young
people, bringing the noble heritage of their people to
the next generation. Pedagogical ideas and traditions,
reflecting the popularization of folk pedagogy about
human, family and upbringing of the younger
generation have been developing from generation to
generation. First of all, folk pedagogy is the basis
of the work and life of the younger generation and
prepares them for their future activity. In our peasant
pedagogy, labor education begins very early. An
instrument of early labor education is, of course,
labor. The laborer gives life experience to the second
generation from one generation to the formation and
upbringing of a person, and plays a crucial role in
the development of the people. During labor, there
is a combination of physical, mental, aesthetic and
labor education. One of the most effective tools for
folk pedagogy is the game. Through the game, the
child is learning the environment independently.
Thus, he realizes what he has learned from his
life and imitates the surrounding people’s actions.
As a result, he is able to reproduce his family life
and activities. Thus, the Kazakh national games
such as «Baiga», «Kokpar», «Altyn saka», «Khan
talay», «Kyz-kuu», «Togyzkumalak» etc. increases
the attitude and abilities of children to work. The
game is a wonderful thing that develops through
the mind of a person, enthusiastic, breathtaking,
far-reaching and imagination. The great teacher VI
Sukhomlinski says: «There is no mental education
in the fullest sense, without games, without music,
without fantasy, creativity, and fantasy.» Hence,
the mind and intellect of the disciple are absorbed
by absorbing national traditions (Suhomlinskii,
1988: 269). The use of national game elements
from kindergartens, education, and educational
establishments promotes a healthy, informative
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outlook of the younger generation. Among them
are the magic pot, Kokpar, Asyk, Audarpak,
Togyzkumalak, and so on. It is not difficult to be
sure that it is very effective to participate in national
games. The educational significance of the game
is that it attracts the child to intelligence. Teaching
our grandfather to respect the precious treasures of
our ancestors. Brings courage to drunkenness. Thus,
comprehension of employment through the national
games in schools help quickly absorb the subject
matter. It enriches the vocabulary of the student.
One of the great sons of our people, the outstanding
writer M.Auezov said: «In the years of our people’s
life, there is a diversity of art they are interested in.
The game, as far as [ understand, was not just about
fun, joy, but the game had its own unique meaning,
« he writes (http://alashainasy.kz).

Despite traditional Kazakh national games
during the Soviet era, the authors of the traditional
national games during those totalitarianism were
M.Taneekeev, B.Tutenayev, M. Balgimbayev,
A.Burkitbaev and others names can be called.
Particularly personal data is the fact that M. Tanekeev
studied Kazakh national and traditional games.
His main work is devoted to sports and physical
education in Kazakhstan. Most importantly, it was
the first work of the author of «The Kazakh national
sports and games» by M. Taneekeev, who laid the
foundation for contemporary issues such as the
national pedagogy of physical education (Almaty,
1957). In this research, the competitor analyzes
the tricks of the Kazakh game «Togyzkumalaky,
discloses the necessary aspects of the popular game,
as well as classifying and explaining other national
movable and sporting games, giving valuable
scientific findings based on valuable archive data.
(Tanikeyev, 1957: 9). For the first time in history,
the scientist analyzes the development of physical
culture in the period before the October Revolution
in Kazakhstan, showing the two main directions of
physical culture and sport as folk and aristocratic,
and classically. Despite the fact that in the work
of M. Taneekeev, the classical ideological point
of view is studied on a modern basis, today it is a
scientifically significant work which has not lost
its value. Several other scientific monographs
were written by M. Taneekeev. B.Tutenayev in his
work «Kazakh national games» (Almaty, 1994)
divided the traditional Kazakh games into several
groups, wrote the rules of the game and proved the
educational value of the youth.

From the author’s note, there are other powerful
research links between the people of ethno pedagogy
and national games and the tomorrow’s future of

the game. Having considered the importance and
necessity of the national games in the Soviet period,
B.Tutenayev studied the traditional Kazakh games
in several categories, wrote the rules of the game
«Kazakh National Games» (Almaty, 1994) and
presented the educational value of the youth. From
the author’s note, there are other powerful research
links between the people of ethno pedagogy and
national games and the tomorrow’s future of the
game. Scientific monograph, written by Eugen
Sagindykov, is called «Use of national games in
educational work» (Almaty, 1993). It is based on
the need to use national games in the classroom and
out-of-school education, the pedagogical analysis
and use in the learning process of the Kazakh folk
games. A collection of national sports games in the
everyday life of children, educational value and
equestrian sport and the rules of national games
in the collection «Sports national games and its
educational essence», written by A. Burkitbayev
in 1985, (Burkitbayev, 1998). 1, M.Balgimbayev’s
« Types of national sports» (Almaty, 1985)
(Balgimbaev, 1985: 86), which is devoted to
horse racing, translating, slingshot, alaman bayga,
etc. were done comparative analysis of the types
of competitions. Whenever the place, shape and
content of the national and sports movement in the
child’s life are compared with the living conditions,
the type of work and the content of the adult, one of
the needs of the city is to teach human skills. Galois
A. Usova explains in his work that the essence of
the game is independent of the child’s behavior, the
ability to recognize changes and to act. (Ussova,
1976: 96).

The sovereignty of the country requires a
different approach to physical education and
national games in Kazakhstan. The goals and socio-
psychological significance of our national games
are too great. And the relevance of the use in the
educational process is high. Our people recognized
the game as a means of education. In the games
for young children, special attention is paid to the
development of the mind, to the general concept and
the formation ofthe notion. It helps to improve critical
thinking (analysis, comparison, digestion). The
people knew that the game is a wonderful thing that
develops, fascinates, broadens, teaches, fancies and
wonders. The educational significance of the game
is to instill in the child intelligence. Our ancestors
taught national courage and courage to educate
their offspring to respect their treasures, to feel the
beauty of speech. He tried to enrich his vocabulary.
The Kazakh national games are rich and diverse.
Through national games we can promote and
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preserve the language, traditions and customs of
our people. For this purpose, the spiritual culture of
the Kazakh people would be much more developed
than ever, if we celebrate in our country annually
— official, national, religious holidays, national
games, national traditions, customs, traditions and
rituals of our nation. For this purpose, we have
to organize our national art, national game and
national culture at the highest level, depending on
national holidays. For example, in the celebration
of Nauryz holiday, the more characterized by the
traditions and customs of the Kazakh people, the
more important heroes of the legends — stories, fairy
tales and folklore — Kydyr Ata, Kozhanasir, Asan
Kaygy, Aldar Kose, Zhirenci Chechen, it is possible
to give more information about the ancient Kazakh
tradition. Similarly, Kazakh national games include
togyzkumalak, racing, kokpar, kyz kuu, etc. We
would like to draw the attention of young people
to the good things when intercultural, inter-district,
and even interregional competitions are organized.

Conclusion

The restoration of our national cultural values,
the study of systematic research in the field of
physical culture and sport in Kazakhstan, the study
of scientists’ work, and the use of educational

and training work contribute to the development
of physical culture and sports in Kazakhstan.
Therefore, unlike other nations’ national games, it is
the unifying of certain educational goals, depending
on the origin. Our national games include the
concept of life style, national traditions, heroism,
and absorption of the noble heritage of the people.
Also, values such as commitment to devotion
and perseverance, patience, tolerance are also
emphasized. All this is a sign of folk wisdom.

Also the types of Kazakh games are expanding as
an educational tool, enriching the vocabulary, better
understanding, and keeping fit. The use of the game
in the lesson is for improving the thinking skills
of the students, as well as the ability to absorb the
noble heritage of the people and convey it to the next
generation. The people of the country also regarded
the game as a means of shaping their attitudes and
behaviors, not just as a method of reproduction,
but by age. It is very useful for the health of a child
playing different games in his spare time. The
national consciousness of young people — the role
of the Kazakh national games in the development
of emotionally significant role. No national game of
the Kazakh people can be played without a song,
without any art competition. Therefore, every game
has a pedagogical and psychological basis for
didactics, a passion for art and knowledge.
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Introduction

The beginning of the twentieth century was
marked by many different shocks, on the one hand,
led to the beginning of the birth of a new histori-
cal epoch of formation and development of the new
system, which played a pivotal role in the fate of the
Kazakh people, on the other hand, the tragedies of
the fate of the people is infinitely exchangeable with
new challenges.

Thus, in the beginning of the XX century in the
history of the Kazakh Republic of the critical period
there were major shocks: the struggle with the tsarist
power in1916, then the revolution in Russia and the
change of the tsarist regime, the civil war, caused by
the confrontation between white and red, ended with
the establishment of a new system of governance.

In the new system of formation, a special role is
given to the organizational structure of sphere that
are essential, fundamental, ensuring the viability
and life activity, in this case, in the meaning of the
established state, in that critical period.

This stage is characterized by a pivotal moment
in the fate of the Kazakh people, who, despite the
deprivation, build a new state, create its life-sup-
porting structures, as authorities and sectoral institu-
tions.

Purpose and methods of research
The purpose of the article is to consider the ini-

tial stage of formation of the first financial structures
of the Republic in the early 1920s on the basis of the
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analysis of the NKF Fund documents. Proceeding
from these purposes, the task of disclosure of the
first financial body role of the Republic to strengthen
the new financial apparatus in the field is set in chal-
lenging conditions of the 20-ies associated with the
intertwining interests of various approaches; also to
consider the actual financial policy of the first years
of establishment of the system of state management
of the Soviet period in an understanding of the finan-
cial policy of the new order.

The methodological basis of this work was the
documents deposited in the funds of archives and
materials and other sources, some of which were not
put into scientific circulation.

The topic is considered in conjunction with the
works of Soviet Kazakh researchers who studied
scientifically based separate provisions of the period
of formation of the new state system of the Republic
in the 1920s — 30s.

Historicism, analysis, systematization and ob-
jectivity in the presentation of the studied sources
and materials were the fundamental methods in the
disclosure of the content of the work.

Discussion

The first significant step in the creation of the
financial apparatus of the Republic was the hold-
ing of a joint meeting of the Military Revolutionary
Committee and the Financial Board of the Orenburg
provincial Committee on February 6, 1920.

In the minutes of the meetings observed partici-
pants on behalf of the newly established Soviet fi-

nancial Board, the Bolsheviks, whose Chairman at
the time was revolutionary Commissar Pestkovsky
then Galin- head of the Gubernsky Finance Depart-
ment, also appointed representative from the Central
office of the Department of Finance, auditor — in-
structor Istomin and other representatives invited
from local bodies (Finansial headquarter of Kazakh-
stan, 1996: 11).

At this meeting, Pestkovsky reports on the state
of Affairs in the whole country and emphasizes
the importance of the decision that the seventh all-
Russian Congress of Soviets considered the issue of
financial support for the activities of the Bolsheviks
in Kazakhstan. That is, in the beginning it was about
the creation of financial institutions at the local level
to strengthen Bolshevism through the creation of the
Soviet authorities.

At the end of the meeting, as the range of fi-
nancial issues expanded, after a difficult discussion
and debate of the parties, representatives of local
authorities were particularly active, who set the
task of financing necessity the entire Republic and
the formation of unitary financial apparatus for the
whole Kazakhstan. Also at this meeting the question
of subordination of earlier existing other financial
bodies to this apparatus was highlighted.

As can be seen from the documents adopted at
this meeting and after the meetings and decisions
made on their basis, the Central financial manage-
ment apparatus began to form later.

The basis for the implementation of all finan-
cial policies are the development of new normative
acts and regulations, Decrees and their justification.
The regulatory framework for the formation of the
financial apparatus of the Autonomous Soviet Ka-
zakh Republic were laid in the resolution adopted
by the Congress of Soviets of the KSSR from July
17, 1920.

At the first stage of the creation of financial
structures there are many problems that required
immediate solutions. First of all, based on the de-
cisions, it was necessary to liquidate, and in some
cases to transform the old, tsarist savings banks in
the appropriate budget and cash institutions of the
new Soviet content.

According to the new regulation, all existing lo-
cal financial institutions of the old order had to be
liquidated. But the process of elimination went on
quite a long time, and this was due to many reasons.
Along with the new structures there were so-called
cash desks, formed in the tsarist period and contin-
ued their work under the new Soviet system. For
example, ticket offices operated at the Railways, at
the post.

The Circular of the Central budget management
is issued to solve these and many other problems
which, all Orenburg independent and central savings
banks at the budgetary institutions of the people’s
bank and Treasury with estimate and calculation
cash institutions must be attached to the financial
body which was later established as the People’s
Commissariat of Finance. Regulatory framework
for giving effect to this solution, were new regula-
tions on the gubernsky and county financial bodies,
developed for a certain time.

The liquidation department of the C.B.R.M.
has completed the reform on the elimination of the
old cash structures and merge them with the newly
formed financial entities on June 14, 1920 (CSA
RK, F. 229. In. 1. c. 6: 5-6).

The Central Budget office, its order of June 14,
1920 ceased operations in Orenburg, Orsk, Turgay,
Irgiz railway ticket offices, which were transferred
to People’s Commissariat the already established by
this time. This primarily concerned the activities of
savings banks, acted since the time of the old re-
gime. They are transferred to the estimate and cal-
culation cash organizations discharge of the local
Soviet financial body, headed by the already formed
and acted at the time of the People’s Commissariat.

There is a merge of the so-called independent
and central cash offices of budgetary institutions
with the further strengthening of local financial in-
stitutions. By this time, still operating independent
savings banks of the old order in various direc-
tions, such as postal-telegraph, railway, factories
and plants, parish were eliminated and formed the
basis for the creation the Soviet budget and expen-
diture offices, subordinated to the financial body of
the new content, which laid the foundation for the
creation of a new system of financial structure of the
Republic headed by the the People’s Commissariat
of the Republic in the second half of 1920.

With the development of the system and the ex-
pansion of the power of the new structure, in order
to strengthen began to involve in the management of
officials of the old financial structure, who know the
basis for the establishment of financial structures of
the tsarist banking system. Despite the lack of con-
fidence of the Soviets to the alashordyntsy (Alash
Horde representatives), indigenous financiers, edu-
cated and experienced of the old cash institutions
were involved in strengthening the new management
system of governance, as noted in one of the report
notes «...backed up by activities, educated and will-
ing to reinforce statehood by the creation of a new
system of governance in it, the alashordyntsy and
all those who were not indifferent to the fate of the
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country, at a turning point in history....» (CSARK.
F. 229. In. 1, c. 56]. After a full survey of the fi-
nancial situation in the country, the new financial
body develops regulations which would regulate the
activities of financial institutions, caused by the new
goals and objectives.

In order to finance the already formed new bod-
ies of state power and the formation of sectors of na-
tional economy, it was necessary to urgently create
and put into operation new banknotes that explain
the current difficult situation. Besides the natural ne-
cessity of the introduction of new banknotes, as, in
parallel, there was propaganda that there is no need
to create and introduce new banknotes on the one
hand, in contrast to these undertakings, on the other
hand, there were erroneous approaches on the part of
the system of local authorities. This was facilitated
by the fact that in the early years of the new proletar-
ian government there was an erroneous opinion that
money as a means of circulation will be repealed,
that it is characteristic only of the capitalist society,
and there will be no need for this, because the new
world will not recognize money as means.

With this purpose any money mass is to be de-
stroyed, replacing them with a natural exchange. And
this misconception has led to the fact that, in reality,
policy documents were adopted, which include — «...
In order to reduce the currency note and the early
destruction of the monetary system to appeal to the
people’s Commissariat of KSSR, to take real steps to
establishing a non-monetary transaction as between
the Soviet institutions, so between them and private
persons» (CSARK, F. 229. In. 1, c. 3:22).

This issue played a negative role when the still
acting old human resources capacity and money
circulation without replacement by new and newly
formed tax structures are being destroyed and the
further formation of a new financial structure is sus-
pended.

In this difficult situation, due to the lack of
qualified personnel, the people’s Commissariat of
Finance issues a circular order, which states that it
is necessary to carefully preserve the documents of
the existing tax authorities, as well as to preserve the
structures of the newly created tax authorities and
use the existing old staff for other work in the finan-
cial system, where there is a shortage of workers.

At the initial stage of activity, not so long ago re-
cruited from different strata into the service (includ-
ing officials of the old service), tax agents were in-
volved in such types of work as instructing the local
population in the financial policy of the Soviet state.

The circular letter of the RSFSR PCF clarifies
this issue as follows: «The change in the course

of economic policy, which means the productive
forces of the country through the development of
private-economic activity and private initiative with
the resulting admission of free private circulation
for a long period radically changes the tasks facing
financial institutions.

If, previously, this policy was based on the use
of monetary emissions by sources of income that re-
placed taxes, it had in prospect impairment of previ-
ously issued money and the gradual complete elimi-
nation of them from the sphere of state economic
activity, at present, there can be no question of the
disappearance of monetary circulation» (CSARK,
F.229.1In. 1, c. 6:5-6).

As already noted, along with the creation of
the financial apparatus, one of the fundamental
points during this period was the development and
implementation of a new type of banknotes, which
was facilitated by explanatory work among the
population and the employees who do not yet have
experience.

In particular, in one of the address it is noted
that,»....there is a problem of strengthening of the
monetary unit which has been observed for the last
four years is an obstacle to the development of a
healthy private economic activity and for the sys-
tematic maintenance of the state of the economy,
because without a stable currency, neither economic
accounting nor economic calculation of the expedi-
ency and profitability of any event is made possible.
From the point of view of monetary unit stabiliza-
tion at present financial policy is rebuilt. Since this
task cannot be carried out in a short time, the imme-
diate task is to carry out urgent measures to restore
the revenue side of our budget in order to maintain
emissions and their gradual suspension in the future,
at the same time slowing the rate of depreciation of
the ruble...» (CSARK, F. 229. In. 1, c. 3:22).

Representatives of local authorities, delegated
from all parts of the Republic to 1 all-Kazakh Con-
gress of Soviets of the Republic, as the authorized
Congress delegates after the clarification works,
aware of the threat to the sovereignty of the Repub-
lic in the absence of funding, explain about the accu-
mulated problems in connection with lack of funds
and give the mandate to representative of the peo-
ple’s Commissariat of Finance of the KSSR about
the need for funding of local bodies. Thus, in the
adoption of the resolution of the 1st all — Kazakh
Congress of the Soviets, representatives from dif-
ferent areas actively speak, who influenced the deci-
sion to develop a system of targeted monetary fees
levied in connection with the satisfaction of various
local needs spent in the national order.
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Also, work is gradually underway to restore the
old bodies and to form new financial approaches in
the financing of the Republic.

During this period, the restoration of the rev-
enue side of the budget is carried out in two direc-
tions — the introduction of the tax, on the one hand,
and the restoration of the payment of services pro-
vided by the state and products released to it on the
other hand.

In the published decree «The regulations on
commercial tax.» of July 26, 1921 the next task
about local taxes and target fees concerning stamp
is set, it is also expected in the future, the introduc-
tion of a number of indirect taxes [CSARK, F. 229.
In. 1, c. 4:12].

An area of the introduction of payments by the
PCF, on the one hand, proceeded from the determi-
nation of the actual cost of services and products,
taking into account all elements of production, and,
on the other hand, it understands a decrease in the
purchasing ability of the population.

In order to better take into account the work of
individual enterprises and departments instead of
natural tax the decision on introduction of payment
in relation to government institution and enterprises
is taken and the introduction of in the financial cal-
culations accounting transfer. In addition, the decree
of 4 July, 1921 on the payment of transport by rail
and waterways and on payment of municipal ser-
vices in water supply, sewerage, electric light and
urban rail was published.

Further radical changes of former prices for re-
lease of goods for the purpose of accordance of ac-
tual cost of goods with market prices on them are
planned. As monetary compensation of public ser-
vants was insufficient for payment for the products
and services which are released by them on these
new rates, the state made the decision on acceptance
of these expenses on workers and employees on it-
self completely and partially, by direct payments be-
tween organizations and the enterprises

In parallel with these activities in the field of
financial policy, the people’s Commissariat of Fi-
nance identifies new challenges in the field of credit
policy. In this regard, a number of measures in the
development of the decree of June 30 are being de-
veloped, which would contribute to the resumption
of the inflow of deposits, the resumption of lending
to private entrepreneurs’ cooperation in order to re-
vive private economic activity. The first step on the
planned path is the adoption of the decree of 25.07.
1921. «About cooperation credity [CSARK, F. 229.
In. 1, c. 4:22]

Reporting on the new direction of financial
policy for the information of the leadership, the
people’s Commissariat of Finance proposes to take
broad measures to promote the new policy among
the population, it is explained that the severity of the
tax is compensated by those contributions that the
population will receive from the suspension of fur-
ther impairment of the monetary unit. Thus, in one
of the proclamations spread out among the urban
population is given the following explanation «...
you must keep in mind that no financial measures,
as they were not appropriate, will not have success
if their value remains unclear for the population and
implementation them in life will encounter passive
resistance...» [CSARK, F.229.1n. 1, c. 34:162-163].

As a follow-up to the above provision, addition
of guidance nature is issued to clarify the substance
of the financial policy and the necessity to imple-
ment it. Particular attention is paid to the need to
streamline the monetary system in establishing the
right foundations aimed at creating a deficit-free
budget in the Republic. At the initial stage of for-
mation of financial systems in the Republic, solving
these problems were the main.

Conclusion

Thus, at the initial stage of the construction of
the financial system, there were issues of financial
provision of the activities of the Bolsheviks.
Later, the question of financing the established
branches of the national economy is raised. For this
purpose, began to form and, accordingly, to finance
management apparatus systems in the Republic.

The next significant step in the creation of the
financial structure was the adoption of measures
for the final elimination of the so-called «old cash
offices» and practical steps to create the financial
structure were initiated by the liquidation of the old
cash structures of the former government.

Since the second half of 1920, there has
been a turning point towards the revision of the
wrong approaches due to lack of knowledge in
understanding the essence of money.

Gradually, there is a new vision and
understanding of raising the economy through the
revival of some sides of the private activity, the in-
troduction of a money circulation, as well as the re-
vival of an old tax collection methods, as budgetary
funds selected from all-union monetary fund into
the Republic practically do not provide the needs
in the proper amount, moreover, there was need of
funds to fight the famine of 1921.
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Today, the Central Asian states are becoming a strategically important region attracting the attention
of the world’s major states, depending on their geopolitical and geo-economic characteristics. It is well
known that Japan, along with other major powers in the world, shows great interest in this region. In
the 21st century, despite the economic internal crisis, Japan is the center of international forces and the
world economy, which is a leader in many industries and trade, science and technology. We see that
relations between Japan and the countries of Central Asia are developing dynamically. Japan has a high
reputation among the countries of Central Asia. It has a positive image as a peace-loving and friendly
country that is trying to provide genuine assistance to developing countries. Today Japan is one of the
key donors in the Central Asian region. This article examines the image of Japan in the countries of Cen-
tral Asia and the key factors that influence the formation of the image of the state in this region. Among
them, Assistance in ODA and using of soft power are the main prerequisites.

Introduction

The modern world is determined by a number of
trends, including globalization, regional integration.
Over the past two decades, interest in technology to
create a positive image of the state in the interna-
tional arena has significantly grown. There are sev-
eral reasons for this trend. First, the «reputational
capital» of the state becomes the main feature on the
international arena. The international community’s
confidence in the state determines the amount of
foreign investments, the attractiveness of the terri-
tory for tourists, the consideration of the interests
of the state in solving world problems. Secondly,
there are more and more researchers in this field.
Consequently, the study degree of the issue is grow-
ing, and with it the number of technologies for the
formation and correction of the image of the state
that are being used is too growing. Thirdly, image-
makers and political technologists are trying to find
the most effective and easily implemented ways of
forming the image.

Until recently, Japan had a completely unpre-
sentable image and the economic growth of this
country went hand in hand with improving the im-
age in the eyes of the world community. In other
words, the economy and image are two sides of the
same coin, mutually complementary. So we can say
that without a positive image of Japan, there would
not be a successfully developing economy, just as
the opposite is true too.
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For the countries of Central Asia, in particular
for Kazakhstan, which has set itself the ambitious
task of becoming one of the 30 most competitive
states and successfully working on the economic
component of this project, the task still remains to
create a positive image conducive to the country’s
advancement. This task is constantly posed to the
social scientists of the Republic of Kazakhstan, but
the solution of this problem can not be considered
satisfactory, and therefore it remains relevant to
study the experience of the most advanced coun-
tries, such as Japan.

In addition, it is necessary to know how the in-
habitants of Central Asia represent the image of this
country, since the further development of relations
between us largely depends on it.

The policy of Japan in Central Asia has attracted
the interest of some researchers in recent years. In
Japan, you can always find information about Ja-
pan’s Central Asia policy, its goals, strategic plans,
and motivations in the press, foreign policy collec-
tions.

The following are some of the following ini-
tiatives, which was officially published as political
principles that open the essence of Japan’s policy
in the Central Asian region. During the period from
1991 to 2007, Japan has taken the following initia-
tives:

1993 — The initiative to include Central Asian
states to the Organization of International Devel-
opment and Cooperation — the regional states can
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get financial and etc. assistance, in particular, by
the «Official Development Assistance» program
(ODA);

1997 — Eurasian diplomacy aims to intensify
economic and political cooperation between Japan,
Russia and Central Asia. The three main principles:
mutual benefit, confidence and long-term prospects;

1998 — The Silk Road Diplomacy Program is
aimed at supporting democratic transformation,
economic reform, transformation of transport infra-
structure and natural resources exploration;

2004 — The «Central Asia Plus Japany initiative
is a regular meeting at the level of heads of minis-
tries and agencies aimed at cooperation and regional
cooperation;

2006 — «Transformation of Central Asia into
a Corridor of Peace and Stability» — Looking at
the long-term vision of the CA region, looking for
partnerships based on common universal values
(Masahiko, Komura. 2007:88)

Indeed, these initiatives have great importance
to the region’s countries and now it is about $ 2
billion. Taking into account the assistance provided
by the US dollar in the ODA, it has substantially
helped for Central Asia’s development (Vaga kuni-
no seify kayhatsu endzjyo, 2008).

In general, the vision of Japan’s Central Asia
policy consists of the following aspects: Japan’s
interest in exploring and possibly developing
natural resources in the region, ensuring their safe
access to the international markets and assisting
democratization and economic development of the
region’s suburbs. For a long time, officials in Japan
have stated these goals as the basis of the policy in
the region.

From the moment the Soviet Union collapsed,
new independent states in Central Asia have pursued
an independent policy on the world stage. After
gaining independence, the former Soviet republics
were the main focus of the world community. The
geopolitical space of the Central Asian region has
become a competitive arena for the leading global
powers. Today, we can say with certainty that this
process is shaped by real players who have identified
their interests, goals and objectives. Japan also did
not want to abstain from this tendency. It should
be noted that in the early years of independence,
Japan’s policy towards Central Asia was not active.
However, in recent years, Japan’s interest in the
Central Asian region has increased in terms of
political and economic reasons.

After the end of the Cold War, the policy in
the Central Asian region was a completely new
direction in Japan’s foreign policy. Nevertheless,

Japan’s policy in Central Asia can be seen as the
most important component of global vision. The
reason is that, in addition to the economic and
strategic interest in the region, it is directly related
to the qualitative change of its role and degree in
international relations.

The ways of political and economic
development of Japan are reflected as an alternative
way of development for Kazakhstan. The present
state of the proposed country is the occurrence of
its historical stages. The Japanese government
implements effective foreign policy, that is one of
the main manifestations of the state’s development.
A significant part of the state’s foreign policy is
cultural politics, its image in the outside world. The
image of the country in the world over the various
periods of time plays an important role in shaping
mass minds, as well as in determining the internal
and external state of the country.

Japan, as a country that refused to use military
force to resolve international disputes, and also
rarely resorted to economic methods of coercion
(sanctions), relies on soft power. The potential of its
soft power includes traditional and modern culture,
the model of doing business, innovations and other
aspects. Traditionally, the region to which the main
resources of soft power are directed, is East Asia.
At the same time, in Central Asia, soft power is
an integral part of Japan’s overall foreign policy
strategy. What are the features of Japan’s foreign
policy in Central Asia? Firstly, this is a relatively
short history of the development of diplomatic ties.
Relations with the young Central Asian republics
were established in the early 1990s. For quite a
short time, Japan set a goal to gain a foothold in
the region, and achieved certain results in this.
Secondly, Japan initially stressed the common
Asian identity with these countries. Cultural and
racial similarity and, as a result, special emotional
intimacy became an integral part of official rhetoric.
Third, unlike East Asia, in this region, Japan’s
reputation is not overshadowed by the experience
of military aggression. Moreover, some scholars
even talk about «warm memories of the countries
of the region associated with Japan’s victory over
Russia in 1905». Central Asian residents remember
ten thousands of Japanese prisoners of war in
Kazakhstan, Uzbekistan, and Tajikistan after the
Second World War. Until now, buildings that
were built by their hands have been preserved, for
example, the Central Telegraph and the Ministry of
Culture in Tashkent, the Academy of Sciences in
Almaty, Farhad Hydropower Station in Tajikistan.

Methods: The principles of analytical-social,
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historical-cultural and comparative research
methods are used in this research. Also, esoteric-
exoteric methods in imageography are used.

Main part

Central Asia is a region with many opportunities
and difficulties. Large resources of natural
resources, significant demographic potential, transit
opportunities in the Eurasian center are accompanied
by the weakness of political institutions, high level
of conflicts, poorly diversified and highly risky
economies, as well as external and internal security
issues. The first one is the proximity to sources of
instability in Afghanistan and the Middle East in the
conditions of extremely low level of protection of
the borders, and the second — the issues of socio-
economic stability, ethnic conflicts, and the threat
of religious extremism. These opportunities make
the region attractive to external players looking for
additional opportunities for the development of their
own economies.

During the war, Japan did not fight against the
Soviet Union, but it was Germany’s ally and at the
same time its image was approved as an image of
the enemy. After the surrender of Germany, the
USSR declared war against Japan. Soviet soldiers
captured many Japanese soldiers and officers during
military operations. Many of them were captured
in Kazakhstan. They were used as workers in the
construction of various facilities in the Kazakh
Soviet Union capital, Alma-Ata. Many Kazakhs
saw Japanese for the first time. These meetings had
a profound impact on the Japanese image changing.
Instead of bloody opponents, Alma-Ata saw people
who look like Kazakhs. In addition, they were
very hardworking and enthusiastic. There are still
few buildings built by Japanese prisoners of war
in Almaty. All these buildings are considered to
be very strong. They have always said that these
buildings were built by Japanese as their best offer.
The bombing of two Japanese cities, Hiroshima
and Nagasaki, caused an outcry in the Soviet
Union. Soviet agitation during the Cold War used
the fact of bombing the US as an aggressive state,
so Japan entered the image of the victim. Since
then, the image of Japan has changed. Becoming
an open country of USSR has also influenced to it.
Some Japanese movies were featured in theaters.
Some categories of people (only a small fraction
of them) had the opportunity to go to capitalist
countries, including Japan. In the «Stagnation»
years (1970) Japanese products began to enter
the USSR. Young people tried to wear Japanese
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jackets and buy Japanese radio equipment.
Japanese technology is considered as very reliable
and authoritative. Especially the Japanese watch
is considered significant. In Kazakhstan, as in
the whole USSR, Japan is presented as a country
with advanced technology and high technology
(Lozhkina. 2009:15).

After the collapse of the USSR and the
establishment of an independent Kazakhstan,
the formation of foreign policy has began. Japan
was one of the countries that has established full
diplomatic relations with Kazakhstan. So far, the
positive image of this country has been formed in our
country. It was presented as a state with advanced
technology, high standards of living, and well-
developed science. It’s not surprisingly that many
people who want to join Japan’s culture and science
have emerged in Kazakhstan. Japanese departments
have been opened in many universities, private and
national, including in the Al-Farabi Kazakh National
University. The Embassy of Japan has done much to
promote the culture of its country. Regular concerts,
film festivals and exhibitions. Thus, the exhibition
of Japanese dolls, which was held in the Central
State Museum of Kazakhstan in June 2011, attracted
the attention of Almaty residents. The curator of the
exhibition Asel Bilaibayeva noted the interest of
Kazakh people in the exhibition (Mobile, 2011).
Great achievements of Japan in various fields of
production, science and culture push Kazakhstan
to make contact with that country. It should be
explained by the special knowledge of nonstrategic
theory among Kazakh intellectuals. This theory was
developed by the talented Soviet linguist V.M. Ilich-
Swietich. According to this theory, in the ancient
times, Eurasia was a nonstrategic mother tongue
and subsequently divided into Turkic languages
(including Kazakh) and Japanese (Illicch-Swittick,
2009). Despite the fact that this event was several
thousand years ago, many Kazakh intellectuals have
developed their views on the roots of the two nations.
This hypothesis will promote further strengthening
of friendly relations between Japan and Kazakhstan.

The image of Japan during the twentieth century
developed in Kazakhstan in that way. Initially, under
the influence of Soviet propaganda, it was a negative
(enemy of the enemy). In the second half of the 20th
century, this image received a positive mark.

Currently, there are no significant controversies
or fundamental issues between Japan and Central
Asia. In general, nothing can hinder the active
development of mutual cooperation. According to
many researchers, Japan has a high reputation among
Central Asian countries in comparison with other
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countries. Japan has a positive image as a peaceful
and friendly country that strives to provide real help
to the developing countries. Nowadays, Japan is
one of the key donors in the Central Asian region.
Japan provides economic, technical and irrevocable
assistance within the ODA, Official Development
Assistance Program. The role of the ODA in Japan’s
foreign policy is very high, as it is one of the main
mechanisms of influence in international relations
(Usubaliev, 2008: 4).

Japan has been interested in Central Asia for
a long time. In the late 1980s and early 1990s,
Japanese researchers began to participate in joint
archaeological expeditions in the region, and the
cultural and historical significance of Central Asia,
which played a key role in entering Buddhism
in Japan, was the basis of the initial initiatives in
that region. According to one of the developers of
Japanese diplomacy T. Hiroshi, Tokyo is a «micro-
planetary nature» of the region and he said about its
importance for humanity. After promoting Eurasian
diplomacy, more and more attention was paid to
historical and cultural ties with Japan, which led
to the development of the Silk Road diplomacy in
1997 (Stuttan, 2008: 310-318).

Efforts to preserve the historical and cultural
heritage of Central Asia, based on its importance
for the development of world civilization, have
become an important task for Japan as a state
aspiring to play an important role in international
cultural cooperation. In addition, some view the
region as a moral obligation: Japan has greatly
appreciated the Great Silk Road and understood that
today it needs to reach a high level of development
and prosperity and repay its debt to Central Asia.
(Prime Minister R.Khasimoto at the meeting of
the Economic Integrity Entrepreneurs). Thus, the
historical and cultural community has become an
element of soft power in relations with the countries
of the region. Trusting in this community, Japan
tries to develop the most attractive aspects of its
image. It’s one of the components to postpone the
post-war model for a long time. Former Foreign
Minister T. Also recalls his essence as «peace
and happiness through economic prosperity and
democracy». The Japanese version, which provides
for a dominant role of the state in the economy,
has attracted interest for the Central Asian states,
choosing the path of economic development and
having the tradition of a planned economy in the
socialist sense. In turn, Tokyo has repeatedly
highlighted the advantages of gradual transition to
a market economy, comparing the «Japanese-East
Asian model» to the Anglo-Saxon model. Experts

from Japan have been sent, courses on economics
and business management have been organized to
deliver the Japanese experience.

The theme of democracy has always been
actively promoted by T. Also, who conducted
«valuable diplomacy» on the agenda of relations
between Japan and Central Asia, which, in particular,
«the roots of freedom and prosperity» that includes
Central Asia. He believed that Japan would play
an important role in promoting democracy, peace
and freedom, human rights, the rule of law, and
the market economy. This may seem to be part of
a Japanese soft power in the region, as the Japanese
approach to democratic processes differs radically
from Western countries. Japan is convinced that
restoration of the economy will lead to improved
democracy and human rights. This may seem to
be part of a Japanese soft power in the region, as
the Japanese approach to democratic processes
differs radically from Western countries. Japan is
convinced that restoration of the economy will lead
to improved democracy and human rights. This
methodology has been linked to the introduction of
democracy in Japan during the post-war political
system reform. Thus, by propagating the ideas of
democracy in Central Asia, Japan acts as a carrier of
western values with eastern characteristics, which is
more attractive to local regimes than in Europe and
the United States.

In addition to the model of economic
development, Japan’s attractiveness is a leader in
innovative development. Japan and the region have
repeatedly pointed out that Japanese technology and
Central Asia’s natural resources are complementary
to each other. Leaders of the Central Asian countries
are interested in Japanese innovation, and the
population considers Japan as aresponsible partner in
terms of scientific cooperation (for example, 47% of
respondents in Kazakhstan and 45% in Uzbekistan).
In this regard, Japan is also a country that pays
special attention to environmental issues. Tokyo
actively participated in the Aral Sea rescue projects,
as well as elimination of radioactive contamination
in the Semipalatinsk region. International action in
the field of climate change, green technologies, and
waste production —all of which are based not only on
Japanese experience but also on traditional Japanese
concept (motteinai). Recently, it has focused on
stimulating the use of energy-saving technologies
and renewable energy sources that are of interest to
Central Asian states (Stuttan NV 2008: 310-318)

Official development assistance is the one of the
most successful and vivid examples of using soft
power tools in Japan. At the beginning of the 1990s,
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Japan said that as a country of Asia, it will provide
substantial assistance to the former Soviet states of
Asia. Japan has been the largest DRC donor in the
region for a long time. It also expressed confidence
that Tokyo would never seek to reach the natural
resources of the region, and would first of all seek to
establish long-term friendly relations with Central
Asian countries. One of the areas of assistance is
helping to solve human security issues. They include
prevention of poverty, natural disaster prevention,
health and public health, and so on. For example,
Japan, based on the experience of the only country
experiencing an atomic bomb, initiated a conference
in Semipalatinsk and provided medical care to its
inhabitants in 1999. Tokyo pays great attention
to projects in the field of education, assistance to
agriculture development and so on. Due to these
efforts, Japan has been a reliable non-military
security provider in Central Asia (Komissina,
1999:79).

Japan paid special attention to the development
and modernization of extractive industries and
transport communications in the region. Japan takes
the lead in financing these industries in Central Asia.
Since Japan’s foreign policy does not have military
elements due to constitutional restrictions after the
Second World War, Japan has no choice besides
economic integrating into global politics. The
economic aid was of a «Japanese contributiony to the
common cause of security in the region. It also plays
an important role in the provision of humanitarian
assistance, social assistance, and funding for poverty
reduction programs in the region.

An important tool for soft power designing is
cultural and public diplomacy. These two conclusions
are closely interconnected in Japan, and they appear
in the materials of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs
as public cultural diplomacy (koha binka gayko).
Cultural diplomacy is crucial to understanding
Japan’s soft power policy. The main areas of
cultural diplomacy are disseminating information
about Japan, acquaintance with traditional and
contemporary culture, popularization of Japanese
language, organization of human exchanges, and
cooperation with international organizations in
the field of culture. Cultural diplomacy, of course,
plays an important role in rapprochement of Japan
and Central Asian countries, improving mutual
understanding and emotional communication. It is
a large part of traditional culture, active propagation
of modern youth culture. The events in Japan for
Central Asia include not only the capitals, but also
the vast geography of countries. The Japanese
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government pays special attention to youth and
professional education programs (Dobrinskaya,
2015: 3)

The development of cultural relations between
Japan and the countries of the region has been
greatly contributed by committees and friendship
and cooperation established on bilateral basis
with Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan and Uzbekistan.
In  particular, Japan-Kazakhstan  Friendship
League, friendship association between Japan
and Kyrgyzstan, Association of Cultural and
Economic Cooperation «Fukushima-Uzbekistany.
Such societies include members of government,
parliament, business, as well as major public figures
from Central Asia and Japan. Within the framework
of these organizations regular meetings are held
for consultations on important areas of economic,
political and cultural cooperation. Thanks to their
help, seminars, conferences, round tables, as well as
Japanese Culture Days and Days of Central Asia.

Another important element of Japan’s foreign
policy in Central Asia was the acquaintance of
society with mass culture, language, traditions and
history of Japan. The experience of opening cultural
and language centers for students of the Central
Asian republics, organization of language practice,
and the establishment of cultural and economic
cooperation has become widespread. The activity of
Japan in this direction coincides with the purpose
of demonstrating a positive image of the Japanese
society outside the political leadership of the country.
Mass science and cultural relations allow Japan to
take advantage of civilization gained elsewhere, and
to spread its achievements and values to the world
community by showing the attractiveness of the
development model.

Japan does not have a clear strategy for the
Central Asian region, but only initiatives. In fact,
these initiatives have a great importance for the
region’s countries and have contributed to the
development of Central Asia, with the ODA, which
is currently two billion dollars. Cooperation between
Japan and each Central Asian country is based
on bilateral relations. Improving and developing
integration within the region, and the emergence of a
mechanism to be implemented, create preconditions
for deepening Japan in the Central Asian region. In
our opinion, Japan’s main focus in Central Asia is
Kazakhstan. Studying the potential and opportunities
of the Kazakh-Japanese relations, it should be noted
that there are all the effective conditions for raising
the priority areas of bilateral cooperation to a new
level of partnership.
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Conclusion

Over the years since the establishment of
diplomatic relations, Japan has developed a gust
of power in Central Asia. The popularity of
Japanese culture and sport, the successful work of
the Human Resource Development Centers, and
active humanitarian contacts show the interest of
the region’s residents to the land of the rising sun.
Japan’s technologically advanced country, a leader
in addressing global challenges, and a model of
economic and democratic development appeals to
the countries of Central Asia. Moreover, it is difficult
to measure its effectiveness, based on the long-term

perspective and specificity of the soft power policy
aimed at creating a favorable environment rather
than achieving concrete results. Public opinion
polls, the popularity of Japanese centers and cultural
events do not give a clear picture, which allows us
to talk about the influence of Japan in the region.
In addition, soft power is most effective when it is
backed up by other factors of mutual interest, for
example, economic, and it should be considered in
conjunction with other components of diplomacy. It
can be assumed that the Japanese soft power in the
region will face new challenges stemming from the
active cultural diplomacy of China, as well as the
growing presence of South Korea.
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FORCED LABOR OF DEPORTED PEOPLES
IN THE INDUSTRY OF SOUTHERN KAZAKHSTAN
(the example of Kentau city)

One of the most tragic pages in the history of the Greeks was Stalin’s deportation. Almost the major-
ity of the Greeks, who lived on the north-eastern coast of the Black Sea, were deported to Kazakhstan.

The article is considered the deportation of the Pontic Greeks in the South Kazakhstan region and
their role in the development of industry and agriculture in the region. The purpose of this article is an at-
tempt to restore the chronological order of the deportation of Greeks, their resettlement and employment
in the city Kentau, within the framework of the concept of the history of everyday life. This article consists
of two separate parts.The first part is considered deportations of Pontic Greeks to South Kazakhstan. The
second section talks about the formation of Greek communities in the city Kentau. And also it is said
about the use of labor of the deported Greeks in industry.

Introduction

An objective, comprehensive study of the
history of deported peoples in Kazakhstan is one
of the most important tasks of modern national
historical science. Until now, historical science has
not covered the entire range of problems associated
with the deportation of Greeks to Kazakhstan, the
extent and consequences of the deformed social fate
of this ethnic group have not been fully appreciated.
For many years, the tragic situation of the deported
Greeks in the former Soviet Union was hushed up,
and archival sources on this issue were inaccessible
to researchers.

The totalitarian system that prevailed in
Kazakhstan in the 40s of the XXth century, needs a
particularly thorough rethinking from the standpoint
of new scientific and theoretical concepts. In this
regard, the problem of a comprehensive study of the
totalitarian regime of power based on the example of
the history everyday life deported Greeks in Kentau
and their use as a labor force is important not only
in the scientific and cognitive, but also in practical
terms. Given the urgency and weak development,
the authors set themselves the following goal:
to analyze the history of forced labor of deported
Greeks to the development of the largest enterprises
of Kazakhstan’s industry — the Achisai Polymetal
Combine and the Kentau city.

Thespecial operation «Wave»: thedeportation
of Pontic Greeks to South Kazakhstan in 1949

Among the measures, «punishment» of unruly,
full use of unreliable and deportation. In this
research a deportation meant the forced expulsion
of a person to another state or another country,
usually under escort. After the war the Soviet
government considered Greece as an ally of the
Germany, and thus all «Greek» in the territory of the
USSR was questioned, translated under the status
of «disloyalty». In the implementation of policy
of forced displacement in 1930 — the beginning
of the 1950s. Kazakhstan has become one of the
main accommodation areas of various «special
contingents. In the history of the Pontic Greeks were
deported to Kazakhstan three stages. In 1942, the
Greeks were expelled from the Krasnodar Territory,
in 1944- Greeks from Crimea, in 1949 — Greeks
from Georgia. The largest-scale and most systematic
deportations took place in the 13th June 1949.

On May 7, 1949, the Politburo of the
Communist Party of Central Committee adopted
another decision on the Greeks. The motivation for
expulsion is the cleansing of the Black Sea coast
of the RSFSR and Ukraine, as well as Georgia and
Azerbaijan as a whole «from politically unreliable
elements.» Deportations to the South Kazakhstan
and Dzhambul regions (Koigeldiev, 2017:122).
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Kazakhstan was subject to the following
administrative categories of ethnic Greeks: Greek
subjects, former Greek subjects who were accepted
into Soviet citizenship. However, in fact, the Greeks
were also deported — Soviet citizens whose ancestors
appeared on the territory of the Russian Empire
even at the invitation of Catherine II, who never
took part in foreign citizenship (Arches, 1969:85).
But ostensibly according to their voluntary desire,
which was certified by subscriptions. In this case,
the property evicted was seized.

State security special forces encircled Greek
villages, herded populations to various locations,
and conducted them to railway stations. The majority
of Greeks on the eastern Black Sea coast, including
the whole Greek population of Abkhazia and half
of the population of Adzharia, were deported to
Kazakhstan. The main content of the operation,
code-named «Wavey, was reduced to the liberation
of the non-titular ethnic group mainly the part of the
Georgian Black Sea coast.

The operation was carried out officials the
Ministry of State Security of the MVD troops. The
route of the train deportees were accompanied by
special the staff. For operational services of agent
resettled each train there was one operative worker.
The composition of the tier had to be arranged in such
a way that the cars were located 7-8 resettled, one
car was intended to guard. In addition, it allocates
special wagon that served as sanitary insulator.
Special settlers were allowed to take a maximum
of 500 kg per family owned their property. All the
rest — the house and farm buildings, livestock and
poultry, grain, and another thing — they are left in
place. They were taken in cattle cars, previously
transferred all their property to the population, do not
get caught «by the decision.» All trains, which took
out the Greeks, consisted of freight cars. Only the
accompanying police officers went to the authorities
of cool cars. The freight cars were not any windows,
only a door. As she closed in car total darkness. And
from the outside, no one knew that being taken, one
driven in these cars — cattle or exiled people.

Veteran of Labor of Kentau city V.Gabairov
remembers those difficult years: «We were living
in the city of Sukhumi. It happened late at night.
When the barking of our dogs, alarmed father got
up and went outside. It turned out that they came
armed soldiers. First they offered to surrender
their weapons, if any, and then said: take away the
clothes, bed — have relocated to another area. We
were taken to the railway station. At the beginning of
the eviction, many, especially the peasants thought
that the Greeks sent to Greece. Even they are going
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out, dancing and singing under kemendzhe. Then he
cried, when they realized they were wrong. 1 still
remember how heart-rending crying children and
women in despair, tore my hair out. In Kirovobad
occurred sorting, the Greeks gathered in one car, the
representatives of other nationalities — in the other.
For transportation isolated «veal» 18-ton railroad
cars — these can be seen in war movies. Each of them
is equipped with bunk beds bedroom on both sides.
We drove for a long time, it was very hot, thirsty
people. But most importantly, no one knew where
we were going well. And it oppressed most of all»
(Rakisheva, 2013:179)

26 Greek trains were sent to Kazakhstan in 1949.
Most of them were from Georgia (19 levels), some
of them add to the load in the Krasnodar region.

More than 37 thousand Greeks, which was to
be deported in 1949, about 75% were residents of
Abkhazia and about 7% — Adjara. Memorandum
«On the reception and resettlement of newly arrived
contingent of Greeks on the territory of the Kazakh
SSR», signed by the Minister of Internal Affairs of
the Kazakh Republic I. Dolgikh and dated August
5, 1949, shows 8911 families and 37108 Greeks
(Bugay, 1995:83).

They settled on the territory of South
Kazakhstan, Zhambyl, Kyzylorda, Taldykorgan and
Almaty region of Kazakhstan in June and July of the
same year. Most of them were concentrated in the
Southern Kazakhstan. From 8911 Greek families
in the South Kazakhstan area 5512 families (24882
persons) were resettled, about 62%. 7510 of them
men, 8272 women, children-9100.

Unloading point «of the Greek contingent in
the area of steel station Great- Alekseevskaya, Syr
Darya, Kyzyl-Tu, Badam, Timur, Turkestan, Sas-
Tobe and Shymkent. At Aris station was established
control point for the distribution of trains with
deportees about the points of discharge.

The train number 97122 was unloaded at stations
Shymkent and Sas-Tobe. In connection with the
unpreparedness of the destination station to receive
the train redirected to Turkestan station for unloading
and subsequent transmission to the deportees to the
mine «Mirgalimsay». But in Turkestan passengers
categorically refused to come out of the cars, citing
the chief promise tier major Osipova take them to
Shymkent (Juha, 2008:157).

«Apply measures» rebels were not possible — on
the station of Turkestan no «operational force». As |
reported to Moscow the Minister of Internal Affairs
of the Kazakh. Then it was decided to promote
the trains to unload to Badam station and from
there distribute arrived on collective Arys district.
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However, the station Badam passengers did not
leave cars and continued «bagpipe».

June 27, 1949 at Badam Station urgently arrived
operative group of 40 people. The aid given to them
85 soldiers and sergeants from the 74th Division of
the Interior Ministry convoy troops from Tashkent.
«Executive Force» began negotiations with the
rebels. In the end, they managed to persuade. Echelon
began unloading. In order to avoid a new outbreak
of mass disobedience, unloading is performed for
3-4 cars.

Of all the areas is in South Kazakhstan region
most Greeks fell on industry. Actually, it was one
of the only enterprise — lead mine Mirgalimsay in
Kentau. It is «consumed» three-tier full with the
Greeks from Georgia and Krasnodar territory. The
rest are scattered in more than 70 collective and state
farms in eight regions. By note of June 17, 1949,
the total number of Greeks in the South Kazakhstan
region was 24882 people, of them: Arys-1,554,
Ilichevsky-6,550, Keles-1,494, Kyzylkum-1,870,
Kirov-4,714, Pahtaralsky-3,624, Myrgalimsay-5,
076 (Juha, 2008:181).

South-Kazakhstan region — mostly steppe with
low hills and ridges of the mountains. Just east of
the railway line rises above the steppe ridge Karatau.
To the west stretches the famous Kyzyl-Kum desert
— the birthplace of the sultry winds and devastating
sandstorms (Keshanidi, 2015:50).

Unloading wagons held in an organized and
planned way. As with admission trains, and in the
universe as a collective and state home no accidents
had not arrived by the Greeks. Most of the special
settlers in the first days after the settlement started to
work in collective farms and local industries.

At the same time arrivers explored the area
and the local population. Hardest Greeks were hit
the steppe — without a single tree. It was the same
boundless sea, as in Abkhazia, but without water.
Arriving at the farm were amazed that even the roofs
of the houses were made of clay. Some of them
grew weeds. In steppe grazed horses, donkeys and
acquaintances only the pictures camels (Mikhailov,
1983:189).

The result of the settlement punished peoples
became noticeable expansion of the geography of
the great «construction projects of communismy and
the areas requiring urgent agricultural development.
The vast majority of these were places with a
complete lack of the population, or with its minimal
presence. That again proves that one of the major
national economic reason for the deportation was
the settlement and development of vacant land.

Deported Greeks in Kentau: peculiarities of
everyday life in the industrial city

All the labor of able special settlers were obliged
to engage in socially useful work, in coordination
with local authorities. From special settlers were
required strict adherence to the prescribed regimen
and public order in the resettlement areas, the sub-
ordination of all the orders of special commandant.
In general, life in forced exile, under the supervi-
sion of special commandant, in completely different
than at home, climatic conditions became an ordeal
for the deported Greeks. The largest concentration
of Greeks coming to town Kentau. Since, in this
city are the industrial enterprises, in dire need of
manpower. One of these companies was — Achisay-
sky polymetallic plant. As noted in 1951 exceeded
15,000 people deported by the Greeks. Special set-
tlers, the Greeks were of different professions. The
main areas of application are industrial labor and
construction (KRSA, F.120.0p.27).

Lack of social and living conditions, famine,
especially at first, frequent outbreaks of infectious
diseases, heavy work caused mass mortality among
the Greeks. Most of them — children and the elderly.
The most common cause of death — starvation and
typhus. Once in Kentau, the Greeks were forced to
pass the climate, labor, social and cultural adapta-
tion, which was aggravated by a special regime of
detention. By adaptation in the broad sense refers to
an individual device or group to external conditions.
Special settlers could not independently choose their
neighbors, occupation, place of residence, so the ad-
aptation began in advance of the proposed terms of
power. However, the adaptation process was nec-
essary for the continued survival of internally dis-
placed persons. For adults, special settlers adapta-
tion occurs mainly in the course of joint work with
the local population. Indigenous population helped
deported to master the skills of a new activity for
them. We are not inclined to idealize the relationship
between immigrants and the Kazakhs, especially in
the initial period of deportation. Before the arrival of
the deportees attitude toward him was not positive.
The Greeks, in his memoirs noted that initially they
were as «enemies of the people.» As you explore
the deported families attitude toward them changed.
Local residents shared with starving products, as-
sisted in the construction of housing. Patience and
hard working as the basic qualities mentioned by
the Greeks locals. «Of course, the local inhabitants
showed us sympathy —living themselves wealthy
life, they shared with us whatever they could. I will
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never forget the taste of the Kazakh bread and milk
« says an honorary citizen of the city Kentau D.A
Karakozidi (Koigeldiev, 2017:123).

Expelled family staunchly endured all the hard-
ships of deportation of a role in the preservation of
ethnic identity played and polyethnic cultural envi-
ronment Kentau. The Greeks were on the special
settlement with other ethnic groups deported. The
community of fate allowed to survive the difficulties
of deportation. The Kentau then there were about 40
different nationalities — Germans, Tatars, Koreans,
Russian and Kazakhs, etc. All lived together, there
was apathetic to the troubles and joys of life. Ex-
pelled family staunchly endured all the hardships of
deportation. The local population, which consisted,
inter alia, of the descendants of exiles, belonged to
the special settlers with compassion.

Concerns about labor unit special settlers were
assigned to the trust «Mirgalimsay lead system», in
which there was a special department for special a
transit. He ordered all settlers arrived specials were
identified in labor camps, closely spaced industry.

Using special settlers in the construction of the
city and lead mine «Mirgalimsay» was made on the
basis of contracts concluded with the leadership
of the « Achpolimetall plant « 1949. According to
which able-bodied settlers were passed special in-
dustrial enterprises as labor and were not allowed
without permission to leave the special settlements
located around the mines, where authorized by the
special commandant’s strictly monitored adherence
rate. The contribution made by the Greeks in the
construction of the city Kentau in the South Kazakh-
stan created to develop Achisay polymetallic depos-
it. Kentau is among the most rapidly developing in
the 1950 years city-buildings of the Soviet Union.

It was the international building, where on the
first roles were representatives of the repressed and
the deported peoples: the Greeks, Chechens, Ger-
mans, Tatars, Russian and Kazakhs, Uzbeks. Con-
struction of the city also attended by Japanese and
German prisoners of war. Since that time, it began
a large-scale work on the construction of the city
Kentau and their infrastructure.

Construction of the city, carried out deserted
empty space is extremely difficult problem: there
was no material and technical base, qualified per-
sonnel, transportation, engineering communica-
tion.. New construction of housing and household
objects of the city were torn down because of the
lack of comprehensive measures to ensure the work
of building materials and technical neglect works.

Only in 1953 from appropriated combine «Ach-
polimetall» 1250 million rubles for housing, com-
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munal and cultural construction were received only
855,000 rubles, it is not utilized for more than 30%
(KRSA, F. 15. Op.1).

Peter Stavrovich Kuimsar deported Greek from
Sukhumi, headed the first in the Soviet Union com-
munist labor brigade plasterers, painters. It was an
amazing time, when a relatively small international
team, poorly armed with technology, their labor her-
oism performed miracles in the bare steppes (Shpi-
lyanskaya, 2005:21).

All the city’s storied houses built by their hands.
Living in tents and barracks, they dreamed of a
bright future and their work from day to day brings
its offensive. Kentau initially built up spontaneous-
ly, but compact.

In just a few years Kentau becomes a kind of
industrial town. During this time, in the remote
steppes were built thousands of houses, clubs, li-
braries, hospitals, businesses, farms. At the factory
buildings grew floors of houses were built clubs and
playgrounds.

1950 construction of the theater ended with the
symbolic name «Druzhbay». August 1, 1955 formally
signed the Decree of the Presidium of the Supreme
Soviet of the Kazakh SSR on the formation of Ken-
tau (KRSA, F.57. Op.7). It means «Ore Mountainy.

Forcibly separated from their land and deported
to distant Kentau, deprived of all civil rights, the
Greeks were among the first builders of a strong in-
dustrial base in the south of the country and has long
formed the backbone of skilled construction person-
nel of the city.

Combine an exceptional role in the pre-war peri-
od and during the Second World War, when he gave
the bulk of lead ore, necessary defense industry.
During the Second World War Achisaysky polyme-
tallic plant gave the country about 75% of the lead,
melted in the USSR (Shpilianska, 2015:12).

After 1945 the lead content in the ore is gradual-
ly decreased. 1950 the Central Committee of Com-
munist Party of Kazakhstan is discussing measures
to increase ore production and ore mines further
builds on Achisaysky polymetallic plant. But the
main issue in the construction industrial facilities
was the issue of its skilled labor force, attracting a
huge amount of labor.

Voluntary recruitment of skilled workers from
the local population due to a number of circumstances
did not meet this demand. In such circumstances, part
of the special settlers arriving in manufacturing em-
ployment was extremely necessary. However, it was
explained that special settlers in the industrial enter-
prises, including the defense industry plants, as a rule,
can be used in the construction and ancillary works.
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In connection with the deportation of the Greeks
there was an acute shortage of housing in their places
of residence. The Greeks have lived more than one
severe winter in dug dugouts. Overcrowding, un-
sanitary conditions spawned numerous epidemics.

By the autumn of 1950 Mirgalimsaysky mine
and construction of the city worked 2236 special
settlers Greeks. At first, the productivity of the spe-
cial settlers working in the mines and factories was
low. Local guide explains this lack of experience in
the industry, poor material and social conditions.
Industrial Training special settlers often lacking,
with the result that their productivity was in the first
years of exile 30- 60% of the norm. But later, many
Greeks were not only met, but and exceeds perfor-
mance standards. For example, in August 1956 to
Achisaysky polymetallic plant fulfilled the norm
was 597 people, and over-fulfilled — 438 people
(KRSA, F.41. Op.2).

Under the terms of the contracts concluded en-
terprise «Achpolimetall» had to provide the Greeks
and their families living quarters on a common ba-
sis. And families without housing, single room in
barracks and dormitories. However, in conditions
of acute shortage of housing, the administration ini-
tially built mines sometimes limited only to release
an improvised building materials.

Special village «Mirgalimsay» represented large
tracts of little adapted for living rooms without win-
dows and furnaces, made hastily braided Sediment
barracks or simply tents and dugouts. A significant
part of the barracks and houses the standard for liv-
ing in winter conditions was not prepared.

Companies should also ensure that the special
settlers were permanent jobs, inventory, tools, vehi-
cles, machinery and materials. Working conditions,
providing work clothes, working hours, number of
days of rest and holidays, production quotas have
been in accordance with the contract to be the same
as for other categories of workers.

In the hands of all the calculated labor settlers
were given the calculated books, which reflected
their wages, as well as all workers. For a good
work labor settlers relied progressive and bonus
pay. At the same time local authorities are listed
in different periods from 5 to 25% of earnings of
special settlers.

So they, to a certain extent, have been interested
in preserving the employment fund trudoposelent-
sev, in maintaining a more or less tolerable living
conditions of this category of workers. Special set-
tlers same enterprise should provide a par with the
rest of the workers, domestic services (baths, laun-
dries, kindergartens, nurseries).

And also to organize supply their families with
food through a table on production and manufac-
tured goods through the relevant trade organizations.
However, the treaty provisions to ensure equal con-
ditions of work and life to a civilian special settlers
and workers are very often violated. There were ar-
bitrary reduction of supply standards deportees ba-
sic products and commodities, illegal withdrawal
from the individual supply, the lack of deployed and
poor quality catering.

In addition to industrial and construction
spheres, the Greeks worked in other sectors of the
economy, for example in the service and trade sec-
tor, where they occupied the post — head of the ware-
house, seller, driver, shoemaker.

Labor and special settlers are faced with many
difficulties in the new place of residence: hunger,
disease, poor living conditions, separation of fami-
lies, the death of loved ones, a humiliating stigma
«enemy of the people» — all this could not all sur-
vive. To carry out all the hardships of life that fell to
their lot, and sometimes just to survive helped local
residents who met with the hospitality of people of
other nationalities resettled in Kentau.

Only in the 50 years the state policy towards
the deportees began to change for the better. At 27
March 1956 by the Decree of the Supreme Soviet of
the USSR «On the lifting of restrictions on the le-
gal status of the Greeks, Bulgarians, Armenians and
members of their families living in special settle-
ments.»

It was partially lifted restrictions on the legal
status of special settlers, the Greeks. Exemption
from under the administrative supervision of the In-
terior Ministry were conducted without the right of
return of the special settlers to their original place
of residence. Moreover, the deportees took a receipt
that they are notified on the prohibition of return to
their former place of residence and a non-return of
confiscated property.

However, they have not received proper rehabil-
itation, they were forbidden to return to their former
place of residence. As a result, tens of thousands
of Greeks settled in Kentau and found a new home
here. Many houses are built in the center of Kentau
Greeks, they lived very well off, worked, and their
work to generate income. Kentau Kazakhstan then
called «small Athens.»

Kentau was one of the densely populated cities
of the Greeks of Southern Kazakhstan until the end
of the 80-th years of XX century. Here, the Greek
language was heard, even when most of the Greeks
of the former Soviet Union, finally lost its main na-
tional trait — the Greek language. Indeed, the vio-
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lent methods of the deportation of peoples can not
be justified by any military or other considerations.
The main charge against the deported peoples were
«across-the collaboration with the enemy.» But this
assertion was absurd, since the vast majority of the
male population of these nations were mobilized
into the Red Army.

Conclusion

Much largest Pontic diaspora exists in
Kazakhstan The first post-revolutionary census of
the population in the Soviet Union in 1926 revealed
in the whole Kazakhstan only 157 Greeks. One of
the most touching pages in the history of Greeks was
Stalin’s deportation. In 1930 to Kazakhstan were
deported several hundred dekulakized Greeks from
Sochi, Adler, Lazarevsky, Tuapse and continental
part of Krasnodar land. Practically the great part of
Greeks living in the north-eastern coast of the Black
sea was deported to Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan. The
main part of Greeks found themselves in Kazakhstan
in 40s in connection with the deportation from the
places of traditional inhabitation — mainly from
Georgia, Crimea, Azov area.

By 1950 Kazakhstan among the 820.165 persons,
there were 44,000 thousand Greeks. According
to the data of the census of population of 2009 in
Kazakhstan live about 9,000, Greeks or 0,06% from

the common number of the whole population of the
republic (Smailova, 2011:65).

Greeks inhabit predominantly in the south of
the republic —Almaty, South Kazakhstan regions
and Kentau city. In the republic function 17 Greek
community, entering the Association of Greek
communes of Kazakhstan «Filiay.

The analysis showed that the basis of the
deportation of entire peoples are reasons of a political
nature. The eviction took place on trumped-up
charges of treason. Thus, the deportation of peoples
was a measure of legal insecurity, characterized by
a flagrant violation of human rights and was one of
the means to enhance the totalitarian regime. The
totalitarian mode has transformed Kazakhstan into a
gigantic reservation, where they had been deported
hundreds of thousands of people from different
regions of the USSR.

Such attention to the problems of deported
peoples due to the fact that Kazakhstan is like no
other country in the former Soviet Union endured
all the hardships associated with the mass migration
of anything its innocent people on its territory.
Deportation of peoples to Kazakhstan has played
a huge role in shaping the national structure of the
population. Resettlement streams from different
places of the former Soviet Union, increasing the
population of Kazakhstan, led to a group of non-
local population.

Introduction

At the beginning of the twentieth century the fate
of the Kazakh people was connected with the fate
of a group of intelligentsia. They mastered science
and politics and at the same time became leaders in
education, politics, technology and medicine. It is
known that Gabit Musrepov called his writer broth-
ers as «giants groupy» in the past, and the later in-
tellectuals named them «the best of Alash». Indeed,
A. Baitursynov, A. Bukeikhanov, S.Aspendiyarov,
M.Tynyshbayev, K. Satpayev, H. Dosmukham-
edov, Mustafa Shokay and other Kazakh elite, who
were interested in the future of the Kazakh language
struggled for the freedom of the nation.

Nowadays, the great contribution of the Kazakh
intelligentsia to the freedom of the country is not
ignored. This is specifically mentioned in the
program article of the President of the Republic of
Kazakhstan Nursultan Nazarbayev «Orientation to
the future: spiritual revival». The articlementions
that: «A revived society is essentially a society
which will have a spiritual code that begins with the
depth of its history. ... The success of the nation in
the future is determined not by its natural wealth,
but by the competitiveness of its people. That is
why every citizen of Kazakhstan, thus, must have
the worthy qualities of the whole nation in the 21*
century» (Nazarbayev, 2017: 5).

That’s why, as the president said, the success of
the «future-oriented national plan» is that «creative
intellectuals should play a great role in this work.
We have to determine what kind of representatives
of modern culture should go to the world arena»
(Nazarbayev, 2017:24). Thus, scientific research
and propagation of life and activity of alash people
who have become the code of the nation, which
today serves as a model of the nation-wide model of
the national state system of the 20"century, should
serve as the main object today.

Main part

True, it has beenspoken and written much
about the Alash leaders.However, during the
Soviet era, which was dominated by 70 years of
the twentieth century, prominent public figures,

qualified enlighteners and doctors who were at
the forefront of public health services, had a good
reputation for the health of the population. It is
undoubtedly clear that the work of each specialistis
not easy and having a great history,requires a great
deal of research.One of them was born in West
Kazakhstan, Alash figure, a skilled person and one
of the first doctors in the Kazakh steppes-Esengali
KereyulyKasabolatov. One of the most known
facts about the lifestyle and activity of Esengali
Kereyevich Kasabolatov is still unknown.After all,
at the beginning of the twentieth century, having
received European education,being anxious,
working as an intelligent citizen, performing
official duties at the state level, and at the time of
his development, he became a victim of political
repressions in the 1930-1940s. His attitude to
the Alash intellectuals has attracted numerous
responses from the government.However, the way
and activities of the talented physician Esengali
Kasabolatov, who dedicated his life to national
patriotism, is a model for the future generations.

E. Kasabolatov’s birthplace

Kasabolatov Esengali Kereyeuly was born in
1889 in the village of Antonovka in the Kalmykov
district of Uralsk oblast (now West Kazakhstan
region, Akzhayik district).Kerey Kasabolatov,
the father,cared for his family and was a worker
of wealthy Kazakhs at Kalmykov’s Antonovka
station.Due to the fact that he received his first
education from a rural mullah and then from the
primary school, he took the land from the 3" village
of Kalmykov district and engaged in farming.In
addition to livestock, the grass-breeding, fishing,
growing farms he had a wealth of farming habits.
There is still a place called «The place of Kerey»,
whichhad been left from the farm of Kasabolatov’s
family (Alashorda Encyclopedia, 2009:219).

Esengali Kasabolatov’s uncles are Cossacks-
Russians at the Antonov forepost. By one reference
he was born in Kalmykov district, by the second he
was born in the village of Lbishin district. Both come
true. Kalmykov district (like the Taipak district) was
erected in the era of the Tsarist era and looked at the
district Lbishin (now Chapaev). That is, the center
of the district center Kalmykov (Taipak) is now
subordinate to Lbishin (Chapay).
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Esengali Kasabulatov  finished Russian-
Kazakh school in Kalmykov in 1901, and then in
1909 studied at the Military School in Uralsk.The
certificate of the Ural military governor confirms
that Esengali Kasabolatov has completed the Ural
military school and that he did not commit gross
violations and was released from military service.
Esengali Kasabolatov asked Orenburg education
department to apply for a test in Latin language.
Then, the cadet who was enrolled in the Uralsk
military school in August 1903, totally completed it
on June 6, 1909 (Alzhanov, 2007:112).

A year later, in 1910, he completed a 1-year
course for university admissions. The same year he
was admitted to the Medical Faculty of Saratov Uni-
versity (Kasabolatov E.K., 2010, 358). He was ad-
mitted to the Emperor Saratov Medical University in
1910 as a volunteer student. On April 27, 1912 Es-
engali Kasabolatov asked permission to marry Bibi
Aisha, the daughter of Suleimen Akhmaletdinuly
Mukhitdiev, from Sulavka village in the Petrovsky
district of the Saratov province and on June 23 he was
allowed to marry. Esengali Kasabolatov was sent in
1915 to work in Guryev, Temir, Lbinchenskiy dis-
tricts of Uralsk region due to the disease of plague.
During his service, he asked for permission to take an
examination at Emperor Saratov Medical University.

Alash  autonomy,  Soviet  power  and
E.Kasabolatov

During his student years he wrote several articles
in periodicals. He was one of the 16 authors who
wasthanked by the «Kazakh» newspaper authorities
for his active participation in the first issue in 1914.
Esengali completed his full course at the university
in 1915, became a doctor and returned to the
country. He worked as a doctor at the Zhilyonys
rural medical station in Kalmykov district. This was
reported in the newspaper «Kazakh» on the issue
of June 25, 1915, in a small article called «Young
Doctor». In 1916 he took part in the excitement of
the Kazakh people in the work of the home front,
and at the beginning he took part in creation of the
volunteer squad.Later on, the newspaper «Kazakh»
supported the Alash people’s appeal to help the
provisional government in the war-time, accepted
the invitation to the Kazakh troops in front of the
Kazakh army to provide medical assistance.M.
Dulatov informed in the newspaper «Kazakh» in
March 1917, that A.Aldiyarov and E. Kasabolatov
who were the doctors invited to the front, arrived in
Minsk (Alash. Alashorda Encyclopedia, 2009: 220).

He was included in the list of 43 candidates
nominated for the Constituent Assembly at the I
All-Kazakh Congressin July 1917.In the summer
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of that year he took part in the work of the county
organizing committee for the invitation of the
Zemstvo Congress in the country,In this regard,
[.Kashkynbayev, with a group headed by M.
Baltanov, was involved in the conflict which broke
out in the tribal elite.Since September, he joined G.
Aibekov’s group. At the same extent he married to
G.Alibekov’s daughter.

In December 1917 he was elected as a candidate
to the Alash Autonomous Party of the Provisional
National Security Council (Alashorda) at the II All-
Kazakh Congress. The organizers of that congress
— A. Bokeikhanov, A. Baitursynov, E. Omarov,
S. Doszhanov, M. Dulatov. The Congress was
represented by 58 representatives of the Samarkand
region and Altai province, 8 representatives from
differentKazakhorganizations, 15peoplewithspecial
invitations, total — 81 people. A. Bokeikhanovmade
a report for the first time [Alash movement, 2005:
26p]. It is written in the historical novel of Saken
Seifullin «Narrow Slippers». The congress was
held in Orenburg on December 5-13.The Congress
was attended by representatives from all 8 regions
of Kazakhstan (Seifullin, 1977: 72). Issues to be
considered by the Congress were:

1. About Siberia, the Turkestan Autonomy and
the Southeast;

. Kazakh-Kyrgyz Autonomy;
. About the police;

. National Council,;

. Problems of reading;

. Treasury of the nation;

. Matter question;

. The People’s Court;

. Aul Directorate;

10. Food Problems.

Decisions on considered issues and the army
were made and supported, the «Alash Orday»
government was elected. The following people were
elected to the leadership of Alashorda:

1. From Bokey — Valikhan Tanashuly.

2. From Uralsk — Halel Dosmukhambetuly.

3. From Akmola — Aidarkhan Turlybayuly.

4. From Torgai — Ahmet Birimzhanuly.

5. From Semey — Kalel Gappasuly.

6. From Zhetysu — Sadyk Amanzholo uly.

7. From the Syr Darya — Mustapa Shokayuly.

Further in the regions: the list of 8 people
headed by Alikhan Bokeikhanov, included 15
names headed by Gaisha Kashkynbayev. The 5%of
them were Esengali Kasabolatov and Salimgerey
Nuralykhanov (Seifullin, 1977: 73).

At the Second General Assembly in Orenburg,
the views of the Kazakh intelligentsia were split
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into two. The group, led by A. Bukeikhanov, M.
Dulatov, A.Baitursynov, H.Gappasuli, suggests that
the Kazakh autonomy should be established after the
motto «Let’s Announce Militia».The second group,
Halel and Zhansha Dosmukhamedov, said, «... we
will declare from now on» the Kazakh autonomy
(Alash movement, 2005:27). Later, during military
conflicts in Orenburg, The Alashs, led by A.
Bokeikhanov, came to Semipalatinsk and called the
city Alash, the Eastern part of the Alash Orda.Both
Zhansha and Khalel Dosmukhamedov’s supporters
arrive in Uralsk and formed their own troops.Upon
arrival in Uralsk they came to Zhympity and called
themselves the Western part of the Alash Orda or
the Uiyall province. Another part of the government
operated in Zhetysu province (Alimgereyuly,
2014:142).

Y. Kasabolatov in January, 1918, at the
3@Alash Orda KazakhsCongress of Ural region
in Karatobe opposed not for ideological but for
group disintegration of Zhahansha and Khalil
Dosmukhamedov’s supporters.This story is well-
written in S.Seifullin’s novel»The narrow slippery
road».There were Kenzheuly, Kasabolatuly,
Myrzagaliuly, Karatuleuuly, Zholdybayuly,
Kangereiuly, Epmagambetuly, Alibekuly, who were
among those who came to the congress and later
became communists.They were not Bolsheviks.
Considerable issues were: military formation,
government building, fund raising. When it came
to collecting money, the congress divided into two
parts and debates began. The one side was bigger
and the other side was smaller.Dosmukhamedov’s
side was the majority.Theysaid: when collecting
the money, «Let’s spend one hundred (100) soms
on each house». Minority partincluded Gubadalla
Alibekuly, Yepmagambetuly, Zholdybayuly and
Kasabolatuly, Myrzagaliuly.They said, «Give to
the rich man, and to the poor as they deserved».
The wordswere hot. Argumentswere strengthening.
Both parts proved their decisions and turned to the
Congress. The arguments were strong» (Seifullin,
1977: 120-121).The author also writes that the
congress which was being held in the mosque, and
its interior was full of people who could not get
inside and listen to controversial issues. «Give to the
rich man, and to the poor as they deserved,the words
«should not even be imposed on the poor man» were
just like the exhausted poverty of the poor. Some
people welcomed and shouted at the window». The
members of the congress were not able to come to
one conclusion and continued in the afternoon. One
of the leaders of Alash Zhansha Dosmukhamedov,
a member of the Kazakh Council of the Moslems in

St. Petersburg made a speech. His statement proved
to be more credible and meaningful. However,
after the vote, Gubadolla Alibekuly and Esengali
Kasabolatuly stood and told to the congress and
the administration, «We do not think that’s right.
We do not follow this resolution. «The congress
had risen, the battle began. Some run away, some
were frightened. Zhansha Dosmukhamedov jumped
to the table, handed over his head, and said: «Stop
clinging to it! How can you do such things?
Patience! Stop!»People pressed. The word went
over to Kuanay. He said: «What is your disgrace
in the mosque?»Defamation! Become reconciled!
Gubadolla,  Nurgali, Esengali, Moldagali,
Salimgerei! Hug! With Zhansha, with Kalel! —hetold
to them. The two conflicting parties who had just
been fighting,they hugged (Seifullin, 1977: 124).

However, after the event at the Karatobe
congress, the two sides were not be able to get
together, although they reconciled.Gubaidolla
Alibekov, Esengali Kasabolatov, Myrzagaliyev,
Moldagali Zholdybayev, Karatuleuuly, who were
thought to be the members of Alash Orda, decided
to create their own party. The new party was called
«Ak Zholy. It was considered to be the party which
to represent the interests of the poor.Esengali
Kasabulatov was elected the chairman of the so-
called «Ak Zhol» political party (organization),
which was composed of 13 members, formed after
the congress.

Theytalktoeachotherandsent Eppmagambetuly,
Kenzheuly, Karatuleuuly to the Temir district.
Kasabolatov, Myrzagaliyev, Aliaskar Alibekov
were sent to Uralsk (Teke). The others remained at
«Alash Orda» in Zhympity.

Yepmagambetov, Karatuleuov, Kenejeuly went
to Temir and later rushed together with the Russians,
taking the local government and acting indecently
into the «Alashorda» in Zhympity.

Y. Kasabolatov, @M-Kh. Myrzagaliyev,
A. Alikbekov arrived in Uralsk. It was summer time
in 1918. In Uralsk, the government was in the hands
of the Cossack-Russians (the Cossack, the Wolves
of the Cossack Government).But at that time, in
Uralsk (Teke), the Bolsheviks were trying to make
the Sovereign (Soviet government) competition
with the Kazakh-Russian government.

E.Kasabolatov, M-Kh. Myrzagaliyev,
A. Alibekov took part in the First Congress of
workers, peasants, soldiers and Kazakh deputies
in Uralsk oblast in March 1918. The well-known
Kazakh writer, an aksakal Bakytzhan Karataev and
Abdrakhman Aitiyev took an active participation
in the work. Y. Kasabolatov, M-Kh.Myrzagaliyev,
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A. Alikbekov met with Bakytzhan Karatayev
in Uralsk. They were going to buy 1-2rifles. On
the night of March 29, he was arrested by the
local Cossack government with Y.Kazabolatov,
M-Kh. Myrzagaliyev, A. Alikbekov for illegal
possession of weapons in the apartment of Maftakh
Mendygaliyev.Shortly afterward they were relieved
by the assistance of the Deputy Chairperson of
the Uralsk’s Kazakhs Uprava K. Zhalenov.After
that incident, Kasabolatov returned to Zhympity
(Seifullin, 1977:124).

In autumn 1918, the members of the Founding
Assembly in Samara were re-engaged in the activities
of the West Alashorda government, which was
recognized and strengthened by the Committee.In
January 1919 in Karatobe district, B. Zhankadamov
was elected as the Deputy Chairperson of the
Ombudsman of the Oiylregion’s Zemstvo local
government.It was during the Red Army’s attack
in August of that yearwhen Balgimbaev began
replenishing soldiers from Zhympity, Kalmykov,
Taipak region to Alash military commission.
He was in Zhympity during the disbanding
of West Alashdorda.The member of the West
Alashdordadistribution Commission, representative
of Kazasrevkom Mendeshev got a statement issued
by the «statement of Kasabolatov’s group». He
was the first who gave detailed information about
WestAlashorda’s activity. In the beginning of 1920s
M-Kh. Myrzagaliyev and M.Dzholdybayev joined
the Zhympity county Revolutionary Committee,
headed by A. Alikbekov (WKO SM, 497" fund,
50" list, 1 kit, 36™ case. 18" sheet, 6-8). On
January 20" of the same year he was accepted to
the RCP(b).From spring 1920 he became the head
of the Health Department of the Ural Province.
By the decision of Kazasrevom on June 24, 1920,
Chebotarjov(deputy), Pochitalin, Karatuleuov,
Impagambetov, etc., were elected as the members of
Ural gubrevkom,and E.Kasabolatov was appointed
as chairman of the Ural gubrevom with the right
of Gubatkom.He joined a special commission with
Karatilleuov, chaired by Struppe to involve Kazakh
intellectuals for employment in Soviet institutions
in Uralsk. However, at the meeting from June 24,
two decisions had been made for a number of times,
taking different decisions by the decision of the
Kazasrevkom and the chairman of the Ural gubkom
and its presidium. Therefore, in many documents and
literature, E. Kasabolatov is seen as the chairman of
the Ural governing committee.In July 1920, with the
decision of the presidium, he became a member of
the governing body of the Preparatory Commission
for the All-Kazakh Congress.At the congress by
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the suggestion of the delegation of the Ural region
he was elected to membership of the KACC RC
(WKO SM, 136" fund, 10™ist, 1 kit, 42"case.,
1-20).In the resolution of the All-Kazakh Congress,
the Temporary People’s Council of Alashorda
consisted of 25 members, 10 of which were given to
Russians and other peoples living among Kazakhs.
The composition of the Alashorda government was
approved atthe congress, with the following members
attending the Congress: Bokei Horde — U.Tanashev,
from Uralsk region — Kh. Dosmukhamedov, from
Turgay region — A. Birimzhanov and others.
Candidates: [.Kashkynbaev, Zh. Zhakypbayev,
Y .Itbaev, E.Kasabolatov and others were elected
(Kul-Mohammed, 1998: 285).

By the decision of the Bureau of the Committee
of the Kazakh RCP (b) of May 3, 1921, he was
invited to Orenburg to the work. In 1921-1922
working in responsible position in the Kazakh RCP
(b) region’s Committee after his wife’s death, he
married to Gainy-Jamal, the daughter of a prominent
physician, WestAlashorda responsible worker D.
Kusepkaliev. In 1922 he was relieved of the post
at the III Congress of the Kazakh Regional Council
during the campaign against the former Alashorda
members.By the decision of the Presidium of the
Kazakh Regional Committee of the RCP (b) dated
from October 19, 1922, with the approval of the
Supervisory Commission, he was sent to work in the
IHP (Alash. Alashorda Encyclopedia, 2009: 222).

During the Soviet era E.Kasabolatov actively
worked in organizing political and public events.
For example, in 1922-1923, he was a member of
the board of the KSSR Labor Force Commissariat,
1923-1924 — Member of the Presidium of the Kazakh
Entrepreneur Bureau (Orenburg), from February
1924 until June 1925, he was the Deputy Head of
the Tax Committee of the Financial Affairs Office
of the KSASSR.From 1925 to 1926 he worked
at «Kazsauda», the chairman of the association
«Kazmedsauda» (Kyzylorda) in 1926-1928, and in
1928 for the consideration of PPC(b).From 1928
to 1929 he worked as the head of district’s health
department (Balashov) (Tolepbergen, 2012: 160).

In 1925-1928 he was appointed Chairman
of the Consumer Cooperative of the USSR,and
some articles on the theme of co-operation«To
the cooperation of Kazakh nomadic population»
(«Soviet steppe»,1926, 5" November) were
published (Kasabulatov, 1926: 3).

Esengali Kasabolatov was one of the strongest
opponents of the 1925-1928 campaign for
confiscation and rural resettlement.In November
1929, the Bureau’s Committee of the Kazakh
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Regional Bureau (b), led by F.I. Goloschekin,
Esengali Kasabolatov was fired for alleged
involvement in the «Mendeshev group».In
December of the same year, Kasabolatov agreed to
be sent outside Kazakhstan.Shortly afterward, he
was called to the the RC (b) POC and sent first to
Saratov, and then to Astrakhan.From 1930 to 1931
he served as the secretary of the regional committee
of the Oblast Committee of the Communist of
Astrakhan city, and the deputy chairman of the
Astrakhan district executive committee. Hewas
mainly dealing with interethnic relations and
national issues (Tolepbergen, 2012:160).

Organizer methodologist of High School

It was mentioned in the reference book «West
Alashorda» of Maksat Tazh Murat, a scientist-
maker, that he was invited to the newly organized
Almaty Medical Institute in June, 1931, and in
September, Esengali Kasabolatov was appointed as
the first director of this institution.It was not easy
for him to become a leader in the political arena,
with more than a thousand options in the field of
famine and organizational structures.Recently, he
was strongly opposed to the confiscation and forced
labor of the village, for which he was accused of
involvement in the «Mendeshev group».

The main problem when working for E.
Kasabolatov was the lack of material and technical
base of the new school, and it was not only the
lack of qualified, professional teachers, but it was
even more difficult, because of the strength of the
negative influence of tribal and contradictory views.
Even the good work itself did not allow for colds
and asthma.Otherwise, this task would have been
politically motivated for a highly educated specialist
in the industry, but the hopes were not met.Taking
into consideration the fact that he was part of the
former Alashorda staff, E. Kasabolatov was accused
of «creating a nationalist-counter-revolutionary
group of students» (Syrym Baktygereyuly, 2009).

The commission on the recognition of the
knowledge of the people’s commissars of education
E. Kasabolatov was re-affirmed the title of associate
professor in 1931 from Protocol No. 3 of February
17, 1933.In 1933, he mastered the Department of
Political Economy at the Medical Institute (Alzha-
nov, 2007: 91-92).

Y. Kasabolatov worked as a director of the Ka-
zakh State Medical Institute until 1933. He was busy
with organizing work, traveling about the country
and conducting agitation among the Kazakh youth
and encouraged them to go to medical universities.

He has also worked as a director of the Kaz SMI,
together with the department of social sciences and

conducted a course of political economy.In Decem-
ber,1931 E.K. Kasabolatov created the Council of
the Medical Institute for the first time.Kasabolatov
asserted the architect A.I. Gagello’s plan for the
complex construction plan of the morphology build-
ing (nowadays anatomy department) (kaznmu.kz //
Esengali Kasabolatov).

The systematic approach to the training of
doctors in Kazakhstan through this institution is
related to the name of E. Kasabolatov. During his
workas a director, qualified specialists such as aca-
demician epidemiologist [.Karakulov, academi-
cian-virologist Zh.Zhumatov, professor-surgeon
E.Umirzakov appeared.

The remaining descendants of their parents
played a major role in the socio-political life of
our country. There were the sons and the daughters
Khupbi-Jamal, Shafkhat, Mara, Shamil, Banu, Ni-
neel, Nazir, Raisa.Khubbi-Zhamal Esengalievna, a
former singer of the Republican Opera and Ballet
Theater, died in 2001 in Almaty.Grandchildren,
Galiya and Clara, pursued their way to the pro-
fession of a physician (Alashorda Encyclopedia,
2009:222).

Innocent accusation

During the exciting work of Y. Kasabolatov,
he gained the power of other Alash intelligentsia
and became the innocent victim of Soviet politics.
In 1933 he was dismissed from the directorate of
the Medical Institute with the slogan «He created a
nationalist-counterrevolutionary group of students.
(Nazarbayev, 2017: 222).

In 1933-1935, he was deported to the Kyzyl-
Kaiyn psychiatric hospital in Almaty region for
being a member of Alash orda.Later, he worked as
the director of the village.In October 1935 he was
eliminated from the RCP(b). From 1936 to 1937 he
was the head of the department of economic plan-
ning in the People’s Health Protection Committee of
the Kazakh SSR, Deputy Chief of the Main Dept of
Trust «Glavneft», being the Deputy Representative
of the «Nefttorg» Society in Kazakhstan,On August
29, 1937 he was arrested in Almaty by the bodies
of the IANS.On February 26, 1938, he was charged
with «committing a public crime»and sentenced to
death. He was justified by the Supreme Court Mili-
tary Board of 7 December 1957 during the Soviet
period.

E. Kasabolatov’s proceedings and works

Nowadays it is known that Esengali Kasabolatov
had been actively involved in public political
campaigns.Researcher, writer and historian Maksat
Tazh-Murat wrote about the young doctor E.K.
Kasabolatov who had published several articles in
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periodicals during his student years.In the article
titled «Kazakh youth», he encouraged the younger
generation to work for the sake of the country and
learn art and education; in the article «A couple
of words about convening» (Aikap, 1913, Ne20),
he debated about the convening of the Kazakh
congress among the Kazakh intelligentsia, the idea
of the country’s governance and administrative
matter; in the sharp article titled «Against the Press»
(Aikap, 1914, Ne 5), he was critical to the press, and
raised the problem of bribery in state bodies; in the
article «Who Should We Hurt To» (Kazakh, May
20, 1915), he mentions the needsof Kazakh youth
who studied at educational establishments and that
there was no systematic care about young people.
He published several articles on the prevention of
illnesses infected by Kazakhs and gave information
on the following:«Plague»(«Kazakh», No. 5, 42, 44
of 1913),«Singe» («Kazakh», No. 37, 1913), «The
dangers of alcohol and tobacco» («Kazakh», No.76,
77, 1914), «Eye illness (trachoma)» («Kazakhy,
No.116,118, 1915) nmeren mariymarTap KenTipim
ketkeH (http://yvision.kz).

Let’s talk about Esengali Kasabolatov’s article
titled «Kazakh youthy, aimed at attracting young
people to work for the benefit of the people, to the
art-education.

«Young people from the other side of the
world are all creative, trying to do different things
and striving to do their best in the future.If there is
knowledge, wealth, respect and pleasure will also be
found. Without knowledge and art, he will lose ev-
erything in the world, to be overwhelmed by hunger
and thirst. It means that «If you do not have your
mind in the beginning, the entire load will be on
their feet». It would be desirable for youngsters who
are trying to get the people back to their senses, to
understand the way of the times and to find a way
out.But the Kazakh gentlemen, who had studied at
Educational Institutions, are less likely to make such
a move.

Kazakhs also want to get high education and
become a doctor, a lawyer, or a great judge.But till
from now no one had heard that the scientist (edu-
cated) from the Kazakh people brought benefits to
the Kazakhs.

Having studied in gymnasium, real school,
and in the university, all of us are going to benefit
the people.We hold the people in the darkness and
should bring them to light and do something.But af-
ter finishing, it’s all forgottenWe do not even know
where our country is going.Due to the lack of our
unity, we are all surrounded by degeneracy. We can-
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not be the leaders if we will not hear ourselves, if
we won’t correct our mistakes and if we won’t sup-
port if it’s right. The more we read, the more we
go through the country, the more we learn the other
people’s literature,even though we do the habit, the
more ignorant we become.

One of the disagreements of our guys who have
been studying in the Kazakh language— he does not
live and doesn’t work among Kazakhs as he likes to
live among other peoples.I do not know why. There
is a saying, «Do not search anything far abroad, if
it is so close», even if you are in your own country,
tryto find any job.Because the lack of people who
know the common people, the country is awkward
and laughing, and whoever looks at his mouth is un-
aware of it.

There is a sickness at the country, no doctors, no
nurses.The illness is intensifying, and the country is
destroying.There is no law in the country, there is
no Shariat, equality and righteousness.The rich man
cradles the crook, curses him,one calf is taken out
of two from a cow,let the children be hungry.There
is no one to say good.The kidnapping of the young
man was mixed, and he was wandering off the road.
There was no one to give advice.lt is a great offense
to ignore such a variety of laws, we know that our
young men, who know the way, are not guilty of
such a great deal of mismanagement.Knowing this
is a challenge to our educated youngsters!

Come, gentlemen, new youth! Let’s serve the
country, we can do it, and let’s not to be smiled.

This article was published in «Kazakhy»
newspaper No. 4, March 1*, 1913 (http://yvision.
kz). One of the 16 authors who was thanked by the
Kazakh newspaper for their active participation in
the 1%issue of the 1914 edition.

The newspaper «Kazakh» first reported on Es-
engali Kasabolatov’s position as a physician at Zhu-
lyonys rural medical station in Kalmykov district in
1915, in the newspaper «Young Doctor» on June
25% 1915. In 1916, he took part in the excitement
caused by getting people from home to work in the
Kazakh language and for the first time he participat-
ed in the creation of a volunteer squad. Later on, the
newspaper «Kazakh» welcomed the Alash leaders’
call to help the provisional government in the war-
time, to respond to the Kazakh forces at the front
and to receive medical assistance. One of the active
members of Alash, Mirzhakyp Dulatov, in March
1917, in the newspaper «Kazakh» reported that the
military doctors A. Aldiyarov and E. Kasabolatov
wouldl arrive in Minsk.
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Conclusion

During the years of the Dual Government of
1917, the welfare of the population was very low,
and the medical care of the poorest people was far
behind. Small medical workers worked in towns and
cities. By the year 1913, there were 904 healthcare
workers in the entire Kazakhstan region, with only
244 doctors with higher education. One of the doc-
tors of this higher education was Esengali Kasabo-
latov.

The life and career of the healthcare worker
Esengali Kasabolatov have not been fully stud-
ied yet; it is our duty to study and present it to
the public. The personality was thinking about
the future of the nation, the health of the people
until the end of his life. Providing high results
in service to the population,he was a member of
the party who had been seen only in his good
sides. He was punished for his innocent inquiry,

and his labor to the people had a negative effect
on him.

Thus, the state and political activity of Esengali
Kasabolatov is a great task for the Kazakh people to
live independently for centuries, to be dedicated to
the development of literature, culture and science of
the Kazakh people.

«History of the Kazakh people is the history of
integration, the history of coexistence», as President
Nursultan Nazarbayev said, our taskisto investigate
the history of the Alashorda and to find and uncover
unnamed, still unknown facts. Only then can we be
able to identify the true face of our people, who were
struggling for independence, seeking freedom for
the people, for the sake of the nation.

He was born on the junction of centuries and
could not guarantee the future,unclear times, as a
historian,we consider it our duty to study the histori-
cal and political life of the Kazakh margin, to study
and to make a new historical analysis.

Shygay Khan

In this article, the author considers the issues of the policy-making of Shygay khan, when he ruled
the Kazakh khanate and his life in the early 80s of the 16th century.

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Construction of the railway in Kazakhstan in the early XX century

The article describes the history of the origins of railways in the country of the Great Steppe. Atten-
tion is drawn to the relevance of the analysis of past steel roads, which contribute to the development
of the economy of an independent state. The problem is considered in the context of the theory of
evolutionism, the civilizational approach and the principle of historicism. This methodological approach
allows us to disclose various opinions on the construction of the railway, the decisions taken by the rel-
evant hurricanes as alternative conceptual conclusions.

Views on the effectiveness of
choosing the direction of Orenburg-Tashkent or Alexandrov — Gai analyzed. The progress of construc-
tion, station, duration, significance for the metropolis is shown.

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Srym Datov’s image in M.P. Vyatkin’s works:
theoretical and methodological installations and practical embodiment

The article reviews the influence of M.P.Vyatkin on the research of one of the most complicated is-
sues in the history of Kazakh societyrelated to the national liberation movement led by Syrym Datov. The
researcher admits active participation of many common nomads in the movement and explains it as the
consequence of patriarch-tribal anachronisms and the recognition by the Kazakhs of the biy’s decisive
authority as a judge, i.e. the figure of trust for vital interests and needs of the Kazakhs. The author states
that M.P. Vyatkin showed the national and liberation character of the movement despite the trend in the
Soviet historiography to consider biys as the class enemies of Soviet government.

Analysis of
prerequisites is made and the prospect of the development of the republican museum and educational
methodical center on the basis of the reserve-museum «lssyk» is designated. The conclusions raise the
issue of the need for the need to allocate targeted financing and the development of material and person-
nel support to ensure the functioning of the Center as a full-fledged structural unit of the reserve museum
is still the question to observe.

Social and political activity state and public figure Oraz Dzhandosov

The article is devoted to public and political activities of prominent state and public figure Uraza
Dzhandosov in the 20-30’s. XX century. Uraz Dzhandosov was a well-known figure not only in Kazakh-
stan, but also in the regions of the whole Central Asia. UrazDzhandosov was not only a talented states-
man, but also an outstanding orator, publicist, engaged in research on the socio-economic situation of
Kazakhstan and the entire Turkestan district, a remarkable expert on agrarian and economic and national
issues. Uraz Dzhandosov 1920-1930 worked as a people’s commissar of education of Kazakhstan and
in the spheres of culture. He contributed to the opening of the first Kazakh State University, Agricultural
and Zoo Veterinary Institutes. Another problem that U. Dzhandosov was interested in — certain issues on
the history of Kazakhstan, as the voluntary accession of Kazakhstan to Russia, the problems of historical
demography, the national liberation movement of the Kazakh people, certain aspects of the socio-polit-
ical and economic situation of Kazakh villages and villages at 20-30 years. etc. Uraz Dzhandosov, also
seriously engaged in issues like, the organization and implementation of the land reform in Zhetysu, his
multi-lateral activities in the formulation and resolution of issues of interethnic relations in the Zhetysu
region.

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From the history of parliamentarism ideas

The article thoroughly studies the stages of the theory of separation of powers formation. The con-
cept of separation of powers has a long historical path and is the main component of a democratic state
in the modern world. A great contribution to the development of the concept of separation of powers
was made by Marsilius of Padua, who in the 14th century in his work «Defender of Peace» formulated
the foundations of this concept. This work was one of the first theoretical studies of the concept of
separation of powers. A major step in the study of this issue was made in the Age of Enlightenment. It is
known that the socio-economic and cultural achievements of the Enlightenment required a new political
system of the state, a new power system that would correspond to that time. That is why philosophers
paid attention to this issue at that exact time. It is believed that the basis for the theory of separation of
powers emergence was mainly the ideas of J. Locke, and S. Montesquieu, it is they who formulated the
fundamental principles of the theory of separation of powers.

Some issues of the saddle genesis
(based on the materials of the burial grounds of Altai Mountains and Berels)

The article is devoted to some issues of the saddle genesis, which is the main part of horse equip-
ment. Of course, now the saddle shape is quite different from its original shape, despite this it retained
the main role. The article mainly shows a comparative analysis of manufacturing technology, structural
design, decoration methods of the saddles found in East Kazakhstan and neighboring regions. The ma-
terials of the Berel burial grounds No. 11 of the Katon-Karagai district of the East Kazakhstan region,
the burial grounds of Altai Mountains, such as Pazyryk, Tuyakty, Bashadar, Shibe, Kudyrge, Ak-Alakhan,
Upper Kalzhin-2 and burial grounds of Xinjiang region of China are presented as a subject of research.
Data on the saddle of nomads are also found in early written sources. For example, the image of Scyth-
ian riding horses on the Assyrian hook, the saddled horse of a resting Scyth on the Chertomlyk hook
and etc. Specific studies of saddles, analytical work on the basis of archaeological excavations began
to be published at the beginning of the XX century. Information about this theme is found in the works
of researchers such as M.P. Gryaznov, S.I. Rudenko, A.A. Gavrilov, N.V. Polosmak, A.P. Borodovsky,
P.P. Azbeylev, E.V. Stepanova, Z.S. Samashev.

Defense structures of Zhetyasar monuments

In the article the author gives a description of typology and fortification of early medieval monu-
ments of Zhetyasar culture in the lower reaches of the Syr Darya, and offers his point of view on the
typological classification of these monuments. Zhetyasar cities are the remains of Kangyu culture monu-
ments that existed in the basin of the ancient Syr Darya-Kuandaria river bed. Monuments are located
in the tract Zhetyasar of Karmakshinsky district, Kyzylorda region and date back to the 2nd century.
BC. — VIl century. n. e. The first mention of kangyuyas in the lower reaches of the Syr Darya is found in
Chinese sources, particularly in the work of Sima Qian’s «The Journey to the Western Countries,» which
dates back to the 2nd century BC. Modern studies of Zhetyasar fortifications began with the arrival of the
Khorezm archaeological and ethnographic expedition in the Syr Darya region in 1946. The archaeologi-
cal research (excavations) that continued until the 1990s covered dozens of fortifications and more than
a thousand funerary structures. Carrying out a comparative analysis of the results of the above studies,
the applicant proposes that changes in the methods of building settlements and their planning in the last
period of the existence of the Zhetyasar monuments are closely related to the penetration of the Turkic
tribes from the east into the Southeast Priaralie.

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On the building art of medieval Oguzes

The article presents medieval sites of architecture — the towers, located of the lower reaches of the
Syr Darya River. The descriptions of the towers are given and the folk legends associated with them are
analyzed. To solve the problem of their dating and functional purpose used works of S.P. Tolstov, S.G.
Khmelnitsky, E.M. Baitenov, B.A. lbraev, M.B. Kozha, Zh.K. Kurmanulov and A.A. Tazhekeev. When
solving dating issues, the main factor is the consideration towers’s in the context of the culture of «marsh
sites», which opened in 1946 by S.P. Tolstov. Towers Uzuntam, Begim Ana and Saraman-Kosa are com-
pared with the sites (Kesken kuik-kala, Kuik-kala and Jankent) of Ogyz time and date from the IX-XI cen-
turies. These monuments were not investigated by a complex archaeological and architectural method,
in connection the question of the functional purpose of the towers remains open.

Due to KazNU named after al-Farabi rector’s
initiative, academician of the NAS of the RK,
Professor G. Mutaov scientific research institute
(Archaeology and Steppe Civilizations) was
opened in 2nd December 2017. Its activity aimed
at coordinating, integrating and disseminating the
results of scientific research of topical problems
in archaeology of Kazakhstan. The main tasks
of the Research Institute on contemporary
stage of modernization of National science as
follows:studying of a steppe ecosystem and problem
of interaction between biosphere and culture
genesis, evolution of steppe architecture, model of
steppe horse breeding, sociocultural and spiritual
and sacral values of the steppe world, a study of
nomadic culture from the origins of Botay’s culture
to addition of nomadic and ethnographic modernity,
a study of the interaction in settled civilizations
and nomadic cultures during the antiquity and the
middle ages, a decision on the initial stage of proto-
urban civilization of Kazakhstan in the contact
zones of sedimentation and nomadic, calendar
annual cycles of carriers of ancient and medieval
culture as a determinant of the formation of ethno-
cultural unity of the steppe world (historical value

of Shezhire), a study of laws of historical process
in the territory of Kazakhstan on the basis of
complex research of archaeological cultures and
monuments from the stone age to the late middle
ages, problems of studying, preservation of cultural
heritage and scientific and survey works on creation
of museums, museum-reserves, it is important for
the scientific organization to solve a number of
applied problems, to ensure the participation of
faculty and students in announced research projects,
grants and competitions and preparation of tender
documents for them, to attract additional and extra-
budgetary funds for the activities of Institute, an
improvement of scientific and methodological
support of the educational process, testing and
implementation of scientific results in the form of
seminars and lectures for faculty, undergraduates
and students of the University, Museum workers,
scientific consultants, experts of the inspection for
the protection of historical and cultural monuments,
a preparation for publication of materials reflecting
the results of scientific research, establishment
of contacts and development of cooperation with
leading foreign and domestic research organizations
in the field of archaeology, ethnology, anthropology

and history, improving the rating and reputation of
KazNU named after al-Farabi as a leading research
institution of the country through the publication
of the created intellectual product in the world's
leading rating magazines.

According to the rector opinion, this Institute
should be an academic type scientific institution,
recognized as a centre of primitive history, the
largest international archaeological research centre.
Therefore, administration of the University decided
to invite a venerable scientist, a major specialist-
archaeologist, doctor of historical Sciences,
Professor Victor F. Seibert to the post of Director
of the Research Institute "Archaeology and steppe
civilizations".

In 1977-1980, he studied at the Institute of
archaeology of the USSR Academy of Sciences. He
had his thesis on "Neolithic Northern Kazakhstan",
where the materials of the Stone Age singled
out"Atbasar archaeological culture".In 1992, V. F.
Seibert defended his doctoral dissertation on the
topic "Eneolithof Ural-Irtysh interfluve", where
he introduced a new"Botay culture" into science.
Therefore, his thesis contains an important historical
and cultural context and paleo-ecological model of
formation and development of early horse breeders
of Eurasia.The above-mentioned archaeological
culture was at the origin of the formation of steppe
civilization in the Ural-Irtysh interfluve. The results
of studies of a homonymous settlement and several
other open facilities KrasnyyYar, Roshhinskoe,
Vasilkivka, etc. by him was opened EneolithicBotay
culture.The main object of the settlement Botay is
in Aiyrtau district of North Kazakhstan region near
the village of Nikolskoye. Realizing the importance
and uniqueness of the opened object, the Botay
settlement was named after the eponymous names
of the station and village of Botay which is located
in the same area. In the past 2017 year, he found
other monuments of Botay culture, but in Kostanay
region.Thus allocated in due time to scientists an
area distribution of Botay’s culture within Ural-
Irtysh interfluve is filled with concrete monuments.
A lot of work were done to them in the preparation
of the museumification of Bataysettlement to the
opening of the state museum-reserve «Botay».
Botay settlement is included in the list of sacred
geography of Kazakhstan. According to V. F. Seibert
Botay culture in the process of propagation of
breeding on the territory of Eurasia, was influenced
by a contact culture and especially in the field of
architecture. In various regions in the Anterior,
Central, South-East Asia, Caucasus, Pamir, Altai
preserved in ethnographic constructions typical
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Botay architectural techniques in the construction of
capital dwellings.

Thus, for half a century the main sphere of
scientific interests of Viktor Fedorovichis archeology
— in particular, questions of the Stone Age and
paleometal. He introduced into scientific community
not only the above-mentioned archaeological
cultures of the primitive era, but also engaged in the
study of monuments (the burial ground of Baykar,
etc.) of the early Iron Age.V. F. Seibert lectured
and organized exhibitions in the near and far
abroad (Cambridge, Belfast, Newcastle, Edinburgh,
Oxford, Cairo, Ashgabat, Moscow, Yekaterinburg,
etc.). His scientific discoveries are interesting all
over the world.It is impossible not to mention his
scientific works, the number of which exceeds more
than 100 publications, in which topical problems of
archaeology and ancient history of Kazakhstan were
raised. All of them arouse interest among researchers
not only in humanities, but also in natural sciences.

Immediately after the opening of the institute,
plans for research activities were developed, a
preparation of an office for work began, organizations
and institutions for the creation of joint domestic
and foreign programs on the subject of the Institute
have already identified.

In a short period, a staff of the research Institute
"Archaeology and steppe civilizations" signed a
cooperation agreement with some scientific centers.
For example, the Ministry of culture of the Republic
of Kazakhstan has reached an agreement on the
participation of the Institute "Archaeology and
steppe civilizations" in the project "Research and
reconstruction of socio-economic and ideological
contexts on the materials of Botay culture
monuments (Botay and KrasnyYarsettlements)" for
2018-2020.According to the directions and plans of
the research activities of the Institute, the Director
and scientific staff of the Institute Seibert V.F.,
Sala, R., J. M. Deom, Namen A. B. participated in
the international scientific conference "Ancient
DNA" in the Institute of General genetics and
Cytology.The result of participation in conference
on problems paleogenetic of Kazakhstan on the
basis of archaeological materials, there was an
deal on the conclusion of a trilateral agreement
on a joint research in the field of archaeology and
genetics between research institutes "Archaeology
and steppe civilizations", Institute of General
genetics and Cytology, Kazakhstan and the Max
Planck Institute for the Science of Human History
(Germany) in 2018-2020 and to publish a paper in a
ranked journal about the results of the genetic study
of the anthropological material from Botay’sculture.
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The first scientific trading in magazines with
a high impact factor has already appeared. We
especially want to mention one of the F. Seibert’s
publications in the journal "Science" in 2018 under
the title "Ancient genomes revisit the ancestry of
domestic and Przewalski's horses". In this article,
ViktorFedorovich, together with his colleagues
from other countries to raise the problems of horse
breeding. The authors investigated the genomes of
42 horses (including 20 Botays’ horses), who lived
in the paleometal period.They found that some of
the ancient genes have similarities with modern
Przewalski's horses. The authors of the article have
built a phylogenetic tree, according to which, horses
living in Eurasia for the last 4 thousand years,
including modern breeds, do not come from horses
of Botay culture, but from an unknown population of
horses.The phenomenon of domestication of horses

in the territory of Kazakhstan has a resonance in
public organizations of the world, not only scientific.
In fact, according to experts, the Przewalski's horse
is still not as a species but as a subspecies of the
"domestic horse" or "wild horse".Therefore, we
think that the scientist and his colleagues have
new horizons of research ahead, as there are all
conditions for development: the advanced strategy
of the university management in the development
and support of historical science of Kazakhstan, the
material base, personnel potential, the connection of
science with practice and with the General public.

We expect from the Institute new research,
discoveries, publications.

There isareal opportunity to better understanding
the processes that determine the development of
ancient Kazakhstan, to identify their new changes in
broader intellectual and cultural contexts.
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
