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CULT UMAI-ENE AMONG THE KYRGYZ

Umai is an ancient female deity of the Turkic peoples, who occupied the second place after Tengri.
She is still known among the modern Turkic peoples, such as Kyrgyz, Khakas, Altai and Bashkirs. She was
a specially honored female deity of the earth for good spirit, pregnant women and as patron of children.
Before birth, in order to protect the mother and the baby, Umai stood at the entrance on the left side of
the Yurt, which was considered clean. The personification of the female principle is reflected in the very
name of Umai, which means the mother’s womb, uterus and also cutting the umbilical cord. In honor
of Umai at the front corner of the Yurt her doll was hung made of blue cloth together with other images.
If the child was sick, she was fed with gruel. Infants and babies at lullaby age were under her special
protection. It was on the Cradle on which she rocked, and then it was kept up until the child was six
years old and able to stand on his feet. It depended on the life and health of the child, because she was
protecting her/him from evil forces and spirits.

Mainly among the Turkic peoples and tribes,
the pantheon of religious beliefs has common roots
and the fact that its philosophy is very rich in mod-
ern science. Landscape and nature, flora and fauna,
similarity of linguistic, cultural, and domestic way
of life became the basis for similar philosophi-
cal and religious beliefs in the ethnogenetic sys-
tem of Central Asia. Therefore, amongst modern
Turkic-speaking peoples (including Turkish and
Mongolian) one can trace the common pantheon of
ancient religious beliefs. The migration of Turkic-
speaking peoples to a new ethnic space and settling
there led to the adoption of some elements of local
ethnic, cultural and religious beliefs. In addition,
world religions (Islam, Buddhism, Christianity)
had a huge impact on the widespread area of Tur-
kic tribes. Certainly, today we can trace the ancient
ethnogenetic parallels Buddhism in Tuvanians, and
shamanism among the Yakuts. At the same time,
it should be noted that, through ethnographic par-
allels, Oguz-speaking Turkmens, Turks in Turkey
and Gagauzians share common roots with Kyrgyz.
Turkish-Mongolian people’s religious syncretic
concepts associated with various religious doc-
trines and cultic grounds. This, of course, deeply
associated with the range of ethnic, religious, cul-
tural and linguistic phenomena.

The ancient Turkic peoples and their way of life,
state structure, religious beliefs are reflected in Chi-
nese chronicles, Arabic script, in the epitaphic mon-
uments of Orkhon-Yenisei. Science confirms that
the ancient Kyrgyz believed in the shamanistic pan-
theon of deities Kok — Tenir (Blue Heaven), Umai-
Ene and Zher-suu (Ydyk Yer-sub = «holy land and
water»). The overwhelming majority of scientists
include into this pantheon Erlik and Ulgen, wide-
spread deities of the southern peoples of Siberia
(Potapov 1991:294-306). In 1878 A.Korchakov, a
Russian farmer, in the territory of modern Khakas-
sia, near the villages of Yudin and Monok, discov-
ered two large black tombstones. Later it became
known that these epitaphic monuments belong to the
well-known Kyrgyz kagan Barsbek and to the Kyr-
gyz ambassador to Tibet Eren-Uluk, who had not re-
turned. In the Kyrgyz kaganate, the highest shamans
were awarded the title «Ambassador» and they had
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the right to carry out diplomatic tasks. On the stella
dedicated to Barsbek registered for the number E-29
it is written: «....I was not satisfied with courage or
bravery). You were a great man, sharp, strong, the
wolf flew away (left us), the leopard left without
turning around. These are our names Umai Bek, we
are from the tribe of great brave heroes (The texts of
the Orkhon-Yenisey, 1982:170)».

Such kind of written evidences about Umai ene
occurs more than once in written sources of Kyrgyz.
In comparison we can consider the monument dedi-
cated to the Turkish prince Kiiltegin. Monuments
belonging to the Kyrgyz and Blue Turks and monu-
ments (Kiiltegin and Barsbek monuments) located
at far long distance from each other but covers near-
ly the same historic era and period. There is every
reason to believe that epitaphic inscriptions were
carved at the same period of time. Meanwhile it is
known that Kiiltegin Barsbek, Tonkuiuk, Bilge ka-
gans, they were contemporaries. Turkish prince Kiil-
tegin memorial cites: «...I have started to put balbals
for Kyrgyz kagans. Inscribed the glory, the name of
the Turkish nation, my father kagan, my Umai-ene
(woman) and Tengri...». Futher in the 31* line there
is such information: «To my Queen mother’s hap-
piness, that is like Umai-ene, my brother got brave
name Kiiltegin (title). When he was sixteen years
old my brother kagan strengthened his power». In
ancient Turkish language it is written: «Ywmaj-Tar
OrdM KaTyH KyTbIHa iHIM KYI-TAriH dp aT GombD»
(The texts of the Orkhon-Yenisey, 1982:64).

On the monument in the honor of Tonkuiuk (in
the first quarter of the VII c. A.D.) «...I am Tonkuiuk
have climbed over Altyn-Zhysh, crossed the river
Irtysh, (they called us) the giants. Tuybadi (they did
not understand). Tengir, Umai, Holy Zher-Suu gave
us the victory, why should we run away» (The texts
of the Orkhon-Yenisey, 1982:89).

Thus, the ancient Turkish written monuments, as
a pantheon of gods, name Tengir, Umai, Holy Zher-
Suu. Along with Tengir, and Holy Zher-Suu Kyrgyz
and Turkish kagans considered Umai as their sup-
porter and protector. «Tengri Umai, and Holy Zher-
Suu gave us victory», meant that the power to Turk-
ish kagans was given by the gods and they supported
their nation and state.

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V. V. Radlov while carrying out investigations
on the first Turkic written monuments of Kiiltegin
translated Umai as a «goddess». He came to such
conclusion after research of Shorians’ religious be-
liefs. Finalizing the description of Umai he trans-
lated it like «goddess» and male «name» (Radlov
1893:3).

P. M. Melioranskii in his studies of ancient
Turks offered the parallel consideration of goddess
Umai and Altai Shamanism notion. He wrote that:
«she was widely known in Altai amongst Shorians
as goddess, now she has become a supporter of new-
ly born children» (Melioranski 1899:16).

The famous ethnographer and siberian scientist
L.P. Potapov paid great attention to transforma-
tion of title Umai into the goddess of highest im-
portance in religious pantheon (Potapov 1991:283).
Turpan medieval text («Golden Yarug Sutrasy, X
c.), and the «Dictionary» of Makhmud Kashgari
(XI ¢.), Umai was not mentioned as one of the Sha-
man’s gods. The source disclosed it in the meaning
«Umai» — the womb, place where there is a child in
the mother’s womb.

In Uighur language Buddhistic religious ref-
erence («Golden Yarug Sutrasy»), and in Turkish,
Arabic-language versions (Makhmud Kashgari)
the meaning of Umai was the same word. It is in-
teresting, the people have a right to discuss further
questions! There is the question, did the religious-
philosophical concept for the main goddess in the
religious pantheon «Umai of Turkish tribes, peoples
and states transform? »

«Umai» — means «mother» in Tibetan, Mongo-
lian-speaking peoples imply the meaning «womby.
Some turkologists associated the origin of this
term with of the ancient Indo-European (Indo-Ira-
nian) word «Khumai». Mythological term «umai»,
means «a bird which brings grace» or «phoenix».
The medieval Arabian works it also explained the
meaning «bird». Mostly in Kyrgyz language the no-
tion of «Kumaiyk» means «bird-dog». At the same
time, «umai» is a fantastic bird that nests in the
air. In addition, the Kyrgyz patterns (carpets, etc.)
«umai» describes a flying bird. But the descendants
of Enisei Kyrgyz, Khakas, use Umai ene portray on
women’s badge, it is written in the work of Profes-
sor V. Ya. Butanaev (Butanaev 1984:93-105). Eth-
nographer L. P. Potapov stated that the Altai-Sayan
peoples «Ymaii eHesi», «Ymail eHuesin, «Ywmai
ige3i» — a supporter of small children, as well as an
angel that takes the dead children’s souls (Potapov
1991:285). Khakassians (Sagais, Shorians, Beltirs)
call «umai» the soul of a child from birth until the
age of 5-6.

V. V. Radlov mentioned that Siberian Shorians
called «umai» a supporter of children with a posi-
tive image of an angel — and called her as an angel
that took the soul of the dead (Radlov: 1893:193).
For Altaic Teleuts «mai anaci» or «Mai aHa3zi» ets
is children’s guardian angel. At the same Teleuts,
Altaic Kuu-kijiler (lebedints1) and Tuvans called a
good angel «pajanay.

The Buryats who speak Mongol language accept
Etugen, the Goddess of Harvest like Umai-ene who
favors the birth of children, cultivating the soil,
and growth of the cattle. According to researchers
Etugen's difference from Umai-ene is she was not
the Goddess of pantheons (Potapov 1991:29). At the
same time the Buryats' worshipping to «ehyn umai»
(womb of a mother); caves; some natural objects;
asking for a child can be met. These kinds of relict
scenes can be encountered in the life of present days
of the Kyrgyzs. This ethnographic parallel is widely
spread in Uzbek culture too. The source of given
relict parallels goes back to the ancient times of
Turkish genealogic history. The Chinese historians
(618-917) wrote about the episode which described
the emergence of the Turkish, the legendary father
of the tribe Ashina who was fed by wolf.

S. M. Abramzon mentioned that first Umai
ene was the Goddess of women and children, and
later this concept was transformed. The author
based on the ethnographic field matetrial writes that
Kyrgyz women worshipped Umai-ene very much
(Abramzon 1999:193).

M. S. Andreev mentioned in his works that the
Kyrgyz, inhabited in Arashan valley had prayed
to Umai ene coming to the stone where the image
of Budda was carved (Abramzon1990: 293). For
instance, the khorezm Uzbeks accepted Ambar ene as
a helper during giving birth. Of course, worshipping
to Ambar ene was connected with the sky, lake,
field an etc. It must be mentioned that Ambar ene is
in the centre of customs connected with giving the
birth. Therefore, from the ancient times of Turkish
era there the basis exists that the image of Goddess
Umai embodies the harvest in nature, and the cullt
of clan continuation.

For example, Umai ene helped when Manas was
born:

Angel Umai ene

Spanked the child

«Come, be quick!

Listen to me»

Child didn't bear the spank

Gave the answer

«Show the right way,

Is there the means for my living in this world? »

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Superior Umai-ene continued spanking (Manas.
Encyclopedia,1995:312).

According to ancient Turkish era, one of the
main gods was Umai, who has had a significant
transformation of certain elements into a relict
phenomena today that the Kyrgyz people to incarnate
their faith. Umai ene is the supporter of the birth,
further the life of children, the mythological mother
(Karataev, Eraliev, 2005:423). At the same time, she
protects women during maternity disaster belief is
widespread. Umai ene helped cutting the umbilical
cord, and also protected the child, took care of him,
washed, cleansed his lashes (Potapov 1991:285).

Umai ene attracts the child and educates him in
her speech. They understand each other very well.
As a proof, while the child was asleep or awake,
he begins to smile. However, in some cases when
the child becomes troublesome, concerning about a
child’s sleep, and it is considered that temporarily she
went into the air. It was believed a mole of the child’s
body as a good sign. This mole was considered as
Umai-ene left her mark. Umai ‘s natural support was
in contact with the world of ghosts and infanticide.
Babies were considered to be able to communicate
with the gods and other representatives of the next
world as they were considered high. Umai was a big
supporter of the heroes of women. With the help
of Umai-ene foals were chosen, then the hero stud
foals that will be a source of water to feed, adopted
at special pastures, in the name of a hero of the future
the saddles were made. Mother at the Kyrgyz yurts
in order to be protected while giving the birth, she
and her baby were placed in the left side which was
considered to be clean, then the cord of baby was cut
(Karataev, Eraliev, 2005:423). Pregnant woman had
been treated very carefully, it was told that giving a
birth was her second death.

There is the question, what does the most
ancient and indigenous image of Umai-ene mean?
In spite of people live in a variety of ethnic, cultural,
and religious societies, Umai-mother’'s image
can be seen through a young child and maternal
patron protector detected in worship and sacrifice.
Obviously, the scientific opinions of Umai-ene's
original style dates back to the ancient era of trusting
in God. This image has been survived in Sakha-
Yakut religious beliefs. These elements are kept on
religious beliefs of the characters and the peoples
of Central Asia, the Altai-Sayan (Kyrgyz, Uzbek,
Kazakh, Altai, Tuva, etc.).

The image of the Sun god conveys the picture of
a bird. A cult of fire started to form out of the image
of that Sun god. Of course, that cult may continue
to be a cult of life, brightness, and was related to

warmth (Karatayev 2013:213). In the notion of
Turkic people Umai-ene played the role of renewal
and fruitful harvest, as well as the soul of the dead
children also fulfilled the angelic role. Although
today Turkish-speaking people call Umai-mother
differently, the same functions are performed in
its philosophical and religious content. Umai-ene's
symbolic image was usually given in the form of
a small cradle, bow and arrow which conveyed the
meaning of the supporter of women and saved a
mother and a child.

Introduction

In recent decades, in Western politics and
historiography, there has been a tendency to
downplay or suppress the role of the USSR in
defeating fascism in the World War II. In addition,
there are also facts that the Russian politicians and
officials did not always adequately assess the great
contribution that was made to the victory by the
representatives of different peoples who formed the
multinational Soviet Union.

Under these conditions, the study of archival
documents shedding light on the participation
of Kazakhs, our compatriots, in the fight against
fascism, on the fate of people caught in fascist
captivity, participating in the European Resistance
Movement in different countries, finding the burials
of the deceased heroes, restoring the names of
the heroes officially believed to be missing, is an
important task for the formation and preservation
of the historical memory of the Kazakh people, for
the restoration of a real, true history of the Great
Patriotic War. Truthful, based on the study of
archival documents, the reconstruction of events
that took place during the war years and for various
reasons not become the property of descendants is
necessary for understanding our roots, the succession
of generations.

In Kazakh historiography, the study of the
problem of the participation of Kazakhs in the
Second World War in European countries was

not widely publicized. Undoubtedly, in the Soviet
years this problem was not included in the area of
relevance. Moreover, it had a «prohibited» stigma.
Labels of «traitors and spies» hung everyone who
for various reasons was forced to leave the country
or lived outside the Soviet Union. In the conditions
of the command-bureaucratic system, the mere
mention of «former citizens» became the reason for
repression against political and cultural figures.

A systematic and integrated study of history and
the recreation of a real picture of the participation of
Kazakhs, former POWs who fled from concentration
and labor camps and heroically fought against
fascism in Resistance movements and partisan
combat groups in various European countries,
particularly France and Italy during the World War
II is an urgent task from the scientific and military-
patriotic standpoints and characterizes the Republic
of Kazakhstan as a civilized and democratic state
that values its history.

Methods of research

The research is based on modern methodological
approaches, principles and conceptual guidelines
aimed at understanding the historical and modern
processes that characterize the entire tragedy of
captured butunbroken people, escaped from captivity
and joined the partisan units that fought against
fascism in France, Belgium, Italy, Yugoslavia and
others.
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General scientific methods of research
include such principles of historical knowledge
as historicism, objectivity and other scientific
principles, as well as theoretical conclusions and
positions of leading scientists who formulated the
fundamental principles of historical research.

To studying the historical process, such methods
as historical-comparative, historical-biographical,
historical-typological, historical-system, historical
reconstruction will be used.

With the disclosure of various results of
human activity, historical events and situations
in which the active role of the human being is
vividly expressed, i.e. the subjective factor, first
of all, the causal explanations that follow from the
universality of interrelations, objectively inherent
in historical reality, are applied. Of course, certain
objective circumstances also lie behind this factor,
but they are manifested in the nature of subjective
actions.

In addition, specifically problematic methods
will be used on particular issues aimed at elucidating
and studying the causes and consequences of specific
phenomena, facts, events that characterize certain
aspects of reality.

The research is based on modern methodological
approaches, principles and conceptual guidelines
aimed at understanding the historical and modern
processes characterizing the tragedy of captured
people, but unbroken, fleeing from captivity and
joining guerrilla groups that fought fascism in
France, Italy and other European countries.

The need and prospects for scientific research
of the problem

The studying of the problem of the participation
of Kazakhs in the World War II in European
countries in the Soviet and Kazakh historiography
based on Kazakh and Russian archives’ materials
only. Foreign documents were not included in the
scientific use.

In the modern historical science, the problems
of the participation of Russian, Ukrainians,
Azerbaijanis and Armenians in the resistance
movement in the world are studied, but no data
about Kazakhs is in these proceedings.

Almost the only work on this issue was an article
by L.I. Malyar «Participation of Kazakhstan in the
European resistance movement» (Petrov, 1971).

More intensive study of particular issues
of participation of Kazakh soldiers in World
War II began in the period of independence. It
is characterized by scientific works by G.M.
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Mendikulova, B.G. Ayagan, B.I. Sadykova, A.
Kara, A. Kaken, S. Bekenova and others.

In 1995, in honor of the 50th anniversary of
Victory was published memorial book of Kazakhstan
«Bozdaktary. It was the first attempt to provide a
complete statistical picture of the war. The names
of those who died in battle, died from wounds and
diseases in hospitals, died behind enemy lines or
missing were collected in this book. The «Book of
Memory» and the summary volume «Bozdaktar» is
a true a monument to Kazakhstanis who died in the
battles with fascism.

Particular attention to the problem ass paid
in the scientific works by B.I. Sadykova, who
investigates the activity of M. Chokay and history
of the Turkestan Legion. B.1. Sadykova is the author
of the script of the documentary «Zar, or those
who were separated from the motherland.» In the
«History of the Turkestan Legion in the documents,
B.I. Sadykova forthefirsttime describes the activities
of the Turkestan national liberation movement,
organized by Mustafa Chokay in Europe, his tactics
and strategy. In 2011, she published a monograph
«Mustafa Chokay in emigration» (Sadykova, 2011).
All these works by B.I. Sadykova written on the
base of archival documents from Germany, which
had been collected and worked out well.

Associate Professor at the University of Mimar
Sinan Kara A. wrote a book, which tells about the
bitter fate of former soldiers of the Turkestan Legion
(Kara, 2015). The book of well-known Kazakh
journalist A. Kaken is based on sources devoted to
the history of the Turkestan Legion (Kaken, 2000).
In 2007, the memoirs by S. Bekenov one of the
prisoners of Nazi camps were published.

An article-memoir titled «I was in the Turkestan
Legion» was published on the pages of the internet
magazine. It tells about Akhmetbek Nurumov, who
was captured exactly a month after the war began.
This man went to a POW camp in Poland, Turkestan
Legion and Kolyma, was convicted of treason, and
waited a long time for rehabilitation.

Within the program «People in the stream
of history», in 2014-2016 Dr. K. Aldazhumanov
conducted research on the topic «Kazakhstan in the
period of the Great Patriotic War of the Soviet Union.
1941-1945». In particular, it has been affected by the
problem of prisoners of war, in the first place — the
Kazakhs. The author carefully conducted research
in the State Archive of the Russian Federation.

However, for a truly complete and objective
study of this issue, work with archival documents
of the countries of Europe is necessary. This is a
priority task of the international research project
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«Kazakhs in the World War II: new documents from
foreign archives», in which scholars — historians
from Kazakhstan, Ukraine, Italy, Israel take part.

Within the framework of the project, the authors
conduct a complex, interdisciplinary study of problems
of Kazakhs’ participation in the World War II based on
new documents extracted from the archives of France,
Belgium, Italy, Russia and Norway.

In particular, one of the important successes in
the research work on this problem are the documents,
first discovered by Prof. Dr. G. Mendikulova, in
the French National Archives, which confirm the
memories of the Kazakh and French participants of
those events.

The new names of Kazakhs and Turkestans, such
as Ismailov, Karamergenov, Mukhamedzhanov,
Abdullayev, who fought side by side with French

Magizaras, were found in the Archives Nationales
funds (Archives Nationales. Section du XX-e siecle.
(Paris, France)).

In October 2009, Doctor of History, prof. G.M.
Mendikulova in the Archives Nationales in Paris
found correspondence, memories, documents about
the creation of the First Partisan Regiment, in which
the Kazakhs fought alongside the Georgians in the
dashing year of the Second World War. It became
possible thanks to the grant she won from the
French institute Fondation Maison des Sciences De
L’homme (Mendikulova, 2014: p.94).

In early 2015, information was discovered about
the military activities of Shashubiy Beisembin, born
in 1920, a native of the aul No. 7, Karaganda region.
It also confirms the participation of Kazakhs in the
Resistance Movement of France.

Shashubai Beisembin was drafted into the ranks
of the Red (Soviet) Army in December 1940 in
Pushkino, Leningrad Region (according to records:
24th Panzer Corps, 8th Motorized Regiment). On
August 18, 1941, being surrounded in the area of
Kamenka of the Leningrad Region he was taken
prisoner, was in concentration camps in Latvia,
Poland and France. According to the data submitted
by his son Murat Shashubayevich Beisembin,
in autumn 1943 Shashubai Beisembin fled from
captivity in the city of Albi, France, and joined the
French partisans. The participation of Shashubay
Beisembin in the Resistance movement is confirmed
by the available ticket of the 1st guerrilla Regiment
No. 18 preserved in his family.

In 2015, G.M. Mendikulova in France also
for the first time revealed maps and photos
concerning to Kazakhs and their participation to the
Resistance Movement in the funds of the Archives
Departamentales Haute-Garonne, the Toulouse
Resistance Museum, the Archives Departamentales
du Tarn, Archive of the Historical Service of the
Ministry of Defense of France (Service Historique
de la Defense).

From memories it is known that Turkestanis par-
ticipated in several guerrilla groups, in particular, in
the group «Stalingrad», and our soldiers were called
«Mongols». A year after the release of Toulouse,
Albi and Carmaux, they were still in the camps,
where they lived in a special mode. If previously we
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had only memories of the participants of these events,
in the French archive in Albi Prof. Dr. G.M. Mendi-
kulova found official documents confirming Kazakh

participation in resistance movement. It is the whole
correspondence of the police department about one
unpleasant incident took place on 30" April 1945.

Therefore, a few ex-liberators of the south of
France went to a local cafe to note the May holidays,
as they had relative freedom of movement. Some of
the locals insulted them, calling the Mongols and
saying that there is no place for them there. Scuffie,
called the police, and all participants were replaced
to the police office. Commandant of the camp, where
heroes — liberators of the south of France were held
Zunum Zhamankulov had to write explanatory and
intercessory letter about what happened. The letter,
in particular, he explained that the former Soviet
military Turkestanis and all 250 people in the camp,
liberated France, and they are kept still in the camps
and attitude of the locals towards them are incorrect.
Found the answer of Prefect of police of the city of
Albi, after a long trial (until July 1945), which says
that, yes, indeed, these people heroically helped us
to liberate our homeland from the Nazis, and a year
after these events, the locals insult them, forgetting
about their heroism. Thanks to this conclusion of the
Prefect of police the participants of unattractive in-
cident did not punished (Archives Departamentales
du Tarn. MS 503).

In 2017 E.A. Nadezhuk found documents on
this issue in the archives of the Historical Service
of the Ministry of Defense of France (Service Histo-
rique de la Defense). In particular, these are reports
of the leaders of the French Resistance, in which
the participation of former prisoners of war in the
partisan warfare is confirmed. Valuable are the
documents concerning the activity of Kadem Zhu-
maniyazov who heroically fought against fascists in
France (Service Historique de la Defense. GR P 16P
187 463 Djoumaniasov Khadem; Service Historique
de la Defense. 19P FFI SRM TARN As B9 Maquis
Stalingrad.)

The research group carries out a search work
in the Generalized Data Bank «Memorial», which
presents a large number of documents of the
Central Archive of the Ministry of Defense of
the Russian Federation. A careful analysis of the
documents found in European archives, compar-
ing them with the data available in GDB «Memo-
rial» and other digital sources, makes it possible
to identify the burial sites of our compatriots who
were previously considered missing, to fill the
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gaps in their heroic history (Mendikulova, 2018;
Nadezhuk, 2018).

Now, Prof. Dr. G.M. Mendikulova identified 34
cemeteries of the Soviet soldiers in France. We were
able to explore five of them. In particular, in May
2018, Professor G.M. Mendikulova, during her trip
to France, identified and recorded eight individual

registered burial places of Kazakhs near Paris, in
Picardy and Lorraine.

Therefore, it is necessary to continue

the work, as in France, and in Belgium, the
Netherlands and other European countries,
where the Kazakhs fought for the liberation of
the world from fascism.

Fragmentary, undocumented data we have
about Kazakhs and Soviet prisoners of war who
had escaped from concentration camps and fought
bravely in the Italian teams. In the province of
Modena acted battalion of Soviet partisans. In
the region of Tuscany in the ranks of the partisan
division «Guido Boskalo» Arezzo province fought
23 Kazakhstani people, including Takish Alpeisov
from Karaganda, Kaldanbek Dyusenbekov from
Kyzyl-Orda, Zhaymak Kulshikov from Aktyubinsk,
Topai Sadvakassov and Ivan Kitastov from Akmola
region, and others (Malyar, 1971: p.167).

In 2016, it became known about the burial of
38 Kazakhs in Trieste in northeastern Italy, who
died fighting fascism. To date, because of the joint
work of G.M. Mendikulova and Marco Fiorentino,
during the comparison of the GDB «Memorial»
data with the Italian sources at the disposal of the
research team, several burials of the Kazakhs —
participants of Resistance were identified in central
Italy. However, scientific research in Italy has not
been conducted, so it is necessary to fill this gap.
In order to ascertain on the ground the reliability
of the available information, as well as to obtain

more complete data on this problem, a complex
expedition to Italy will be organized in 2019 within
the framework of the international research project
«Kazakhs in the World War II: new documents from
foreign archives».

Based on the results of scientific research in
France and Italy in 2018-19, the research group will
compile and publish a collection of documents in
two volumes devoted to this topical issue.

Thus, the research team faces the task of
completing this study, revealing the names, fates,
unknown places of burial of Kazakhs — participants
in the struggle against the fascist regime in France
and Italy, to analyze the revealed facts and make
them available to Kazakhstani and the world
community.

Conclusion

To date, comprehensive studies on the topic of
Kazakh participation in the Resistance movement
in France, Italy and other European countries with
extensive use of European archival materials have
not been carried out, despite social and scientific
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demand, with value for Kazakhstan and the
former Soviet and international communities. A
comprehensive study of this problem will contribute
to the education of youth and the strengthening
of patriotism and the nation of Kazakhstan, the
development of historical science and military
history in our country. The history of Kazakh
participation in the Resistance movement and the

liberation of Europe from fascism in partisan groups
and teams should be reconstructed. The sources
of these new data should become foreign archival
documents.

A thorough study of archival documents and
memoirs of participants in the Resistance movement
in France, Italy and other countries should restore and
make public the bright memory of our compatriots.
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BOLSHEVIKS AND RUSSIAN TURKESTAN
POLITICAL DEVELOPMENT IN 1917-1918

The documents of 1920s still represent a huge amount of the valuable historical information on ex-
tremely significant problems that is waiting new fundamental studies. The period of the 1917 includes
not only two Russian revolutions and explosion of the national liberation movement on the territory
of the former tsarist empire that pursues academic interest towards issues still acute for the historians.
How these historical events affected the international situation for the Turkestan region? What countries
were mainly interested in the victory of Moslem political movements? Who supported financially these
Moslem organizations? What factors promoted success of Tashkent Soviet to spread its authority up to
Baku territories? A comparison of the native Soviet and post-Soviet works with archival documents from
Britain’s Foreign Office (Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Great Britain), journal articles had published in
1917-1918 can alter the vision of the geopolitical outcomes of «Great Game» had played by different
foreign actors in the region of Turkestan.

Introduction

The victory of the Bolsheviks in October 1917
seemed to have minor effects on the further course
of the political events and geopolitical shifts in re-
gion of Russian Central Asia. However, the subse-
quent events had demonstrated the wrongness of the
Western political analysts who predicted quick fall
of the regime due to absence of resources and sup-
port of the population. This article suggests a vision
of following political events in the perspectives of
international situation. First, what political forces
collaborated with Bolsheviks in Central Asia to gain
and to keep political control? What role was played
by Tashkent Soviet in the course of collaboration
or alienation of Moslem population in the region?
The interests of what countries were touched by
the Bolshevik regime victory in Russian Turkes-
tan? In previous Soviet historiography was widely
spread the opinion that Tashkent Soviet which oper-
ated as quite independent political body during this
period was insisting on the right for political self-
determination for Moslem population of the region
(Khodjanov, 1928). Khodjanov quoted the leader
of Turkestan Bolsheviks I. Tobolin that «autonomy
will immediately led to the ...evacuation of Russian
troops from the region» though they anyway agreed
that Moslems should independently chose their po-
litical future (Khodjanov, 1928: 14). Such authors as
M. Chokay, G. Safarov and others tried to diversify
the vision of the consequences of Bolshevik victory
in October 1917 (Chokay, 1986). Unfortunately,
they focused mainly on political issues and its nega-
tive impact on national development of the region
and widening the gap between local population and
Russian citizens. However, the documents found
by the author in Foreign Office archive contained
important information about close collaboration be-
tween Tashkent Soviet and local moderate Moslems
during 1917-1918 events. Thus, the destiny of Ko-
kand Autonomy and, consequently, political events
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in Bukhara and Khiva were more complex that it
is shown in some of the modern post-soviet histori-
ography with accent on national movement (Kozy-
bayev, 2000; Omarbekov, 2001). In order to answer
these questions the author tries to use different his-
torical methods, comparing economic and political
development and tendencies in Russian Turkestan
region. Also the combination of the local and for-
eign documents provided a wider historical back-
ground to represent geopolitical perspectives upon
the possible scenarios of different political forces
victory in Russian Turkestan region.

To the history of Russian occupation

Russian Central Asia was incorporated in Rus-
sian empire between the years 1863 and 1885, and
then was divided between two systems of adminis-
tration: a) the Governor-General of Turkestan, con-
sisted of Trans-Caspian, Samarkand, Syr-Darya,
Fergana, and Semirechier provinces that were ad-
ministrated as integral part of empire. The second
part b) were autonomous Khanates of Khiva and
Bokhara which were in a treaty relations with the
suzerain power and administrated their own affairs
(subject to the control of a Russian resident at each
court and of the government in St. Petersburg),
though they had no independence in questions of
railways, tariffs, or foreign policy. (Tsarskaya kolo-
nizatiya v Kazakhstane, 1995).

In 1911 the population of both areas together
was about 8,500,000-6,500,000in the Russian
provinces and about 2,000,000 in the autonomous
khanates. Around 3,000,000 of the Russian Turke-
stan inhabitants were nomads and semi-nomads,
mainly Kyrgyz in the north and Turkmen in the
south-west, 5,000,000 represented settled Moslem
peasants and townspeople and Russian population
reached 500,000. Less than a million of the settled
Moslems were Iranians, kinsmen of Persian and
Afghans, the rest were Turkic — speaking strata, de-
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posited by successful invasions. The Islamic civili-
zation of all these settled elements was deep-rooted
though had got a strong local character, especially
during the three centuries preceding Russian con-
quest. The Russian colonists (who had come to
the country at the end of XIX-early XX c.c.) were
mainly concentrated in Semirechier province-
where the Russian government had founded a Cos-
sack community and realized a policy of system-
atic agricultural colonization — and in the city of
Tashkent (234,000 inhabitants in 1911). Tashkent,
the administrative center of Turkestan Governor-
General as well as the province of Syr-Darya was
the most important urban center where the Russian
colonists experienced the same social and politi-
cal influences as the citizens of other large Russian
towns. The special conditions at Tashkent had sig-
nificant effects on the course of events in Central
Asia since the outbreak of the February revolution.
For the Russian atmosphere Tashkent was excep-
tionally important place all over Turkestan due to
minor effects of other Russian centers along Trans-
Caspian railway (FO 141/781).

When the revolution broke out , the Russian
conquest though recent, had already revolutionized
economic conditions not only in the center of Rus-
sian colonization, but also in the whole region by
creating security and modern means of communica-
tion. Central Asia was linked with the rest of Russia
by two great railways- Andijan-Tashkent-Orenburg-
Samara line leading to Moscow and Andijan-Sa-
markand-Bokhara-Merv-Ashkabad-Krasnovods or
Trans-Caspian railway connected with the railways
of Trans-Caucasia (Istoriya Kazakhstana I Tsentral-
noi Azii, 2001).

The eastern destination of both railways was
Fergana, a small but densely populated province
occupied mainly by Moslem farmers and some no-
mads and Russian settlers. Fergana valley is a center
of cotton and after the building of the railway the
demands of Moscow manufactures led to a rapid ex-
tension of the area under cotton cultivation at the
expense of cereals. Thus, this region came to depend
largely for its food supply upon grain imported by
rail from European Russia in exchange for its cotton
annually exported in the opposite direction.

The economic relations with the rest of Russia
had thus become extremely close; but, on the other
hand the political jealousy and protectionist policy
of Russian government tended to isolate Central
Asia from Persia, Afghanistan, India, and Sing-Xian
(the western province of Chinese empire, where the
people, as in Russian Central Asia, are mainly Tur-
kic-speaking Moslems.

Northwards, Central Asia was conterminous with
the Russian steppe provinces where the government
had carrying out an immense scheme of agricultural
colonization since the 1880s. This colonization was
at the expense of the Kazakh nomads, and created
dangerous friction with them. A zone occupied by
Kazakh nomads remained between Turkestan and
the colonized area — around 2,500,000 Kazakhs in
northern part and the same number in southern terri-
tories. Semirechier was the only province of Turke-
stan affected by the colonization problem, but here
the friction between settles and natives was serious.

The rebellion of 1916

Central Asia was greatly affected by the out-
break of war, for both natives and Russian settles
were exempted (from motives of fear and favor re-
spectively) from compulsory military service. Even
the intervention of Turkey seems to have produced
no political reaction there (owing no doubt, to isola-
tion of Central Asia from other Moslem countries);
but the drain of rolling stock to the European front
early created difficulties in the food supply, and the
refugees deposited without preparation in Tashkent
and elsewhere spread disease. Yet on the whole
Central Asia remained quite till the Decree of the
25" June, 1916, by which all populations of the Rus-
sian empire previously exempt from military service
were suddenly called up for non-combatant service
behind the front.

In the area in process of colonization this decree
seems finally to have exasperated the Kazakhs to the
point of rebellion, and led to clashes between Ka-
zakhs and local colonists and Cossacks, supported
by the Russian regular troops. Dwellings were de-
stroyed, cattle seized, and men, women and children
driven into the hills, where they died of hunger and
exposure. Around 500,000 Kazakhs were perished
and 1,000,000 became refugees to cross the Chinese
borders thus nearly third of Kazakh nation swept
away. The land thus vacated was occupied by Rus-
sian settlers and later it became an object of discus-
sion between local people and central government
(Price, 1917)

The decree also produced disturbances among
agricultural population of Turkestan due to decree’s
promulgation when the cotton season was at its
height, and mobilized threatened the peasants with
ruin. The drafting of the people gave the Russian
officials occasion for bribe-taking and blackmail;
and these various causes of discontent produced and
outbreak in Jizak, on the railway north-east of Sa-
markand, which was punished by massacre of the
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inhabitants and the burning of the town. There were
also massacres at Andijan and Tashkent; and though
in the settled districts the disorder seems to have
quieted down before the revolution began in Kazakh
populated provinces and especially in Semirechier.

From the February to October revolutions
1917

In spite of the rebellions of 1916, the revolu-
tion in Central Asia did not start as a racial conflict
between natives and Russians. It was simply a re-
sponse to the events happened in Petrograd and be-
gan by following the same course as there. But its
settling was different in the different administrative
areas.

Russian provinces

In Turkestan as in European Russia, there was a
dual development from the first, Soviets, represent-
ing the Russian urban population and the military
garrison, were formed both for the city of Tashkent
and for the province of Syr-Darya. And these took
the initiative against the governor-general Kuropat-
kin, who had been responsible by the savage treat-
ment of the unrest during the 1916. Kuropatkin and
his staff were deposed (like the Grand Duke Nicolas
and his staff in the Caucasus); Tashkent Soviets pe-
titioned the Provisional government at Petrograd to
rescind the non-combatant service decree, and pro-
posed that, when the next cotton season was over,
military service on the normal basis should be in-
troduced in Turkestan for Russians and Moslems
alike. The government responded by rescinding the
decree, proclaiming an amnesty, and sending home
the Turkestan Moslems who had already been called
up (Safarov, 1985).

The administration of Turkestan, however, was
committed by the Provisional government, not to the
Soviets, but to an Administrative Committee of Du-
ma-members or ex-members. There was a Russian
chairman and eight other members, four of whom
were Moslems, namely: Tynyshbayev, Bukeikha-
nov (Kazakhs), S.N. Maksudov, and Major-General
Davletshin (Tatar). The Moslems also began to form
non-official party organizations.

The appointment of provisional administration
was followed, as at Petrograd, by a steady encroach-
ment on its powers from the side of Soviets, at the
time of the first reconstruction of the government in
Petrograd, Tashkent and SyrODarya Soviets started
to force the Turkestan Administrative Committee to
retire. But it seemed to have survived in some form
till Kornilov’s coup in September, when the Tash-
kent Soviets arrested the Administrative Commit-
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tee of Turkestan and constituted itself a permanent
committee of public safety.

The Soviets, representing as they did soldiers
and urban workers, were naturally composed en-
tirely of Russian, and the Moslems counted their
rise to power by strengthening their own organiza-
tions. In the municipal elections, which took place
in August, they had a sweeping victory, capturing
77 out of 109 seats at Tashkent, 80 out of 102 in
Kokand, and 77 out of 97 at Andijan, A month later
there was a congress of Moslem workers at Kokand,
which declared for the transformation of Russian
into a federal republic, in which Turkestan should
enjoy complete autonomy in the settlement of the
land question. This congress was probably responsi-
ble for the deputation of Turkestan Moslems which
shortly afterwards waited on Kerensky at Petrograd
to complain of the application to Turkestan of the
embargo on the conveyance of landed property — a
measure introduced all over Russia as a preliminary
to the transfer of land from private ownership to
state. Kerensky at once removed the embargo, and
informed the deputation that the solution applied to
the land question in European Russian would not be
extended to their provinces (Ryskulov, 1964).

In September there was also all-Turkestan Mos-
lem Congress at Tashkent which delegated execu-
tive power to a Moslem Regional Council (already
in existence). The latter held a joint setting on the
26" September with the Turkestan (and Syr-Darya
Soviets) — which had remained Mensheviks, while
the Tashkent Soviets had been captured by Bolshe-
vik elements — and the executive committees of the
Councils of peasants and Kazakhs. This convention
passed a resolution denying the authority of any
administration which had not received its sanction,
and it was probably this that brought the outbreak of
the Bolshevik Tashkent Soviet to a head.

This first Bolshevik outbreak in Central Asia
began with a mass-meeting at Tashkent, in which
both the Administrative Committee of Duma mem-
bers and the Menshevik Soviet of Turkestan were
denounced. The military governor, who appealed
the Russian solidarity against the danger of a Mos-
lem rising, had to fly for his life. The Administra-
tive Committee and the Turkestan Soviet were ar-
rested by the Tashkent Soviet, which was supported
by two Russian regiments in garrison; while, on the
other hand, the cadets of the military school arrested
the revolutionary committee, seized the citadel, and
were backed by a general emeute of the Moslem
population. The provisional government at Petro-
grad, which was enjoying its brief respite between
Kornilov’s failure and Lenin’s success, telegraphed
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an ultimatum to the Tashkent Soviet, and appointed
the commander of the troops in the Kazan district to
be Commissary-General of Turkestan, with orders
to suppress the outbreak by force. At the same time,
in order to make sure of the Moslem sympathy, a
decree was promulgated at Petrograd introducing
the zemstvo system into the provinces of Trans-
Caspian, Samarkand, Syr-Darya, and Fergana — a
measure which would give the Moslems a share in
local government, while Soviet-rule would mean the
perpetuation of Russian ascendency behind a new
facade. This was about the beginning of October,
and the Provisional Government at Petrograd ap-
peared to have fallen before the military interven-
tion in Turkestan could be carried into effect. The
Tashkent Soviet protested against the threatened
«punitive expedition» by declaring general strike
(Osipov, 1991).

Semirechier

The repeal of the tsar’s decree of the 25" of
June, 1916, and the amnesty of those who had
resisted the application of it, which were among
the earliest acts of the Provisional Government at
Petrograd after the first revolution in March 1917,
seemed to have quieted the unrest in Turkestan as
a whole, but not in the province of Semirechier.
Here the grievance of compulsory service was re-
inforced by the much more serious grievance of the
expropriation of the natives by Russian colonists
that had been in progress for nearly twenty years.
Resistance of the local people had precipitated eth-
nic conflict and after the massacre or expulsion of
the greater part of Kazakh population, the Cossacks
and the Russian colonists had become de facto pos-
sessors of the land.

Early in the summer of 1917 Taranchi and
Dungans of the Semirechier province addressed
the protest on the land question to the Executive
Committee of the All-Russian Moslem Council at
Petrograd (instituted at the Moscow All-Russian
Moslem Congress in May 1917) and about the same
time the Petrograd Soviet issued a proclamation to
the Kazakhs, condemning the colonization policy
of the empire but urging them to wait for redress
until the meeting of the Constituent Assembly.
Meanwhile, the Provisional Government voted
11,000,000 rubles for relief, but on the 25"
September, 1917, the appeal (from Kazakh sources)
was published in in the social revolutionary journal
«Dyelo Naroda», which stated that no steps to
alleviate the situation had yet been taken. The latter
appeal was confirmed by in the article of Philip price
published by «Manchester Guardian», November
27, 1917. English journalist reported that Kazakh

refugees in China had attempted to return, but
that the colonists and Cossacks would not restore
their land, and that the situation was beyond the
Provisional Government’s control. There is no
evidence during the present year of any approach
towards a settlement, though in February 1918 it
was reported that two Russian delegates, appointed
by the Petrograd Provisional Government before its
fall, had arrived at Aksu (Xinjian, China) to treat
with the Kazakh refugees from Russian Turkestan.

Khiva

When the March revolution broke out at
Petrograd the Khan of Khiva was taking a cure in
the Crimea. He at once telegraphed expression of
loyalty to the Provisional Government, and returned
to Khiva where a popular movement quickly forced
him to grant a constitution and to dismiss and punish
his former ministers. The new Khivan parliament
(Mgjlis) asked the All-Russian Moslem Council at
Petrograd for advisers to assist in reconstruction,
and two, namely, M.M. Achmatovitch and Mus
Bigeyev were sent.

The Khiva revolution was supported by the
Yomud Turkmen, who had taken part in the rising
of 1916, and had been chastised by a Russian
punitive expedition. Their support took the form of
plundering towns and destroying Russian property,
and in August it was reported that the Russian
authorities were taken military action against them.
This seemed to have strengthened the anti-Russian
mood as opposed to the revolutionary element in
the Knivan movement. Discontent at the increase
in power of the local Soviets during the months
preceding the fall of the Provisional Government
was influencing the Moslems in the Russian
provinces in the same direction. For instance, Kniva
subject Junaid Khan, who had been a leader in the
1916 rising, was organizing a movement for the
complete independence of Moslem Central Asia,
seizing Russian munitions while promoting Turkish
propaganda. With this object he is said to have
visited Baku and Tiflis at the beginning of October,
when the fighting between Tashkent Soviet and its
Moslem and bourgeois opponents was taking place.
Later nothing new was heard about this person.
Khiva during 1917 played subordinated part in the
course of the revolution in Central Asia due to small
population comparative backwardness.

Bukhara

Bukhara, on the other hand< with its fertile
oases, comparatively large population, and position
existence of railway between Tashkent and Trans-
Caspian, has been a focus of extremist and separatist
tendencies.
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Khan of Bukhara also protested his loyalty to
Russia after revolution, and granted a constitution
on 20™ April, 1917. Unfortunately, next day the
Moslem clergy realized a counter-revolution led
by reactionary officials and merchants. Some of
the «Young Bukharians» were lynched by the
mob. The counter-revolution seemed to have been
favored by Khan, and by the Russian representative
M. Miller, an official of the tsar regime who had not
yet been removed. The Young Bukharian Executive
Committee thereafter appealed to the Revolutionary
Committee in Samarkand (in Russian territory),
so Russian troops entered Bukhara and restored
the constitution. Miller and his assistant Shulgin
and Kamar-ad-din, the leader of the reactionary
mullahs, were deported, Khan’s prime-minister
was imprisoned and another person appointed
and new resident was sent by Russian Provisional
Government.

This resident as was reported by German source
adopted a policy of non-intervention into internal
affairs of Bukhara and declared that the Khanate was
«a British as well as Russian sphere of influence» —a
phrase that German propaganda used for its benefit.
Thus the Bukharian reactionaries were suppressed
by force, but they still were the strongest party in the
Khanate. They didn’t forgot Samarkand and other
territories which Bukhara had to cede to Russia
in 1864; and if the movement for a reactionary,
fanatical, independent, and united Moslem prevailed
Bukhara would be a center of this political turmoil.

To the Bolshevik Victory 1917

At the end of September 1917 Tashkent Soviets
assisted by German prisoners of war and Moslems
along with moderate Russians resumed their struggle.
The Soviet with the support of Russian Harrison
seemed quickly to gain control over situation in the
city where it dissolved the existing workmen and
soldiers organizations and formed a new body of
purely Bolshevik representatives. However, their
power didn’t extend for a long period. The Orenburg
Cossacks cut Tashkent-Moscow railway in order
to isolate Tashkent form European Russia (where
Lenin led Bolshevik government was by this time
in power) and to deprive it of food supplies. This
measure immediately threatened to starve the whole
population of Central Asia. The Semirechier province
refused to recognize Tashkent Soviet authority
while the professional unions of Samarkand at their
meeting hold on 14" of December decided not to
send delegates to Tashkent. Turkestan Moslem
Congress assembled at Kokand on December 11% in
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Fergana region decided to proclaim the autonomy
of Turkestan as part of Russian Federation, subject
to be confirmed by the All-Russian Constituent
Assembly. A special representative council and
appointee of the Provisional Government had to
carry out on the local administration until meeting
of Constituent Assembly to start talks with Trans-
Caspian and Cossacks.

The Moslem Congress that was a coalition
of Moslem Regional Council, a body of Cadet
organized by more educated and well-to-do
Turkestan Moslems at the beginning of revolution,
and the Moslem federalists, a smaller party which
had been in favor of autonomy. The Moslem thus
presented comparatively united front, and they had
support of bourgeois and Menshevik Russians.
The new Provisional Government was composed
of six Moslems and a Jewish Minister of Finance
but in new representative council the Moslems
reserved only 36 out of 54 seats leaving the other
third to the Russian representatives. In fact, the
Provisional Government at Kokand represented
the same combination of moderate elements at the
old Administrative Committee of Duma members
at Tashkent, with that significant change that the
preponderance had passed from the Russians to
Moslems and that the policy had been definitely
decided in favor of decentralization.

The Government of seven and Council of fifty
six occupied office in Kokand on 23d of December
and autonomy of Turkestan was proclaimed formally
on this date. Semirechier, Trans-Caspian, and the
two khanates were not included into proclamation
as well as Bukhara and Afghan participants,

The Tashkent Soviet declared on 26™ of
December a state of siege. For a moment they had the
prospect of support from the small Moslem «Ulemay
party, the body in Russian provinces corresponding
to reactionaries in Bukhara. The «Ulema» might
have been influenced by the extraordinary wireless
appeal to Moslem sentiments launched by Lenin on
December 6™. Moslems had a congress in Tashkent
in the middle of December under the patronage
of Soviets. But they were involved in conflicts
with «Ulema» party form one side and Soviet and
Moslem supporters from another. In January 1918
the Moslem clergy of Fergana published a manifest
denouncing all Russian as infidels and tyrants, and
calling on all Moslems to establish an independent
federation ‘with a national anthem of their owny.

This point is reconciliation between the Moslem
liberals and reactionaries in opposition to Russian
Bolshevik Soviet in Tashkent, leading to a more
uncompromising policy on the part of the Moslem
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bloc as whole. It was reported in January that the
general impression among the Fergana Moslems
was that the federation would be with Turkey rather
than with Russia, and that the Turkish propagandists
had appeared in Kokand and well received. On the
other hand it was known that there were no signs of
Pan-Turanism in Fergana, instead the order was well
maintained and food supply process was improving.
The authority was functioning quietly under auspice
of Provisional Government, by old Russian officials.
Prisoners of war, mostly Austrians, were allowed
personal liberty but had to answer roll-calls to be
under control. There were still a moderate number of
Russian troops in the province who were also under
control and were in fact involuntary prisoners, but
were free to take service with Kokand government.
There was yet no Moslem army.

Thus, from December to February Fergana
(the most important cotton crop owing province of
Russian Central Asia) was actually governed by a
representative of moderate Moslem organization
in harmony with Russian moderates. However,
the continuation of regime depended on whether
the local Russian soldiers would support or would
follow the example of their comrades in Tashkent.

Bolshevik Victory in Kokand (February 1918)

The Provisional Government in Kokand failed
to prevent Bolshevik propaganda, and on February
12 Bolshevik coup was carried out. Supporters
of the Bolsheviks cut the telephone and telegraph
wires and damaged the railway which led to Kokand
isolation from the rest of the province. They also
attached though unsuccessfully the citadel and local
Soviet. The next day the Red Guards appeared to join
Kokand Armenians and Russian reservists, later was
arrested the president of provisional Government.
As aresult a Military Revolutionary Committee was
set up. Next days a street fight between Red Guards
and Provisional Government supporters continued.
On 18" February Bolshevik reinforcements arrived
under command of military commissary of the
Tashkent Soviet. There were two more days of
desperate fighting but by February 20™ it was over.
Red Guards were the masters of Kokand. Supporters
of the Provisional Government were executed and
deported in large numbers. The «rebellion» of the
Provisional Government was declared an end and
amnesty was suggested on condition of complete
submission, surrender of the leaders and delivery
of arms. The deaths in Kokand during this struggle
were estimated from 3,000 to 5,000 and the material
damage at 300,000,000 rubles. Thousands of people
were made homeless, and great stores of cotton were
burnt (Novaya Zhizn, March 27, 1918).

The overthrow of Moslem government in
Fergana seemed to infuriate reactionary clergy in
Bukhara and at the beginning of March and the
struggle between them and «Young Bukharians»
was broke out. The latter’s position at power was
restored by Russian troops in April 1917. «Young
Bukharians» appealed to the revolutionary elements
in the Russian province, represented by Bolsheviks
while the «Old Bukharians» also gained support
of ex-officers in Russian garrisons in all Central
Asia. The Tashkent Soviet was thus involved into
Bukhara’s civil war the more as it was interrupting
traffic along the Trans-Caspian railway, on which
(and water route by the Caspian and the Volga) the
Central Asian Bolsheviks were entirely dependent
for communication with the central Bolshevik
governmentin European partofRussia. Consequently
a well-equipped Bolshevik expeditionary force
(infantry, cavalry, artillery, railway battalion) was
sent to help «Young Bukharians» to defeat later in
two bloody battles the «Old Bukhariansy.

Baku was at that time in hands of Trans-
Caucasian Tatars who had formed a National
Council after Bolshevik revolution in November
(Petrograd). They were closely cooperating with
Georgians and Armenians in Trans-Caucasian
Commissariat and Diet. But Turkic people though
a majority were the only part in multinational
environment — Russian, Armenians and others. The
Armenians were at odds with Turkic people and this
made them open to Bolshevik ideas. Accordingly
arrival of small Bolshevik forces in gun-boats from
Central Asia with some contingent, probably from
Astrakhan, was enough to cause an outbreak in the
city and after a week of bloody struggle the local
nationalists were beaten and Baku remained in
hands of Bolsheviks.

Thus, by the middle of April the Tashkent Soviet
had beaten down all resistance in the vast region
depending on the Trans-Caspian Railway, from
Fergana to Baku. In May a Soviet Congress held
in Tashkent declared Russian Turkestan a Soviet
republic, delegated the government to a Council
of People’s Commissaries, and sent a mission to
Moscow to delimit frontiers.

Conclusion

The fall of the provisional Government in
Central Asia and victory of the Bolshevik regime
significantly affected the situation from the
international point of view. A moderate Moslem
administration on good terms with moderate
local Russian people aiming to make Turkestan
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and autonomous State in a democratic Russian
federation would be a better neighbor to Asian states
such as Afghanistan and china. Unfortunately, sack
of moderate Moslem in Kokand meant a victory
of proletariat in Tashkent which caused the fierce
reaction of Moslem believers, led by Ulema in
Bukhara directed against all European influence
in Central Asia. The last step means that whole
Turkestan started it movement towards foundation
of the independent Moslem khanate in alliance with
other Moslem powers. Interestingly enough we see
some evidences from the side of local citizens that
German propaganda had become extremely active in
these provinces as well as the idea of desirability of
the alliance between Bukhara and Ottoman Empire.
The documents contained information that German
and Austrian prisoners of war were fighting on the
side of Bolsheviks especially in Bukhara campaign.
Around 30,000 Austrians and 8,000 Germans as
was reported participated in the Bolshevik military
campaigns though these figures look as exaggerated.

The chief menace of the situation was orientation
of the Central Asian Moslems towards Turkey and
Germany, which was encouraged by the events,
followed Bolsheviks’ victory. Tashkent Soviet was
able to establish its complete power though the whole
country was suffering of starvation and slaughter.
Moreover, Afghanistan had been quite active to
receive positively an envoy of Bukhara Amir thus
to prove partly rumors that Khans of Khiva and
Bukhara had accepted proposal from Turkey that
they should join Pan-Turanian Federation. This was
opposite to the situation a year earlier when Khan
of Khiva had appealed to the All-Russian Moslem
Council at Petrograd. Unfortunately, the dissolution
of the Council by Bolshevik Government was
announced on May 17", 1918. Since then there were

no official body to settle issues between European
and Central Asian parts of Russia.

At the end of 1918 Sadri Maksudov, the president
of the Representative Council in Fergana, arrived to
Istanbul. He had started his trip before the Bolshevik
victory in October 1917 and his task was to thanks
Turkey for the building of five medreses in Turkestan,
for which the Ottoman Parliament had voted funds.
Maksudov took the occasion to make a speech
attacking the Russians and prophesying the glorious
future for Turkestan «with the help of our brothers
in Constantinople» (Watergate House Daily Review,
1918, May 25). The speech was placarded in Turkey
while later Maksudov and Sheikh-ul-Islam at Istanbul
sent joint greetings to the Moslems of the Crimea, the
Caucasus, Khiva, Bukhara, Persia, India and China.

Then in Central Asia the Pan-Turanian or Pan-
Islamic movement struggle against the Bolshevik
regime could not be delayed any more. It was
inevitable that the further fall of Bolshevik regime
if it happened would be immediately replaced by
reactionary Moslem pro-Turkish forces. So, these
sentiments were primarily taken into consideration
by European powers such as Great Britain and
France to avoid mainly intervention into Central
Asian affairs. But as soon as Turkish military forces
would reach Baku Bolshevik regime tried to use all
means to keep this region under strict control. This
consideration was dictated by highest importance
of the oil wells situated there and still undamaged
by the enemy and because Baku was the bridgehead
of the Trans-Caspian Railway. These consideration
played major role for the Bolshevik regime to
strengthen its presence and political power over vast
territories of Russian Turkestan and Trans-Caspian.

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TRACES OF ANCIENT IRANIAN
CULTURE IN MEDIEVAL TURKIC CLASSICAL WORKS

Ancientlranian civilization has a significant place in the Old Turkic culture. The Turkic language has
many Persian word collocations. Even after the adoption of Islam, Arabic words were also translated into
Persian and used in everyday life. For instance, the words «Fasting, the Prophet, Prayer, Angels, Souls ...»
are associated with the convictions of the Turkic language. An important role in the formation of Turkic
poetry, literature and Sufism [tasawwuf] played an ancient Iranian art, mythology and poetry. Of course,
it is worth mentioning that, the Turks used Persian language widely in everyday life, except in political
and military spheres. The Persian language, known as the «dari» in the middleages in the modern Central
Asia and Maveranaghra [interfluve], was the language of writing and speaking. So, that is why, we can
affirmly speak about the meaning of the Persianlanguage in the Turkic culture. In addition, traces of the
Persian culture are still visible in Central Asia. In this article, we made a comparison between the content
of the ancient Iranian work [pahlavides] Minouye Kherad, which belongs to the first millennium and the
Kutadgu-Bilig, the literary heritage of the medieval Turkic-Islamic writing.

Introduction

Among the books written in the Pahlavi
language and the relics of the Sassanid era, the
remnants of the Arab attack are mentioned. The
texts were works with ethical aspects or a practical
wisdom, and overflowing with Persian adoration
and admiration.

The «Minouye Kherady», or more precisely the
«Reason and theories/opinions of divine wisdom »,
is one of the most important examples of Pahlavi’s
statements. Although this work is in the category of
letters, it has been spoken of in abundance from the
creation, life or absence of the body and mind after
death [resurrection], Iranian mythology, Iranian
rituals and Iranian customs. Like other ancient
theological and philosophical discussions [such as
Plato’s works and his discussions with people and
his peers] is a question and answer, the imaginary
character, called Dana, asks for «Minou of reasony,
and the «Minou» answers them and the structure of
the book is based on these questions and answers.
Ahmad Tafazzoli brought the Minou of the Wisdom
in the Arabic form of the «Spirit of Wisdom», which
may be called «pure wisdom».

Method

In our paper, we have used the translated
variant of «Minouye Kherad» from the old Persian
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(Pahlavi) to the present Persian language and the
studies of R.R. Arat and A.K. Yegeubayev made
on the Kutadgu Bilig. Thus, we will try to compare
and study the findings that we have discovered by
obtaining similar features and characteristics of both
works, based on the Persian, Turkish and Kazakh
sources.

It should be noted that although the Iranian
writings were written in Pahlavi until two centuries
after Islam, it is likely to be reminiscent of pre-
Islamic period, and it is a remnant of the Sassanid
era. Because there is no mentioning of Islam or the
Arab attack on Iran.

It should also be noted that the author of this
book, like most of the books of the Pahlavi, is
unknown, but by examining the mythological
content of this book with other works in the field
of mythology, it can be visiable that the author has
accurated information on the relation of Iranian
myths. Other items, such as creation or customs, are
generalized (https://www.vajehyab.com).

The book consists of a preface and 62 sections.
In these 62 sections, Dana asks questions from the
Minou, and listens to some of the answers that are
sometimes accompanied by suggestions.The reader
can find some points about the creation of the earth,
the heavens and other creatures and also the inferno
and paradise and the fate of the human tone after
death, and from the mythological characters such as
Iraj and Arash, Fereydoun, Zahak, Esfandiar etc.
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Moreover issues of ethics of eating, ablutions, or
preferring marriage to relatives and close relatives
were discussed. As well as this, Hum, Bahram,
Varjavand, Soroush, [zodany Gity, [zodany Minou
and other pre-Islamic terms of Iranians had been
mentioned in this work.

In some cases, the work has been dealt with
the comparisons and sometimes with the exact
and complex relationships of the key words such
as «wealth-dervish-power» or «art-wisdomy,
«good-evily,«the rich-willed-dervish»[wise man],
«the rich-willed dervish», «endeavor-hard work-
appreciation»,«prosperious dervishes», «destiny»,
«lies — truth» and etc.

Abolfazl Khatibi, a researcher of Shahnameh,
also compared the book with Ferdowsi’s Shahnameh,
by using similarities between «Dana and Minou»
with «Anushirvan Dadgar [honest] and his vizier
Bozorgmehr, the great man». This resemblance is
also visible between the charactersof Gundogdu and
Aitoldy in Kutadgu Bilig.

One of the earliest literary works in this region
after the acceptance of the Islamism of the Turks
of Central Asia is the book called «Kutadgu Biligy.
The author of this book, Yusuf Hajib, was born in
the city of Balashagon, now it is on the borders
of the Republic of Kyrgyzstan. In 1069, after
finishing his book, he presented it in Kashgar to the
Khagan of the Qarakhan dynasty, Tabgach Bughra
Khan. The main idea of his book was the concept
of «perfect man». Particularly, the virtues that
make people grow and become strong: acquisition
of knowledge, studying, goodness, good morals,
calligraphy, doing sports and traditional games
etc.It is very significantand valuable source
not only in terms of studying the history of the
Turkish literature, the culture, philosophy and the
administrative system of the Turkic tribes, but also
for the studying social status and sociology of that
period.

According to the poetic and prose appendices, it is
understandable that this book was about government
and politics. In his book, Yusuf presentedhis ideas,
philosophical and sociology thoughts on various
topics and issues as an edification to the readers.
It also contains the structure and importance of
the circles and the values of the social classes and
tribes of the community, explaining the significance
of the behavior and managing of the rulers. As it
has been the case in the past in the East, Kutadgu
Bilighas come up with ethical advice and practical
recommendations that showcase examples of
historical figures and their behavior to the state
officials and rulers for justice and the creation of

a fair administrative system of a kind of moral-
political book, especially for the heads of a state.

In his book, Yusuf Khass Hajib Balasaguni,
invites human beings to truth, goodness, knowledge,
understanding, wisdom, patience, and generosity.
For this reason, Kutadgu Bilig can also be described
as anedification and a political book.

Kutadgu Bilig [knowledge of happiness] is
composed of 6645 couplets of Masnavi’s style
and 85 sections. After the glorification of God
of Excellency, his Messenger [Prophet], caliphs
and the Tabchach Bughara Khan in the preface of
the prose and poetry, they describe the benefits of
goodness, intellectuality and knowledge; features of
the Government, justice, governor, vizier, treasurer,
headmaster, head chef, ambassadors, servants,
tradesmen and craftsman, farmers, scientists,
medical professionals, traders, astronomers, poets,
witches and wizards, treatment with poor people,
celebrations and hospitality, child upbringing,
marriage, principles of regulating the system of the
government, honesty, friendship, diligence (Eker
2006:113). Like there were two symbolic characters
in Minouye Kherad, in Masnavi, there were four
significat characters: justice, government, prosperity,
and well-beingness. The first character [ruler/king]
was Gundogdu: he symbolized Justice; the second
person [the vizier] Aitoldy: who presented the state
and prosperity; the third person [the son of the vizier]
Ogdulmush, symbolised intellectuality and wisdom;
and the fourth personality [the brother of the vizier]
Odgurmush, who was a symbolic character of well-
beingness.

Features of the Kutadgu Bilig:

— It was written with the Arabic alphabet and
one of the dialectsof the Turkish language of Cen-
tral Asia, Khaghani / Qarakhanit;

— The name of the book is «Knowledge of Hap-
piness / Science of Happiness», teaches people to
learn the path to real happiness in the two worlds,

— This work has ethical nature and is an Islamic
adviseandedification book;

— It is the firstTurkish literary work written of
aruz meter;

— The author, with the help of incidents and
speeches between the four characters [which sym-
bolize justice, government, prosperity, and well-be-
ingness], discusses how the system of governance of
the state and social system should be lead;

— «Kutadgu Biligy also provides extensive in-
Jformation on the political and cultural characteris-
tics of its period;
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— The book is in the form of an Allogoric
Dialogue between Gundogdu (justice), Aitoldy
(state), Ogdulmush(intellectuality),and Odgurmush
(well-beingness).

Kutadgu Bilig» is an important and valuable
work both in terms of linguistic and philosophical
features. Yusuf Khass Hajib Balasaguniwas co-
authored with the writer of the Diwan Lughat al-
Turk, Mahmud Qashghari, and both works were
written at the same time (Dilagar 1995:21). There is
no information about whether these two characters
were familiar with each other.

Kutadgu Bilig is one of the most important
books in the field of Turkish-Islamic to learnhistory
and culture.There are three manuscripts in various
libraries in the worldof this work:

1. The Vienna Exemplary [in 1439, it was
rewrittenin 1889, later it was taken from Istanbul
in 1839 by Van Hammer to Vienna]. In 1910,
Radolf German published this exemplary. In 1942,
originally printed version was made in Turkey.

2. The CairoVersion [This version was found
in Cairo in 1896 by German scientist Mauritius,
who was then the director of the Hediyyah / Khadio
Library.] Part of this version was lost. In 1943, the
original printed version was made in Turkey.

3. The Ferghana Exemplary [the most important
version] was found by Zeki Velidi Toghan in
Fergana, this version has no first and last parts, but
it has been carefully written than other versions. In
1943, the original version of the book was published
in Turkey (Kaymaz 2016: 106,107).

As there is not enough knowledge about the
period of the Turks of Qarakhan or Qarakhanites in
the historical sources about the period of the Turks
of Qarakhanis or Qarakhanites, there is too little
information about the specific Yusuf of the uplifting
contrast that existed at that time. It is narrated that
it was born between the years of 1017-1019 in the
city of Balasagun [Quz Ordu] (Gao 2003:16).His
complete biography is unclear, too. In his great work
[Kutadgu Bilig], he only names his own banner. It
is also mentioned in the last part of the book: «The
owner of Yusuf’s book teaches and conveys his great
contrasty. It is clear from this title that he had had a
great deal of duty. He completed his basic education
in the city of Balasagun, (present Kyrgyzstan),
he spoke Persian and Arabic languages fluently.
After his death in 1077, he was buried in the city
of Qasghar [in the eastern Turkistan /present China]
(Alangu 1974:29).

Considering that, in many Turkish sources, this
book is seen as a policy for rulers, his guidance
includes all people from different parts of society.
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For example,Yusuf Has Hajip, gives advises
to astronomy students to learn geometry and
mathematics first. Because the mathmatics and
geometry, algebra bring humanity to perfection; the
person who collects, deducts, multiplies anddivides
will recognize the seven heavens of the sky as the
palm of his hand. He thinks that maths is the basis
of everything.

Part of the Introduction of Kutadgu Bilig:

«I gave the name to my book in order to make it
easy for my readers to learn the right way, to reach
the happiness and honesty»[in the 350" couplet]. I
wrote my words, my thoughts and ideas. This book is
as an assistant to reach the happiness and prosperity
of the both two worlds [the 351% couplet]. I want
to say forthrightlynobody is happier than the one
who can getthe both two worlds. [the352" couplet].
Firstly, Gundogdu is the ruler and symbolizes the
law of justice, namely, fairness and equity;Aitoldy
isillustrated as being as the sun rising happiness;
Ogdulmush is the symbol of wistom and Odgurmush
is the symbol of well-beingness. I focused on the
basis four values [justice, intelligence, wisdomand
well-beingness] when you read you will find out, so
read attentively» (Arat 1998:350).

According to R. Rahmeti Arat, the meaning of
«Kutadgu Bilig» is the knowledge of being happy.
The term «qut» is considered by S. Maksudi Arsal in
the sense of «political sovereignty», and later gives
the meaning of happiness and felicity. In the opinion
of Gerhard Doerfer, «Qut» is a kind of special
spiritual power of a human being, which especially
the ruler needs to support with the help of the earth
and the sky (Eker 2006:120). [As the word «Farr»
synonym to the work «qut» in Pahlavi].

In his book, Yusuf Has Hajib also discusses the
value of science and knowledge. In his opinion, the
science and knowledge of scientists and scholars
give people to create the brightness; «Knowledge is
like a torch in the dark night that shows humanity
the right and proper way. That is why, we must
respect scientists». If we are aware of it(if we see
it carefully), then we can see that the knowledge of
a universe is different from the science of another
scientist, for example, the therapist treats patients,
but astronomers count years, months, and days. All
of these sciences are useful to people. Scientists are
like the head of the herds that always guide others to
the right pathy.

Kutadgu Bilig can be evaluated as an edification
work. This work contains important and useful
information about the author and the scientific and
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philosophical condition of that period. During that
period, Plato’s «State and Society» theory was well
known and it is visible, that they tried to apply it
in thier practice. The value and the magnitude of
knowledge and scientists are understood; knowledge
is seen as a reliable leader and guide. Yusuf Has
Hajib has shown great courage in writing this book,
because this book is the first example of a policy in
Turkish literature (Arat 1947: xxiv-v).

Translation of some parts of Kutadgu Bilig:

Adornment of wisdom is language and beauty of
language is the word. The adornments of a man are
the face and its beauty are eyes.

Where is the one who collected the fortune and
wealth of this world, and took it with him under the
so0il?

Where is the ruler who has conquered from the
east to the west in this world?

Death took away everything that I counted. Eh,
Good man! Don’t you think that death would not
take you?

Eh, Ruler, if you wish your people would be
good, first you should start with yourself and guide
them.

If people go astray, rulers and elders guide them,
if the ruler is misled, who will lead him to the right
way.

The ruler (Gundogdu) asks a guestion to Aitoldy:
Why are you silent?

The answer to the ruler is in the presence of
the ruler, I do not know what to say. It is not good
to answer before the question. I am here for your
invitation. You should have the speech.

The answer of the ruler (Gundogdu) to Aitoldy:

Ignorant person should be silent, as he is the one
who does not know anything. The person, who is
wise, must also rule his tongue. In the words of wise
people, there is always wisdom.

The answer to the ruler is:

Unnecessary speech damages human being, it
even causes death. So, until there is no question,
there is no necessity to answer and speak.

The question of the ruler (Gundogdu) to Aitoldy:

Good. You said that unwanted speech damages
tongue. In addition, you are right. Does the language
have any benefits? Can you tell about the benefits of
a language?

The answer of Aitoldy to the ruler is:

The sign of the wise person is one language, the
other is the throat. The body is fed from the throat,
the soul is fed from the right words and ear. Humans
are happy when they rule their tongue and throat.

The question of the ruler (Gundogdu) to Aitoldy:

What is the basis of speech? How many sections
of words are there? Where does word come and
where does it go? How much of a word should be
said and how much of it should not be said?

The answer to the ruler is:

The place of the word is the secret. There are
ten section of words, but only one must be said and
spoken (Arat 1998: x1).

Conclusion

Common Characteristics of Kutadgu Bilig
and Minouye Kherad:

— both of them are in the form of an edification
book;

— based on ethical and religious beliefs;

— the books’ main aims are to achieve mercy
and prosperity in both worlds;

— based on experiences, events and mythical
characters;

— they are written in the form of a dialogue.

Both works begin with the praise of the God
and the Creator.

In the praise of Allah, Kutadgu Bilig:

1. I begin with the names of God, the Creator of
life and death.

2. Thousands of Praises belong to Him, who
isAlmighty, unique and always alive.

3.The Creator of the sky and the earth, the
sun and the moon, night and day, time, and other
creatures.

In the introduction, the author of Minouye
Kherad:

— The name and praise belong to the Creator of
Urmazd, which gives the allofgift,

— and all the goddesses were created in Minu
and Giti;

— and the best religion of all religions is the
Mazdaizm;

— that is the sourch of the whole wistom;

— and with bless of saints in two worlds,
guidances of the Creator Urmazd (Tafzzoli 1354:36-
38).

As for the ruler and his duties, he says Yusuf
Balasaguni:

«The rulers must avoid five things:

— If'they do not want to destroy themselves:

— First, don’t be frivolous and secondly,don’t
be ungenerous,

— Third, anger with ignorance

— Which together make you dishonest,

— Thefifthisaliethat gives riseto embarrassment
and lose credibility (Yegeubayev 2007: 213).
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The ruler should stay away of these things.

Injustice and selfishness are causing disgrace.

Selfishness enslaves the hapiness of a human
being.»

Common concepts in these two works: the
concept of«Farr» in Persian language and «Qut» in
Turkish language.

The concept of prosperity and happiness is
expressed in Kutadgu Bilig with the «Qut» and
«Quthatgu» word. «Qut» is a term in the old
Turkish language, which means the head, energy,
and lightness of life (Alimbay 2017:22-23), which
by the passage of time now means wealth and
prosperity with transcendence, is used in most
Turkic languages and dialects. The first and the
old meaning of the word «Qut» is in the same
meaning with consept of «Farr» in Middle Persian
and Pahlavi. The words «Qut» and «Farr» have a
divine power that are given to particular individuals
chosen by God (Baser 2011:86-100). These people
are immortal and have super powers like Jamshid
and the Turkish Khans. They depict such people
with a brightness on their faces or head. Here, it
is used in the meaning of happiness and holyness.
In the Kazakh and other Turkic languages, words
like «quttyktau», «kutlamak» are used in order to
congratulate each other on special occasions.

The concepts of wisdom and inteligence that are
expressed words of Okkush in the Old Turkish and
Kherad in Old Persian were discussed in both works.

The importance and position of people’s wisdom
and inteligence in terms of reaching happiness were
stated in both Kutadgu Bilig and in Minouye Kherad.
The concept of «Dil/Del» or «Konil» «Gonuly,
the word «Dil/Del» in the dictionary of Moins
a word of Pahlavi means 1) core; 2) courage and
resolution which is related to the word and concept
of «gonul» in the 1933 couplet: «If the God gives
wants to give something to each of his kingdom, he
gives wisdom and gonul. (http://www.iranboom.ir/
ketab-khaneh/anbar/,www.jasjoo.com)

Comment

The Old Iranian culture and philosophy has been
one of the most important factors in shaping the
religious, philosophical, linguistic, social, moral,
political and state values of neighboring countries
and tribes. We compared the «Minouye Kherad»
with «Kutadgu Bilig». These works written in the
form of words of edification and advice about the
happiness and happiness of a man in both worlds,
we tried to reveal the similarities of both two
works in terms of content, form and pattern. There
is a distance of about one thousand years between
the writing date of Minuye Khrad and Kutadgu
Bilig, and it is suggested that Yusuf Has Hacip
was a versatile and had extensive knowledge and
synthesized the ancient Iranian, Islamic and Turkish
cultures and revealed the first Turkish-Islamic work.

Indeed, the traces of the belief associated with the camel as a kind and helping spirit,
are still preserved in certain customs. The camel is seen as a spirit, a symbol of death, and therefore in
folk legends, there is an interpretation of it related to the appearance of cemeteries and secular places
and places of pilgrimage. Attention is drawn to the rituals associated with the camel and its origin in
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expedition materials.

Introduction

Kazakhs considered the possession of camels
(tuye) as a sign of prosperity. Basically, camels
were property of the tribes living in the middle and
low course of the Syrdaria river, around the Aral
sea, in the sandy deserts of Mangistau, Kyzylkums,
Karakums and Borsyk. The camel was the best of
four sacred domestic animals: camel, horse, oxen,
sheep. Many versions of the oral folk lore preserved
epithets, quips and proverbs concerning camels. The
saying «Protected is the one who has got a camel»
only emphasizes the exceptional values of this
animal. Sometimes the camel is named «the highest
among the animals»; and the camel shepherd was
venerated as «the wrangler of the highest» and to
him, during summits, was given the place-seat of
honour. A camel godfather is called Oisyl-kara, or
Kausyl-kazy; a camel herd is called kele, and their
pasture matau.

Camel for work force and transport

The traditional Kazakh life style was shaped un-
der the influence of four types of domestic animals
(Imamura, 1916; Gallacher, 2006; Sala, 2017; Faye,
2008).

Looking for good pastures, Kazakhs moved
from a winter camp (kystau) to a spring camp (kok-
teu), then to a summer camp (zhailau) and an au-
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tumn camp (kuzeu). Camels were beasts of burden
and owners of camels and horses could implement
long-distance migrations (Geyns, 1898: 248). Were
present 10-12 camels in rich families, 4-6 in average
families, 2-6 in poorer groups. Along the Syrdaria
course, camels were used for riding and as draught
power; in the Tarbagatai and Karkaraly regions only
as draught power, while in steppes of Black Irtysh
women rode only camels. Kazakhs, migrating for
long distances and roaming on sandy terrains, never
used carts (arba) but were carrying loads on camels
(Argunbayev, 1969: 64) (Pictures 1-2). Carts, pulled
by horses or bulls, were practical only for short-dis-
tance migrations.

For migrating processions, Kazakhs decorated
camels with attractive ornamental saddlecloths and
blankets with fancy fringes of tassels and bells.
Camel heads and necks were adorned with various
pendants (Kostenko, 1880: I, 340; Geyer, 1909: 43;
Krasovsky, 188: III, 41-42). In the Syrdaria region
such items were called asmaldyk and utilized during
travels, weddings, and other festivities.

Some rich people decorated their packs and cam-
el seats with ostrich and peacock feathers purchased
from merchants. Such caravans were called «a move
with karkara» (Pictures 3-4a,b). G.N. Potanin wrote
that similarly was named a trip when four feathers of
pheasant were attached to a kebezh (coffer for jew-
els) (Potanin, 1916: 109). Bearing in mind that in the
Syrdaria region the pheasant hunting was a popular

occupation, we may suggest that pheasant feathers
were one of the attributes of a festive move. Apply-
ing bird feathers is directly linked to a belief of pro-
tection from the evil eye. Nowadays, the Syrdaria
Kazakhs attach the pheasant heathers to a carpet,

which is a relic of ancient Kazakh customs (Picture
4c). Everywhere in the Kazakh steppes a festive sol-
emn travel was in the focus of people’s attention.
This travel’s solemn character stems from concern
about a trouble-free migration and safe transfer.

Camels were used to drive devices for lifting
water called «tuye shygyrs» (Picture 5), or water
wheels. Shygyrs could also be driven by oxen («dgiz

shygyr») and horses («at shygyr»). These three ani-
mals were also used in order to lift water from deep
draw wells and also for driving mill stones (EMA).

From ancient times on camel has always been
a vehicle for trade caravans. The caravan’s work
was organized by the caravan-bashi (head of
caravan) who was also in charge for introducing
camels into the caravan. Some rich Kazakhs bred
camels with the single purpose of selling camels
to caravaneers (Nebolcin,1855: 46). Kazakh cara-
van navigators were called shapars and were in
command of the caravan-bashi (Pictures 6-8). A
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pack delivered by camel was charged 8-12 rou-
bles (Pallas, 1773: 1, 580). One camel was loaded
with a pack of 10 to 18 poods (1 pood = 16 kg).
The cargo delivery was considered a hard job. A
camel under 12-15 poods of pack walked across
sandy desert 30 km per day at 3-3,5 km per hour.
Camel drivers were responsible for cargo delivery
as well as for the good working condition of the
camels.

E. Smimov wrote: «Kazakhs of the Kazaly,
Perov, Turkestan, and Chimkent districts set up a
large-scale cargo-carrying business. First of all this
is favored by abundance of camels in the region. At
the start this was the business of the shomekei tribe
who carried loads on caravan routes connecting
Siberia with Bukhara and Khiva; then other tribes
of the Younger and Middle Zhuz got involved in
this occupation. To carry load on camels is much
more effective than on carts (arba) because a heav-
ily loaded camel could cross without much pain

reed thickets, depressions, hilly deserts and sandy
spaces (Smirnov 1887: 158). The author continues
saying that, provided that the packing is done cor-
rectly, one camel can deliver 40 to 50 poods of load
(Smirnov,1887: 159). A.P. Smirnov stated that the
barter trade is well developed in the Turkestan, Si-
berian, and Orenburg regions of the Kazakh steppes,
therefore Kazakhs are engaged as carriers with their
own camels (Smirnov, 1897: 26-27). In absence
or shortage of own camels, carriers or caravaneers
were renting them.

Ch. Valikhanov wrote: «Cargos are delivered
across the Syrdaria on flat punts. A camel or horse
pack is charged 1 tenge, or 20 kopeeks, payed in
silver coins (Valikhanov, 1985: 172). Some trad-
ers hired sail assistants among locals and kept their
trade here throughout the year. In 1865, 1500 cam-
els were rented for a caravan from the Kazaly fort to
Orenburg, and 7 roubles were paid for each camel.
One Kazaly caravaneer charged up to 10-12 roubles
per camel for carrying packs from the Syrdaria to
Bukhara and Khiva. On the way back, delivering

the caravan from Bukhara to Orsk or Orenburg, its
caravan-bashi charged 18 rubles in silver coins per
one camel pack. At that, he did not pass the liability
for the cargo to other person.

Because of the priority of camel breeding in
the Aral region, in the low course of the Syrdaria
camels were in use in many aspects of the Kazakh
household, in particular for carrying firewood and
hay and for fishing (Pictures 9-12), and also for
transporting the dotal property or the body of a
deceased.

Camel was a vehicle for delivery of dead bod-
ies to a remote burial place (if a tomb was near, the
body was placed on a kerege (section of the wooden
lattice of a yurt’s wall) and in that way brought to
the tomb. (Grodekov, 1889: 256; Kustanayev, 1894:
48. Picture 13).

Some features of care after camel

Around springs, places with vegetation of par-
ticular harm to the camel’s stomach were avoided.
For example, along the Syrdaria, spots of concen-
trated old dung give rise to grasses called ireuik
and kara soran (black saltwort). Both of them are
very bad for the camel’s health so, from the start
of year to the moment of appearance in the sky of
the Pleiads (i.e. the 10" July), camels were guarded
from such grass.

The quality of water was also a point of concern.
From early May to August, camels were guarded
from drinking stagnant water (yellow water) (Za-
gryazhsky, 1903).

Grass eatable by camel is classified in two types:
ak ot (white grass) and ashchi ot (bitter grass). Of
the two, the latter is the most preferable for a cam-
el. The so-called white grass does not satisfy it and
even causes it to wither, so that to the camels graz-
ing on it was additionally given salt or some other
feed in order to support their energy.
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Camels suffer katpa (infections) from numer-
ous bites of wasps and mosquitos, which leads to
tightening and hardening of the camels’ liver. Cam-
els suffering katpa are beating their own liver with
the front leg, until crushing it. In that case Kazakhs
would put the camel on their knees and make it
drinking a lot of cold water.

Frequent eating of karasor (cannabis) and
alabota (atriplex) causes a disecase named zhershe
manifesting in liquid stool and repeated intestinal
discharge. In that case the camels are sent to graze
in different pastures, or are tied to a rope and given
other types of vegetation.

Camel wool and skin products

In the Syrdaria-Aral and Mangistau regions,
where camel breeding is a popular occupation, the
camel wool is widely used in households.

The treatment of camel wool consists of the fol-
lowing manipulations: damping in water, then dur-
ing 7 days keeping in sour airan (kefir) mixed with
water, salt and flour; then drying, rubbing and sof-
tening with a dough pin.

The wool is used to make shekpen (wool rain-
coats, water-resistant homespun caftan), kurteshe
(jackets), keudeshe (waistcoats), shulyk (socks);
the wool itself is used to fill in k6rpe and korpeshe
(blankets, mats). A shekpen is heat and cold re-
sistant as well: in old times, while selling a shekpen,
this one was spread on a floor and poured with a bas-
ket of water to show its non-permeability. Mutara
is a water container only found in some areas of the
low-course Syrdaria: it is tightly knit from camel
wool and anointed from outside with sheep grease
and can keep warmth in the cold and cool in the heat
(EMA).

Tuye moinak is a leather bottle made of camel’s
neck skin, precisely the neck skin from the throat to
the ears. Since only camels have the moinak, camels
themselves are called ‘moinaks’. The neck skin is
treated and kept longtime with salt (Pictures 14a,b).
It was the material for making faspa (laces) neces-
sary for assembling the kerege (the yurt’s wooden
lattice sections). The laces in the kerege loop are
called xepeeeniy reci, or «the blue of the kerege»
(Pictures 14c,d). Such rawhide ribbons have espe-
cially lasting durability. In ancient times, camel’s
shoulder-blade had a function of a writing board.
Kazak children went to yurt-schools, and both stu-
dents and mullah teachers wrote on such shoulder-
blades upon necessity, since paper didn’t exist as
material in the kazak society (Pictures 14f). In win-
tertime a camel stomach, cleaned from intestinal
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villi, was spread as a glass on the window frames of
earthen houses (EMA).

Camel as kun, award, and exchange value

From ancient times, the Kazakh society used
the camel in order to value exchanges of goods and
even a human life: i.e. it was used as «kun» (per-
sian word) to reward, donate, and swap goods. One
camel was equated to two horses or twenty sheep.

A camel was the principal part of the kalyn mal
(dowry animals) given for a bride. Its main part, bas
zhaksy, consisted of 9 camels, 8 mares with colts
(16 heads), 3-year mares (8 heads), 2-year horses (7
heads), 7 yearlings, a farrow pastured mare, plus a
good horse or camel, and one furrow pastured mare.
The final part, ayak zhaksy, was made of 1 camel, 1
horse, 1 cow and a gun (Kustanayev, 1894: 24). Be-
sides, the groom would give the bride’s mother a pre-
sent called «a pay for the mother’s milky», consisting
of a camel and one carpet (Grodekov,1889: 78-79).
On the bride’s send-off day, the groom would bring
to matchmakers, besides the rest of the bribe, a 2-year
camel. Because in the Aral and Kazaly regions the
camel is considered a chief animal, «a camel with
colt» was the principal donation in the marriage bro-
kerage. In the Aral region, when receiving the rela-
tives of the daughter-in-law, the husband’s side do-
nates them a kiit, meaning the 10-15 to 25-30 gift kits,
and, in addition, if available, he promises to present
also a female camel with colt (EMA).

According to Ibirai Altynsarin, the relatives of a
dead, when arriving to the reading of prayers, drove
with themselves 2-3 and up to 10 camels or horses
to compensate the funeral costs, and that was called
aza (Altynsarin, 1870: 4). To persons who departed
at a venerable age or held in high esteem was dedi-
cated a as, i.e. a funeral feast with a camel as main
prize.

Human murder was also penalized with kun.
The killing of a man had to be paid with 1000 sheep,
or 100 horses, or 50 camels, the killing of a woman
was half-cheaper. A broken arm had to be compen-
sated with 250 sheep or 25 horses or 12-13 camels.

Togyz («nine») was a penalty consisting of nine
animals. The list was always headed by three cam-
els, a horse and a bull.

A good erne (golden eagle) had the value of 5-6
camels, a falcon of 1-2 camels, a hawk was cheaper
(Narody Rossii, 1879: 21).

In the Kazakh steppes, barymta (herd stealing,
abaction) was generally concerned with horses,
while in the Aral region and in the Karakum desert
it was about camels as well (EMA).

Popular beliefs related to the camel

The Kazakh beliefs concerning camels are very
peculiar. Fearing the evil eye, they would avoid a di-
rect naming of the camel’s name or camels’ number
or. Instead of «I have 5-6 camelsy, they would say

evasively «I have a few moinaks». It is forbidden
to beat camels with a stick. A man would lead his
camel keeping both hands on its back. If a she-camel
resisted milking or did not accept its own colt, her
eyes and udder were washed with some salt that laid
on the chest of a deceased and the colt was made
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to cry. In cases when a bura (male camel) becomes
extremely aggressive towards people and bites, one
shall not run away but stand still, otherwise the cam-
el would chase and trample him to death. If a camel
was sold, its bida (lead, rope) was to be preserved
or a wool lock would be cut from its hump for good
luck. A buyer of the camel had to come with his own
bida (camel’s rope) made of camel or sheep’s wool
from spring clipping.

White camels were in special esteem and cher-
ish by Kazakhs. A Kazakh would say about a happy
day: «A4k tuyenin karny zharylgan kiin», that is «the
day when the white camel’s stomach blew out». 4

aruana (one-humped white she-camel of the best
breed) was highly guarded from the evil eye by put-
ting a neck pendant of a shoe insole (Picture 15a).
It was also believed that the just born white camel
colt is subject to the evil eye, and a spoke bone or a
red cloth was to put on its neck as amulet (Picture
15a,c.e).

The head of a camel, killed during the winter
sogym (slaughter) in order to preserve it from spoil-
ing, was hanged in the animal enclosure (Picture
15b). Before migration, in order to leave behind the
evil spirits in the old place, camels were threaded
through fire (Picture 15d).

Pregnant women were not allowed to eat cam-
els’ meat. This is connected to the fact that the camel
is a languid dignified animal that bears its child long
time, during 12 months. A woman who ate camel’s
meat and, as a result, experienced long birth pangs,
was approached by a camel and had to step three
times over the bida (camel’s rope). The event was
accompanied with cries: «Hey Allah, give luck, give
luck!» (EMA). According to A. Divayev, in antiq-
uity, if a pregnant woman could not deliver in time,
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a bura (male camel) was brought to her with a white
cloth around its neck, and the woman had to step
over the camel’s neck (Divayev, 1896: 57-58).
Sacrificial offering and prayers for help are
customs rooted in immemorial times. Reading
«The book of Korkyt Ata» one learns that the
ancient Oguz people, when praying for progeny,
sacrificed a stallion, a bura (male camel), and a
koshkar (ram); when seeing a hungry person, they
would feed him/her; when seeing a naked person,
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they would provide him/her with cloths. When
taking their 15-year old boys to hunt with hunting
birds, in honour of that event, the boy’s mother
would sacrifice a stallion, a bura and a koshkar in
order to wish festively the lucky start of the hunt-
ing («Korkit Ata» ensiklopediyalik cinak, 1999:
132).

The shape of the camel’s sole (tuye taban) and
eye (tuye koz, bota) are ornaments and artistic pat-
terns applied in jewellery and embroidery. The
representation of the camel in the ornaments of
domestic items is a sample of sacral relicts linked
to fertility cults and serves as home amulet, oshak
(hearth). Also the custom to attach a piece of camel
wool to a child’s cloth is intended for protection
(Argynbayev, 1975: 195-196).

Conclusion

The camel played a crucial role in the life of
the Central Asia nomads. More in general, a sort of
camel cult was widely spread among the peoples of
the East, connected to ancient pre-Islamic beliefs
and to the worships of various powers and natural
phenomena.

Traditional skills of nomadic animal husband-
ry are well preserved in the Kazakh culture, being
passed from generation to generation, so that the
lasting influence of nomadic livestock breeding is
imprinted on both the material and the spiritual as-
pects of their cultures.

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In the article, the author examines the problems of the relationship between the Kazakh Khanate and
the Mawarannahr Shayban dynasty of the late 16th century. The core of this relationship was the struggle
for Turkestan. In the article the author, relying on sources, examines the history of these battles, investi-
gates the facts that Tauekel Khan in the struggle with the Shayban ruler Abdullah Il Khan sent an ambassa-
dor, and also about establishing a connection between the Kazakh ambassador, the Iranian ambassadors
in Moscow and the people of Abbas Shah. Even in the struggle against Mawarannahr, there is a possibil-
ity that a military alliance between the Kazakh Khanate and Iran can be established. The reasons for the
effectiveness of Tauekel Khan’s campaigns are the personal qualities of the khan, the unity of the Kazakh
society. Because of this campaign, the Turkestan region finally became a part of the Kazakh Khanate.

Introduction

The main goal of the foreign policy of the Ka-
zakh khans in the 15th-16th centuries was the com-
pletion of the formation of the ethnic territory of
the Kazakh people. Since most of the residents of
Deshti-Kipchak were engaged in nomadic pasto-
ralism, winter pastures along the middle and lower
reaches of the Syrdarya river were also important
as summer pastures along the middle reaches of
the Tobol and Yesil rivers in the northern part of
the territory. The territory of Deshti-Kipchak was a
completely ethnic territory for local residents, who
developed the traditional form of farming for sev-
eral thousand years. At the same time, some areas
of Deshti-Kipchak became very special. In the XIV-
XVI centuries such regions were located along the
middle and lower currents of the Syrdarya, which is
considered the Turkestan region.

It is well known that the cities located in the
Turkestan region had economic, political, admin-
istrative, spiritual, cultural and geopolitical signifi-
cance in the 13th and 15th centuries for Ak-Orda,
then for the Abulkhair Khanate and for cities and
regions of the Kazakh Khanate (Karibaev, 2015: 28-
72). In this regard, for several centuries, the strug-
gle for the region was waged between the rulers of
Deshti-Kipchak and the rulers of Mawarannahr.

At the end of the XIV century, the main cause
of Timur’s wars with the khans of Ak Orda, Tokhta-
mysh Khan with Timur, Barak Khan and Ulygbek
was the desire to dominate the region. In the early
70s of the 15th century, the Kazakh Khanate, which
dominated most of Dashti-Kipchak, was to return
winter pastures, lands and cities located on the aver-
age flow of the Syrdarya.

In the last quarter of the 15th century, this strug-
gle was continued by the successors of Kerey and
Zhanibek Khan — Burindyk Khan and Qasim Khan.
During the «temporary easing» of the Khanate,
the region became dependent on the Shaibanids in
Mawarannahr. It is known that during the reign of
Haknazar Khan, a long struggle for the return of
the region continued. At the end of the century, the
Kazakh Khan Tauekel continued this struggle and
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eventually achieved a positive result. As a result of
his campaigns to Mawarannahr in 1597-1598, the
territories under the Syrdarya were fully and finally
annexed to the Kazakh Khanate. Thus, the territory
is formed as an ethno territory of the Kazakh people.
The main reason for the conversion of these territo-
ries on the ethno territory of the Kazakh people is
the long-term policy of Tauekel Khan and his cam-
paign to Mawarannahr in 1597-1598. Therefore, in
this work, we set ourselves the goal of revealing the
course and significance of Tauekel Khan’s cam-
paigns to Mawarannahr.

The Main Part

Ignoring the question of how Tauekel Khan
came to power, we must immediately move on to
the policy pursued by the ruler of Mawarannahr Ab-
dallah II, in those years.

The main roots of bilateral relations were the
cities and regions of Turkestan. And the Khorasan
region is geopolitically and economically an ancient
battle front between the rulers of the Mawarannahr
and the ruling elite in Iran. And in the last twenty
years of the 16th century, between the Shaibanid
rulers and Safavid dynasties, there was a tense strug-
gle for the cities of Khorasan.

Abdallah II who overcame all his opponents in
Mawarannahr officially declared himself as a khan
in 1583 after the death of his father and went on a
campaign to the regions of Khorasan, Badakhshan
and Khorezm. He conquered Badakhshan in 1584,
Herat in 1588 and Khorezm in 1595 (Gafurov, 1989:
274). In 1587, the famous Safavid ruler Abbas Shah
uses diplomatic, military means to return the terri-
tory of Khorasan. In order not to wage war on two
fronts, he came to a peace agreement with the Ot-
toman Empire in 1590. At the end of 1593, he sent
his embassy to Moscow. As was said above, Am-
bassador Tauekel-khan Kul-Muhammad met with
the embassy in Moscow in January 1594 and held
talks on fighting the Bukharian khan. We said ear-
lier that in October, 1595, the representative of the
Iranian ambassador who was in the Horde Tauekel
Khan returned to Moscow together with Velyamin
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Stepanov. It can be said that the representative of the
Iranian Embassy returned home the following year,
that is, in 1596. It is clear that he told Abbas Shah
all the details of the results of the talks with Tauekel
Khan.

At this stage, we would like to mention the fol-
lowing question. May 30, 1594, the Russian king
Fyodor Ivanovich, in response to the embassy Ab-
bas Shah in Moscow, sent to Iran an embassy head-
ed by Prince A.D.Zvenigorodsky. On November 6,
2011, the Iranian Shah received the Russian ambas-
sador in his palace and asked questions about the
relationship between the Russian king and Turkey,
the Crimea, the German Emperor Rudolf, the King
of Lithuania, the Nogai Horde, the ruler of Dages-
tan Shevkal, the Bukharian khan and other countries
(Korsakova, 1916: 313). But there is no question
about the Kazakh Khanate, especially about the at-
titude of the Russian Tsar to Tauekel Khan. We will
try to explain it this way.

As we already mentioned, an agreement was
reached between Abbas Shah’s Ambassador and
Tauekel Khan’s Ambassador Kul Muhammad that
each side send its representatives to the Kazakh
steppe and to Iran. We said earlier that one of the
representatives of the Iranian embassy, along with
V.Stepanov, had already visited Tauekel Khan. A
representative of the Kazakh Embassy is not men-
tioned anywhere. But this does not mean that the
representative of the Kazakh embassy did not come
to Iran. In our opinion, the representative of Kazakh
Khanate arrived in Iran with Iranian Ambassador
Azi Khusrau. The embassy of Prince A. Zvenig-
orodsky arrives in Iran on September 22, 1594, the
ship of the Iranian ambassador for 7 days later, be-
cause of headwinds. The Russian ambassador will
be received by Shah in a month and a half (Korsa-
kova, 1916: 311). Meanwhile, the people of Abbas
Shah or Abbas Shah himself learned about the rela-
tions between Tauekel Khan and the Shaibanids in
Mawarannahr and with the Russian Tsar from the
representative of the Kazakh Kaganate who was in
the embassy of Azi Khusrau. Therefore, it can be
argued that Abbas Shah did not ask the Russian am-
bassador for information about the Kazakhs.

In general, as a result of the Kazakh-Iranian
diplomatic relations of these years, we see that the
Kazakh khan and the Iranian Shah fought against
the Shaibanite dynasty in Mawarannahr. In his-
torical science, in the late 90s of the XVI century,
Tauekel-khan’s campaigns to Mawarannahr were
rather well researched. (Velyaminov-Zerov, 1864:
345-352; Yudin, 1969: 83-91; Abuseitova, 1981:
124-141). When we look at the facts in history and

compare them with each other, we see that at the end
of the XVI century Tauekel Khan’s campaigns on
Mauerenahr occurred twice, in 1597 and 1598, the
first was during the life of Abdallah and the other
after the death of Khan of Bukhara. Most medieval
data speak of the campaigns of 1598. Only in two
sources — a short description of the campaign of
Tauekel Khan at the end of 1597 and the beginning
of 1598 in Iskander Munshi’s History of Alamar-
i-Abbasi and the History of Kipchaki by Hijam-
i-Balkhi (Velyaminov-Zernov, 1864: 342-343;
Tarikh-i Kipchaki, 1969: 394-395). A brief sum-
mary of the information given in the historical-and-
Kipchaks looks as follows: «Kazakh sultans raised
their voices in hearings about the clash between the
father and son [Abdallah Khan and Abd-al-Mumin-
khan]. Tauekel Khan is trying to conquer Bukhara
with many troops. Abdallah Khan brings [his] com-
manders into battle. In this battle, many prominent
Uzbeks were killed. The fleeing army arrived in
Bukhara. This incident [for khan] was a bit of sor-
row. He mustered troops and went to Samarkand to
repulse the Kazakh warrior. At that moment, he be-
gan to suffer from grief and sorrow, and died in one
thousand seventh (1598/1599). He was buried in
Hoja Nakshbandi in Bukhara...» (Tarikh-i Kipchaki,
1969: 394-395). V.Velyaminov-Zernov thus trans-
lates the campaigns of Tauekel Khan in 1597-1598
on the research of Iskander Munshi «The Kazakh
sultans who lived to the point of fear of Abdullah re-
belled when the news of hostility between father and
son spread to Turkestan». One of them, Tauekel-
Sultan, who owns the rank of khan, comes to Tash-
kent with a large number of Kazakh troops. Abdul-
lah Khan does not consider him a worthy opponent,
and sends the sultans of his dynasty and the amirs of
the border regions and only part of his troops. Two
armies met between Tashkent and Samarkand and
waged a bloody battle. The undefeated army of the
Khan lost. Most emirs and commanders and several
sultans were killed, and the rest of the army fled to
Bukhara in a very bad and miserable state. Khan,
who was offended by his son’s actions before, was
even more exhausted by this situation... He focused
only on the army and decided to go to war. In order
to avoid the danger caused by Tauekel Khan’s army,
he went to Samarkand, but disobedience to his son
and defeat from the Kazakhs worsened his health.
He fell ill and soon died» (Vel’yaminov-Zernov,
1864: 342-343).

As can be seen from the above two facts, Khan
IT Abdullah is still alive during this campaign of
Tauekel Khan. The actual date and time of death of
the Shaiban khan is well known in science, it was
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February 8, 1598 (Mukhammed-Yusuf Munshi,
1956: 69). Therefore, the data presented indicate
that the campaign of Tauekel Khan was at the end of
1597 and at the beginning of 1598.

It is widely known that the son and successor
of Abdallah Khan, Abdul-Mumin became a khan
of Bukhara after the death of his father. When the
Iranian Shah heard about the death of II Abdallah
he immediately prepare for the return of Khorasan,
and on April 9, 1598, he went from Isfahan to Herat
(Mukhammed-Yusuf Munshi, 1956: 90). The jour-
ney of Tauekel Khan to Mawarannahr begins six
months after the assassination of Abd al-Mumin
Khan. This was written by the author of the history
of «Tarih-i Kipchaki» when he heard about the death
of Abd-al-Mu’min-khan ... Tauekel-Khan began the
conquest of Tashkent and Mawarannahr» (Tarikh-i
Kipchaki, 1969: 395).

The above data indicate that the struggle be-
tween Tauekel Khan and Abbas Shah against the
Shaibanid rule in Mawarannahr and in Khorasan
was the result of a preliminary bilateral agreement.
This agreement is understood as a result of the
work of the representative of the Iranian embassy
in Tauekel Khan’s Horde and the representative of
the Kazakh ambassador in Iran. If, according to the
agreement, Tauekel-khan conducted the first cam-
paign in Mawarannahr in 1597 during the life of II
Abdallah Khan, Abbas Shah did this in 1598, after
the death of the ruler of Bukhara. In 1598, Tauekel-
Khan’s next campaign was after the death of the suc-
cessor of II Abdullah Khan. Thus, Tauekel Khan’s
struggle against the power of the Shaibanid dynasty
in Mawarannahr, raises his authority not only in the
history of the Kazakh people, but throughout the
Central Asian region at the end of the 16th century.

Let us turn now to the campaign of Tauekel
Khan in Mawarannahr in 1598 and its significance
in the history of Kazakhstan.

As we have already noted, the campaign of
Tauekel Khan begins in late summer, in 1598, af-
ter the assassination of Abdul Mumin. Local emirs
killed him secretly after six months of his reign in
Bukhara. Interestingly, according to the descriptions
of Muhammad Yusuf Munshi, one of the organiz-
ers of the killing was the Kazakh. He states: «... His
(Abd al-Mumin-khan) power lasted for six months.
Abd al-Mumin knew that the Bukharans are used to
the kindness of his father and will be ungrateful in
their actions and can do something bad. He wanted
to destroy the most reputed people. However, they
found out about it and secretly gathered and pon-
dered the plan of action and declared their readiness
to do a great job. Among the audience was one Ka-
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zakh aksakal, who said: «So it is impossible to say».
He stood up and touched each of the participants in
the meeting one by one, when it came to embody-
ing our thoughts, your hearts beat harder. And look-
ing at two people: «Your hearts are calm,» said the
aksakal. These two were instructed to do the job»
(Mukhammed-Yusuf Munshi, 1956: 69). These
two people kill Abd al-Mumin and cut off his head
(Mukhammed-Yusuf Munshi, 1956: 69-70).

We do not know how was close the unknown el-
der in the source to the Tauekel khan. Nevertheless,
given the fact that Tauekel Khan, since the begin-
ning of the 1580s, was in Mawarannahr, openly and
secretly pursued a policy with Bukhara, and that his
main rival was the Shaibanid dynasty since 1594,
one can say that the Kazakh aksakal is not a sim-
ple person, but one of the trusted people of Tauekel
Khan in Bukhara. And he was not alone. Accord-
ing to «Tarih-1 alamara-yi Abbasi», Abd ul-Uashi bi
was one of the most reliable and well-known emirs
of I Abdallah Khan, and after the death of the khan,
he defected to Tauekel Khan’s side and was one
of the organizers of Abd al-Mumin’s assassination
and persuaded Tauekel Khan attack to Mawaran-
nahr (Velyaminov-Zernov, 1864: 351). Based on
this information, we see that Tauekel Khan was in-
fluential in Mawarannahr and his capital, Bukhara.
These factors are one of the reasons why the cities of
Tashkent, Akhshi, Andijan and Samarkand went to
Tauekel Khan’s side without a fight in 1598.

As was mentioned above, information about
Tauekel Khan’s last campaign in 1598 in Mavre-
nakhr is well described in the works of Tarih-i
Alamar-i Abbasi and Tarih-1 Kipchaki. Let’s look at
the battle process by comparing the data from both
sources.

In the campaign, Tauekel Khan went to the last
month of the summer. According to Iskandar-bey
Munshi, Tauekel Khan had more than one hundred
thousand soldiers, and all the troops were formed
from the territory of Dasht-i-Kipchak and Turkestan
(Velyaminov-Zernov, 1864: 347-348). According to
the information, Tauekel Khan’s troops were «col-
lected from the tribes of Turkestan and nomadic
Uzbeks». Here, «nomadic Uzbeks» — the collec-
tive name of the Dasht-i-Kipchak tribes before the
formation of the Kazakh Khanate, especially in the
second quarter of the 15th century. After the forma-
tion of the Kazakh Khanate, all tribes in the major-
ity of the Dasht-i-Kipchak, dominated by the Ka-
zakh khans, began to be called Kazakhs. The term
«nomadic Uzbeks» is often used by the Persian
authors of that period. And as the Turkestan tribes,
Iskander-bey Munshi speaks of semi-settled and
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semi-nomadic tribes along the middle stream of the
Syrdarya River.

Conclusion

Iskander-bek Munshi further says: «The resi-
dents of the local district surrendered without a fight
to the huge army of Tauekel Khan. In a short time,
he conquered major cities and regions of Central
Asia, such as Tashkent, Ahshi, Andijan, Samarkand
and the city of Bukhara, in Myankal. In Samarkand,
with 20,000 troops, he left his brother Sultan Yesim,
and himself went to Bukhara with 70-80 thousand
troops. Since there are no more than 15,000 soldiers
in Bukhara, Mohammed Khan and emirs fortify the
city fortress and towers. Tauekel Khan approached
the city, divided the army into several parts and sur-
rounded the city. Bukharians attacked every day
from different gates of the city, inflicted damage
on their number. It lasted about eleven days. On the
twelfth day, all the troops in Bukhara left the city
and fought from sunrise to sunset. On this day the

Bukharians won. And Tauekel Khan will have to
retreat. From retreat, some troops will reach Samar-
kand and Yesim Sultan knows about everything.

When he heard this news, Sultan Yesim sent a
message to his brother: «It is a shame to lose with a
large number of troops to a small army and if a Khan
comes to Samarkand a riot will begin here. Let the
Khan stop the retreat and come back I will join him
with my troops». Tauekel Khan accepted his broth-
er’s advice and went back to Bukhara. Soon Sultan
Yesim joins him. Bukharans will also receive rein-
forcements from Balkh. The troops of the two sides
meet in the area of Uzunsakal in Miankal. The battle
lasts about a month. The fighting sides could not
achieve the final victory. At that moment, Tauekel
Khan started the fight himself. The Bukharans had
a lot of losses. In this battle, Tauekel Khan himself
suffered serious injuries. After the khan’s wound-
ing, Kazakh troops return to Tashkent. Soon Tauekel
Khan died (Velyaminov-Zernov, 1864: 350-351).

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This article surveys the social stratification of traditional society. It is noted that the nature of social
stratification was influenced by the nomadic way of life and the collectivism, community psychology,
and ancestral ownership of the land intrinsic to nomadic civilization. The author concludes that the
social differentiation of traditional society had a complex structure and represented an open type of
social stratification. Despite traditionalism, society was dynamic; individuals could advance in the social
sphere, changing their position and status. Traditional society, which was founded upon patriarchal and
tribal traditions, was focused primarily on the preservation of the existing social structure and way of life
which had prevailed for many centuries, and was permeated with the ideology of unity and solidarity of
the race. The article reveals the dominating conservatism in lifestyle, style of thought, and the preserva-
tion of stereotypes present in Kazakh society. Blood relations were the foundational principle for the
existence of society, and collective psychology largely dominated public consciousness.

Introduction

Society does mnot appear as something
homogeneous and monolithic, but as something
internally dissected into different social groups,
stratas and communities of people. All of them are
in a state of objectively conditioned connections
and relations between each other — socio-
economic, political, spiritual. Moreover, only
within the framework of these connections and
relations they can exist, and manifest themselves
in the society. This determines the integrity of
society, its functioning as a single social organism.
The social structure of society is the complex of
connections and relations into which social groups
and communities come together regarding to
economic, social, political and other conditions
of their life activity. The objectives of the work
are to reveal the concept of social structure and
social stratification, to define the features of the
stratification processes of traditional society.
Interaction usually leads to the formation of new
social relations. The latter can be represented as
relatively stable and independent links between
individuals and social groups.

The system of social relations in the Kazakh
society is expressed through military-potestas
structures that were previously formed in the steppe
territory. In this system, there was a division into
social groups based on genealogical principles.
The social structure of the Kazakh society relied
on generic relations, which determined legal
advantages. Power relations in the Kazakh society
were also determined by the origin of tribes and
dynasties. In the Khan’s time, the existence of an
organized hierarchical structure was an integral part
of the Kazakh society. In Kazakh society, in addition
to the economic advantages of some individuals,
political activity and legal status were also taken
into account.

Methodology and sources

Studying of social phenomena and processes
must be based on the principles of historicism.
This means that, firstly, all social phenomena and
processes are considered as systems having a certain
internal structure; secondly, the process of their
functioning and development is studied; thirdly,
specific changes and patterns of their transition
from one qualitative state to another are revealed.
The most common and complex social system is
society, and its elements are people whose social
activities are determined by the specific social status
they occupy, the social functions they perform, the
social norms and values adopted in the system,
and individual qualities. The social system can be
represented in three aspects. The first aspect — as a
set of individuals, at the basis of interaction of which
underlie one or another general circumstances;
the second — as a hierarchy of social positions that
occupy the personalities involved in the activities
of this system, and the social functions that they
perform on the basis of social positions; the third
— as a set of norms and values that determine the
nature and content of the behavior of the elements
of a given system. The first aspect is connected
with the concept of social community, the second
with the notion of social organization and the third
with the concept of culture. Thus, the social system
acts as an organic unity of the three sides — social
community, social organization and culture. Here
we consider the social structure and stratification.

Social groups and categories of the Kazakh
society

It is necessary to abandon the point of view
common in many researches that the social structure
of Kazakh society was not simple. In the Kazakh
society, social groups mutually complemented
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each other, performing certain functions. Because
their social characteristics were determined by
legislative norms. Among them, there were different
groups of economic dependence. Despite this, the
legal advantages in the rules of each group were
clearly observed. A distinctive feature of the social
division of Kazakh society was the differentiation
of individuals into those who call themselves «ak
suyek» and «kara suyek». «Ak suyek» — is a closed
social group, depending on the origin. This category
consists of a tore, sayida and kozha. They were
determined by political and legal features in the
structure of public relations. Formation of the term
«ak suyek» in the Kazakh society can be attributed to
the first years of the history of the Kazakh Khanate.

The members of the open social group of
individuals «kara suyek» in the Kazakh society
included biys, batyrs and aksakals. Their activities
in society were determined by a legal aspect. The
genealogical principle has not been realized here.
To join this social group could be possible based on
the personal qualities of a member of society. In the
Kazakh community, there was a dependent social
group. In many studies, Kazakhs, not belonging
to the descendants of the Genghizids, were called
«kara suyek», «commonersy», «karashay. In fact, all
these names were not characteristics of the Kazakh
community.

Since the time of the historical formation
of the Kazakh state, the power was in the hands
of the descendants of Genghis Khan, along the
line of the Djuchids. The attitude to power in the
nomadic Kazakh society, including state power,
is distinguished by ideological transparency and
purity. Denial of the authority of the descendants
of Genghis Khan was considered as discourtesy in
the Kazakh society. In the Kazakh society they were
called «Tore». The tore is the rulers of the Kazakh
society, who led their ancestry from Genghis Khan,
and were not the part of the tribal structure of the
tribe of the Kazakh community. Descendants of
Genghis Khan Descendants were called «Tore» or
«Sultansy». «Sultan» originally meant the notion of
domination, ruler, and the state. The first person
who was called «Sultan» was the ruler of the state
in the Ottoman Empire. There is an opinion that
in Kazakhstan and Central Asia the term «sultan»
referred to each representative descendant of
Genghis in the XV century. The term «oglan» or
«tore» was used for each of the descendants of
Genghis, along with the name «sultan», although
they were not in power. V.V. Radlov points out that
the name «tore» in the ancient Turkic language,
means the prince. In ancient Uighur language this
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word has the same meaning. In the classification of
the tore and the study of their history, a special place
is occupied by the work of Kurbangali Khalidi. In
his valuable work titled «Tavarikh-i hamsa-i Sharki»
(Five stories of the East), published in 1910, Kazakh
khans are also called the tore white banner and red
banner. In addition, in this work several options are
given about the origin of this name. At one time
the word «tore» was the name of the code of laws
of Genghis Khan, and then it became the name for
his descendants. He further explains that the word
«tore» is translated from the Persian language
as «punishments by rods». Since the tore were
exempted from all forms of punishment, according
to Kazakh traditional law, their privilege was to
decide the form of punishment. The privileges of the
tore in the social life of the Kazakhs extended not
only in the sphere of the traditions of the nomadic
population, but also in the area of steppe etiquette.
In the XVII-XVIII centuries tore was used to refer
executives, including officials, and members of the
judiciary. In general, the term tore in the Turkic
tribes means the most honorable place in the house.
The Turks called «tore» descendants of Genghis
Khan.

The sultans implemented state control and
leadership of the ulus. Based on this, every respected
sultan took control of the ulus in his own hands. The
power granted the Sultan the military and political
right to own pastures and water wells. Each sultan
did not inherit the administration of the ulus and the
command of the army.

The right to choose the sultan of the ulus was only
with the khan. The legalized forms of punishment
for crimes for all social groups of society differed
significantly from the punishment of the sultans
and the descendants of Genghis Khan as a whole.
Thereby, «Zheti zhargy» says that «for killing khans
or sultans, it is necessary to pay kun as for killing
seven people for eachy», «for slandering the sultans
and kozha it is necessary to pay nine ayyps.» The
unevenness of punishments, prescribed in the law
and applied to the members of society, depended on
the place and role in society. The Sultans were not
held accountable. Another advantage of the sultans
in front of other members of the society was that
they were exempt from physical punishment and the
judgment of the biys.

The descendants of Genghis could only be
punished by the khan or the higher sultans. The
subordinates of the sultans did not have the right
to call them by name. The advantage of the sultans
was that they were respected by putting them on
white felt especially at public gatherings and other
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celebrations. Thus, according to «Zheti Zhargy»,
the «tore» is a social group of the Kazakh society.
In «Zheti Zhargy» special conditions for sultans
were noted, for example, the size of the cost of
kuna for the death of the Sultan is set seven times
as much as the cost of a simple Kazakh. Another
evidence of the privileges of the Sultans is that they
were exempt from paying taxes, according to the
law of Tauke Khan, and the obligatory for all free
Kazakhs. For example, every armed member of
society (except the sultans) must pay the Khan and
the rulers of the people a tax of 20 percent of all
their property each year. However, despite all the
existing privileges, the political power of the khan
depended on representatives of the steppe ruling
elite. In the Kazakh society, the sultans differed
in their legal status. Together with this, their legal
advantages were transferred from generation to
generation. Political rights of sultans: the exercise
of state power; participation in local government;
possession of the ulus lands. Some problems of
the internal life of the Kazakh Khanate are still
unknown to us. For example, there is no information
about where the sultans studied. In the sources there
is a small amount of information showing that the
Kazakh sultans had an education. Fazlallah ibn
Ruzbihan Isfahani left in his work «Notes of the
Bukhara Visitor» interesting information that part
of the Kazakh aristocracy is giving its children to
schools. There are no sources of information about
the degree of education of the Kazakh sultans. But
Hafiz-i Tanysh says that in some sources, it is said
that Shygai Khan composed poems, and the people
remember, in the memory of the people Tauke khan
remained not only a batyr, but also had the ability
to skillfully oratory. Sources show the numerous
descendants of Genghis Khan in the Kazakh steppes.
In the records of Muhammad Avaz it is said about
the arrival of Tauekel Khan and 120 Kazakh sultans.
According to the stories of Kadyrgali Jalairi, the
Kazakh sultans had many wives and children. For
example, it is known that Shigai Khan had thirteen
children; in the oral history of the Kazakhs people
named the names of eight children of Tauke Khan.

Another group that belongs to the «asyl suyek»
of the Kazakh society is «kozha». Kozha, occupied
a special place in the Kazakh society, but their
actions in the system of power were concentrated
in the settled areas of the Kazakh land. Since they
were representatives of religion, they occupied a
special place in the spiritual life of the Kazakhs.
They engaged in medical matters, were the keepers
of the basic principles of Islam.

Their dominance in power was particularly

strong in the settled countries of Central Asia. For
example, from Eastern Turkistan to Zhangir Khan
came ambassador Zhunis kozha. Kozha lived in the
south of Kazakhstan, on the shore of the Syrdarya,
in border areas with the countries of Central Asia.
This excerpt proves that the power of the kozha in
the cities of Turkestan was special: «Turkestan is
an old metropolitan city. Sarts live there. This city
is governed. The kozha lives in the lower part of
Sirdary.»

Inresearches, representatives of this social group
of the Kazakh society were called «asyl syek». Now,
through a brief description of the origin of the kozha,
you can determine the time of their penetration
into the Kazakh society and the implementation
of spiritual activities. They come to the territory
of modern Central Asia and Kazakhstan among
the first Arabs to spread the Islamic religion. The
influence of Arab campaigns to South Kazakhstan
and Zhetysu, which began in the first half of the
VIII century, left a trace in the ethnic, social and
religious-cultural processes in this territory. As
a result of the spread by the Arabs of the Muslim
religion in Central Asia and Kazakhstan, subethnic
groups — kozha appeared. In comparison with sayids,
the kozha does not have a single origin. Kozha in the
territory of Kazakhstan is the descendants of Azireth
Ali, Aziret Omar and Aziret Abubakir. The spread
of the Muslim religion in the territory of Kazakhstan
is closely connected with the names of Iskak Baba
(South-Kazakhstan oblast, Baba Ata in the territory
of Sozak aul), Abdirahim Bab (Aulie Ata in Taraz)
and Abdijamil Bab (Syrdaria region), Korasan Ata
in ancient Uzgent. «Kozha» is not only a subethnic
group among the Kazakhs, but it can be regarded
as a social group. Their special right in the Kazakh
society is clearly marked in the «Zheti Zhargy». The
articles of «Zheti Zhargy» determined the benefits
that were given to the kozha. The third article of this
code states that «if someone kills the kozha, he will
pay for each kun of seven people,» or «if someone
insults the skin, let him pay with livestock», if they
inflict beatings, he should pay ninefold ayyp. The
kozha for centuries kept their social group closed,
not accepting anyone from the side. They wanted to
avoid marital relations from outside. This was also
preserved until the end of the twentieth century in
the densely populated areas of Kazakhstan, where
the kozha lived.

Kozha were exempt from taxes and only the
power of the sultans was spread over them. Among
the steppe Kazakhs, the kozha did not have political
power. In the early XIX century, they began to
manage the Kazakh clans. In general, the general
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legal advantage of kozha among the Kazakhs did
not strengthen their authority in political power.
The main reason for this is directly related to the
traditional life of the Kazakh society. On the territory
of Kazakhstan, their power was spread unevenly,
depending on the region, so they can be defined as a
socio-territorial group. In the cities of Turkestan, the
kozha had political power. Here they owned the land,
ruled the city and were social groups that had other
statuses. As in all of Central Asia, the influence of
the Muslim clergy on urban and settled life is based
on the high role of religious leaders in this region.
The Muslim clergy persuaded the rulers to support a
new contender for power in the region, and the local
population obey their ruler. Each of the new rulers,
was it the Uzbek khan or the Kazakh khan, received
a charter confirming the right to the waqf’s lands.
In Turkestan, there was a large number of irrigated
fertile land given to the waqf areas, which was the
reason for the existence of large landowners. They
did not pay taxes, buying waqf’s land from the
local religious clergy; sometimes they received
them in the form of a reward from the khans. The
landed property of the Muslim clergy influenced
the formation of private property in the Turkestan
region. Therefore, the social impact of the kozha
here was special. On the one hand, they were rulers,
landowners, and were included in other categories
of society.

In the Muslim world, descendants from the
daughter of Prophet Muhammad Fatima and the
fourth Caliph Ali were called Sayids. Sayids, in
comparison with the Khojas had a higher status
before them, and were connected by marriage
to the ruling dynasties. Sayids, equated in the
minds of Muslims to the saints. For Muslims, they
represented an example of religiosity. They did
not apply the death penalty. They were advisers to
the supreme rulers of the state. When Islam was
proclaimed the state religion, the Sayids entered the
struggle for power. According to the information
from «Muntahab at-Tavarikh-Muini» Mahmud
Sayid criticized the actions of Aziz Khan of
Altyn Orda and pointed out the right way for him.
Attention was paid to his move with his family in
the first quarter of the 18th century from Turkestan
to Western Kazakhstan, following Abulkhair Khan.
There were made an analysis regarding the status of
the sayids in the Kazakh society. Sayids took wives
of girls from any group of society, but did not seek
to marry their daughters for representatives of other
social groups. The reason was that the husband
immediately acquired all the rights and privileges
inherent to the Sayids, no matter what social group
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he came from. The descendants of Genghis, in order
to strengthen their power, in some cases, forcibly
took the daughters of the Sayids as wives, adding the
«sayid» to their titles, sacred to the Muslim world.
The Sayids, unlike the kozha, were considered
descendants of the Prophet Muhammad, therefore
according to the norms of customary law they
possessed the highest rights and occupied a special
place in the society.

In the late middle ages, a group appeared in
Kazakh society that came to power through the
principles of open meritocracy. These included
biys, batyrs, zhyrau, myrza, aksakals. They were
considered a political and social group of the Kazakh
society. This period stands out because along with
the aristocratic descendants of Genghis Khan, the
steppe rulers of the Kazakh community received
access to power.

The social stratification in Kazakh society was
influenced by the division of the khan’s power in the
XVII-XVIII centuries. Representatives of the steppe
elite sought to gain political power. A significant
group of the steppe elite became «biys». The origins
of the social group of biys take their beginning
from the Turkic period in the territory of Desht-i
Kipchak. The appearance of the term «biy» signified
the changed name of the Turkic word «bek». In
Turkic the word «bek» also refers to the concept as
Mongolian noyon, the Arabian-Persian «emir». This
term also occurs in some Turkic peoples who were
formerly part of the Golden Horde. In this regard, it
should be noted that the Uzbek Khan (1312-1340)
gave the noyon Turkic name «bek» to distinguish
those who accepted the Muslim religion. «Biy» and
«beks» were a fairly large stratum of society. A
similar meaning of the term «biy» with the concept
of «bek» was also noted by V.V. Barthold. «Such
hakids or beks, speaking the Kazakh biys, obeyed
the khans and ataliks.» The place of biys in the
Kazakh society depended on their personal qualities,
this is noted by Valikhanov: «To become a biy, he
took part in the oratorical art competition and had to
demonstrate knowledge of the law before the Kazakh
people.» At the same time, Valikhanov points out
that the position of the biys in the Kazakh society
was not inferior to the descendants of Genghis Khan.
Biys were the leaders of their families and tribes.
As a result of the practice of solving various social
problems, they created a reputation for themselves.

In connection with the origin of the name «Biy»
you can quote the records of D.Andre: the meaning
of the word «biy» in the Kyrgyz language does
not have any meaning. According to the Horde’s
citizens, «biy» — takes second place in power after
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the Khan, as it was a letter in the Arabic alphabet.»
The internal situation in the Khanate at the end of the
XVII century — the beginning of the XVIII century
during the reign of Tauke Khan is characterized by
the strengthening of the authority of biys and batyrs
as an opposition force against the Sultans to stop
the process of fragmentation. Usually the biys were
part of the people’s council, and often influenced the
policy of the khans. At the end of the XVII century
— the beginning of the XVIII century, the «biys»
headed the clan, supported the khan’s power, served
as judges and, if necessary, headed the embassies.
For example, it should be noted that Kaz Dauysty
Kazybek, Shakshakuly Janybek were ambassadors
to the Kalmyks, and the embassy to the Russian
land was headed by Kabay biy. A characteristic
feature of the Kazakh biys was that they perfectly
mastered the oratorical art or classical allegory. In
his work L. Balliusek highly appreciates the status
of «Biy»: «Biy is not only a living legend of his
people and a lawyer who knows the law, but he was
an eloquent politician who knows the language well
and quickly finds the right words, is familiar with
life and the traditions of his people.» In the XVIII
century in the Khanate between the biys and the
sultans strengthened the struggle for political power.
During this period biys dominated as a social group,
along with khans, as regulating legal and economic
relations. «Biy» along with the khans and sultans
decided cases, participated in the profit section. The
«Biys’ Council» had a state status, since internal
and external political decisions were made with the
approval of the «Biys’ Council», and it was also the
highest judicial body that was formed in accordance
with the traditional nomadic way of life. The
emergence of edifying words is directly connected
with the Kazakh consciousness and influenced the
norms of customary law. In fact, the decision of
the judges in the Kazakh society is preceded by a
precedent, and these decisions were recognized by
the people, and were also adopted and evaluated as
a law. Proof of this, the adoption on the council of
biys of the law ««Zheti Zhargy».

In the middle ages the term «Myrzay» is often
encountered. This term was introduced after the
unification of Kazakh and some Nogai tribes. Tausha
mergen reports in his response that Sary and Keldey,
sent as ambassadors to Russian land, had the title
of «Myrza». Meanwhile, in oral historiography, we
find that the name «Myrzay» in the Kazakh family is
usually used for honorable people.

In the external and internal political conditions
of the Kazakh Khanate in the XVI-XVII centuries,
the role of the social group of «batyrs» is growing.

The defensive function in the Khanate belonged to
the Batyrs. The sultans and khans could have the title
of «batyrs». The concept of «batyr» and their way of
life was often used in the folklore of Kazakhs.

In this period, this concept became the name of
a social group of society, and was used in a specific
historical section. Batyrs in the khan’s council played
an important role. There is a lot of information about
the batyrs after the Kazakh-Dzungarian battles.
Batyrs were often the leaders of clans. They were
part of the embassies.

In Soviet historiography, «Biy» is the designation
of the post, and «batyr» is the designation of the status.
There is no doubt that the term batyr was used not only
as a social status, but also in everyday life. According
to information from sources of the XIX century, the
burial ceremony of the batyrs differed from the others.
Batyrs existed in the Turkic and Mongolian period, but
for the most part they did not have any other power
in the society, except for that which their personal
qualities give them. You can learn about the role of
batyrs in society through epic works of nomads.

Batyrs can be considered as a social group
from the time of the Kazakh Khanate. This is
confirmed by information about the availability
of private property for livestock. In the period
under consideration, the favorable economic
situation of biys and batyrs is determined by the
large number of cattle, while the absence of their
own land plots. The institute of the batyrdom dates
back to ancient times. Initially, «batyr» meant a
brave man, a hero who challenges a rival before
the battle. This honorary title was conferred by the
khans for personal courage during battles or valiant
leadership of military operations. «Batyrs» were
the mainstay of nomadic society.

One of the features of the nomadic society is
that the khans should have been not only rulers, but
also batyrs. That is why the stability of the Khan’s
power was guaranteed by his success in the battles.
To become a strong ruler of the nomadic Kazakh
society, courage and braveness were required.
Therefore, the authority of Kazakh khans increased
with the manifestation of heroism. This is confirmed
by the words of A.l. Levshin that in the XVIII
century Kazakhs from their khans «demanded to be
heroes» (Levshin A, 1996: 656).

The unifying power of the Khanate is the batyrs,
without which it could not exist. Khan was the
commander of the troops during the war.

Thus, in the Kazakh society, along with the
descendants of Genghis Khan, the social elite —
the «steppe elite» — formed social groups «biysy,
«batyrs» and «myrzay.
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The most numerous in the Kazakh society were
Bais. The origin of the term «bai» in Kazakh society,
orientalists-turkologists refer to the word «bek»,
«bey», «beg». But «Biy» and «Bai» had different
social significance. It is very difficult to view the
concept of «bai» as a social group. Since its general
common name is widespread. Many Kazakhs,
Uzbek, Uighurs, Turkmens, Tatars, consider the
term «bai» as the husband, and «katyn» as the
wife. Until today, among the Turkic peoples, in the
conversation with people, the addition of the word
«bai» to its name has been preserved. Researchers
point out that the «bai» social group was formed in
the XIX century. But in folklore there are legends,
where the bais are shown as the owners of wealth.

V.V. Barthold notes that the Muslim author
Juvaini shows the social status of the Karakitay
Vizier as Mahmud Bai. Ibn Ruzbihan refers to the
bais an «influential person» with a large number
of livestock and property, including a «house on
wheels». For the steppe inhabitants cattle was the
main source of wealth(Bartold V, 1963: 64). In
Russian studies of the XIX century, it is said that
Kazakhs considered wealth as herds of horses, flocks
of sheep or a livestock of cattle. In fact, all exchange
transactions, taxes, payment of value, honors
associated with customs-traditions in the Kazakh
society were carried out by livestock. In the nomadic
Kazakhs society, rich people made up a significant
part of population. However, it should be noted that
the bais were among sultans, biys, batyrs and among
ordinary nomads. Undoubtedly, the wealth of
material wealth provided great advantages of being
in society, but was not a guarantor of gaining the
power. For example, the Sultan could economically
be poor, but enjoy all the legal privileges that he had
under his social group.

A special social group with political power in
the Kazakh community is «aksakals». According to
medieval data, the elders occupied an important role
in the political life of the Kazakh society. In most
cases it was shown that they solved the problems of
the relationship between clans. By definition of V. V.
Barthold, «aksakals» are «persons who, in fact, do
not have certain legal powers, enjoying respect for
their age, wealth, and former merits.»

We want to draw attention to the fact that the
social division of Kazakh society into categories
gives them rights depending on the person’s age.
When studying the internal structure of Kazakh
society, it clearly defines the direction of social
classification.

Nomadic cattlemen did not belong to the
«aristocracy» group. In the sources there is the term
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«karachu», which was used in two meanings: to
denote commoners and the population of the state,
not belonging to the khanate clan. Often met the
name «karashy» in the Kazakh language coincides
with the Mongolian word «khorachu». The free
nomad had property in the form of cattle. They
could express their will, carry out military service.
The term «bukara» was often used by the Uzbek and
Kirghiz peoples. We do not know the true meaning
of this term, whether it was used to refer to the
notion of «peopley.

According to the data of Russian ambassadors,
Kazakhs under Tauke Khan were familiar with
agriculture, and lived in cities. In the Kazakh horde
there are more than 32 cities, and the people living
there grew wheat, barley, millet, and blacksmiths
lived in these cities. The economic situation led the
free nomads to the fact that they were separated
from the nomadic way of life, and began to
develop lands and engage in trade. In this case,
urban residents made a significant contribution
to the development of trade. The household of
the Kazakh people did not have a single economy
because of geographical factors. The culture of
sedentary agriculture in the settlements of the
southern regions of Kazakhstan, including in the
Turkestan region, was widely developed. It should
be noted that in some settlements of the Syrdarya
region certain types of economic activity were not
clearly defined.

The basic elements of the Kazakh society of the
XVII-XVIII centuries allow to correctly identify
a group of famous people (biys, batyrs, etc.), and
there is no classification among ordinary Kazakhs.
In «Jeti Zhargy» there are no articles about the
common people, there is information related to
the classification of the population. In fact, in the
middle of the X VIII century in the works of Russian
researchers it can be clearly seen that the bottoms of
Kazakh society are divided. These components are
jataks, who have their own households, but did not
have the opportunity to roam and went to sedentary
households. In historiography, the term refers to
the XIX century. However, it is clear that, from the
interpretations of the historian B.B. Kumekov, who
wrote that in the [X-X centuries, among the Kimaks,
there were jataks («yatuksy).

A group of Kazakhs who could not have their
own household were called «konsy» (poor). S.
Tolybekov notes that the «konsy» in the nomadic
society spread in the early XX century (Tolibekov
S, 1971: 321). In translation from the Turkic
language, «konsy» meant a subordinate person.
«Konsy» cannot be defined as a social group in
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the XVII-XVIII centuries. The term «konsy» also
has the meaning of «housing in a new place». In
the XIX century a social group was singled out,
which engaged in agriculture (konsy, jatak), unlike
all nomadic Kazakh communities. The cultivation
of agriculture formed a new type of ownership of
land. Land use was achieved through an agreement
between the landowner and the farmer.

Another social group in the Kazakh society can
be considered as «tolenguts». The initial designation
of the word «tolengut» is the people of military
service with the Khan and the Sultan. Their earlier
function consisted in protecting the sultans in their
own detachment. They were forced to abandon their
tribal and military tamga. Sh. Valikhanov attributed
them to the dependent category. The Sultans held
armed force from trusted tolengutes. The Tolengutes
were dependent on their aristocrats; they were
always ready to defend them.

At the end of the XVII — beginning of the XVIII
century on the Kazakh land there were two ways of
conducting trade exchange. Initially, from ancient
times, the sale of its products to the countries of
Central Asia: cattle, meat, wool, as well as captives.
The second trade route was closely connected with the
Russian government. The growth of trade relations
contributed to the social classification of Kazakh
society. In the nomadic Kazakh society there were
«aristocracy», «common people», «rich and poor»
and kul-kun (male and female slaves), deprived of
their liberty. The concept of «kul» is encountered
even before the formation of the Kazakh nation. The
main proof of this is the existence of this term in
ancient sources. Since the formation of the Kazakh
Khanate, the kul (slaves) were in the Kazakh society.
Their appearance can be traced by historical legends,
epic poems and proverbs. For example, according
to the latest research in the epic poem «Koblandy
batyr», the term «slavey is repeated 13 times, «poor»
6 times, «commoner» 3 times, «nuker» 8 times.
Since ancient times, «slaves» was a group of people
without the will. During the Kazakh Khanate, the
Kazakhs themselves were not slaves. The Kalmyks
and Russians, who were captured during the wars,
fell into the slavery. They cared for livestock,
melted lead and prepared ammunition. Therefore,
the Russian government tried to return the prisoners.
The main purpose of the embassy Vasily Kobyakov
1692-1695, Fedor Skibin in 1694 was the return of
prisoners. The Kazakhs had the right to add to the
kalym and to give the bought or captured slaves.

However, the Kazakhs did not made their own
people «slaves». This would be a manifestation of
disrespect for their people, as evidenced by a passage
from Kraft’s work. It is difficult to determine the
extent of the spread of slavery in the Kazakh society,
but their position and status is revealed by the code
of laws «Zhety Zhargy». They are represented as a
group that did not have any rights. The owner was
responsible for their actions. The slave became the
property of his master. Since the use of slave labor
in the Kazakh society was ineffective, they were
sold or exchanged mainly in the markets in Bukhara
and Khiva for profit.

Conclusion

Thus, the social structure of the traditional
Kazakh society was not unified. In this society,
we clearly see the social structure that reflects
grouping in the first place in accordance with the
genealogical principles, secondly, the legal and third
characteristics of the individual. They conflicted for
centuries. Among the free nomads there was also a
classification. The nature of this classification was
different. They differed from the genealogical social
groups of the Kazakh society.

Social structure means the objective division
of society into separate strata, groups, different in
their social position, in their relation to the mode of
production. This is a stable connection of elements
in the social system.

Among many types of social communities, such
as the family, the labor collective, groups of joint
leisure activities, as well as various socio-territorial
communities, are of particular importance in terms
of influence on performance.

Stratification — inequality in income, power,
prestige and education, arose together with the
birth of human society. Social stratification — social
doctrine of the structure of society.

The concept of social stratification includes the
division of society into groups, stratas and classes,
depending on their social and economic situation.
Stratification arose simultaneously with the birth of
human society. Social stratification is characterized
by mobility, volatility, as it depends on social
mobility, that is, the movement of people from one
country or class to another. All these parameters
existed in the Kazakh society.

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THE ROLE OF SUFISM IN THE DEVELOPMENT
OF THE MUSICAL ART OF THE KAZAKH NOMADS

This article is devoted to the issue of the influence of Sufism on the development of the musical art of
the Kazakh people. As we know, in the development of the spiritual culture of the Turkic peoples Sufism
played a special role. Sufism, as an esoteric aspect or, inward, deep essence of Islam, unlike lawyers
who considered only the outer shell of Islam, did not prevent the development of the traditional spiritual
culture of the peoples who adopted Islam. On the contrary, it formed conditions for its further growth,
now enriched by the rich spiritual treasure of Islam.

As a result of the research, the authors come to the conclusion that Sufism, due to its flexibility with
respect to local traditions, formed conditions for the preservation and further development of the musical
art of the Turkic peoples. At the same time, as a result of the interaction of the rich spiritual culture of the
Turkic peoples with its special relation to the musical art and Sufi traditions, a special spiritual culture of
the people was formed, free from dogmatism and stagnation. And these features of the spiritual culture of
the medieval Turkic peoples were inherited by the Kazakh people, who for a long time (until the begin-
ning of the 20th century) retained their traditional (nomadic, semi-nomadic) way of life.

Introduction

In modern conditions of dynamic development
of all spheres of public life, a critical rethinking of
cultural heritage and the restoration of the spiritual
experience of peoples. A careful study of the
historical heritage is very important for determining
the ways of searching for cultural identity,
preserving the uniqueness of the national culture.
In the spiritual culture of the Turkic peoples from
antiquity a special place is occupied by musical art.
The nomadic civilization of the Turkic peoples, due
to their mobility and the corresponding conditions
of life, could not develop those genres of art that
require stationary conditions and urban life, such
as painting (although there are rock paintings),
monumental architecture and sculpture, and genres
of theatrical art. This same reason served as the
basis for the development of oral artistic creativity.
That is why all the spiritual and cultural energy of
the nomadic civilization was concentrated in music,
word and ornament. Therefore, probably, none of the
peoples, standing at the same stage of development
as the Turks, paid so much attention to musical art
(Kazakh music, electronic resource).

At the same time, it should be noted that among
the numerous constructs of preserving cultural
identity, religion is on the forefront, and in the
cultural space of the Turkic peoples since the Middle
Ages Islam plays an important role, and in particular
Sufism as a form of being of Islam. The attitude of
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Islam to music was not unambiguous. Despite this,
the musical art of the Muslim peoples did not in any
way lag behind the nations that did not accept Islam.
In this connection, in this article an attempt is made
to analyze this question, which is still controversial
in science, that is, the development of musical art
in the context of the canons of Islam is considered,
and in particular the influence of Sufism on the
development of this art among the Turkic peoples
is studied.

The literature related to the study of various
aspects of this issue seems to be very extensive. Some
aspects of the issue were considered in the works of
H.G. Furmer (Furmer, 1942), E.A. Bertels (Bertels,
1965), Idris Shah (Idris Shah, 1994), B. Babadzhanov
(Babadzhanov, 1998), A. Jumaeva (Jumaev, 2001),
A.A. Khismatulina (Khismatulin, 2008.), K. Emst
(Ernst, 2002). Among the works devoted to music
in Sufism, the works of the Indian musician-Sufi
Hazrat Inayat Khan stand out. American scientist
of Iranian origin S.Kh. Nasr studied the problem
of the influence of Sufism on traditional Persian
music (Nasr, 2009, 2010). Among recent works in
the field of musicology, we note studies devoted to
the issues of Muslim musical culture, TM. Jani-zade
(Jani-Zade, 2007), L.L. Inozemtseva (Inozemtsev,
2007), and others. Borodovskaya (Borodovskaya,
2004), M.I. Shamsutdinova (Shamsutdinova, 2002),
A.B. Sofia (Sofiyskaya, 2007), G.R. Tuymova
(Tuymova, 2008), T.S. Sergeeva (Sergeeva, 2009),
G.B. Shamili (Shamili, 2009). However, there are no
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special works devoted to the study of the musical art
of the Kazakh people in the context of the Sufism.
The methodological basis of the research
was the ideas necessary for the realization of the
process of comprehending the essence of music
in Sufism, primarily the philosophical ideas of
Orientalists M.T. Stepanyants, K. Ernst, A.B.
Smirnov, I.R. Nassyrov, M.T. Makhmadzhanova,
who consider Sufism as one of the leading religious
and philosophical trends that emerged within the
framework of Islam. While studying the problem,
the authors used an interdisciplinary approach, in
particular, along with a review of the issue from the
historical and philosophical point of view, also data
from studies in the field of musicology were used.
When writing the article the authors adhered to the
principles of scientific, objectivity, historicity, the
comparative method and methods of deduction and
induction, analysis and synthesis were used.

Music in the context of the canons of Islam

In order to understand more deeply the processes
that took place in the musical culture of the medieval
Muslim world, it is necessary at least superficially
to consider the disputes of Muslim ulema (scholars)
about the permissibility or illegality of music in
Islam. As is known, Islam, as a religion, completely
and totally covers all spheres of life and activity of
Muslims, and its main law — the Sharia considers
all the most significant issues of Muslim society.
However, there were questions that aroused
controversy among Muslims. Disputes arose,
usually on issues that the Quran and the Sunnah did
not have direct and unambiguous answers. Music
belongs to this category.

Those who declare forbidden music cite the
following verses of the Quran as evidence: «Among
people there are also those who gather empty words,
idle stories (without relying on any evidence) in
order to mislead [people] from the way of Allah by
their ignorance, ridiculing this way. Such people
have a humiliating punishment» (Quran, Surah
«Lukmany, 6-Ayat). If we take into account the
explanations of some interpreters of the Koran,
here we mean different kinds of verbal art: prose,
poetry, satire, humor, including music. Some of the
Prophet’s companions (sahab) and scholars (ulama)
used this verse to prove the prohibition of singing.

However, not all theologians agree with this
opinion. The famous faqih and the theologian Ibn
Hazm wrote in his book «Al-muhalla»: «In this
verse there is no evidence of the prohibition of
singing. The context of the verse and the text itself

clearly confirm this, for the continuation of the
verse reveals the purpose for which «entertaining
speech is bought» (See: Alyautdinov, an electronic
resource). Indeed, if we go deeper into the essence of
the verse, we can understand that the permissibility
or prohibition of anything is determined by the
intention and form of their application. Hence it is
clear that the described action refers to the atheist,
and not to the ordinary atheist, but to the one who
pushes others into disbelief! He fulfills his religious
duties (farz) before the Most High and finds time
for rest and entertainment, not to the detriment of
serving God, the fulfillment of His commandments,
he is a muhsin (righteous)» (see: Al-Kardavi, 1996:
689).

If we consider the reason for sending this
verse, we can see that this verse does not qualify as
«haramy (forbidden) music in general. The Meccan
idol worshiper named Nadr ibn Haris, having gone
with trade to Iran, brought from there a book full
of entertaining stories. Reading the stories from this
book, he said: «If Muhammad tells you the stories
of the Adiyit and the Samudites, then I will tell you
about the history of Rome and other countriesy.
Thus, he tried to turn the people away from the di-
vine revelation of the Koran. Ayat was revealed in
connection with this incident (Zholdybaiuly, 2010:
98).

Secondly: if you pay attention to the text
of the verse, then it says «... those who collect
empty words, idle stories (without relying on any
evidence), in order to mislead (people) from the
way of Allah, deriding this way». That is, it’s not
just about those who collect empty words, idle
stories, namely, those who do it in order to drive
people off the path of Allah, to seduce people from
the righteous path and who makes fun of the verses
of the Koran and the way of the Prophet (salih as
salam). And all that is done with the intention to
seduce people from the righteous path, to alienate
them from the Koran, from religion, is undoubtedly
a manifestation of godlessness («kufr»). Thus, this
verse has no relation to the Muslims and to the right
and useful music. If music is used against religion,
to ridicule religion, then this will indeed be within
the scope of this verse and will be a clear «haraamy.

Some Muslim theologians believed that the ban
on music was also noted in the hadith (sayings) of
the Prophet Muhammad. As an example, they quoted
the following statements of the Prophet: «There will
appear in my community people who will allow
adultery, silk, alcohol and music»; «There will
be earthquakes at the end of the world, the falling
of stones from the sky and the transformation of
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people into pigs and monkeys, when music, singers
and wine appear»; «My Lord forbade me alcohol,
gambling, drum and ud» (Al-Bukhari, 1997: 1794).
From these hadiths it can be seen that the wide
distribution of music is treated as one of the signs
of the end of the world. As we see, in these hadiths,
the inadmissibility of music is indicated in the
context of obvious sins — adultery, drinking alcohol,
natural silk for men, because there are unequivocal
bans in both the Quran and the authentic Sunnah
regarding this, and there is no prohibition of music,
which no one refute will not. Therefore, all available
arguments on the prohibition of music are indirect,
imaginary, and not unambiguous.

According to the medieval Afghan author
Khushhal Khan Khattak (XVI century), the absence
of a direct ban on musical performance in the Quran,
as well as grave sins that were a direct consequence
of playing music (drunkenness, debauchery) were
the main reason for the creation of the hadeeth
according to which it is forbidden to use musical
instruments (to sing never and nobody forbade)
(See: Inozemtsev, 2007: 314).

Due to the fact that there are such different
opinions about music, some Muslim scholars have
developed fatwas prohibiting music, and others have
developed fatwas according to which music useful
to humans is considered permissible, while harmful
and determental is considered fordidden (Mahmud
Shaltut, 2004: 355).

One of the important reasons for such a long
dispute around this issue (the issue of the permissi-
bility or prohibition of music in Islam still provokes
heated discussion among Muslims), in our opinion,
follows from the inherent flexibility of Islam its
basic canons (unlike Christianity, Islam does not
have strict orthodoxy, requiring firmness and strict
observance of the canons). In the history of Islam,
there were many philosophical, dogmatic, and legal
issues that were discussed for a long time in various
circles, among Muslim ulema. And this feature of Is-
lam led to the formation of four legal schools (mad-
hhabs) within the framework of Sunnism, which do
not contradict and do not deny each other; on the
contrary, they coexist peacefully among «faithful»
Muslims.

However, not all Muslims correctly understood
this positive feature of Islam. The words of the
Prophet Muhammad, expressed by him regarding
the first Muslims, namely, that it is impossible to
consider all the people who were members of the
Muslim community (ummus) as true believers, that
among them there are those who simply formally
entered the Ummah, and those who became real
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Mumeens, i.e. truly believers, have retained their
importance in the following times. In this regard, it
will not be unnecessary to recall that if a person’s
thinking is not flexible, then for such a person all
canons will turn into unshakable dogmas.

The above examples are sufficient to prove the
haste and one-sidedness of the judgments of some
Muslim ulema about the complete prohibition of
music in Islam. Human nature, its inner world and
spiritual feelings require many things. For example,
he enjoys the beautiful view of nature. The croaking
of the river has an extraordinary influence on it.
The raging sea, the beautiful voices of songbirds,
the nightingale pipe in the woods give him an
incomparable sense of pleasure and his soul finds
pacification. Therefore, the soul and inner peace of
man constantly yearn to admire the beauty of nature,
to listen to the murmur of water, the beautiful singing
of birds. Islam did not come to impose chains on
similar human feelings, so characteristic of a person,
or to destroy them. On the contrary, Islam came in
order to regulate the inner feelings of a person and
give them the right direction (Mahmoud Shaltut,
2004: 355).

So, studying this issue about the permissibility
or falsification of music in Islam, we come to the
conclusion that the main thing in its definition is not
music itself, but the method of its creation and use,
as well as the intention of both performers and lis-
teners.

The place of al-Farabi in the formation of a
scientific approach to music in the medieval Mus-
lim world

In the medieval Islamic world there was also a
third, different from these, two opposite directions,
a view of the place of music in Islam. In the opin-
ion of the English scholar G. Farmer, «they held the
middle ground in a dispute, expressing the usual,
everyday, secular view» of music (Farmer, 1942:
21). For example, the author of the treatise The
Beautiful Necklace, Ibn Abd Rabbiha (860-940)
views music «as a phenomenon capable of exert-
ing an exciting effect on the mind in itself» (quot-
ed in Farmer, 1942: 21). At the sources of secular
(scientific) consideration of music in the medieval
Muslim world stands a Muslim scholar, a native of
the Turks, Abu Nasr al-Farabi. The scholar in his
works showed the place of music in the spiritual and
aesthetic education of man. Aesthetic views of al-
Farabi were systematized in his fundamental work
«The Great Book of Music» (Al-Farabi, 1993) and
in some other treatises (Al-Farabi, 1983). The aes-
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thetics of Abu Nasr are developed and generalized
thoughts about beauty and art. In his opinion, vari-
ous kinds of science and art (poetry, music, visual
arts and architecture, dance, etc.) are various forms
of cognition of objective reality. A separate kind of
art gives knowledge of the single, different facets of
what is displayed, and art as a whole, through phi-
losophy and logic, gives knowledge of the common
(Burabayev, 1993:10).

Many sources testify that al-Farabi was an ex-
cellent performer on various instruments (raba,
gipzhak (kipshak), nai, ud, dombra, etc.) and he was
good at singing art. Al-Farabi created dombra — his
musical instrument of the thinker. Subsequently,
dombra became a virtuoso philosophical instrument
of the Kazakh, it embodies the symbolism of al-Far-
abi’s teaching about music as the highest abstraction
accessible to human understanding.

In his music studies, al-Farabi expressed and
comprehensively substantiated the provision on the
therapeutic properties of music, and also empha-
sized her educational role. The thinker emphasized
the great emotional impact of music on the listener.
Abu Nasr distinguished three kinds of music accord-
ing to the degree of influence on man: music of the
first kind calms and delights; music of the second
kind sublime — expresses (and evokes) passions;
music of the third kind is cheerful — it arouses our
imagination. Al-Farabi believes that music, possess-
ing all three qualities, is most perfect, most beautiful
and impressive (Al-Farabi, 1993: 100-101).

Proceeding from the position of opposites and
contradictions in the being of every thing, in any
phenomenon, al-Farabi believed that any action can
equally serve both good and evil, be accordingly
good and evil, beautiful and ugly. So, good and evil
in art do not depend on its subject, but on its pur-
pose, that is, on its purpose. from what feelings — joy,
pleasure, fear, sadness, vexation and the like — are
generated under their influence. Art will be beautiful
and will answer good if the emotional states of the
person they are generated are themselves kind, for
example: admiration for the beauty of natural phe-
nomena, architectural structures, melodies, respect
for close and «virtuous» people, admiration for the
skill of poets, rhetors, musicians, etc. An example of
an unworthy feeling, i.e. Evil is worship of unwor-
thy images, a call to immorality, to «bad actionsy,
that is, to recklessness, deceit, wars, robbery, etc.
Consequently, not only the moral principle, but also
the public utility, serve, according to al-Farabi, as a
source for distinguishing what is useful and harm-
ful, good and evil in art. «Bad temper is a spiritual
affliction» (Al-Farabi, 1994: 21). Since by nature

nothing can be evil, the freedom of choice between
good and evil depends on the person himself.

Al-Farabi made a significant contribution to mu-
sicology. His works played an outstanding role in
the development of the science of music in the East
and in Renaissance Europe. At that time, the eastern
science of music was so much more European than
that, according to the figurative expression of the
English explorer Farmer, the treatises on the music
of Farabi and Ibn Sina seemed «oases in the desert»
(Furmer, 1942: 31).

The role of Sufism in the development of the
musical art of medieval Muslims

Its new formants music could only be acquired
after the appearance in culture of new ideas about
the processes of movement and development. Under
the conditions of Muslim culture, they were most
pronounced in Sufism, which closely interacted
with art. Sufism, as an esoteric or internal essence
of Islam, unlike dogmatists or scholastics who per-
ceived only the outer shell of Islam, did not prevent
the development of the spiritual culture of peoples
who have been going from time immemorial, on the
contrary contributed to its further development, now
enriched by the rich spiritual treasury of Islam. In
the disputes about the value of music that began in
the 9th century, two opposite trends gradually began
to appear: if the line of «ascetics» completely de-
nied the value of music, the other direction, which
was mainly represented by Sufi sheiks, defended
the right of music, because it was able to strengthen
mystical ecstasy (Jani -Zade, 2007: 321), to which
the Sufis sought.

According to some researchers, the phenomenon
of Makamat, which is still preserved in the musical
art of the peoples of the Near and Middle East, is
peculiarly intertwined with the notions of poppies
(Jani-zade, 2007: 324). To describe the artistic prin-
ciples of music attributed to the art of makamat, it
is necessary to rethink the concepts of makam and
hal, used in Sufism, into the concepts of musicology.

As is well known, maksam and hal are differ-
ent in Sufism as two types of spiritual states on the
path of mystical knowledge of God. Makam (Ara-
bic — «place») is a Sufi term denoting spiritual way
(tarigat) of the knowledge of God. It begins with
a simple asceticism, and ends with an approach to
God. Each magam is achieved by one’s own efforts
along the way. And the concept of hal (in the plural
— ahhval) means a state granted to the mystic from
above on its way of approaching God. Unlike ra-
tionalistic knowledge, it generates the Divine Light,
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which as a result of emanation (flowing out) de-
scends into the soul of mysticism.

So, the permissiveness of music in Sufism is
justified by its ability to «put the soul into motiony.
Since the Sufis fix attention on the changes taking
place in the human soul, the music that awakens
these movements deserves encouragement. Al-
Ghazali, we meet such a description: one person was
asked: «Do you like to hum?» — «No», he replied.
Then he was given the following answer: «So you
are without a heart, for he who has a heart and who
knows nature knows that poems and melodies drive
him either with his voice or with the voice of some-
one else» (Al-Ghazali, 1980: 123). When listening
to music (as-sama) for the Sufi, his spiritual state
(ahhval) is important. Since the soul of the Sufi is
in constant movement, the music imbues him with
the variety of sensual images transmitted by her.
Moreover, they are isomorphic to those mystical
states experienced by the Sufi in the process of their
spiritual ascent. Al-Ghazali writes: «The murid, un-
doubtedly, has a goal that is the object of his inten-
tion. His intention is the knowledge of Allah, the
meeting with Him, coming to Him with the help of
secret contemplation and the opening of the veil. He
has in his intention the way he goes, the behavior he
steadfastly adheres to, and the states through which
he passes in his behavior. If he hears the mention
of retribution, preaching, acceptance, answering,
merging, parting, intimacy or removal ... and the
like that is usually described in verse, then some
of it must correspond to the state of murid in his
search. It is like flint, cutting sparks from the fire of
his heart, and then his fire flares up, the radiation of
passion and excitement intensifies. Because of this,
he is ruled by conditions different from his ordinary,
and before him opens a wide opportunity to apply
sounds to his states» (Al-Ghazali, 1980: 97-98).

In the poetry of the great Sufi Jalaladin Rumi,
music is presented as love and a means of under-
standing God, helping to «feel the breath of a
Friend». This is not only about singing, but also
about instrumental music: with his blessing, the reed
flute — nai became a Sufi symbol expressing man’s
aspiration to God. In the brotherhood of Maulavia
founded by J. Rumi the practice of ritual ecstatic
dance accompanied by music was established. Rumi
called this dance «the dance of planets and angels»
(Dzhani-zade, 1996). According to the son of the
poet, Sultan-Valad, «he never, even for a moment,
stopped listening to music and dancing» (Eliade,
2002: 136).

The special role of Sufi music is explained by
the fact that it is less connected with the world of
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material forms than all other arts and is connected in
a more direct way with the world of spiritual essenc-
es. Its purpose is to immerse the person in harmony
of spiritual feeling and raise it on the wings of this
feeling. In musical cadences, according to Rumi, the
secret is hidden, the opening of which would help
him to turn the world around. At the same time, the
poet does not doubt the harmony of the universe.

The influence of Sufism on the development
of the musical art of the Kazakh people

Sufism played a particularly important role in
the development of the musical art of the Turkic
peoples. This problem can be explored comprehen-
sively by studying the peculiarities of the musical
art of one of the Turkic peoples, namely the Kazakh
people, which retained the main features and pecu-
liarities of the spiritual culture of the Turkic nomadic
civilization. In general, the traditional ethno-cultural
consciousness of Kazakhs is inconceivable without
Sufism and the Muslim spiritual factor, in particular
Kazakh poets-zhyrau and singers were closely con-
nected with Sufi traditions (Zhaksylykov A., 2013)

The word kuifrom a number of Turkic peoples
is an ethnomusic term. Its essence is connected with
the psychoemotional beginning and correlates with
the concept of «statey», «mood» (kui state). This cir-
cumstance proves the connection between the kui
genre and Sufism. Kuiis designed to reflect the state
of the human soul, the experience of a person, joy
and pain, reflections on the meaning of life. Kui is a
story embedded in sounds. The inherent psychology
of the genre, its nature reflects all the movements
of the human soul. However, emphasizing the deep
connection between the kui genre and Sufism, we
do not assert that this genre of musical art arose as
a result of the spread of Sufism among the Turkic
peoples, kui has been in the people since time imme-
morial. On the contrary, the opinion is correct that
the Sufi soul’s storehouse was inherent in the people
by nature, which gave rise to this genre.

There is no reliable information when the genre
of kui was born. Some researchers erect its gene-
sis to very old times — the Hunnic, ancient Turkic
period. Others say that this music was mass, wide-
spread among the entire population — from Karako-
rum to Udaly (Volga) in the Middle Ages. One way
or another, archaic stories of legends accompany-
ing a number of kuis, their content and vocabulary,
traces of ancient beliefs in these subjects, as well
as the musical structure of kuis themselves, seem to
be very reliable evidence of the antiquity of their
origin.
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From ancient times to the present day Kazakh
folk legend has reached about the unearthly, super-
natural origin of music. It tells us that the divine
song soaring high in the sky, flying over the great
steppe of the nomads, has fallen very low, so the
people who heard it are naturally endowed with
a great musical gift and abilities. And still people
say: «God put into the soul of every Kazakh a par-
ticle of kui from the moment of his birth». It is no
coincidence that the people from the outside, who
observed the life and way of life of the Kazakhs in
the sixteenth and nineteenth centuries, not without
surprise and admiration, noted the people’s greatly
striking ability for creativity, rapid musical and po-
etic improvisation, broad involvement in the sphere
The musicianship of the entire population — from
babies to deep elders. The well-known researcher of
musical art A. Zataevich wrote that music has ac-
quired an exceptional value in the life of Kazakhs,
in any case — more than any other people standing
at the same stage of spiritual development... Kazakh
musical creativity becomes a property a entire peo-
ple, musically so receptive» (Zataevich, 1963: 13-
14). For the Kazakh people, mastery of the musical
art is the same as the ability to ride a horse — and
every nomad can do it.

Each age-gender group had in the Kazakh tra-
ditional society a corresponding set of musical in-
struments and genres, a repertoire and performing
forms. Through the performance of children’s songs
and musical games, the mother’s lullaby and the
songs of the teachings of grown men (the deer is
swaying), the children learned about the surround-
ing world and became full members of their socio-
cultural community. Further independent life gave
new artistic knowledge and experience through par-
ticipation in youth games and entertainments with
compulsory participation of music — kaiym-aitys,
tartys, dialogical singing of domestic songs — kara
olen. The repertoire of the «young years» was en-
riched with love lyrics and various songs and ritu-
als of the multi-color Kazakh wedding with mourn-
ing farewell farewells of brides and vigorous youth
heat-fires — zhar-zhar, signal fight of shock — dabyl,
dauylpaz, or shyndaul during hunting for a beast or
during a military campaign. In this respect, «matu-
rity», bearing balance and experience, was called
upon to accomplish large state and public affairs, to
protect the interests of the clan in intergenerational
song and poetry competitions — aitys and to send
people’s rituals and ceremonies as a jarshy, the or-
ganizer and performer of the ritual. And «old age»
and «wisdom» were accompanied by musical and
poetic instruction by the young, the singing of phil-

osophical thought songs about the meaning of life
and irretrievably gone youth, about the sweet and
quickly past time when your age is only twenty-five
(zhiyrma bes).

Such was the eternal musical life cycle of the
nomadic Kazakh, invariably reproduced from year
to year, from generation to generation, ensuring
the full-blooded functioning of various folk musi-
cal traditions and giving rise to the famous lines of
the great Abai: «... The doors to the world opened a
song for you. The song takes the dust to the ground,
grieving. The song is the eternal companion of the
joys of the earth, So listen to it sensitively and ap-
preciate, loving!».

All the spiritual heritage of the ethnos developed
in the non-written form until the beginning of the
20th century and was transmitted «from mouth to
mouth» from father to son, from teacher to student,
from past to future. The nomadic and semi-nomadic
type of management predetermined the uniqueness
of folk instruments and musical traditions, their
«built-in» into the life and life of Kazakh society
and the inseparability from other forms of artistic
creativity — verbal and poetic. The oral musical art
of the Kazakhs left a certain imprint on the relation-
ship between the artist-performer and the audience,
removing all contradictions between the way art ex-
ists and its inner essence. Here the musician is an
artist who creates «publicly». Feelings conveyed
by Kazakh music are feelings ennobled, strict, en-
lightened, embodying the experience of the Kazakh
people as beautiful and harmonious, reflecting the
state of the human soul, tuned to the harmony of the
whole world. Traditions of song and poetic art have
survived to this day, largely due to the successive
ties of folk musicians and performers. After all, their
work combined music and ritual, and poetry, and
often elements of stage and dramatic art. All folk
performers — akyns, zhyrshy, dombrists possessed
an exclusive associative instinct, a subtle perception
of the world and a unique memory, thanks to which
many kinds of traditional art remained in the musi-
cal history of the Kazakhs.

Conclusion

So, studying the issue of the permissibility
or prohibition of music in Islam, we came to the
conclusion that the arguments of some ulema about
the complete prohibition of music in Islam are hasty
and one-sided, as human nature, its inner world and
spiritual feelings require many things, among them
there is also music. Islam did not come to impose
fetters on such feelings, so characteristic of a person,
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or to destroy them. On the contrary, Islam came in
order to raise and refine the inner feelings of a person
and give them the right direction.

This was facilitated by such a feature of Sufism as
a respectful attitude and flexibility to the traditions
of non-Arab peoples. One of the main reasons for

the spread of Islam among the Turkic peoples in the
form of Sufism was, in our opinion, the closeness
of the people by their nature to the musical art. At
the same time, as a result of the interaction of the
rich musical culture of the Turkic peoples and Sufi
traditions, a special spiritual culture of the people
was formed, free from dogmatism and stagnation.
These features of the spiritual culture of the medieval
Turkic peoples were also inherited by the Kazakh
people, who for a long time (until the beginning of
the XX century) retained their traditional (nomadic,
semi-nomadic) way of life.

Historical events
and data should be viewed in a number of ways and
should not be limited to the same opinion and must
be accurate to the story’s perceptions.

The content of education is determined by the
state educational standards, curricula and textbooks
on the basis of state strategic documents. The
standard defines the mandatory minimum content
of education as well as the level of students’
knowledge, skills, competence and competence. And
the textbook is the main textbook in education. The
textbooks usually refer to the textbook as «Textbook
is a book that describes the content of a particular
subject matter on a scientific basis, systematic,
according to curricula and didactic requirements,
learning objectives.»

It is possible to see that the history of the
textbooks is still not sufficiently studied during
the restoration of history due to the peculiarity of
the country’s past. Historical textbooks can not
be avoided by the scientific heritages of national
intelligentsia. Because the spirits are actively
involved in the most important events in the life of
the community.

Main part

History textbook not only educated but also
learned that it is important to educate the country,
heroic spirit. Asfendiarov, M. Tynyshpaev, E.
It is possible that national intellectuals, such as
Bekmakhanov, laid the foundations of history
textbooks. Of course, it is difficult to say that the
teaching materials at that time are fully in line
with the above tutorial. However, their educational
editions were written in the Kazakh steppes and
were systematized. Any of the authors of the
textbooks had a profound knowledge of history and

were fruitful and fruitful in educating the Kazakh
people.

Historical events in the life of the society also
affect education. Changes the requirements for the
education system and quality as well. Since the
establishment of the Soviet Union in the country,
only the history of the USSR has been trained. Later
on, the history of the world started to be added
further. But they were translated textbooks.

In 1934-1935, according to the decision of the
People’s Commissariat of People’s Commissariat
of Kazakhstan, for the first time the schoolbook
«History of Kazakhstan» (Aspendiyarov, 1993: 62)
and «Essays of Kazakhstan History» manual were
published. Sanzhar Aspandyarov was the author of
this program and essay written during the difficult
times of the Soviet era. If you look at this program
that is guided by the textbook, the program is divided
into 24 hours in Kazakh history. This subject was not
read individually but only in addition to the general
history. The program’s welcome speech is in line
with the requirements of that time. This program,
written in Soviet times during the history of the
nation, has nowhere to be assessed indefinitely. On
the contrary, it should be borne in mind that writing
the «Kazakh History Program» at that time was a
great feat. After all, the historian is dependent on
his time, which can be traced back to his views and
ideologies in his work.

The history of the Kazakh history is divided into
three epochs: the history of the Kazakhs’ pre-capital
development (XVIII century), the colonial rule of
Kazakhstanand the Octoberrevolutionin Kazakhstan
(XVIII-XX centuries) and the prosperity and
tendency of the Socialist Revolution in Kazakhstan
(Aspendiarov, 1993: 62). Topics covered during the
first episode include Starting from the III century.
Then he will consider the Mongolian epoch, the
origin of the Kazakh language, the construction of
the people and the social construction.

In the second epoch of XVIII-XIX centuries, the
Kazakh steppes devoted to the capture of Russia’s
Captilism and the causes of the October Revolution
in Kazakhstan. Third century began with the theme
of the February Revolution and graduated from
Kazakhstan in the Soviet Union republics.

Our review is a summary of the first program of
Kazakhstan’s history.

For the first time a talented scientist wrote
the history and program of the history of
Kazakhstan about AS Sh. Tazanov says: «Professor
Aspendiyarov is the founder of Kazakhstan’s
history and has started teaching secondary schools
and higher education institutions. It has covered the

whole history of Kazakhstan and has brought it into
a system «(Takenov, 1994: 45).

Aspendarius’s «History of Kazakhstan History»
textbook is classified in three chapters. In the first
chapter — the old epoch of the history of Kazakhstan,
the second chapter — the history of the Kazakh
Khanate, the rule of the Kingdom, national liberation
movements against it, and the third chapter — about
the colonial rule of the kingdom of Kazakhstan.

Unfortunately, in 1937, Because of the
repression of Aspendiyarov, this work has left the
readers unprotected.

Writing a program, a school curriculum in the
history of Kazakhstan in the years of persecution,
despite the pressures in the era of totalitarianism.
Aspendiyarov’s love for the people of Kazakhstan
was the same.

After the 1937 uprising, the history of the
Kazakh History was merely a subject of the history
of the USSR, mixed with the Central Asian states.
Thus, only the history of the Russian state was
studied in the USSR. He was only studied before
and after the revolution. Only in the educational
institutions were trained «History of the USSR».
That is, the main idea was to be a united country and
to be a single one. Particular ideologists took strict
control of historical science.

In the winter of 1941, the arrival of a group of
evacuated Russian scientists to Almaty accelerated
the writing of the history of Kazakhstan, previously
established by the People’s Commissariat of
Education. At the end of'this case, the commissariat’s
employee, the young historian, who graduated
from the Voronezh Pedagogical Institute in 1937,
Bekmakhanov was there. It was during these years
that the history of the Kazakh SSR started taking into
consideration the importance of historical science in
patriotic spirit, especially in the conditions of war.
This book was the first work on the history of the
private republic in the Soviet Union at that time and
raised the suspicion of the supreme.

The content of the textbooks in the 40’s depicted
the level of time.

School education is a channel that connects
historical science with the public, and can be
found in history textbooks as well as the level of
development of historical science at that time. At
the same time, the history textbooks also serve as a
historical data service.

It was re-opened in the 1940s (December 15,
1941) and re-opened (April 1, 1943). The Altynsarin
Pedagogical Research Institute opened the «History,
USSR Constitution and Geography» sector and
provided methodological assistance in teaching
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history. In accordance with the Decree of the
Central Committee of the CPSU and the Council of
Ministers of the USSR of October 8, 1959, «History
of Kazakhstany for the first time in the schools of the
republic has been taught as a course in the history
of the USSR. During these years, the Ministry of
Education and the Kazakh SSR. Research Institute
of Pedagogical Sciences named after Altynsarin
prepared the curriculum, textbooks, manuals.

From 1958 to the Kazakh state pedagogical
publishing house. Bekmakhanov, A.P. Chizhov, S.K.
Ibragimov, H.M. Adilkereyev’s author published the
textbook for the 8th grade of the secondary school
«History of the Kazakh SSR (from very early times
to the XVIII century)». The textbook was approved
by the Ministry of Education of the Kazakh SSR.
This year, in the 1958-1959 academic year, the 8th
grade of the country’s secondary schools began to
teach the history of the Kazakh SSR. He was trained
in connection with the history of the USSR. This
booklet was only 54 pages long, and the history of
the Kazakh language was shorter.

In 1959, under the authorship of the historian-
scientist, the first methodologist of the history of
Kazakhstan, Bekmakhanov was the author of the
textbook for the 8-9th class of the history of the
Kazakh SSR, in 1960, the textbook for the history of
the Kazakh SSR in 10 classes, in 1962, 7-8 classes,
and in 1963 the textbooks for 9-11 grades of the
eleven-year school were published annually.

In 1959, E. Bekmakhanov’s textbook for the 8-9
class of the Kazakh SSR history is published in the
above-mentioned issue. In designing this tutorial,
the scientist was guided by the first volume of the
academic publication of the 1957 edition of the
History of the Kazakh SSR. The first chapter of the
handbook is called the Very Early Man’s Society.
According to the requirements of that day, Lenin
and Marx referred to Engels’ work. «The Kazakh
masses were illiterate. Only Bai-feudal shrines and
Muslim religious leaders could read and write. In
the Muslim schools, only children from feudal
shrines were educated. It was only the learning of
religious dogma. There were no general disciplines.
The basics of scientific knowledge in Kazakhstan
began to grow after Kazakhstan joined Russia. The
first Russian language classes taught in Orenburg
and Omsk. Only Kazakh children from Kazakh
feudal lords have been trained. In 1789, the «Asian
School» was opened in Omsk, where the interpreters
were prepared for colonial administrations. In this
school, along with general education disciplines,
some Oriental languages have been taught ... In
1841 the school was opened in Bokei Horde to train
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akims from the Kazakh feudal thugs, such a school
was opened in 1850 in Orenburg «(Bekmakhanov,
1959: 84) In the section of culture it is necessary
to give information about the educational and
educational needs of that period. This publication,
covering Kazakh history from the first community
to the second half of the XIX century, consisted
of 128 pages. The textbook addresses historical
issues that should be studied in the textbooks and
explains some of the historical events and facts that
existed before the end of Kazakhstan’s accession to
Russia. The methodological basis of the textbook
corresponds to Marxism of that era. Therefore, from
the standpoint of today’s agenda some issues are
discussed. For example, the relationship between
ancient feudal states in the Kazakh land, their socio-
economic structure is brief. Less drawings (no
illustrations are available for illustrations), lack of
drawings, lack of maps describe methodological
shortcomings of this textbook. A brief summary of
homework and chapters is not available. However,
despite these shortcomings, the textbook taught
students the systematic history of their country.

In 1962, the 8th edition of the 8th edition of the
school edition for the 7-8th grades has questions to
fix the subject. Some chapters include supplemental
documents which should be present in the follow-up.
However, it does not specify where the documents
were obtained. For example, pages 31, 38, 47, 57 of
the manual read historical documents under the title
«Document Material». The titles and stages of the
two manuals, that is, the textbooks for grades 7-8
and 8-9 are one. It is widely used in some texts only.

In 1963, a joint authorship with Naila
Bekmahanova, the daughter of the textbook for 9-11
grades of the eleven year school. This publication
was reprinted, reprinted, reprinted and reprinted
in the «School» publishing house. In this class
the history of the Kazakh SSR dates back to the
twentieth century.

After the death of Bekmakhanov, his daughter
Naila Bekmahanova pursued her father’s footsteps
and upgraded her textbooks in line with modern
requirements.

From the 1961-62 school year For the first time
for the 4th grade T.Turlugul was published the
textbook «Episode Stories from the History of the
Kazakh SSR».

The textbook did not have a faded version or
condition at that time. Therefore, it is not necessary
to critically evaluate the content and style of the
modern one.

The connection between science and ideology
varies in different social eras. Sometimes,

ideologies intensify the development of science,
and sometimes, on the contrary, constrains science.
It depends on the dominant ideology. An example
of this is the history of Soviet history. He used his
weapon for his own advantage. This, in turn, has a
negative impact on the objective evaluation of the
event. But there is no need to worry that such a
thing happened in the Soviet era. This was stated
by Professor M.-A. Asylbekov says: «In recent
years, the leaders and scientists of four Russian
historical institutions have been denied the scientific
community for many years. They want to say that
Russia was not a colonial empire, and that Russia,
like Kazakhstan, did not become a colonist in the
history of historic documents and genuine historical
events, and wanted to confess it to the historians
and historians of the colonial states. This led to
the elimination of the movement, causes, motives,
essence and crucial issues of the national liberation
movements against the colonial oppression (from the
rebellion of Syrym Datov to the 1916 uprising) or
to the peasant movement inside the Russian Empire
(Stepan Razin, Emelyan Pugachev,..) (Asylbek,
2014: 8). Therefore, in the 9th grade textbook,
which addresses these issues, Kazakhstan should
become a colony of Russia, its difficult situation,
and the national liberation movement. We need to
keep track of the unity of our land, the content of
the national liberation rebellions, and the negative
consequences of the Great Patriotic War.

Conclusion

While writing the ideology in the Soviet era,
history textbooks gave young people an insight
into the history of the country. Thanks to this,
the history of the people has been systematically
erected. When we look at the textbooks of the early
twentieth century, this is what we are doing. The
problem of the development of national historical
knowledge in the early years of the Soviet era began
with the rapid collection of materials related to the
history of the Kazakh people, based on authoritative
methods. History of Kazakhstan, which has been
added to the history of the USSR in schools, has
become a tool for promoting Soviet-ideological
history. Since 1934 the history of Kazakhstan has
been studied with the history of USSR history. The
first essay on the history of Kazakhstan and the first
program on the history of Kazakhstan was made.
In Soviet times, the school hours devoted to the
history of Kazakhstan were distributed, textbooks
were written. It is difficult to critically examine the
textbooks during the analysis period.
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TERRITORIAL DIVISION AND
HISTORICAL-GEOGRAPHICAL PECULIARITIES
OF KAZAKH LAND (XVII-XIX)

The article deals with the history of territorial division and historical and geographical features of
Kazakh lands. In addition, the results and consequences of 1822, 1824, 1867-1868, 1886, 1891 years of
the reforms adopted by the Russian Empire, with the intention to conquer the Kazakh lands, are shown.
The main goal of the reforms was the destruction of the Kazakh state, the creation of administrative-
territorial divisions, the definition of borders and the full use of natural resources. In the research work,
static data are provided on the division of Kazakh lands into administrative-frontier areas, and tables and
maps showing the territories of the governor-general are given.

In this paper, historico-geographical features, nature, land, and economy of Kazakhstan have been
studied in different ways. Information is given on the social situation and living conditions of the Kazakh
people, who at the same time were engaged in cattle breeding and farming. In addition, the territories,
borders and centers of oblasts, which were divided after the reforms, were considered.

Introduction

It is necessary to clarify the boundaries, regional
and administrative divisions of the Kazakh people
first. The vast, vast Kazakh land was completely part
of the Russian Empire in the second quarter of the
XIX century. There was a task to introduce a huge
area management system. To fulfill these tasks, the
Russian Empire introduced reforms in the Kazakh
land. These reforms were carried out in 1822, 1824,
1867-1868, 1886, 1891. The goal was to develop
natural resources of the Kazakh land. Introduced the
common imperial land management system of the
Kazakh land. The basis of our research is to disclose
the changes and territorial divisions of the Kazakh
land as a result of these reforms.

Methodology

The methodological basis of the research is
historiography, regularity, objectivity. Based on
interdisciplinary research in our research, we were
guided by common methods: analysis, generalization,
chronological,  historical-comparative,  graphs,
mapping techniques.

Main part

The main reason for the colonial policy of
the Russian Empire was the deprivation of state
independence of the Kazakh land. That’s it. Its
clearest is the Charter of the Siberian Kazakhs of
1822 and the Charter of the Orenburg Kazakhs of
1824.
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In 1822, Siberia was divided into two sections:
East Siberia: the center in Tobol, West Siberia:
(from 1839) the center of Omsk. The western
Siberia included Tobol, Tomsk and Omsk regions,
and the Omsk region included part of the Middle
Ages of the Kazakh steppes and part of the Great
Silk settlement. That place was named as the
«Siberian Kyrgyz Region». According to the
Charter «Siberian Kyrgyz Region» was divided
into external and internal districts. Outside counties
included Kazakhs immigrating to the Irtysh. The
districts were divided into settlements, the colonial
villages. The division was mainly based on a
non-territorial (territorial) tribal principle. That is
why the name of the wolf was named after them,
for example: Kenzhegaly, Karzhas and others.
During the implementation of the new law, the
foundations of rarity were severely corrupted. The
transition from a certain administrative framework
of the Kazakhs to the territory of the second
administration was limited, and the old order of
immigration was violated.

And in accordance with the Charter of the
Orenburg Kazakhs in 1824, the Junior Zhuzy
was administered through the Orenburg Border
Commission. According to the Charter Junior
hundred was divided into three parts. These units
were headed by the Sultans appointed by Orenburg
governor and divided into parts distances. The
distance was between the fortifications. The
distances were divided into villages. Distances were
headed by the chief of the distance, and the village
was headed by the forests. All this was assigned by
the border commission (e-history, 2013).
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On the basis of this Charter the Kazakh statehood
was abolished. The Kazakh land was separated
from each other in political, administrative and
territorial terms. Political-administrative reforms
of the Russian land to the Kazakh land have been
continuing until 1897 with several changes in

accordance with the influence of various political
and economic factors (N. Shayakhmetov, 2010).

According to the Temporary Provision of 1867-
1868, the territory of the Kazakh land was included
in the general governorship of Orenburg, West
Siberia and Turkestan.

As we have seen above, the main purpose of
unification of the general governors was to increase
the huge natural and other wealth of the Kazakh
land. In 1881 the Orenburg Governor-General was
liquidated and the Ural and Turgay oblasts were
transferred to the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the
Russian Empire. In 1882, the Western Governor-
General was downgraded, and the Dalai General-
Governorate was replaced. At that time, King
Alexander III signed a decree on June 2, 1886,
about the governance of the Turkestan Empire.
According to the New Rules, the Turkestan General-
Governorate was divided into three provinces:
Syrdarya, Ferghana and Samarkand. Later, in 1897,
the Zhetysu Oblast was also transferred to the new
general-governor (History of Kazakhstan, 2010).

During the past period, the principle of distinction
has been preserved, and significant changes have
been made in the historical and geographical point
of view: the Syrdarya region — 5 counties, the Auliye
Ata county — 7800 sq km, the Perovsky county —
105,525, the Kazaly county — 59,550, Shymkent
— 91 025, the Tashkent district — 32 100 square
kilometers (History of Kazakhstan, 2010: 432).

Established in 1868, the Turkestan General-
Governorate became a part of the Syrdarya and
Zhetysu regions and the capital of Tashkent.
Subsequently, the Governorate of the Caspian Sea
and Central Asia became Russia’s new conqueror.
818,479 people lived in the Syrdarya region in
the XIX century. 20th century At the beginning of

the Syrdarya region, the area was 343367 square
kilometers (T. Kartayeva, 2015).

The borders of the boundaries of the Turkestan
Territory were revised in 1867. The Turgay region of
the Syrdarya region and the border of the Syrdarya
region to the Perovskoye river, continued to the
Termembe mountain, Terekty, Kalmass mountain,
Muzbel gorge, Akkum, Shubartobe mountains, the
right border of Moiynkum, from the Mynbulak
river to the intersection of Sarysu and Shu rivers
(T.Kartaeva, 2015: 40-41).

In the Akmola region — 5 counties, Omsk
— 41,048, Petropavlovsk — 60953, Kokshetau —
63,688, Atbasar — 114,549, Akmola— 198,986 square
kilometers. The center is Omsk. In the administrative
context, the Omsk district is divided into two parts:
Kazakh cemeteries and Cossack towns. The area
bordering the big region ranges from Kokshetau to
the north of the Shu River, in the west to Atbasar
district, to the east with the Semipalatinsk region.
XVIII century — XIX century Until the middle of
the year in Akmola region 375 370 people were
living, including the number of Kazakhs -273 460
(M. Mukanov, 1991).

Akmola region consisted of: Akmola — 19
bolys, 134 villages, Atbasar — 9 bolys, 55 villages,
Kokshetau — 8 bolys, 69 villages, Petropavlovsk —
8 bolys, 69 villages, Omsk — 5 bolys, 32 villages
(N.Shayakhmetov 2010: 72). The largest territory in
the region is Akmola county. Atbasar county takes
the second place with 118.298 square kilometers.
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The largest river in Akmola region is Yesil and  healing properties and saline lakes. For example,
Kalmyk, Nura, Terisakkan, Silt, Asli and other = Zhamantuz, Kyzylkak, Alabotka, Toke and others.

Territorial-administrative borders of Akmola
and Turgay oblasts were established on June 7, 1838.
Turgay region includes Aktobe, Turgai, Kostanay
and Irgiz districts. The territory of the region is
400 830 sq. km. In the northern part of the Turgay
region borders with the Chelyabinsk, Troitsk,
Verkhneuralsk and Ore Regions of the Orenburg
Province, in the north-east with the Petropavlovsk
county of Akmola region, in the west to Irgiz and
Aktobe in the west, and Turgay county in the south.
Orenburg is the administrative center of Turgay
region.

The population of Turgay region in the census of
1877 reached 303,470 people, and by 1900 reached
461,000 people. And the number of Kazakhs in it
was 420 292. M. Mukanov wrote in his book: «The
Kustanai district is the northeastern East Turgay
region. The Northern Hemisphere was the throne
of the owl, with the northeastern coast surrounding
the area called the «millionth carvings in the trunks»
which had been abandoned by the rebels. The
southern part of the world has ten white granules in
the Irgiz and Aktobe Turgay Regions, and in the East
of the Akmolinsk Region. We were welcomed by 10
bolos who lived in 81,441 kazakh «(M. Mukanov,
1991: 42-43).

Aktobe county borders with Orenburg North
and Northwestern, bordering the Irgiz River in the
east, and the Ural region in the south and south-
west. The number of Kazakhs in the county reached
104,441 people. The soil in the region was fertile
and suitable for agriculture. The territory of the
district flows through Or, Elek, Uralsk, Kyzyl,
Burli, Burde, Alimbet, Terekty rivers. And the Irgiz
district occupies 32.5% of the southern part of the
Turgay region. It borders the Syrdarya region in the
south. There were 12 bolys and 72 villages in the
district. Most of the territory is inhabited by younger
Kazakhs. There are plenty of people from Alimulin.
There are also found in the rivers formed from
snow melting from the Mugalzhar mountains: Bad,
Ashysai, Taldysai, Kumsai, Kaindy and others.

In the Turgay county, there were 72,889 people
living in 1893 (Volosie and the village of 1893,
1894). The district territory is 113,000 square
kilometers. Turgay county borders Kostanay in the
north, Irgiz in the west, Syrdarya region in the south,
Atbasar, Petropavlovsk county of Akmola region.
Administrative structure consists of 11 bolys and 63
villages. The largest river in the Turgay county is
Turgay. Also, rivers Teke, Kartat, Naurzum, Karasu
and Kabyrga flow. The soil is clayy.

Semipalatinsk region: Semipalatinsk, Kokpekty
internal districts, parts of the territories of Sergiopol,

Bayanaul, Akmola, Karkaraly districts. In line
with these reforms, committees were established
to determine administrative borders. For example,
after the formation of the Akmola and Semipalatinsk
regions, a special committee was formed under
the direction of the head of the headquarters of
the Western Siberian military district to determine
administrative borders. According to the Rule
adopted by this Committee, the boundaries between
the regions were proposed to be based on natural
moods, with the opinion of the Kazakhs (N.
Bekmakhanova, 1986).

There were protests related to the definition
of boundary ranges among the Kazakh tribes.
Because mistakes made during the border
delimitation have led to a land dispute. This
situation has also caused great discomfort for
the people who have access to areas that are
comfortable for their livelihoods.

To clarify the territorial division of the Kazakh
land, we would like to draw your attention to our
research: Semipalatinsk region occupies the largest
area of the steppes. The territory of the region
borders with the Tobol Province in the north, the
Akmola region in the northwest, the province of
Tom in the northeast, China in the southeast, and the
Zhetisu region in the south.

The structure of the Semipalatinsk area includes:
Karkaraly — land area: 18991.025; Pavlodar —
103788.2; Semey — 64786.9; Ust-Kamenogorsk
city —41487.7; Zaysan — 36.120 (square kilometers)
counties. In the region, Karkaralinsky county
possesses a large territory. The population of the
city reached 155,444 as of 1898. V.P. Semenov-
Tien-Shansky, «Russia. A complete geographical
description of our homeland»in the work of Semey
district: «Semipalatinsk is located mainly on the
right bank of the river Irtysh. The main mass of
inhabitants are petty bourgeoises and Kirghiz,
engaged in horticulture (in the Belagach steppe)
and a little trade. Semipalatinsk county occupies
64,786 square miles; in natural-historical relations,
it is almost monotonous everywhere: the clay steppe
prevails here, on the southeastern outskirts hilly
with small mountains» (V.P. Semenov, 1903).

Also, according to the natural and geographical
features, the western part belongs to the steppe
zone. The eastern part is mountainous. They are
Altai and Tarbagatai mountains. Another feature of
the territory is the underground waters. The Irtysh
River runs through the territory of the region for a
long time. VP Semenov-Tian-Shansky has shown
the territorial boundary map of the Semipalatinsk
region.

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Territorial division and historical-geographical peculiarities of Kazakh land (X VIII-XIX)

Located in the north-west of the Kazakh land,
the Ural region is divided into two parts by natural
geographical location through the Ural River. Uralsk
region: Uralsk, Emba (Temir), Guryev, Kalmykov
(Ilbaichi). The population of the region was 414 32
people in 1872, the number of Kazakhs was 315
440. And according to the 1897 census, there were
645 121 people in the region.

The administrative division of the Uralsk region
according to the 1870s: Uralsk — 1 city, 8 bolys,
86 villages; Kalmykov District — 1 city, 8 bolys,
92 villages; Guriyev county — 1 city, 7 bolys, 56
villages; In Emba (Temir) district — 7 bolys and 37
villages (N. Shayakhmetov, 2010: 86-87).

The largest territory in the Ural region is Temir
county. The area is 12274,476 dysetina. The district
borders with the Aktobe county of the Turgay region
and the Ural district, in the west with the Iliganich
and Guriyev counties, in the east by the Irgiz district
of the Turgay region, and in the south with the
Zakaspy region.

The population of the Guriyev county was 86758.
The number of Kazakhs reached 70921 people.
Livestock breeding was also developed in the region,
and the farming was slow. Because of the soil in the
form of solonetzes, the crop was inconvenient.

The territory of the Kalmykov district of the
Ural region is 3240522 dysetina. The population

was 169,673 in the census of 1897. Of these, the
number of Kazakhs has reached 144. 257 (Materials
of the Impact of Landmine ....., 1914)

The climate of the region is characterized by
the continental climate in accordance with the geo-
graphical location. The region is cold and summer
is hot. There are also large-scale: Akyl, Ashy, Sagiz,
Shalkar, Zhayik, Elek, and other river lakes. The
region is inhabited by younger Kazakhs.

Conclusion

Political-administrative reforms of the Tsarist
government to the Kazakh steppe have yielded
results. During the implementation of the reform,
the Kazakh land was declared as the state property
of the Russian Empire and pasturelands were
withdrawn. All these factors weakened the welfare
and social status of the people. It also affected its
natural state. Basically, administrative division of
the Kazakh steppes was the most effective way of
managing the Kazakh steppes. The Russian Empire,
which captures various forms of control, has reached
the goal of reforming the Kazakh land. However,
Kazakhs became territorial and divisional leaders
who took power in the area. Unfortunately, we can
not deny that the Kazakh people were driven to each
other.

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The Legendary name of Alshyn

The article analyzes the legend, which has become widespread in historical literature, about the
name of the tribal association Alshyn in the Junior Zhuz. In this case, the author compares the histori-
cal name Alshyn with the dynasty of Ashin, and intends to show that Alshyn is a very ancient name
dating from the 8th century. It states that Alshyn, according to legend, was called Kalsh (Alshyn) Kadir.
The author shows the ancient origin of this man, citing as an example the image of a bird on the head-
dress of K ltigin in the 8th century, and relying on the legend of how Kadyra, rescued from the army by
Kalsh (Alshyn), is rescued by a white goose (Oaz ak). The author comparing the fate of Ashin and Kalsh
(Alshyn) Kadyr finds similarities in the plot lines of these legends. Based on the legend, the author not
only notes the ancient origin of the name Alshyn, but also emphasizes its importance for the unification
of the Kazakh tribes, at a time when the ethnonym Kazakh was being formed. At the same time, based
on genealogical sources that ended during the Kazakh Khanate period, the author also does not ignore
the unification of the tribes of Bayula, Alim, and Zhetyra into one tribal union. Earlier in the historical
literature this issue was not of interest to researchers, but this problem is of great importance for research.

Main Trends of Trading Relationships of the Golden Order

The article examines trade relations in the Eurasian steppes in the era of the Golden Horde. At the
same time, within the framework of the history of the Golden Horde, factors that contributed to the
development and decline of trade relations in the Eurasian steppes are analyzed. The beginning of the
article describes the Mongol invasion and its impact on the trading system, the establishment of Mon-
golian ulus control over trade routes of Eurasia. In the main part of the article, authors made an analysis
of economic policies, the main trends and periods of trade of the Golden Horde in the Eurasian steppes.
In the final part, the problems and reasons for the fall of trade relations are analyzed from the scientific
point of view by the end of the 14th century. Medieval sources, works and views of domestic and foreign
researchers that are used in the writing of the article have been scientifically proscribed.

(scientific-analytical review)

The study of the medieval history of Turkic related ethnic groups Kipchaks, Kumans and kimeks,
United over the centuries by the territory of settlement, type of economy, language (dialects of the
Kipchak group), culture and common historical destiny, is the basis of the conceptual scientific direc-
tion of Kipchak studies. The importance of Kipchak tribes for the history of many peoples of Eurasia is
determined by their contribution to the process of formation of Turkic-speaking peoples, and the impor-
tance of their role in the history of Eastern Europe and the Arab East. This article presents a scientific and
analytical review of the history of the study of Kipchak problems in historical science and vision of the
prospects of development of Kipchak studies. Research centers for the development of history, geogra-
phy and culture of Kipchak tribes are located in Hungary, Russia, Kazakhstan, Ukraine, Bulgaria and in
a sense in the United States. To a lesser extent, Kipchak studies were developed in Germany, England,
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France, Poland, Romania, Egypt and Turkey, Georgia, as well as in the CIS republics — Kyrgyzstan, Uz-
bekistan, Azerbaijan.

Ethnic demography: interdisciplinarity,

Ethnic demography is a separate branch of scientific knowledge, part of demography is the science
of population. In addition, it represents a field of practical activity. It has an interdisciplinary nature and
is closely connected with such public disciplines as ethnology, demography, sociology.

Kazakhstan is one of the most polyethnic countries in the world and ethnic processes have an impact
on all areas of socio-economic and demographic development. Meanwhile, the study of the basic theo-
retical and practical aspects of ethnic demography in Kazakhstan is episodic and is carried out mainly in
the context of socio-demographic development of the population.

Since the moment of the declaration of independence, the principles and directions of ethnodemo-
graphic policy in our country have been based on the equality of all ethnic groups and the preservation
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of interethnic peace and stability. The highest achievement of the policy was the unique model of inter-
ethnic harmony created in Kazakhstan, and in the future — the creation of a new civil identity based on
the patriotic idea of «Eternal People»

The article clarifies the concept of ethnos and ethnicity, defines the principles of ethnic demography,
reveals its interdisciplinary nature and identifies practical aspects of the implementation of ethnodemo-
graphic policy in Kazakhstan.

The results and conclusions of the study allow us to consider the development of the principles of
ethno-demographic policy in Kazakhstan in a perspective manner under the current conditions of the
formation of a new civil identity based on the idea of «Eternal People».

Soviet governance and children of 20th-30th in Kazakhstan

The research of childhood history is new and undeveloped course in Kazakhstani humanitarian
science. The scientific interest to research the childhood problems is caused by increased attention to
children and childhood in modern Kazakh society. Research and evaluation of past experiences in child-
hood issues can help our modern society to build up the innovative strategy of ideology, institutes, and
public policies development that relate to childhood field.

After the collapse of USSR the concept of totalitarianism was often used by post soviet historians in
explanation of the term of «soviet childhood». Children’s state institutions, pioneer’s organizations, kom-
somol and family performed as successful laboratories for creating the new social type <Homo Soveti-
cus». Children were the main experimental subjects in a big ideological experiment that was aimed to
create the new mechanism of the big totalitarian machine. But the real soviet childhood was much more
diverse than it was explained by totalitarian theory.
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The objective of the article is to analyze the problems of the soviet childhood at the prewar period
that were composed by political plans and daily habits of children and adults and also the goals of central
governances and their activities in Kazakhstan.

The article studies the soviet childhood of the Stalinism epoch: development of the ideologies and
institutes of Soviet state in the field of the childhood in 20"-30™ of XX century. Also it shows the imple-
mentation of the state policy in relation to children in present period in Kazakhstan and reflects the social
and economical obstacles in objectification of these plans and policies.

The ideological and institutional building of soviet model of «<happy childhood» was completed in
1930™. Constantly and stage by stage every child of every gender, nationality or social class was involved
into all levels of socialization: kinder gardens and schools that made an ideologically prepared citizen.
Materialistic and symbolic spheres of childhood culture such as literature, theatre and cinema was di-
rected to make more fast and easy perception of official social norms, roles and values that were intruded
by communist ideology.

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The role of the reserve-museums of Kazakhstan
in the study and preservation of archeological monuments on the silk road

The article examines the problems of historical-cultural heritage along the Great Silk Road in the
context of the activities of state reserve-museums. The authors note that the creation on the ground of
significant archaeological monuments of reserve-museums, within the framework of state programs, is
an important tool for preserving, studying and promoting the country’s cultural heritage. The article was
the first to collect and structure the material, which gives a holistic view of the role of these institutions
in the conservation and exploration of archaeological complexes on the four Kazakhstan segments of
the Silk Road.

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Status of Women in the the Historical Development of Kazakh Society

The legal status of women in traditional Kazakh society was more free and more secure than status
of women in other countries of Central Asia. Kazakh women did not cover their face with a blanket, did
not know seclusion, young men and women enjoyed freedom of communication. This had a significant
impact on the educational process of the younger generation. In the Kazakh society there were no aban-
doned children, the property status of women was clearly regulated. Specificity of the traditional Kazakh
law consisted in careful and attentive attitude to family ties, preserving the family property’s integrity,
protecting of each member’s of society interests.

Stone tools and armament from the Bronze Age settlements
of the Atasu and Taldysai microdistricts of Central Kazakhstan

The full article gives a complete characterization trasological analysis of tools settlements Atasu and
Taldysai neighborhoods. On a basis of analysis of tracing research it was reconstructed and revealed all
stages of technological process of manufacturing and processing of bronze products. Numerous different
tools made of stone, a bone and the clay, used in metallurgy were found at settlement. Among them the
special place occupies the stone stock serving by the basic tool at extraction, enrichment and prepara-
tion of ore to melting. Except for that basically there are the instruments adapted to crushing and grinding
of ores and slags to what testify stone hammers traces of strong deterioration. Stone instruments from
settlement of show rather expressive series concerning manufactures and occupation of the population.
Using the tracing research it is possible to see the analysis, that they participated in metallurgy, process-
ing of minerals, clay for economic needs, the opportunity to determine functional assignment of instru-
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ments is given and also to date them. In the conclusion we shall note, that instruments all over again
were made in stationary conditions, and then applied to destination. As a whole, characterizing shape
of manufacture of inhabitants of settlement of Atasu, Myrjyk and Taldysai, it is possible to reconstruct
their occupation by metallurgy, and also that fact, that instruments for manufacture were made of local
raw material.
