Problems of research of social concepts
and categories in traditional Kazakh society

This article examines the study and significance of social concepts and categories that reflect the
distinctive features of the social structure in Kazakh society and the nature of its social relations. Special
emphasis is placed on social concepts such as sauyn, sauga, amanat, zhylu, and kyzyl koteru, and others,
which illuminate the social organization of traditional Kazakh society, the activities of its social groups,
and their interrelations.

The methodological framework for this study employs comparative historical research methods and
draws upon Emile Durkheim’s sociological theories to analyze social relations. The article also presents
innovative conclusions regarding the ethno- and socio-cultural characteristics of Kazakh society’s social
organization, as well as the civilizational features unique to its development. Some of these social con-
cepts, which reveal the specific nature of social relations in traditional Kazakh society, were previously
analyzed in Soviet historiography within the framework of “nomadic feudalism,” where they were inter-
preted as mechanisms of exploitation by the “ruling class” over the “oppressed people.” Other concepts
were merely noted as traditions. The study addresses this issue by utilizing data from oral literature and
historiographical analysis of recent research. As a result, it is concluded that individuals and social groups
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in traditional Kazakh society adhered to communal norms when entering into social relations, with each
individual functioning as an integral part of society and being interdependent on others in accordance
with shared interests. From this perspective, the concepts that reveal the character of social relations in
traditional Kazakh society were not formed with the aim of gaining economic benefits for a specific class
or group. Rather, they manifested as social support and a guarantee of personal well-being for the com-
mon good of the nomadic community (clan). These concepts demonstrate that the mechanisms of social
relations were implemented based on the established moral and ethical principles in society.

Junior assistants of uezd chiefs of Semirechesk Region
in the 2nd half of the 19th century: functions and personalities

This article examines the problem of the peculiarities of the activities of Kazakh officials in the
Semirechensk oblast in the 2" half of the XIX century, who occupied the positions of junior assistants to
uezd chiefs in the regional government structure. The purpose of this study is to examine in more detail
the characteristics of this position, their official obligations and working conditions, as well as their role
in the local government system. It was also necessary to study the facts of their appointments, awards
and other features.

Special attention is paid to the position of the colonial government in relation to the Kazakh offi-
cials who held this position. In particular, the author describes the dynamics of the attitude of the tsarist
government to such a position and wonders about the reasons for the abolition of this position in the
Semirechensk oblast earlier than in other areas of the Kazakh steppe. Widely using various historical
information, the article provides answers to this question.

Also in the study, the author uses a comparative analysis to compare various sources on this topic.
This approach made it possible to identify the peculiarities of the perception of their activities by both
the authorities and local society. Thus, the author comes to a final opinion on the issue of the image and
reputation of the junior assistants of the uezd chiefs. These conclusions are valuable in recreating the
holistic image of all Kazakh officials of the designated area or the entire Kazakh steppe.

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RESEARCH OF CULT MONUMENTS
OF SARYARKA IN THE ERA OF ULUS JOCHI

The article delves into the historical research of cult-memorial sites from the Golden Horde era in
the Saryarka region. It examines various perspectives regarding the emergence of sites influenced by the
early spread of Islam in the central regions.

The pre-revolutionary period is characterized by the fixation and description of the brightest and
largest remains belonging to medieval mazars, mausoleums as well as buildings covered with glazed
tiles. The descriptions were written by travelers, topographers, and prospectors in search for natural
resources in the region.

The second phase in the research timeline spans roughly from the latter half of the 20th century (from
the mid-1940s to the 1980s). A.Kh. Margulan carried out the fixation and description of the memorial
structures located on the caravan routes of Saryarka. He discovered the largest number of mausoleums
in the valleys of the Sarysu, Kengir, Nura, Ishim, Turgai rivers, as well as in the oases of Betpakdala. The
architectural monuments are located at a distance of 5 to 20 km from each other and indicate the pres-
ence of remnants of medieval settlements and towns along the Sarysui tract.

A new stage in the study of Saryarka memorial monuments covers the 1990s of the twentieth century
and the first decade of this century. It is associated with surveys, discoveries, and archaeological studies
of mausoleums dated to the Golden Horde period. Over the past two decades, the archaeological ex-
peditions of the K.A. Akishev Institute of Archaeology (Astana), A.Kh. Margulan Institute of Archeology
(Almaty), the Margulan Center (Pavlodar), the Saryarka Archaeological Institute (Karaganda) have been
repeatedly organized.

Introduction

In the 13th-14th centuries, the process of
spreading Islam took place in the territory of
Saryarka. Due to the lack of direct written sources on
the spiritual culture of the population in the steppe
regions, archaeological material becomes key to
studying this process. According to archaeological
data, during the 13th-14th centuries, the architectural
appearance of cities changed, showing features of
Islamic architecture, such as mosques, madrasas,
and baths (Khabdulina, Bilyalova, 2018:18). The
emergence of mausoleums and the practice of burial
rites following Muslim canons indicate the adaptation
of Islam to the local traditions of the population. Thus,
archaeological data allow the reconstruction of the
Islamization process and an assessment of its impact
on the spiritual culture of the population in the steppe
regions of Saryarka during the Golden Horde era.

Despite the prohibitions of orthodox Islam,
mausoleums began to appear in the Muslim world
in the 9th century. In early Islam, which preached
principles of equality, it was recommended to cre-
ate a small mound of earth at the grave, no higher
than four fingers, so that it would be difficult to dis-
tinguish the grave from the surrounding landscape
from a distance (Kerimov, 1978: 50).

For the successful spread of the new religion,
missionaries had to adapt it to local traditions and
rituals. A similar phenomenon was observed with
the ancestor cult of the Turkic-speaking peoples.
The appearance of mausoleums in the Saryarka
steppe was initially associated with the large-scale
policy of Islamization of the Jochi Ulus. The be-
liefs of the Eurasian peoples were distinguished by
a strong ancestor cult. During the adoption of Is-
lam, this cult was transformed into the veneration of
Muslim saints, leading to the construction of luxuri-
ous mausoleums over their graves. The nomadic no-
bility, having accepted Islam, were not satisfied with
simple burials under mounds, so magnificent mau-
soleums — kumbeses — were erected for the burial of
their representatives, becoming the pinnacle of no-
madic architecture. These cult structures are monu-
ments of Islamic culture.

From the very beginning, monumental structures
in the steppe region acquired the status of objects of
public significance, becoming sacred places where
ancestors were worshipped and symbols of ancestral
territories. The mausoleums were intended for the
family burials of the nomadic elite of the empire.
By erecting mausoleums, the state sought to attract
members of the aristocratic class to its side, aiming
for their loyalty and acceptance of the new mono-
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theistic religion, which became the state ideology.
However, Islam did not immediately take root in the
Jochi Ulus, going through a period of dual faith in
the 14th century. This is evidenced by the presence
of significant numbers of artifacts in Muslim mauso-
leums that indicate pagan remnants, such as jewelry,
clothing, weapons, etc. (Garustovich, 2014: 95-96).
Graves were always located on elevated places, near
caravan or nomadic roads, as well as near rivers or
lakes. This was done so that travelers could recite a
special prayer over the remains (du’a).

Materials and methods

A diverse set of research approaches and meth-
ods were widely used in preparing this article. The
main information was drawn from archival materi-
als, publications, expedition reports, and museum
collections. To process and systematize this mate-
rial into a unified formalized scheme, methods of
classification and systematization were used, as
well as satellite maps. A key aspect was the applica-
tion of retrospective and comparative-historical ap-
proaches. The theoretical basis for writing the arti-
cle included scientific cognition methods such as the
concrete-historical approach, the dialectical method,
and analogy methods.

The research extensively examined the works
of travelers and reconnaissance expeditions of the
18th-19th centuries, where the ruins of medieval
mausoleums in Saryarka were noted. Additionally,
the article includes materials from the archival re-
ports of the Yesil Archaeological Expedition, which
conducted research at the Bozok settlement, and the
Ural Archaeological Expedition, which excavated
the Zhaiyk and Sarayshyq settlements. Data from
the “Margulan Centre” expedition at Pavlodar State
University, which studied the Auliekol complex,
were also used.

Results and discussion

The study of architectural monuments in the Ka-
zakh steppe began with the notes of various travel-
ers, engineers, and researchers who studied the natu-
ral resources of Saryarka. Their collected materials
were described in the works of such researchers as
I.A. Kastanye, A.I. Levshin, P.I. Rychkov, Sh. Va-
likhanov, A.Kh. Margulan, L.F. Semenov.

The systematic study of cult and memorial com-
plexes in Saryarka began in 1946. During expedi-
tionary work from 1946 to 1949, A.Kh. Margulan
documented and described the memorial monuments
located along the caravan routes on the western side
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of Saryarka. He found the largest concentration of
mausoleums in the valleys of the Kengir, Sarysu, and
Turgay rivers, as well as in the oases of Betpakdala.
The architectural monuments extended at intervals of
5 to 20 kilometers and evidenced the existence of me-
dieval settlements and cities along the Sarysu tract.
Margulan highlights that a group of mausoleums in
the Kengir River valley, built in the 13th century and
earlier, deserves special attention. He justifiably com-
pares these structures with well-known monuments
of Central Asia. Outstanding examples of architec-
tural structures, such as the mausoleums of Zhoshy
and Alasha Khan, are comparable to the mausoleums
of the 11th-12th centuries, such as Karakhan and Ai-
sha Bibi. Many of the cult monuments described in
the 18th-19th centuries have not survived to the pres-
ent day. Additionally, many objects recorded in those
centuries were lost forever. The 20th century also did
not provide favorable conditions for the preservation
of cult monuments.

The first mention of the mausoleum Bytygay
(also known as Botagay or Totogay) was made by
P.I. Rychkov, the manager of the Orenburg Expedi-
tion Office. In his 1762 researches, he noted that the
ruins of the monument were located on the left bank
of the Nura River, about 30 km from its confluence
with Lake Kurgalzhin. According to the descrip-
tion of the topography of the Orenburg province,
by 1745, the mausoleum site already had extensive
quadrangular structures resembling a castle sur-
rounded by a wall 3000 fathoms long, and a mosque
and the ruins of several stone structures were dis-
covered (Rychkov, 1762: 259).

P.I. Rychkov also describes a monument near
the Zhuban Ana settlement on the eastern bank of
the Kara Turgai River. P.I. Rychkov found “the
ruins of an ancient structure resembling a temple
built of brick and slab stone. The building is over
9 sazhen high and measures 7 sazhen in length and
width, with two small windows. Near the building,
there are many mazars, three of which have brick
steps. The architecture of this structure displays the
skill and craftsmanship of ancient builders” (Rych-
kov, 1762: 262).

From 1738 to 1739, a Russian army officer
named Karl Miller undertook a journey through the
Middle Zhuz on a special mission. During his jour-
ney from Orsk to Tashkent, he visited Kazakh auls,
where he made detailed notes on various aspects of
Kazakh life. He was accompanied by a surveyor
named A. Kushelev, who mapped the route they
traveled (Sembi, 2015: 149).

In 1742-1743, Karl Miller again set out into the
Kazakh steppes, traveling south from Orsk to the
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Sarysu River and southeast through the Zhetysu to
Dzungaria. Unfortunately, K. Miller’s diary describ-
ing the journey was lost, but some materials were
studied by P.I. Rychkov. In 1850, a map based on K.
Miller’s research was published. His materials were
also studied and used by V.N. Tatishchev and P.I.
Rychkov. These sources likely served as the basis
for the first written reports on the Bytygay mauso-
leum, presented by historian P.I. Rychkov (Sembi,
2015: 150).

In 1813, translator F. Nazarov, of the Separate
Siberian Corps, on a diplomatic mission to Fergana
and Kokand, mentioned the Bytygay mausoleum as
the “ancient pyramid Botagay Tam,” indicating its
nature as a structure over the grave of the deceased.

In the report of A.V. Popov, published in the
journal “Proceedings of the Orenburg Scientific Ar-
chival Commission” in 1906, there is data provided
by N.G. Ivanov about the remains of a mausoleum
in the Kara Yar area, located 200 meters from Lake
Turgay on the bank of the Karynsaldy Turgay River
(Popov, 1906: 21-22). The report compares the ar-
chitecture with that of Central Asia, suggesting that
these architectural structures made of fired bricks
may date from the 14th-15th centuries (Khasenova,
2015: 54).

Information about the ruins of medieval struc-
tures in the Seletay River valley became known
thanks to the research of Alikhan Bukeikhanov,
who asserted that the cultural heritage of the Ka-
zakh steppe was extensive. In his brief report, pub-
lished in the “Bulletin of the Russian Geographi-
cal Society,” he mentioned the discovery of ruins
of medieval structures on the banks of the Seletay
River. n the future, A.Kh. Margulan, studying the
settled civilization of the steppe zone of Kazakh-
stan, suggested that medieval fortifications, set-
tlements, and mausoleums might be found in the
northern Saryarka. Consequently, the discovered
remains of mausoleums in the steppes of Northern
Kazakhstan correspond to the objects described in
the article by A. Bukeykhanov about ancient finds
in the valley of the Seleta River (Bukeykhanov,
1907: 1-3).

In the early 19th century, surveyor [.P. Shangin
visited this area, where there were many historical
monuments. The mining engineer described in detail
numerous ancient monumental structures located in
the valleys of the Nura, Zhaksai, and Zhaman Kona
rivers. He provided the following description of the
Bytygay mausoleum: “This mausoleum is built of
brick; inside, there are pillars covered with alabas-
ter plaster, as well as walls, where instead of ties,
square pine beams with a diameter of two inches are

used, burnt and wrapped with reeds for additional
strength” (Shangin, 1820).

G.I. Spassky, one of the early researchers of the
historical topography of Kazakhstan, discovered ar-
chitectural monuments of medieval Kazakhstan in
the lower reaches of the Nura River. He reported:
“Up the Ishim River, near Lake Kurkuljin, lie the
ruins of the city of Tatigay (Botagay). Many of the
preserved buildings still impress with their remnants
of beauty and durability. Moreover, there are other
historical monuments in this area as well.” In 1816,
these monuments were sketched by military art-
ist Bulygin in the form of tables, and in 1830, they
were described by A.A. Shakhmatov. The drawings
were preserved in the archive of G.I. Spassky and
were published by him in the journal “Siberian Her-
ald” (Spassky, 1818: appendix XVI). He also de-
scribed the monuments in Ablaykit, the Semipala-
tinsk buildings, the Kalbasun Tower, and mentioned
the settlements of Zhetykala, Zhuan Ana, Belen
Ana, and Tatigay (Bytygay). G.I. Spassky provided
a detailed description of the “ruins of a temple in
Tatigay” and attached drawings of the main facade,
plan, and inscriptions made in an unknown script (in
Arabic script). The ruins of two buildings (Fig. 1)
covered with blue glaze, found on the Nura River
(on the right bank) in the Korgalzhyn district of the
Akmola region, stood out in particular. One of them
was called “Syrly Tam” (the carpet mausoleum),
and the other, according to G.I. Spassky, “Syrly
Tam 2” (more accurately “Sulu Tam” — the beauti-
ful mausoleum).

Major General S.B. Bronevsky was one of the
researchers of the Kazakh steppe, spending nineteen
years in the Siberian Kyrgyz Region. In 1830, rely-
ing on the data from his 1825 journey through Cen-
tral Kazakhstan, he published an article in the jour-
nal “Otechestvennye Zapiski” (“Patriotic Notes”),
in which he described the ancient remnants of ur-
ban culture in the lowlands of the Sarysu and Nura
rivers, as well as in the Karkaraly Mountains (Bro-
nevsky, 1830: 251-252).

During a military-strategic mission in 1831,
Centurion A. Shakhmatov provided a detailed ac-
count of the remains of the ancient city of Tatagay
(Bytygay), drawing the structure of its ancient build-
ings and thus offering a comprehensive description.
In the same area, on the right bank of the river, 58
kilometers from Lake Korgalzhyn, I.P. Shangin dis-
covered the ruins of a mausoleum in 1816. Similar
ruins, which [.P. Shangin identified as remnants of
a fortress, were found 42 kilometers northwest of
Atbasar in the Akkairakty River valley (in the Be-
lagash area).

In 1832, A. Levshin inspected the ruins of two
domed mausoleums made of fired bricks on the
Yaksai Kon River (Jagsy Qon), which flows into
Lake Tengiz. In the same year, his work “Descrip-
tion of the Kyrgyz-Kaisak Hordes and Steppes” was
published, which was highly praised by researchers
of the ethnography of the Kazakh people (Sembi,
2015:150).

In the 1850s, the famous Kazakh historian and
traveler Shokan Shyngysuly Ualikhanov drew atten-
tion to the cult-memorial monuments of Saryarka.
He admired and highly valued these ancient struc-
tures, noting that the Turks built cities and left evi-
dence of their long life, wealth, and trade in them.
He remarked, “It is not surprising that in the distant
steppe, near Ulytau, along the Kengir rivers, one can
find numerous graves impressive in their architec-
ture: Kamyr Khan, Alasha Khan, Dombaul, Bolgan
Ana, and others. These monuments are truly unique,
and you won’t find such things in the steppe, except
on the Nura River, where the Bytygay mausoleum
is located, about which I have no reliable informa-
tion.” Ualikhanov wrote, “In the Kazakh grave and
its surroundings, the entire character of the Kazakh
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people is revealed, their mastery in the art of con-
struction, their carving, and painting” (Valikhanov,
1984: 190-197). In his studies, Shokan Ualikhanov
expressed the highest praise for the architectural
craftsmanship of the Kazakh people. He described
the mausoleums in Kengir as unique monuments
that have almost disappeared from the steppe, ex-
cept for the Bytygay monument on the Nura River,
about which he lacked complete information regard-
ing its architectural structure.

Shokan Ualikhanov identified two types of
memorial monuments: the first represents fortress
structures, and the second consists of pyramidal or
tent-like towers. The images of the Zhuban Ana
and Aitbulat mausoleums on the Sarysu River (Fig-
ure 2), as well as the Bytygay mausoleum on the
Nura River, are contour sketches left by Shokan
Ualikhanov. These sketches represent the contours
or general outlines of these memorial monuments,
which were recorded by the scholar in his research
notes. The images may depict the general shape
and exterior appearance of the mentioned mauso-
leums, making them an important source of data
for studying the monumental art and history of that
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period. Additionally, he described more complex
mausoleums in terms of construction techniques,
such as the Aitbulat mausoleum, which was built
on corner supports (squinches). Shokan Ualikha-

nov not only described the external appearance of
this impressive building but also sketched its in-
ternal structure, showing the transition from the
square to the vault.

In his work “Grave Structures of the Kirghiz
Steppes,” .A. Castagne, a member of the Orenburg
Scientific Archive Commission, organized the sys-
tematization of grave monuments in the Kazakh
steppes at the beginning of the 20th century. Cast-
agne was one of the first scholars to recognize the
importance of studying these structures. In his book,
I.A. Castagne distinguishes between pagan and Mus-
lim periods, starting from the 8th century (Castagne,
1911: 4). Based on his analysis of burial monuments
in the steppe zone of Kazakhstan, including the Tur-
gai region, [.A. Castagne identified up to 30 types
of grave structures and described their constructions

and burial rituals. He also paid attention to specific
types of structures, such as watch mounds used as
landmarks and stone mounds called “oba,” created
in memory of certain events. The researcher made
an important conclusion that the diversity of mound
types indicates the boundless respect for ancestors
among the people who created them. This highlights
the deep significance ancestors held in Kazakh cul-
ture and their important place in public conscious-
ness (Castagne, 1911: 26).

In 1974, the Kurgaldzhin detachment of the
Central Kazakhstan Archaeological Expedition, led
by Academician A.Kh. Margulan, conducted exca-
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vations of medieval structures in the valleys of the
Nura River. Among these monuments were mauso-
leums such as Bytygay, Syrly Tam, and Sulu Tam.

Under the leadership of A.Kh. Margulan, the
study of steppe monumental architecture began in
1946 as part of the Central Kazakhstan Archaeologi-
cal Expedition (Central Kazakhstan Archaeological
Expedition). Within the framework of these stud-
ies, A.Kh. Margulan documented and described the
memorial structures along the caravan routes in the
western part of Saryarka (Margulan et al., 1959). He
noted that the largest number of mausoleums was
found in the lower reaches of the Sarysu, Kengir,
and Turgai rivers, as well as in Betpak-Dala. The
distance between these monuments ranges from 5
to 20 kilometers, and they represent the remains of
medieval settlements and cities along the Sarysu
route. Margulan paid special attention to the group
of Kengir mausoleums, whose construction dates
back to the 13th and earlier centuries. These mau-
soleums are grand and monumental, comparable to
well-known monuments of Central Asia (Margulan,
1950: 116). Among the outstanding examples of re-
ligious structures, similar to the mausoleums of the
11th-12th centuries, such as Karakhan and Aisha
Bibi, the mausoleums of Zhoshy and Alasha Khan
hold a special place. Unfortunately, many architec-
tural monuments that were known in the 18th-19th
centuries and documented by Kazakh architects in
the mid-20th century have not survived to the pres-
ent day.

In the mid-1980s, the Ural-Kazakhstan Archae-
ological Expedition conducted a supplementary in-
vestigation of Western Saryarka as part of a project
to reconstruct water supply routes from Siberian riv-
ers to the Aral Sea (Khasenova, 2015: 54). As part of
this work, reconnaissance and excavation activities
were carried out in the area of the proposed canal
(Khabdullina, 1985; Khabdullina et al., 1986). The
expedition studied three raw-brick and fired-brick
mausoleums and excavated the Domolaker brick
mausoleum on the left bank of the Uly Zhylanshyk
River, where a burial with a fragment of a mirror
was discovered. Additionally, the expedition ana-
lyzed the tent-shaped portal raw-brick mausoleum
Atchergat, where two burial pits containing Muslim
burials were identified (Khabdullina, 1985: 33-34).
In 1989, the Ural-Kazakhstan Archaeological Ex-
pedition investigated the sacrificial and memorial
structure Aksak (Babenkov, 1996: 245-251).

During the Soviet period, local historians and
museum workers collected and recorded data on
architectural structures from the 14th to the 19th
centuries (Shivrina, 2005: 53). However, this infor-
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mation remained largely unknown to the broader
scientific community and the public. Archaeology
became the primary source for the partial restoration
of the historical and cultural landscape of the steppe
regions of Kazakhstan during the medieval period.

A new phase in the study of sacred monuments
in Saryarka spans the last decades of the 20th cen-
tury and the first decade of the current century. This
period is marked by active searches, discoveries,
and archaeological studies of mausoleums from the
Golden Horde era. Various archaeological expedi-
tions from the K.A. Akishev Archaeological Re-
search Institute, the A.Kh. Margulan Institute of Ar-
chaeology, the Saryarka Archaeological Institute at
the E. Buketov Karaganda State University, as well
as researchers from the Margulan Center at Pavlo-
dar Pedagogical University, have been actively in-
volved in this research area.

The Bozok settlement is a significant archaeo-
logical site in Kazakhstan. Located on the outskirts
of Astana, surrounded by the swamps of the left
bank of the Ishim River, the settlement was discov-
ered by archaeologist K.A. Akishev and has attract-
ed the attention of scholars for many decades. Since
1999, the Yesil Archaeological Expedition of the
K.A. Akishev Archaeological Research Institute has
conducted excavations at the Bozok settlement (Ak-
ishev, Khabdullina, 2008: 25-26). Over the course
of these studies, five mausoleums were discovered
and investigated. Near two of the mausoleums, built
of fired bricks, brick kilns were also found, presum-
ably used for firing the bricks.

The mausoleums at the Bozok settlement are rep-
resented by high platforms on which square, single-
chamber structures were erected. The walls of these
mausoleums were constructed without foundations
and have an uneven shape, with a thickness of about
0.8-1.2 meters (Khabdullina, 2010: 386-390). The
entrance to them is located on the southern side. Due
to the lack of information about the height and struc-
ture of the roofs, it is assumed that the vaults of these
structures have not been preserved. The brick mauso-
leums were likely adorned with ceramic finials, simi-
lar to “kubb,” glazed in dark green and bright blue
colors. This is typical decoration for such architec-
tural monuments. Local materials were used to make
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the bricks and finials, as evidenced by the presence of
brick kilns near some of the mausoleums.

In the early 2000s, initial reports emerged about
medieval cultic and memorial complexes discovered
in the Pavlodar region of the Irtysh River basin (Ar-
tykbaev et al., 2004: 43-53). In 2001, through orga-
nized and targeted searches, the Zhayyk settlement
was discovered in Western Kazakhstan. Research at
this site led to the discovery and study of two mau-
soleums from the Golden Horde period (Ahatov,
2018: 2013). From 2003 to 2005, the Irtysh Archae-
ological Expedition, involving scientists from the
A.Kh. Margulan Institute of Archaeology and Pav-
lodar State University (headed by T.N. Smagulov),
conducted research at the Kalbasun Tower. The
excavations revealed two significant monuments
from the 14th-15th centuries. Artifacts and burial
rites indicate that these ruins were structures of the
Muslim nomadic elite of Eastern Saryarka. The re-
search results, including materials on the Kalbasun
Tower excavations, the necropolis, and the Auliye-
Kol residence, were summarized in the monograph
“Kalbasun Tower” (Smagulov, 2012: 131-133).

Ruins of a previously unknown fired brick mau-
soleum in the Zhanthai area of the Aktogay district,
Pavlodar region, surveyed by archaeologist T.N.
Smagulov, suggest the presence of a new neighbor-
hood with elite monuments from the Golden Horde
period in the Selity River valley. Of particular inter-
est among the monuments of the Selity microdistrict
are the brick mausoleum in the Mortyk area and the
ruins of settlements and mausoleums made of fired
brick in the Baynyaz and Kyzyloba regions, located
at the junction of Akmolinsk and Pavlodar regions
(Smagulov, 2012: 112). These finds are significant
for studying the history and culture of the region
during the Golden Horde period.

Since 2007, the A.Kh. Margulan Institute of
Archaeology of the Ministry of Education and Sci-
ence of Kazakhstan, in collaboration with Pavlodar
State University, has been conducting regular sci-
entific research at the Auliye-Kol complex as part
of the state project “Cultural Heritage.” The monu-
ment is located northwest of the city of Ekibastuz,
in the Karoba area, where the Olenya River flows
into Auliye-Kol Lake (Smagulov et al., 2009: 228).
The research uncovered a mausoleum consisting of
two chambers, constructed of fired and mud bricks.
The structure measured 19 by 12 meters, with walls
having an impressive thickness of 1 meter. The en-
trance was on the southern side. The walls of the
monument were richly decorated with ceramic tiles
and carved bricks, and the portal and dome were
covered with blue glaze. The mausoleum comprised

two rooms: a ziyaratkhana, an octagonal structure
located centrally, and a gurkhana, which contained
two burials in wooden coffins and one earlier in a
ground grave. The burials followed Islamic rites,
with some pre-Islamic customs typical for burials
from the 14th to 16th centuries.

In 2009-2010 and 2020, the Yesil Archaeologi-
cal Expedition of the K.A. Akishev Institute of Ar-
chaeology investigated the remains of a cultic and
memorial monument near the village of Korgalzhyn
in Akmolinsk region (Khabdullina et al., 2011).
On the southern shore of Lake Zhanibek-Shalkar,
the remains of a mausoleum were represented by
a low mound strewn with fragments of fired bricks
and broken pieces of polychrome terracotta with
green glaze. During the study, rectangular tiles with
stamped floral patterns were discovered. Academi-
cian K.M. Baipakov analyzed the ornamental style
and dated the monument to the 14th-15th centuries.
The archaeological excavations revealed five burial
pits, one of which contained a double burial, as well
as thirteen 14th-15th century coins with Arabic or-
namentation, bronze pendants, earrings, and beads
(Kasenalin, 2020: 4). New data on burial rites and
the architectural characteristics of the 14th-15th
century memorial structure allow for the reconstruc-
tion of the mausoleum’s appearance, determination
of its characteristics, and integration into the histori-
cal and cultural landscape of medieval Kazakhstan.

In the fall of 2018, researchers from the National
Museum of the Republic of Kazakhstan conducted
comprehensive studies on the mausoleums of Jushi
Khan, Aykamyr, and Bolgan Ana in the Ulytau dis-
trict of Karaganda region. These monuments date to
the Golden Horde period. Excavations of the Bolgan
Ana mausoleum uncovered the burial of a woman of
high social status. Her burial was found in a wood-
en sarcophagus filled with exquisite accompanying
artifacts. Radiocarbon dating of remains from the
mausoleums indicated that these structures date to
the 13th-14th centuries (Kasenalin, 2019: 53).

In 2019, scientists from SKSU named after
M. Kozybaev, in collaboration with the Margulan
Center at Pavlodar State University, discovered the
remains of seven mausoleums in the lower reach-
es of the Selity River in North Kazakhstan. At the
Kyzyl Oba necropolis, bricks of various sizes, gold
jewelry, ceramic dishes, and household items were
found. Archaeological surveys, aerial photography
analysis, and the identification of numerous signs of
ancient irrigation systems such as dams and ditches,
as well as fragments of ceramic vessels related to
water-lifting mechanisms, were recorded. Research-
ers believe that the mausoleum, dating to the mid-
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late 14th century, may contain burials of members
of the ruling Juchi Khan dynasty, belonging to the
Chinggisid dynasty.

In 2021, a complete archaeological investiga-
tion of the production center at the medieval settle-
ment of Bytygay was conducted for the first time
(Sakenov et al., 2021: 134). Archaeological artifacts
indicate that a full technological cycle was opera-
tional here during the Middle Ages, including raw
material extraction (gancha), preliminary process-
ing using stone mills, slaking of the raw material in
special containers, melting of the material in a spe-
cial kiln for glaze production, and firing bricks in
kilns. The presence of waste and defective products
indicates not only a complete production cycle but
also its long-term existence. The found samples of
carved terracotta and glazed bricks point to a gener-
ation of craftsmen who were recognized specialists
in medieval architecture.

Conclusion

Thus, the territory encompassing the valleys
of the steppe rivers Nura, Ishim, Sarysu, Kengir,
Shiderty, and Seleta stands out for its significant
number of architectural monuments. This abundance
of monuments is explained by natural and climatic

features, historical heritage, and its advantageous
location on caravan routes connecting the northern
and southern regions. These factors indicate a de-
veloped material culture in the region since ancient
times, as evidenced by burial rituals and the presence
of tomb structures. The development of medieval
steppe architecture in Kazakhstan was largely influ-
enced by early Islam. The mausoleums combined
Islamic architectural elements such as domes and
arched forms with local traditions and styles, creat-
ing a unique regional appearance. It is traditionally
believed that mausoleums appeared with the adop-
tion of Islam. However, archaeological findings in
Saryarka and the Aral Sea region trace the genesis
of mausoleum architecture back to the late Bronze
Age. These proto-mausoleums were built from raw
bricks, had a square foundation, and domed vaults.
Only further research on this issue will shed light on
the history and culture of medieval Saryarka.

To date, the remains of more than 30 mausole-
ums have been recorded and archaeologically stud-
ied on the territory of Saryarka. In addition, searches
and compilation of a collection of mausoleums of
the Golden Horde period of Saryarka are underway,
which allows us to expand our knowledge of the cult
and memorial monuments of this region during the
Golden Horde period.

Ethnocultural features of the population

Scientific novelty: the study of comparative ethnocultural, ethnodemographic processes among the
urban population of Almaty and Ankara is one of the most significant scientific studies in domestic and
Turkish historical and ethnological science. New data and sources reveling this topic will be introduced
into scientific circulation, which will be directly based on the author’s ethnographic materials, the results
of surveys, statistical and literary sources. The latter can also include data from demographic yearbooks,
National Population censuses, mass media, and research by leading domestic and Turkish ethnologists,
demographers, sociologists, anthropologists. It is supposed to use such well-known methods ahd analy-

Relations of the Mamluk sultanate
with the italian states (based on italian sources)

In the Middle Ages, the Mamluk Sultanate was one of the main medieval Muslim states in the East.
From the moment the Mamluk Sultanate was established, it began to maintain contacts with foreign
countries in various fields. During its existence, the Mamluks established relations with European states,
including the Italian republics. In the 13th-16th centuries, the relations established with the Italian states
became a branch of the international relations system in Europe at that time. The scientific article exam-
ines the history of political relations between the Mamluk Sultanate and the Italian states. A scientific
analysis of diplomatic relations that developed on the basis of trade relations between the Italian repub-
lics and the Mamluk Sultanate is carried out. Diplomatic and political relations between the Italians and
the Mamluks are assessed as a direction of medieval diplomacy. Based on Italian materials, the history
of relations between the Venetian, Florentine and other Italian republics, which were interconnected by
diplomatic and international relations, with the Mamluk Sultanate is presented. At the same time, the
political position of the Mamluks in relation to the Italians and the main directions of foreign relations
are considered.

South Korea’s policy towards the European Union:
main stages, features and development trends

The article examines the history of South Korea’s policy towards the European Union since its forma-
tion. The purpose of the article is to study South Korea’s policy towards European countries after gaining
independence in 1948. It was important for South Korea to gain diplomatic recognition of independent
European states. The article, based on South Korean and European materials, examines the policies of
the presidential administrations of Rhee Syngman, Park Chung-hee, Roh Tae-woo, etc. The study used a
descriptive method to capture the main points of interaction between South Korea and the EU countries.
A realistic approach to international relations was used to analyze bilateral contacts between Seoul and
Brussels, according to which states are primarily guided by their national interests when cooperating with
other states. The study showed that Park Chung-hee, having become president of South Korea in 1962,
intensified his foreign policy activities towards cooperation with developed Western European countries.
He sought to attract investment into the economy, open the European market for South Korean business
and isolate North Korea in the international arena. In the late 1980s, a thaw in the Cold War occurred
on the international stage, which made it possible for South Korean President Roh Tae-woo to pursue his
“Northern Policy” and establish contacts with the Soviet Union and Eastern European countries.

The author came to the conclusion that after the end of the authoritarian period in South Korea, po-
litical, economic and humanitarian ties between Seoul and Brussels are strengthening and expanding. In
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addition, the article reveals the contractual and legal relations between the European Union and South
Korea, as well as trade disputes between South Korean and European businesses.

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REGULATORY FRAMEWORK

During the period of Kazakhstan’s independence, the system of managing audiovisual archives un-
derwent significant changes and went through several stages. However, over time, domestic researchers
have concluded that audiovisual documents are a unique type of document that influences the renewal
of historical thinking in the context of the development of modern historical science. Therefore, this type
of document has also been legally ensured from a normative-legal perspective.

The article examines the normative-legal framework of audiovisual documents, with a focus on the
historical aspects of their formation and development. The study analyzes the evolution of legislation
regulating the use of audiovisual materials, starting from the Soviet period to the present, in the context
of the country’s independence. Furthermore, the article covers not only the history of the normative-
legal framework for audiovisual documents in our country but also considers the current state of these
documents.

Various analysis methods were used in the research process, including comparative analysis, histori-
cal-legal methods, and documentary analysis. These methods helped to deepen the understanding of the
process of forming the normative-legal framework and its impact on the development of the audiovisual
document industry.

The article explores key stages in the formation of legal systems regulating the handling, distribution,
and storage of audiovisual documents, as well as the role of legal norms in ensuring cultural diversity,
access to information, and protecting the interests of all participants in this process.

The storage and use of audiovisual documents confirm their high legal potential. The history of form-
ing the normative-methodological framework in the field of audiovisual documents and its current state
is directly related to the practical demands of publishing historical data.

Today, researchers in the country give significant attention to audiovisual documents, which sig-
nificantly complement the National Archive Fund with valuable historical data. In the preservation of
historical heritage, especially in periods when all confirmations are only through documents, laws, regu-
lations, and instructions play a crucial role in society. Therefore, the article systematically addresses the
relevance of legislative issues concerning audiovisual documents in modern conditions.

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Introduction

In accordance with the requirements of the
times, society has entered the era of global infor-
mation society. The emergence of many forms of
information provision and information exchange
has brought many new opportunities to mankind.
Audiovisual documents are a type of document that
takes an important place among archival documents,
both in terms of need and volume. One of the fea-
tures of the modern era is that the importance of
audiovisual documents is increasing year by year.
Today, this document has become an integral part
of public life. And one of the main goals of these
documents is to deliver information to the people.
Compared to traditional documents, audiovisual
documents have their own special features. The vi-
sual and audio features of this document can give
the reader an emotional impact on his inner state,
more than a traditional document. Audiovisual
documents, like other documents, belong to his-
torical data. Due to these features and importance,
audiovisual documents have gained a special place
in society. Therefore, it is natural that the demand
for these documents from society is increasing. In
this regard, not only presenting the public with ret-
rospective documents, but also the work of inform-
ing them by making their accessibility efficient and
convenient is one of the current issues. Issues of ac-
cess to archival documents and their use began to be
implemented after the independence of the countries
of the joint USSR. This created a great opportunity
to open archives in the country, to look at archive
documents from a new perspective, to study events
in depth. The development of computer technolo-
gies also had a positive effect on the increase of au-
diovisual documents. Since the 90s of the 20th cen-
tury, archive documents have become the subject
of numerous and diverse publications in historical,
scientific-public and other journals.

The opening of the archives marked the begin-
ning of a new era in the study of the history of not
only our country, but also other states, certain phe-
nomena and events (A.V. Korobova, 2016). The his-
tory of information about the regulatory legal and
methodological base of audiovisual documents in
Kazakhstan is closely related to the history of the
Central State archive of film-photo documents and
audio recordings. It is not only the only institution
that preserves audiovisual documents of our coun-
try, but it is also a scientific and methodical center
where archives, other institutions, and organiza-
tions preserve them. This institution with a history
of more than 80 years includes film documents —

30 thousand units, photo documents — 25 thousand
units, phono documents — more than 15 thousand
units. Preservation of such valuable documents as
historical relics and making them available is also
part of this institution. In the first years of indepen-
dence, the field of archives also went through dif-
ficult periods and some difficulties. It was necessary
to find a solution to many stored problems related
to the field of archives. However, with the passage
of time, the work of the archival industry became
somewhat regulated and began to fall into one chan-
nel. One of the main issues is to improve the use and
publication of audiovisual documents by improving
the regulatory and legal framework for the activities
of archive institutions.

The forms of use of audiovisual documents in
the country are defined in the Law «On the Nation-
al Archive Fund and Archives» approved in 1998.
Since this law concerns all areas and documents of
the management of all archives in the country, it is
natural to include the preservation of audiovisual
heritage in it. The approved legislation is the leading
direction of the country’s cinematographic activity.

The relevance of the topic stems from the need
to regulate the processes of using and accessing
film, video, photo, phonodocuments at the legisla-
tive level.

Materials and methods

The main purpose of the article is not only to
consider the legal basis of the use of audiovisual
archive documents in the country, but also to iden-
tify its current problems. In the study, the Law «On
the National Archive Fund and Archives» and the
regulation «On approval of the principles of col-
lection, storage, accounting and use of documents
of the National Archive Fund and other archival
documents of state and special state archives», as
well as the works of Russian and Kazakhstani sci-
entists as the main sources. was used. For this pur-
pose, traditional methods of data science such as
data testing, analysis, classification and systemati-
zation were used. The legislative acts on the use of
audiovisual documents and the current activities of
the Central State Archive of Cinema-Photographic
Documents and Audio Recordings related to this
issue were analyzed and a comparative analysis
was made. In the course of the article, the use of
the comparative method became the basis for com-
paring the measures being taken on the regulatory
and legal basis of audiovisual archive documents
in the republic with the works being done in this
direction in the Russian archives. In the course of
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the research, the importance of audiovisual docu-
ments as archival data for the society was revealed,
not limited to the analysis of laws. The importance
and specificity of using audiovisual documents was
widely discussed.

Research results and discussion

History of the regulatory and legal framework
of audiovisual archives in the Soviet period

Legal support of the activity of archives is a
decisive moment for its successful activity in the
modern legal field. Analysis of the state and devel-
opment of the normative legal and methodological
base of audiovisual archives is a necessary stage in
determining the general strategy of its activity in the
current period. Development of methodological as-
pects of the complex of problems related to audiovi-
sual documents and their practical implementation,
organization of proper storage of these documents
in institutions and optimization of work with these
documents. With the emergence of various organi-
zational and legal structures in society, the archive
faced serious problems in its activities. The long-
term absence of regulatory legal acts has had a nega-
tive impact on the collection of valuable sources for
the archival society, providing work with audiovi-
sual documents (Seksenbaeva G.A, 2019).

In their public role, archives not only preserve
retrospective information, but also have a social
function and the use of this information. Therefore,
when using archival documentation, the priority of
human rights, including the right to know the his-
tory of one’s country, should prevail (Seksenbaeva
G.A., Alpysbaeva N.K., 2016). In addition, infor-
mation provision with archive documents according
to users’ requests is one of the priority directions of
development of works in the field of archives (E.M.
Grinevich, 2017).

We can say that the history of the organization
of the archive industry in the republic was formed
during the period of publication of the first Soviet
decrees, which laid the foundations of archival doc-
uments (Zhumagulov K.T., Nurpeisova B.E., Sab-
denova G.E., 2007).

Private filmmaking also developed rapidly at
the beginning of the 20th century and continued to
grow during the World War, February and October
revolutions. In the Russian film market, not only
domestic central and local firms, distribution offices
and photographers, but also foreign departments of
motion pictures were actively working, but none of
them thought of creating a specialized film photog-
raphy warehouse.
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Reforming and centralizing the work of the ar-
chive began at the beginning of the 20th century.
After the events of February-October 1917, the new
authorities at the center and in local areas took mea-
sures to protect the archives of the abolished insti-
tutions of the tsarist and provisional governments.
Until 1918, all motion picture documents were
privately owned by motion picture entrepreneurs.
In April 1918, “Kinogazeta” raised the question of
creating a film museum of history — an archive of
film and photo documents, where all films depicting
important events in the history of the country will be
collected (Batalin V.N., Malysheva G.E. 2011). In
accordance with the decrees of the Soviet govern-
ment in 1918-1919, the production, accounting and
use of cinematographic products was handed over to
the state. Accordingly, the Decree of the new gov-
ernment dated June 1, 1918 “On the reorganization
and centralization of archives in the RSFSR” was is-
sued. After the nationalization of the film and photo
industry, photo albums and positive photo materials
from the pre-revolutionary period and the first years
of Soviet rule were concentrated in the [V section of
the State Archive of the RSFSR. First of all, it was
necessary to select negatives until 1921, regardless
of their technical condition.

On the basis of the decree, the archive business
introduced a system of centralized management of
the archives of the Union countries. Kazakhstan, a
member of the Union, was also considered a part
of the said archive. Most of the documents of the
Kazakh warehouses first became part of the archive
fund of the RSFSR, then the USSR. By implement-
ing the problem of collecting data related to our
country, it was intended to collect new material sup-
pliers that appeared in accordance with the devel-
opment of science and technology. Soviet archival
authorities had the right to collect film photographic
documents from the personal archives of cinematog-
raphers and professional photographers, but at the
same time, many valuable film photographic ma-
terials did not enter the state archives, because the
rights of private owners were not guaranteed, but in
addition to archives, museums also collected materi-
als. The recognition of film stills as documents was
the first real step of the state in organizing a special-
ized archive. However, it was not until 1927 that the
cinematographic documents could be consolidated
in one place. A certain number of film still remains
in a number of research institutions, museums and
organizations. Taking this situation into account, in
1928, a decision was made to organize an indepen-
dent photo-cinema archive and build a special stor-
age building in Moscow on the territory of the for-
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mer Lefortov palace. Film documents obtained from
film organizations remained unsorted for nearly ten
years.

On April 10, 1929, the Central Archive Depart-
ment of the USSR was established, which began
to create archives of All-Union importance. Also,
in the post-war period, Methodological ideas were
formed about the specialized conditions necessary
for the storage of audiovisual documents on vari-
ous material carriers, the requirements for equip-
ping and using classrooms for working with film,
photo and phono documents were determined (GN
Lanskoi). Since audiovisual archives are close to
technical archives by definition, it should be noted
that at each stage of archive activity: from the stage
of receiving documents to state storage, to the stage
of providing the requested information to research-
ers, the archive needs special equipment that meets
current requirements. In the early 1940s, not only
the volume of film and photographic information,
but also the technique of their execution was signifi-
cantly improved: narrow film cameras, sound cine-
mas appeared. These changes not only strengthened
the technical and informational aspects of film and
photo documents, but also influenced the resolution
of the issues of evaluation and selection of sources
separately by type.

The Central State Archive of film-photo docu-
ments and audio recordings in our country has un-
dergone several reconstructions and changes over
the course of more than half a century. All changes
were made in 1941 of the Council of People’s Com-
missars of the USSR “On approval of the Regula-
tions of the state funds of the USSR and systems
of state archives of the USSR”. It started with the
resolution No. 723 of March 29. Council of Peo-
ple’s Commissars of the CPSU “1943”. April 1 in
Almaty. On January 27, 1943, the Central Repub-
lic adopted Resolution No. 25 on the creation of the
State Archive of Cinema and Photographic Docu-
ments (http://kfdz.kz/History dated 20.09.2024).
However, according to the rules, the archive was a
scientific research institution under the archive de-
partment of the Central Committee of the People’s
Commissariat of Internal Affairs of the CPSU. Since
1943, the first kilometers of film — the living history
of the Second World War — began to be collected
in the archive fund. The joint central film studios
(BOKS), organized by Moscow, Leningrad and Al-
maty cinematographers, contributed to the compila-
tion of the rich documentary heritage of that time in
the archive. The period of BOXING, which is fa-
mous in all respects, is associated with the names of
Dziga Vertov, Roman Karmen, Eduard Tisse, Irina

Wenger, Yakov Poselsky, Mikhail Slutsky, known
to the world. In 1944, “Instructions on the procedure
for accounting and storage of photographic docu-
ments in institutions, enterprises and organizations
of the archives of the USSR were developed and
put into practice, which determined the composition
of photographic documents of interest to the state
archives (Instruction on the procedure of account-
ing and storage..., 1944:12). Since 1955 Special at-
tention was given to photographic documents in this
direction. In the “Manual for scientific and technical
processing and cataloging of photographic docu-
ments” (1957), emphasis was placed on the data
analysis of photographic documents a large array
of photographs led to the need to develop improved
methodological recommendations for their evalu-
ation and selection for state storage. In 1978, the
All-Union Research Institute of Archives and Docu-
mentation (BIZ) compiled a long experience of ar-
chiving cinematographic documents. Subsequently,
normative-methodological documents created in
the Kazakhstan film and photo archive were based
on the indicated methodological recommendations
(Seksenbaeva G.A, 2020). . The problems of evalu-
ation of audiovisual documents and collection of ar-
chives with them included the manual “Procedure
for working with film-photo-phono-documents of
state archives”, which is the main and unified nor-
mative document in the territory of the USSR. Thus,
the long-term experience of organizing work with
departmental film photo archives and the subse-
quent procedure for the selection and acceptance of
film photo documents into the state storage were ap-
proved within the framework of a single normative
document. In addition, the archive has developed a
methodological complex for certain types of work
based on all-Union model principles and guidelines.
The development of methodological aspects of the
complex of problems related to audiovisual docu-
mentation and their introduction into service prac-
tice, as a whole, had a positive effect on the proper
organization of their preservation for our country.

Current normative legal framework of audio-
visual documents

The main goal of archivist specialists after the
collapse of the USSR is to preserve and reproduce
documents from the past and important historical
sources that depict the current life of our states,
leaving them as a legacy to society (Miymanbaeva
F.N., 2018).

During the years of independence, there were
radical changes in the structure of the archival work
and archive network of Kazakhstan, especially in
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the development of the regulatory and legal frame-
work. During the period of the country’s indepen-
dence, the system of archive institutions developed
further. The main goal of conducting the state policy
in the field of archives is to ensure the formation
and preservation of the optimal composition of the
National Archive Fund.

This identified a number of challenges that
needed to be addressed:

- improvement of the normative-legal basis of
activity of archival institutions;

- improvement of work organization based on
introduction of advanced scientific and technical ex-
perience; — development of material and technical
base;

- increasing the effectiveness of measures to en-
sure the preservation of documents;

- introduction of automated archival technolo-
gies;

- expansion of access to information resources,
archival institutions using the Internet, etc. b.

In the first years of independence, there were no
regulatory laws in the field of archives in the coun-
try. However, in this direction, the Constitution of
the Republic of Kazakhstan adopted several laws,
resolutions and instructions based on the Basic Law.
The Law “On the National Archive Fund and Ar-
chives” was first adopted in 1998 in the field of ar-
chives in the country (On the National Archive Fund
and Archives...). The first Law in the history of Ka-
zakhstan not only legally established the function-
ing of the archive industry as an independent branch
of public service, but also created a legal framework
for the fulfillment of a three-fold task: the formation
of written historical and cultural heritage, ensuring
its preservation, using it in the interests of society
and the state, and furthering the archive work. deter-
mined priorities in development and improvement.
Their activity and main task is aimed at preserv-
ing and increasing the documentary heritage of the
people. These laws not only ensure the preserva-
tion of audiovisual documents, but also give special
importance as a retrospective information-carrying
document. Moreover, these documents are classified
as documents with cultural and social value. There-
fore, the use of audiovisual documents is based on
the legal situation. Another feature is that, compared
to traditional documents, the use of audiovisual ma-
terial is carried out only according to special laws
and regulations, guidelines.

In November 2001, the then President of the
Republic of Kazakhstan signed the Law of 1998
“On the National Archive Fund and Archives” with
a number of provisions related to the transfer of
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documents to state storage, the responsibility of us-
ers for the preservation of documents, the correct
use of information obtained during the use of ar-
chive documents, etc. b. signed explanatory chang-
es and additions. In all documents, it was noted
that the material and technical base of the industry
is morally and physically outdated, does not meet
modern standards and needs (Miymanbaeva F.N.,
2019). Although this law plays a positive role in
preserving the country’s historical heritage, today
it is clear that the legal environment in the archives
is imperfect.

On this new legal basis, taking into account the
accumulated work experience of archival institu-
tions and foreign archival practices, the Ministry
of Culture and Sports developed the principles of
“Collection, storage, accounting and use of docu-
ments of the National Archives Fund, other archival
documents of state and specialized state archives”
dated December 22, 2014. , confirmed. They show
the fundamentally new initial position of state ar-
chives as a storehouse of documentary cultural val-
ues, a real information system, a qualitatively new
category of state management body — the National
Archive Fund and all areas of archival work (Sek-
senbaeva G.A, 2014).

The issue of access and use of archive docu-
ments at the legislative level was the first to be tack-
led by experts in the field of archives of the Russian
Federation. This is evidenced by the establishment
of the temporary Regulation “On the procedure
for access to archival documents and the rules for
their use”, created for the purpose of regulating and
adapting the Federal law “on repression”. (Zhaku-
pova G.T., Zhunisbaeva A.A., 2018).

Moreover, in Russia, earlier than us, in 1993,
“On the archive fund and archives of the Russian
Federation” was adopted. This law is called “Ar-
chive Case of the Russian Federation” dated Octo-
ber 22, 2004 (as amended on June 18, 2017).

In accordance with the principles of collection,
storage, accounting and use of documents of the Na-
tional Archives Fund and other archival documents of
state and special state archives, the types of publica-
tions of archival documents (scientific, popular and
educational) and type (by fund, thematic or other) of
their It is stated that the purpose, the specificity of the
selection of sources, the composition of the archival
documents and their GAA, will be determined by the
reception-handover of the text (https://adilet.zan.kz/
kaz/docs/V2300033290 date of access 25.09.2024).
Accordingly, several forms of publication of archival
documents are specified in the said law. For example:
1) print: series, collection, album, booklet, prospec-
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tus, poster, media publication 2) electronic: hyper-
text, multimedia, database.

For example, the work of the website of the
Central State Archive of Film Photo Documents and
Sound Recordings of the Republic of Kazakhstan
envisages the possibility of using electronic infor-
mation resources with unlimited access. Users of
documents with limited access are given the oppor-
tunity to use electronic / digitized documents within
the walls of the educational institution without the
right to further distribute them (http://kfdz.kz/index.
php?module=News Data access: 10.09.2024).

The collection of audiovisual documents in the
archive of the Ministry of Defense of the Republic
of Kazakhstan is carried out in accordance with the
instruction “The order of admission of film docu-
ments and video phonograms to the state archive”.
It shows the preservation of these documents, evalu-
ation of their value, the composition and complex of
audiovisual documents subject to state preservation.
The instruction “Ensure acceptance and storage of
valuable audiovisual documents in state storage”
consists of six chapters.

Currently, the Central State archive of film-pho-
to documents and sound recordings is a state institu-
tion. And the Ministry of Culture and Information
of the Republic of Kazakhstan provides services in
accordance with the charter of the state institution
“Central State Archive of Cinema-Photographic
Documents and Audio Recordings”. Thus, in order
to ensure the preservation of archival documents
and their comprehensive use for the benefit of citi-
zens, society and the independent state, the legisla-
tive foundations were laid to regulate the formation,
organization of storage, accounting, use and man-
agement of archives and archive funds. Legislative
changes affected all levels of archival management,
including preservation of documents, including au-
diovisual heritage. This direction remains one of the
leading directions of the country’s film and photo
archive and activities.

Conclusion

The topic of legal regulation of relations in
the field of archives is one of the topics discussed
among the professional community (Mustafina
A .Kh., 2020). The rapid development of informa-
tion technologies in the country began to dominate
audiovisual documents in culture, politics, sports
and many other fields. Today, the “Central State
Archive of Cinema-Photo-Documents and Audio
Recordings” with more than 200,000 video, photo
and audio documents is the only specialized center

in the republic that preserves retrospective audiovi-
sual information on the history of Kazakhstan from
the end of the 19th century to the beginning of the
20th century.

“Central State Archive of Cinema-Photo-Doc-
uments and Sound Recordings” is not only a na-
tional archive of film and video documents, but also
a unique technotronic archive in our country, as an
integral link in the chain of creation of information
products in mass media, television and film produc-
tion, scientific research. takes a special place. The
audio-visual documents of the central state archive
of film-photo documents and sound recordings
are so diverse that they inform about all important
events not only in our country but also abroad. The
current stage of the development of archives in our
country is characterized by the constant growth of
society’s need for retrospective documentary infor-
mation, which creates the need to improve the work
of archives on providing them with information, re-
quires the search for more effective forms and meth-
ods of providing information to consumers. All this
creates the need for further development of regula-
tory and legal norms. In this period, the archive fund
for supplementing and supplementing the National
Archive of the state archive service institutions fo-
cuses on paying attention to the documents in the
state sphere and revitalizing the work. The main
task and goal of the work of audiovisual documents
is always to maximize political satisfaction on the
use of documents, to provide access to retrospective
documentary information to the economic, scientific
and socio-cultural demands of citizens and the state
within the framework of legislation.

Today, the fund, which is a leading archive in
terms of technical availability, faces modern chal-
lenges. Since the contents of archive documents are
complex, they need to be stored in a special mode.
And the digital system allows to quickly meet the
demand of researchers. In this regard, more than 40
percent of the Central State archive of film-photo
documents and audio recordings have been trans-
ferred to digital format. In recent years, especially,
the demand for documents on the construction and
reconstruction of buildings has increased. Today, the
number of visitors to the study hall of the Archive
is increasing. Every year, the interest of foreign re-
searchers in ancient archival documents is increas-
ing. Currently, with the development of the newest
information technologies, Audiovisual documents
are becoming dominant in many fields of culture,
science, politics, sports and others.

Today, it is clear that the legal environment in
audiovisual archives is not fully developed. Many

The historical geography of the Karabakh region
of Azerbaijan in the post-war years (1946-1950)

The article is devoted to the study of the historical geography of the Karabakh region of Azerbaijan
in the post-war years (1946-1950) and is related to the impact of the Second World War on Azerbaijan,
and Karabakh in particular. The reason for choosing this topic is the importance of Karabakh for Azerbai-
jan. The period of 1946-1950 has not been studied in the historical literature of Azerbaijan, especially
from the historical and geographical side. The main direction is to show the changes taking place in
1946-1950, namely in the geography of the population and cultural geography. After the war, the popu-
lation decreased sharply, which could have a bad effect on the future development of Karabakh, so much
was done to change the situation and socio-cultural measures were taken to improve it. A comparative
method of historical geography was used in the article, which showed the dynamics and the results
occurring during this period. The main result of the study is that the Second World War, despite the
negative consequences (the population decline), opened a new path for further development in culture,
education and many other spheres of the population of Karabakh.

Migration processes in Poland’s foreign
and domestic policy in the 1930s and 1940s

The article examines in detail the diplomatic relations of the Second Polish-Lithuanian Common-
wealth with the USSR and Germany, the desire of its rulers to join the ranks of a regional power, the
prerequisites for such political decisions, the reasons for rejecting the alliance with the Soviet Union and
rapprochement with Germany, as well as the influence of leading countries such as England and France
on Poland. As a result of these events, the article assesses the consequences of mass migrations, the
increase in the number of refugees, and the use of deportations as a political tool during this time. The
aim of this article is to examine the national and migration policies of the Second Polish-Lithuanian Com-
monwealth, its relations with leading countries, and the political reasons behind the division of Poland.
Additionally, it is essential to understand the ethnic and demographic policies of the USSR, Poland, and
the Third Reich. To achieve this goal, the works of Kazakh and Western scholars, as well as those of So-
viet and post-Soviet researchers have been analyzed. The focus of the article is to examine the policies
of Jozef Pilsudski and Jozef Beck, assessing the agreements between the Polish government and other
countries. Methods of comparative analysis, synthesis, and historical research were used.

In conclusion, it is noteworthy that the collapse of the Polish-Lithuanian Commonwealth led to
migration in Eastern Europe, causing interethnic tensions. To address these issues, governments imple-
mented a deportation policy. This event significantly altered the political and demographic landscape
of Europe.

The legacy of Khalel Argynbayev
on traditional kazakh family rituals

In connection with the celebration in 2024 of the 100th anniversary of the birth of a major eth-
nographer, one of the founders of Kazakh ethnography, Kh.A. Argynbaev, the Ch.Ch. Valikhanov
Institute of History and Ethnology began implementing a grant project for the purpose of academic
reprinting in Kazakh and Russian languages of the scientist’s works, thereby making them available
to a wider circle of professional scientists, as well as the general public to popularize knowledge on
the historical ethnography of the Kazakhs among a wide Russian-speaking audience. The purpose of
this article is to highlight the contribution of Kh. Argynbaev to the study of Kazakh wedding rituals,
which had several successive stages. The research methodology is based on general scientific methods
of logical analysis and synthesis, a structural-functional approach, in which family rituals as a social
institution are considered part of the rituals of the family cycle, and internally are divided into a series
of sequential rituals, for example, preliminary wedding negotiations, matchmaking, etc. The factual
material, conclusions and assessments of the study can be used in the scientific and educational pro-
cess, when conducting lectures and practical classes with students in major specialties at all levels of
training (bachelor’s, master’s and doctoral studies), when compiling educational and methodological
complexes of elective disciplines, writing textbooks and textbooks on the ethnology of Kazakhstan,
the history of science.

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Traditional settlements and housing of the North-Eastern Kazakhs
in the early researches of Kh.A. Argynbayev

The article shows the contribution of the outstanding ethnographer Kh.A. Argynbayev, one of the
first scientists in Kazakhstan to study traditional settlements, housing and economic complexes of the
Kazakhs of North-Eastern Kazakhstan at the turn of the mid-19th — early 20th centuries. It is noted that
they functioned in the conditions of the prevailing economic and cultural type, represented by nomadic
and semi-nomadic cattle breeding, as well as the emerging transition to a semi-sedentary and sedentary
way of life. Along with the established forms and types of the material culture under consideration, the
influence of close socio-cultural, economic and everyday contact of the Russian-Ukrainian population
was also observed. The article is based on interdisciplinary research, at the intersection of ethnology,
ethnography, and historiography. The methods of historical ethnography, historiographical analysis, and
ethnological expertise are used. The scientific novelty lies in the formulation of the problem itself, since
traditional settlements and dwellings of the northeastern Kazakhs were not previously considered as a
problem in ethnology in the works of H. Argynbaev. It was revealed that in the process of ethnographic
research, Khalel Argynbaevich substantiated his vision and conclusions, widely relying on a significant
range of archival and written sources touching upon the problem in one aspect or another on the scale
of the region under study.

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RESULTS OF RESEARCH
AT THE ARCHAEOLOGICAL COMPLEX SIMONOVKA 11
(AKKANBURLYK) IN 2023

The study of medieval archaeological sites of Northern Kazakhstan is one of the important directions
in Kazakhstani science. However, until recently, no full-fledged archaeological work was carried out in
the North Kazakhstan region.

During the work at the Simonovka-11 complex in 2023, a comprehensive set of scientific research
activities was conducted using traditional excavation methods and modern technologies for documenta-
tion, collection, and study of materials. Prior to excavation, a field survey of the site was carried out, and
a location for the excavation was selected based on the results.

A big event was the opening in 2022 of the branch of the Margulan Institute of Archaeology at the
M.K. Kozybayev North Kazakhstan University in Petropavlovsk. The following year, a joint archaeologi-
cal survey was conducted in seven districts of the North Kazakhstan region. This led to the discovery of
the Simonovka 11 (Akkanburlyk) complex in the G. Musrepov district, comprising a structure, a cluster
of four boulders and large stones, a circular mound, and a kurgan. In the same season, excavations were
carried out at the complex. As a result, a flagstone building with a basement was investigated, dated
by radiocarbon dating data from the second half of the 19th — early 20th century) and a kurgan of the
11th—14th centuries. The kurgan turned out to be looted, but the grave pit provided rich material — silver
earrings, lapis lazuli and paste pendants, paste, jade and carnelian beads and a bone whistle from the ar-
rowhead. Lapis lazuli pendants and carnelian beads are analogous to finds from the burials of the famous
Basandai burial mound of the 11th—14th centuries in the Tomsk-Ob interfluve. The bone whistles have a
long and interesting history of origin and distribution. Excavations at the Simonovka 11 site highlighted
the need for further research in the North Kazakhstan region.

Introduction

To date, the archaeological sites of the North Ka-
zakhstan region are significantly less studied com-
pared to other regions of the country, even though
the area has a long history of exploration. The earli-
est records of these sites are found in the “Drawing
Book of Siberia” and its atlas, compiled in 1701 by
S. Remezov and republished in 1937 by the USSR
Academy of Sciences. Interesting information about
ancient monuments and the region’s archaeology
frequently appeared in the reports of the Northern
Expeditions organized by the Russian Academy of
Sciences, which aimed to “illuminate the history of
previously unknown lands”. (Svod, 2007: 16).

The numerous and diverse works of geogra-
phers, geologists, naturalists, surveyors, and to-
pographers provide information on archaeological
monuments: ancient mines, kurgan cemeteries,
remnants of cities, settlements, mazars, drawings
and inscriptions on stones, stone idols, etc. (P.I.
Rychkov, P.S. Pallas, I.P. Shangin, A. Levshin,
A.K. Gaines). From the second half of the 19th
century, the Western Siberian Department of the
Russian Geographical Society and the Archaeo-
logical Commission became actively involved in
the study of the region. Initially, their work was
sporadic, with only occasional notes on antiquities
or accidental finds appearing in their publications.
Among the members of the Archaeological Com-
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mission, [.A. Castagne stands out. Besides regis-
tering, inspecting, and describing archaeological
monuments, he also conducted excavations of kur-
gans. He created a preliminary classification and
a detailed list of all known archaeological monu-
ments in Kazakhstan up to 1910, categorized by
type and location. His work, “Antiquities of the
Kirghiz Steppe and the Orenburg Region,” summa-
rizes the study of Kazakhstan’s antiquities, main-
taining its significance even today. A significant
period in the archaeological study of Kazakhstan
was 1954-1956 under K. Akishev’s leadership.
During this time, large-scale archaeological inves-
tigations were conducted in the virgin lands, play-
ing a crucial role in collecting additional material
for Kazakhstan’s archaeological map. In 1967, the
North Kazakhstan Archaeological Expedition, led
by G.B. Zdanovich, was organized based on the
North Kazakhstan Regional Museum of Local His-
tory and the Petropavlovsk Pedagogical Institute.
This marked the beginning of large-scale research
of archaeological sites in Northern Kazakhstan.
Over forty years, the expedition excavated hun-
dreds of monuments ranging from the Stone Age to
the Middle Ages, developing a detailed classifica-
tion of Stone Age cultures, developed Bronze Age
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cultures, and the history of tribes living in the early
Iron Age and early Middle Ages. (Svod, 2007: 19).

A great event for the development of archaeol-
ogy in the region was the opening of a branch of the
Margulan Institute of Archaeology at the M.K. Ko-
zybayev North Kazakhstan University in Petropav-
lovsk in 2022. The following year, a joint archaeo-
logical survey was conducted in seven districts of
the North Kazakhstan region. In the area of Musre-
pov, 1.5 km southeast of the village of Simonovka,
the archaeological complex Simonovka 11 (Ak-
kanburlyk) was discovered, consisting of four ob-
jects located close to each other: buildings made of
flagstone, a cluster of four boulders with stones, a
rounded mound and a kurgan (Fig. 1). In the same
season, excavations were carried out at the complex.
Previously, only exploration work was carried out in
the Simonovka village district. In 1972, the explo-
ration team of the North Kazakhstan Archaeologi-
cal Expedition led by T.A. Boyko and S.S. Zayev
discovered and investigated nine monuments of dif-
ferent times. They were re-examined by the explor-
atory team of the North Kazakhstan Archaeological
Expedition in 1988, led by A.G. Shalagin (Shalagin,
1989: 47). It was reviewed in 2005 by the NKAE
exploratory team (Otchet, 2006: 18).

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Materials and methods

During the work at the Simonovka-11 complex
in 2023, a comprehensive set of scientific research
activities was conducted using traditional excava-
tion methods and modern technologies for docu-
mentation, collection, and study of materials. Prior
to excavation, a field survey of the site was carried
out, and a location for the excavation was selected
based on the results. During the excavation, the cul-
tural layer (10-25 cm) was removed in stages and
scanned with a metal detector. Samples for radio-
carbon dating were collected from the excavation
surface and the lower part of the building (object 1).
The excavation of the building was done in layers,
using conditional spits (20-25 cm) across the entire
area until the upper edges of structures, floors, and
spots were identified. At the kurgan, the turf was ini-
tially removed, and the stone mound was cleared.
After documenting the mound, it was removed, and
the surface was cleaned horizontally to reveal the
grave spot. After the spot was identified, the grave
pit was excavated in 10 cm layers, and the soil was
sifted using sieves. Upon completion of the excava-
tions at Simonovka-11, field conservation methods
were applied by backfilling the excavations with
soil from the spoil heap (a loader was used for con-
serving the main object). Observations made dur-
ing the excavations were regularly recorded in field
diaries. The collection, cleaning, and coding of mass
archaeological finds were done in the field, while
the laboratory processing and restoration of artifacts
were conducted under stationary conditions after the
fieldwork. All collected materials from the excava-
tions were included in the find registers. In writing
the article, general scientific research methods were
used: descriptive, summarizing, comparative-histori-
cal, comparative-contrastive, and analytical methods.

Results and discussion

The Simonovka-11 site is located on the second
floodplain terrace of the right bank of the Akkan-
burlyk River, a left tributary of the Ishim River. The
site consists of several features: a building made
of flagstone, a cluster of four large stones, a round
mound, and a kurgan. Before excavation, the stone
building appeared as a rectangular mound measur-
ing 14x11 m and 0.5-0.8 m high, oriented roughly
along the cardinal directions. In the central part,
there was a depression 3-3.5 m in diameter and 0.5-
0.8 m deep. A 15x15 m excavation was laid out,
revealing a stone building measuring 9.35x7.5 m.
The walls, constructed from gray slabs, were 0.45 m

high and 0.9 m thick, consisting of 5-6 layers held
together with clay mortar. The average stone sizes
were 70x50x10 cm, 45x30x8 cm, 50x25x9 cm, and
30x20x6 cm, with some smaller stones also present.
The structure had a single large room measuring
7.6x5.7 m fig. 2). Blocked entrance openings, 1.9
m wide, were noted in the northeast and northwest
walls, each with decayed wooden thresholds.

The southeastern part of the building, measur-
ing 7.5 x 3 m, had an earthen floor. Four fragments
of ceramic with a matte finish were selected from
it. There were two flat stones in the very center of
the floor. A yellow clay stain appeared around the
stones. The spot width is 1 m, length is 2 m. After
removing the flat stones, a hole with a diameter of
0.3 m and a depth of 0.25 m appeared under them.
The filling of the pit consisted of sandy loam. Most
likely, the pit could have been the base of the cen-
tral column to support the roof. The place of the
column is located 1 m from the southeastern wall.
The second column was probably located on the
site where the basement was subsequently formed.
In the northern corner of the building, a cluster of
flagstones was recorded, above which there were
remnants of birch bark. After removing the accumu-
lation of flagstones, a pit with a diameter of 0.3 m
and a depth of 0.2 m appeared.

In the northwestern half of the building, at a
depth of 0.5-0.7 m, a basement was revealed, the
walls of which are also made of flagstone. Its pa-
rameters are: length 6.3 m, width 2 m, depth 1.1 m
(according to the height of the preserved walls). The
filling is represented by construction debris and flag-
stone. From the southwestern wall of the basement,
closer to the western corner, there is a corridor lead-
ing towards the floodplain of the Akkanburlyk river.
The walls of the corridor with a thickness of 0.4 m
and a height of 0.8-1 m are also made of flagstone.
The width of the corridor passage is 1.5 m, the length
within the excavation is 5.5 m. The masonry level of
the corridor walls is 0.1-0.15 m higher than the base
of the walls of the building, and there is also a 0.1 m
wide gap at the junction of the two walls. The cor-
ridor to the basement runs under the southwestern
wall of the building. A part of the rotted wooden
threshold has been preserved at the entrance.

Judging by the remains of ash and charcoal at
the bottom of the basement, it was covered with a
wooden floor at the level of the earthen floor. Sub-
sequently, due to the fire, the wooden floor burned
down. The surface of the basement was uneven, and
objects of ethnographic time were found here. These
are fragments of ceramic dishes with glossy glaze,
an axe, glass, nails, bolts, nuts and animal bones.

Samples of burnt charcoal for C14 analysis were
taken from the basement and from the surface of the
earthen floor. Analysis from the surface of the earth-

en floor of the building dates back to the end of the
19th century, while the basement room functioned
in the first half of the 20th century (see Table 1).

Based on the reconstruction facts and the re-
sults of radiocarbon analysis, the building had at
least two periods of use. Initially, the building was
constructed at the end of the 19th century. Origi-
nally, it was a residential building, and later a base-
ment was added to it. Initially, the building from
the end of the 19th century consisted of a single
room (7.6 x 5.7 m). Then, in the early 20th century,
entry openings were made, and a basement (6 x 2 x
1.1 m) with a corridor leading to the Akkamburlyk
River was constructed. The sandstone used for the
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construction was sourced from the rocky banks
nearby. Given the absence of a furnace, it appears
that the building was seasonal. During the sum-
mer, the floodplain was more suited for livestock
grazing and fishing. Therefore, it was rational to
establish settlements along the river during this pe-
riod. Both Russian settlers and local Kazakhs could
have lived here. It is also important to mention the
official Russian policy regarding land issues in the
second half of the 19th century. This policy was
primarily aimed at the agricultural Russian popula-
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tion. The issue of land use and settlement of Ka-
zakh society was addressed in the legislative acts
of 1867-1868, which introduced the principle of
state ownership over all the territory of Kazakh-
stan. “All lands of the Kyrgyz, who are subjects
of Russia, do not constitute their property but be-
long to the government, which allows the Kyrgyz
to roam on them and protects them from foreigners
with its troops”. (Brodel’, 1997: 97). Since the Ka-
zakhs did not use the right of inheritance of land as
immovable property and had no concept of person-
al ownership, the Russian government had a for-
mal basis to declare Kazakh lands as state property.
At the same time, the 1867-1868 reforms allowed
Kazakhs to acquire rights to land, residential, and
economic buildings on the condition of engaging
in agriculture and transitioning to a sedentary life-
style. During this period, settlement was occurring
not just by individual families or poor auls, which
had been observed since the late 18th century, but
by entire tribes. Such support from the Russian
administration played a significant role in deter-
mining the status of social-political groups. Many
tribes that were previously weak, receiving sup-
port from colonial authorities, became politically
superior to strong nomadic tribes, and, by taking
advantage of benefits and sometimes “price gaps,”
also became economically stronger. (Amosov,
1917: 16). In the 18th and early 19th centuries,
traditional nomadic agriculture was widespread
throughout Kazakhstan. However, in the second
half of the 19th and early 20th centuries, Kazakh
society exhibited various forms of economic activ-
ity. These represented a series of transitional stages
from a purely nomadic lifestyle to semi-sedentary
and sedentary modes of life. (Tuleuova, 2012: 41).

15 meters east of the building, there was a cluster
of four boulders and large stones. After excavating
and removing a 20 cm layer, no construction traces
were found. However, during the removal of the sod
layer, 11 small ceramic fragments were discovered.
10 meters north of the building, there was a mound
that was round in plan and flattened-spherical in
cross-section. The mound had a diameter of 10 me-
ters and a height of 0.5 meters. The top of the mound
was covered with a layer of small sandstone. In the
central part of the mound, at a depth of 0.3 meters,
a patch of lime (marl) measuring 90 x 70 cm was
found. Within the mound, two ceramic fragments,
a metal saw blade, and iron nails were discovered.
After conducting a horizontal clean-up of the area,
four post holes were identified, one of which con-
tained remnants of a log. It is likely that a temporary
structure with a canopy was situated here. No traces

of cultural layers were observed, except for the two
ceramic fragments found.

Kurgan investigation. The kurgan is located 150
meters south of the building. The stone-and-earth
mound has a flattened-spherical shape with a diam-
eter of 3.5 meters and a height of 0.3-0.4 meters. Af-
ter removing the mound and conducting a horizon-
tal clean-up, a burial patch measuring 2.1 x 0.6-0.7
meters was revealed, oriented with its longer side
along the north-south line. The grave was found to
be looted, with the remains of the deceased scattered
at different depths. At the bottom of the grave in its
northern part, a human skull and a horse skull were
discovered.

The burial inventory includes two silver earrings
in the shape of the letter “C” with pointed ends (di-
ameter: 3.6 cm, thickness: 0.2-0.3 cm) (fig. 1, 1);
twelve lapis lazuli pendants — amulets in purple col-
or, decorated with incised lines (fig. 1, 2); ten paste
pendants in diamond, triangular, and paddle shapes
(3x1.5x2.5-1.5x 0.4 cm) (fig. 1, 3); twelve paste
beads in rounded-elongated shapes, light blue and
beige in color with holes for stringing (1 x 0.6 cm)
(fig. 1, 4); fifty small black beads (diameter: 0.2-
0.3 cm), presumably made of jadeite (fig. 1, 5); one
round pendant with ribbed edges, featuring a plant-
like geometric ornament, with a protruding loop on
top (fig. 1, 6); four red carnelian beads in two forms:
one elongated diamond shape with eight facets and
a through hole for stringing (1.8 x 0.9 cm), and the
other round with fourteen facets (diameter: 0.7-0.5
cm) (fig. 1, 7); and six large white cowrie shells of
amorphous shape, flat (surface partially peeling),
decorated with a stamp of concentric circles on both
sides, some with threading holes (6 x 3 cm, 4 x 3
cm, 5 x 3 cm, 3 x 2 cm) (fig. 1, 8). The lapis lazuli
pendants and carnelian beads bear a strong resem-
blance to finds from the Basandayk kurgan cemetery
of the 11th-14th centuries, located in the Tomsk-Ob
interfluve. (Pletneva, 2019: Fig. 1-9). The seman-
tic significance of jewelry and its symbolism in the
medieval period requires specialized study. The
shapes of lapis lazuli pendants and beads — such as
triangles, diamonds, or circles—are associated with
symbols of fertility and prosperity, known since an-
cient times. “Stones have long been endowed with
special significance; they were attributed with heal-
ing and magical properties. Wearing them expressed
not only a desire to adorn oneself and one’s loved
ones but also to protect them from danger and ill-
ness,” writes M.V. Sazonova in her examination of
Uzbek jewelry. (Sazonova, 1970: 113).

A particular interest is the finding of a bone
whistle from an arrowhead, which has an oval-
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elongated cross-section and a tapered profile (fig.
1, 9). The whistle features a projection in the form
of a spike (1.5 cm), with a length of 5 cm, a diam-
eter of 2.6-1.6 cm, and a hole diameter of 1.1-0.9
cm. Various specialists have explained the func-
tional purpose of whistling arrows differently: the
whistle could scare horses and enemy warriors,
thus signaling commands to different military
units. In hunting, the sound of the whistle could
cause game to freeze, allowing for a more accurate
shot. Additionally, such arrows might have been
used for fishing. These whistles might also serve
to reinforce the shaft in the arrow’s fletching, pro-

tecting it from splitting upon impact with the tar-
get, and adding weight to the arrow overall. It is
possible that the initial form of “whistling arrows”
was inspired by horned, sleeve-shaped arrowheads
with a whistle sleeve and an elongated triangular or
quadrangular fletching. The earliest finds of such
items in Southern Siberia date to the end of the 1st
millennium BC — the first half of the 1st millen-
nium AD (Teterin, 2004: Fig. 7, 7, 8; Seregin et
al., 2020: 91, Fig. 2, 6-13) in the region of the Altai
Mountains. Horned “bows with whistling arrows”
were also present among the Goktiirks. (Bichurin,
1950: 229).

The appearance and spread of whistles are com-
monly associated with the Eurasian steppe during
the Hunnic-Sarmatian period. This phenomenon
is often linked to the legend of the Hunnic chanyu
Modu, whose whistling arrow indicated the direc-
tion of his warriors’ shots. In 209 BC, north of the
Great Wall of China, the future founder of the em-
pire, Modu (Mao Dun), “made a whistle and began
to train his people in horseback archery.” The com-
mentary on this story notes that “a whistle is an ar-
row that produces a whistling sound during flight.”
(Bichurin, 1950: 46-47). It is believed that the deci-
sive role in the military successes of the Huns was
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played by the horned bow and the “iron whistling
arrows that hit the target precisely.” In flight, these
arrows would spin and produce a piercing, wail-
ing whistle, which frightened the horses of enemy
warriors and had a demoralizing effect on the oppo-
nents. They could also serve as “sleeves to prevent
the splitting of the arrow shaft into which the iron
socket of the head was driven.” (Nikonorov, Hud-
jakov 2004: 55). However, it is worth noting that
the earliest evidence of their appearance has been
found in Tuva at the Saglyn burial mound, dating
to the mid-4th century BC. (Semenov, 2019: 175).
The latest archaeological finds date to the 18th—
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19th centuries. (Harinskij, 2003: 119-120, Fig. 3,
1, 2, 4), in the “living” culture of the 20th century,
they were used in traditional sporting competitions.
(Trebuhovskij, 1927: Fig. 4). References to fish-
ing with whistling arrows are also intriguing. (Ides,
Brand, 1967: 154-155). Signal arrows with conical
prism-shaped heads featuring multiple holes at the
end are known from ethnographic collections of the
Kazakhs. These arrows were believed to produce a
loud whistling sound. (Ahmetzhan, 2007. Fig. 66).
Some researchers believe that whistles originally ap-
peared not in the military context but among moun-
tain-taiga hunters, from whom they were later ad-
opted by the steppe dwellers. (Mit’ko, Polovnikov,
2023: 148). By analogy with the pendants from the
Basandayk burial site, the kurgan near the village of
Simonovka is preliminarily dated to the 11th—14th
centuries. In the early 11th century, the territory of
Northern, Central, and Eastern Kazakhstan, which
was ruled by the Kimeks, came under the control
of the Kipchaks. As a result of significant political
and military actions, the Kipchaks expanded their
dominance over much of the territory of present-
day Kazakhstan, as well as over the southern Rus-
sian steppes and the Black Sea region. These lands
are known in medieval written sources as “Desht-i-
Kipchak”.

Conclusion
As a result of the initial scientific research at

the Simonovka-11 site, a stone building and a kur-
gan were excavated. The building, originally con-

structed at the end of the 19th century, consisted of
a single room (7.6 x 5.7 meters). Then, in the early
20th century, a basement (6 x 2 x 1.1 meters) with
a corridor leading to the Akkamburlyk River was
added to the building. Given the absence of a fur-
nace, the building was likely seasonal. It is prob-
able that during the summer, livestock grazing and
fishing were conducted in the floodplain. Despite
being looted, the kurgan provided a rich array of
materials. The burial inventory included two sil-
ver earrings, twelve lapis lazuli and eleven paste
pendants, twelve paste beads, fifty jade beads, four
carnelian beads, and a bone whistle from an arrow-
head. The lapis lazuli pendants and carnelian beads
are similar to finds from the Basandayk kurgan
cemetery of the 11th—14th centuries. The discov-
ery of the bone whistle is particularly noteworthy.
Its appearance and spread are often associated with
the Eurasian steppe during the Hunnic-Sarmatian
period, with the first mention in the legend of the
Hunnic chanyu Modu. Whistles persisted through a
long period, even into ethnographic times. Archae-
ological research conducted at the Simonovka-11
complex has revealed that the North Kazakhstan
region contains unique archaeological sites, the
study of which will help illuminate gaps in the his-
tory of Kazakhstan.

Archaeological sites of the middle reaches of the Sharyn River

For the first time, a certain region is studied in a complex, which provides a huge opportunity for a
full reconstruction of the historical past. The article offers an analysis of the elite burial mounds of the
Sarytogay tract known to date according to uniform criteria. The time period of habitation of the tribes of
early nomads is important in the history of the peoples of the continent. This is the period of the forma-
tion of nomadic culture, the development of new socio-economic relations, and changes in religious and
mythological ideas. This is a time of epochal changes in the territory of the steppes, semi-deserts and
foothills of Eurasia, which determined the nature of a long historical period. It is the study of the culture
of early nomads that makes it possible to trace the transformation of nomadic culture to ethnographic
modernity. Therefore, the study of the era of the formation of nomadism and the emergence of powerful
proto-state formations is the most promising, especially in Zhetysu.

In this regard, regional studies have recently acquired a special role in understanding the diversity
of ethnic and ethnocultural processes. The study of a single historical and geographical region with its
population can significantly deepen existing ideas and provide important additional arguments for un-
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chronological scales of individual microdistricts, the comparison of which, in turn, will allow us to obtain
a broader picture of the socio-cultural dynamics of the development of ancient society and the features
of the formation and development of cultural traditions of the sub-elite social group of the early nomads
of Zhetysu. In this context, interest in the region we have chosen and in the comprehensive study is fully
justified, given the cultural and historical significance of Zhetysu as a region in which the formation and
functioning of early tribal unions took place, the rich history of ethnopolitical proto-states, the emer-
gence and formation of the Kazakh statehood and nationality, the formation of an original traditional
culture, conditioned by the uniqueness of natural and geographical conditions and cultural and genetic
processes requiring comprehensive understanding.

Hospitality etiquette of kazakhs of Tarbagatai region:
historical — comparative analysis

In this article, the author examines hospitality in Kazakh society as a traditional institution, noting
the impact of globalization and urbanization today. The research work is based on materials collected
during expeditions to various regions of Kazakhstan. Based on sources and special literature related to
the topic, some features of hospitality etiquette were analyzed: the distribution of guests by category,
the order of their reception, the rules of behavior of hosts and visitors, the arrangement of adults at the
table and the types of dishes served with meat, as well as gender roles at the reception. The author ex-
amines general and personal, traditional and new aspects of etiquette. The etymology of the term Kut
and its use in combination with the concept of guest are investigated. Despite the fact that the traditions
of hospitality have undergone significant changes, they still remain the most important value of modern
Kazakh society.

The results of the sociological survey used in the article showed the peculiarities of respect for the
guest among the Kazakhs of Tarbagatai, as well as various types of gifts. Using the comparative historical
method, the peculiarities of the differences between the regions of Kazakhstan and the changes taking
place at the present stage are highlighted.

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ABSOLUTE DATING OF THE MOUND N212
AT THE MYNTOBE BURIAL GROUND

Since 2017, the archaeological research has been conducting at the Myntobe burial ground and the
adjacent settlementof Kultobe, located in the lower reaches of the Keles River. The research conduct-
ed to date, has revealed three types of burial traditions in the necropolis, six construction layers in the
settlement and the connection between the necropolis and settlement. In 2023, the excavations were
conducted at the mound N212. As a result, “T”-shaped catacomb cemetery was discovered. A skeleton
belonging to a young girl was found in the interior of the cemetery (chamber). Due to the moisture of
the soil, it turned out that the skeleton was very poorly preserved. Along with the skeleton, torsyk, bowl,
a bronze bell and a necklace in the form of a bird were discovered at the mound. These are finds that
reflect the worldview and material culture of that time. Objective: The article examines the structure of
the mound No.12, the position of the buried skeleton and the burial traditions of the afterlife in general,
determines the absolute dating and is aimed at introducing it into scientific circulation. Scientific nov-
elty: based on the analogues of artifacts found at the burial site, the approximate dating was relatively
analyzed with the conclusion of the C14 radiocarbon examination, carried out in “TUBITAK MARMA-
RA” laboratory in the Republic of Turkey and the absolute dating of the burial was determined. Research
method: when writing the article, along with the traditional research method, research methods of nat-
ural sciences were used. In addition, the drawings were prepared using ArcGis, AutoCad and ArcMap
computer graphics programs. Results: The architectural feature of the mound No.12 in the burial ground,
burial traditions, material culture and absolute dating were revealed.

Introduction

Myntobe burial ground is located on the right
side of the middle reaches of the Syrdarya River,
at the confluence of the Keles River and Syrdarya.
The geographic coordinates of the Myntobe burial
ground are: N 41.013238, E 68.626213, the height
above sea level is 285 m. More than 650 burial
mounds are scattered in the necropolis, which ex-
tends for 2 km in the southwest-northeast direc-
tion. The diameter of the burial mounds is 6-33 m,
the height is 0.65-4.30 m. In the northwest of the
burial ground, on the left side of the Keles River, is
the ancient settlement of Kultobe (Fig.1). Myntobe
burial ground is considered to be the necropolis
of the peoples who inhabited the city of Kultobe.
Because the settlement residents buried dead rela-
tives in the necropolis located on the other side of
the river. As evidence, we can cite the discovery
of ceramic dishes found during archaeological re-
search, conducted in the settlement of Kultobe, at
the mounds of the Myntobe burial ground. At the
same time, the coincidence of the absolute chro-
nology of the continental layers of the settlement
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with the burial sites in the burial ground also con-
firms our opinion. Since 2017, the research has
been conducted at the settlement of Kultobe and
the Myntobe burial ground by scientists from the
Khoja Ahmed Yasawi International Kazakh-Turk-
ish University, the Research Institute of Archaeol-
ogy, the Al-Farabi Kazakh National University and
the Shymkent Pedagogical University (Zhetibayev,
2020: 409-419; Taleyev, 2019: 48-62; Eleuov et
al., 2020: 195-200; Podushkin, Donetsk, 2018:
99-104; Podushkin, 2019: 153-167; Sizdikov et
al., 2023: 192-201). As a result of archaeological
research conducted to this day, a large number of
cultural layers and burials belonging to the Kan-
gly tribes have been identified and introduced into
scientific circulation. The article examines and sci-
entifically formulates the features of architectural
construction, burial traditions and material culture
of mound No.12, discovered during archaeologi-
cal excavations at the burial ground in 2023. The
main goal of the article is a comprehensive study,
comparative and absolute dating and introduction
into scientific circulation of the mound No.12 at
the Myntobe burial ground.

Materials and methods

The article was written based on the tradition-
al method. First, the description of fresh materials
was made. After that, the finds were considered
together with analogues to create a relative dating
of the mound. With the goal to determine the ex-
act date, the radiocarbon dating of the Tubitak in-
stitution in Turkey was carried out. For the clarity
of some details given in the article, the images and
visual effects were used. In the final part, the results
and opinions were discussed. In addition, during the
research work, the drawings were prepared using
computer graphics programs ArcGis, AutoCad and
ArcMap using modern technologies and research
methods.

Results

Results of the conducted studies of the mound
Nel2

Before the excavations of the mound Nel2 in
the North-South direction — 8.0 m, in the West-
East direction — 8.5 m. At a depth of 0.7 m from

the highest point of the mound, a trace of a dromos
was found, directed from south to north. Its length
1s 3.0 m, the width is 1.2 m, it widens further and
reaches 1.4 m on the side of the entrance. Along the
eastern wall of the dromos, a tombstone made of a
raw brick is placed, the length of which is 1.6 m,
the width is 0.65 m. The a tombstone made of a raw
brick is located at the height of top 15.0 cm from
the floor of the chamber. The floor of the dromos
is located at the depth of 1.4 m from the surface
of the earth. The dimensions of the chamber are
about 2.1 m x 2.2 m. During the cleaning of the
interior of the dromos, a bronze bell was found at
the mouth of the catacomb tomb, on the floor of the
dromos. In the front part of the chamber, a human
skeleton of 1.0 m in length was noticed. Due to the
very poor preservation of the skeleton, it was very
difficult to clean it while maintaining its posture.
The skeleton lied on its back in an extended posi-
tion, with the head facing east (Fig. 2). Near the
right femur, fragment of a ceramic dish was placed.
During the excavation of the interior, a very small
amount of ash residue was removed. Most likely,
this was used instead of a fumigation dish. On the
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slope of the hill, a ceramic torsyk (dish) was found
and on the left side of shoulder — a bowl. In the
upper part of the chest, a long bronze bell and a

stone amulet in the form of a bird were found and
a bronze ring was revealed in the area of the finger
bones of the left hand.

Artifacts found in the chamber

Ceramic torsyk found in the chamber

Ceramic torsyk. The sides are spherical. The
edge was square in section. Protruding outward. The
neck is short and wide. It was slightly inclined. The
surface is covered with light engobe and covered
with brown engobe (Fig. 3). The dimensions of the
dish: height — 16.4 cm, edge — 8.2 cm, base diameter
—15.8 cm.

This type of dish is most common in Kangly
period in Kyrgyzstan, Uzbekistan and the Western
region of Kazakhstan. In recent years, a red engobe
torsyk was discovered in the central part of Mon-
golia at the mound No.28 in the Ulaan Khoshuun
necropolis in Tamerin. The researcher, having con-
nected this dish with the Kangly tribes in Central
Asia, noted that this dish was brought to Mongolia
by the Hunnic warrior in the 1% century BC (Tsagaan,
2023: 210).

In 1938-1939, in the Kenkol burial ground on
the left bank of the Talas River, A.N. Bernshtam
carried out excavations and discovered torsyk at
the mound of the catacomb No.10. The researcher
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briefly described this in his work. The burial ground
was attributed to the Huns (Bernshtam, 1940: 33).
In 1956, 1957 and 1960, in the Talas steppes, I.
Kozhamberdiyev, conducting research, discovered
numerous catacombs. As a result, material finds and
spiritual values were discovered. The author noted
that the surface of a ceramic torsyk, found in the
Talas steppe, was covered with white engobe and
a wavy pattern was applied to the surface of one
torsyk. Finally, he drew attention to the similarity
with the torsyk in Shirin-Say (Kozhomberdiyev,
1963: 33).

In the south of Kyrgyzstan, in mound No.7 in
the Karamoinak necropolis, the torsyk was discov-
ered, one surface of which was flat and the other was
spherically convex. When the torsyk was placed on
the ground with a smooth surface, it was observed
that the neck was turned downwards at approxi-
mately 40-45° (Zadneprovsky, 1960a: 48). In Kyr-
gyzstan in the mounds No. 6, No. 9, No. 22, No. 26
and No.29 of Kairagach burial ground nine torsyks
were also discovered. Of these, four were large in
volume and had white engobe applied to the outer
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surface. Five torsyks are smaller in size and have
handles. A hole is made in the handle on which a
rope was tied. The outer surface of torsyks of these
group is covered with brown and red engobe [Zad-
neprovsky, 1960: 97-98].

During economic work in the area of the Ayr-
tam site in northern Bactria, the human skeletons
were discovered. In 1966, the Khamza Institute of
Art History built a 20x20 m excavation site at this
site and discovered 10 burials. At the site of burial
No.6, a spherical torsyk was found, the outer surface
of which was covered with a reddish-brown engobe
(Turgunov, 1968: 51).

In 1974, I.N. Medvedskaya while conducting ar-
chaeological research at the site of burial No.43 of
the Beshkent necropolis in the Beshkent steppe, dis-
covered a round torsyk (Medvedskaya, 1979: 110).
In 1975, this researcher discovered the torsyk of
the same shape at the mound No.46 and introduced
it into scientific circulation (Medvedskaya, 1980:
110). In 1981, during the research work of A. Mirba-
bayev in the Tangiya Surkh necropolis in Tajikistan,
many ceramic dishes in the shape of a torsyk were
discovered. In the article, the researcher described
these dishes as “mustakhara”. The shape is spheri-
cal. The surface, conventionally described as a “bot-
tom”, is smooth. In standing position, the edge is di-
rected downwards by about 70° (Mirbabaev, 1988:
70). The last two torsyks described above, differ in
shape from the torsyk, discovered at the Myntobe
burial ground. In Tajikistan, at the necropolis of
Kalantar-Khon in the Isfarinsk district, six torsyks

were found. B.A. Litvinsky dated the overwhelming
majority of the burial mounds in Kalantar-Khon to
the 3r-5" centuries on the basis of an iron arrowhead
with three-winged handle found in this burial (Lit-
vinsky, 1956: 78). The torsyk found at this burial
are similar to those found at the Myntobe burial
ground. In 1956, the burial mounds located east of
the village of Sazagan, 27 kilometers southwest of
Samarkand, were investigated. T-shaped catacombs
similar to those at the Myntobe burial ground were
discovered from the mounds formed by a stone em-
bankment at this site. The torsyk was found to the
left of the skeleton at the mound No.1. The height is
22 cm, the width from the flat surface to the middle
point of the protruding surface is 17.5 cm. The di-
ameter of the smooth surface is 16 cm. The diameter
of the mouth is 8.5 cm. One surface of the torsyk
is convex in the form of a ball, the other surface is
smooth. The neck is short, the edge is bent outward.
A light gray engobe is applied to the outer surface
(Obelchenko, 1966: 68). The shape of this torsyk is
similar to the shape of torsyks from Myntobe burial
ground.

New data were obtained during the survey of the
Askertobe burial ground, 4-4.5 kilometers southeast
of the village of Kokpatas in the Navoi region. One
tomb was found at this mound, the inner surface of
which was covered with stone slabs. Individual hu-
man bones, scattered throughout the mound, frag-
ments of an iron sword and dagger, remains of a
bone bow and parts of a ceramic torsyk were found
inside the tomb. One surface of this torsyk was flat
and the other was spherically convex. In shape, it is
similar to the dishes from Myntobe. Based on finds
the researchers dated this mound to the 1* century
(Manilov, 1992: 62).

In the catacomb graves of the Aktam necropo-
lis of the Pskent region of Uzbekistan, a large num-
ber of ceramic dishes were found. Among them,
the torsyk, bottle, jug and bowls. One surface of
the torsyk, found there, was flat and the other was
convex like a sphere. On the convex surface of the
torsyk found at the mound Ne 3, several rows of cir-
cular lines were applied. Researchers noted that this
torsyk is similar to the dishes from the necropolis of
Zhaushykum, Jun and Akzhar and dates back to the
2nd — 31 centuries BC. S.B. Lunina provides the fol-
lowing information with reference to Litvinsky B.A.
She noted that torsyks were widespread in necropo-
lises and settlements in the 1% half of the 1% millen-
nium BC. At the same time, one surface is smooth
and the other has a spherical convex shape torsyks
were spread in the Kauyinshy culture (the 1% period
of the Kauyinshy culture the 1% — 4 centuries AD
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and the 2™ period of the Kauyinshy culture the 2"-
5% ¢c. AD) (Lunina, 1983: 40).

In 1971, 1972 and 1973, the research was con-
ducted at the necropolis of Tumek-Kichijik, located
in the north of Turkmenistan. As a result, it became
known that burials at this necropolis were carried
out in indirect tombs and catacomb tombs. During
the examination of the mound No.39, an additional
grave was discovered. Researchers found many af-
terlife items during clearing of the inner part of the
tomb. Among the found items are a bronze seal, a
fragment of a female statuette made of alabaster,
a bronze earring, beads made of bone and glass,
a bronze button, a top of spindle, an iron arrow-
head with a three-winged handle, the remains of a
wooden bowl, sheep rib bones, a shoulder blade, a
ceramic torsyk and other items. Nude figurines were
found in the middle cultural layers of the settlement
(2m — 31 centuries BC) and were widespread in the
Central Asian region during the Kushan period. It
has also been noted that in terms of the dating of
smaller iron arrowheads with three-winged handle
(with the same length of the handle with the top or
slightly shorter) there are two opinions. According
to the first opinion, arrowheads of this type went out
of use in the 1* century BC, according to the sec-
ond opinion — in the 3™ — 4™ centuries BC (Lohovic,
1979: 135).

One of the analogues of the torsyks at the Mynto-
be burial ground was found at the mound No.80 of the
Zhaushykum burial ground in the Shardara region. In
this place, the torsyk is handmade. One surface was
smooth and the other was slightly convex. The neck
was wide, with a reddish-yellow engobe applied to
the front side. The convex surface was crosswise ap-
plied with engobe. Researchers note that this torsyk
is similar to those in Yangi-Yul, Vrevsk, Kauynshy,
Koja-Bami, Shirinsay and Kairagach (Maksimova et.
al., 1968: 215). Such torsyks were also found in the
Borizhar necropolis on the bank of the Arys River.
They are kept in the Shymkent Museum of the His-
tory and Local Lore. One surface was flat and the
other was convex like a sphere. The torsyk, registered
in the museum’s inventory card under Ne24.486, is
dated to the 2"-4" centuries BC. The shape of the
torsyk from burial ground Ne37 differs from the shape
of the first. One surface was smooth and the other had
an egg-shaped protrusion. This torsyk is registered in
the museum’s inventory card under Ne 22.644 and is
dated to the 2"-4" centuries AD.

In the lower reaches of the Syrdarya River, sev-
eral torsyks were found at the Zhetyasar site Ne9.
One of these torsyks was egg-shaped. The surface
was covered with brown engobe. A spiral pattern
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was applied to the spherically convex surface (Levi-
na, 1971: 24). This torsyk differs in shape from the
torsyk from Myntobe burial ground.

In the South Ural region, 7 torsyks have been
found at the Sarmatian period sites. In 2006,
V.N.Vasiliyev published the article on this subject
“On the chronology of the pack flask of early no-
mads in the South Urals”. In the article, the torsyks
were divided into two types depending on their spe-
cific features. The first type included torsyks with
handles, both surfaces were slightly convex. The
torsyks found at the Temir burial ground and mound
Nel0 of the Filippovsk necropolis were classified as
this type. The article notes that these torsyks date
back to the 5" — 4 centuries BC (Vasiliyev, 2006:
58).

Torsyks were widespread in the eastern regions
from the ancient time. Torsyks with two handles
were found in the cultural layer II-a of Shah Tepe
which dates back to the 37-2" centuries BC. Dishes
of similar shape and torsyk with two handles were
identified from the layer of Gissar Ill-c and from
the necropolis of Tepe Sialka B. Torsyks are also
widespread in the Iranian region. During the exca-
vations in Persepolis, three different torsyks were
revealed. The torsyk belonging to type 1 has two
handles and hole for tying a rope. One surface was
slightly smooth. The torsyk belonging to type 2 does
not have a handle. One surface was slightly smooth.
The torsyk belonging to type 3 does not have a han-
dle. One surface is quite smooth. In the cultural lay-
ers of the Seleucian and Parthian periods in Meso-
potamia, solid torsyks with two handles have been
found. However, in Dura-Europos, fragile totsyks
predominate. A bluish-green solid torsyk with two
handle from the necropolis of Khas-Kariz in south-
ern Turkmenistan is associated with the production
of ceramics of Parthia (Western Parthia?). Compact
torsyks decorated with ornamentation were mass-
produced in the region of Northern India at the be-
ginning of BC.

Richly decorated torsos were widespread in the
Khorezm region in the 4" — 2" centuries BC. At the
beginning of our epoch and in the first half of the 1*
millennium BC, the torsyks with or without handles
were widespread in the settlements with necropo-
lises (Litvinsky, 1973: 136).

Ceramic bowl found in a chamber

Ceramic bowl. Stone, mica and organic matter
are added to the mix. It refers to the open-type dish-
es. The walls were straight and inclined. The edge
was rectangular in cross-section. The bottom was
wide and thickened. The surface was covered with
light-brown engobe. The height of the bowl is 6.3
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cm, the diameter of the edge is 13.0 cm, the diameter
of the bottom is 8.5 cm.

One of these dishes was found at burial site
No.28 in the Shirin-Say necropolis in Uzbekistan.
The base of this bowl is smooth. The walls were in-
clined outward. The outer surface is covered with
red engobe (Gaidukevich, 1952: 346).

In 2017, the during excavations at the mound
No.3 of the Myntobe burial ground, the analogue
of the bowl, the description of which was compiled,
was discovered. This bowl is handmade. The edge
is straight (simple edge) and the bottom is flat. The
diameter of the edge is 18 cm, the thickness is 0.6
cm, the diameter of the bottom is 11 cm, the height
is 7.5 ecm. Traces of soot are preserved on the outer
and inner surfaces of the dish. Looking at the places
where the fire has not faded, it can be assumed that
the dish was originally gray (7.5 YR 8/1). As a result
of macroscopic analysis, it turned out that a large
amount of small stone, mica, a small amount of large
stone, lime, grass were added to the dish and it was
poorly burnt. In 2022, the Tubitak laboratory con-
ducted radiocarbon dating of the teeth of skeleton to
determine the time of this mound. As a result, it was
established that the absolute age is 184425 years.

Bronze bell, found in dromos

The bell is cast in bronze and has the shape of a
round cone. There is a loop for hanging a tab. The
surface is decorated with vertical recesses. Size:
height — 2.0 cm, diameter — 2.0 cm.

Bronze bell, found in a chamber

Bronze bell has a round conical shape. A thin
wire is welded horizontally to hang a tab inside the
body. The tab is 2.8 cm long and 8.0 cm wide, it is
made of a thin plate divided by recesses into 2 parts.
There is a loop on which a rope was tied. The sur-
face is decorated with inclined recesses. Size: total
height — 3.6 cm, diameter — 1.7 cm, body height —
1.7 cm.

The analogue of this bell was found near the
skeleton at the mound No.106 of the Zhaushykum
burial ground in Shardara. This bell has a round
cone shape, a loop is fixed to the top on which a rope
was tied (Maksimova et. al., 1968: 259).

In 1988, 1990 and 2004, the excavations were
carried out at the Kokyrtobe necropolis in the Otyrar
district, valuable data were obtained related to burial
traditions and material culture. It should be noted
that burials in the Kokyrtobe necropolis were car-
ried out in a reed box. A female skeleton was exca-
vated from burial site No.43, lying on her back in an
extended position. The skeleton’s head was facing
southwest. A bronze mirror, a jug with a red engobe
spout, rock crystal and carnelian beads, a bronze

goat-shaped object and a bronze bell were found
along with the skeleton.

The research conducted at the mound Ne56 of this
burial site were fruitful. From this site, one young
adult skeleton, lying on its back in an extended posi-
tion, was excavated. During the excavations, it was
discovered that the skeleton’s right leg was missing.
A bronze bell, a rock crystal bead and a bone amulet
were found near the skeleton, whose head was fac-
ing southwest. Other information related to the bell
was obtained from the mound Ne71. The skeleton in
this site was also lying on its back in an extended po-
sition. The head was facing southeast. Bronze mir-
rors, carnelian beads, bronze earrings, bronze bells
and other objects were found at the tomb. Research-
ers note that the analogues of bronze bells found at
the burials No.56 and No.43 are widespread in the
western regions of Fergana between the end of the
1** millennium BC and the 7" centuries BC (Baypa-
kov et. al., 2005: 91). The example of this is burial
mound No.3 of the Borizhar necropolis, located on
the bank of the Arys River. The catacomb tomb,
discovered at this burial ground, is conventionally
designated as No4. After cleaning the interior of
the chamber, four skeletons were identified. Three
of them retained their anatomical position. The legs
are slightly bent at the knees. Smaller beads, a frag-
ment of an earring, a bronze wire, a bracelet made of
shell, an iron buckle, four ceramic dishes, a bronze
bell and other items were revealed at the tomb (Bay-
pakov et. al., 2005: 91). Archaeologists, conducting
research at the Zhuantobe burial ground near the
Borizhar burial ground, came across burials built
from raw bricks and pakhsa. This type of tomb is
called a naus in scientific literature. During excava-
tions at the naus No.70, human skeletal bones with
two chambers, carnelian beads, cowrie shell, bronze
twisted earrings, bronze bells, etc. were found (Bay-
pakov et. al., 2005: 124).

At the Kultobe burial ground on the bank of
the Arys River, long-term research was conducted
by A.N. Podushkin. Data on the topic under con-
sideration were obtained from mound No.5 in this
necropolis. Before the excavations, the diameter
of the mound was 25-28 m, the height was 2 m.
After clearing the mound, a catacomb tomb in the
shape of “T” letter was discovered at the depth of
3.4 m from the surface of the earth from the south-
eastern sector. Four skeletons were removed from
the interior of the tomb. Together with the first
skeleton, a bronze bell and pendant with the im-
age of a bird were found. Also, a bronze bell was
found near the left hand of the third skeleton lying
in the same tomb (Podushkin, 2000: 81-82). The
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practice of putting a bronze bell on the grave is also
widespread in the Sarmatian culture of the West-
ern region of Kazakhstan. The bronze bells were
found at the burials of the burial ground Karasu
No.4 in the Ural region, mound No.6 (Kushayev,
Zhelezchikov, 1974), burial ground Buldurty No.2,
mound No.2 (Sdykov, Bisembayev, 2004), Leb-
edevka 1 burial ground, mound No.2, (Bagrikov,
1966), Lebedevka 6 burial ground, mound No.39,
burial No.2 (Zhelezchikov, Krieger, 1979) and ne-
cropolis Oblovsky No.1, mound No.7 (Sdykov, et.
al., 2005). Archaeologists believe that during the
late Sarmatian period (2"-4"" centuries BC) bronze
bells began to be widely used.

The data provided indicate the use of bronze
bells in the burial rites of the tribes of the Middle
Syrdarya and the Western region of Kazakhstan.
But it is unclear what lies behind this practice.
Moreover, the fact that written data (runic inscrip-

tions) related to tribes are not so widespread leads to
difficulties in drawing accurate conclusions related
to burial traditions. Therefore, only through a com-
parative analysis of archaeological materials we can
reconstruct the burial traditions of nomadic tribes
inhabiting Kazakhstan and adjacent regions.

Bronze bells were used by different tribes for
different purposes in certain periods. In many civi-
lizations, the sound of a bell was believed to have a
special power, capable of calling gods, performing
magic, chasing away evil spirits and causing rain.
Some peoples of our time rang the bell during fu-
neral (Internet, 2024). Although it is unclear at what
stage of burial and for what purposes the bells found
in the middle reaches of the Syrdarya and Western
Kazakhstan were used, the examples of bells allow
us to predict whether the bells were used as the pro-
tection from evil spirits or during the transportation
of corpses.

Necklace (amulet) in the form of a bird found in
a chamber

A miniature necklace with an image of a bird is
made of stone (Fig. 4). It is a unique decoration. Af-
ter all, the main features of the bird, body, tail, eyes,
beak are well defined. The necklace has a hole for a
a rope. Height — 10.0 mm, thickness — 4.0 mm. The
analogue of this necklace was found on the bank of
the Arys River near the 1* skeleton at the mound No.
5 of Kultobe burial ground (Podushkin, 2000). The
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body and form of the bird is similar to the necklace
from Myntobe burial ground. Such a necklace made
of bronze was found at the settlement of Karak-Asar
of the Zhetyasar culture. L.M. Levina described it as
an amulet necklace and dated it to the 1* century AD
(Levina, 1992: 71). In 2023, within the framework
of the target funding program “The Hun-Sarmatian
era in the history of Kazakhstan: interdisciplinary
research, analysis and reconstruction”, the excava-
tions were carried out at the mound No.7 and No.17
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at the Akbulak II burial ground in the Aktobe re-
gion. Numerous necklaces with images of birds
were found on the neck and chest of skeleton at the
mound No.7. The researchers dated the burial tradi-
tion and finds to the 2™ — 3™ centuries BC using ma-
terials and comparison of some Sarmatian periods in
the South Ural region.

Absolute dating

To determine the absolute dating of the mound
No.12 of the Myntobe burial ground, a tooth sample

was taken from the skeleton of the catacomb grave
of the mound No.12 for the purpose of radiocarbon
analysis of C14 and the analysis was performed in
“TUBITAK MARMARA?” laboratory in the Turk-
ish Republic. This document is registered as KTB-
K10 in “TUBITAK MARMARA?” laboratory. Ac-
cording to the results of the analysis, the mentioned
burial belongs to 115-224 + 23 years AD, that is,
the beginning of the 3" century (Table 1. TUBIT
AK-29109288-125.05-4108/28189).

Conclusion

In conclusion, it can be noted that the features
of the structure of mound No.12 of Myntobe burial
ground are similar to the burials of the Khanty peri-
od in Uzbekistan and Kyrgyzstan. Catacomb graves
in the shape of the letter “T” were also found in the
Otyrar district, on the banks of the Arys River and
in the lower reaches of Syrdarya. The number of
archaeological studies conducted at the Myntobe
burial ground is quite small. Therefore, the exact
dating of the mounds is still unknown. To shed
light on such problems, the radiocarbon analyses

have been carried out on the teeth of skeletons ex-
cavated in recent years. Among them is the mound
Ne 12. As a result of laboratory tests on the mound
Ne 12, it was determined that it belongs to 115-
224423 years BC. At the same time, the analyses
of other mounds show that the earliest burials in
Myntobe date from 18 years AD and the last one
318 years AD. Future research may change this
chronological limits.
