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THE LABORATORY OF THE BOLSHEVIK ECONOMIC EXPERIENCE:
1921-1922 REFORMS ON LAND
AND WATER USAGE IN KAZAKHSTAN

The first years after the October Revolution (1917) were years of revolutionary passion and experi-
mentation, which found their expression in a set of political, social, and economic reforms. Economic
policy towards the former Tsarist Empire as Central Asia and Kazakhstan, was characterized by two main
features: the liquidation of inequality in land and water usage between the native nomad Kazakh popula-
tion and the settled Slavic one, and the transition from a capitalist colonial policy to socialist economic
development. The research employs a comprehensive methodological framework that integrates histori-
cal analysis, archival research, and a comparative study of policy implementation across diverse geo-
graphical regions. A primary focus is placed on archival materials from the Central National Archive of
the Republic of Kazakhstan, which serve as a pivotal source for understanding the directives and decrees
that shaped early Soviet policies. This study also analyzes an extensive array of Party resolutions, Soviet
decrees, and collections of key documents, enabling a detailed exploration of the ideological and proce-
dural shifts from Tsarist to Bolshevik governance. This research provides new insights into the complex
dynamics of Soviet policy implementation in Kazakhstan and Central Asia during the nascent years of
the Bolshevik regime. It explores the juxtaposition of the revolutionary eagerness for immediate reform
with the stark realities of socio-political and economic fragility in post-revolutionary times. By focusing
on specific difficulties such as the stark regional contrasts in ethnic composition and the aftermath of the
Civil War, this research contributes a nuanced understanding to the discourse on policy adaptation and
execution amidst volatility.

Introduction capitalism. This approach reflected the ideological
framework and practical necessities of constructing
The Soviet policies in Central Asia and a socialist model in these regions.

Kazakhstan following the October Revolution of
1917 can be characterized as largely experimental
and lacking a clear, cohesive economic and political
strategy. Driven by revolutionary fervor and a strong
aspiration to create a better future for the toilers
of the East, these policies provided fertile ground
for non-capitalist development pathways amid the
broader socialist transformation. The Bolsheviks
assessed the economic level of Central Asia and
Kazakhstan as predominantly feudal, with certain
elements of primitive capitalism. To legitimize
the new regime and shape its approach toward the
former colonies of Tsarist Russia, they justified the
need for a direct transition from primitive capitalism
to socialism, bypassing the stage of fully developed

Materials and methods

This article primarily relies on rich archival
materials from the Central State Archive of the
Republic of Kazakhstan, as well as documents and
statistical data from the Resettlement Authority, and
decisions made by the party and Soviet authorities.
The main research methods employed are systematic
analysis and critical evaluation of sources, which
ensure a high level of objectivity and reliability of
the obtained results. In addition to archival data,
the study applies methods of analyzing academic
literature, including dissertations, books, and
articles published both within the former Soviet
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Union and internationally. The methodology uses
a comprehensive approach that combines historical
analysis, source criticism, and comparative
assessment of data. This multifaceted, critical
approach allows for the structuring and interpretation
of information considering cultural, political, and
socio-economic contexts, which enhances the
validity and depth of the research.

The theory of noncapitalist development
included the need for economic reconstruction of
the formerly backward national borders alongside
political reforms. The political foundations of the
theory of noncapitalist development consisted of the
following: the need to create a widespread network
of local party organizations broadly involving the
representatives of the local Kazakh population, and a
network of Soviets, which had to be perfectly adapted
to local pre-capitalist conditions and to involve
Kazakh activists at every stage in the construction
of socialism (Lenin 1974: 241-247; Cameron 2018:
45-70). At least at the initial implementation stage,
the forms and methods of Bolshevik political work
in Kazakhstan would differ from those in Russia.
Kazakhstan’s vast territory had a scattered Kazakh
nomad population and neither a communications
system nor the industrial proletariat, which, in
Russia, represented the main base for political
agitation. The 1921-1922 reforms on land and water
usage were carried out utilizing the lands of the
state fund, which was composed mainly of the land
fund of the former Tsarist Resettlement Authority.
The practical steps towards the realization of the
economic tenets of the theory of noncapitalist
development were to include the following: 1) the
regulation and complete cessation of the policy
of settling Slavs on Kazakhstan’s territory; 2) the
potential guarantee of lands from the state land
fund to the local (Kazakh) toiling population; 3) the
gradual and smooth access of the local population to
advanced economic methods in agriculture (Stalin
1950: 52-59).

Land Regulation in Kazakhstan Before the
October Revolution of 1917

A significant aspect of the reforms on land and
water usage of 1921-1922 was to gain the local
population’s trust in the new Bolshevik regime and
to eliminate inequality in land and water disposal
between the Slavic and the local Kazakh populations.
With the establishment of the Resettlement
Authority in 1907, the Kazakh nomads have been
regularly deprived of their best lands, which, despite
numerous complaints, were transferred to the

Resettlement Authority fund. After the adoption in
1906 of the Agrarian Law, all barriers to the flow
of population of settlers in the boundaries of the
Empire were removed, thus considerably increasing
the number of settlers to the area that was to become
Kazakhstan after the national-territorial delineation
in 1924. Before the Bolshevik revolution of 1917,
the territory of modern Kazakhstan was split
between two governor-generalships established
with the conquest of Central Asia in 1867: the
Turkestan governor-generalship, which consisted of
Syr Darya, Semirechye, Samarkand and Amu Darya
regions and the Steppe region governor-generalship,
that included Akmolinsk, Semipalatinsk, Turgai,
Ural’sk and a part of Semirechye regions. The
Turkestan governor-generalship was transformed
into the Turkestan Autonomous Soviet Socialist
Republic and was eliminated in 1924 within the
national-territorial delineation of Central Asia and
Kazakhstan. The Steppe governor-generalship
ceased to existin 1917.

A special decree of the Ministry of Internal
Affairs issued in 1907 on the question of the land
structure of the Kazakhs defined lands which
were not subject to expropriation from the local
population as: 1) lands which are occupied by
the winter dwellings of the Kyrgyz (Kazakhs),
economic facilities, and kitchen gardens; 2) water
facilities such as wells, ponds, areas irrigated by
canals; 3) plantations: gardens’ protected grooves,
etc.; 4) cultivated lands where allotments are not
rented out; 5) cemeteries which continue to serve as
burial areas, and the separate graves of incredibly
honored deceased persons; 6) caravan routes and
areas serving as pasture held for the quarantine of
livestock. This decree determined that the territories
which did not comprise the categories mentioned
above, 5100 temporary Kazakh settlements were to
be destroyed, more than 30,000 people were to be
expelled, to be replaced by 6500 households of new
Slavic settlers in 260,000 desyatins of «freed up»
territories at an estimate of 40 desyatins per peasant
household (Kuznetzov 1950: 23).

The Kazakh population had been provided
by land norms established by the Resettlement
Authority for different types of households: nomad,
settled livestock breeder, and settled land cultivator.
Besides the question of the land redistribution of
the Kazakhs, it was necessary to solve the problem
of whether to implement these measures without
limitations with respect to the entire Kazakh
population or whether one could make exceptions
for the well-off households. On 13 May 1908,
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the Council of Ministers issued a decree «On the
renewal of Land Distribution Activities in the
Kyrgyz Communities undergoing the Expropriation
of Land Plots for Settlement, with Simultaneous
Land Arrangements for Resettling the Kyrgyz
(Kazakhs)». The Decree established the population
limit for land at 15 desyatins per person (not
including the non-productive population of old men
and children) (Rumyantsev 1910: 5-8). The land
distribution of the Kazakh population was carried
out only with the voluntary wish of the Kazakh tribes
to settle down. If the aul’s elite refused to settle, then
it was necessary to establish the population partially
so it could rent pastures and haymakers. Accounting
for the land exclusions in Kazakhstan’s southern
districts, 45,000,000 desyatins of land were set aside
for the colonization fund, comprising almost 1/5 of
the region’s territory (Rumyantsev 1913: 356).

Before the settlement and resettlement policy,
the basis for the settlement of nomads was defined
by the change in the social status of the heads of
the Kazakh kin groups. According to the 1884
Steppe Code, they received the hereditary right
to be involved in elective administrative duties,
conclude trade deals with Russian entrepreneurs,
and contract for livestock delivery. In exchange
for service, they obtained rewards and titles, and
their children received free access to European-
style education and culture (Kraft 1898: 1-8). As
a result of accelerated social differentiation within
the tribal elite, there was an increase in the number
of people possessing small quantities of livestock
and little property. Many had no livestock, while
others lacked sufficient livestock for roaming large
distances. Thus, a small number of nomads, usually
the poor, began to integrate elements of cultivation
into the nomadic economy and, subsequently, went
completely over to a settled way of life.

The settlement of Kazakh nomads from 1907 to
1917 proceeded more intensively and was essentially
based on the activities of the Resettlement Authority,
which set lands aside for the colonial fund. The
setting aside of lands also changed the routes and
the distance of the nomadic roaming as they were
in the middle of the seasonal migration area. As
a result, after several years of the Resettlement
Authority’s activity, nomadic livestock breeding
lost its effectiveness in a number of districts, and
the Kazakh population gradually went over to the
stall-camp system of maintaining livestock. The
Resettlement Authority’s activities in allotting land
plots to Kazakh auls promoted the transition to a
settled lifestyle. Slavic settled population that lived

close to the Kazakh nomadic population also served
as a visual example of the effectiveness of a settled
cultivated economy compared to the nomadic one.
The continuing social differentiation within the
tribal elite increasingly favored the transition of
Kazakh households with little or no livestock to a
settled way of life (Yusupov 1949: 21-22).

Land and water regulation in Kazakhstan was
widely discussed among the representatives of
local intelligentsia and on the pages of newspapers
and magazines in Kazakh, such as Turgaiskaya
Gazeta and Aikap . Relationships in the area of
land use in Kazakhstan were of extremely muddled
character. Until the Bolshevik revolution, there
was no land reclamation, except for the activity of
the Resettlement Authority allocation plots for the
settlement. The local nomadic population used the
lands based on common tribal law — lands which
never and under no circumstances were turned over
to the aul but were used by them as a result of the
right of first conquest. Wintering gave the kinship
groups the right to use the land for centuries, and
this right was transferred by inheritance. In August
1913, much work was carried out by these press
organs towards the convening of a Kazakh congress
at which the first Kazakh national party, the Alash,
was formed.

Representatives of the Kazakh intelligentsia,
such as Myrzhakup Dulatov, Alikhan Bukeikhanov,
and Mukhamedzhan Seralin, actively participated in
the work of the congress. The questions discussed at
the congress mostly related to Kazakhstan’s political
and economic future. The following reforms were
proposed: 1) land reform (the confiscation of lands
from the Slavic settlers and their return to the Kazakh
population); 2) religious reform (the institution of
muftis in all regions where the population felt the
need for muftis); 3) the establishment of a national
court (the sharia); and 4) the election of Kazakh
deputies to the central representative body — the
State Duma (Martynenko 1992: 13-21).

Between 1917 and 1918, several Kazakh
congresses were convened, where the basic questions
were the development of local self-government and
the possibility of organizing a Kazakh territorial-
national autonomy — Alash. The Ush Zhuz and the
youth organization Birlik were created in 1913-
1914 on the territory of Northern Kazakhstan. In the
first place, the task of these organizations was not
so much dealing with the future political structure
but rather with economic, cultural, and educational
issues among the Kazakh population (Kakishev
1972: 44-45, 92-93). Later, these parties and groups
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decided to support the reforms of the first years of
Bolshevik power.

In the pre-revolutionary period, the settlement of
Kazakh nomads was not planned. Social processes
within Kazakh tribes stimulated settlement and were
an indirect consequence of the Tsarist government’s
agrarian resettlement policy. For these reasons, the
settlement process in the pre-revolutionary period
can be characterized as spontaneous.

After the October Revolution, the first decrees
of the Soviet authorities abolished the Resettlement
Authority, thereby annulling its Regulations and
Declarations. The land fund of the Resettlement
Authority passed to the Bolshevik administration,
and many of its former employees started to work
for the new regime.

First Steps of the Soviet Power on Land and
Water Regulation in Kazakhstan

The political basis of the land and water
regulation on the Eastern borders of the former
Russian Empire was determined by the decisions of
the Second Congress of the Communist International
on the National and Colonial questions (Lenin 1974:
241-247). Russia did not have overseas colonies, but
distant parts of the Empire, such as Central Asia and
Kazakhstan, for all intents and purposes, could be
regarded as colonial holdings with colonial means
of tutelage. Administration by the local population
was based on the 1884 Steppe Decree and the 1891
Decree on the Administration of the Turkestan
region that automatically became irrelevant after
the October Revolution of 1917 (Galuzo 1929: 104-
106; Rumyantsev 1913: 28-33).

One of the first acts of the new Bolshevik
government was the Order of the Turkestan
Executive Committee (TurTsIK) of April 10, 1920,
«On the Rapid Return of the Lands to Kazakhs and
Kyrgyz Returning from China». The 1916 Steppe
uprising, and the subsequent punitive military
expeditions of the Tsarist government resulted in
the emigration of a considerable part of the local
population of the southern districts on the territory
of Xinjiang province. Therefore, it was necessary to
address the question of returning those lands to the
nomads returning from China. The native population
of the Semirechye and Syr-Darya regions in the
south of Kazakhstan especially suffered. According
to the data from Soviet official sources, up to a
quarter of the Kazakh population of the Semirechye
region (about 300,000 people) were expelled from
their lands and were forced to migrate to western
China, where a considerable part of the Uighur

and Dungan people went as well (TsGARK. F.74.
Op.3. D. 381. Pp. 89, 90; Pokrovskii et all. 1957:
180-182). The Special Commission of the TurTsIK,
which dealt with the settlement of the returnees
on the territories free of military action of the
Civil War, produced data on the overall number of
refugees returning to the territory of the Semirechye
region — some 240,000. According to the decision
of the TurTsIK on July 19, 1921, the neediest of the
returnees were provided with 30,018 arshins (one
arshin was about 70 centimeters) of cotton textiles,
9778 pieces of coarse fabric matting, 2226 pairs
of footwear, 73,380 arshins of mangoline (dense
flaxen fabric), 790 horses, 500 cattle, and 3500
sheep (Chupekov 1961b: 74-79). This assistance
obviously was insufficient, but the new regime’s
lack of financial resources was compensated for by
legislative decisions regarding land use.

On February 7, 1921, the TsIK of the Kazakh
ASSR (the Kyrgyz ASSR had received legal status
within the RSFSR in October 1920) adopted a
Decree: «On the transfer of land to Kazakh toilers,
land that had constituted the estates of the nobles
and capitalists, monastery grounds, and lands of the
colonization fund of the Resettlement Authority».
This decree regulated land use in Kazakhstan’s
northern and eastern gubernia between the local and
settler Slavic population.

Several difficulties arose when the decree was
put into practice. During the Revolution and the
Civil War, the settler Slavic peasantry took over
vacant land plots and lands allotted to the Kazakhs.
Settlements arose on these plots with economic
structures and processing facilities. In the inquiries
of the central Moscow government about the
progress of the implementation of the provisions of
the decree, the local authorities recognized their utter
inability to deal with the emerging difficulties. For
example, in the inquiry of the Guberniya Executive
Committee (Gubispolkom) and the Guberniya Land
Committee (Gubzemkom) of Kustanai guberniya, it
was announced that the decision about the eviction
of the unauthorized lands aroused the dissatisfaction
of the peasants and brought about their hatred
towards the Kazakhs. If these unauthorized Slavic
settlers remained, it would contravene all the
decrees of the center and bring about distrustful
attitudes towards the Soviet authorities among
the Kazakh population. The question of distrust
is the political side of the question. The economic
background for the prospected land regulation
was much more complicated. Both the Slavic and
the Kazakh populations suffered from hunger as a
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result of famine, which widely spread in the Volga
region and the northern and northwestern regions
of Kazakhstan. Therefore, the unauthorized Slavic
settlers could not be evicted without material
assistance from the government, which lacked
the finances to do so. Local authorities asked for
detailed instructions from the Kazakh People’s
Commissariat on Land (Kaznarkomzem) and the
Kyrgyz Central Executive Committee (KirTsIK)
in all cases (TsGARK F. 74. Op. 2. D.215. P.§;
Chupekov 1961a: 104, Vladimirsky 2020: 2). Such
an inquiry from the local authorities was by no
means unique and showed their inability to solve the
problem by themselves.

As a sign of help in the explanation of the
Decree, the Central Committee of the Kazakh ASSR
sent 1922 a special Red Caravan to those regions
of Kazakhstan where the provisions of the KirTsIK
Decree of February 2, 1921, were disseminated. The
Red Caravan defined its main purpose to close the gap
between the local population and the representatives
of the new power. It consisted of the regional
executive committee representatives, Komsomol,
Zhenotdel, People Commissariats of Agriculture,
Education, Trade, Health, etc. The Caravan covered
more than 4,000 kilometers between Orenburg
and Semipalatinsk and visited 47 Kazakh auls and
Slav villages. Caravan representatives not only
explained the provisions and the decrees of the
Bolshevik power but also took an active part in the
practical realization of these decrees, especially in
land and water regulation, the fight against hunger,
and medical treatment.

In the official reports of the leaders of the Red
Caravan, there are indications that the provisions of
the Decree were still not being realized anywhere.
The reason for this was, on the one hand, the
inattentiveness of the local authorities to the needs
of the Kazakh population and, on the other hand, the
poor financial state of the local Soviet organizations,
which deprived them of the means to handle the
implementation of the provisions of the Decree. The
transcripts of the Red Caravan participants reflected
the main reason the local Soviet authorities did not
have all the necessary resources — the fight against
hunger and the necessity to buy and distribute bread,
grain, and clothes to the starving population. Hunger
affected the northern, western, and eastern regions of
Kazakhstan. The local Kazakh population suffered
the most, losing up to 70 percent of their livestock.
At that time, when the most important thing for
people was to survive at any price, newly recruited
party activists issued instructions on the necessity

of deepening the class struggle in the Kazakh aul
(Dahshleiger 1960: 30-41; Cameron 2018: 55-59).
In their reports from the starving regions, they
mentioned that the Kazakh poor are characterized by
hunger and are, for all intents and purposes, naked.
In the aul the bai ruled as before the revolution. «We
[party activists] had to meet bais who freely fed up
to 150 people each. All this bai activity undoubtedly
strengthened the authority of the bais, leading to
their winning the sympathy of the poor and, as a
result, bringing about a greater dependency of the
poor on the rich. It was time to begin extensive
work among the Kazakhs in the areas of proletarian
class education and Soviet construction (Chupekov
1961b: 96; Pianciola 2008: 102-104)».

Implementation of water and land reforms in
Kazakhstan, 1921-1922

On April 19, 1921, the TsIK ofthe Kazakh ASSR
published a Decree «On the return of the Land, which
was expropriated by the Tsarist government for the
Ural and Siberian Cossack forces, to the Kyrgyz
people». This decree was intended to regulate land
usage along the Ural River. A temporary technical
instruction was issued to avoid confusion when
implementing the decree provisions. The instruction
determined 1) the boundaries of a 10-verst belt
subject to seizure and 2) defined those persons who
had a right to land redistribution. This redistribution
within the 10 verst’ belt was mainly to affect firstly
the Kyrgyz living within the limits of the belt and
using arable land on a rental basis, secondly, the
entire Kyrgyz population who previously used these
lands, and finally, all other Kyrgyz who expressed
a desire to receive land allotments in the 10-verst
belt (article 5), 3) establish temporary norms of
land guarantees right up to the development of final
norms of land guarantees, the highest norm for the
distribution of land in the 10-verst’ belt being an
allotment of land of 7,5 desyatins per economic unit
which is sufficient for subsistence, with a reduction
in dependency on local conditions (TsGARK F.74
Op.2 D.47. P.6).

Implementing this Decree entailed fewer
difficulties than the February 2, 1921 Decree.
There were few Slavic settlements on the land
within the 10-verst’ belt. The Cossacks who owned
these lands did not use them for crops but for
haymaking. Cossacks, the most privileged category
of non-native Slavic population, had acquired vast
tracks of land in Turkestan by the end of the 19th
century. The Cossacks held extensive fertile lands
but could not exploit all of them, so they rented
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out some of them to the native Kazakh population
or the Slavic settlers who had arrived as a part of
the Resettlement Authority quotas since 1907. For
example, data on land holdings in the Semipalatinsk
region testify that the Cossacks, who comprised less
than 20 percent of the region’s population, held 37.5
percent of the land (Kuznetsov 1950: 32). The Slav
population’s second rank was represented by long-
running settlers who had come to the region even
before the official announcement of the settlement
policy in 1906. Finally, there were the newly
arrived settlers, who occupied the lowest rank in
this complex hierarchy. One hundred twenty-seven
thousand one hundred seven desyatins of land were
redistributed; 36,896 desyatins went to the Kazakh
population. 10,286 desyatins were redistributed in
the territory that was populated both by Kazakh and
Slavic settlers, 57,268 desyatins of land remained in
Cossack possession, and 22,650 desyatins remained
vacant (Baishev, Gal’yanov, Karibzhanov 1971:
41).

The instructions of the Decrees of February 7,
1921, and April 19, 1921, concerned regulating land
usage and distribution in Kazakhstan’s northern
and eastern regions. The most complicated aspect
was the implementation of land and water reforms
from 1921 to 1922 in the south of Kazakhstan in
the Semirechye (Dzhetysu) and Syr Darya gubernii.
First, the quality of arable land was lower, and the
conditions for cultivating the land were much more
difficult (irrigation of land by canals). Second,
the native Kazakh population was involved in
nomadic livestock breeding, which depended
mainly on weather conditions, and therefore, the
boundaries of exploitable pasture and crop areas
continually changed. Third, the population of the
south of Kazakhstan was characterized by enormous
ethnic diversity — all categories of the Slavic
settler population, nomadic Kazakh and Kyrgyz
populations, and the settled population in Uzbek and
Dungan villages. The interrelationship between rich
and poor in the aul was based on mutual assistance,
which bound the poor to their wealthier kin. Bais
rendered services to their kinsmen, such as leasing
horses (at mayin bery) or dairy cattle (sauin). In
exchange, the poor were obliged to tend the livestock
of the bai, put up the yurts, shear the sheep, and
perform other work in the bai’s household. It was
necessary for the Soviet authorities to distribute the
«benefits» equally to each of the national groups
(Thomas 2015: 71-73).

The reform tasks in the south of Kazakhstan
were defined in the instructions of the 9" Congress of
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the Soviets and the 5th Congress of the Communist
Party of the Turkestan Republic. In the process of
implementation of the reforms it was necessary:
1) to bring about the liquidation of kulak and bai
households; 2) to expropriate the land surpluses
of Slavic settler families above the working norm;
3) to expropriate land from Slavic families which
was above the norms established by the former
Resettlement Authority in 1916; 4) to equalize the
rights of the native population to land with those
of the newly-arrived European population; 5) to
liquidate unauthorized Slavic settlements which
were set up on the native population’s lands after
1916, their population to be displaced to old and
new settlements as well as to Cossack stanitsas; 6) to
transfer land to the landless and small landholding
native population from the land fund which resulted
from the liquidation of the idle households (those
that depended on hired labor), as well as the
confiscated surpluses of settler plots. Officially
established working norms differed from region to
region and depended on the quality of land, average
family composition, and actual working members
of the family. The established working norm varied
from minimal to maximal (Volkov 1924: 30-31;
Chupekov 1961b: 113-120).

Since the native Kazakh population of
Kazakhstan’s southern regions was mainly involved
in animal breeding, it suffered to a much greater
extent than the settled agricultural households
from the effects of dzhuts, livestock epidemics, and
famine. On the eve of the revolution, 34 percent
of Kazakh households in the Verny uezd did not
own sheep, and between 44 and 51 percent of all
Kazakh households in the Semirechye did not own
any agricultural property. As a result of the repeated
requisitions of livestock during the Civil War
(1917-1922), the size of flocks had significantly
decreased. In the Semirechye region, the extent of
animal ownership was down by 75 percent in 1920
in comparison with 1912, and about 50 percent
of the Kazakhs involved in nomadic livestock
breeding were left without any livestock (Rybakov,
Kuznetsov 1957: 74-88).

In the course of the implementation of the
reforms, the native Kazakh population benefited
from preferential treatment. Livestock inventory
norms were established for the nomadic and semi-
settled population, allotting grazing lands according
to subsistence norms (depending on the number of
souls per family) — six heads of cattle per person
for purely nomadic households and five for mixed
households. For settled and purely agricultural
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households, under the average land norms, grazing
lands were 10-12 desyatins per household, including
the sown area between seven to eight desyatins, with
the size of the animal inventory set at two heads of
cattle per person. It was considered the maximum
norm in the conditions of the Semirechye. The
minimum norm was established at one head of
cattle. The land norm for the Slavic population was
the same as that established by the Resettlement
Authority in 1916. The norms for the agricultural
tool inventory for one Kazakh or Slavic household
were established as one plow, one harrow, three
sickles, three scythes, three pickaxes, two pitchforks
and shovels, one two-horse brichka, one cart, and so
on. The entire machine inventory — reapers, mowers,
winnowing machines, grinders, horse rakes, and
others- had to be used collectively (Dahshleiger
1958: 18-31).

Implementing the reforms was to be completed
by July 1, 1922. For this purpose, shock land-troikas
of Communists were established and uezds were
divided into small districts to facilitate the work of
the troikas.

During the reforms, considerable excesses were
committed upon the Slavic population. In the reports
and summaries of the land troikas, it was announced
that by May 24, 1922, unauthorized settlers and
refugees settling on seized Kazakh lands would be
expelled — 284 households comprising 1255 persons;
75 households from the Dzharkent uyezd, 102
households from Kopal uyezd, in Lepsinsk uyezd,
and the evictions were entirely completed. Under
the guise of the struggle against the kulaks and the
liquidation of unauthorized Slavic settlements, the
rights of not only the middle class but also the poor
Slavic households were impinged upon. During
the reforms, 120 villages, 32 farmsteads, and 95
mountain farmsteads were liquidated, and 6446
households were expelled (Kuznetsov 1950: 119,
166-167, 197-198).

The 7" Congress of the Communist Party of the
Turkestan Republic, held in March 1922, pointed
out that all expelled households would be resettled
in places set aside. However, out of 3090 expelled
Slavic households in the Semirechye, 1059 were
not resettled until 1928 and were forced to work
in the households of Slavic kulaks or prosperous
bais. The Chubar settlement and Bogorodskoe town
served as typical examples of this policy. In Chubar,
expulsion was carried out while the male population
fought during the Civil War as a part of the Red
Army military units on the Bukhara front. When
they returned, they found no property, and women

with children were scattered in surrounding Slavic
settlements. Their «illegal» lands and livestock were
transferred to alleged indigenous (Kazakh) landless
and wound up in the hands of influential bais and
manaps. Slavic population remained without lands,
and their gardens and clover fields, which were
handed over to the Kazakhs, were chopped down
and destroyed. The inhabitants of Bogorodskoe
were also expelled because they were accused of
deliberately seizing land. However, the fact was
that the lands of the closest relatives of the head
of the Semirechye Agricultural Department were
located nearby, and he decided to use the situation
to increase lands at his family’s disposal. As a result,
194 Slavic settler households in Bogorodskoe were
ruined, and their lands were seized and used as
pasture grounds for sheep, goats, mares, and camels
(Chupekov 1959: 52-64; Chupekov 1961b: 119-
122; Bagryantsev, Beisenov, Vilenskii 1957: 80-84,
115-118). Such distortions resulted in a stream of
complaints and messages to Moscow referring to the
illegal expulsion and resettlement of the Red Army
soldiers, widows, orphans, and middle and poor
peasants. In June 1922, a Special Commission of
TurTsIK left for Semirechye to investigate reform
implementation and examine the complaints.

During the reforms, the Commission
recommended the cessation of the shock land
allotment measures so that the land allotment
could proceed in strict accordance with the original
instructions of the central Moscow government,
without limits being exceeded. The Semirechye
guberniya issued Order No.5, «On the Measures to
Eliminate Mistakes in Implementing the Reformy.
According to the provisions of the Order, the Red
Army soldiers, WWI and Civil War invalids,
widows, households consisting of orphans and their
guardians, and households having people over 60 in
their family were allowed to return to their former
villages (Kaziev 2015: 218-224).

Attempts to implement the reform’s provisions
continued, but it became clear that practical work
concerning the accounting and redistribution of
land required more time than previously thought.
The visible results of the 1921-1922 economic
reforms in Kazakhstan can be expressed in the
following manner: a sharp drop in the percentage
of landless) owing to the allocation of plots to the
local population from 4.3 percent to 0,5 percent, a
reduction in the rate of those with little land (those
with about one hectare at their disposal) from 38,1
percent to 34,3 percent, and a reduction in the rate
of kulak-exploiter groups (those who had in their

disposal more than 12 hectares of land or more than
50 heads of cattle) from 6 percent to 3,8 percent
(Yusupov 1949: 50-51).

Between 1922 and 1924, a number of decisions
concerning land allotment were adopted, which
could be viewed as a continuation of the 1921-
1922 reforms. On May 10, 1923, and April 17,
1924, the TsIK issued the Decree «On land
arrangement in the nomadic and semi-nomadic
districts of the Turkestan and Kyrgyz autonomous
Soviet republics». Both decrees considered the
geographical characteristics of the region. The
Decree of May 10, 1923 established the following
norms of land use for the Kazakh households of
the Semirechye and Syr-Darya gubernia: 1) One
household in an agricultural-livestock breeding
district was allotted from 6-12 desyatins of grazing
lands; from 2-4 desyatins of hay-making lands
and from 3-8 desyatins of common pasture; 2)
One household in a livestock breeding-agricultural
district was allotted from 2-5 desyatins of grazing
lands; up to 2 desyatins of hay-making lands and
from 49-90 desyatins of pastures. The Decree of
April 17, 1924, provided special privileges to poor
Kazakh nomads and semi-nomads adopting a settled
way of life. The privileges included: 1) provision of
credits with installment payments for 10 years for
both farm animals and implements; 2) the transfer
of seeds with installment payments for 5 years;
3) delivery of free wood-derived materials for the
construction of houses and necessary economic
facilities; 4) exemption from national and local
taxes for 5 years and other measures (Kazantsev,
Tumanova 1954: 213-215).

Conclusion

The 1921-1922 land and water usage reforms
were largely formal in equalizing the land regulation
between the native Kazakh and Slavic settler
populations. The reform was destined for failure
right from the start due to the lack of a preliminary
investigation of the existing land fund, the agro-
technical condition of the land in use, and the
extreme paucity of the financial resources of the
new Bolshevik authorities. Decisions in agrarian
legislation adopted in 1922-1924 were unsuccessful
for the same reasons. As a result of the 1921-
1922 reforms on land and water usage, one could
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observe the carrying out of intra-village and inter-
village land arrangements in Northern Kazakhstan
and the general division of the lands of the Kazakh
population throughout the entire territory. However,
the Kazakh population traditionally used the allotted
land as pastures sown with grass or as land rented out
to Slav peasants. The land plot did not become the
household’s economic base and political support for
the new Bolshevik authorities because agriculture
was still based on pasture. The fate of the nomad
and semi-nomad households was doomed. The by-
product of the land and water reforms of 1921-1922
contributed to the acceleration of the settlement
process of Kazakh households because land plots
were distributed to the entire Kazakh population.
The social structure of the Kazakh aul/ changed
slowly, resulting in the decreasing influence of the
bais, the traditional tribal elite, and the increase in
the number of middle peasant households (Sel’skoe
khozyaistvo 1929: 26-27). Various statistical sources
can detect this slow evolution of the Kazakh nomadic
household. According to the 1926 census data, there
were 1,220,668 households in Kazakhstan’s auls
and towns, of which 750,686 were purely Kazakh.
Among the Kazakh households, there were 286,590
livestock breeding households (38.5 percent),
244,867 livestock breeding-land cultivating (with an
emphasis on cattle breeding) and land cultivating —
livestock breeding (with a focus on land cultivation)
—33.2 percent and 180,239 land cultivating Kazakh
households (24.5 percent) (Baishev, Gal’yanov,
Karibzhanov 1974: 166-167).

The analysis of the basic tendencies that
were noticed in the development of Kazakhstan’s
agriculture during the land and water reforms of
the 1920s attested to the fact that the transition of
the Kazakh nomadic population to a settled way of
life was inevitable. The fundamental disagreement
on the fate of the nomad way of life was how the
nomadic households were to evolve — either by
gradual and natural changes in the character of
the households or by stimulating the settlement
process through government land regulation, tax,
and financial policies. The smooth and gradual
transformation of the nomad households into
sedentary ones was abruptly ended by a forced
collectivization process accompanied by political
violence, hunger, and the complete destruction of
agriculture in Kazakhstan.

People’s hero of Kazakhstan R. Koshkarbayev:
historiographic and source study analysis of the military path

The article details Rakhimzhan Koshkarbaev’s social background and how he became a People’s
Hero (1924-1988) by being the first to raise the Victory Banner over the Reichstag. It is well known that
he had a difficult upbringing before the war and attended the School of Labour Training. As an adult,
he attended the Bishkek Military School and served at the front as an officer. This article will describe
his combative journey to Berlin. His involvement in the bloody Berlin operation during World War Il is
described, as is his selfless sacrifice during this brutal conflict. Reichstag was the first to enter the house
while under fire and the first to affix the Victory Banner to its roof. The article used the biographical
method, the methodological features of which made it possible to consider the process of identification
and reliable assessment of personality. In particular, the materials and articles of the wanted persons
who proved that after the end of the war R. Koshkarbaev was the first to hoist the Victory Banner were
considered. The source were materials of archival funds and websites dedicated to the Second World
War, memories of war veterans, recollections of contemporaries and colleagues of R. Koshkarbaev. The
article analyses books about the frontline campaign of the 674th regiment of the 150th division with
R. Koshkarbayev during the war, describes his contribution to the path of victory. This article contributes
to the development of historical memory, patriotism and historical continuity of witnesses of the Second
World War.

Social and living conditions of deported peoples
in the 1930s—1940s (Turkistan region)

In the Soviet Union, as a result of the policies of the totalitarian system and the repressive actions of
the Soviet authorities, many peoples who fell under the regime’s wrath were forcibly deported to Central
Asia and Kazakhstan. Deportations, repressions, property confiscations, and unjust persecution were
widespread, and during the 1930s-1950s, nearly every family in the USSR endured severe hardships.
The policies of the Stalinist regime inflicted injustice upon the destinies of numerous nations. Families of
deported ethnic groups and entire peoples were resettled in various regions of the republic. One of the
regions where such forcibly displaced peoples were settled was the territory of Turkistan Region. Having
suffered the harsh blows of fate, the deported peoples were relocated to unfamiliar districts of the region.
Research on the unknown pages of the history of forcibly displaced peoples is still ongoing, yet many
issues remain unexplored, making this topic one of the most relevant and necessary for further study.

The main objective of the article is to examine the history and the social and living conditions of the
peoples deported to the territory of Turkistan Region in several waves during the 1930s—1940s, analyz-
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To achieve this goal, a comparative analysis is carried out based on memoirs, scholarly works, and
archival materials concerning the adaptation of deported peoples to the new territories of the districts of
Turkistan region.

The article presents new information about the social and living conditions and adaptation of mi-
grants after deportation to the territory of the Turkestan region.

Methodology. The article uses such methods of scientific knowledge as analysis and synthesis, as
well as chronological and statistical methods. The use of analysis and synthesis methods makes it pos-
sible to consider and characterize the processes of settlement, economic and household arrangements,
and the legal status of the deported people.

Orenburg teachers’ school as an instrument of the integration policy
of the Russian empire and the formation of the kazakh pedagogical intelligentsia

Since the 70s of the XIX century a new stage in the policy of the Russian Empire towards the Kazakh
population began, aimed at opening professional educational institutions through which it was possible
to influence in the necessary direction the formation of thinking and worldview of the younger genera-
tion. The purpose of this article is analysis of the activities of the Orenburg Kazakh Teachers’ School
(1883-1917) as an institutional experiment of the empire, which for thirty-four years trained teachers for
volost and aul schools. The article is based on archival documents extracted from the funds of the central
archives of Kazakhstan and Russia, including office documentation (petitions, official correspondence),
interaction of Kazakh seminarians with the school administration and biographical data of graduates. The
methodology of the article was the postcolonial approach, including the theory of interstitial subjectivity
(border / intermediate subjectivity) of Homi Bhabha. This approach will allow us to see how a graduate
of the imperial teacher training school, having taken a teaching or administrative position, became an
intermediary between the authorities and local society, transmitting new knowledge, new models of
behavior. Moreover, the imperial educational policy for the training of Kazakh teachers had a long-term
effect, as it prepared personnel for the post-imperial state, who realized their professional knowledge in
the first decades of Soviet power in Kazakhstan.

Kazakh graduates of Omsk and Semipalatinsk Teacher’s Seminaries
(late 19th — early 20th century)

In the history of Kazakhstan, the last quarter of the 19th — early 20th century is the time of active
penetration of imperial structures and ideas into the territory of the Steppe. One of the key areas through
which the Russian Empire sought to implement its policy of social transformation and modernization of
the Kazakh traditional society was education. The article will focus on Kazakh graduates of the Omsk
and Semipalatinsk teacher’s seminaries, who, according to the plan of the imperial authorities, were to
become conductors of the ideas of unification in the territory of the Akmola and Semipalatinsk regions,
but eventually became pioneers of national education. The purpose of this publication, based on the
identified archival and printed materials, is not only to restore the names of these people, but also to
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rethink their role in the history of the Kazakh people. The author is the first to introduce into scientific
circulation the names and facts from the biographies of Kazakh graduates of the Omsk and Semipalatinsk
Teachers’ Seminaries, systematizing them in the prosopography format.

The scientific and practical significance of the study lies in identifying and systematizing names that
were previously little known or were not combined into a single database. This allows researchers to
get an idea of the social structure of this group, their origin, subsequent career and participation in the
events of the early twentieth century.

The work is based on the application of the historical and genetic method to study the process of
creating the Omsk and Semipalatinsk Teachers’ Seminaries in the West Siberian Educational District,
their goals and influence on the formation of the Kazakh intelligentsia. Of great importance was the
historical and chronological method, which made it possible to identify common features and character-
istics in the social characteristics of the students of these seminaries.

By analyzing the life path of these people, the article reveals how they, being initially a product of
the imperial unification policy, became catalysts for national education, laying the foundations of the
Kazakh intelligentsia. The names of 20 Kazakh graduates of the Omsk Teachers’ Seminary (1872-1919)
and 26 Kazakh students of the Semipalatinsk Teachers’ Seminary (1903-1920) are revealed. Thus, the
value of the study is that it not only fills the gaps in our understanding of the personalities, but also helps
in creating a holistic systemic picture of the number of Kazakh graduates of educational institutions of
the Russian Empire in the context of socio-political transformations in the Steppe in the late 19th — early
20th centuries.

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The 1747 regulation on the prohibition of weapons
and the empire’s political strategy in the kazakh steppe

This article is devoted to the study of one of the key episodes in the history of relations between the
Russian Empire and the Kazakh Khanate — the 1747 ban on the sale of gunpowder and firearms to the
Kirgiz-Kaysacks (Kazakhs). This decree is examined not as an isolated act, but as part of Russia’s deliber-
ate and consistent colonial strategy aimed at undermining the military potential of the steppe peoples
and establishing political control over the Kazakh Steppe.

The article analyzes the political and geopolitical motives behind the introduction of this ban, in-
cluding the Russian Empire’s intention to limit the influence of rival powers in the region (particularly the
Dzungars and Central Asian khanates), as well as to reduce the risk of armed uprisings by the Kazakhs.
Special attention is given to the role of Khan Abulkhair, a key figure who found himself caught between
the interests of his own people and the growing pressure of the empire. The paper shows how his diplo-
matic activity and ambiguous position influenced the development of Russian-Kazakh relations.

Drawing on archival materials, imperial decrees, reports from the Orenburg Commission, and notes
by Russian officers, the study traces the transformation of Russia’s policy — from protective to openly
colonial. It also explores the consequences of the ban for the socio-economic development of Kazakh
society, including the restriction of trade contacts, the growing dependence on Russian military garri-
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Thus, the article contributes to a deeper understanding of the early stages of the Russian Empire’s
expansion into Central Asia and reveals the underlying mechanisms of political and economic subjuga-
tion of the Kazakh Steppe.

The instructional documents of the military governor
of the Turgai region A. Geins as a historical source

The purpose of the study is to identify the specific methods of administration in the Turgai region in
1870-1890s at the level of local administration (district chief, volost, aul headman) through the adopted
and implemented instructions. The studied Instructions reflected how adapted the colonial bureaucratic
apparatus at the local level in the implementation of reforms of the second half of the 19th century.
The methodology of the study was the concept of new imperial history. The research is based on the
principle of historicism, objectivity and systematicity. Result. The Russian Empire, expanding its borders
to the East, aimed to bring the native population of the same Turgai region to the so-called “all-Russian
citizenship”, with the desirability of expanding the Russian language in office work, with the transition to
all-Russian laws in the future. The analysis of instructional documents allows us to assert that a symbiosis
of the service and paternalistic model of the state can be traced. The uyezd chiefs were instructed to
work for the benefit of their subordinates and for their substantial benefit, to ensure private and public
rights of Kazakhs, to protect their peace. At the same time, it was argued that not volosts, but uyezd
chiefs should become the masters of the uyezd and have power among the native population.

«Rationalizing» the nomadic economy: the development
of haymaking in Turgai region in the late 19th — early 20th centuries

This study analyzes the development of haymaking in the Turgai region during the second half of the
19th and early 20th centuries within the context of the Russian Empire’s colonial policy. This research
aims to examine the administrative mechanisms for introducing haymaking and its impact on the Kazakh
nomadic economy. The main idea of the study is to consider haymaking as a tool for “rationalizing” the
steppe economy, which led to a fundamental transformation of the economic structure and ecological
balance of the region. The scientific significance is determined by a new approach to studying haymak-
ing as an independent factor of change, rather than merely a phenomenon accompanying agriculture.
The methodology is based on M. Foucault’s concept of governmentality, which allows revealing the
mechanisms of colonial governance through discourse about “rational” management that overcomes the
“backwardness” of nomadic life. Analysis of archival materials and statistical expedition data revealed
mechanisms of administrative influence (establishing mandatory hay procurement norms, distributing
mowing machines, reorganizing pasture lands) and their consequences for the traditional economy,
manifested in changes in herd structure favoring cattle, development of stall-feeding practices, and soil
degradation in plowed territories. The value of the research lies in a comprehensive analysis of the inter-
connection between colonial policy, economic practices, and environmental changes.

Semirechensk oblast under the colonial rule:
a postcolonial analysis of K.K. Pahlen’s reports

This article examines the revision reports of Count Konstantin Konstantinovich Pahlen, focusing on
administrative governance and the formation of the Kazakh bureaucracy in the Semirechensk oblast at
the turn of the 19th to 20th centuries. Special attention is given to analyzing these documents both as
valuable historical sources and as texts reflecting the colonial ideology and power of the Russian Empire
in Central Asia. Using a postcolonial theoretical approach, the author explores how the language and
structure of Pahlen’s reports constructed the image of the “Other,” thereby legitimizing imperial domina-
tion and discrediting local governance institutions. The analysis is based on the concepts of Edward Said,
Gayatri Spivak, Homi Bhabha, and other theorists, which helps reveal the ambiguous position of Kazakh
officials as intermediaries between the colonial authority and the indigenous population.

The findings of the study expand the understanding of colonial governance mechanisms and the
socio-political dynamics in the Semirechensk oblast, while emphasizing the importance of critically
reflecting on official sources to prevent the reproduction of colonial stereotypes in contemporary histo-
riography.

Eastern expansion of western countries
and the Seljuk state during the first crusade
(based on european materials)

In recent years, the study of the history of the Crusades, the political and cultural influence of the
crusaders on the peoples of the East has become one of the most pressing topics in domestic medieval
studies. Similarly, in domestic science, the study of the history of relations and historical interaction of
the Turkic peoples with the countries of Europe was put on the agenda. During the First Crusade, one
of the peoples who opposed the European invasion of the East were the Seljuk Turks. This scientific ar-
ticle examines the military actions between the Seljuk state and the crusaders, their course and results.
The Seljuk state was the largest Turkic-Muslim state in the East at that time, and it called on all Muslim
peoples to this religious war. On this basis, the Jihad war occurred. In this regard, the scientific work
analyzes the military actions between the Seljuk Turks and the Europeans during the First Crusade not
only from a political but also from a religious point of view. The war between the Seljuk Turks and the
Crusaders was also characterized as a conflict between cultures and as a clash of civilizations. One of the
main scientific tasks put forward in this work is to study the topic from a cultural and civilizational point
of view. In the Middle Ages, the Seljuk Turks became an influential force for the European peoples. They
tried to prevent European wars in the East during the First Crusade. Therefore, this issue should also be
considered in the context of the topic “Europe and the Turkic World”. The authors of the article, arguing
that the Seljuk state was the most powerful medieval state in the Turkic world, study its political and
military exploits during the First Crusade.

Integration of the information systems of the state archive
and its sources of acquisition in the Republic of Kazakhstan

This article explores the issue of integrating the information systems of state archives with those
of organizations that serve as sources of their records. The aim of the study is to propose a model and
methodological framework that enables the automated transfer of electronic documents, formed within
the electronic document management system, to the archival storage system.

The research involves a comparative analysis of the regulatory and legal framework of archival prac-
tices in the Republic of Kazakhstan, the practical use of the Unified Electronic Document Management
System, and advanced experience from the Russian Federation in this area.

The scientific novelty lies in the development of an algorithm that automatically compiles electronic
files based on metadata and directs them to the archival information system at the departmental level.
The methodology includes system-structural analysis, regulatory review, functional modeling, and com-
parative methods.

As a result, a model is proposed to ensure compatibility between the Unified Electronic Docu-
ment Management System of public authorities and archival information systems. The research aims
to enhance the efficiency of archival storage processes, reduce dependence on paper documents, and
accelerate digital transformation.

The Irtysh region is the place where Jochi khan founded his camp

The article is devoted to the early history of the Ulus of Jochi. It substantiates the opinion that the
modern territory of Eastern Qazagstan, where the East Qazagstan Region and the Abai Region are now
located, and especially the pastures around the Irtysh River were the site of the foundation and location
of the headquarters of Jochi Khan, the eldest son of Genghis Khan. In the 13th century, the Irtysh region
constituted the main part of the possessions of the Ulus of Jochi, at first there was the camp (headquar-
ters, horde) of Jochi himself, then the center of the ulus of the Horde, the eldest son of Jochi. Traditional
methods of historical research were used, including diachronic, historical-systemic and other methods.
The chronological framework of the study covers the events of the 13th century. Information from me-
dieval written sources and scientific publications on the history and archeology of the Middle Ages is
used. The range of main Muslim and European sources on the history of the Ulus of Jochi, which reflect
the history of East Qazagstan and the territory of the Abai Region, is determined. The article examines
the data of Rashid al-Din, John of Plano Carpine, C. de Bridra on the events of the history of the Ulus of
Jochi during the reign of Jochi, Orda and his first successors Qonghuran and Qonichi. It is suggested that
the contacts of the Jochid with the Yuan Empire passed through Eastern Qazagstan, through the Alakol
Valley and the Dzungarian Gates, and the Ertis, Yesil, Tobyl rivers were the connecting threads of the
northern and eastern steppes of Qazagstan with Siberia. The history of Eastern Qazagstan is an integral
part of the socio-political, economic and cultural history of all medieval Qazagstan. For the first time, the
history of East Qazagstan and the Abay Region is considered in the context of the history of the Ulus of
Jochi, it is shown that the history of Eastern Qazagstan is an integral part of the socio-political, economic
and cultural history of medieval Qazagstan.

Historical toponymics of the Karadaly region

The article is devoted to the issues of historical toponyms in the Karadala region.
The toponym “Karadala” is a name that preserved in the collective memory of the local population. To
the south lies Mount Ketpen (also known as Uzunkara, Wusun), to the west — Charyn Canyon, to the
north — a hilly plain. Karadala, as part of northeastern Zhetysu, encompasses the territory of the present-
day Uyghur District of Almaty Region.

The methodological principles of the study are based on viewing the cultural heritage of the histori-
cal landscape as a bearer of the uniqueness of a place through historical analysis. The sources for the
article include medieval written records, cartographic materials, travelers’ notes and diaries, and the
author’s own fieldwork.

The study analyzes the formation of toponyms such as Shonzhy, Dardamty, Dobyn, Charyn, Ketpen,
Sumbe, Avat, and others. Based on the analysis of historical toponyms, the article explores issues of the
ethnic history of the Kazakhs, the formation of borders, ethnic territories of the southeastern region of the
Kazakh Khanate, and changes in the region’s ethnic composition.

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SCHOOLING THE STEPPE: KAZAKH INTELLECTUALS
AS AGENTS OR APPARATUS OF EMPIRE
IN RUSSIA’S COLONIAL EDUCATION PROJECT

(late 19th — early 20th century)

This article reconstructs the infrastructure, intent, and impact of Russian colonial education in the
Kazakh Steppe and explains how Kazakh intellectuals shaped that project from within. Using primary
sources from the Central State Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan (TsGA RK) and the State Archive
of Tomsk Oblast (GATO), complemented by contemporaneous periodicals, the study employs close
reading, source criticism, prosopographic reconstruction, selective tabulation, and discourse analysis.
Framed by an intermediaries approach, it shows that the empire pursued a dual strategy-tightening over-
sight of mektebs and madrasas while building a secular, Russian-language school network — that yielded
a multi-tiered system from village classrooms to specialist colleges

. For the purposes of this study, “Kazakh intellectuals” denotes members of the political elite, teach-
ers, students, and secularly educated professionals who became enmeshed in school and administrative
work. Their motives were layered-status preservation, salaried service, social mobility, and communal
reform and their contributions concrete: petitioning for stipends and schools, organizing endowments,
staffing and supervising institutions, publicizing or contesting regulations, and translating policy into
classroom practice. Reassessing “collaboration,” the article advances the concept of hybrid agency,
whereby intermediaries selectively appropriated imperial resources to advance local priorities even as
they furthered aspects of imperial rule. The findings clarify how knowledge, funding, and legitimacy
were co-produced and how schooling functioned as both a technology of governance and a site of ne-
gotiated modernization.

Introduction

The administrative reforms of 18671868 drew
the Kazakh Steppe decisively into the orbit of Rus-
sian imperial governance, recasting its political and
social order. The region was reorganized into a hi-
erarchical grid of governor-generalships, oblasts,
uezds, and volosts; while Kazakhs elected elders at
the township level, upper tiers remained in the hands
of appointed officials. Judicial continuity persisted
through biy adjudication, but elsewhere the bureau-
cracy was imperial in personnel and ethos (Masev-
ich, 1960: 282-319). Socially, elements of the es-
tate system took hold—new labels such as “Kazakh
nobility” and “honorary citizens” emerged—though
they never fully mapped onto imperial estate logic
(Sultangalieva; Tuleshova, 2019: 36-40). In this set-
ting a small, secularly educated Kazakh intelligen-
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tsia began to form, even as most Kazakhs remained
tied to nomadic pastoralism.

Administrative reorganization and shifting so-
cial hierarchies shaped both the tsarist design of
a colonial schooling project and Kazakh society’s
reception of it. By the later nineteenth century the
pool of educated Kazakh officials had grown, pa-
rental anxieties about Russian schools were waning,
and demand for places and scholarships intensified.
Scholarship funding broadened access beyond of-
ficials’ and sultans’ sons, and the state expanded a
network of elementary, secondary, and specialized
institutions. Secular education thus produced inter-
mediaries who staffed the imperial apparatus while
disseminating agartusiliq ideals among their com-
patriots. Against this backdrop, this article asks:
how did Kazakh intellectuals interpret the imperial
drive for schooling and to what strategic ends did
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they promote formal education? In what concrete
capacities did they mediate between administrators
and communities, shaping, implementing, and le-
gitimizing the colonial educational project?

Answering these questions addresses a historio-
graphical gap. Kazakh intermediaries’ political roles
are well studied, but their educational interventions—
how they influenced perceptions of Russian school-
ing, engaged youth, and positioned themselves
vis-a-vis reform-remain underexplored. Reframing
intellectuals not as passive transmitters but as active
participants and brokers allows a clearer assessment
of how imperial education reconfigured values,
worldviews, and identities in the Steppe, and how
Kazakh agency could both serve and subtly redirect
the aims of colonial governance.

Literature review

Scholarly engagement with Russia’s colonial
project in the Kazakh Steppe has shifted mark-
edly over time: early imperial administrators and
statisticians celebrated the “civilizing mission” of
Russification and schooling; Soviet-era historians
recast the same initiatives as contradictory agents
of both progress and class exploitation; and, in the
post-Soviet and global-imperial turns of the last
three decades, researchers have reframed the steppe
as a dynamic contact zone in which Kazakh inter-
mediaries negotiated, appropriated, and sometimes
resisted tsarist designs. Tracing this evolution—from
triumphalist narratives, through Marxist critiques, to
recent studies of hybrid modernities and indigenous
agency—provides the necessary historiographical
lens for reassessing how imperial policies of admin-
istration, estate differentiation, and secular educa-
tion collectively re-configured Kazakh society in the
late nineteenth century.

Imperial administrative reports and statistical
surveys form the earliest and most voluminous body
of evidence on the establishment of Russian-run
schools in the Kazakh Steppe. Inspectors of Public
schools such as A.E. Alektorov (Alektorov, 1900),
V. V. Vasil’ev (Vasili’ev, 1896), S.M. Gramenitskii
(Gramenitskii, 1896) compiled meticulous tables on
enrolment, language of instruction, curricular con-
tent, and the socio-economic background of pupils,
while offering finely grained observations on indi-
vidual Kazakh families’ decisions to seek secular
education. These authors also offered assessments
of the effectiveness of imperial educational insti-
tutions for Kazakhs and described the conditions
within those schools. Yet the very richness of these

documents is inseparable from their authors’ ideo-
logical purpose: they consistently frame schooling
as a “civilising mission” whose success was to be
measured by the speed and depth of Kazakh Russifi-
cation. Consequently, although these sources remain
indispensable for reconstructing the infrastructure
and social reach of colonial education, they must be
read critically, with full awareness of the normative
assumptions that shaped both the collection and in-
terpretation of their data.

During the Soviet period, historians approached
imperial educational policy in the Kazakh Steppe
through a different theoretical framework. The
foundational works of T.T. Tazhibaev (Tazhibaev,
1962) and K.Berzhanov (Berzhanov, 1965) pro-
vided systematic and statistical data on schooling
in Kazakhstan, the spread of enlightenment, and the
general conditions within educational institutions.
In their analysis of the emergence and development
of education in the Kazakh Steppe, these authors
emphasized the progressive role of Russia. The very
fact that Kazakh children were educated in state
schools was interpreted as evidence of the govern-
ment’s concern for the needs of the local popula-
tion. However, there are clear contradictions in the
studies of Soviet historians, as they simultaneously
highlighted both the progressive aspects and the eth-
nic pressures exerted by imperial power.

Over the past three decades—coinciding with
the broader “imperial turn” in global historiogra-
phy—scholars have reconceptualized Russian colo-
nial education in the Kazakh Steppe as a dynamic
arena of negotiation between metropolitan designs
and local agency. Andreas Kappeler (Kappeler,
2001) and Alexander Morrison (Morrison, 2021)
foreground schooling as an instrument of imperial
control, detailing how curricula, language policies,
and credentialing of native elites were calibrated
to secure loyalty through selective assimilation.
Terry Martin’s comparative work situates the Rus-
sian case within a wider colonial spectrum, expos-
ing the paradoxical coexistence of “affirmative ac-
tion” for ethnic minorities and a simultaneous drive
for cultural integration under an imperial umbrella
(Martin, 2001). Adeeb Khalid’s studies of Jadidist
schools highlight modernized Islamic education that
fostered a Muslim intellectual stratum even while
remaining subject to Russian oversight, planting
seeds of early nationalist activism. (Khalid, 2001).
Robert Geraci’s analyses of Orthodox missionary
and secular schools further complicate the picture,
showing how Russification intersected with con-
fessional identities and how non-Orthodox com-
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munities constructed parallel educational spaces to
preserve cultural distinctiveness. Research on resis-
tance—from Ismail Gasprinski’s reformist pedagogy
to local counter-schooling movements—underscores
that colonial education was never a one-way impo-
sition but a contested field in which indigenous ac-
tors repurposed imperial resources (Gerasi, 2001).
Complementing these strands, Uyama Tomohiko’s
work on Dala walayatinin gazeti illuminates how
exchanges between the Russian administration and
Kazakh intellectuals opened a public forum for de-
bating social problems, thereby revealing collabora-
tion and friction in real time. (Tomohiko, 2003).

A growing body of scholarship also traces the
long-term legacies of tsarist and Soviet educational
frameworks, showing how institutional templates,
language politics, and credential regimes continued
to shape post-1991 nation-building and identity for-
mation across the former steppe provinces. Together,
these studies mark a shift from top-down narratives
of a “civilizing mission” to nuanced analyses of col-
laboration, adaptation, and resistance—an approach
that better captures the contingent, negotiated char-
acter of colonial modernity in Central Eurasia.

Despite these advances, important gaps remain.
First, we still know comparatively little about Ka-
zakh popular attitudes toward state-sponsored
schooling beyond programmatic uptake statistics;
micro-level studies of household decision-making
and village politics are sparse. Second, the roles of
named officials, inspectors, and especially Kazakh
intellectuals—as students, teachers, journalists, and
legal intermediaries—in shaping local educational
practice require further prosopographic and net-
work analysis. Third, the interface between estate
transformation (e.g., the changing status of sultans),
administrative reform, and educational opportunity
has not been systematically integrated into accounts
of social mobility. Finally, teachers’ everyday bro-
kerage—how they publicized, interpreted, or quietly
bracketed rules (for example, language-of-instruc-
tion provisions)-remains underexamined relative to
high-politics narratives.

This article addresses these lacunae by center-
ing Kazakh intermediaries and their motivations for
entering, shaping, and leveraging imperial educa-
tional structures. Building on administrative reports,
periodical literature, and archival personnel and
school files, it reconstructs how actors at different
social positions—students, teachers, and credentialed
elites—translated imperial norms into local idioms,
advanced communal agendas, and navigated the
material and symbolic economies of schooling. In
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doing so, the study links estate and administrative
change to educational pathways and probes the ev-
eryday practices through which colonial policies
were enacted, contested, and repurposed in the Ka-
zakh Steppe.

Materials and methods

This study examines how Kazakh intellectuals
engaged with the imperial educational project in
the Kazakh Steppe during the second half of the
nineteenth century through a qualitative historical
design that incorporates selective quantitative
tabulation where sources permit. The evidentiary
base is built primarily from archival materials in the
Central State Archive of the Republic of Kazakhstan
(TsGA RK) and the State Archive of Tomsk Oblast
(GATO). These documents are treated not only
as new sources but also as a basis for re-reading
familiar evidence from a fresh angle. Periodical
publications in Russian and Kazakh supplement
the archives by recording policies, debates, and
everyday practices surrounding schooling from
the 1860s onward. Taken together, the archives
and the press provide broad factual coverage of
institutional development and fine-grained insight
into the concrete participation of students, teachers,
and credentialed elites in the colonial educational
project.

The analytical lens is informed by Frederick
Cooper’s concept of imperial intermediaries. Rather
than treating “global,” “national,” and “local” as
fixed containers, the study focuses on the connective
spaces in which actors moved and on the limits of
those connections. It asks how individuals defined
and navigated multiple scales of authority, how
categories of difference were produced and revised
in practice, and how everyday brokerage within
schools translated metropolitan policies into local
idioms. This framework is particularly suited to
a field where civilizing rhetoric coexisted with
anxiety about the political consequences of “too
much” schooling, and where success often hinged
on a careful balance between proximity to imperial
norms and credibility within Kazakh communities
(Cooper, 2003).

Empirically, the analysis follows three strands
that are then triangulated. First, close reading
and source criticism identify the administrative
purposes and normative assumptions embedded
in official files and press accounts, as well as their
silences and contradictions. Second, prosopographic
reconstruction traces individual trajectories—
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from schooling to appointments in teaching or
administration—to map recurring pathways of
mediation; where possible, basic indicators such as
enrolments, stipends, and placements are tabulated
to contextualize qualitative claims. Third, discourse
analysis of petitions, circulars, school reports, and
newspaper articles reveals how rules (for example,
language-of-instruction provisions) were publicized,
interpreted, or quietly bracketed by local actors.
Motivation is operationalized as reasons ascribed
to choices in these sources—material advancement,
a service ethos, and cultural brokerage—and then
tested against observable outcomes such as school
openings, transfers back to the steppe, or community
uptake of education.

Reliability is strengthened by pairing official
records with locally authored press materials and by
cross-checking self-presentations against verifiable
institutional outcomes. The study acknowledges
limitations arising from incomplete personal files,
uneven survival of documents, and the ideological
framing of both administrative and journalistic
sources; claims are calibrated to the density and
consistency of the evidence, and all inferences are
presented with explicit trails back to the underlying
documents.

I argue that Russian colonial schooling in the
Kazakh Steppe was simultaneously an infrastructure
of imperial rule and a generator of hybrid agency
among Kazakh intellectuals. By petitioning, found-
ing and curating schools, shaping stipend regimes,
and translating law into classroom practice, these
intermediaries appropriated imperial resources to
advance local mobility, protect communal interests,
and articulate a territorialized Kazakh national vi-
sion—thereby recasting “collaboration” from passive
compliance to a negotiated, situational practice.

Results and discussion

Constructing Empire’s Classroom: Infrastruc-
ture, Intent, and Impact of Russian Colonial Edu-
cation in the Kazakh Steppe

Beginning with the administrative reforms of
1822 and 1824 and intensifying during the sweeping
restructurings of the late nineteenth century, impe-
rial Russia pursued educational policies that served
a broader strategy of integrating the Kazakh Steppe
into its multi-ethnic polity, systematically reshap-
ing the region’s political, social, and cultural land-
scape through the gradual implantation of colonial
schools.

Martin Carnoy famously argues that colonial
schooling was designed to entrench foreign domina-

tion, dubbing it “education as cultural imperialism”
(Carnoy, 1974: 16). Few cases illustrate his thesis
more clearly than the Russian Empire’s educational
project in the Kazakh steppe. To trace the policy’s
evolution from the mid-nineteenth century onward,
one must briefly survey how the schooling land-
scape for Kazakhs took shape: the network of aul
and urban schools established for steppe commu-
nities; the imperial administration’s strategic aims
in propagating this system; and, equally important,
the way Kazakh society’s attitudes toward Russian
education changed over time— ranging from tactical
opposition in some districts, through pragmatic ac-
commodation, to a broader acceptance as education
increasingly became a vehicle for social mobility
and political voice.

During the period under review, Kazakh soci-
ety remained predominantly nomadic and retained
its own system of education. As Muslims, Kazakh
children were taught in mosques and madrasas, in-
stitutions whose organization and curriculum were
necessarily adapted to the constraints of a mobile
pastoral way of life (Sabitov, 1950). This distinctive
context shaped the region’s educational landscape
by foregrounding ethno-confessional consider-
ations. Consequently, the Russian imperial admin-
istration adopted a two-pronged educational strat-
egy: Firstly, tightening state oversight of indigenous
Muslim institutions—mektebs and madrasas—and
secondly, integrating Kazakhs into the imperial edu-
cational sphere through a network of secular schools
and Orthodox seminaries (Sturova, 2013: 199).

In accordance with the primary goal of the pol-
icy-bringing Muslim schools under tighter supervi-
sion—the imperial government limited the establish-
ment of mektebs attached to mosques: members of
the Muslim clergy could only do so after securing a
special permit from the district authorities. Financial
accounts requested by the mullahs had to be funded
by Kazakh commoners (sharua). Simultaneously,
these sharua were allowed, for a small fee, to enroll
their children in schools located in nearby Cossack
settlements and Russian villages (Tazhibayev, 1962:
24-25). However, the imperial government’s inter-
est in educating Kazakh children was never purely
pedagogical. It also sought to curb their attendance
at mektebs and madrasas—part of a broader campaign
to stem the spread of Islam in Central Asia and Ka-
zakhstan. As the historian T.Tazhibayev rightly ob-
serves, Orenburg Governor Kryzhanovskii’s 1867
memorandum, “Measures to Combat Islam in the
Eastern Part of Russia,” stands as a clear example
of the administrative pressure exerted to limit the
number of [slamic schools (Tazhibayev, 1962: 26).
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Local Jadid reformers, not just imperial offi-
cials, pressed for change. In a 1900 memorandum to
the Ministry of Public Education, one Kazakh mod-
ernizer urged “turning mektebs and madrasas into
full-fledged general schools by imposing a common
program of study, adding secular subjects such as
arithmetic, geography, the natural sciences, and
Russian and world history, replacing poorly trained
mullah-teachers with qualified instructors, adopt-
ing the more effective phonetic method of reading,
introducing final examinations with certificates that
conferred lighter military service, and placing su-
pervision in the hands of elected Muslim notables
rather than state inspectors or the clerical hierarchy”
(GATO, £.126, op.2,d.2131, 1.3-7).

The second policy track—integrating Kazakhs
into the imperial educational sphere through secu-
lar schooling, since Orthodox seminaries never took
root—served two purposes: spreading Russian lan-
guage and knowledge among the steppe population
and training a local bureaucratic corps (Vremennoe
polozhenie, 1844). To boost literacy in the Ural and
Turgai oblasts, a ministerial memorandum of 11 De-
cember 1879 proposed founding a dedicated teach-
er-training college for Kazakh mektebs; its gradu-
ates were to become village elders, volost clerks,
or even mullahs. The first Kazakh teacher-training
school soon opened in Orsk, Orenburg province
(Tazhibaev, 1962: 27-28.). In addition, the “Tempo-
rary Regulations on the Administration of the Ural,
Turgai, Akmolinsk, and Semipalatinsk Oblasts” set
the basic contours of educational policy in Kazakh-
stan. These provisions not only defined the empire’s
instructional priorities for the region but also grant-
ed Kazakhs the right to raise funds voluntarily for
schooling. Numerous collections were organized,
and the proceeds were used to endow scholarships
for children from the respective oblasts (OGAOrO,
£.79. Op.1.d.129).

By the late nineteenth century Kazakhstan had
built a broad, multi-tiered school system that bal-
anced imperial objectives with local needs. Elemen-
tary instruction took place in progymnasia, mixed
Russian-Kazakh and aul schools, and short literacy
courses, while secondary education was offered in
real’'nye uchilishcha, male and female gymnasia,
and teacher seminaries. Specialized training was
provided by Kazakh teacher schools, technical, ag-
ricultural, medical, craft, and navigation colleges,
and by mid-level teacher institutes opened in Omsk
(1872) and Tashkent (1879). On the eve of 1900
the region counted several full gymnasia—including
a military one in Vernyi (Almaty)—upper classes at
the Ural real’noe uchilishche, and smaller gymnasia
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in Semipalatinsk; Sunday literacy classes and tra-
ditional mektebs and madrasas, now aligned with
all-Russian curricula, completed the network. Over-
sight was divided among the Orenburg, West-Sibe-
rian, and Turkestan educational districts, coordinated
from Tomsk, and in the Kazakh-majority south Rus-
sian-Kazakh schools retained Arabic script for initial
literacy. Taken together, this layered structure dif-
fused Russian pedagogical models while preserving
key elements of Kazakh language and culture, laying
a durable foundation for the region’s future educa-
tional development (Tazhibayev, 1962: 32-33).

In conclusion, by the late 19th century, the Rus-
sian Empire had forged a dual educational strategy
in the Kazakh steppe-regulating Muslim schools
while promoting a secular Russian system-—that
produced a multi-tiered network from village class-
rooms to specialist educational organizations. This
framework extended imperial cultural influence yet
also nurtured a Kazakh intelligentsia poised to rein-
terpret and eventually challenge colonial authority.

With the contours of the Kazakh steppe’s educa-
tional landscape now established, we can turn to the
deeper question of why the Russian administration
invested in this infrastructure-namely, the political,
cultural, and administrative objectives that under-
pinned its colonial schooling project.

Officially framed by the Temporary Regulations
as a benign program of language dissemination
and local cadre training, the expansion of imperial
schooling in practice operated as a deeper colonial
project of cultural hierarchy and identity forma-
tion—one that Kazakh political and intellectual elites
entered with their own purposes. Beyond the stated
aims, the policy sought to affirm the supremacy of
imperial culture over local traditions, to reorder iden-
tities, and—through schooling—to inculcate a sense
of belonging as citizens of a “great state.” Within
this system, Kazakh elites pursued distinct goals of
their own: securing credentials and administrative
leverage, advancing social mobility, acquiring tools
for communal reform, and safeguarding local inter-
ests. The result was not a one-way imposition but
a negotiated field of power in which collaboration,
appropriation, and resistance coexisted. It is within
this complex causal framework that the relationship
between the Russian administration and Kazakh
intellectuals should be examined, for the colonial
educational project was conceived, interpreted, and
implemented differently by these two parties.

As historian Z.T. Sadvakasova has argued,
education in the Steppe became a battleground of
competing visions. On one side stood the imperial
administration, seeking to suppress Islamic educa-
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tional institutions and replace them with Russian-
language schools aligned with imperial ideology.
On the other side were Kazakh intellectuals and lo-
cal communities, who viewed Islamic schools—me-
ktebs and madrasas—not only as educational spaces
but as vital strongholds of cultural autonomy and
resistance (Sadvakasova, 91-94).

In this light, imperial education was not merely
about Russifying Kazakhs—it was about shaping a
new political subject, one who internalized loyalty
to empire while shedding elements of local identity
deemed incompatible with imperial cohesion. This
process, however, was neither uncontested nor fully
successful.

Imperial officials themselves recognized the
deeper political purpose of education. Inspector
Alektorov wrote explicitly that the state’s goal ex-
tended beyond literacy—it aimed to systematically
incorporate the “Kirgiz” into the Russian cultural
family, countering the perceived threat of Muslim
exclusivity. Alektorov and others also saw schools
as vehicles for transforming nomadic Kazakhs into
sedentary, governable subjects (Alektorov, 1900:
245-246). Similarly, N. Bunge emphasized the need
for Kazakhs to be convinced of the “superiority of
the Russian school” and to recognize that education
was intended to make them “full citizens of the state
to which they belonged ™ (Sturova, 2013:).

What emerges from this picture is not a one-
sided story of colonial domination, but a far more
layered process—one where empire sought to mold
subjects, and subjects negotiated the terms of their
inclusion. The meanings of education diverged be-
tween the colonizers and the colonized: for Russian
officials, it was a means of integration and control;
for Kazakh intellectuals, it was both a threat to iden-
tity and, paradoxically, a potential tool for self-as-
sertion within the imperial structure.

Thus, applying Cooper’s framework enables
us to move beyond simplistic narratives of assimi-
lation. It invites us to explore how education func-
tioned as a zone of dynamic interaction—where hier-
archies of knowledge, identity, and power were not
just imposed from above, but constantly contested,
reinterpreted, and reshaped by those on both sides
of the imperial divide (Frederick Cooper; Ann Laura
Stoler, 1997: 3).

What follows grounds this argument in the
1860s—early 1900s, tracing how reforms and regu-
lations reconfigured the educational landscape and
its reception among Kazakhs. From the 1860s to the
early twentieth century, the imperial government ef-
fected significant changes in the educational land-

scape of Kazakh society, and these reforms were
consequential for how secular imperial schooling
was perceived by both the political and intellectual
elite and by ordinary people. Contemporary observ-
ers—most notably A. V. Vasil’ev, a prerevolutionary
author who served as Director of Public Schools in
Kazan’ province in 1907—attributed these shifts in
educational policy to administrative initiatives by
Russian authorities and to legal measures that facili-
tated the spread of schooling in the Steppe, an as-
sessment with which we concur (Vasiliev, 1900). In
short, both policy design and legal codification un-
derpinned the expansion of imperial education and
reshaped its reception among Kazakhs.

In the initial phase, the diffusion of Russian
schooling was closely tied to the activities of Ka-
zakh officials—primarily members of the traditional
nomadic elite—-who were relatively familiar with
Russian culture and wished to secure inherited
privileges for their sons, something that could be
achieved only through Russian education. Up to the
mid-nineteenth century, the prevailing majority of
educated Kazakhs were the children of Kazakh offi-
cials; institutions such as the Orenburg School at the
Border Commission, the Neplyuev Cadet Corps, the
Page Corps (Dzhangers-Bukeevs) (Sultangalieva;
Tuleshova, 2019: 273), and other schools admit-
ted the sons of Kazakh administrators on the basis
of parental petitions from families intent on seeing
their children occupy high administrative office in
the Steppe. A memorandum by the ruling sultan
of the Western Part, Baimukhamed Aichuvakov,
in 1845—shortly before the Orenburg School at the
Border Commission opened—demonstrates both
the rationale for admitting the children of the re-
gion’s political elite and the perceived need to cam-
paign among Kazakhs to send their sons to Russian
schools. As the sultan wrote, “by every means he
endeavored to incline the Horde people to give their
children to study at the aforementioned school and
corps. As a result, the sultans and honored members
of the Horde of the Western Part expressed to him
their wish to place their children in the Neplyuev
Cadet Corps and in the school being established at
the Commission, while others, having children still
too young to be admitted to the Corps, asked that
they be enrolled as candidates until reaching the req-
uisite age” (TsGA RK. F.4. Op.1. D.3414. 1.41-42
ob.) The evidence from petitions and official cor-
respondence indicates that the earliest channels of
admission were designed around elite families and
that such pathways were deliberately leveraged to
legitimate and seed the new institutions.
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Further insight is provided by an instruction
of the Orenburg Border Commission to the cornet
(khorunzhii) Sultan Kusyap-galii Urmanov dated
15 August 1845. Addressing rumors of coercive
child removal for the new school, the Commission
wrote: “You are aware, Mr. Sultan, that the absurd
rumors spread by ill-disposed persons among the
Horde people—about the alleged forcible taking of
their children for the school being opened at the
Border Commission, and the like—have aroused
among the credulous certain fears, talk, and some
disturbances; although by now the entire inconsis-
tency of this nonsensical gossip has been explained
and the frivolous have convinced themselves of the
contrary. You yourself have set an excellent ex-
ample for your fellow tribesmen by requesting the
Commission’s consent to admit the children of your
sultans—Shagin-Girey, Sakhyp-Girey, Gadil’-Girey,
Gadil’-Girey, and Salim-Girey—into the aforesaid
school for their education; of this praiseworthy act of
yours the Orenburg Military Governor has been in-
formed. I hereby charge Your Nobility, making use
of your present journey to the Inner Bukey Horde,
to employ your exhortations and influence upon the
Horde people in order to explain to them the real
benefits of educating their children, and to incline
honorable men—distinguished by good morals and
respected by their fellow tribesmen—to voluntarily
give their children to the school that has been es-
tablished; and should such men be found, let them
send their petitions to me. At the same time, do not
fail to ascertain indirectly whether the Kirgiz [Ka-
zakhs] have understood the benefits of establishing
fortifications in the Steppe, and on your part strive
to explain that the Government, in erecting them,
intended precisely to protect the well-disposed who
are obedient to the Government from the claims of
marauders and, by restoring thereby order and tran-
quility in the Horde, to afford them the possibility of
attaining prosperity and increasing their herds and
studs” (TsGA RK. F.4. Op.1. d.3414. 1.85-86.). This
document confirms that admission focused chiefly
on the sons of sultans and notable Kazakhs, while
also revealing pockets of resistance to imperial
schooling and the crucial mediating role of the lo-
cal elite in persuading Kazakhs of its utility. Taken
together, these sources show that early recruitment
to imperial schools combined elite gatekeeping with
proactive persuasion to normalize Russian educa-
tion among Kazakhs.

Over time, fear of Russian schooling gradually
dissipated, and interest in imperial education spread
beyond the ranks of officials and sultans to lower
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social strata. As exemplars of prosperity and author-
ity emerged in the figure of the imperially educated
Kazakh, wider society came to view schooling as a
path to social mobility and public standing. In this
evolving context, colonial education increasing-
ly served Russian authorities as an instrument for
training loyal personnel and, ultimately, for fashion-
ing future citizens of the empire. In effect, shifting
perceptions among Kazakhs and the state’s staffing
needs reinforced each other as the educational proj-
ect deepened.

It is important to underline the dynamics of
this changing perception: by the second half of the
nineteenth century competition among Kazakh chil-
dren for places intensified; private fundraising by
Kazakhs, the establishment of stipends, and even
individual initiatives to open schools for Kazakh
children all signal how attitudes toward Russian ed-
ucation were transformed. Thus, in 1909 Collegiate
Assessor Akhmed Kurgambekovich Beremzhanov
petitioned the Turgai governor “in view of the ab-
sence of free vacancies in the gymnasium and the
opening of a stipend at the Orenburg Real School
(Realschule)” to have his brother, Gazymbek Ber-
emzhanov, considered for the newly created stipend
at that institution. (TsGA RK. F.25. op.1. d.1545.
1.7-8.) Numerous similar petitions from Kazakhs —
including members of the emergent intelligentsia
—attest to the popularity and perceived value of sti-
pends. The cumulative record of such appeals dem-
onstrates a broadening base of demand for second-
ary education and targeted financial support.

Equally noteworthy is the eagerness of Kazakhs
to open schools and to finance and sustain educa-
tional development within their communities. From
the latter half of the nineteenth century, the number
of those willing to found and maintain schools grew,
particularly among wealthier and socially prominent
Kazakhs, some of whom had themselves received
imperial educations. Thus, Artingazy Isengulov of
the Taldyk volost, Irgiz uezd, expressed his wish to
establish a school for Kazakh children, describing
the educational situation in his locality; he also pro-
posed to serve as honorary curator and to appoint his
educated nephew as teacher. As he wrote, he sought
“to open an aul school in my aul, appointing me its
honorary curator, for [ have built at my own expense
for the school to be opened a schoolhouse with an
apartment for the teacher and a kitchen between the
classroom and the said apartment. Assuming at my
own expense only the heating and lighting and the
duties of honorary curator at the said school, I have
in view my nephew Dosmberdi Akkushkarov, who
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has received specialized pedagogical training at the
Orenburg Kirgiz [Kazakh] Teachers’ School, for the
performance of teaching duties at the school to be
opened on the river ‘Qairakte,” which lies 35 versts
from the settlement of Karabutak. Should Your Ex-
cellency find it difficult to confirm me in the title of
honorary curator of the school to be opened in my
aul, you may ascertain through the administrator of
the Taldyk volost what influence, honor, and trust I
enjoy among the Kirgiz. I myself am the petition-
er and literate in Russian” (TsGA RK. F.25. Op.1.
d.921a.1.13.). The petition shows that the author was
well informed about the educational circumstances
of his aul and neighboring areas, and he specified
the anticipated number of pupils and the potential
funds that could be mobilized to open the school;
in sum, he offered premises and a qualified teacher,
justified the local need for a school with prospective
enrollment figures, and identified sources to ensure
its functioning. Such initiatives illustrate how local
agency and philanthropy became integral to institu-
tional growth.

Kazakh intellectuals also wrote extensively
about the progress of Russian education and popu-
lar attitudes toward it. For example, M. Sarsemyev,
teacher at the Naryn Russian-Kazakh School, ob-
served: “The cultural significance of Russian-Ka-
zakh schools in general, and of the Naryn school in
particular, is very great for the region. The attitude
of the people toward them is friendly. In 1880 there
were neither persons literate in Russian nor teacher-
Kirgiz. After the establishment of ward and starshina
schools in the Horde in 1895-1896, teachers began
to emerge from the people; by the end of the century
there were 15 of them. At the beginning of the cur-
rent century their number reached 40. Ten graduated
from the Kazan’ Teachers’ Seminary. In the Horde
20 feldshers are at work.” (TsGA RK, f. 59, op. 1, d.
227, 11. 5-6). Read together, such testimonies chart a
steady expansion of local teaching cadres and basic
medical personnel and a generally favorable recep-
tion among the population.

In the early twentieth century, the newspaper
Kazakh (Qazaq) frequently discussed the spread
and necessity of education—what should be taken
into account, the overall state of schooling, and the
dynamics of imperial educational activity in the
Kazakh Steppe. In his article “Oryssha oqushylar”
(“Pupils in Russian-Language Schools”), Akhmet
Baitursynov described the entrance examinations to
the Orenburg Kazakh Teachers’ Seminary, which
offered only five stipends despite eighty applicants.
Those who failed to gain admission, he noted, could,

if their means allowed, study on a fee-paying basis;
ideally, wealthy children should study at their own
expense so that stipends would be available to the
poor, whereas in practice both rich and poor com-
peted for scholarships. Baitursynov further argued
that Kazakh youths ought to continue into secondary
and higher institutions, for greater returns could be
expected from such graduates than from those who
studied only a few years and then returned to the
auls to take minor posts, later becoming vain among
the Kazakhs—an outcome that bred resentment to-
ward “those educated in Russian.” He called for col-
lective action among Kazakhs to establish more sti-
pends and thereby expand opportunity beyond, for
example, six places for eighty candidates, adding
that he would subsequently specify which schools
should receive how many scholarships. The public
debates in Kazakh both reflected and propelled the
widening demand for sustained, higher-level educa-
tion among Kazakh youths (Qazaq gazeti, 59-60.).
Taken together, the evidence shows that im-
perial Russia did not merely “add schools” to the
Kazakh Steppe; it built an institutional architecture
designed to incorporate a Muslim, largely nomadic
population into a hierarchized imperial order, while
relying on—and reshaping—the agency of local elites.
The dual track of policy-regulating mektebs and
madrasas while expanding a secular, Russian-lan-
guage network—advanced the formal aims of lan-
guage dissemination and cadre formation, yet it also
pursued deeper objectives of cultural ranking and
subject-making, consistent with Carnoy’s view of
education as cultural imperialism. At the same time,
petitions for admission, locally funded stipends,
and philanthropic school-founding reveal a social
reception that evolved from guarded resistance to
pragmatic accommodation and, eventually, instru-
mental embrace, as schooling became a pathway to
mobility, office, and voice. In this negotiated field,
Kazakh intellectuals acted not simply as objects of
policy but as strategic intermediaries who could col-
laborate, appropriate, or contest imperial designs—
an interplay better captured by Cooper’s emphasis
on collaborative empire-building than by one-way
models of assimilation. The outcome by the late
nineteenth century was a hybrid educational order:
Russian pedagogical forms grafted onto steppe re-
alities, producing the intermediary cadres and intel-
ligentsia that would later reinterpret—and sometimes
challenge—the very project that formed them. Hav-
ing mapped how the classroom of empire was as-
sembled and received, the analysis now turns from
the architecture to the agenda: the political, cultural,
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and administrative purposes that the Russian state
sought to realize through colonial schooling, and
the ways Kazakh actors negotiated those purposes
in practice.

Kazakh Intellectuals as Intermediaries in
the Imperial Educational Project: Emergence,
Motivations, and Contributions

Having mapped the architecture of the “empire’s
classroom,” this section shifts from institutions
to the intermediaries who animated them. I use
“Kazakh intellectuals” to denote a socially diverse
cohort—teachers and students of imperial schools,
volost clerks, translators, medical and technical
specialists, ~ journalists, and reform-minded
‘ulema—whose formation was enabled by the very
structures surveyed above. Collaboration with the
imperial school system was neither monolithic
nor merely coerced; it ranged from instrumental
cooperation to strategic appropriation and, at
times, overt contestation. Read through this lens,
the careers, petitions, philanthropic initiatives, and
public writings of Kazakh intellectuals reveal how
colonial schooling became a field in which local
projects—social mobility, communal reform, and
cultural negotiation—could be pursued within (and
sometimes against) imperial designs.

Following Uyama Tomohiko, intelligentsia
are not simply “educated people,” but individuals
whose knowledge is joined to a critical stance
toward existing society and a desire to bring it closer
to an ethical or political ideal; in his reading, late-
nineteenth-century Kazakh intellectuals represent
a rediscovery—and redefinition—of this tradition
(Tomohiko, 2000: 76—77). In this article, however,
the term is used more capaciously to include all
actors formed by schooling in the imperial period—
members of the political and cultural elite, students,
teachers, translators, clerks, medical and technical
specialists, and reform-minded ‘wulema—whose
education (imperial or Islamic) drew them into
academic, school, or training activity in the Steppe.

It is true that the idea of agartusilig
(enlightenment) reached Kazakh society through
Russia, yet Kazakh enlightenment possessed its own
content, chronology, and trajectory. Contemporary
observers and later commentators noted a program
that worked on several fronts at once: challenging
obsolete feudal relations and religious fanaticism;
urging mastery of knowledge and science to meet the
demands of the age; articulating relief from colonial
pressure; and, through the creative work of poets,
writers, and scholar-philosophers, gradually taking
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shape as a national project. By the early twentieth
century, ziyalylar (men and women of letters and
learning) explicitly set themselves the task of lifting
the “Kazakh people” to the status of a modern nation
(Qoigeldiev 2014: 235-37).

Under imperial rule, the formation of a Kazakh
intellectual stratum began with access to Russian
education by the sons of the traditional elite—sultans,
biys, and starshinas. This access both reflected
and reinforced elite integration into imperial
social and educational environments: to preserve
leadership, the old aristocracy increasingly engaged
the institutions, languages, and credentials of the
empire. In these first decades, Islamic education
(mektep/madrasa) and imperial schooling coexisted
uneasily; together they produced hybrid literacies
and administrative competencies that marked the
earliest cohort. There was, moreover, a struggle
for leadership of the Kazakh community in the late
nineteenth and early twentieth centuries. As Rotier
argues, the intelligentsia drew on a vision of Kazakh
history not only to legitimate a homeland and secure
borders against Russian colonization, but also to
validate their own claim to lead the nation (Rotier,
2004).

Modernity’s pathway opened chiefly through
an elite trained in Russian schools for military
and administrative service—initially children of
aristocratic and upper-tribal strata, followed by a
second wave from similar backgrounds and, only
belatedly, by youth from mid-level strata who
received more general education (Balgamis, 2000:
7). Overtime, the educated elite became the backbone
of public life and a primary force of mobilization.
As their ideas circulated, authority began to shift
away from older aristocratic patrons—who had
financed schools and publications from the Steppe
to St. Petersburg—without erasing that group’s social
presence or historical role. Although the native
intelligentsia benefited from educational advances,
many resisted specific colonial policies and the
power they embodied. As in other modernizing
societies, this intelligentsia formed a recognizable,
if internally diverse, milieu: not sharply delineated
by a single doctrine, but united by education and by
change-oriented action shaped by professional and
institutional training (Balgamis, 2000: 37-38).

The first widely recognized generation coalesced
around figures such as Shoqan Walikhanov, Abai
(Ibrahtm) Qunanbaiuly, and Ybyrai Altynsarin.
Walikhanov advocated opening Russian schools in
the Steppe as a counter to scholasticism in Tatar-
led madrasa instruction and as a conduit for secular
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knowledge. Altynsarin—often named the founder
of Kazakh pedagogy—translated such aspirations
into institutional designs while serving as Inspector
of Schools in Turgai oblast, advancing curricula
built on the Russian language and elementary
secular subjects. These pioneers exemplify cultural
brokerage and educational collaboration: they
integrated Kazakh society into imperial pedagogical
space even as they sought to conserve and elevate
Kazakh moral and literary traditions. Importantly, the
first “national” impulse among Kazakhs emerged not
from an urban bourgeoisie (as among Volga Tatars)
but from tribal and dynastic aristocracies; early
intellectuals thus aimed less at immediate political
emancipation than at rediscovering cultural bonds
capable of unifying people and leaders (Balgamis,
2000: 188). Educated from childhood within imperial
institutions in the Steppe and, increasingly, in the
empire’s metropolitan centers—most notably St.
Petersburg and Kazan (and later Tomsk)—the second
generation of Kazakh intellectuals passed through
longer, more systematic training in gymnasia,
real’nye uchilishcha, teacher seminaries, specialized
colleges, and universities. Exposure to higher
learning beyond the Steppe furnished them with
professional credentials, command of administrative
and legal norms, and durable networks that linked
provincial schools to central ministries, journals,
and philanthropic circles. On returning to the
Steppe as teachers, clerks, translators, feldshers, and
stipend-supported students, they professionalized
the school system: staffing classrooms and offices,
endowing scholarships, founding and supervising
schools, and carrying pedagogical debates into
an expanding public sphere. What had begun as
a narrow elite gateway became a social conduit;
as access widened, these graduates supplied the
personnel, texts, and organizational know-how that
enabled schools to function across the region. This
cohort also diverged from the pioneers in political
imagination. Building on the early reformers’
cultural program, they treated “Kazakhness” as a
deliberately mobilized political identity, projecting
the Kazakh nation as historical and therefore
entitled to recognized privileges within the imperial
order. Crucially, they tied that identity to a distinct
homeland. Whereas the first generation sought moral
and cultural renewal without asserting territorial
claims, the second confronted the consequences of
peasant in-migration from European Russia and the
displacement of Kazakhs from prime pasturelands.
Territorial preservation thus became integral to
national self-definition: without a protected land

base—and the cultural practices anchored in it-they
feared rapid assimilation into the dominant imperial
culture and the forfeiture of status linked to being
Kazakh (Rotier 2000, 199). In this sense, the second
generation transformed the earlier language of
enlightenment into a program of political positioning
within the empire, marrying metropolitan training to
a territorialized vision of the nation.

Motivations for entering imperial educational
projects were layered and situational, combining
personal advancement with programmatic aims of
communal uplift and cultural brokerage. Credentials
promised office and income; proximity to the state
offered leverage to lobby for schools in the auls;
mastery of Russian opened access to resources
and legal redress; and pedagogical work enabled
a selective translation of imperial norms into local
idioms. Education thus functioned as a pathway for
status preservation and upward mobility—especially
for an impoverished aristocracy. Following mid-
nineteenth-century legal reforms, Kazakh sultans lost
distinctive corporate privileges and were assimilated
into the empire’s general estate structure, enjoying
rights and advantages only “on the basis of common
laws” (Masevich, 1960: 339). Schooling offered a
way to convert lineage capital into bureaucratic rank
and stable income. Many Kazakh youths—including
sons of sultans—studied on stipends, not from surplus
wealth but from necessity.

The career of Bakhtygirey Kulmanov illustrates
thiscalculus. AnativeoftheInnerHorde,hecompleted
the Orenburg Gymnasium with a silver medal and
in 1881 entered the law faculty of St. Petersburg
University. Archival files record repeated requests
for one-time financial assistance during his studies,
reflecting genuine hardship (RGIA, f. 1291, op.84,
d. 17, 1. 10-11). After graduating, he returned to the
steppe and built a successful administrative career:
by 1908 he drew a salary of 1,350 rubles per year
and held the use of an estate plot at Novaya Kazanka
with three earthen dwellings and vestibules of adobe
brick (RGIA, f. 1291, op. 84, 1908, d. 110, 1. 4).
For such men, imperial credentials were a fungible
asset that secured both office and livelihood. At the
same time, the expanding educational policy of the
empire from the 1860s—designed to increase the pool
of literate subjects and train local personnel-opened
channels of social mobility beyond aristocratic
circles. Kazakhs from modest backgrounds obtained
secondary and higher education and, in doing so,
entered provincial administrations, courts, and
schools. This cohort formed part of a new regional
elite within the imperial polity, their advancement
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anchored not in lineage alone but in certified
competencies and service.

The trajectory of Asylbek Seitov exemplifies
this broader opening. Born to a non-aristocratic
family—the son of a governor-general’s clerk—he
grew up in straightened circumstances; in archival
documents his mother described their poor material
situation and her responsibilities as a single parent
with several children (GATO, f.102. op.2. d.4180).
Seitov completed medical studies at Tomsk
University and returned to the Steppe as a physician.
He was elected a delegate to the First All-Kazakh
Congress in Orenburg in 1917; at the Second
All-Kazakh Congress (December 1917), which
formed the Alash Orda government, an Alash Orda
committee in Omsk included Magzhan Zhumabay,
Aidarkhan Turlybay, Baymukhammet Serkebay,
Asylbek Seitov, Musylmanbek Seitov (Asylbek’s
elder brother), and others. In May 1918, the youth
organization “Birlik” in Omsk adopted the Alash
Party platform, with Asylbek and Musylmanbek
Seitov among its leaders; at the same time, the “Zhas
azamat” youth organization formed in Semey, with
Muratbek Seitov (Asylbek’s younger brother) as
a member. Seitov worked productively for many
years in public health and published on how the
educational process was realized in Kazakh society
(Mukhatova, 2018: 27-40). Such careers show
how imperial schooling equipped intermediaries
to navigate state institutions while advancing
agendas of communal reform and proto-national
consolidation.

Other cases underscore the same pattern.
ZhiganshahSeidalinworked foryearsinSt. Petersburg
before, after multiple petitions, securing a transfer
back to the Kazakh Steppe (RGIA, f. 1405, op. 545,
d. 11932, 1. 17 verso). Salim-Girey Nuralikhanov,
upon graduating from Kazan University, entered the
Astrakhan district court service on 11 October 1904
and a week later was appointed ulusny popechitel’
(ulus trustee) of the Maloderbet ulus in the Kalmyk
Steppe district (TsGIA SPb, f. 14, op. 3, d. 36393, 11.
6-7). Returning to his native region, he later joined
the Alash national movement and was elected to
the Kazakh National Council of Alash-Orda as a
delegate from the Inner Horde. Teachers, alongside
high-profile politicians, were crucial brokers.
Reports in the newspaper Kazakh document how a
respected Kazakh teacher could legitimate schooling
locally. In 1915 (no. 101-163), Adilbay Muratuly
described Akhmet mirza Barzhaksyogly, a graduate
of the Omsk Teachers’ Seminary: once villagers
saw that “their own” taught competently and with
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dignity, parents began enrolling seven- and eight-
year-olds, and adults started coming to read books
and newspapers (Qazaq gazeti, 163). Teachers also
mediated legislation. A rule of 14 January 1906
permitted instruction in pupils’ mother tongue, yet
in many places Kazakhs did not benefit-not because
the law did not exist, but because teachers either
lacked explicit administrative orders or had no
Kazakh-language press through which to publicize
and implement the provision (Qazaq gazeti, 166).
This capacity to publicize, interpret, or quietly
shelve rules underscores the teacher’s role as an
active translator of empire.

Finally, contemporary normative discourse
reinforced a service ethos. As Akhmet Baitursynov
argued in the pages of Kazakh, a “true intellectual”
is one who completes his education and returns
to serve the homeland—contrasted with those who
abandon studies and remain suspended between
worlds (Qazaq gazeti, 169). The sentiment
captures a wider self-understanding: participation
in imperial education was not simple co-optation
but a strategic engagement meant to extract
resources, reshape local institutions, and elevate
the community.

In sum, Kazakh intellectuals emerged as hybrid
products of imperial schooling and local traditions,
claiming an elite role within a transforming society.
They entered imperial schools for reasons at once
pragmatic and programmatic: to secure salaried
positions and restore status; to gain linguistic
and legal literacies that conferred leverage with
the state; and to act as cultural brokers who
could modernize schooling, public life, and law
“from within.” Their motives are not reducible to
assimilation or resistance; rather, they practiced
selective translation—appropriating imperial forms
to serve local ends while incrementally redefining
those forms in the process.

Intellectuals’ Contributions to Educational
Projects

This section examines how Kazakh intellectuals
participated in, and helped shape, the Russian
imperial government’s educational policy in the
Kazakh Steppe. The incentives that drew them
toward schooling mattered not in the abstract but
in the practices they enabled: curricular mediation,
institution-building, and public advocacy that made
schools viable. Kazakh intellectuals did not merely
write about the necessity of education and call
for achievement; they sought political legitimacy
among their communities and worked with the
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Russian administration when doing so advanced
concrete educational aims.

Public forums were central to this work. Debates
around Dala Walayatining Gazeti (DWG) in the late
nineteenth century show close, often intricate ties
between imperial officials and Kazakh contributors.
Despite the complexity of interests, both sides
frequently converged in criticizing malfeasance
among local Kazakh administrators, albeit for
different reasons: officials to distance themselves
from administrative failures by appealing directly to
the population, and intellectuals to demonstrate their
progressiveness against corruption and stagnation
(Tomohiko, 2003:). This convergence translated
into actionable agendas for expanding, supervising,
and legitimating schooling.

The administrative center’s limited knowledge
of the steppe created an opening for local
expertise. Policy was drafted from written sources,
supplemented by field visits and consultation with
regional authorities and elements of the Kazakh
elite; yet even careful collation of archival materials,
reports, and statistics rarely yielded definitive
conclusions. As a result, Kazakh intermediaries
became indispensable to the production of
knowledge that underpinned policy. According to Ian
Campbel, their contributions took three forms. First,
no scientific expedition worked without Kazakh
participation as translators, guides, and logisticians;
the practical conduct of research in the steppe
depended on their cooperation. Second, low-level
Kazakh administrators—especially volost officials—
fed information upward about local conditions,
thereby sustaining the empire’s reporting system.
Third, a cohort of Russophone Kazakhs wrote for
imperial audiences and joined research missions,
producing knowledge of the steppe for both local
and metropolitan readers; well-known examples
include the scholarship of Shogqan Walikhanov,
the participation of Alikhan Bokeikhanov in F. A.
Shcherbina’s land-use expedition, and the sustained
educational work of Ybyrai Altynsarin (Campbel,
2017:).

In  educational governance  specifically,
intellectuals acted as informed petitioners and policy
interlocutors. Archival materials preserve numerous
instances in which they documented needs and
proposed solutions. When Kazan University graduate
Akhmet Beremzhanov petitioned for a stipend for
his brother, he argued that the boys of remote Turgai
uezd were effectively excluded from Orenburg
gymnasium places because scholarships were
quickly taken by candidates from closer districts,

especially Aktyubinsk. His letter detailed the
historical distribution of stipends and demonstrated
familiarity with enrolment patterns and geographic
inequities; the governor granted the request within
a month, displacing two other candidates (TsGA
RK, f. 25, op. 1, d. 1545, 1. 5-6). Such petitions
show intellectuals leveraging granular knowledge to
adjust policy implementation.

Institution-building likewise relied on local
initiative. Arungazy Isengulov’s application to open
a school combined a request for partial state support
with concrete data: anticipated enrolment of at least
twenty boys and girls, his own Russian literacy,
likely contributions from neighboring au/ no. 2, and
the striking fact that the entire Taldyk volost (about
2,000 kibitkas) had only one au/ school, whereas
other volosts had “sufficient” numbers (TsGA RK, f.
25,0p.1,d.921a,1. 13). Elsewhere, wealthy Kazakhs
of Burtinsk volost, including hereditary honorary
citizen Pangeray Nurmukhamedov, attempted
for years to endow stipends at the Orenburg Real
School; their donations sat idle in a bank until, with
the assistance of Bakhytzhan Karataev, the fund was
finally instituted (TsGA RK, f. 25, op. 1, d. 611).
These episodes highlight how intellectuals and local
notables identified gaps, mobilized resources, and
pushed the bureaucracy toward practical outcomes.

Implementation on the ground depended
on teachers and officials who translated norms
into practice. A respected Kazakh teacher could
legitimate schooling locally, increasing enrolments
among seven- and eight-year-olds and even drawing
adults to reading circles. Teachers also mediated law.
In this sense, teachers operated as active translators
of empire, capable of publicizing, interpreting, or
quietly shelving regulations.

Students, too, acted as intellectuals in formation.
They published opinions in newspapers on the
scholarship regime, organized fundraising for
Kazakh pupils, and debated what educated youth
owed their communities. Such activities extended
the educational project beyond classrooms into
a public sphere where policy and practice were
contested and reshaped.

Collaboration, however, coexisted with protest.
Rules issued in 1906 regarding teachers for
“inorodtsy” children stipulated that instructors could
be either non-Russians of the relevant confession
proficient in Russian or Russians proficient in
local languages, and that school heads must be
Russian subjects with at least a one-class Ministry
course (Vseobshchee obuchenie, 1914: 72). These
provisions sparked a wave of objections across
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Muslim communities; petitions by educated Kazakhs
led the West Siberian school district curator to
recommend rescission, and the rules were cancelled
in March 1907. In 1905 multiple petitions addressed
to Governor-General N. N. Sukhotin enumerated
problems across institutions serving Kazakhs; his
successor 1. P. Nadarov convened a meeting where
elected local representatives presented demands
directly to officials. These episodes show that
intellectuals did not merely channel state policy
downward; they also conveyed collective grievances
upward and pressed for revision.

Finance further complicated the field. The
imperial government lacked the resources to meet
demand, and Kazakh society funded Muslim schools
privately throughout the imperial period. Where
funds were sufficient, communities opened Islamic
schools; where state assistance was sought, elites
often proposed Russian schools to secure subsidies,
though many initiatives failed for want of budget.
A revealing 1860s discussion noted that Kazakhs
agreed to share costs on condition that instruction
be in Kazakh; imperial policy rejected this, and the
planned schools did not open. Mismatches between
administrative assumptions and local realities were
common. In 1892, for example, the Akmolinsk
oblast proposed thirty stipends (22 for “Kirghiz”
and eight for peasant boys), yet agricultural schools
in Atbasar and Akmolinsk enrolled no Kazakh
pupils that year, and only one “Kirghiz” boy studied
in each of the Kokchetav, Omsk, and Petropavlovsk
schools—evidence of planning detached from actual
access (Yerkulov, 1899: 2).

Kazakh parents and officials also monitored the
cultural and confessional environment of schools.
A complaint from parents at the Omsk Technical
School accused a resident mullah of inadequate
instruction and of teaching what they deemed
inappropriate to their children (TsGARK, f. 775,
op. 1, d. 18, 1. 8). Such interventions reveal a
constituency committed both to secular professional
training and to safeguarding community norms
within imperial institutions.

From the administration’s  perspective,
collaboration yielded tangible benefits: better
information about where to open schools and how
they were received; channels for local fundraising
to supplement state budgets; and a cadre of teachers
and clerks who modeled a “modern” Kazakh and
thus enhanced the legitimacy of secular education.
From the community’s perspective, intellectuals
used these same mechanisms to redirect resources to
underserved districts, to adapt curricula to nomadic
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conditions (as in boarding arrangements pioneered
in Turgai), and to argue—sometimes successfully—for
language policies and school types suited to Kazakh
needs. Even where many intermediaries shared
“improving” assumptions with imperial officials,
their agency meant they were not merely mimicking
a dominant culture. They sought influence through
knowledge, and, for a time, could shape practice on
the steppe; only later did mass resettlement policies
narrow this space for negotiation.

In sum, the participation of Kazakh intellectuals
in imperial educational policy was multifaceted:
they were informants, implementers, advocates,
fundraisers, critics, and, at times, opponents. By
petitioning, endowing, reporting, teaching, and
protesting, they helped decide where schools were
built, how they worked, and whom they served.
Their efforts advanced the imperial project in some
respects while simultaneously modernizing Kazakh
society on its own terms. This duality—collaboration
and constraint, appropriation and resistance—defines
their historical significance in the making of the
empire’s classroom in the Kazakh Steppe.

Conclusion

This study examined how Kazakh intellectuals
participated in—and helped shape—the Russian
imperial educational project in the Kazakh Steppe,
using archival records and contemporaneous
periodicals, analyzed through an intermediaries lens.
It found, first, that a two-wave intelligentsia emerged:
an initial cohort formed at the intersection of Islamic
and imperial schooling, and a second, professionally
trained generation educated in gymnasia, seminaries,
specialized colleges, and universities in central
imperial cities. Second, motives for engagement
were layered—status preservation, salaried service,
new mobility for non-elites, and a reformist ethos.
Third, contributions were concrete: petitions and
endowments, school founding and supervision,
classroom implementation, public advocacy, and,
where necessary, organized protest that prompted
policy revision.

Re-evaluating “collaboration” through this
evidence, the article proposes hybrid agency:
not passive compliance or simple mimicry, but
selective translation and tactical use of imperial
resources—petitioning, publicizing, interpreting, or
withholding—to advance both state aims and local
priorities. This perspective relocates power from
statutes to practices and shows how knowledge
produced by intermediaries underwrote planning,
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funding, and legitimation, while schooling also
served as a vehicle of negotiated modernization and
social mobility.

Future research should connect these
intermediaries to Central Asian Jadidism (curricular
reform, language politics, publics of debate) and
trace continuities and breaks into the Soviet era
(korenizatsiia, literacy drives, script reforms,
teacher training). Additional priorities include
gendered histories of girls’ schooling and female
teachers, comparative analysis across imperial
peripheries, and spatial studies of scholarships
and school siting. Pursuing these lines will deepen

understanding of education as both a tool of
empire and a site of local agency, clarifying the
long afterlives of imperial schooling in post-Soviet
nation-building.
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KORKUT AND MODERNITY: SHAMANIC ARCHETYPE
IN THE INTELLECTUAL HISTORY OF KAZAKHSTAN

The article is devoted to the formation and development of the archetype of Korkut in the context of
intellectual history of Kazakhstan. As the first shaman and storyteller, the inventor of the musical instru-
ment kobyz, Korkut occupies a special place both in Kazakh science, including history, cultural anthro-
pology and folkloristics, and in literature and art, including music and ballet. It also remains an important
element linking Kazakhs to Turkic peoples through common origins in antiquity. The author traces the
significance for Kazakh intellectual history and the history of ideas of the image of Korkut, The Book of
Dede Korkut, as well as a set of legends among the peoples of Central Asia associated with the legendary
burial place of Korkut Ata in the Kyzylorda region of the republic. The interdisciplinary approach to the
material, content and comparative analyses of the texts allow us to reveal, firstly, the dynamics of the
image of Korkut in the intellectual environment of Kazakhstan, reflecting cultural policy and historical
processes, and secondly, several interpretative lines that unite Kazakh scientists and creative intellectu-
als and develop from the 19th century to the present day. Since the defining studies and statements were
made during the Soviet era, this period is given special attention.

Introduction

The academic history of Korkut is usually
traced back to 1815, when the Prussian bibliophile
and diplomat Heinrich Friedrich von Diez (1751-
1817) found in the Dresden Library a manuscript
of The Book of Dede Korkut (Book of My
Grandfather Korkut) consisting of twelve parts. He
published one of the parts and made a copy of the
manuscript, which is now kept in the Berlin State
Library (Staatsbibliothek zu Berlin) CKupmyHckuit
1962: 131). Later the German orientalist Theodor
Noldeke (1836-1930) worked with the text, who
however did not complete his mission and passed
it on to his pupil, Vasily Bartold (Bacummii bap-
tosibt; 1869-1930). It was Bartold who prepared a
commented Russian edition of The Book of Dede
Korkut, which was published after his death in
1950 in the edition of the Academy of Sciences
of Azerbaijan SSR. It should also be noted that
in 1956 the Italian orientalist Ettore Rossi (1894-
1955) found in the Vatican Library (Bibliotheca
Apostolica Vaticana) another manuscript of the
source with six songs. Scholars are currently
working with both manuscripts. Among non-
Kazakh researchers of the mythology of Korkut we
should also mention Grigory Potanin (I'puropwuit
[Moranun; 1835-1920), Abubakir Divaev (A0y0a-
kup JuBaes; 1856-1933), Vasily Radloff (Bacu-
mmii Pagnos; 1837-1918), Abdiilkadir Inan (1989
-1976), and Viktor Zhirmunsky (Buxtop KupmyH-
ckuit; 1891-1972).

The first legends about Korkut in the Kazakh
steppe were collected and published in the 1850s-60s
by Russian travellers and officers. In the early 20th
century, a significant contribution was also made by
the French researcher Joseph Castagné (Castagné
1930). The movement of The Book of Dede Korkut
in German, Turkish, Italian and Russian (Soviet)
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academic structures is only one of the lines that
are connected to the outer contour of Kazakhstan’s
intellectual history. What are its internal lines, it
remains to be clarified in this article.

Back in the 1920s, the legendary grave of
Korkut in the Kyzylorda region was visited by Alkey
Margulan (Onkeit Maprynan), the future founder of
the Kazakh school of archaeology and ethnography,
and geologist Kanysh Satbayev (Kaubim CotOacs),
who later became the first president of the Academy
of Sciences of the Kazakh SSR. The image of
Korkut was important and significant for Kazakh
intellectuals long before it became part of Soviet
ethnography and long before the translation of The
Book of Dede Korkut was put into circulation. This
is evidenced, in particular, by the appearance in the
magazine ‘Sholpan’ in 1922 of the poem ‘Korkyt’,
which belonged to the outstanding Kazakh poet
Magzhan Zhumabay (OKymabaer 1989: 220-225),
as well as by a heartfelt poem in the form of a
shamanic song written by another famous Alash
figure Shakarim Kudaiberdiyuly (Kynaiibepaues
1988: 224-226).

Theinterestto the image of Korkutin Kazakhstani
society considerably increased in the eighties of the
last century. In 1980 a monument to Kokut Ata was
erected on the territory of the Karmakchi district of
the Kyzylorda region (by B. Ibrayev and S. Isataev).
In 1986 The Book of Dede Korkut appeared in
Kazakh language in translation by A. Konyratbayev
and M. Baidildayev. In 1989 Baku hosted a Soviet-
Turkish colloquium on Korkut, in September 1997
a thematic international scientific and technical
conference was held at the Korkut Ata University
in Kyzylorda, and in 1998 a research centre for the
study of Korkut’s heritage was established at the
Korkut Ata University, and the development of a
new separate field — Korkut studies — was outlined.
In 1999, international conferences and forums on
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Korkut were held in Turkey, Turkmenistan and
France.

In the 20th century Korkut became not only an
object of archaeological, historical, folklore and
ethnographic attention, but also a hero of literary
and musical works, as well as a symbolically loaded
figure of civil, philosophical-political and spiritual
discourse. The aim of this article is to explore in
what directions the image of Korkut developed
within these discourses during the Soviet period
and what fruits they have yielded in the twenty-first
century, in the era of independence. In what ways
and in what contexts did the archetype of the first
shaman and storyteller develop in socially significant
statements of Kazakh intelligentsia? What is its
relevance now? What are the specifics of Korkut’s
intellectual history in contemporary Kazakhstan?
From this general task follows a smaller one — to fill
the gap created by the lack of attention to the images
and ideas concerning Korkut presented in the works
of such prominent intellectuals of modern Kazakh
history as Olzhas Suleimenov and Auezkhan Kodar.
Identifying the defining lines in the intellectual
history of the Korkut myth makes it possible to take
the next step — to find a common methodological
platform for integrating and analysing different
narratives.

Materials and methods

In 1999, a weighty volume representing a
collection of the most significant texts on Korkut
was published in Almaty. This encyclopaedic
edition, which includes texts in Russian and Kazakh,
is a landmark publication and can be regarded as one
of the central events in the book history of Kazakh
Korkut (KopkbeiT ATa 1999). The publication contains
a kind of pantheon of prominent figures associated
with Korkut. Their photos and brief biographical
information are placed in a special tab. Among akyns
and writers mentioned are Saken Seyfullin (Coken
Cettpymmmn; 1894-1938), Shakarim Kudaiberdiuly
(IIexopim Kymaiioepaiyner; 1858-1931), Magzhan
Zhumabaiuly (Marxan KymaOaitymer;  1893-
1938), Khalizhan Bekkhozhin (Xammxan bek-
xokuH; 1913-1990), Seisen Muktaruly (Ceticen
Myxkrapynbr, 1948-1999), Alimbay Aliaskarov
(Omimbait  Ommackapos; 1906-1991), Mukhtar
Auezov (Myxrtap Oyesos; 1879-1961). Among
the scientists, specialists in philology, history and
ethnography are Shogan Walikhanov (ILloxan
YomuxanoB; 1835-1865), Auelbek Konyratbaev
(Oyenbex  Konsiparbae; 1905-1986), Alkei

Margulan  (Onkeit  Mapryman;  1904-1995),
Rakhmankul Berdibai (Paxmankyn bepai6aii; 1927-
2012), Akseleu Seidimbek (Axceney CeirmimOex;
1942-2009), Shakir Ibraev (Lllokip M6paeB), Alma
Kyraubaeva (Anma Kypay6aesa), Tynyshbek
Dairabai (Tembimbex [laiipabaif). Among the
musicians who worked with the image of Korkut
are listed Ykylas Dukenuly (blxputac JlykeHyssr;
1843-1916), Akhmet Zhubanov (Axmet XKy6aHoB;
1906-1968), Ysmaiyl Nyshan (blcmaiteur Her-
man; 1883-1979), Zhappas Kalambaev (JKamn-
nac Kamambaes; 1909-1970), Sugir Aliuly (Cyrip
Onuynbl; 1882-1961), Daulet Maktybaev (dayner
MakTtei0aeB; 1904-1976), Bekbolat Tileukhan
(bex6onar Tineyxan). This list, however, lacks the
names of Auezkhan Kodar (Oye3xan Komap; 1958-
2016) and Olzhas Suleimenov (Omxac Cyneiime-
HOB; born 1936). Both masters, whose works are
located in the borderland of science and literature,
made a significant contribution by proposing a
kind of deconstruction of the image of Korkut in
the 20th century. The contribution of the most
prominent researcher of Kazakh folklore, Yedige
Tursynov (Enire TypceoB; 1942-2016), has not
been appreciated. This gap in the intellectual chain
of Korkut’s ‘adherents’ should be filled, which
is one of the tasks of this publication. It is worth
noting that the gap is also characteristic of the
extensive bibliographical list on Korkut published
in (KopksIT ATa 1994). To the names mentioned it is
worth adding also the creators of intellectual history
active already in the XXI century, first of all Zira
Nauryzbay (3upa Haypwei30aii). This will allow for
a fuller coverage of Kazakhstan’s own intellectual
history and historiography of Korkut, which is still
under-researched in comparison with the Russian
and Soviet ones (AnueBa 2014).

It is equally important to conceptualise the
development of intellectual discourse on Korkut,
to identify its chronological and substantive
dynamics, and to clarify its relationship to
changing cultural policies and social agendas. For
this purpose, significant texts about Korkut were
subjected to textual research and content analysis,
and then compared with each other and other
texts. The results of such analyses were put into a
broader historical perspective. It is this approach
that will facilitate the integration of various
specialised studies of Korkut studies, aiming
more at philological, historical, cultural and other
special problems (Atimyxamber 2016; baitbocsi-
HoBa 2024; XabyrtmuHoBa, MoturymmmHa 2016,
XKyiixosa 2020 etc.).
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Results and discussion

Before proceeding to the main discussion, it is
necessary to say a few words about the mythology
and image of Korkut. Korkut Ata (or Dede Korkut)
appears in the epic tradition of Oghuz Turks as a
wise man who knows well the traditions and customs
of steppe life, a storyteller, poet and soothsayer.
The main source here is The Book of Dede Korkut,
created presumably in the XIV-XV centuries, but in
its motifs going back to antiquity. If in this book the
Oghuz epic is presented in a rather Muslim tone, the
folk legends of Central Asia bring to the fore the
shamanic essence of Korkut. Korkut is the heritage
of many Turkic peoples, which is explained by the
history of the heroic epic of the Oghuz — a group
of Turkic tribes that left under the pressure of the
Kipchaks from the steppe plains of Turan to the
shores of the Caspian Sea, to West Asia and to the
Danube, and later participated in the ethnogenesis of
Azerbaijanis and Turks. As Zhirmunsky notes, the
‘age of the Oghuz’ from the ‘Book of Grandfather
Korkut’ reflects the real historical past of the people
through the prism of epic idealisation, just as it
happens in the epics about Charlemagne, Manas or
Dzhangar (OKupmynckuit 1962: 139). It is important
to realise that the legend of Korkut was formed
among the Oghuz in their homeland in Central Asia.
Therefore, it is not surprising that not only Kazakh
folk legends, but also, for example, Alisher Navoi
(1441-1501), who deduced Korkut Ata as a sage and
prophet, report about Korkut.

The shamanic side of Korkut is emphasised
in Kazakh folklore. In a series of articles ‘From
the field of Kyrgyz beliefs’, 1. Castagné describes
Kazakh baksy (shamans) in sufficient detail and
retells the tale of Korkut, as well as recounts the
battles between shamans and evil spirits, healing
and divination techniques, ritual possession,
magical costumes and accessories (Kactanpe 1913;
Castagné 1930). In turn, Zhirmunsky notes that
information about the great shaman Korkut is also
known to the Turkmen, Karakalpaks, Uzbeks and
Nogais of the North Caucasus (Kupmynckuit 1962:
158). To this we should also add the Bashkirs, in
whom Korkut is considered the progenitor of one of
the tribes (Mnennbaes 2014), and the Kyrgyz, who
have Korkut in the shamanic pantheon of spirits
(Mannukun 2020: 148).

It is known that there has been a cult around
the holy place where Korkut was buried according
to legends since ancient times. Pilgrims came here
for healing, especially if illnesses were related to
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the action of the Aruakhs (Apyak) spirits, as well
as for acquiring special abilities, including musical
and poetic talent, clairvoyance and magic. In 1927,
the tomb was washed away by the waters of the
Syr Darya, but a drawing made earlier by Vasily
Radloff has been preserved. He also recorded the
incantation of a Kazakh baksy (shaman) calling the
spirit of Korkut. It is noteworthy that the incantation
contained the following image: ‘...if I call him
dead, he is not dead, if I call him alive, he is not
alive, father of the holy Korkut’ (*...eni necem — omi
emec, Tipi gecem — Tipi emec, Ata KopkeIT aynme’)
(OKupmynckuii 1962: 169). It is necessary to say
that in Kyrgyz language the word kopxkyt is used
to refer to both a frightening, frightening person
and a terminally ill or recently deceased person, if
one informs about the near death or demise to close
people (Kupruscko-Pycckuit CnoBaps, [, 1985:
407).

If in The Book of Dede Korkut the sage acts as
a compiler of a poem about the deeds of numerous
heroes, a connoisseur of Oghuz history and a master
immersed in the political-historical process, the
Central Asian legends bring the plot of Korkut’s own
life and death to the foreground. Their central motif
is Korkut’s flight from death. He tries to escape his
fate, to hide from the angel Azrael or even from God
himself, travelling to the four corners of the world
and everywhere finding people digging a grave for
him. Korkut realises that he must return home, to the
banks of the Syr Darya, to the place that appears to
be the centre. There he spreads a carpet, and in other
variants the skin of the camel Zhelmaya, on which
he travelled. Korkut makes the first kobyz, sits down
and plays a melody. It is often specified that the
bedding on which Korkut sits floats on the surface
of the water. He is still trying to hide from death,
believing that it is chasing him on land, but will not
find him on the water surface. Korkut played and
sang for a very long time, but he got tired and fell
asleep. A water snake appeared and stung him. And
then he died. He died at the zenith of realising his
gift of visionary and storyteller, being an expert in
all the worlds he had explored on his journey back to
the sacral center of the world (OKexcembexona 2013:
171; Typcynos 2001: 131-162).

V. Radloff was not able to give a correct
decipherment of the incantation text, but already
V.V. Bartold saw in it an indication of a kind of
immortality of the ancient shaman, which brings
Korkut closer to the prophet Al-Khidr (Hyzr, Khydyr,
Keimpip Ata) from Muslim mythology who sought
and found immortality. It is worth noting that the
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cult of the prophet Al-Khidr persists throughout the
Muslim East and there are several places honoured
as his tomb, including a burial site in Upper Egypt
and on an island at the mouth of the Shatt-al-Arab.
Within the Muslim Sufi shell one can easily detect
an ancient Turkic notion, generally characteristic of
shamanism: the shaman is an intermediary between
the worlds of the living and the dead, humans and
spirits, and therefore he himself is simultaneously
dead and alive or neither dead nor alive (Mannukux
2020: 156-159). The mythology of Korkut is also
closely intertwined with the mythology of Kambar
(Kambap Arta), revered by the peoples of Central
Asia as the patron saint of music and horse breeding.
The very making of the kobyz is associated with the
sacred act of sacrifice, death, and the involvement
of dangerous demonic forces. According to one
legend, Korkut overheard the way of making kobyz
from shaitans (devils). In the myth of Kambar, the
first musical strings are the entrails of gutted game,
dried on the branches of a tree. In this connection,
cultural scientist Z. Naurzbayeva recalls the legend
‘Munlyk-Zarlyk’, in which the sources of music
are the dried up bodies of twin infants hanging on a
tree (Hayp3baesa 20121: 312). It is interesting that
in the Turkmen legend Kambar also spread a mat
on the water and played the dutar, and sitting on
it he performed a piece of music. This complex of
myths combines various motifs of the pre-Islamic
period, which later, however, entered the practices
of Sufism and folk Islam.

The figure of Korkut at the beginning of the last
century went beyond incantation or epic poetry. His
mysticism interested Kazakh enlightenment poets,
the first representatives of the national intelligentsia.
They had a Western education, but remaining
faithful to ethnic culture, saw in the image of Korkut
a source of knowledge and energy necessary for the
transformation of society. The lines of Shakarim
Kudaiberdiuly, in which the image of Korkut
appears as a mystic who gave his being to the
search for truth and devotion to the higher powers,
are striking. Combining shamanic and Sufi motifs
and acquiring a new philosophical depth, Korkut is
likened to a yogi ascetic who, in ecstasy, calls into
his transparent, thinning body the spirits and demons
that invariably accompany the challenges of art and
reason (Kymaii6epmiymsr 1999: 732):

baKChIMBIH JKBIpJIaIl CApHAraH,
JleHeM oK acep OGapmaraH.
Muzarsl )KbIHBIM, TYI€J Kell,

XakuKar icke apHaraH!

(Singing my shamanic song,

My body is in a state of absence.
Come, all the demons in my mind,
Devoted to the truth!)

It should be noted that the emergence of the
baksy figure outside the traditional environment
and its appearance among the creative intelligentsia
are processes that began in pre-revolutionary
times. The work of ethnographers and the growth
of national self-consciousness at the turn of the
century contributed to the Kazakh intelligentsia’s
interest in folklore motifs and traditional spiritual
practices. For example, in January 1914, the Prikaz
Club in Semipalatinsk (now Semey) hosted an
‘ethnographic literary, musical and vocal evening’
where, after reading poems by Alexander Pushkin
and Abai Kunanbayev, shaman Berikbai Satiyev
performed ‘a session of invoking spirits with a
kobyz’ and a report by journalist and researcher
Nazipa Kulzhanova (Hesuna Kymkanosa; 1887-
1934) on the incantation poetry of the baksy. The
importance of the shamanic line in his interpretation
of Korkut was emphasised by Saken Seyfullin, and
his words that Korkut was the first and strongest
baksy would be published as part of a collection of
his works only during the Khrushchev Thaw (Ceii-
bymmua 1964: 170-171).

It is natural that the figure of Korkut also
attracted the subtle poet Magzhan Zhumabaev,
who published his poem Korkyt, based on oral folk
stories, in the journal Sholpan in 1922 (JKymabaes
1989: 220-225). Linking the historical origins of the
Turks to the Altai, Zhumabaev portrays Korkut as
a reflective wanderer who underwent an existential
crisis and wandered ‘alone in the expanses of the
Altai’ reflecting on the futility and changeability of
life. Magzhan Zhumabayev’s Korkut flees not only
from death, but also from conformism. He leaves the
crowd of tribesmen to gather lone heroes to fight.
Obviously, Korkut appears in the poem as a kind of
spokesman for the collective destiny of the Kazakh
people. He metaphorically signifies Zhumabayev’s
metamorphosis and the political drama of modernity
— the defeat in the struggle for Kazakh national
subjectivity when the Alash (Anmamnr) movement was
swept away in the transformation of the Russian
Empire into a Bolshevik state. The poem is imbued
with a tragic, sorrowful feeling, if not pessimistic.

In the USSR, reading the image of Korkut
in the spirit of the Alash poets was impossible
because of the struggle against so-called feudal
vestiges, reactionary individualism and bourgeois
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nationalism. In order to legitimise the first shaman
and the legendary inventor of the kobyz within
Soviet politics, it was necessary to give him a
heroic and popular-democratic dimension. Mukhtar
Auezov, who became a classic during his lifetime,
undertook this task. Condemning the ‘bourgeois-
oriented individualists’ who ‘distorted the meaning
of the ancient legend and tried to interpret it as
agony and make the name Korkut a symbol of
despair and death’, he found in folklore narratives
‘a predominantly optimistic meaning’. Auezov
interpreted Korkut’s struggle with the forces of fate,
his challenge to God, as the Promethean motif so
popular in revolutionary and Marxist aesthetics.
Korkut Ata, as M. Auezov writes, resembles
Prometheus, and at the same time, above all,
‘serves the people’, through which he finds his true
immortality (9ye3081999: 459).

And yet, despite titanism and Promethean
progressivism, the image of Korkut retained the motif
of ancestral heritage, the connection of times. As can
be seen in Khalizhan Bekkhozhin’s poem published
in 1979 in the journal Zvezda, this motif was read
in the spirit of diachrony: ancient secrets inspire the
modern man who rushes forward on a train, but finds
it necessary to greet the grave of the legendary elder
by leaning out of the carriage window (bekxoxun
1999: 742-743). Freestyle literary interpretations
of Korkut include a Faustian interpretation of his
personality in Iran-Gayyip’s (Iranbek Orazbayev)
poem ‘The Spell of Korkut,” written in 1999. As if
developing Auezov’s Promethean line, Iran-Gayyp
paints Korkut as a rebel and god-fighter who did not
fit into the dogmatic framework of Islam and went
wandering in loneliness and longing, as a result of
which he invented the kobyz (XabyrauaoBa, Mo-
turyjuinHa 2016). This Tengrian hypostasis of
the Korkyt image is also found in Turkic fine arts
(Canamzane 2017) and in contemporary ballet,
namely in Damir Urazymbetov’s work ‘Korkyt’s
Wanderings’ (Kyiikosa 2020).

The interpretation of the Korkut archetype was
fundamentally expanded and deepened by Olzhas
Suleimenov, a poet who made the basis of his literary
work and research the signs of Turkic culture in the
history of mankind and the creative decipherment
of these signs, the so-called ‘archeology of sign and
word’. In 1969, he created The Clay Book (I'muns-
Has Kuwmra). It was written instead of a large poetic
work commissioned by the ideological leadership of
the republic for Lenin’s 100th anniversary, and later
critics recognised the work as ‘the most brilliant
Soviet poem’. And if the film ‘The Story of the
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Sign of the Cow’, which tells the story of ancient
writing and myths, created by the poet in 1968, is
called by some anthropologists the first decolonial
cinema of Central Asia, then The Clay Book, freeing
the meanings and images of Turkic history from
sedentarist and Eurocentric narratives, is perhaps
the first decolonial poem in Kazakhstani literature.

O. Suleimenov recognised the Kazakh Korkut in
the ancient Egyptian Horus or Hor-father (Hor-ht;
Horakhty) — the senior solar deity, the living memory
of which, in the writer’s opinion, has been preserved
by the Turkic peoples. In the famous legend of
Korkut’s death Suleimenov found the main features
of the Egyptian story of the setting sun stung by a
water snake (CynetimeHoB 2022: 237-238).

In The Clay Book Korkut is brought out under
the Egyptian name Khor-akhte (Horakhty), who is
one of the significant characters of the book. He is
a judge wise in centuries, who passes judgement on
the khan without opening his eyes, but electrifying
with his presence the whole drama of what is
happening and causing insurmountable horror to
those around him:

There were eight judges,

who were silent as lions,

and their blood roared in their veins.

Only the wisest of them all Khor-akhte

slept with his eyelids closed

in his own shadow,

and his blood murmured quietly

in his flabby veins,

that could remind one of noon and the aryk.

But the Ishpak Khan knew

that he was as quiet

like a tiger in the jungle.

His leg is lame, but his mind is nimble.

His eyes are narrow, but his forehead is high.

And any honourable warrior who stood before him
would feel himself a despicable and pitiful thief.
When his eyes opened with a creak

and a rusted eyelid would raise an eyebrow.

then the criminals would fall to the ground screaming,
and the bravest of them pissed blood.

Oh, do not meet that ghastly gaze,

seeping through the maze of twisted wrinkles

as the jungle looks at the deer at night —

the genie who sees everything, but remains invisible.’
(Cymneiimenos 1969: 169-170).

When Khor-akhte finally awoke to pronounce
his harsh judgement, he began to sing. He sang,
but no one understood him, for he sang in ancient
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Egyptian. Khor-akhte is a sleeping (that is, neither
living nor dead) and tired deity from the past, a
witness to history. But he is also the personification
of a circular movement, a return to the origins, in
which the answers to questions about life, nature
and man are hidden. Through him Suleimenov
reminds us that true knowledge is not always linked
to external progress and scientific development
alone. On the contrary, in order not to lose the sense
of interconnected global connections, historical and
social, it is sometimes necessary to delve into the
depths of mythology and philosophy of the past.

O. Suleimenov returned to Khor-akhty from The
Clay Book in the 2000s. In his opinion, in the image
of Korkut, as well as in his name, one can easily
guess the Egyptian myth about the struggle of the
solar deity with the water serpent Aphoph. The myth
linking Egyptians and proto-Turks was edited in the
Muslim Oguz environment, but Kazakhs preserved
the ancient version of the myth about the god of the
setting Sun. O. Suleimenov, searching for ‘rhymes
of the world’ in global history and mythological
universals, deduces a clear line of correspondences:
the time of sunset corresponds to the old age of
Korkut Ata, the struggle with the horizon is the
desire to avoid death, and Aphoph is a water snake
that bit Korkut. Only the kobyz has been added to
the Central Asian myth, Suleimenov states. This
deconstruction of the myth allowed him to state
that the civilisations of the proto-Tiirks and Ancient
Egypt had cultural and historical interrelations
(Suleimenov 2002).

According to Olzhas Suleimenov, the plot
underlying the story of Korkut was once depicted by
graphic symbols denoting sunset (the Sun descended
into the water) and sunrise (the Sun rose above the
water), and water was depicted by a wavy line, which
combines two interpretations of this sign: firstly,
water, and secondly, a snake. As is known, in most
mythologies of the peoples of the world, snakes are
associated with the water element and are connected
with the underworld and the world of water. Late
Islamisation, the author believes, allowed the
Kazakhs to preserve the Egyptian version of the
myth about the god of the setting Sun. Here the time
of setting (Korkut Ata felt the approach of death), the
struggle with the horizon (the desire to avoid death),
and the defeat by the water serpent (water-horizon)
are marked: ‘Thanks to the fact that the Kazakhs
have not yet got rid of shamanism, the oldest myth-
legend of the Turkic literature has been preserved,
proving the true (almost dated) antiquity of the
Turkic culture and language. Proving even the very

fact of the presence of the Turks in Ancient Egypt
and not as casual guests, but as active participants of
the historical process in the times that we attributed
yesterday to prehistory’ (Cymetimernos 2019: 29). In
turn, the plot with the graves that Korkut meets on
his way at all ends of the world, Olzhas Suleimenov
etymologises with a ‘soft’ variant of the hero’s
name: Kep xyt — ‘Wait for the grave...’. By the way,
the name of the hero of the Oghuz epic Gor-ogly is
translated as ‘Son of the grave’.

Of course, academic historians and specialists
are more reserved in their conclusions. Alkey
Margulan, who devoted a voluminous essay to
Korkyt, sees him primarily as a mythologised
portrait of a real historical figure. He specifies
that the area where Korkyt lived belongs to the
lower reaches of the Syr Darya, and therefore the
Kazakhs called it ‘Suayagy Kurdym’ (Cyasrsl
Kypzem), denoting the place where the wise old
man disappeared into the water. This name can be
used as an idiom expressing irrevocably hidden, as
in Russian ‘kon1tel B Boay” what does ‘cover up the
traces” mean. ‘Korkut’s story is not mere fantasy.
Korkyt is one of those outstanding people who in
his time occupied an important place in the life of
the community. One can talk about the image of a
man who became a legend, but there is no doubt that
this image was born out of historical reality,” writes
Margulan (Maprymnan 1985: 200).

That’s the historian’s point of view. And what
do folklorists say? The researcher of oral genres and
sacred poetry E. Tursunov paid special attention to
Korkut. He found in him, as in other figures of Turkic
culture, the proof in his struggle against the theory
of the British historian Arnold Joseph Toynbee,
who proclaimed sedentary peoples as the creators
of progress, and described nomads as a ‘dead-end
branch’ of human civilisation. Korkut is a majestic
and complex image, but at its core Tursunov finds
a shamanic cult. He cites the text of a shamanic
song in which Korkut Ata, among sacral forces,
neighbours with the maiden Zhaisan, the ancient
deity Chinggis, the Vulture Shoyynkara, and the
spirits of the generals Kabanbai and Zhanibek (Typ-
cynoB 2001: 13). The folklorist interprets the very
wandering of Korkut, who, according to the legend,
is fleeing from death, as the journey of a shaman who
is searching all worlds for the lost or stolen soul of
a sick person. At the mythological level, the image
of Korkut has features of a cultural ancestor who
organises order out of primordial chaos. With the
development and complication of social relations,
the image of Korkut becomes more complex: ‘He

acts as a people’s mentor, coordinator of moral and
ethical processes in society. He reconciles warring
parties if there is a split in a monolithic environment,
humanises it with his presence. Korkut blesses
peace, birth, the blossoming of nature, people’s life,
calls for the unity of the people in the face of enemy
aggression’ (TypcynoB u ap. 2017: 85).

The most philosophical interpretation of
the image of Korkut is found in the works of the
Kazakh writer and researcher Auezkhan Kodar,
who deconstructs it in the context of existential fear
of death and the finitude of human existence (Ko-
nap 2002: 121-131; Konmap 1998). The very name
Korkyt, which according to the main version comes
from the verb xopky, which means to frighten or
scare, receives a Heideggerian translation in Kodar:
it refers to the existential anxiety that the abyss of
existence causes in people. This mental experience
entered the international philosophical vocabulary as
Angst. A. Kodar notes that at first Korkut perceives
death as a private problem connected with specific
circumstances, geographical localisation, but his
unsuccessful attempts to find a locality beyond
death make him realise that death is something ‘that
conditions the possibility of being in space’ (Kogap
1999: 57). This phenomenological discovery leads
Korkut to spiritual therapy through creativity. Time
cannot be stopped, but one can enter into unity with
it through music. The sound of the kobyz allows
Korkut to find his personal existence in the face of
death. In the context of shamanism, this is kamlanie;
in the context of philosophy or Daseinsanalysis,
such an experience can be understood as an entry
into authenticity.

In Zira Naurzbayeva’s cultural analysis,
Korkut’s existentialism acquires mystical features. It
is horrifying because it is connected with death and
first matter: ‘Korkut is horrifying because he breaks
the superficial layer of consciousness, deprives the
illusion of order and draws one further and further
into the terrible depths of chaos’ (Haypz6aesa 2021:
68-69). Z. Naurzbayeva analyses the image of
Korkut in connection with the gnostic interpretation
of'the myth of Nurtolle, compares it with Indo-Aryan
stories, passes through the methodological apparatus
of esoterism, links it with the Turkic metaphysics of
Serikbol Kondybay (Cepux6on Konasibait; 1968-
2004), resorts to the traditionalist optics of the
French mystic René Guénon and the primordialist
theory of the German researcher Hermann Wirth.
As a result, Korkut becomes an integrative myth,
a kind of spiritual foundation of Kazakh tradition,
in fact, a prophet and messenger of Tengrianism,
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which is labelled as ‘original Islam’. In the image
of Korkut, the researcher identifies seven hypostases
associated with the reconstructed natural philosophy
of the ancient Turks: stone, music, wind, fire, water,
mother’s milk, and the grave (Hayps6aesa 2021). In
the esoteric version of myth she proposes, music and
death together form the figure of Korkut, constituting
his ontology in a way that brings to mind the
relationship between art and imagination in Gilbert
Durand’s structural-anthropological model, where
different mythological modes appear as variants
of man’s encounter with the reality of time and the
finitude of life (Durand 1992). Considering Korkut
in the context of an anthropology of the imagination
could offer an integrative model of the structure of
his myth, which would allow us to unify all existing
Korkutian narratives and interpretations. However,
this is a task for a separate research.

Conclusion

In the Kazakhstani intellectual space, it is
not the plots of The Book of Dede Korkut that
are subject to greater reflection, but the plots of
local Central Asian legends. They have long ago,
even before the emergence of ethnographic or
folkloristic interest in Korkut, become internal lines
of Kazakhstan’s intellectual history. In addition to
the legends and images themselves, living in the
oral tradition, one should add to them the versions
recorded by ethnographers and folklore collectors,
as well as artistic or semi-artistic interpretations and
reinterpretations of the Korkut mythology made by
Kazakh creative intelligentsia. Several narratives can
be distinguished here. There are, as it were, two lines.
One emphasises the heroic, god-fighting, tragic or
‘Faustian’ spirit of Korkut. Both the interpretations
of Korkut by the first Kazakh intellectuals of the
Alash era and the Soviet Promethean interpretation
of Mukhtar Auezov belong to this line, although
ideologically they are opposed. Both approaches
reflect the modernist spirit of their time. The
other line is built around Korkut’s shamanism,
its connection with the superindividual, mystical
beginning, with the primordial state of mind. This
approach is characteristic of ethnographers and
artists who are interested in promoting the ancient
tradition, the pre-Islamic culture of the Turks and
Kazakhs. This line is most strongly developed in
the cultural works of Zira Naurzbay, who, however,
recognises the multidimensionality of Korkut,
including not only shamanism, but also the warrior
beginning. This line is continued in our time by
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representatives of Tengrianism, neo-shamanism,
folk Islam and Sufism, including in the context of
discussion with Islamic orthodoxy.

The greatest interest in Korkut in the Kazakhstani
intellectual milieu was noted on the eve of landmark,
turning points in the history of Kazakhstan: at the
beginning of the last century, when local intellectuals
worked on national consciousness, and in the
1980-90s, on the eve of and immediately after the
nation acquired its sovereign state. Korkut Ata was
glorified and inscribed in the nation-building project.
A university was named in his honour, monuments
were erected, and events were held. At the same
time, it has not become an official embodiment of
the people’s subjectivity and a ubiquitous element
of the power cultural landscape, as numerous batyrs
(knights, warriors) have become. The shaman
Korkut Ata remains as if in the shadow of the facade
heroes and symbols of Kazakhstani history, and
it is quite natural. Obviously, the heroic ethos is
more suitable and understandable for the translation
of the national image than the shamanic one. In
the 2000s, public interest in and representation of
Korkut declines somewhat, but it continues to be
one of the nodal points of Kazakh history, culture
and ethnography.

The intellectual history of Korkut in Kazakhstan
contains a number of profound and interesting
secular interpretations of its image. First of all,
these are Olzhas Suleimenov’s transcultural, global-
historical interpretation and Auezhan Kodar’s
existentialist interpretation. Both of them take
Korkut outside the usual discourse. The first places
his image at the centre of a discussion of the cultural
subjectivity of nomads and their interaction with
sedentary civilisations of antiquity (folklorist Yedige
Tursunov thinks with a different methodology, but
in the same direction). The second makes Korkut
a philosophical figure. Here it should be noted that
Korkut Ata initially had a supranational function
in himself, as he was an ancient hero of many

peoples at once. He is, first of all, an expression
of the Turkic world. It is not by chance that the
performance of the first Korkut’s kyu by the kobyz
artist Smatay Umbetbayev in 1981 in Yugoslavia
caused recognition and great delight among Turks
(Haypsbaesa 2021: 104). In this respect, Korkut is
a field for the work of cultural diplomacy of Turkic
countries and the special interest of Turkey, which
claims to be a modern Turanian leader and a direct
heir of the Oghuz civilisation. Korkut cannot be a
purely national hero, but the writers Suleimenov and
Kodar have allowed him to go beyond the Turkic
world as well. Olzhas Suleimenov’s mythological
reconstruction provides for a ‘connection’ to the
global history of religion and writing of all mankind,
while Auezkhan Kodar sees in the legend of Korkut
a fundamental human experience and one of the
earliest attempts at philosophical reflection.

All of the above demonstrates that the richness
of the Korkut Ata myth has not been exhausted so
far. On the contrary, from it, as from an abyss, new
ideas and interpretations can be born. The flexible
shamanic character of this myth allows it to remain
interesting and fruitful in different epochs and
in different cultural and political circumstances.
Interest in Korkut will probably experience a
new round of revision as we enter another era
of worldview and historical revision. Besides,
the mystical pluriversality, voluminousness and
colourfulness of the Korkut myth meet the ethical
and aesthetic demands of modernity.

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Archaeological excavations in the Bostan burial ground
(Kogalinskaya valley, Zhetysu) in 2023-2024

In 2023-2024, archaeological work was carried out on monuments located in the foothill area in
the Kogaly valley of the Zhetysu region near the village of Bostan (Kerbulak district). Given the vast-
ness of the Kogalinsky Valley, excavations of isolated burial mounds such as Bostan seem to be the
most promising as they are informative in content. The main goals and objectives of the field work
were: planned scientific work on the study of the cultural heritage site, protective archaeological
excavations, clarifying the chronological framework of the monument’s functioning, etc. During this
period, 4 mounds were excavated in the valley, the uniqueness of which is manifested both in the
funeral rite and in the material culture. The chronology of burial mounds has been established, a com-
parative analysis has been given, and both common features and their differences have been identi-
fied. The results obtained suggest that in the Early Iron Age there was a densely populated territory in
which a confederation of tribes or a separate tribal structural unit could have lived. The presence of
elite mounds, as well as small necropolises, clearly indicates the social differentiation of society. The
study of the Bostan burial ground is an important step towards understanding the development of the
Kogalinsky Valley in the Early Iron Age, and will also contribute to the development and development
of new methods for studying the Saka culture.

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USHBULAK-1 ARCHAEOLOGICAL COMPLEX
IN SOUTHERN TARBAGATAI
(results of 2024 field research)

The paper presents preliminary results of archaeological research at the Ushbulak complex in the
2024 field season. The complex, located in the southern foothills of the Tarbagatai ridge, consists of a
Bronze Age burial ground, 10 multi-layered dwellings of a settlement nature, as well as several groups
of petroglyphs. The purpose of the study is to determine the cultural and chronological affiliation of the
Ushbulak archaeological complex. Today, the study of various archaeological sites in the complex is of
great scientific importance. Since it reveals the entire life of an ancient society. To solve the tasks, the
study of the complex and its materials was carried out in a holistic manner. In the course of the study,
traditional methods of archeology in general were primarily used: excavations using a comprehensive
methodology, as well as mapping of monuments with reference to settlements and water sources, study-
ing the topography and layout of burial grounds, classifying the material complex, dating methods by
similarity and natural science methods. As a result of scientific work in the specified field season, 2
burial mounds, 1 settlement and a complex of rock paintings were studied. In the course of comparative
typological analysis, as well as radiocarbon 14C AMS dating, these two burials were attributed to the
Bronze Age. The study of the dwelling located next to the burial ground showed that people lived in this
area in different historical periods. As a result of exploration work in the gorge, 17 planes with images
were identified, the bulk of which are also dated to the Bronze Age and the Early Iron Age. The set of
images includes figures of mountain goats, horses and several camels, there are also anthropomorphic
characters and scenes of hunting with a dog. The data obtained from the Ushbulak complex will make a
great contribution to future studies of the material and spiritual culture of the region as a whole.

Introduction

In 2024, an archaeological expedition from the
Al-Farabi Kazakh National University (headed by
R.S. Zhumatayev) conducted research at the Ushbu-
lak archaeological complex, located in the foothills
of southern Tarbagatai (Fig. 1).

The southern spurs of the Tarbagatai Range have
played a special role in the development of various
cultural societies since ancient times. Especially in
the Bronze Age and the period of early nomads, this
territory was a contact zone linking material and
spiritual cultural features between the population
of adjacent regions — Sayan-Altai, Saryarka
and Zhetysu. To solve both general and specific
problems concerning the formation, development
and evolution of ancient cultures, it is extremely
important to conduct research in such subregions.

The archaeological complex is located in the
Urzhar district of the Abay region, 5 km north-

east of the Taskesken-Bakhty national highway,
on hilly terrain at the entrance to the gorge. The
complex consists of various archaeological sites,
including burial sites dating from the Bronze Age
to the mazars of the ethnographic period, as well as
rock paintings covering a wide chronological range
(Fig. 2).

The southern slopes of the Tarbagatai Range
are a poorly studied region in archaeological terms.
Brief information about the history of the study of
the designated territory was presented by us in the
following works (Zhumatayev et al. 2024: 160-
168; Omapos et al. 2018; Yergabylov et al. 2024:
18-25).

The first scientific research at the Ushbulak ar-
chaeological complex was conducted in 2015 by
scientists from the Al-Farabi Kazakh National Uni-
versity. In addition to exploration work in the re-
gion, burial sites were excavated at the Ortabulak
and Ushbulak cemetries. (Omapos et al. 2016).
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The main objective of the study is to determine
the cultural and chronological affiliation of the stud-
ied sites. Specific tasks include a comprehensive de-
scription of the archaeological source and the iden-
tification of dated analogies.

Materials and methods of research

Field work was carried out in two directions. The
first direction was archaeological exploration aimed
at identifying new sites and collecting material.
The second, main one was excavations at the
cemetery and in one of the dwellings of the ancient
settlement, as well as studying the rock complex.
The methodology of specific studies includes, first
of all, traditional archaeological methods of study:
mapping, studying the topography and planigraphy
of  complexes,  stratigraphic  observations,
classification of the material complex, the method
of dated analogies, formal typological analysis,
elements and methods of statistics, the retrospective
method.

In order to determine the cultural and
chronological aspects, a comparative typological
analysis of the studied objects was used in the course
of the study, and the results of 14C radiocarbon
AMS dating were also obtained in the laboratory of
the Center for Physical Sciences and Technology in
Vilnius (Lithuania) using a mass accelerator

During the analysis of ceramic materials, the
sizes of the vessels were determined, the features
and differences in their manufacture and shape were
described. The study of the morphological features
of the vessels of this site was carried out by the
method of comparative analysis with the ceramic
material of other sites, which made it possible to
establish their common features and differences.

For a comprehensive study and holistic
reconstruction of the origins and main stages of
development of rock paintings at the Ushbulak
complex, a set of historical methods was used.

Discussion and results

Research in that year included excavations of
two burial enclosures and a settlement, as well as a
study of a rock art complex.

Burial complexes. Kurgan-fence No. 3 is an
object with a diameter of about 5 m, made of
flagstone and covered with turf vegetation. The
planigraphy is recorded as a round internal fence
with a central sparse layout, forming a platform
with a diameter of 2.9 m. In the southern sector of

the fence, the stones are laid more densely, opposite
is a semicircular “loose” zone. In the center of the
platform, a spot of a grave pit was recorded, oriented
along the west-east axis, in the middle of the spot
there was an oblong stone layout oriented to the
north. The size of the spot is 2 x 1.2 m; inside it,
longitudinal stonework 1.5 x 0.4 m is noted. Five
separate stones have been preserved 10 cm below the
level of the stone embankment, yellowish spots are
observed nearby, interpreted as a possible “ejection”
from a robbed pit.

The burial structure revealed a rectangular pit
measuring 1.8 x 0.9 m with a west-east orientation.
At a depth of about 60 cm from the daylight
surface, there was a skeleton of a teenager in an
extended position on his back, with his head to the
west. The left arm was partially bent at the elbow.
The preservation of the skeleton is extremely
unsatisfactory: fragments of the spine and ribs, leg
bones, and left arm are present. Measurements of
the bone lengths (thigh 27 cm, shin 23 cm, shoulder
22 cm, forearm 18 cm) and the body length from
shoulders to ankles 103 cm confirm adolescence.
Remains of wood were noted near the left shoulder,
to the right of the skeleton there is a shallow pit
(depth 10 cm; 20 x 14 cm) and a small spot near the
feet.

A comparison of the architecture and ritual of
kurgan-fence No. 3 with similar sites in Central
and Eastern Kazakhstan allows us to identify a
number of common features characteristic of burial
complexes of the Bronze and Early Iron Ages. In
particular, circular stone fences and central burial
pits with an elongated body position are found in
the kurgans of the Begazy-Dandybaevskaya culture
(Margulan et al., 1966, 71).

Thisis also indicated by the results of radiocarbon
analysis of the bone from the left shoulder area of
the buried person. Sample FTMC-UQ16-1 gave a
value of 3333 + 32 BP. Calibration was performed
in OxCal v4.4.4 according to the IntCal20 curve
(Reimer et al.,, 2020): 68.3% — 1628-1536 cal
BC; 95.4% — 1689-1518 cal BC (93.5%) and
1731-1721 cal BC (1.9%). The obtained interval
confidently places the complex in the middle of
the 2nd millennium BC and is consistent with the
archaeological features of the object.

Kurgan-fence No. 4. The site was partially
visible before excavation due to large stone
blocks that protruded to the surface of the ground.
After removing the turf layer, a rectangular fence
measuring 3.5 x 4 m was cleared. The stone blocks
located along the perimeter of the fence were
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irregular in shape and of varying sizes; they were
laid tightly to mark the boundaries of the structure.
The outer stones used to build the fence were on
the surface and partially sunken into the ground.
Some stones were placed horizontally, forming a
continuous contour, while others were laid vertically
or at an angle, which gave the texture of the fence
additional variety.

Inside the fence there were small stones, which
were chaotically arranged and were not organized
into a single structure. The outer contours of the
fence were relatively well preserved, despite partial
destruction and the absence of individual stones in
some areas. The inner part, on the contrary, was a
mixture of large and small stones without a clear
structural organization.

The stones of the inner part of the fence were
removed after they were sketched and fixed. As a
result of the clearing, several large stone blocks
were exposed, tightly dug into the ground. On the
same plane, it was possible to discover a grave
spot, which allowed to continue excavation over its
area. The object was plundered in ancient times, the
inventory is missing.

The architecture of both structures demonstrates
planning techniques that are stable for the Bronze
Age of Eastern Kazakhstan and the Upper Irtysh
region: the presence of a stone fence with a clearly
marked central zone and a burial pit along the west-
east axis. The regional tradition is characterized by
the construction of soil pits with ceilings: the soil
taken from the pit was laid out inside the fenced
area, then wooden planks (sometimes slabs) were
laid on the ledges, and a low embankment was
formed on top; robberies led to subsidence of the
ceiling inward (Tkachev, Tkacheva, 2008: 121-
133). Close analogies are observed in the Kyzyltas
cemenry ground, where rectangular and oval fences
with central soil pits with ledges and double ceilings
(at the level of the ledges and the mainland) were
studied; collapsed fragments of ceilings are recorded
in the backfills. This scheme is comparable with that
observed in kurgan No. 3, including the orientation
of the burials and the scenario of post-deformations
(Tkachev, Tkacheva, 2008: 172).

The closest geographical analogue of the sites
studied by archaeologists can be considered the
Botpai cemenry (Ayagoz district, Abay region).
Here, in the central part of the fences, stone cists
were found, sometimes covered with slabs, and
radiocarbon AMS dating dates the complex to the
20th century BC. Kurgans No. 3 and No. 4 are
comparable to the Botpai small fences in external
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architecture (circular or rectangular outline, central
spot, local accumulations of stone), but they differ
fundamentally in the absence of stone boxes: in the
center, a ground burial pit is recorded without a cist
frame (Omarov etal., 2023: 9). For kurgan-fence No.
3, an additional difference is the presence of wooden
elements, interpreted as a ceiling or flooring.

Excavations of the settlement Ushbulak 1. Before
the work began, stone outcrops were recorded on the
site, interpreted as the remains of capital masonry.
Fragments of ceramics were noted in the emissions
from marmot burrows, indicating the presence of a
cultural horizon nearby and secondary redistribution
of material by bioturbation. The excavation was laid
3 m to the south of the burrow, the reference point
is two parallel rows of large stones stretching along
the northwest — southeast line. The excavation grid
is marked with Latin letters (A, B) from east to west;
five squares are divided into two rows diagonally
northeast — southwest. Within the grid, loci of ash
inclusions, spots of compacted yellow soil and
areas of loose gray soil were noted already at the
exploration stage; the sod horizon on the site is on
average 10-11 cm. Below is a description of the
excavation by squares:

Al. The thickness of the surveyed layer from the
modern surface is 1.3 m. Sod (11 cm) and a layer
of manure (12-20 cm) were recorded above the
cultural layer, indicating late economic use of the
site as a camp zone/sheepfold. In the north-eastern
sector, within the manure horizon, traces of burnt
household remains were revealed; a fire pit with
an area of about 1.5 m?, the thickness of the ash-
carbonaceous package is 5-10 cm. Under it, there
is an intermittent bedding of small sandstones,
probably an under-stove/under-grate, stabilizing
the heating unit. In the southern wall, below the
sandstone level, a round pit with a diameter of 30 cm
and a depth of 12 cm was uncovered; according to
its configuration and position, it is interpreted as an
economic (pillar/accumulative) pit associated with
the use of a hearth or interior. The overall picture
indicates a stable domestic hearth with a prepared
foundation and subsequent episodes of piles/
clogging.

A2. Within the square, stone structures-oriented
northeast — southwest, built of large blocks are
documented; in the northern part — their destructive
remains, indicating the dismantling of a section
of the wall. In the gap, a separator stone is traced,
marking the boundary of the room or an internal
pier. Individual blocks of sizes 70 x 45 x 15 cm and
90 x 55 x 25 cm are noted — a typical set for face
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masonry. The length of the recorded internal space
(the central room) is about 2.5 m. The thickness
of the surveyed layer from the modern surface is
1.3 m. Sod (11 cm) and a layer of manure (12-20
cm) are recorded above the cultural layer — a sign
of late economic use of the site as a camp zone /
sheepfold. In the north-eastern sector, within the
manure horizon, traces of burnt household remains
were found; a fire pit with an area of about 1.5 m?,
the thickness of the ash-coal package is 5-10 cm.
Under it, there is an intermittent bedding of small
sandstones, probably a stove/grate stabilizing
the heating unit. In the southern wall, below the
sandstone level, a round pit with a diameter of 30
cm and a depth of 12 cm was opened; according to
its configuration and position, it is interpreted as a
household (pillar/accumulation) pit associated with
the use of the hearth or interior. The overall picture
indicates a stable domestic hearth with a prepared
foundation and subsequent episodes of piles/
clogging; a two-shaft scheme is likely for the laying
actor: external and internal versts of large stones
with presumable backfilling with small stones and
soil (partially lost).

A3. The central part of the building. Below the
turf, sampling for 15 cm of the cultural layer did not
yield: no cultural inclusions were noted within the
square. The wall is folded more densely and “on the
edge”, transversely; large stones predominate in the
south, probably the supporting part of the pier. The
absence of cultural inclusions with massive masonry
allows for interpretation as a foundation/retaining
area, brought out higher in neighboring squares, or
as a zone of late disassembly-shift, with the removal
of cultural material into adjacent cells.

A4. The most powerful wall of the complex
begins from the northern part of the square; the
thickness of the masonry is 70-80 cm, clay layers/
bond are locally recorded, which strengthened the
adhesion of the stone. Under the wall there is a light
yellow dense platform about 3 cm thick — interpreted
as a prepared adobe floor (rolled bedding). The
presence of bonded masonry and floor in one section
indicates a stationary, non-seasonal phase of the
functioning of the room.

A5. A series of multi-colored horizons can be read
along the northern and eastern walls of the square.
After fixing the floor, the stratigraphic edge between
A4 and AS was removed, which made it possible to
reconstruct the sequence of surfaces: directly above
the light yellow floor lies a manure layer, above it is
a soft yellow loamy horizon covered by a layer of
garbage inclusions. This sequence reflects a change

in operating modes: from a residential phase with
regular cleaning and maintenance of the floor to a
commercial (camp) phase with the accumulation of
manure and non-separated garbage.

BI-B5. The squares cover the outer western
wall of the structure. The masonry is made using a
single technique from stones of the same fraction;
the variability of the landmarks is minimal, which,
together with the straightened front, indicates
the primary enclosing function of the wall. No
additional architectural elements (buttresses,
openings) were found within the cells; the structure
is uniform.

L5-MS5. After removing the turf, a 10 cm sample
revealed the outer walls of the southern room, about
1 m thick. The structure is in two parallel rows,
the cavity between the walls is ~0.4 m; probably,
backfilling was originally intended (partially lost
due to the blowing out of small filler). This two-
verst scheme increased the stability of the wall and
provided thermal insulation, which is typical for
stone dwellings in continental climates.

The excavations revealed a capital stone
structure of complex composition, including several
rooms and a system of internal/external walls. The
internal contour is traced by a wall up to 1 m wide;
the length of the north-western wall is about 5 m,
the south-western one is 6 m. The internal space
measures 2.8 x 3.7 m (= 10.4 m?), the height of the
surviving masonry is up to 0.7 m. The masonry is
predominantly dry from large slabs and boulders,
locally with a clay binder (A4), with a probable two-
shaft technique and inter-wall backfilling (L5-M5).
Signs of functional zoning are recorded: a home
hearth with a prepared foundation (A1), a dividing/
marker wall and piers (A2—A3), an area with a floor
surface (A4) and a subsequent camp phase (AS).
The western line (B1-B5) served as a fence and
simultaneously as an anti-erosion/retaining wall
(Fig. 3). The complex of stratigraphic observations
(floor — manure — soft yellow horizon — garbage)
reflects at least two operational phases: the initial
residential phase with a habitable interior and the
late economic phase, probably associated with the
corralling of cattle and secondary littering of the
space. The ceramic fragments found in bioturbation
emissions confirm the presence of a cultural
layer, but their information content is reduced by
secondary transfer; the micromorphology of the
floor (thin sections), the search for fecal spherules,
phytoliths/starches from the ash packets of the hearth
are shown to clarify the chronology and functions
of the premises. Without introducing additional
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dating materials, the chronological assessment of
the structure remains at a preliminary level; the
construction techniques (double-verst walls, adobe
floor, hearth with sandstone base) and the observed

sequence of phases correspond to a stationary
dwelling with subsequent economic re-exploitation
within the framework of the local stone construction
tradition of the region.

Pottery from the settlement. As a result of field
work at the Ushbulak-1 settlement, 32 fragments of
ceramics were discovered. This ceramic material can
be divided into two conventional groups: a) surface
— these are shards of vessels collected from nearby
territories (8 fr.); b) complex — these are fragments of
clay dishes found in the turf layer of the Ushbulak-1
settlement (24 fr.). Of these, 4 fragments belong to
the rims of different vessels. In addition, the ceramics
and surface material discovered at the settlement are
scattered material belonging to different historical
periods (Fig. 4). Most of the fragments of the vessel
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walls have no ornamentation, only one of them
has traces of notches (the motive is unclear). The
thickness varies from 0.6 to 1.1 cm. The diameter is
from 9 to 19 cm (Table 1.).

Fragment of
the rim of a ceramic jar-shaped vessel. The rim is
slightly profiled, pointed. Traces of paint on the
outer surface (reddish-brick color). The diameter of
the mouth of the vessel is 11 c¢m, the thickness of
the walls is 0.6 cm. The surface of the vessel is well
smoothed, without ornamentation. The firing is uni-
form, restorative. The dough is dense.

Similar ornamented vessels were found in set-
tlements of Gorny Altai (Gorny Kordon-1 settle-
ment) and were mostly decorated with rounded
(oval) indentations located under the rim in one
horizontal row. Such ornamentation is widely
used in Irmen and transitional ceramics from the
Bronze Age to the Early Iron Age. (Beisenov,
2017: 79-80).

Vessel 2. Ush.1.24.4A3.SL.C.1. Fragment of
the rim. Low-profile, rounded. The diameter of
the mouth of the vessel is 19 c¢m, the thickness of
the walls is 1.1 cm. Color: Inside there are traces
of burning. External: Color is grayish-brown. The
fracture is dark gray. The manufacturing method
is patchwork. Firing is uniform, restorative. The
dough is dense.

Vessel 3. Ush.1.24.45.SL.C5. Fragment of a
rim. It has a jar shape with a rim that is rounded
in section, slightly curved outward. The diameter of
the mouth of the vessel is 13 c¢m, the thickness of
the walls is 0.7 cm. It is decorated with a horizon-
tal slightly curved roller. There are rows of vertical
notches along the roller. Traces of soot on the outer

and inner surfaces. Color: black, fracture black. Re-
duction firing. The dough is coarse.

Similar jar-shaped vessels with an applied roller
were found in the Altai Mountains (Kurotinsky Log-
1 and Khemchik-2). Settlements with roller ceram-
ics in the Altai Mountains were associated by P.I.
Shulga with the population that left burials of the
Pazyryk type, since she knows of analogies only in
the ceramics of the Late Bronze Age of Kazakhstan
(including Dongal) and the adjacent part of the Al-
tai Territory (Shulga, 1990: 83-87). Similar ceram-
ics were found in the Gorely Kordon settlement
(south of Kulunda, near the border with Kazakh-
stan), which researchers attribute to the transitional
period from the Late Bronze Age to the Early Iron
Age (Frolov et al., 1999: 66-69; Frolov et al., 2002:
135-139; Beisenov, Loman, 2009: 238).

Vessel 4. Ush1.24.A5.SL.C1. The fragment of
the rim is rounded, slightly curved outward, weakly
profiled. It has a short neck, emphasized by a groove
0.9 cm wide. The diameter of the mouth of the ves-
sel is 9 cm, the thickness of the walls is 0.7 cm. The
firing is uniform, restorativ.

Ceramic fragments of the studied settlement
have the following features: vessels — closed jars
are distinguished by the shape of the rim and body.
The ornament consists of rounded depressions, a
roller, a comb and a smooth stamp (plant motif).
Restorative firing predominates. Comparison of
data with materials from adjacent territories allows
us to say that the ornamentation technique and
forms recorded at the settlement of Ushbulak-1 and
2 (pit) are generally characteristic of the Dongal-
early Sak collections of Northern Kazakhstan, Altai
and Zhetysu, and date back to the 8th-7th centuries
BC (Beisenov, Loman, 2009: 239). It should also
be noted that the presence of vessels decorated with
one row of pearls along the edge of the rim is a
characteristic feature of the ceramic complexes of
settlements and burial grounds of the early Iron Age
of the Upper Ob region and the northern foothills of
Altai, the southern taiga regions of Western Siberia
and a number of other adjacent regions (Frolov et al.
1999: 67).

Complex of rock paintings. We have very little
information about the petroglyphs in the Tarbagatai
foothills. There are several scientific papers on
certain complexes (Samashev, 2018; Rogozhinsky,
2011; Sala et al. 2016). Therefore, the study of the
Tarbagatai rock paintings is of great importance.
As a result of the work carried out, 17 small panels
with drawings were identified, related to different
historical periods. During the research, it was
revealed that some panels are single, and we cannot
classify them into groups. That is why we have one
group consisting of 17 panels (Fig. 5).

Panel 1. The surface is vertical with a south-
eastern orientation. The panel is the largest in group
1 with a multi-figure composition. It has a fairly large
number of images. The preservation of these images
is satisfactory. In the upper right corner there is an
image of a deer, next to which there are waves. At
the bottom of these waves there is a tamga, as well
as a horse. On the surface there are a large number
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of mountain goats, argali. Among the images,
presumably, a scene of a battle between two people
and a single figure of a person is depicted. Also, the
image of a snake in the center attracts attention. The
lower part is made entirely of mountain goats and
argali. Mostly, the heads of these animals are turned
to the right. Among the images there is also a dog.

Panel 2. The surface is vertical with a southwest
orientation. The panel itself is located perpendicular
to plane 1. There are images of mountain goats.
There are no images in the center of the panel.

Panel 3. The surface is vertical with a south-east
orientation. Small in size. There are clear images of
3 horsemen, an archer, a camel and a single human
figure in the lower right corner. The panel is 2-3 m
from panel 1.

Panel 4. Vertical panel with south-eastern
orientation. There are images of people, as well as a
mountain goat.

Panel 5. Vertical panel with south-eastern
orientation. Identification of the image is difficult.
Presumably a dwelling was knocked out(?).

Panel 6. The panel is vertical with a south-
eastern orientation. The panel itself is damaged by
modern inscriptions in the center. At the bottom of
the left side there is a single image of a man, next to
it there is presumably a dog. On the right side there
are mountain goats. At the top of the right side of the
surface there is an unidentified animal.

Panel 7. Vertical panel. Single image of a
mountain goat.

Panel 8. The surface is vertical with a south-
eastern orientation. There are images of a mountain
goat, a deer and presumably a dog.

Panel 9. Vertical panel with south-eastern
orientation. The plane depicts a deer with branched
antlers. There are images of unidentified animals.

Panel 10. Vertical surface with southern
orientation. Mountain goats are depicted in thin
lines. Presumably by scratching. There is also an
image of a deer.

Panel 11. The panel is vertical with a south-
eastern orientation. It is damaged by modern
inscriptions. In this connection, it is difficult to
determine what kind of images are underneath
them. There are images of camels on the panel. An
unidentified animal is above the surface.

Panel 12. A vertical panel with a southern
orientation. The preservation of this panel is
unsatisfactory, which makes it difficult to identify
some images. Presumably, there is an image of a
mountain goat (?) on the panel, and an unidentified
animal below the panel. Above there is an image of
a deer, the antlers of which are not visible due to
sunburn, but there is a trace.

Panel 13. Vertical panel with southwest
orientation. Single image of a deer.

Panel 14. The panel is vertical with a south-
eastern orientation. A single image of a deer. An
image of an unidentified animal is carved nearby.

Panel 15. A vertical panel with a southwestern
orientation. Situated quite high and is one of the
large panels in group 1. Multi-figure composition.
Excellent preservation of the images. There is a

composition of a horseman hunting with a dog for
9 mountain goats, whose heads are turned to the
left. Opposite, there are mountain goats depicted
with their heads turned to the right. At the top of
the panel, images of two deer of different sizes are
carved out. Next to them, a single mountain argali
(mountain sheep) is depicted. There are about 5
images of two-humped camels. What is interesting
about this panel is that there is an inverted image
of what is presumably a dog (?). There is a
composition consisting of two men and a woman
facing each other. One of the people is depicted
holding a club. Along one line of this composition,
there is an image of a tamga. A single image of a
person is carved out.

Panel 16. Vertical panel with southwest
orientation. Situated slightly perpendicular to panel
15 group 1. The image of two mountain goats is
knocked out.

Panel 17. A vertical panel with a southwestern
orientation. The panel itself is damaged by modern
inscriptions. In the center, a single image of a
mountain argali is carved, its head facing left. At
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the top of the plane there is an image of what is
presumably a man.

Thus, 17 panels with petroglyphs were
preliminarily recorded and described at the sites in
the 2024 field season. The oldest rock art images
date back to the Bronze Age and the early Iron Age.
The images were made on the most convenient
and spacious panels. The species composition of
the petroglyphs is typical for Eastern Kazakhstan.
The repertoire of plots mainly consists of images of
animals; horses, mountain goats, deer and camels,
archers and standing people for the Bronze Age;
goats, rams, archers and horsemen for subsequent
periods. The preservation of these images is
satisfactory. Mostly, the images were made on
vertical panels, and some images were also made on
horizontal single slabs. We associate the composition
of the animal images with the animal world of this
territory, as well as with their vital activity.

In the course of these studies it was found that
the rock paintings are not compactly located on rock
outcrops. The panels themselves are mostly small
in size. They have a southern and south-eastern
orientation, some of them have a south-western
orientation. They are covered with a crust of desert
“tan” of dark brown color. Some panels with rock
paintings and the petroglyphs themselves are
covered with modern inscriptions. In the course of
the studies it was found that some panels are single,
and we cannot classify them into groups.

Technically, the Ushbulak rock carvings are
characterized by two techniques: knocking out
(dotted) and drawing. Each of them has a number
of variants. In a few cases, it is possible to trace
a sketch made with finely drawn lines for dotted
engravings.

Conclusion

The results of field research in 2024 showed that
the Tarbagatai foothills were the scene of complex
interethnic and intercultural ties in the ancient
and medieval periods. The era of the final Bronze

Age and the early Iron Age is of great importance
in studying the distant past of modern peoples. It
was at this time, as a result of complex processes
of ethnogenesis, that the foundation for the design
of the modern ethnocultural map of Eurasia was
laid. In this regard, the archaeological complex is
of great scientific importance, as it is represented by
different types of sites of the indicated periods. The
kurgan-fences are the first studied burial sites of the
Bronze Age in the territory of southern Tarbagatai,
as well as the settlement. To date, this is the third
studied settlement in Tarbagatai, the first two being
the settlements of Karashoky in the Zaisan district
of the East Kazakhstan region and Eleke sazy in
the Aksuat district of the Abay region. The last
Ushbulak differs from them in its multi-layered
nature, in particular, in the rich ceramic material
of the transition period from the Bronze Age to the
Early Iron Age.

The discovery of a nearby rock complex in-
creases the scientific significance of the Ushbulak
archaeological complex. Systematization and de-
tailed analysis of the rock paintings of the complex
made it possible to identify various stylistic groups
that appeared within the framework of a single pic-
torial tradition, trace the dynamics of development,
clarify the dating and their cultural attribution. At
the moment, the problem of preserving these sites
is acute.

Future research in this complex serves as
a starting point for a detailed reconstruction of
historical events in the Bronze and Early Iron Ages
in Tarbagatai. In addition, it provides an opportunity
to compare archaeological data from this region
with data from adjacent areas, which will eventually
allow for broader conclusions to be drawn.

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Research results in the Tastyozek-1 burial ground
(Kogali plain) in 2025

The Tastyozek-1 burial ground is part of the archaeological complex in the Kogaly valley, which
includes four burial mounds. The relevance of the topic lies in the fact that this complex is the remains
of an Early Iron Age burial mound, part of which was destroyed during agricultural work and requires
an immediate study of the above-mentioned object. The purpose of the work is to consider the issues
of chronology and socio-economic history of the Saks of the Kogaly valley; the objectives are: analysis
and characterization of funeral equipment; identification of the dynamics of the development of mate-
rial culture; identification of the specifics of archaeological sites; identification of cultural and economic
ties of the Saka communities in the Kogaly valley and adjacent territories, etc. The methodological basis
of the research is a positivist approach to the analysis of archaeological and written sources, as well as
the principles of objectivity and historicism, allowing them to consider processes and phenomena in
their dynamic development and in all their diversity. The work uses typological, historical-systemic,
historical-comparative and historical-genetic methods, as well as interdisciplinary approaches used in
modern archaeology. The Tastyozek monuments were studied for the first time in 2025. In this article,
for the first time, research materials from two mounds of the Tastyozek-1 burial ground are introduced
into scientific circulation. The scientific novelty of the research lies in the following: the chronological
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framework of the existence of various categories of Saka culture items has been determined on the ba-
sis of archaeological material; the dynamics of its development has been traced.; Based on a detailed
analysis of the funeral rite and inventory, the specifics of the archaeological sites of the local districts of
Kogaly, including on the territory of Zhetysu, have been clarified, and the specifics of the gravel pit have
been established. Judging by the external structure and inventory, the above-mentioned necropolis was
left by a small family group. The chronological framework of the burial ground’s existence is determined
within the VI-IV centuries BC. The burial ground is synchronous with other ancient cemeteries included
in the Kogaly archaeological complex of the Saka culture.

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HISTORY OF THE STUDY OF ARCHAEOLOGICAL SITES
OF THE KELES STEPPE

The article is devoted to the systematization and analysis of research conducted at the archaeo-
logical sites of the Keles Valley, which spans a history of more than one hundred years. The authors
tentatively distinguish three periods in the study of these sites: the pre-revolutionary period, the Soviet
period, and the modern stage. The first period is characterized by the recording and general descrip-
tion of the monuments. The second stage is marked by the first comprehensive studies using traditional
archaeological methods. The third stage is defined by large-scale and systematic research, employing
methods from the natural sciences. These modern approaches have made it possible to more accurately
determine the dating of the monuments, classify samples of material culture, and gain deeper insights
into the historical development of the region. As a result of the study, and based on the analysis of the
works of 19th-century local historians and travelers, valuable information was collected regarding the
region’s history, ethnic composition of the population, and toponymy. Contemporary archaeological
investigations have made it possible to obtain data on the structure of the monuments, their chronology,
as well as the material and spiritual culture of the ancient population.

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History of the study of archaeological sites of the Keles steppe

Introduction

The Keles steppe starts in the east from the
Karzhantau, Ogem and Kazygurt mountain ranges
and runs westwards to the Syrdarya River, covering
the border zones of Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan. As
the Keles steppe includes the rivers Kurkeles, Keles,
Shyrshyk and Angren with abundant water flowing
into the Syrdarya River, this region is one of the most
favourable regions of Central Asia for semi-nomad-
ic cattle breeding and farming, abundant in animals,
abundant in water and convenient for human life.
It is known that the ancient people began to settle
in the Keles steppe since ancient Stone Age, hunt-
ers and harvesters dwelt in caves on the banks of
mountain rivers and streams (Taleev, 1995: 7). As a
proof, one can cite the ancient sites of the Stone and
Middle Stone Ages, such as Zhalpaksu 1, 2, 3, Sus-
ingen, Zhalgyzarsha 1, 2, 3, located in the foothills
of the mountain ranges Karzhantau, Ogem, Kos-
mola, Kazygurt, originating from the Keles River
(Alpysbaev, 1978: 120-125; Taimaganbetov, 1990:
18-21). These sites indicate that mankind has lived
in the region since the Stone Age.

In the 19" c., the travellers and local histori-
ans studied the historical and cultural values of the
peoples of Central Asia and laid the foundations of
Turkology. The scientists who carried out the first
research works conducted large-scale studies, rais-
ing to a scientific level the study of language, cus-
toms, economic, material and spiritual culture of the
peoples of Central Asia, rich in historical and cul-
tural sites. During this period, he paid attention to
comprehensive study of separate regions of Central
Asia, conducted research in Keles steppe, Tashkent
oasis. Thus, historical and cultural monuments of the
Keles steppe of the 19" c. first began to be studied
by historians and local historians. During this pe-
riod, conducting field research, convincing scientific
conclusions about historical and cultural sites were
made, archaeological and historical topographical
data were generalised. The results of the research
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work were published in the local press and a schol-
arly interest in the history of the region’s past began
to grow. However, for the scientists who conducted
their first research, it was not easy to describe, define
the stages of the sites, which were unknown before
the 19" c., preserved as earthen mounds. The sci-
entists collecting historical data, conducted the first
excavations, made a description of the site, deter-
mined their kind, type, registered and made recom-
mendations on the need for extensive study by the
government.

Material and methods

The results of archaeological research as well
as the works of local historians and travellers who
explored the region in the 19" ¢. were widely used
in the course of writing this article. By analysing the
works of local historians and travellers, valuable in-
formation related to the ancient history of the region,
the ethnic composition of the peoples, geographical
names, archaeological data, important information
about the structure, layers and chronology of sites,
material and spiritual culture of the ancient inhabit-
ants were summarized. For this reason, the research
work carried out in the region is still one of the most
important studies.

While the research conducted in the 19" ¢. was
based on the traditional research methods of the
emerging humanities, modern research is conducted
on the basis of interdisciplinary studies. In the 19"
c., the local historians and amateur archaeologists
made the first descriptions of sites and determined
their stages on the basis of the comparative research
method. Nowadays, on the basis of research meth-
ods in the field of natural sciences, the time frames
of sites are determined. In addition, when studying
the ethnic composition, economy, beliefs of ancient
peoples who inhabited the Keles steppe, along with
research methods in the field of humanities, the re-
search methods in the field of natural sciences are
used.

Discussion

Keles steppe starts in the east from the moun-
tain ranges of Karzhantau, Ogem and Kazygurt and
runs in the west to the Syrdarya River, covering the
border zones of Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan. The
conditions of nature and favourable climate for the
economy created conditions for the settlement of
Keles steppe by people since ancient times. While
the mountains Kazygurt, Ogem, Karzhantau and
Kosmola at the source of the river had warm winters,
cool summers and were used as pastures for cattle,
lowland plains in the lower reaches of the river were
ideal place for keeping cattle and farming, as well as
for horticulture.

The Keles steppe began to appear in written
sources for the first time in geographical works of
the 10" c. (Volin, 1960: 78). In the historical work
16" ¢. of Hafiz Tanish “Sharaf-name-yi Shahi” the
author mentioned the campaign of Abdallah Khan
in 1580. Describing the campaign, Keles mentioned
“there were beautiful auls and beautiful places”
in the Keles (Suleymenov, 1969: 172). The Keles
steppe was first discovered in the 19" c. Since the
mid-19" c. it began to be studied by historians and
local historians and widely mentioned in historical
sources. The first research conducted during this
period began in the form of collecting ancient arte-
facts and publishing information about them in the
local press. As a result of the conducted scientific re-
search, the convincing scientific conclusions about
the architectural features and periods of the histori-
cal and cultural heritage of the Keles steppe were
made, archaeological, historical and topographical
data were collected.

The history and culture of the Keles region first
began to be studied since the 1860s. Initially, his-
torical and cultural monuments of the region were
studied by specialists of various branches and a
scientific descriptions were made. Archaeologi-
cal excavations were carried out at the sites of an-
cient settlements and valuable data were collected.
Academician, famous historian, local historian P.I.
Rychkov was one of the first who conducted re-
search in the Keles steppe. P.I. Rychkov wrote in
his work that Shyrshyk, Arys and Keles districts
were the main habitats of the Kazakhs of the Great
zhuz (Rychkov, 1762: 27). These sources provide
important information about the ethnic composi-
tion, economy, material and spiritual culture of the
peoples who inhabited the Keles steppe.

One of the first archaeological excavations in
the Keles steppe was carried out by N.I. Vesel-

ovsky in 1884. N.I. Veselovsky conducted the
first research works at the Toitobe site and col-
lected valuable materials providing information
about the ancient history of the region. The results
of his research N.I. Veselovsky published in the
publications of the Imperial Russian Archaeologi-
cal Society. In the 1880s N.I. Veselovsky drew the
attention of archaeologists to the ancient sites of
the Keles steppe and widely investigated the sites
near Tashkent (Veselovsky, 1888: 221-226). N.I.
Veselovsky’s archaeological research in the Keles
steppe received positive reviews. He made the first
scientific conclusion that the mounds forming the
hills are the sites of ancient towns and settlements
(Buryakov, et al., 1973: 114). In fact, recent ex-
cavations on high mounds have shown that these
mounds were the sites of cities or settlements con-
sisting of several cultural layers.

The first extensive exploration works in the
Keles steppes were carried out under the leadership
of the amateur local historian E.T. Smirnov. Con-
ducting extensive research of the middle reaches of
the Syrdarya in the late 1880s-early 1890s and giv-
ing the first information about settlements and ne-
cropolises located along the large and small rivers
of the Keles steppe, in his report posed the question:
“for what purpose and what tribes built hills in the
region and to what time these hills belong. In addi-
tion, E.T. Smirnov reported that the inhabitants of
the Niyazbash settlement near Tashkent discovered
ceramic pots on one hill along with human bones
during the levelling of hills (Smirnov, 1896: 7-17).
Archaeological research currently underway proves
that this site is a necropolis of Kangly tribes and that
the accidentally discovered sites were burials of an-
cient peoples.

One of the archaeological excavations in the
Keles steppe was carried out by the amateur local
historian N.P. Ostroumov in 1887. Excavating about
20 burial mounds in the Nikiforov necropolis near
Tashkent, he first determined the architectural com-
position of dromos catacombs (Ostroumov, 1891).
During the excavations he described and presented
to the public ceramic dishes, weapons and jewellery
found in ancient burials. The research group headed
by N.P. Ostroumov systematically conducted and
introduced into scientific circulation the work on
collecting information about the history of the re-
gion, including information about Tashkent. Mem-
bers of the circle collected data on the sites and writ-
ten sources, held excavations and made translations.
The research carried out by N.P. Ostroumov is one
of the most important to date.
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History of the study of archaeological sites of the Keles steppe

The archaeological excavations in the Keles
steppe were continued by members of the Turkestan
Circle of Amateur Archaeologists (Vrevsky, 1895:
4-5). The members of the circle described ancient
towns, settlements and necropolises in the middle
reaches of the Syrdarya and excavated a number
of sites (Ostroumov, 1899: 118-137; Ostroumov,
1906: 32-44; Rudnev, 1900: 57-62; Kravaev, 1914:
8-10). In the 1890s about 100 local historians and
archaeologists interested in the sites of the region,
joined the circle. The members compiled a brief list
of ancient sites of the Keles steppe and began to ac-
cumulate archaeological data (Ostroumov, 1891;
Ostroumov, 1899: 118-137).

During the research work in the Keles region in
the 19" c., a large number of ancient coins, ossuar-
ies and jewellery were collected and introduced into
scientific circulation. Excavations on the bank of
the Karasu River revealed a large number of burials
buried only in ossuaries. Having carried out a scien-
tific analysis of ossuaries found in the Tashkent dis-
trict of the Keles Steppe, E.T. Smirnov discovered
that the handles of oval-shaped ossuaries depicted
the heads of birds or people spreading their wings
(Smirnov, 1896: 10). As a result of these studies, the
Keles steppe was recognised as one of the rigions
with the most frequently occurring ossuaries. In the
1870s, orientalist A.L. Kuhn conducted research in
the Tashkent region to collect materials for educa-
tional societies in Russia. He sent fifteen boxes of
artefacts to St. Petersburg, collected during archae-
ological research conducted in the region in 1871
(Lunin, 1958: 25).

The members of the Turkestan Circle of Ama-
teur Archaeologists have published articles, reports
and papers in a systematically published “Bulletin
of the Turkestan Circle of Amateur Archaeologists”
since 1896 (Buryakov, et al., 1973: 114]. All the
above works were the first historical archaeological
studies conducted in the Keles steppe. As a result of
these studies, the basis for systematic study, regis-
tration of sites and formation of the state protection
case was created.

In 1919 the Academy of History of Material
Culture was established, in 1920 — Turkestan Com-
mittee for Museums and Protection of Art, Nature
and Ancient Monuments. At the suggestion of
V.V. Bartold, the main task of the Committee was
to compile archaeological maps. Thus, the work on
registration, study and preservation of ancient sites
continued (Kozybaev, 1996: 18).

In the 1920s, archaeological research began to
be carried out intensively in the Tashkent part of the
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Keles steppe. For the first time, the sites and found
artefacts were taken into account from a scientific
point of view and the Keles steppe began to be
studied from a historical and topographical point of
view. Since the late 1920s, A.A. Potapov, M.V. Vo-
evodsky and M.P. Gryaznov have taken into account
the sites of the Tashkent region and carried out exca-
vations at burial grounds. During this period, M.E.
Masson and T. Mirgiyazov conducted archaeologi-
cal excavations near the village of Toitobe and col-
lected valuable data on the spiritual and material
culture of the ancient peoples who inhabited the
region. The research revealed numerous towns and
settlements, caravan roads and metallurgical cen-
tres. In the early 1930s Ya.G. Gulyamov worked on
the protection of architectural monuments. He also
studied epigraphic inscriptions and conducted exca-
vations in burial grounds (Buryakov, et al., 1973: 8).

The archaeological research in the region began
to be carried out regularly from the 1930s. In 1934-
1938, the archaeological Expedition of Yangiyul
under the leadership of G.V. Grigoriyev conducted
archaeological excavations in the cities of Kaunchi-
Tepa, Alimbay-Tepa, Shurali-Say, etc., mapped the
location of ancient sites of the Keles steppe and in the
necropolis of Kaunchi-Tepa (Grigorev, 1935: 3-42;
Grigorev, Gromova, 1940: 2-40; Grigorev, 1940:
3-39; Grigorev, 1948: 47-67). G.V. Grigoriev’s ar-
chaeological research in the ancient city of Kaun-
chi-Tepa and its adjacent necropolises revealed the
identity of the Kangly culture in the middle reaches
of the Syrdarya, including the Tashkent oasis and
gave it the name “Kaunshy culture” (Levina, 1971:
90-91; Baipakov, Taymagambetov, 2009: 220).

In the 1930s and 1940s, the researchers
T.G. Obolduev, V.A. Shishkin, A.I. Terenozhkin,
M.Ye. Voronets, etc. conducted archaeological ex-
cavations and revealed connections between sites
along large and small rivers. In addition, A.I. Tere-
nozhkin and M.E. Voronets carried out extensive
archaeological research and collected the necessary
data to compile an archaeological map of the region.
The Department of Central Asian Archaeology of
the V.I. Lenin Tashkent State University under the
direction of M.E. Mason, along with the study of
architectural sites, registered archaeological sites in
the Moscow region.

The Historical and Archaeological Expedition of
the Academy of Sciences of the Uzbek SSR (headed
by Y.G. Gulyamov) conducted research at Vrevsk
station, in the settlement of Khozhakent, at the Tuy-
abuguz Reservoir and adjacent mounds. During this
period, G.V. Parfenov, A.P. Okladnikov, and Kh.
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Nasreddinov studied Palaeolithic settlements in the
Khozhakent and Bozsu districts. Thus, archaeologi-
cal sites of Keles steppe were widely studied and
introduced into scientific turnover (Buryakov, et al.,
1973: 7-12).

The South Kazakhstan archaeological expedi-
tion first conducted research in the Kazakh part of
the Keles district in 1947-1948. As a result, the lo-
cation of burial grounds and settlements in the up-
per reaches of the Keles River was determined and a
comparative analysis of their topograp
